) NEWS - COMMENT - POSSIBILITIES

NEC pres Robert Sernoff’'s letters to radlo-TV edlitors get a fine pickup from
trede and consumer press editors, but as Mr. Sarnoff discovered during the press tour
in LA last month, editors not only have gripes about things in TV, they also have
memories. Whille most complalnts from regular radlo-TV writers are generalized, some
are based on specific information., In his latest letter (dated Dec 2), Mr. Sarnoff
recalls some of the questions and opinions thrown his way in LA and presents abridged
versions of his answers at that time. In view of some very recent happenings at NBC,
and with some afterthoughts, some new orientation may be required on NBC's program-
ming views and plans for the new seasons to come. While it wouldn't be fair to
blackJack some curreant NBEC views, since they will be subJject to change when the full
impact of tape 1s felt, there are still some puzzlers on the books. Mr. Sarnoff said
that while some have the opinion that "the whole television industry is in the pro-
cess of shifting to the West Coast," hls answer was that "the NBC headquarters 1s In
New York. Our New York studlios are belng used to capacity. Our yardstick for de-
ciding on East or West Coast origination for any particular program is avallability
of talent and production facilities. Right now we have a good balance between the
two coasts and I expect it will remain in reasonable balance." Immediately after
this opinion and reply, Mr. Sarnoff lists another that many feel 1s linked to the
question of East and /or West producticn. The opinion: "Creatlve personnel at NBEC
have a difficult time getting an executlve yes or no to their ideas and proposals.”
Mr. Sarnoff's answer: "I think the situation in regard to creative personnel might
have been true at one time tut I don't think it 1s any longer....Jess (Oppenhe imer )
will be responsible for coming up with new entertalnment programming concepts and
formats of the future. He'll expect, and I'm sure he'll get, answers on his plans

and proposals."

The forsgoing is in the nature of explanatory background. At the time the ap-
pointment of Oppenhelmer was announced, NBC also let 1t be known informally that
Alan Livingston, v.p. in charge of NBC programming in LA, 1s working on up to 11 new
projects for NBC for next season. (Cne of them includes the filmed comedy serles,
You Know Me, Al, the pilot of which will be produced in NY because a majority of
the cast, precductlon crew and the pilot's ecript writer happen to be in NY). Some
conflict in the creative programming post 1s already obvious, since NBC hasn't ex- -
plained anything beyond the fact that Oppenhelimer raeports to Manie Secks. For an
extended view, there's a statement reported to have been made by Fred Coe, who re-
signed his program production post at NBC: "I just wasn't happy doing nothing...
they weren't talking to me or assigning me anything; and I wasn't talking to them.
NBC is no longer interested in bullding house packages. MCA does it for them. There
are no hard feelings. It's a divorce, but we're still friends." Jess Oppenhelimer,
who produced the widely-halled Genersl Motors show, was quoted afterwards as saying,
"I've had it. The pressure was almost urbearable. No more live shows, please."
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Cn the basis of the men who aré settling up and running NBC's prograrning now, the
immediate future for the network seems to lie in the direction of the West Coast
and £ilm -- unless facilitles and production talent, or the lack of elther, declde

otherwlise.

MGM-TV, supposedly a llttle concerned about being ahead of the season with two
of its pllots, had one worry off its hands wilth the sale of Northwest Passage to NBC
for network slotting next season. The adventure series, based on Xenneth Roberts'
best-selling novel, will be produced by Adrien Samish at the MGM studios and will
star Keith larsen as MajJor Robert Rogers, with Buddy Ebsen and Lon Burnett as two of
Rogers Rangera. The Indlans Iin Hollywood willl keep working, since the storyline in-
volves the American colonists and the French and Indlans in the border wars on the
early frontiler.......lloyd Nolen and Revue Productions are reported to be partners
in a proposed series that would star Nolan as a government man in an activity that
doesn't exist in real life -- as an undercover agent for the Treasury Lept and the
Bureau of Internal Revenue. Nolan says that the departments have given him permis-
slon to create the role.and will provide file info for the series. Dick Lewis would
be producer for Revue......U, S, Time Corp got tke special spof’zi\vgs looking for,
although not in time for pre-Christmas selling. The Timex All-Star Jazz Show, to
be shown over NBC on Dec 30, Monday, 10-llpm NYT, will have Steve Allen as m.c,, with
Iouls Armstrong, Woody Herman and Gene Krupa leading groups from New York, while
Tuke Ellington and his orch will be cut in with a remote from Chicago. Other Jjazz
stars and units will also be featured, in line with a theme, "Jjazz is fun." Larry
White will produce the show and Dwight Hemion will direct from a script by George
Simon. Agsoclated Booking Corp 1s packaging the deal.

NRC program schedule changee begin on Dec 13 and continue happening right thru
January, with some vossible surprises stiil to come. Truth or Conseguences goes
nighttime on Dec 13, returning to a Friday evening spot, thls time 7 :30-8pm NYT.

Bob Barker will be m.c., also continuing with the role on the Monday thru Frilday
morning verslion. The program will be seen on the Pacific coast on a flve-day delay
basis, starting Wednesday, Lec 18, because the filmed program 1t 1s replacing,

Saber of Iondon, was seen on the coast in the Wednesday evenlng srot. Saber moves

to Sunday, 5:30-6pm NYT, starting Tec 22, with sponsor Sterling Irug, Inc., thru
Dancer-Fitzgerald-Sample, Inc(NY), continuing as well as becomihg sponsor of the even-
ing Truth or Coneequences. In the chain of moves, Saber of Iondon replaces Cutlook,
which moves to Sunday, €:30-7pm NYT, replacing My Friend Flicka, which will move to
the 7-7:3Cpm NYT spot beginning Jan 5, replacing Ted Mack's Original fAmateur Hour,
which ends its run on NBC. My Friend Flicka will nave a short hiatus after its Tec

8 showing, returning on Jan 5 In its new time.......General Foocds Corp thru Eenton %
2owles, Inc(NY) will become alternate week sponsor of Dragnet over NBC, starting

Jan 9, for 26 weeks. 1Ilggett and Myers Tobacco Co will continue as alternate week
