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THE MUSICAL FILIPINOS.

Great Opportunities for Talking Machine Trade
in Our New Possessions in the Fdr East—
People Are Musically Appreciative—Some
Impressions of Interest.

(Special to The Talklng Machine World)
Manila, P. I, Jan. 7, 1005,

Some time ago you asked me to give you some
opinions as to the possibiMities of the talking ma-
chine output in the Philippine Islands,

I should say, from a superficial investigation,
that the possibilities for a large businéss here
with talking machines Is most encouraging. To
begin with, the Filipinos take to novelties. They
are like children in many respects, and to ses
them gather around some machine which is send-
ing forth a reproduction of a famous American
song, and note the childlike look on their faces,
Is interesting.

Of course, all of the records must be in Span-
ish, but I understand that talking machine rec-

ords n made in every language on earth,
80 there lll \le no trouble in giving these ncople
what the

1 believe (Iml llln smaller machines would have
an enormons sale here. Of course, the matter of
distributing through the native sources must be
ngted carefully, and I have no data at hand to
give you which might form a basis for accurately
working up this matter. [ will endeavor to in-
form myself, and post you in a later communieca-
tion.

The Filipinos love music of every kind. They
have their own crude instruments, and while
there has never bheen a Filipino musician of
world repute, yet 1 believe that if the talking
machine manufacturers could get some noted
Filipino to sing for recording purposes, or some
native orator, the records and the machines
would have an enormous sale. All people who
can, would buy one simply to hear the local
singer or speaker. Then, again, some of the fa-
mous songs of the Filipinos could be used splén.
didly In this connection.

You have asked for some particular ‘notes re-
garding the musical conlitions in these islands.
The Filipinos possess aa inherent passion and
talent for music. This manifests itself at every
opportunity. Every village has its orchestra and
bvand, and somw of  the organizations have
reached a high degree of perfection, as people
who ve attended the St Louis Falr will testify.
The military band and orchestra which was sent
over there is a patt of the constabulary—the po-
lice organization under the control of the civil
government, and has been drilled by an Amer-
fcan mulatto, who has decided musieal genius,
and Is a graduate of ‘the Boston Conservatory.
This constabulary band s probably the most ad-
vaneed and ied musical

of the streets in the well-to-do part of town you
will recognize that the coming generation of Fili-
pinos are diligent in practicing their music les-
sons, and go.at them with great zeal and persist-
ence. Nearly everybody can play some kind of
an instrument, and hundreds of familles in
Manila can furnish very réspectable ol tras
without going beyond their own thresholds. And
th a good deal of 'sentiment and
taste, althowgh few of them are able to interpret
the higher classes of classical music.

School teachers report that the little Filipinos
piek up music instinctively; that thdy have
quick and receptive memories and can learn the
melody and the words of a song in two or three
lessons. On the evening of July 4 last, there
was a celebration at the United States Club, with
a programme of music and recitation. The-most
attractive pumbers were “The Sta ngled
Banner” and other patriotic American songs
given by a chorus of youngsters from one of the
primary schools. They sang as if their souls
were in it; they sang as if their lives depended
upon it; not with the listless, perfunctory man- ™
ner of the ordinary school child, but with genu-
ine enthusiasm and enjoyment.

Records—Regulating Speed—In-
creasing'Volume of Sound—Mending Cracked
Records—Other Items of Interest.

Some very excellent ideas of a practical nature
appear in the following communication regard-
ing talking machines: ¢

“Slipping of records—To those Who complain
of this inconvenience, unknown to me, I would
say Don’t polish your mandrel. With a new
talker it I8 of course, necessary to pish on the
record rather firmly, gradually the mandrel
becomes coated at the thick end with some of
the composition with which records are made,
and this, if allowed to remain, zrips the record:
andspagyvents slipping.  Perhaps the same resilt
could Le obtained quicker by gently rubbing the
thick ¢nd of mandrel with beeswax. A'frosted
or grooved mandrel, as suggested by some cort
spondents, would, 1 think, rain the record.

“Regulating speed—On end of magdrel 1 have
stuck on a strip of white paper (as a spoke In a
wheel), and wateh in hand, I count 80 reyolu.
tions to the hyf minute, in ten grougs of eight
in each. A mandrel revolves faster empty, how!
ever, th vlien a record is being played, which
shoild be borne in mind. I can now merely
watching this strip of papes very elosely, adjust
the kpeed. ATl gold moulded, records, however,
are~pvidently not made for reproduction at full

He advises
that once a crack has appeared, {he record can be
played no more until the matter has been af:

chine News of Lomlon: “Close up the two lips
carefully, and bind securely with soft cdtton
thread—the flat thread used for mending stock- #
ings is the best. Now make two pins of brass,
half an inch long, and make a hook 116 inch
in length at each ¢énd. Heat them in an alcohnl
flame and rivet with them across crack on fha
inide of the record, embedding thie hooks in the
valsed spiral. They will sink into the wax and
bind the edges  frmly together. It §s best not
to. put them -in straightway, buf-lo prepare a
‘bed’ and then bury firmly and finally. The fn-
side surface of the record may then be smoothed
by a hot mail or by scraping with a knife if the
wax had hardened, The coifon may now bo re-
moved. and the lips will remain closed.

A case of unusual interest not only to talking
machine people in (his country. hut in the United
States, was heard in one of our local courts re-
cently. It was a prosecution under the Merchan-
dise Marks Act by the Gramophone & Typewriter
Co., Ltd, and Mme. Melba, the famous operatic
artist, against Chas. W. Howell, 175 John Street
Road, Clarkenwell, for unlawfully applying a
false trade description, viz., the word “Melba,” to
a sound producing disk machine and sound pro-
ducing gound-boxes, and also for offering the
same for sale.
