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THE, TELEGRAPHONE— A MARVELOUS APPARATUS.

Records the Human Voice on a Simple Wire or Thin Sheef of Steel Without Indentation, Pin
Scratch or Mark, the Only Agency Being Electro Magnetism—Fulfils a Hope That Tele-
phone and Talking Machine Will Work Hand in Hand.

The Poulson “Telegraphone,” brief mention of
which was made in last month's Talking Machine
World, is spoken of by its enthusiastie promoters
ag an “instrument which supersedes the phono-
graph.”  According to an authoritative descrip-
tion of this certainly marvelons apparatus, “by
the telegraphone the human voice is recorded and

,-stored on a simple wire, or thin sheet of steel—
without wax, without indentation, without a
pin-scrateh or mark, withont the use of any
agency other than the fnvisible influence of elec-
tro-magne The sound waves, to the
minutest whisper or respiration, are electrically
projected into the molecules of the metal—there
to remain and be reproduced until 2 simple mag-
net wipes them off—as permanent as the poles
and as infallible as the marvelous exactness of
electricity can make them. 1t is the perfect talk-

ing machine fully revealed which was feebly fore-
shadowed when the- ingenfous brain of Edison
discovered the phonograph’s power of doing a few
of the things on cumbersome wax records that
the raphone, with the lightning dexterity of
magnetism, accomplishes with that simplicity,
ease, and grace which mark scientifie perfection.
It fulfils a hope of scienti that in some way
the telephone and talking machine would be
made {o work hand in hand.

“Standing separate and apart from all other in-
ventions of recent years, except the wonderful

group including the kindred discoveries—the tele-
phone, electric light, trolley motor, talkingma-
chine and wireless telegraph—the telegraphone
is as distinct as a cameo in its principles. Be-
cause it Is a gontradiction of scientific principles
heretdbre alcepted, it hos first attracted the
world-wide attention of scien-

tists, - While _the talking ma-
chine has confined its work al-
most altogether to amusement
purposes, the telegraphone far
excels all the wax-record talking
machines in this particular
province, In the matter of re-
producing music, there is little
comparison between the telegra-
phone and any other machine,
for the reason that there are no
rasping or
“ sereeching *
sounds accom-
panying the
delivery of
musical pro-
ductions from
magnetic - rec-
ords. The proc-
ess being electrical, and
mechanical, none of the
agreeable mechanical effects so
noticeable in the other talking
machines are present in the
productions of the telegra-
phone.

“By accident it was discov
ered by* Viademar Poulsen, &
Danish - sgientist residing in
Copenhagen, that if magnetism
was conveyed to a steel plate
by an electromagnet of sufficient delicacy,
the magnetism remained isolated at the spot
where the contact occurred. In other words,
very dellcate  electro-magnetism -could be local-
ized, This discovery was immediately applied to
the reproduction of sound wavés—or the record-
ing of sound waves by a magnet on a steel plate.
A very delicate needle magnet, attached at the
end of a telephone wire to the diaphragm of a
minute telephone receiver, is made to run over
the surface of a steel disk or wire. [

“The sound waves, going into the telephone

not
dis

transmitter, produce corresponding sound waves
at the other end of the wire, which are most deli-
#tely reproduced by the electro-magnet in waves
of magnetism on the steel. Thesegnagnetic waves
are permanently localized where they occur on
the steel surface. They will last for years, The
steel may be polished without disturbing the
magnetic record. Rust has no effect on it. The
invisible message is there, and remains there un-
til a heavier magnet is drawn over the surface,
when it Is wiped off. To reproduce the sound, the
same magnet which recorded the sounds on the

steel wire or disk runs a second time over the
path it first traveled. As it travels over the steel
surface, creating the same magnetic vibrations
as were created by the sound waves entering the
telephone transmitter, the same sounds are re
produced through the telephone recefver and may
be heard with“the utmost distinctness. With the
telegraphone it s as easy to erase a record as
it 18 to make it, and it is as easy 10 make a record
as it is to reproduce the sound.”

In a telegraphone of the wire type, Tllustrated
in.Fig. 1, the wire runs between two pairs of
magnets, placed horizontally on each side of
at a speed of about 10 feet a second. The driving
apparatus is a small electric motor, 110 volts, D
C.. contained in the box. The record is effoctr
by the action of the left-hand pair of magnet
the other pair of magnets being used for erasing.
The switch-box shown on the side is fitted “with
three press buttons, by which the recording wire
can be run forward or backward or stopped

As the erasing magnet Is in operation when the.
wire is run forward, any portion bearing a record
which is no longer required can be utilized for a
fresh record, the wire being cleaned by the eras-
ing magnets immediately before entering the field
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of the recording magnets. It will be scen from
this that the mere fact of making a record wipes
cut or erases any previous record on that part of
the wire; this enables one, when speaking or
singing, to cagrect an error. The machine is set
in motlon by the depression of the forward but
fon in the switch-box, and the speaker or singer
having finished, the stop button is pressed

In both machines the reproductions are tru
the human voice, either conversational or in song;

EMMA EAMES. SINGS

For the Victor Co.—Some Superb Records Made
of Famous Compositions.

Mme. Emma Eames, the, distinguished oper-
atic $opraiomwas a visitor to the laboratory of
the Victo} Talking Machine Co., in- New York,
last week, where she sang many famous songs
and arias. She consented to sing in order that in
the years to come her voice may be heard in all
its brilliancy of today and that many persons
who are now unable to afford opera prices will
be able to listen to her. This latter point had
much to do with her decision.

In order that the voice reproduction might be
perfect it was necessary that she/sing the long
passages in sustained- legato styl¢, of which she
fs o mistress, so that the volume of sound
should be as eyen as possible throughout. And
not content, as many singers might be, to sing
the selections once and “let that do,” she sang

‘the expert. ~ Before starting (@ make any explana-
tions, we wonld like to say that comparatively

few of the dealersaknow the names of the parts
" of the various’ machines, and do mot seem o
make any effort to learn. them,” although the
varions companies furnish price-lists of parts.
The frequency of the request for some. “little
thing that goes under fhe top” or “the little
wheel that goes ln(o the next to the last wheel”
causes jobbers at'times to throw up their-hands
in utter despair. The only resource Is to get the
michine’ in question and have the part pointed
out, and thany times this is for a single screw at
a probable gross profit of onequarter of a cent.
Dealers,_study your machines.. Take onc apart
and put it together again, and you will ledrn .
more in an hour than you dream possible, which
will be a source of profit to you in the future.

THE SPRING AND ITS CARE.

Asubscriber asks us: “Why is it.my machina
(Edison) after running about two records sud-
denly sounds as if something exploded inside?”
—The trouble-is due tothe fact that when the
spring I8 tishtly wound all its coils touch each
othier and one or two of them will stick together
nntil the tensfon hecomes great enough o puil
them apart; then they separate very suddenly,
causing. the “eplosion” mentioned above. The
best method to remedy this is to take the ma-
chine out of the cabinet, stand it on one end and
squirt benzine in the spring barrel throush the
opening in the-side of the harrel. (For squirting
the benzine mothing is better than an oll can.)
This washes out-any gummed oil that may
the sticking of the spring coils, After thi
ing, let it stand for half an hour, to allow the
benzine t6 evaporate. Then  wind up the ma
ching about half, 'stand it on end again and put ,
about three tablespoonfuls ofgbest powdercd
graphite on {le spring coils, allowing the ma-
chine to nnwind while €0 doing. We do not ad-
vocate the use of ofl in the spring barrel. as this
tends' to gum up, and cauges the very difficulty
we are trying to avoid. The graphite may be put
in with a small, flat stick, but the nicest method
18 to use an’ insect-powder blower, which scems
to send it {n the smallest cracks.

RECORDS AND LENGTH OF RUNNING.
Another question that we are often asked is
“Why can T only get. two or three records ont bf

. one winding when T ought to get seven or elght.”
The answer to this Is Aot quite o simple as it
may seem, as the trouble is due to various causes.
No. 1. A loose belt or one that has become

soaked with ofl. - The remedy. is obylous—get a
new one. They are cheap,

No. 2/“The belt tightening arm pulley” or
“idler pulley” may not revolve on its shaft. This
is the small pulley beneath the top plate, and
rests on the beit and takes up tho slack, and by
the way, sée that it does rest on the upper sur-
fiteo of the belt, and not on the belt driving-pul-
ley. <
No. 3. The driving pulley- may be loose on its
shaft. (The driving pulley is the underneath
belt wheel.) “If this should be loose, tighten up
on the setscrew that screws fnfo the hub of
wheel. Don't use a big, coarse screwdriver. It s
very easy to twist off these small screws.

No. 4. Not enough oil on “main.shaft” (Home
or Triumph) or feed shaft, or oll may have be-
<ome gummed on same. This very fine screw
thread (100 to the iffich) should be treated with
great care. It should be kept clean and well
oiled. The best method of cleaning this is to
tise an old toothbrush dipped in benzine.

No. 5. The centers which hold (he above main
shaft must not be adjusted too tightly. Test this
by takting off the belt and spiening By hand, It
should run yery freely.

No. . Sothe of the ends of the various shafts
may have been ruffed up from lack of olllng or
may have become bent.

The gply way to decide about this is to take
the machine apart and try éach shaft in its own
Dbearing by spinning it around. We wonld like
to say in connection with (his trouble that oil
is a very necessary article to insure the best re-
sults from the talking machine. ¥ bearing
should be’ well oiled, but by -this/ we do not
mean giving the machifie a bath. |The best oll
for talking macliines generally is’one that does
not ‘gum readily.and will not. evaporate. Th
oils are much better than thick or heavy olls. 5
7. A poor feed nut or ono that is not prop-
erly set on the feed thread, 0
of a nut is cut 100 threads to (he inch,
too far forward to exacfly match into the threads
of fred shaft (commonly called the main shaft)
it will bind and cause a ‘great reduction jof the
power of the motor. In connection with this it
is well to call attention to the fact that the nut
15 mot reversible, and if put on “hind part be-
fore” it will 1ift out of the thread and.repeat the
same line over and. over. y

No. 8. The feed nut spring may have become
bent down, causing too much tension on the feed-
screw. (The feedmut spring is the, blue steel
sixing or arm that holds the nut mentioned in
Cause No. 7.)  Of course, If this happens, it must
be bent up again, but bend Tb carefully or you
may overdo it, which will cause the reproducer
to repeat.

WHY THE RECORD REPEATS THE NOTE.

Another question we frequently have to answer

This nut or portion™

is “Why does my phonograph run about twor
thirds of the record all right and then repeat the
same note over and over again?”—This is caused
by one of the following: Dirt or some small sub-
stance may have collected at this point on the
main shaft or feed thread. Clean the thread
with a toothbrush and benzine.

The feed nut may be worn out.
case a new nut is the only remedy.

The feed nut spring may have been bent up.
Of course, this must be bent down again, but bend
very slightly, or you will cause too much pres
sure on the thread and reduce the power of the
machine. (Read Cause No. 8 of the preceding
question.)

THE CAUSE OF THE GRINDING NOISE.

“What is the cause of a grinding noise like a
buzz saw in my machine?’—The reason for this
is generally in the governor shaft. If the noise
is so great as {o be noticeable when machine I
playing, our advice is to let the repalr man give
the machine an overhauling. We would also sug-
gest putting in the new motor suspension springs,
which, if properly adjusted, make the machine
nearly nolseless.

PRODUCING ‘A GOOD RECORD.

In answer to a correspondent, we may say
that theoretically there is no dificulty in pro-
ducing a good record; practically, the difficulties
to be overcome areymany. In the first place, the
recorder must be ggnml one, with a good sharp
agate cut to a proper angle. Secondly, the blank
must be of suitable composition, not too hard,
and turned and polished perfectly true. The
room in which the record is made should be at
such a temperature that the surface of the blank
is soft enough to take a deep impression. Third-
Iy, the horn ér trumpet should be long and of
wide diameter, nearly conical, and not recurved.
It should, espeefally for voice reproduction, he
made of papier-maché, so ak o avoid the re-
sonant effect due to a metal horn. Fourthly,
in speaking or siiiging, the performer must be
close to the bell of the horn, and must articulate
very clearly and distinctly, and about as loudly

s if & ing to a person at the further end of a
room fifty feet long, but modulating the voice
when high notes are taken, otherwise the record
will “blare” when reproducing those notes.
CAUSE OF DUPLICATING ECHOES.

In answer to the inquiry as to what causes
a duplicating machine echoing when it is making
a record, the expert of the Talking Machine News
sa,

When one record is being duplicated from
another on an improved doible-mandrel duplicat
ing machine, although no diaphragm is em-
ployed, the ear detects sounds given- out during
the process. They are sharp and shrill, but of
small volume, They can scarcely be called mu-
sical, and yet they proceed from the master rec-
ord which is being duplicated. s

“To understand, let us go to the very element-
ary principles of acoustics. Thera wo learn that
any vibrating body communicates its vibratious

the
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to the air, setting up sound waves, and these
striking the ear cause the sensation we call
sound. A vibrating rod will sound, although it
Is thick and solid, and a tightly strefched mem-
brane also will make sounds when it is struck
and so made to vibrate. But the membrane,
from its form and proportions is capable of
creating sound waves of greater force and ampli-
tude than a solid bar or rod of equal mass.
Hence it is that we employ diaphragms in tele-
phones and talking machines, and that the hu-
man ear drum s in the same form. ~

“Now when we place & record on a talking
machine and play it over, the diaphragm {s made
to vibrate in a certaln manner, and these vibra-
tions being amplified and reinforced by the horn,
we hear the sounds in great volume, Now take
off the horn and play over the record. There
will be reproduced the same sounds but in great-
1y diminished volume. Now take the same rec-
ord and put it on a duplicating machine, Here
there is no diaphragm whatever, yet the sap-
phire ball, traveling in the sound grooves of the
record, sets up vibrations in the solid welght
to which it and the recording stylus are attached,
and this gives out sounds discernible by the ear.
If the duplicating machine were operated at
the same speed as the ordinary reproducing in-
strument, it should be possible to follow these
sounds and to recognize what record was being
duplicated, But the usual practice is to run
duplicating machines at a very low speed. Con-
sequently the sounds they give out, while made
by the master record itself, and perfectly audibie,
are usually unintelligible.”

A. E. THOMAS' INVENTION

For Controlling the Volume of Sound in Talk-
ing Machines—Iinvites Conservatory Class to
Hear Celebrated Artists

" THE FRENCH COPYRIGHT SITUATION.

Exhaustive Review of the Present Status of Affairs in France as Well as of the Laws Which Led
up to the Recent Litigation—Why Makers of Records Were Forced to Settle With Publllhen
—The Position of Mr. Clark Defined by a Promlnen! Member of the Trade.

In 1793 the French Government passed a lnw
granting to authors or owners of copyrighted
music or pther matter the right to control the
publication of such works in any form whatso-
ever, This law remained in effect until 1866,
when Frante, wishing to make a commercial
treaty with the Swiss Republic, one of the chief
exports of which latter country being musical
boxes, amended the ancient law of 1793, to re-

lease all mechanically-produced musical airs
from copyright restriction. This included the
muslc ‘box, the handorgan, ete, but, unfortu-

nately for that generation, the talking machine
was not then even thought of, and still more un-
fcrtunately for this generation (of talking ma-
chine men) it was not included in that category.

Abdut three years ago, when talking machines
were rapldly coming into prominence/ in the
music world of France, a Frenchman, named
Vives, conceived the idea that while mechanical
reproductions of musical airs did not come under
copyright, such reproductions, whefr in the form
of songs or monologues, did, - He thereupon
formed an alliance with many of the most prom-
inent publishers of copyrighted works in France,
undér which arrangement and no doubt for cer-
tain valuable concessions to be made him in the
event of success in his contention, he agreed to
furnish the necessary funds to bring suit against
the makers and dealers in talking machine rec-
ords and to carry the fight to a finish. His ob-
ject was not only to compel makers of records
to pay royalty to theowners of the copyright on
all records of or containing songs.or monologues,
but to collect a very large amount of back dam-
ages from the. time the talking machine record
was first marketed in France.

Vives' suit in the lower court “was decided
against him and in favor of the record makers.
This was about two years ago, but undaunted
by that sét-back, and bent on carrying the fight
to its finish or his, he took the case up to the
Court of Appeals. There, after two years of con-
flict, and on Feb, 1, 1805, the decision of the lower
court was reversed, and it was decreed that the
law of 1866 should be chrnlly interpreted. This

from copy all records
of bands, orchestras and nl)lt-r purely instrumen-
tal selections, but placed all songs, speeches or

not, under the absolute control of the owfier of
the copyright.

The court further assessed the record makers
at a nominal sum for back royalties; final assess-
ment of damages to be named after exafnination
of thelr books. It also ordered the sefzure of any
such records placed on sale and forbade the
making of them without copyright under penalty
of $20 fine each record so made or sold. With
this decision in thefr favor the publishers (an
association) decided among themselyes that they
had sustained damages in the past amounting to
millions of francs, and practically refused to
license any record makers until these extrava-
gant back royalty claims had been settled in
full.

There is another court ‘above the Court of
Appeals called the Cour de Cassation (of Drey-
fus fame), but as this tribunal could net pos-
{lily review the case for several years, with the
CRurt of Appeal’s decree operative meanwhile,
the record makers were confronted with a very
serfous problem, for without the reproductions
of songs their business in France was practically
paralyzed. They were literally forced to settls
or compromise with the publishers before being
able to continue on a profitable basis,

A prominent member of the trade who has
just returned from Europe, said to The Talking
Machine World, in discussing this decision:
‘Most fortunately for the Cie Francaise du

director, Alfred Clark (an American and well
known throughout the talking machine world on
both sides of the Atlantic) an able and far-
sighted manager of—their affairs. When the
struggle first began, and oven before decision
was rendered by the lower court in 1993, he fore-
saw the immense possibilities of the situation,
and in spite of protests from his own board of
directors and the cntire Tack of their support,
at a time when everything seemed to be coming
their way, he practically joined forces with
Vives, and even furnished a portion of the funds,
nec ry to carry on the fight.

It is a
force, and, being so, commands the attention of
our readers. The recent law case in Parls will
be read with intercst, but the Judgment, though
it may’ for a time disturb the phonograph trade
in France, is scarcely likely to be confirmed by a
higher court, although sympathy may be felt with
composers and publishers whose works are re-
produced without a “by your leave!” or any pay-
ment whatsoever.

So far as Great Britain is concerned, any com-
plaint on this score must be ineflectual, the pub-
lishers having agreed to the abolition of fees for
performing rights. It is a moot point whether
the talking machine vulgarizes-or helps to popu-
larize a song or piece. It is probably due to the
apparatus when a good singer's voice 15 repro-
duced gracefhlly, and due to a bad machine when
the singer's voice Is unsatisfactory. Our own
opinion s that the talking machine is a dis-
tinetly valuable invention with infinite potential-
ities. - We have heard the rendering of certain
songs by certain singers, by means of a repro-
ducing instrument which opportunities have not
teen afforded us to hear at first hand.

In the case of Melba, Caruso, Ben Davies, and
other singers with whose tones and methods we
afe quite familigr, the regiven tones are what
the critics are pleased fo call “convincing"—in
other words, they are the tones of the singers
who ‘have sung into the mouthpiece of the ma-
chine, making allowances for the distortion of
sound which brass or aluminum occasions. One
cannot expect the perfected talking machine to
repraduce exactly the timbre of the human voice.
It may be even doubtful if it can ever give forth
the true quality of string. wind, or brass Instru-
ments. Nevertheless, the recording machine—
we do 50 whnt an everyday term for it—Iis an in-
reat inferest and practicability,
ims the keenest attention of our
trade readers.—Music,

“MOULDED RECORD” LITIGATION.

Judge Hands Down Interesting Opinion in Suit
of National Phonograph Co, Against the
American . Graphophone u—(:omplalnn
Dismissed and Appeal Taken.

& lectston in tho sult of the Natianai Phono-
graph Co. against the American Graphophone
Co., known as the “moulded record case,” and
wifch has been pending since last June, was

w handed down March 17 by Judge Platt, of United

States Cireuit Court, district of Connecticut, The
defendant was charged with infringing (wo pa-
tents of the complainant’s; the final hearing was
on the merits, and the court dismissed the bills
in both cases, this decreo standing unfess re-
versed on review. THe plaintifls at once filed

~a-motion of appeal in the United States Cireuit.

Court of Appeals. The essential points of the
opinfon, which is quite lengthy, are as follows:
“The alleged infringement arises in both cuses
(Nos. 1076 and 1203) from the use by the defend- °
ant of thé same process of manufacture. The Is-
sues in each case are practically the same, and
the two patents (667,662 and 7L are 0
closely related. that our burdens will he lessened
by considering them together, ind when they en-
ter the art to treat the. earller.application as the
first appreach. . . & It is believed that the
most sdarchini analysis will ‘fall to discover
any defense which has been neglected by de-
fendant’s counsel. The cases undoubtedly in-
vited such treatment, but the court is content to
m suggest some of ‘the considerations which
‘seem to warrant the conclusion finally reached.
Beginning of Phonographic Art.

“The graphophonic art may be said to have
fairly begun with the invention 'of Bell and
Taintér; patent No. 541.214, dafed May 4, 1886
This taught the public how to{produce the com-
mercial and transferable sound record. It led
at once to an anxious search for a mold and ma-
terial and method for producing a ldrge quantity *
of satisfactory duplicate records of unvarying
and excellent quality. To cast Qfve
Kkinds of materials in molds was a long under-
stood practice, and it was obyious that if the
anclent art of casting could be made serviceable
in the matter of producing good recor(s, the ideal
method would. be reached. It will be
conceded, T think, that casting waxlike materials
in continuous molds to obtain blanks, which, after
shrinking, could lie withdrawi-lengthwise, was
not a very diMcult matter, and whs thoronghly
developed long before either patént in suit, Such
was the state of affairs when the search for the
“ideal’ in tlfe matter of duplicating sound records
was taken up.”

After commenting on Mr. Edison’s “split mold”
patent, and reviewing tfie inventions of Lioret.
~ Young, Appelt and Day, in connection with the
state of the art, Judge Platt remarked: “Long
prior to the application of March 5, 1898, Mr.
Edison had put the casting process aside and was
using the expanding process, (hrowing now and
them, it is true, a longing glance at his ‘ideal
.method. . . I can find nothing in the speci-
fleations which even hints at the sounduess of the
proposition that the word$ found in claims 2 and
3 (No. 713,209), ‘forming a hodlow eylindrical
plaster phonogram. covers the casting process.
At the outset it is admittedsthat it cannot he
found in .any MM the cighteen claims,

.. It strikes ‘me as impossible to constru
this patent as indicating anything cxcept the ex-
panding process; and if this be so, it is conceded
that defendant’s casting process does not infringe.

Comparison ol Moulding Processes.
nolml\p to  Edison patent No. 667, and
claims 1, 2, 4 and 5 in issue, the court observed
that “to lmrodum molten material into a mold,
10 allow It to congeal therein, thereby taking the'
impression of the inner surface of the mold, and =
then to remove it from the mold, is the ancient
art of casting, and is the foundation of this pa-

must be contained within a very narrow scope.
My view of the art, which includes therein tha
casting of cylinder blanks, narrows the matter
stll more. . . . AIr bubbles in the melted
material drove Mr. Edison away from casting for
many years, but in this patent he reverts to cast-
ing and avolds alr bubbles by introducing the
melted wax from the bottom upwardly into a
very cold mold, so as to produce an almost in-
stantaneous chilling of the wax. Defendant un-
dertakes to get rid of the air bubbles by super-
heating the melted wax after it has been poured
into the mold at the top, and then proceeds to
suddenly chill it down from its high temperature.
. The superheating and sudden-chilling
pmduu:d a very hard surface, not suitable for
blanks, but’ excellent duplicate records, and this

led to the defendant’s patents. . . . The pre-
sumption of novelty in defendant’s patents is ex-
ceptionally *forceful. . . . Mr. Edison elimi-

nates air bubbles by one process, and the defend-
ant eliminates them by another and distinctly
novel process.

Complaints Dismissed and Appeal Filed.

“If you haye a material which, after cooling,
thus be-
coming detached and separated from the mold
without breaking, it is a*simpla and obvious act
Before this can
be done, howeser, you must have the right ma-
terfal, and the indentations imprinted by the
mold must Le of a certain Kind. So it follows
that if after lifting it ont the product i a com-
‘mercial failure, the fanit must be cither in the
material or In the impression; and it appears
that these difficulties were obviated by other
braing than the patentee’s (Edison).”

In conclusiof, the court said: “The foregoing
is an imperfect ‘sketch, but it is believed
that it contains at-least a faint suggestion of the
reasons_which have forced me to my conclusion.
A considerable portion‘of-the mine remains, from
which much value can be extracted to aid the de-
fendant. It has been explained, but 1 refrain
from further exploitation.

Practically the same issues are now pending on
appeal from a decision of Judge Kohisaat, Chi.
cago, who held that Mr. Edison had forfeited his
rights in not applying for a patent at an earlier
date; but the validity of the patents were not in
controversy. The business or operation of this
National Phonograph Co. is not interferred with
in the slightést by the foregoing dec
will it be in the future, whichever way the mat-
ter s finally adjudicated.

One remarkable feature of the talking machine
industry in San Francisco is its tremendous de-
and for records of the great singers. Instrad
of referring to newspaper articles and quoting
criticisms of an artist the people nowadays de-
pend almost exclusively upon’ the talking ma-
chine records. Ever since it was aspounced that
Caruso was to appear here with the Conried
Metropolitan Opera House Company hundreds. of
people have asked me whether I heard the great
tenor's voice on the Victor talking machine
record. They continued that they heard him,
and it was simply wonderful. That on the
strength of this magnificent showing on the talk-
ing machine record they cannot afford to miss
him, and have put aside money to attend the per-
formance wherein he appears.

The question has now presented flself to me
as to whether or not the time will come when it
is possible to use the talking machine as an ad-
vertisement for convert or aperatic artists. The
records, in a great many instances are so perfect
that one can easily obtain a most aceurate idea
of an artist’s capabilities. Say, for instance, a
manager purchased a serics of records of t
artists whom he represents and sends them
ahead in lien of a pre: gent or in conjunction
with & press agent. It is hardly possible that
any one would claim that having heard the artist
in the phonograph he did not need to visit the
concert. On the contrary, having heard the
artist on a record he will become s0 much in-
terested in his work, provided he is worthy of it,
that he simply does not want to miss any of his
concert. A sufficient proof of this contention is in
the fact that the talking machine record of C:
¢ increaged the demand to hear Caru-

done.

The press
agent who Is in the habit of lying in the news-
papers can also lie In his talking machine, and
might substitute the voice of a great artist for
that of an inferior one, and (hus the value of this
sort of advertisement would soon diminish. But
if there could be some sort of a self-respect im-

planted iy the managers and the agents so that -

they may substitute an already worked out
scheme for an ingenious new proposition) the
value would be certainly considerable. 1€ this
idea would be successful it wonld increase the de-
mand for talking machines as-well as lighten
the burden of the manager, who would save the
expenses for a trial concert. In San Francisco
for instance, a great many people stay away {rom
the first night concert because they wait for their
friends who attend. (o ask them what they
thought of the artist. Ii the talking machine
could ever be utilized for an.advertisement as
set forth in the preceding lines, all this trial
business would be done away with, and every con-
cert goer could convince himself of the ability of
the artist he Is abont to hear,
