The rise or demise of a
program often depended upon its
ability to successfully capture the
imagination of the audience.

Radio’s Golden Years is the
only book that covers the era’s
entertainment programming so
completely—and can provide the
answers to so many questions
(e.g. “Who was the Green Lama?”’)
Author Vincent Terrace has col-

lected an impressive amount of
information on nationally broad-
cast network and syndicated
entertainment programs. In all,

For those who are interested in
current radio history, this com-
pendium offers information on the
first-run programs broadcast dur-
ing the 1970s as well as those
well-known radio series that
served as springboards for tele-
vision shows. Rare photographs
of radio’s well-known personalities
and a comprehensive index fur-
ther enhance this encyclopedic
guide.

As one of the only comprehen-
sive reference sources available on
the subject of old-time radio, this
book is a vital acquisition for
every fan of radio, student of
communication and nostalgia buff
interested in the fascinating his-
tory of radio programs and
performers.
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incent Terrace, a native New
VYorker, is a graduate of the
New York Institute of Technology
and possesses a Bachelor’s
Degree in Fine Arts. As a writer
for his college newspaper, he
developed, with friend Bart
Polin, a popular weekly *“Tele-
vision Nostalgia Quiz.”’ It was at
this time that he developed the
idea for his book, The Complete
Encyclopedia of Television Pro-
grams 1947-1979.

In addition to compiling the
media information for The Great
Sky Pictures, The Great Gangster
Pictures, The Great Western Pic-
tures, and The Great Science Fic-
tion Pictures, Mr. Terrace has
also written Television: Series and
Pilot Films 1970-1980.

Terrace was motivated to write
Radio’s Golden Years when he
discovered during research a lack
of any in-depth reference on the
history of radio broadcasts.
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Preface

Radio’s Golden Years, 1930-1960, is an
alphabetical listing of 1,500 nationally broad-
cast network and syndicated entertainment
programs. Covered within the thirty year
period are the following types of series:
adventure, anthology, children’s, comedy,
crime (police, detective), drama, game (quiz,
audience participation), gossip, human in-
terest, interview, musical variety, mystery,
science fiction, serial, talk-interview, varie-
ty, western, and women'’s programs. The en-
tries provide story line information, cast
lists (character, performer, and relationship
to other characters), announcer and music
credits, sponsors, program openings, net-
work andfor syndication information, and
length and date of broadcasts. Also included
are ninety photographs, an index, and the
firstrun programs broadcast during the
1970s.

While not an encyclopedia of every pro-
gram that was ever broadcast, Radio’s
Golden Years is the most complete
reference work yet published on the subject
of old-time radio. What was the name of the
Broadway play in which “Myrt and Marge”
were performers? Who or what is “The
Green Lama”? Who are the nine actors who
portrayed “Sherlock Holmes™? What radio
programs became the basis for television
series? What radio programs were based on
TV series? What radio series used edited
TV soundtracks? You'll find the answers to
these and many other questions within the
nostalgia-packed pages of Radio’s Golden

Years—a journey down memory lane for
those who remember, and a new experience
for those of us who are too young to recall a
world without television: a world in which
that little box that now sits on the kitchen
windowsill blurting out loud music and
endless D.J. talk, once provided hours of
laughter, sorrow, chills, and daring adven-
tures. It was a time from the Depression-
ridden 1930s to the war-torn years of the
1940s, from a brief peace to a war in Korea,
and from the birth of television to the
demise of radio as it was. We never saw
what the performers looked like, we only
heard them; there were never any expen-
sive sets or fancy colors to impress us;
whether it came from outer space and at-
tempted to destroy the world, or out of a
mad scientist’s lab, makeup was never used.
We shared the laughter of “Blondie,” the
excitement of “Jack Armstrong,” and the
tears of Mary Noble, “Backstage Wife.” We
listened and we enjoyed. The picture tube
was our imagination: we envisioned that
creature from outer space, that mad scien-
tist, or whatever radio could create. The im-
possible could be presented —and we could
“see” it. It's gone now, our imagination no
longer provides the picture; television has
taken its place. The days of “Captain Mid-
night,” “Ma Perkins,” and “Frontier Gentle-
man” are no longer with us. OQur minds can
relive them; Radio’s Golden Years can help
you recall or acquaint you with them, and
with a time that will never be again.

Mutual: The Mutual Broadcasting Sys-
tem. Formed in 1934; also known as MBS.

NBC: The National Broadcasting Com-
pany. The first American network, form-
ed in 1926 by General Electric, R.C.A.,
and Westinghouse under the leadership
of David Sarnoff. From1926 to 1943, NBC
owned two separate networks: NBC Red
and NBC Blue. When the Federal
Communications Commission began its
investigation of chain broadcasting and
monopolies, NBC sold the Blue Network
to Life Savers Candy Company owner

Edward J. Noble who, a year later, form-
ed ABC. The Red Network became simp-
ly NBC. In the text, NBC Blue is listed as
either NBC Blue or Blue, NBC Red as
NBC.

All of the program openings (and closes), ex-
cept those for “The Adventures of Ellery
Queen” and “Manhattan Mother,” which
came from reviews, are taken from the ac-
tual programs. Many radio programs used
different themes or openings throughout
their runs. In cases where several different
openings were found, the one which best
describes the program has been used.

Religious, sports, and audition programs,
specials, and news series have been exclud-
ed.
