MacDonald is reported to have 
said the proposed company, to be 
operated under the name of Radio 
CJCH 920 Limited, will have a 
board of directors appointed by 
CJCH Limited and Allan Waters, 
president of CHUM. 

The application for joint Own- 
ership is expected to be put before 
the Board of Broadcast Governors 
in the fall. 
BYLES- GIBB & ASSOCIATES 
Ltd., the new radio sales half of 
former Stovin-Byles Ltd., was ap- 
pointed to represent CKAC Radio 
Montreal nationally effective June 
14. CKAC experimented with its 
own Toronto sales office for the 
past year, but abandoned the ar- 
rangement. 

Paul Choinard, formerly Tor- 
onto sales representative for the 
station, is joining Byles-Gibb's 
Montreal sales office. 
A CONSTRUCTION OF EDMON- 
ton's new, and eighth, AM radio 
station is reported to be running 
behind schedule because of wet 
weather. CHQT general manager 
Murray D. (Curly) Dyck has said 

the station, originally scheduled to 
begin broadcasting late in June, 
will not be on the air until August. 

Wet ground has apparently made 
it impossible to install ground 
equipment and antennas for the 
10,000 watt outlet. 

The Edmonton area, with a 
metropolitan population of slightly 
under 400,000, is presently served 
by seven AM stations, two tele- 
vision stations and three FM oper- 
ations. 

A THE CANADIAN ASSOCIATION 
of Broadcasters has announced dis- 
continuation of its annual $21,000 
grant to the Dominion Drama Festi- 
val. The CAB has been the festi- 
val's major sponsor since 1960. 

Jim Allard, CAB executive 
vice-president, is reported to have 
said the CAB wants to revamp its 
method of aiding amateur drama. 
Tentative plans call for a switch 
to airing amateur theatre on radio 
and television across the country - 
with an aid program that in Allard's 
words "will help the amateurs learn 
broadcasting techniques." 

CFCF-TV in Montreal pioneer- 
ed the CAB's contemplated project 
by presenting a series of amateur 
dramas during the 1964-65 tele- 
vision season. Allard outlined a 
format for broadcaster assistance 
to the amateurs that closely paral- 
lels CFCF's methods. 

Allard said plays presented on 
radio and television could be run 
in series as competitions, and 
adjudicated by local critics aided 
by tape recordings and videotape 
playbacks., 

"In that way both the amateur 
groups and people in the radio or 
TV audience would learn a great 
deal about theatre technique," he 
explained.

least next spring.

He regards North Bay as an 
attractive radio station site be- 
cause "it's the only city in North- 
ern Ontario that hasn't got two AM 
outlets."

Regulation by public opinion 

If radio and television broadcasting sud- 
denly came under the control of the Canadian 
Association of Maiden Aunts, if they suddenly 
introduced a regulation that all spots had to be 
whispered, if all music had to be of the strictly 
long -hair variety, if the Board of Broadcast 
Governors was made up entirely of doctors of 
philosophy? radio and television would still 
be the most potent media of communication, the 
most powerful influence on the Canadian pub- 
lic and the best movers of merchandise that 
ever existed. 

Maybe it would be a good idea if we, who 
are connected directly or indirectly with radio 
and/or television remembered these facts and 
acted accordingly. 

Once upon a time the fly in the ointment 
was the CBC, with its dual function of regulat- 
ing private broadcasting and at the same time 
competing with it in the field of advertising. 

The new Broadcasting Act and the estab- 
listment of the Board of Broadcast Governors 
as an independent regulatory body whose 
function it was to regulate both the private 
industry and the government -owned CBC went 
a long way towards accomplishing this. 

One basic problem is the board's actual 
structure of three full-time members, who, 
after the first few months, were able to ac- 
quire an amazing knowledge and understanding 
of the problems of this remarkable business. 
They have performed commendably, devising 
and enforcing their regulations with honesty 
and impartiality to the great benefit, not so 
much of the industry as of broadcasting itself. 

While their regulating has been stringent, 
the two surviving full-time members have 
earned the respect, affection even, of their 
"charges", as was evidenced earlier this 
month, when both Dr. Stewart, the chairman and 
Carlyle Allison, the vice-chairman, were made 
honorary members of the Western Association 
of Broadcasters. Had it not been for the sad 
death of the third- full-time member, Bernard 
Goulet, we are sure that the same gesture of 
appreciation would have been bestowed upon 
him at the same time. 

Unfortunately this is not the complete 
story. 

In addition to the three full-time members, 
the Act called for a further twleve governors 

who were called upon to operate on only a part 
time basis. 

Undoubtedly these twelve, or those of 
them who are still on the Board, are upright 
citizens, deeply interested in working con- 
scientiously for the good of their country. How- 
ever two incongruities stand out very forcibly: 

(1) With their other activities - profes- 
sional, business or social - these twelve part 
time members never had the opportunity of ac- 
quiring a knowledge and understanding of the 
inner workings of the business to the same de- 
gree as the full-time governors. 

(2) With the part-time governors outnum- 
bering the full-time ones in the ratio of three 
to one, it is possible for these part-timers to 
outvote the full-timers, and we believe that 
this has sómetimes happened. 

If regulation of this industry by this sort 
of tribunal is really necessary or even desir- 
able - and we steadfastly believe that the 
Criminal Code is adequate to "regulate "all 
kinds of business - we would urge for a per- 
manent full-time board, somehow or other im- 
munized against political influence and inter- 
ference. This board, if it has to be, would 
obviously be armed with the power of intro- 
ducing regulations, but we do not subscïibe to 
the idea of empowering it to close up a bus- 
iness by its refusal to endorse an application 
for the re -issuance of an expired license. 
Rather its function, when it felt circumstances 
warranted it, would be to lay a formal charge, 
under the Criminal Code, to be heard by a 
court of law. 

Whatever the future holds, broadcasting 
will, as we have said, continue to be the tre- 
mendous force it is in Canadian life. There 
have been abuses as there always will be, for 
the control of which the Criminal Code already 
exists. But it is our experience that the best 
and the most effective arbiter of good taste is 
the public, whose discrimination enables it to 
choose between good and bad, decent and in- 
decent, in broadcasting just as it does in 
publishing, theatre, literature and every other 
field of expréssion. 

It is the good things broadcasting does 
which have given it its well-earned standing 
in the national community, and allowing 
public acceptance to be its arbiter is the best 
system of regulation there is.

Breaking through the mediocrity barrier 
Conclusion of an address by the hard-hitting agency man, 

STAN FREBERG 

Members of advertising's Old Guard are quick to cite me, or anyone, 
who would dare to criticize advertising, as the real cause of the 
black eye Madison Avenue has finally cultivated. "Outrageous!" 
they thunder. "Advertising can't afford any more bad publicity at 
this time". Like the alcoholic, who blames everyone but himself 
for his problem, they refuse to look inward and see themselves as 
others do. Terrified of introspection, they throw their defense 
mechanisms into high gear and lash out at all critics, the while de- 
stroying themselves by their own commercials. It is one thing 
to refuse to accept the new school of painless advertising, or a 
growing revolt of the public toward its painful counterpart it is 
quite another to continue to nurture the very type of moldy fig tech- 
nique that has today's consumers laughing at its image. It is one 
thing to discourage entertainment in advertising; it is another to 
encourage mediocrity. 

Granted, commercials are sup- 
posed to move products. On that, 
hard sell -advertisers and I are in 
perfect accord. But advertising has 
another obligation, it seems to me. 
As the keeper of the keys to a 
pretty potent communications tool, 
it must contribute to the cultural 
level of our society. To actually 
try and raise that level, not merely 
help maintain the status quo. Above 
all, it should not contribute to 
the lowering of the level. 

When people are delighted, en- 

lightened, charmed or entertained 
by advertising, you automatically 
gain their gratitude and respect. 
You also manage to strike a warm 
responsive note between the con- 
sumer and the brand name that so 
moved him. 

By keeping the public kindly 
disposed toward a product, an 
agency may, in the long run, be 
doing its client a far greater ser- 
vice than by merely hypoing immed- 
iate sales. It is possible to sell hard 
and still be entertaining at the same 

time. As long as you remove the 
dullness ingredient, you might just 
get through to somebody. 

If there is any special word of 
advice I could give to Canadian 
advertisers it is this: Never under- 
estimate the intelligence of the 
public. The average IQ is not that 
of a twelve year old, and people do 
not enjoy being treated as such by 
big business. The fact is it in- 
furiates them. 

Now, how can you be sure that 
the public is as fed up as Freberg 
has been claiming all these years? 
Well, until recently the only re- 
corded statement by the people as 
to how they felt about commercials 
was issued by an organization 
called The League Against Obnox- 
ious Television Commercials. The 
League's members in 34 states 
voted for the "terrible ten" and the 
"decent few" sent along every two 
months with the organization's 
Newsletter. In the last poll I saw, 
Procter and Gamble took five out of 
the ten brickbats. 

Newspapers Make TV Survey 
Now comes a report of an 

official large scale sampling of the 
people's true feelings, by a major 
company. The North American News- 
paper Alliance, one of our largest 

"Art for the sake of Money" 
syndicates for over forty years, has 
revealed some heartening facts .. 
and I quote from the Saturday Re- 
view; April 10: 

"N.A.N.A. has conducted an 
enormous nationwide poll on tele- 
vision programming and commercials, 
and the most recent results from 
5,200 ballots all over the country 
ought to open eyes along Madison 
Avenue,. particularly among those 
agencies specializing' in TV ad- 
vertising. 

"American television viewers' 
reaction to TV commercials is vio- 
lent and certain, and no holds are 
barred in the NANA balloting. 

"The most unpopular single 
product commercial in America to- 
day is, this poll shows, Tareyton 
Cigarettes' Switch or Fight theme. 
The consensus of a poll three 
times as large as a Neilson sampl- 
ing is that the'TareytonTV ad cam- 
paign is just plain silly.

Artful commercials will do more to shine up the tarnished image of advertising 
"Some of the loudest hisses, 

however, are directed at soap and 
detergent commercials. Many viewers 
say they simply can't stand any more 
of them. 

"Most unpopular commercials 
in this area appear to be the Ajax 
White Knight and, White Tornado 
and the Dash makes your washing 
machine clean like it's ten feet tall 
messages. 

"Crest Toothpaste is unpopular 
for the repetitious nature of its com- 
mercials. 

"Anacin and Excedrin are 
named as the worst offenders among 
drug products; according to the 
syndicate's voters, they gave more 
headaches then they cured." 

The report goes on to name 
many other advertising villains. 

Why Do 
Obnoxious Commercials Sell? 

"Well" . . . one might ask, "if 
the people are as infuriated with 
these types of commercials as it 
appears, how do you explain the fact 
that a great many of these products 
have been successful at the sales 
level?" 

Well, according to "Freberg's 
Law", which I have been preaching 
for the last nine years now, the con- 
sumers have long since reached the 
point of commercial saturation, and 
just dial most everything out . . . 

mentally . . . if not physically. 
Thus, a major soap company, 

say, has to spend more and more to 
reach the poor consumer who is in 
the interest of his sanity, slowly 
building an immunity to commercials, 

!' CKC 11 
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which forces the soap company to 
have to spend even more, and the 
consumer, accordingly, to build more 
immunity. 

Since advertising then, like the 
using of narcotics, must be taken in 
ever-increasing doses, it is easy to 
see why the annual costs keep soar- 
ing in America, until they have be- 
come what my friend Howard Gos- 
sage refers to as, "a fourteen bil- 
lion dollar sledge hammer to drive a 
39e thumb -tack". 

Invasion Technique 
Look, I'm as much in favor of 

advertising as you are. In .principle. 
I realize what a vital role it plays 
in American and Canadian economy. 
But enough is enough! I mean four- 
teen billion dollars???? Come on 
now! 

American manufacturers in their 
enthusiasm, (see greed), will drive 
us all into the laughing academy, if 
commercials keep accelerating the 
way they have in the last five 
years. 

Companies like Alberto Culver, 
and Procter and Gamble use what I 
call the "Invasion of Normandy" 
technique, with wave after wave of 
commercials striking at the view- 
er's head each evening of his life. 
He tries hard not to listen, but the 
dead commercials keep piling up on 
the front of his forehead until the 
tanks finally push in right over the 
tops of them, and establish a beach- 
head in his brain. 

Procter and Gamble, for ex- 
ample, is willing to spend more than 
any other advertiser - over 100 mil -

lion dollars a year in television, to 
be successful at this type of brain- 
washing. Procter and Gamble's TV 
ad budget in 1964 was a mind -stag- 
gering one hundred and forty-eight 
million, seven hundred and eighty- 
three thousand dollars. 

The word "budget" seems rather 
ludicrous, in context with that nifty 
sum. 

But, if an advertiser has that 
kind of fortune and cares not one 
whit about the immorality of such 
brainwashing, then the approach sug- 
gested by P & G would be a good 
one to follow. On the other hand, if 
a client does not have a private gold 
mine, it is a foolhardy thing indeed 
to play the game according to the 
Hard Sell rule book . , . the costs of 
media, and public apathy being what 
they are. 

There are many ways of breaking 
through the mediocrity barrier to 
reach the consumer at a far lower 
cost. 

Here in Canada, I recently saw 
some terrific spots for Greb Hush 
Puppies, created by Gerry Goodis of 
Goodis Goldberg Soren. In America 
people like William Bernback, David 
Ogilvy, Howard Gossage, Steve 
Frankfurt .of Y. & R. and many more 
have been breaking through with 
whimsy, beautiful art , . arresting 
photography, and very few tigers, 
actually. / have broken through most- 
ly with humor. But all of us share 
one thing in common . . . a pro- 
found respect for the intelligence of 
the consumer. 

Through the excellent creative 
strides many advertisers and 
agencies are making today, many 

products are breaking through the 
mediocrity barrier. But all of our 
work is cut out for us. If you doubt 
that mediocrity still abounds, I be- 
seech you again to turn on your tele- 
vision and watch, for a prolonged 
period of time. 

The advantages of separating 
oneself from the garbage, become, I 
think, instantly apparent. And if the 
hard-sellists criticize you in the 
name of reality, for trying to bring 
artfullness or simply taste, into 
commercials, remember this: It was 
not artful or humorous or tasteful ad- 
vertising that brought our profession 
to the state of dubious respect it 
enjoys in many quarters today. 

Artful commercials will do more 
to shine up the tarnished image of 
advertising than all the defensive 
speeches to Rotary Clubs or all the 
institutional commercials being mn 
by some agencies defending the role 
of advertising in our society. Let the 
people, rather, know advertising by 
its artistry, which, paradoxically, 
will come back to the advertiser a 
hundred -fold, like bread upon the air- 
waves. 

There is an old vaudeville line 
which goes, "Don't applaud, throw 
money"! I always suspected that 
an entertained consumer, treated as 
though he had some degree of in- 
telligence, out of sheer shock and 
appreciation would, In lieu of ap- 
plauding, throw money at the point 
of sale. 

In other words, "Ars Gratis 
Pecuniae". When I went into adver- 
tising this was pure theory. Today, 
seven years later, it has become my 
reality in advertising.

GEOFF STIRLING (CKWW Windsor, 
CKGM Montreal, CKPM Ottawa etc.) 
and Allan Waters (CHUM Toronto, 
CJCH Halifax etc.) have offered to 
purchase one-third interests each in 
CKVR-TV Barrie, in a transaction 
that will leave Ralph Snelgrove, 
present majority shareholder of the 
Barrie station, with the remaining 
third. 

An application for approval of 
the change in ownership will likely 
go before the Board of Broadcast 
Governors later this year. 

Stirling called the move to 
three-way control "an attempt to 
broaden CKVR-TV to get more 
broadcasters into it and share the 
work load."

Rumors suggesting the new 
CKVR management would attempt to 
relocate the station, or establish a 
transmitter, in Richmond Hill im- 
mediately north of Toronto were 
pooh-poohed by Stirling, though he 
said, "We've obviously looked at 
the possibility." 

He believed there might be 
some confusion because the station 
is presently setting .up a satellite 
transmitter in Collingwood, and 
said "It's the oldest thing in the 
world to hear stories that the Barrie 
station is moving." 

Radio CKBB will apparently be 
unaffected by the ownership 
changes. Stirling said, "Ralph 
(Snelgrove) wants to maintain the 
radio station as sort of a private 
little station of his own."

Manufacturers are 
geared to go 

FIRST BROADCAST INDUSTRY 
reaction to State Secretary Lamon- 
tagne's go-ahead for color TV in 
Canada has varied from dismally 
pessimistic to enthusiastic. One of 
the more positive viewpoints was 
put forward by Dennis J. Oloren- 
shaw, advertising manager for Can- 
adian Admiral Corp. Ltd. 

Olorenshaw said for the first 
time in the history of this country, 
privately -owned television stations 
have been given a "glorious oppor- 
tunity" to seize the initiative in 
Canadian broadcasting - to jump in; 
and show what they can do. "It may 
be the only opportunity like this 
they'll ever get." 

It's Olorenshaw's feeling that 
the private television stations in 
Canada are ahead of CBC-owned 
outlets in terms of existing color 
equipment installations. And cur- 
rent evidence suggests he's right. 

The government evidently pro- 
poses that the million -or -more dol- 
lars worth of color equipment des- 
tined to be plugged into Expo '67's 
Broadcast Centre will revert to 
exclusive use by the CBC after the 
World's Fair, but outside of Mont- 
real the CBC is likely to be drag- 
ging its tail on color installation, 
spokesmen feel. 

And their view has been rein- 
forced by Lamontagne, who said in 
the Commons June 16, "It will cost 
close to $40 million for the CBC to 
do a stage -by -stage conversion over 
a 15 -year period. It's not something 
we are going to do right away. It 
will probably be done gradually, as 
black -and- white equipment becomes 
obsolete." 

n In the meantime the CTV Tele- 
vision Network will apparently be 
in the catbird seat. Only three of 
the network's eleven stations (Ed- 
monton, Kitchener -Waterloo and

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Halifax, it's believed) presently 
lack color TV transmitters. 

And Gordon Keeble, CTV exec- 
utive vice-president, foresees no 
serious problem with microwave net- 
work color conversion. What has 
him worried is "a drastic shortage 
of color broadcast origination equip- 
ment - telecine chains, color cam- 
eras and color videotape recorders." 

However one of Canada's major 
broadcast equipment manufacturers 
has reassuring words for Keeble and 
others concerned about the possible 
supply problem. A spokesman for 
the company says, "We don't see 
supply as a difficulty. Here's how 
it sits now: 

(Several private broadcasters 
have evidently been reading Lamont- 
agne's mind. They placed color 
equipment orders as much as six 
months ago.) 

"We have orders for four color 
chains and we'll be delivering them 
on short notice- in December. Color 
videotape recorders will also prob- 
ably be available in the fourth quar- 
ter of this year. On color cámeras, 
we've already got eleven orders, 
and people who put in for them 
should be in a position to go on the 
air with the units by mid -66. 

"Deliveries would be a lot bet- 
ter if there hadn't been the big rush 
on color in the States. And of 
course if there's a big Canadian 
demand the present delivery dates 
could change - but not to any great 
extent," the spokesman explained. 

He went on to say there's no 
problem in getting new color trans- 
mitters to buyers, and noted that 
phase -equalizing equipment (needed 
for some existing Canadian station 
color transmitters. at a cost of $5,- 
000 - 6000) is readily available. 

Up-to-the-minute transistorized 
designs manufactured by the com- 
pany have to be imported from the 
U. S., the spokesman noted - but 
again, "no problem." 

CFTO-TV Toronto is one of 
the Canadian stations that antici- 
pated Lamontagne's announce- 
ment. John Bassett, president of 
the station, said he made a deci- 
sion some months ago and ordered 
color equipment. "We'll be equip- 
ped by October this year to pro- 
gram on film or tape," he stated. 

Replacing CFTO's color 
facilities, (the station was origin- 
ally set up to go with color in 
1961, but later returned the equip- 
ment to the manufacturer) will 
cost the station "just under $200, 
000" according to Bassett. 

At CTV, Gordon keeble has 
put the network's immediate out- 
lay (for color transmitting facil- 
ities, but no color program origin- 
ating units) at $350-400,000.

THE CODE COVERS EMPLOYMENT 

IN THE FOLLOWING INDUSTRIES: 

RAILWAYS operating beyond any one province 

HIGHWAY TRANSPORT - interprovincial or international 

PIPELINES extending beyond any one province 

TELEGRAPHS, and TELEPHONES except those operated wholly within a province 

all RADIO and T.V. BROADCASTING 

all SHIPPING and services connected with shipping 

FERRIES - interprovincial or international 

all AIR TRANSPORT 
all BANKS 

all URANIUM MINING and PROCESSING 

all GRAIN ELEVATOPS 
all FLOUR and FEED MILLS, FEED WAREHOUSES and SEED CLEANING MILLS 

PRIMARY FISHING, where the fishermen work for wages 

most FEDERAL CROWN -CORPORATIONS 

THE CODE SETS THESE STANDARDS: 

1. A standard 8 -hour day and a 40 -hour week, with overtime limited to 8 

hours a week and paid at one and a half times the regular rate. 

2. A minimum hourly rate of pay of $1.25 

3. Two weeks annual vacation with pay 

4. Eight general holidays a year with pay 

Where it can be shown that the immediate application of the new hours of work would be prejudicial 
to the interests of employees or detrimental to an industry's operation, the Minister of Labour may 

postpone the introduction of the hours of work standard to allow time for adjustments. 

In industries operating only in a local area, the introduction of the new minimum wage may also be 

postponed.
