Editorial

Let's deal from the top of the table

Central Canada broadcasters were loud in their praise of
Doug Trowell, CKEY Toronto, who, as agenda chairman
of the CCBA Convention, put together a program
accenting more than ways and means of selling more
advertising.

Especially noteworthy were the discussions of socia-
logical problems, which went a long way towards estab-
lishing that broadcasters, besides being keen business-
men, are responsible citizens, who recognizes their
responsibilities, not just as broadcasters but also as
Canadians.

Private broadcasters as a whole are well aware that
they present an image to the public as being entirely
absorbed in the making of money.

Obviously there are such broadcasters in the busi-
ness, as in all businesses, and it is because of them that
the whole industry is tarred with the same brush.

Boasting and bragging about their accomplishments
and their good works in their communitics goes against
the grain. Yet broadcasters’ hesitancy to speak in public
about these things does not help them improve their
image.

Their critics are by no means hesitant to bring their
beefs out into the light of day, and the only reaction is
a shrugging of the industry’s shoulders, which seems to
imply a plea of “guilty as charged”.

Encouraging public service and charitable organiza-
tions, which benefit significantly and at no cost from the
broadcasters’ public spiritedness, might help tremen-
dously to change this impression, especially if officers of
these organizations were invited to appear at open
meetings of conventions to express their appreciation
and explain what the broadcasters’ assistance means to
them.

From another aspect, broadcasters are subjeclted to
seemingly unreasonable trcatment by both the regulatory
body and members of the government.

While they bridle under this sort of thing, they
refrain from expressing themselves for fear this might
in some way prejudice license renewals when they apply
for them, besides which, it is the other guy’s license

which has been delayed and this makes it /iis problem.
Yet what other way is there of making such a body as
the CRTC aware of what real hardships the applicants
suffer when they are subjected to inordinate time lags
before decisions are released?

We earnestly believe the members of the CRTC are
intelligent Canadians, dedicated to their job of giving
Canadians a better broadcasting service to the best of
their ability. At the same time, the members of the
Commission are human beings capable of making mis-
takes which they cannot correct unless they are advised
of them.

An effective way to accomplish this would be in
the form of unanimous resolutions passed at open
meetings of broadcasters’ conventions.

These resolutions should ask. not demand, that
applications be given closer and speedier attention, for
the good, not just of individual applicants but of the
entire industry.

Properly worded in the form of offers to co-operate
with the Commission rather than to upbraid it, and
endorsed by the whole body of broadcasters, it is our
opinion that they would be read and appreciated in the
spirit in which they were tendered.

The only snag we can see is this. It would entail
co-operation on the part of broadcasters who are not
and do not expect to be asking the Commission to give
them something, and accordingly might feel it to be
risky to take a chance when they have nothing to gain.

Because of the strength of the medium, broadcasting
has always been under the gun and at this late point in
time it seems it always will be. This is a fact which
has to be accepted. At the same time, broadcasting is
needed, not just by the broadcasters and their adver-
tisers, but the public as well. Even the authority, the
CRTC, depends on broadcasting to justify its existence.

Problems are bound to arise everywhere, in every-
thing. Solutions to these problems will be found faster
in a spirit of co-operation. Co-operation can only exist
if all involved will play their cards face up on the table.

Canadians welcome censorship

The TV network opened a real can of worms on their
Sunday, November 15, program, W5, when they re-
ported an Omnifacts survey of 1,650 Canadians across
the country, most of whom favor government censorship
and control of the news media — all of them.

Writing in THE ToroONTO TELEGRAM, of which he is
entertainment editor, Roy Shields pin-pointed these facts:

67% said “yes” and 27.3% said “no” to the question
whether the media give excessive coverage to Vietnam
demonstrators, student militants, women’s liberation
groups, Canadian communists, labor militants, hippies.

An alarming consensus, even though many of them
may not have understood the question.

Under the War Measures Act, the news media are
subject to censorship by the Federal government. Asked

if they felt the government should exercise that particu-
lar power at this time, 49.4% said “yes” and 40.3%
“no”. In Quebec 56.5% would sanction censorship.

“Obviously”, Shields wrote, “the public believes the
news media coverage of the crisis in Quebec made a
difficult situation worse. But that Canadians would
welcome censorship should shock newspapers, radio and
television into a study of what self-regulation they could
agree to in the future to avoid being gagged by a panicky
government”.

We heartily endorse Shield’s feelings in this, but be-
lieve it should go farther than those back-room-off-the-
record-something-must-be-done-meetings.

The situation is a frightening one — not frightening
because it might happen, but frightening because it is
happening, /iere and now.

Now a BBC out-
let in Yorkshire, Radio Leeds, wants
announcers to wear dinner jackets at
the microphone when they read the
evening news after 5 p.m. A dress
allowance would be provided. Is an
announcer truly influenced by his dress?
The BBC and the union are fast ap-
proaching an answer.

W TECHNOLOGY THREATENS
CBC
“The Canadian government may have
to protect the CBC from the onslaught
of communications satellites, com-
munity antennas, laser beam transmis-
sions and video-cassette programming.
“Mankind,” said George Davidson,
president of the CBC, “will have to
decide whether it is mature enough to
digest the mass of different messages
coming from all corners of the world.”
He said there may be a nced for an
international treaty as an extension to
existing broadcasting laws.

B CIGARETTE AD BAN

JUST THE BEGINNING
The head of the American Advertising
Federation says what is really at stake
in the U.S. tobacco advertising ban is
“the right of government to ban an
entire category of advertising for a legal
product, the right to discriminate
against the broadcasting media and an
open door to similar approaches in
other product categories.”

Howard Bell claims two danger sig-
nals are already evident: a petition be-
fore the U.S. Federal Communications
Commission to ban advertising directed
at children; and the current Federal
Trade Commission study of over-the-
counter drug advertising.

Also attacking the U.S. Congression-
al ban on tobacco advertising was Na-
tional Association of Broadcasters

T

President Vincent Wasilewski who
called it “blatant discrimination against
broadcasting.”

Wasilewski was in Atlanta, Georgia,
urging his industry to let Members of
Congress know its opposition to the
United States bill limiting political cam-
paign spending on radio and TV. He
said if broadcasting acts with unanimity
and strength . . . Congress may uphold
President Nixon’s veto of the bill.

B MUNICIPAL MEETINGS ON TV
In Beloeil, Quebec, the municipal coun-
cil meetings are televised over closed
circuit cable to 2,400 homes in that
community of 13,000.

Beloeil is 20 miles east of Montreal
and authorized the broadcasts in the
hope of fostering a greater interest in
its municipal affairs.

B AP CHANGES NAME

The largest broadcast media news or-
ganization in the U.S. — the Asso-
ciated Press Radio-Television Associa-
tion — from now on will be known as
the Associated Press Broadcasters As-
sociation or APBA. News of the name
change was announced in New York
by president Thomas Powell of WDAU-
TV in Scranton, Pennsylvania.

B LABOR WANTS MORE AIR

TIME
The Ontario Federation of Labor says
public broadcasting in Canada remains
far too private. In a statement issued
at its 14th Annual convention held in
November, the OFL said: “almost by
their very nature, television networks
are large, centralized agencies which
are often out of touch with what’s
happening locally.”

The Federation looks to cable TV
for more local level programming.

@ REGULATIONS THREATEN

JOURNALISM
“Somehow a way must be found to dis-
entangle broadcast journalism, on one
hand, and licensing, on the other. And
that way must be found soon before
it’'s too late.”

“Broadcast journalism,” said Richard
Salant, president of CBS News, “is a
part of a business which is regulated
and licensed by appointees of the very
government which so often is in an
adversary relationship with it.”

The CBS news chief, whose network
has more than 400 radio and TV af-
filiaites, said that the ‘“‘albatross which
broadcast journalism bears is its built-in
inequality”. He called for a new Bill
of Rights to check the regulatory ad-
vance of government over the broad-
casting industry.

B TOBACCO BUDGET IS

$226 MILLION
$226 million is the amount of the
money cigarette companies in the
United States will no longer be allowed
to spend annually in television and
radio advertising.

The ban which goes into effect Janu-
ary 1, 1971, looked at first like a good
thing for print media but probably only
part of the money will be spent in
print. The companies feel magazines
can’t absorb much more tobacco ad-
vertising — in 1968 it totalled about
$35 million. Only a portion of the
available funds will go into newspapers
— in 1968 that was nearly $14 million.
Outdoor that year received less than
$1 million.

W PARLIAMENT DEBATING LIVE
TV COVERAGE
Speaker Lucien Lamoureux wants
unanimous consent by all MPs, not
just the four parties in the Commons,
before granting the request of the CBC
to broadcasting live telecasts of Com-
mons proceedings.
All Conservative, NDP and Cre-
ditiste Members are understood to have
agreed but opposition has come from

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some Liberal objectors who are con-
cerned that filming of committee work,
even for a documentary, would set a
precedent that might be regretted in
the future. However, a Liberal party
spokesman said he doesn’t believe the
filming of committee sittings has any
relation to the Commons Procedure
Committee’s studies of television cover-
age of the commons and security meas-
ures for the parliament buildings.

The CBC has filmed other aspects
of Parliament including closed party
caucus meetings for documentaries.

W WHO EDITS PARLIAMENTARY
TELEVISION COVERAGE?
Ontario Premier John Robarts has ex-
pressed concern about the difficulties
of editing film if TV cameras were
permitted to be used in the legislature.
“I’'m not anxious to have one of my
speeches edited. Some of us have had
unfortunate experiences in this area.”
The problems arise, he said, on day-to-
day coverage, when editing would be
required to fit into tight television

schedules.
The premier reiterated a position he
outlined last spring — that the ques-

tion should be decided by the whole
house, and not the government, be-
cause it has large ramifications.

W NEW PD. AT CHLO

Jerry Stevens has been named program
director of CHLO St. Thomas-London,
Ontario. He succeeds Paul Ski who
goes to CKSO AM-FM Sudbury in
the same position.

W CHUM TORONTO EXPANDING
CHUM has offered to buy CICH-TV
Halifax for $1,333,333 and also the
remaining third interest it doesn’t own
in CKVR-TV Barrie, Ontario, for
$970,000 plus an issue of 60,000
CHUM Class B treasury shares.

CHUM Ltd. already owns 100 per
cent of CJCH radio but would sell 40
per cent CJCH Ltd. shares to seven in-
dividuals. Both acquisitions are subject
to CRTC approval.

Owner and operator of CHUM and
CHUM-FM Toronto, the company also
owns 100 per cent of CFRA Ottawa
and CFMO-FM Ottawa, plus 50 per
cent of CKPT Peterborough.

W BUSHNELL CUTS STAFF
Operators of CJOH-TV Ottawa, Bush-
nell Communications Limited has trim-
med its 225-member staff down to 180
because of a depressed 1969 and 1970.
Profits totalled $730,000 last year but
this year are reported to be running
below $100,000.

Sources say the company also aims
to lop about $500,000 off current ex-
penditures. Bushnell is planning a
stock issue amounting to about $50
million to pay for its expansion pro-

gram now that it has the green light
from the CRTC to purchase the Mont-
real TV and radio outlets established
by the Canadian Marconi Company
and other interests.

m COLOR TV SETS REACH

MILLION MARK
The Electronic Industries Association
of Canada has forecast one million
color TV sets will have been sold by
early December.

Color broadcasting began experimen-
tally in 1966 and regularly in 1967
when CFTO-TV initiated color pro-
gramming. By 1968 set sales had only
reached a 4 per cent saturation level
but by the end of this year, that figure
is expected to reach 20 per cent, esti-
mates EIA which represents all domes-
tic TV set manufacturers in Canada.

Domestic companies have developed
the market for large screen sets while
importers both offshore and U.S. have
captured the small screen size market.

™ CFPL-TV WINS THREE AWARDS
There never was an award for out-
standing cinematography on TV news
until the Canadian Society of Cinema-
tographers introduced the Roy Tash
News Film Award open to all Canadian
cameramen this year.

The award-winning film (it must
have been used on a TV newscast) was
the entry of Teri Culbert, cameraman
with CFPL-TV London for eight years.
On October 1, 1969, he filmed a stu-
dent protest of the U.S. atomic tests
in the Aleutian Islands. A number of
demonstrators were hurt when a wo-
man drove her car through the lines
on the Blue Water Bridge at Sarnia,
Ontario.

The same film won this year’s
Charlie Edwards award which is pre-
sented for enterprise and thoroughness
in reporting to radio and television sta-
tions by the Radio-Television News
Directors Association.

CFPL’s producer-director Maichael
Woodward accepted the first award
ever presented to a ftelevision station
in the 22 years of the Canadian Film
Awards Festival. The special award
was for the Erie Report, a one-hour
documentary on pollution in Lake Erie.
It was cited for its courageous screen
journalism.

m TEST CASE ON TV VIOLENCE
Do television programs depicting vio-
lence harm the mental health and well-
being of children? Is such injury ir-
reparable?

With its filing of a 146-page brief
in the U.S. District Court in Washing-
ton, D.C., a private foundation called
the Foundation-to-Improve Television
is waging a legal batile to bar TV pro-
grams depicting violence from the air
before 9 p.m. Formed two years ago,



the Foundation is using as a test casc
an effort to stop reruns of Wild Wild
West in late afternoons six days a
week over station WTOP Washington.

If the lawsuit is rejected, the case
will be appealed to the U.S. Supreme
Court. If it’s won, it will be used as
a precedent for suits in other cities.
(Broadcaster examined this issue at
length November, 1969, and submitted
there can be no other solution than the
judgment of the individual broad-
caster.)

B BBC SEARCHES FOR MORE

REVENUE
In Britain you pay $15 a year for a
licence to operate a radio and a black-
and-white television set. You pay
$27.50 if it’s color television.

Home licences are the main source
of support for the BBC which runs all
radio and two of the three TV channels
in Britain. Last year an estimated one
million viewers evaded payment and
the result is a critical deficit of more
than one million dollars for the BBC.
The hunt for evaders is on.

In Ireland, the state radio and TV
network, Radio Telfis Eirann, which
receives half its revenue from licence
fees and the rest from commercials,
recently banned cigarette advertising
and that will cost about $720,000 this
year. In announcing new economy
measures, the network said it won’t
replace the 150 staff members ex-
pected to leave between now and 1972.

W CREATIVE AND MARKETING
AWARDS IN U.S. TO BE
CONSOLIDATED

In 1971 the Effie awards of the New

York Chapter of the American Market-

ing Association will be incorporated

into the Clio awards of the American

TV and Radio Commercials Festival.

W. A. Ross, director of the commer-

cials festival, said it was a first step

“toward reducing awards pollution.
“Clio for effectiveness in commercial

communication, plus Effie for effec-

tiveness in the marketplace, adds up to
the most meaningful award in advertis-
ing.

“By incorporating Effie into the Clio
awards structure we can now hope to
take into account the degree of adver-
tising support and competitive market-
ing factors that our judges from the
creative areas are not involved with. It
will be interesting to see how the two
evaluations correlate,” Ross said.

W /971 CANADA WINTER
GAMES ON CBC

Resulting from an agreement signed
by Health Minister John Munro and
CBC president George Davidson, 15
hours of television coverage and more
than seven hours of radio broadcasts
are planned during the 1971 Canada

Winter Games which will be held in
Saskatoon from February 11 to 22,
1971.

Costs of the games are shared be-
tween federal, provincial and munici-
pal governments.

B DAVEY REPORT COMING
SOON

Senator Keith Davey’s report on press,
radio and television will be printed and
released before Christmas (probably,
he told BROADCASTER, before December
15) It contains “recommendations to
the government, to the media owners,
to the working press (all media) and
to the people of Canada,” Davey said.

TSE communications index

holds the line

Strength of the TSE Industrial Index
in early October was tempered later
in the month by the unsettled new
events emanating from Quebec and
checkered economic news and earnings
reports from both sides of the border.
During the month the Toronto Stock
Exchange Industrial Index declined
from 167.26 to 162.14 representing a
drop of 3.1%.

Relative action of the TSE Com-
munications Index featured a greater
degree of stability showing a 0.9%
decline from 218.44 to 216.48 at the
end of October. In early October, the
CRTC announced a postponement of
discussions on the CATV operating
guidelines until next spring. As a re-
sult the investor is faced with several
more months of confusion as to the
standards of performance CATV opera-
tors must achieve.

Bushnell Communication, dropped
from $7 to $5.75, or 18% during the
past month. No news regarding opera-
tions was released during October al-
though it was announced that a pro-
posal changing the company’s capital
structure will be submitted to the
shareholders.

Maclean-Hunter Cable TV, the only
public company in Canada with opera-
tions solely involved in CATV, declined
10% from $4.15 to $3.75 during Octo-
ber. Earnings of Maclean-Hunter
Cable TV for the quarter ending Sep-
tember 30 were reported at $123,000
compared with $23,000 in the same
period of 1969.

Earnings of Maclean-Hunter Pub-
lishing for its September 30th quarter,
declined significantly from the same
period in 1969. Earnings per share
were $0.08 in 1970 compared to $0.14
in the prior period excluding extraordi-
nary items. Management stated that
advertising lineage in the company’s
print media declined in the first nine
months but radio, TV and cable TV
subsidiaries were said to have main-
tained their strong performance during
the third quarter. The stock closed
October relatively unchanged from
prior month end at $93;.

In the absence of the strike at Pacific
Press which penalized results carlier in
the year, carnings of Southam Press
increased slightly in the third quarter
to $0.56 per sharc compared to $0.55
per share before a capital loss in 1969.
While the company’s three operating
divisions experienced an increase in

gross revenues, the impact of this im-
provement on earnings was partially
eroded by a reduction of investment
income. Southam’s shares were $5072
at the end of October down 5.2% from
$53v2 a month earlier.

During October shares of Western
Broadcasting showed little trading ac-
tivity or price movement closing the
month at $15%2 bid. Earnings for the
six months ended September 30
amounted to $603,114 compared to
$391,921 in 1969. After providing for
the preferred dividend requirements in
1970, earnings per share amounted to
$0.46 or 10% higher than $0.42 in
1969. According to the interim state-
ment, arrangements have now been
completed for sale of Western's bene-
ficial interest of 14% in CJCH-TV,
Halifax, to CHUM Ltd.,, subject to
CRTC approval.

Earnings for CHUM Ltd. were
$944,000 for the year ending August
31, compared to $812,388 in the prior
fiscal year. Based on a substantial
increase in shares outstanding, earn-
ings per share were unchanged at
$0.34 in the latest fiscal year. At the
November hearings the CRTC wilil con-
sider CHUM'’s application to acquire
the remaining one-third interest not al-
ready owned in CKVR-TV, Barrie.
Terms of the proposed acquisition have
not yet been revealed. During October,
CHUM ‘B’ shares increased 4.5% from
$5v2 to $5%.

The November CRTC Hearings will
also consider applications to transfer
several minority interests in radio sta-
tions and CATV systems now held by
Southam Press to Selkirk Holdings.
This represents a further step in the
program to realign ownership of these
companies’ broadcasting interests. Con-
sideration of both cash and additional
Selkirk treasury shares are likely to be
involved in payment. Selkirk’s class
‘A’ shares rose 4.8% last month from
$10%2 to $11.

Application to dispose of Famous
Players interests in Lakehead Videon
and Metro Videon (Winnipeg) are on
the CRTC November hearings. The
applicant buyer of the first mentioned
system is Maclean-Hunter Cable TV.
Application for purchase of Famous
Players’ interest in the Winnipeg sys-
tem is being made by MBL Cablecast-
ing Ltd. Shares of Famous Players
were 3.8% higher during October ris-
ing from $93% to $10%s
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Newsmen must fight for the
sacred right to be wrong

At the same time Canada’s commun-
icators were explaining their positions
to Liberal Senator Keith Davey and his
colleagues, Eric Scvareid was delivering
the fourth annual Elmer Davis Me-
morial lecture in Columbia University,
New York City. In referring to the
late CBS newsman, Sevareid said, “He
would have failed to see the logic in a
legal situation which holds that the
most pervasive, if not necessarily the
most persuasive, medium of informa-
tion and ideas is not protected by the
First Amendment while less pervasive
media are so protected. And he would
have said to his colleagues — act
always as if you were so protected. If
you act otherwise, it will be otherwise.
Liberties can be defended only as long
as we still have them.”

Back in Ottawa, Ralph Costello, a
New Brunswick publisher and past
president of the Canadian Daily News-
paper Publishers Association, issued
this warning: “Any steps which might
result in government intervention —
any intrusion that affects the role of
the free press — can lead only to dis-
aster.  Disaster for the press and
disaster for the country.”

How government
affects news

In a response to a BROADCASTER sur-
vey of news directors last month, Gary
McLaren, news director of CKCO-TV
Kitchener said this about the question
of unwarranted or improper pressure or
influence on news received. “Regret-
fully there are (pressures) on what is
broadcast; but it has only a minimal
influence at best on what the public
hears and watches. In my view these
pressures and influences are not wide-
spread — as some would have the pub-
lic believe — nor does the so-called
establishment in any significant way
control the broadcasting of news. No
newsman worth his salt would bow to
such pressures.

“But attempts do continue to control
access to news, especially by govern-
ments, political partics and in the field
of labor relations,

In/ most cases this is due to an
individual attitude, secretiveness, in-
difference, even arrogance exhibited
toward the news media. The posture
of ‘I know best’ and ‘what you don’t
know won’t hurt you’ is frequently
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by Peter Macklin

cncountered, along with the ‘divine
guidance’ principle. The worst of-
fenders here are government boards
and commissions, appointive bodies,
and their offence is usually that of
omission, rather than commission.”

Don Johnston, news director of CHML
Hamilton, was just elected president of
the Radio Television News Directors
Association of Canada at its conven-
tion held this September in Denver,
Colorado.

On the question of pressures, the new
president said: “We haven’t taken a
hard information survey of member
stations and other stations on actual
incidents of attempts by someone in
government to influence the presenta-
tion of the news. So there are no
statistics. But there is some substantial
power there which various government
agencics have and use I think with sen-
sitivity. Like the Canadian Radio-Tele-
vision Commission. Regarding Informa-
tion Canada, on that we’ll have to wait
and see.”

If you believe Canadian (and Amer-
ican) broadcasters are not threatened
by government control, it is a fact they
are more deeply concerned about this
problem than any other.

In its submission to the Davey Com-
mittee, Countryside Holdings Ltd,
owners of a group of small radio sta-
tions in Ontario, claimed that because
radio broadcasting licenses are subject
to renewal every two ycars, and each
station’s performance is subject to
minute and continuing scrutiny by the
CRTC, “it would be a brave broad-
caster indeed who undertook to pro-
mote an unpopular cause.

“The result is that we do the best
we can. . . . Under the existing rules
no radio station, large or small, will do
anything that may jeopardize its
licence.”

Newspapers
have more freedom

Before the same committee, John Bas-
sett, president of CFTO-TV in Toronto,
said he would have no qualms about
taking a strong editorial position in his
ToroNTO TELEGRAM, because the news-
paper market “is an open one and if
someone else wants to start a paper
and take a different view he can do it.”

Bassett said broadcasting has become
an industry highly-regulated by the

CRTC and the regulations themselves
tend to inhibit the expression of a point
of view.

Dick Smyth, news director of CHUM
Radio Toronto, said his station invests
substantially in providing editorial
opinion producing many documentarics
regularly ranging from 10 minutes to
one hour long, programs on such issues
as Toronto's current Spadina Express-
way problem.

CHUM Ltd. is owner of six radio
and one television station plus the Con-
temporary News System, a service car-
ried by a total of 23 broadcasting sta-
tions across Canada and reaching about
four and half million people.

In its brief to the Davey Committee,
CHUM Ltd. said, “The only mecans of
news, information and advertising dis-
semination would be by cable, televi-
sion and radio, all of which come under
the direct supervision, discipline, regu-
lation and control of Government. In
the result, there would be no such thing
as ‘free’ press, becausc both directly
and indirectly government would con-
trol all of the news and information
media.

“CHUM believes that the pcople of
Canada have inadequate safeguards to
guarantce the widest possible access to
public information. We believe that
in a free society the onus should be on
the burcaucracy to show why public
information should be concealed and
that, as a general principle, all public
information should be accessible to the
public and that there should be some
method of public accountability for the
concealment of information.

Unhappily, our journalistic experi-
ence suggests that with the spread of
bureaucracy, there’s a tendency to re-
verse this onus and increasingly the
burden falls on journalists to make a
case for the full disclosures of public

information.”
Before closing off the bad news

about Canadian news, BROADCASTER
has this question. Undoubtedly you’ve
read, and heard and seen decisive cri-
ticism of Prime Minister Pierre Tru-
deau and of many other government
officials. But when have you heard or
read or seen outright criticism of
CRTC’s Pierre Juncau recently?

The four filters of reporting

Now for the good news. Even though
Canadian news has to pass through
what David Frost calls the four filters
of reporting (the libel law, the pressures
of commerce, economics and vocal
minority groups, the gaps of too few
or too untrained reporters on the scene,
finally the limits of space or time on
part of the publication or broadcaster)
the quality of news reporting is at an
all time high according to the Broap-
CASTER survey, to the RTNDA, and to
a survey carried out for the RTNDA

Money is listed as the second major
problem of news reporting or more
specifically, the lack of money or the
misuse of existing funds.

Raymond David, CBC vice-president
and general manager of the French lan-
guage network said: “In the United
States, for instance, the annual ncws
budgets of the threc principal TV net-
works arc larger than the CBC’s total
operations budget, covering two televi-
sion networks, AM and FM radio nct-
works, its International Service, and so
on.”

Nevertheless, as small as this country
appears to be, with all its low budgets,
there are cight Canadian correspon-
dents based in Vienna, a key monitor-
ing spot for Eastern Europe, and this is
the same number of men maintained by

TiME-LIFE, NEWSWEEK and BUSINESS
WEEK organizations.

Broadcast News service, to which al-
most every private broadcast station
in Canada subscribes (352 members)
reports objectively all aspects on inter-
national, national and regional news,
interpreting the facts but not expressing
its own opinions.

BN draws on The Canadian Press
with its 250 full time English and
French - speaking reporters plus 15
foreign correspondents. BN also utilizes
Westinghouse, The Associated Press,
the BBC, Reuters and Agence France-
Presse.

Charlie Edwards, the gencral man-
ager of BN, said speced has been the
biggest improvement made consistently
over the years but in expanding the
types of service BN now offers and

plans to offer, the rapid obsolescence
of equipment is the biggest factor.

Why then, BROADCASTER asked Don
Johnston of CHML, does your station
subscribe to BN plus CP direct,
Standard Broadcast News and AP?
Why so many services?

The day we asked was the day Pre-
sident Nasser died in Egypt.

Johnston said, “the other services
offer more volume in times of big
breaking news and sometimes a little
faster notice of regional stories. We
have one teletype machine but it’s
hooked up to two wires which are
simple to switch. When CP is filing
on the Ontario region from such centres
as Kitchener, london, Niagara Falls,
we'll stay plugged in because we may
get a regional story while BN is running

CTV News: pooling efficiencies

Nothing is so easy to take for granted
as the news yet nothing takes so much
to put together. If you’ve ever really
thought of the world as a global village
imagine what kind of organization
you'd have to build to package and
present it every night at 11 o’clock

across Canada?

Then add this additional problem: if
you’re number two in size, how do you
look like number one in scope?

You can do it beginning with people
who can do at least two, possibly three,
different jobs depending on the assign-
ment. “Our ability to manage people”
said CTV’s director of news, Don Mac-
Pherson, and executive producer, Tom
Gould, “is as important as our abilities
as newsmen.”

This doesn’t mean they cheerlead a
staff of nearly 40 into working like a
100. It does mean having news writers
who are also producers, like Jack
McGaw, host of CTV’s W5 program —
like Gerry Wood, line-up editor (pro-
ducer) and writer — like Harvey Kirck,
executive editor and also Toronto
anchorman.

The incentive to be efficient at CTV
is an almost contagious dedication to
professionalism. Staff turnover is low,
morale high and experience runs deep.

Gould, for example, began 18 years
ago at CHWK, the voice of the Fraser
Valley. How you start, or why, isn’t as
important as what you do from there
on. “I know a man,” said Gould, “who
had just been wiped out as a farmer.
He quickly abandoned a few acres of
dead turkeys to become a nightman for
CHWK. His name is Stanley Burke.”

“No one has all the necessary qualifi-
cations to be a journalist,” added Mac-
Pherson, “the important thing is career
growth”.

By pooling the resources of its news
staff and of its affiliated stations, CTV
has been able to successfully counteract
most limitations imposed by its size.

Bureaus in Montreal and Ottawa plus
film flown in from all its affiliates sup-
port CTV’s emphasis on national news.
Originating from CFTO-TV Toronto,
CTV news draws on the resources of
NBC in New York for international
coverage. By agreement, it monitors
NBC broadcasts and supplements this
with film on sports, fashions and other
items flown in from NBC’s Visnews.

The 11 o’clock news, Nightbeat, is
sent intact to all CTV affiliates and is
revised if necessary for the western
stations’ later air time.

Presentation of the supper time news
for CTV affiliates involves strategic
differences which appear to be under
rapid development. Called World Beat
in Toronto and Windsor, Scan in Kit-
chener, Pulse in Montreal, the names
reflect the need to compete or to im-
prove or both. While stations have the
option to pick up World Beat intact,
most elect to re-edit and in some cases,
lengthen.

news director for
doesn’t feel the
sources of national news are broad
cnough. “Many of these sources be-
come very parochial and tend to feed
into the national wire services far too
much of the emergent news: police,
fires, ambulances. There should be a
goal hidden in the selection of wire
stories — a goal that would better
inform other parts of Canadian about
the originating source.

“American newsmen abroad tend to
interpret and report news in the light
of their home policies. Canadian news-

men abroad aren’t very efficient. 1
would prefer nationals of the originat-
ing country, but not sheer propa-
gandists.”

In January, 1969, CFCF expanded
Pulse from a half hour to an hour, now
shoot about 5,000 feet of film a month
instead of 3,000, added four more full
time staff, with a cost increase of about
30 per cent. The station’s vice-president
Don Martz said, “there was a need for
greater breadth and depth of the news
presentation; the once universal 15-
minute newscast is a rarity today, most
are half an hour.”

CKCO Kitchener spends $12,000 to
$15,000 each year for microwave feed
from NBC to make its half hour Scan

more relevant and competitive.

“Microwave transmission,’* said

CKCO’s news director Gary McLaren,
“is really the only way to distribute
visual news material today and the
staggering cost of launching a country-
wide syndication system is now pro-
hibitive. I doubt that such syndication
will materialize in the near future,
unless lower cost methods of transmis-
sion become available, unless station
revenues are allowed to grow to the
point where such expenditures can be
absorbed, or if the demand and desire
for this visual material grows to the
point where they become a necessity
rather than a luxury, as it too often is
now.”

If CTV news has few luxuries, it
does have the precendent-setting per-
formance of its independent affiliates, a
highly co-operative interdependence,
and a core of news journalists whose
years of experience have given them a
well-honed instinct for growth, as well
as news.
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international summary. And that
means you may get a story on a news-
cast that you wouldn’t have got for
another hour if you had waited for it
to come on BN. This doesn’t mean BN
is slow, but it’s an all-purpose wire
sending sports, stocks and other news.

“When a big story breaks, like
Nasser dying about two hours ago, then
we switch to another wire — to AP out
of New York because that story is
moving on that wire. And it moves on
that story alone. So you get a great
deal of detalil.

“Everything moves in sound and
actuality. So we regard Standard Voice
Service as important for our station.
By being individual members of a net-
work with a major station in about
every market across Canada there are
definite advantages about belonging to
Standard that I don’t feel we would
get elsewhere.

Whether you name it creditability or
impact, BROADCASTER wondered how
well broadcasters covered the news
compared to newspapers and magazines
and how the public viewed these two
prime news sources. Do broadcasters
just cover the news or do they do any
investigative reporting?

Affecting this consideration is money
and attitude.

Bill McGregor of CKCO-TV in
Kitchener told the Davey Committee
“that, of Canada’s 68 private TV sta-
tions, 44% had average profits of about
$5,000 in 1968. CTV’s public affairs
show W5 costs an affiliate between
$1,400 and $2,800 each week”.

Who covers news best?

Does print cover news better than
broadcast? *“No, not anymore,” said
CHMVL’s Johnston. “Our station will
put one of our five reporters on a
story many times to find out we won’t
use it on air because it isn’t new or it
is too legally touchy to handle at that
stage. And I know there are other
stations that do this both in radio and
TV. Not the majority of them. But
I don’t think a lot of newspapers do
either in Canada. THE TORONTO STAR
and TELEGRAM do and there’s a couple
of Montreal dailies that do. Vancouver
papers used to do an awful lot of it;
they’ve done less lately. Certainly the
SPECTATOR in Hamilton does; it helped
launch the Duke investigation.

“But outside of five or six metro-
politan dailies you won’t find much
investigative reporting in newspapers
across the country. They just report.
They go to meetings, to fires, and to
accidents. And they print wire service
reports. But not much more.

“So I don’t think it’s a valid premise
to begin with that newspapers pre-
dominantly are doing investigative and
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in-depth reporting, because I don’t
think the majority of them are. And
of the big ones who are, some of them
are doing the job exceptionally well.
The same thing is found in broadcast-
ing. There are some stations doing
investigative reporting but not the
majority. Broadcasting is younger than
print and this is a factor”.

It is a decisive factor when it comes
to evaluating impact. On May 1, 1970
CHUM’s Contemporary News System
reported on the contents of the interim
report of the LeDain inquiry into the
non-medical use of drugs.

The report was eventually tabled in
the House of Commons by Health
Minister John Munro with some ap-
parently radical findings which in effect
suggested the use of marijuana should
be legalized.

Paul Akehurst who broke the story
for Contemporary said it wasn’t until
June 15, when TIME MAGAZINE did a
cover story on the same subject, that
public appreciation of the significance
of the LeDain report was established.

Maybe the most important question
they began to answer in Denver is that
they are not afraid of critical examina-
tion, of pressures from outside or in.
But the endurance of free journalism

must not only depend on determination
from within the business, but also upon
the constituted leadership of this coun-
try.

Gérard Pelletier, Secretary of State
and former journalist, expressed the
basic dilemma of how to reconcile the
public’s right to information free of
outside interference, at the final hear-
ing of the Davey Committee.

Broadcasting, subject to a measure
of public control from its beginnings,
is required by law to fulfill certain
public responsibilities such as fostering
a Canadian outlook.

Should the press be subject to the
same legal requirements?

“Perhaps it should,” he replied. “But
if you legislate responsibility for the
press, somebody has to check to make
sure the requirements are being met.
My old journalistic instincts ask who is
going to check?”

Both Mr. Pelletier and Senator Davey
conceded that in trying to work out
guides for the broadcasting industry,
they are having trouble finding an
answer.

And this is the major problem of
broadcast news directors. Because who
can be certain what consequences will
flow from increased government con-
trol?

The credibility of CBC News

With bureaus in Moscow, Paris, Hong
Kong, London and Washington, with
all the visual input it wants from both
the CBC and NBC networks and NBC’s
Visnews, with stringers in South Amer-
ica, Africa and the Middle East, with
all its resources including nine domestic
news bureaus, the CBC strives to per-
fect if possible the historic potential of
its own endowment.

Its 11 o’clock television news, “The
National,” proves how hard it tries, and
how close it comes to succeeding. “Re-
search,” said Knowlton Nash who is
director of TV information programs
for the CBC, “including surveys taken
by Nielsen, Gallup and by ourselves,
shows some important gains made over
the same period last year. The audience
for the National now averages about
two million; on that crucial week for
Quebec and Canada, the week of Octo-
ber 16, it reached two and half million
people.

“Another gain, according to a Cana-
dian Gallup Poll taken last spring,
rates television as the single most
reliable source of news.”

However, there are increasing signs
there is a crisis in the confidence placed
in all media by the public. “People,”
said CBC’s executive producer of the
TV “National,” Peter Truman, “are

becoming far more critical of all the
information they receive, printed and
broadcast.”

In his management of information,
Truman equates his job with his inte-
grity — every minute. The force and
forthrightness of the “National” are
never presumed, and beyond the ob-
jective reasons for this are the emo-
tional ones equally important in terms
of the medium being the message.

“It is difficult not to believe what
you see with your own eyes,” said
Raymond David, general manager of
network broadcasting for the CBC
(French)”. In Quebec, we not only
watch a lot of television, but we trust
it. A recent TV Bureau survey showed
that 57 per cent of Quebec’s population
finds television news coverage most
credible, while only 17 per cent place
their faith in newspapers. Credibility
is not only generated by seeing, but also
by the feeling of participation engen-
dered by a live picture.”

“It might be tempting to sterilize the
news, to neutralize it to the point where
it is proof against error. But would
this be reporting? Would it be the
news?”

To interpret a newsman of con-
science some time ago, it would be
sheer damnation.
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The imperatives
of the Seventies

Rather than the usual reporting and
analyzing of the industry, this year’s
twentieth annual meeting of the Cen-
tral Canada Broadcasters’ Association
provided a longer perspective on the
state of the industry. The imperatives
of the seventies, said many speakers of
widely divergent backgrounds and
points of view, add up to the current
crisis of broadcasters.

Senator Keith Davey, whose report
on mass media is behind schedule in
its publication, said: “nearly everywhere
in the world the press and broadcast
media are a convenient whipping boy
at least for the extremes. All media
today are so available and so immediate
that they are very often an inviting
target for those people no longer able
to distinguish between the unusual and
the usual, between the topical and the
typical.

Quoting the LonDoN SunNDAY OB-
SERVER, Davey noted: “in its present
mood the public seem ready to abdicate
their basic rights in order to strengthen
what Reganites call militant defensive
law.”

“A Columbia Broadcasting System
inquiry has shown that three out of
four people would prohibit any or-
ganized protest against the government
— however peaceful. Most would cen-
sor news reports which the government
would consider harmful to the national
interest.

“So,” Davey said, “I would suggest
that here from the so-called silent ma-
jority is the real threat to press freedom,
not from a senate committee on mass
media but from an alarmed and fright-
ened populace suddenly aware of a
distinct challenge to its traditional value
system. In short, from people who are
unable to sort out the challenge from
those who report it.”

Reporting of the crisis in Quebec
was full, fair and factual and if tele-
vision did create Robert Lemieux, law-
yer for the Front de Libération du Qué-
bec, it also destroyed him within 15
minutes, observed Davey.

“I think it is manifestly unfair to
attribute all of society’s ills to the mass
media. [t's handy but unrealistic.

“It is equally unrealistic for the pub-
lishers and broadcasters in Canada to
minimize the role they play when it
comes to influencing the life style of
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their audiences which number in the
millions.”

With the eradication of the FLQ,
Davey said there will be one key ques-
tion for all of us: “Will we go back to
sleep or will we finally and dramati-
cally move to redress Quebec’s ills?”

“It seems to me that English lan-
guage broadcasters in particular, really
seeking to contribute to national unity,
will want to remind every Canadian
again and again of the real facts of our
national life. That 41 per cent of the
nation’s unemployed are in Quebec;
that 85 per cent of all Quebecers who
earn more than $10,000 a year are
English.

“Broadcasters can and should help to
destroy that insensitive apathy which
predominates the soggy centre of the
political spectrum.”

“You do not even know your own
power as communicators,” said James
A. Karfilis, counsel to the University
of Toronto’s Pollution Probe. In al-
most the same breath that Karfilis gave
the media a major share of credit for
the success of the U of T group in
making the public far more aware of
environmental dangers, he added that
broadcasters have “a power beyond
recognition. You can almost sell any-
thing.”

There are now about 100,000 people
fighting pollution in Canada, estimated
Karfilis. Unfortunately, governments
tend to follow and not lead, like broad-
casters, he said. So the issue of the
seventies is ‘“what are you going to
get involved in?”

June Callwood, founder of Digger
House in Toronto’s Yorkville district
and an active worker in projects for
disturbed children and young adults,
saw youth breaking down into three
groups. She said one out of every
eight babies born this year will spend
some time in a mental hospital — or
more than those going to college. On-
tario has 120,000 alcoholics and in
these homes 99 per cent of the kids
are damaged. The Economic Council
of Canada reports four million living
in destitution. A family harassed by
poverty has a hard time to give their
children love. Together, they form
the disturbed group.

There is also the apathetic group of

children (“I'll play it your way™) and
the hippies who are trying to find out
who they are. The drug kids.

Miss Callwood said although there
are some pressures for drop-in centres
and youth hostels, there are more pres-
sures for more jails and more laws.

“These kids are rotting,” she said.
“Society still only punishes.”
“The man with short hair is the

untypical man for the first time in his-
tory. What do you ask of a kid — be
like me? If you could love him, then
maybe you could help.”

Murray Koffler of Toronto, operator
of a drug store chain and a founder of
the Counsel on Drug Abuse in Canada
(CODA) said the problem of narcotics
is growing because more and more
people are attracted to drugs as an
alternative to coping with life.

CODA began when Robert Kennedy
was shot June 5, 1968, and now in-
cludes more than 400 youth advisors,
druggists and businessmen who, co-
operating with the media, try to give
the public all possible information on
drug addiction. “We have not yet
stemmed the tide,” he said. “No one
has. The question is how much worse
it might be if we were not working
against it.”

“The issue of the seventies is the
quality of life,” Koffler said. ““The con-
sumer is changing fast. The buyer/
seller relationship has been replaced by
the buyer/product relationship which
makes merchandising the main means
of influence. Pressures for more safety
in cars, women’s liberation, improved
credit, stopping pollution are all taking
precedence over product considerations.
There’s a basic need for more involve-
ment.”

“One of the best reasons for rejecting
tradition,” said Charles Templeton of
CKEY, “is because it’s called tradition.
We now have a vast uncertainty in
determining how we do what we do.
The family, church and school no
longer matter. So we don’t any longer
know what to believe, or think. There
are no more fixed attitudes. We are
not Americans, we are not French,
and we are not British. Who are we?
But the most important question is —
not what does Quebec want? but what
does English Canada want?”

The imperative of the seventies as
seen through the eyes of an Ojibway
Indian, Walter Currie, president of the
Indian-Eskimo Association of Canada,
deals with the Canadian mosaic. To
him the vision of a mosaic is a pattern
of all shapes, sizes and colors.
“However, to Canada’s native peo-
ples the Canadian mosaic looks sus-
piciously like one size, one shape and
one color.”

Gambling

Gambling, despite its antagonists, is
in fact a material part of our very
existence. The fact that an individual
is born is a victory over long shot odds
which no bookmaker would ever con-
sider. And what you are born is an
even more interesting aspect. The ad-
vent of birth control devices has nar-
rowed the percentages of any given
individual ever being born in North
America to an infinitesimally small
degree. Even after birth, he has a
less than even chance to make it to
three score years and ten.

Gambling is inherent in our ability
to pass school examinations, and to
progress through the years of making
a livelihood. Gambling is “Lady Luck”
on being in the right job at the right
time so that the right things happen.

A successful career is built around
not only knowledge and ability, but the
ability to scnse timing and opportunity,
and to gamble that your assessment is
correct by making a decisive move. An
indecisive person is not a gambler, be-
cause he will not risk a move for fear
of losing whatever he has, no matter
how small. On the other hand, the
risk-taker, or the gambler, is a calcula-
tor who appraises the known facts,
weighs the opportunity against possible
reversals and then acts in a positive
fashion.

In any normal, successful, business,
medical, legal, scientific, or even a
homemaking career, there is a need to
gamble from time to time in order to
gain success, no matter how small its
significance. To refuse to gamble may
have too great a penalty to be ignored.
How often have people commiserated
amongst themselves over lost oppor-
tunities because of nervousness, in-
security, or the lack of intestinal forti-
tude in making a decision? They
probably richly deserve their fate.
They are¢ indeed the ones who, when
they meet a winner, bitch about his
“good luck”, adding at the same time
weeping words on their own “bad
luck.”

The inherent need to gamble is born
in each and every one of us — not to
satisfy avarice or greed, but merely to
survive.

However, in Canada, the term “gam-
bling” has been given a rather negative
image by all levels of government.
Gambling to them is the placing of
money on a speculative venture. This
may be the result of a number of fac-
tors, e.g.:

(a) Their fear of losing political votes
by expanding the rights of people
to gamble as a free choice. Too
many governments, because of
their insecurity, tend to protect

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what is theirs, rather than to pro-
vide a realistic approach to the
question. This policy is apparent
in the reluctance to change in
areas of liquor control, land devel-
opment, and particularly in the ef-
fective control of industrial pollu-
tion. Their principle is to keep
the votes we have from the old
up - tight supporters, and by
throwing a few bones, pick up a
few more votes.

(b) To protect the blue collar worker
from the penalties of gambling.
This is ridiculous. Go to any li-
censed race track in Canada and
count the attendance of those
earning under $10,000, and those
earning over it. Their theory of
protecting the poor simply falls
apart. Naturally the antagonists
of gambling point out the suffering
of the_families of the gamblers in-
volved. ~Nonsense! If they don’t
go to the track, they (the gamblers)
play poker or gin rummy — or
(worse?) drink.

(¢) To protect the lobbyed interests of
those now holding licenses.

(d) To protect the public from gang-
sters. This is amateurish. Any
night of the week in every major
hotel across Canada there is a
professional crap or poker game.
Bookmakers are always available!

None of these reasons can be called

valid.

But there are times when largesse
does appear. Governments like to be
known as friends to the public. So
they, on occasion, gratuitously become
benign and grant their blessing on a
few.

Charity is the biggest winner in this
area. To run a $50,000 lottery for a
charitable enterprise which basically
appeals to the elite but which is open
to all, is hypocrisy. The people who
can afford to give, promote instead, (o
attract the little person to gamble his
or her two dollars in their social lot-
tery rather than on the daily double.
The little man has a better chance at
the track because he has a choice. The
moneyed people gratuitously look down
their noses, talk big, and do nothing,
but take all the glory. The social pages
reek of their fat faces.

If the Junior Committees, the Art
Galleries, and all the other “goldilock™
groups can run private lotteries, why
then can’t local, provincial or national
lotteries be run for all citizens? In
Montreal/Quebec, such a lottery was
run, but contrary to the rules. The
result is known.

People should be given the right to
gamble. It is inherent in their nature;
their very existence is a gambling
result.

Governments exist upon the very
fact that gambling is a necessary factor
in growth. Manufacturers gamble on
new products, hopefully to increase
profits which the government can tax.

Medical science gambles to provide
better medicine. The CBC gambles
on new shows which the government
approves. Advertisers gamble with ad
agencies, so that ads can be produced
which will develop sales and profits.
People buy cars with which to gamble
on the open road. Travellers use air-
lines which are a gamble. In fact.
damned near everything one does In
life is a gamble, including the food we
eat.

The trouble with the law makers and
“the” society is that what they have,
they want to keep. To hell with the
little Chinese majong player. Prosecute
him! But how many Wasps have you
read about going to court over gam-
bling. The “haves” take it all, and
the two-dollar soul takes it in the ear.
The old adage “them that has, gets”
is awfully true.

One of the things that many people
overlook is the fact that while people
live a gamble, they seldom gamble
themselves. If they do, the amount is
so insignificant as to be meaningless.
Only a few in society are professional
gamblers or regulars, and even fewer
are compulsive. And if gambling were
opened up, this wouldn’t change! Sure,
a few more small bets at a dollar or
half dollar, but a way of life isn’t
going to be changed.

If what we are led to believe is true,
i.e. that gambling is addictive, then the
cigarette promotions, the gas deals, the
giveaways, would flourish ad infinitum.
The crux of the matter is that people
lose interest after a while, and they
go on o something else.

When you deny the right to gamble,
drink or smoke, you fan the flames of
desire. We have allowed liquor (par-
tially) and cigarettes, and a little bit of
legal gambling, but this hardly satisfies
the problem because no concrete posi-
tive solutions are ever attempted. The
principle of governmental “gutlessness”
is the rule of thumb.

As for the gutless, self-opinionated
do-gooders who (ry to save mankind
from his own weaknesses, they might
be better to turn their efforts to ecology
and potlution. Their efforts might have
some reward. leUs stop hypocrisy by
allowing the privileged few to gamble
legally, and illegally, and open it up to
everyone. Besides, the governments
concerned will all take their tax bite.

If governments let you give them
your money for watered down liquor,
why can’t they let you give them the
same money for a damned good bet
on the Grey Cup?

Bah! Humbug!

Broadcast News

IS a guy

named Charlie Edwards

Easily the most popular event of last
month’s Central Canada Broadcasters
Association convention was the procla-
mation of the CCBA’s current “Broad-
caster of the Year”, who turned out to
be the man responsible, beyond anyone
else, for the development of Canadian
Broadcasting’s remarkable Dbi-lingual
news service — Uncle Charlie Edwards.

Having basked in the warmth of a
close personal friendship with Charlie
over the past quarter of a century -
he is actually four years younger than
I am although he doesn’t look it —
perhaps 1 should have commissioned
someone else to do this piece, someone
whose contact with him was more on a
business plane than a personal one. But
I found there was no one, in or around
the industry, whose bond, business not-
withstanding, is not one of deep affec-
tion. So I decided it was up to me —
and cheaper too — to take on the job
myself.

This, of course, is the secret of
Charlie’s success, not just in business
but throughout his life. He likes people,
so they — people — have no alternative
but to let their affection ricochet back
onto him.

Charlie Edwards could never be
accused of having won the industry’s
esteem by playing up to the broad-
casters. He is convinced they do not
give enough recognition to news or the
people in it, and that is that. Whether
it be at a convention or across a man-
ager’s desk in his office, for years now,
Charlie has emphatically — but always
gently — pounded this point home,
without fear or favor. The result? Men
who have grown into truly great news-
men have been given a greater oppor-
tunity to develop their talents, and a
growing number of news chiefs are
attaining management status, because
Charlie Edwards has made his point
about the importance of news to broad-
casting’s all-over product.

Back in 1949, while still with Press
News, forerunner of Broadcast News,
Charlie Edwards spearheaded the move
of four French language private broad-
casters to establish the first co-operative
news service in French.

These four broadcasters were Paul
Lepage of CKCV Quebec, Marcel Le-
febvre of Montreal, Emile Jean of
CHIN Trois Riviéres and Raymond
Benoit of CKCH Hull.

By the sweat of each other’s brows,
they saw what has developed into the
BN French news service grow from
these four stations, contributing $120
a week towards expenses, to the present
total of 58 French stations, not only in
Quebec but in Ontario and New Bruns-
wick as well. Today BN’s French
service is financed on the same basis
as the English service, maintaining a
staff of 15 French language editors and
reporters.

In 1959, 33 Quebec French stations
combined with Broadcast News to
feature a 13 weeks session of the
French Legislature’s sittings, reported
by Guy Rondeau, a BN reporter. The
33 private stations underwrote the cost,
and the project was carried through
under the over-all guidance of — you’ve
guessed it — Uncle Charlie Edwards.

Besides this remarkably successful
effort in the realm of Canadian unity,
which has established and is continuing
to maintain a comprehensive and res-
ponsible broadcast news service in both
official languages, Charlie’s efforts in
another sphere have performed the un-
believable feat of uniting broadcasting
and the press.

Broadcast News is structurally a
wholly-owned subsidiary of the news-
papers’ news co-operative, The Cana-
dian Press.

Charlie Edwards started laboring
tirelessly in 1942, to the end that these
two media, natural competitors for ad-
vertising revenue on the business side,
should combine to give the public the
most news and the best news service.
He did this by manipulating broad-
casters and publishers into a position
where they would work together on the
compilation and distribution of the
news in an odd sort of partnership.

To accomplish this, Charlie had to
overcome the inborn prejudice, verging
on contempt almost, which had existed
between radio and press.

This prejudice was deeply-rooted in
the minds of many who had grown up
while their newspapers were the only
news sources available to the public,
and who regarded radio as a passing
and trespassing fancy.

On the other side of the coin, the
broadcasters, perhaps more money-
minded than their print counterparts,
had an ingrained dislike for those who
competed with them for advertising,
and often disparaged them or, worse
still, ignored them in their editorial
columns.

Credit must go to Uncle Charlie for
engineering a marriage contract under
which, while technically still the prop-
erty of The Canadian Press, Broadcast
News is steered by a board of directors
consisting of five private broadcasters
and five publishers, working together
to give Canadians high quality national
and international news, available to all
broadcasters, including small stations in
remote sections of the country.

Besides its own news, supplied co-
operatively by its 300 member private
stations, Broadcast News, under Char-
lie’'s tutelage, now feeds the news
supplied to The Canadian Press by its
105 member newspapers, and that
gathered outside Canada by The As-
sociated Press, Reuters and Agence
France-Presse to radio and television
stations right across Canada. It also
operates its own Voice Service for the
benefit of 32 subscribing stations.

Besides its headquarters in Toronto,
BN-CP maintains bureaus in St John’s
Nfld, Halifax NS, Saint John NB,
Quebec City PQ, Montreal, Ottawa,
London Ont., Windsor Ont., Winnipeg
Man., Regina Sask., Edmonton and
Calgary Alta., Vancouver and Victoria
BC, New York NY, Washington DC,
London England and Paris France.

Charlie Edwards never misses a regional
or national broadcasters’ convention.
These come at the rate of six a year.
He also conducts regional meetings for
editors and news directors of BN
stations. There are five of these meet-

during the station managers’ conven-
tions, whenever possible.

Whatever the convention, whatever
the meeting, the door of the Broadcast
News hotel suite is always open and
few if any of the broadcasters attending
fail to take advantage of the oppor-
tunity to drop in for a chat, a pat on
the back, a genial beef or a game of
crib, and also to help maintain a
reasonable level of humidity in the suite.

Because these sessions were wont to
carry on into the wee sma’ hours, and
because Uncle Charlie was hovering on
the brink of middle-age, his directors
gave him a first aide in 1953, in the
person of an old but younger CP
staffer, CP’s New York night editor,
Don Covey.

One of the purposes of this move
seemed to be that, around curfew time,
Don, with the title of executive editor,
could take over on the humidity kick
while Charlie packed off to bed.

This was perfectly all right in theory,
but it turned out to be a pipe dream.
As it is working out, it is Don who ob-
serves the curfew, while Uncle Charlie
still stays up nattering until the birds
start piping in the dawn, and, you’ve
got to believe it, Charlie has never been
scen talking to himself. Meanwhile
Don concentrates on regular hours to
maintain the strength he will need if
he is ever called upon to perform the
impossible task of stepping into the
shoes of Uncle Charlie Edwards.

That’s all.

He told broadcasters that native
people are in urgent need of help from
the broadcasting industry. The CBC
has produced programs in the interest
of farmers, French Canadians and the
poor, including Indians. But programs
about Indians have been done “on a
fragmentary basis, from the point of
view of outsiders looking in, acting as
an emotional catharsis for the affluent
and as a substitute for action.”

“Such programs must be produced
on a continuing basis and must involve
the people for whom they arc being
made, reflecting their view of the
world.”

Currie urged that private stations
serving native communities be required,
as a condition of their licences, to
broadcast programs produced by and
for natives. New CRTC rules on con-
tent are already an imperative. A panel
discussion on the effects on television
broadcasting of new regulations requir-
ing greater Canadian content was told
that part of the answer lies in ex-
panded news coverage.

Don Martz, general manager of CFCF-
TV Montreal, said the trend is towards
hour-long newscasts. In January, 1969,
his station went to one hour because of
the need for greater breadth and depth
of news presentation. The new format
which is not a stretched half hour,
meant adding a film editor, cameraman,
writer/ broadcaster and shooting about
5,000 feet (mostly B&W) a month com-
pared to 3.000 feet formerly. Costs have
increased about 30 per cent over the
half hour format, but, Martz said, “the
station is building an image as a news
leader in the community.”

Ted Delaney, vice-president in charge
of sales and programming for CFTO-
TV, Toronto, said his station is meeting
Canadian content regulations with big-
budget co-productions with American
companies.

“Four Bobbie Gentry specials and
one Pat Boone show,” he said, were
produced at CFTO in one month for
a total cost of $560,000, an amount

viewed as investment spending.” To
make money on these shows and ones
like the Trouble With Tracy and

Famous Jury Trials, you must wait for
either foreign sales or re-runs. “You
don’t get a return on the short run.”

New Canadian Radio-Television Com-
mission regulations affecting radio were
discussed by another panel. Fred She-
ratt of CHUM Toronto said, “it is the
responsibility of those in the field,
rather than broadcasters, to develop a
Canadian recording industry. However,
we can be of mutual benefit to each
other in the pursuit of our individual
roles.”

Commenting on the role of private
broadcasters in general, Bill McGregor,
president of the Canadian Association
of Broadcasters, told the convention
that coverage of the FLQ crisis had
shown that private broadcasters more
than pay for the privilege of their
licences by keeping Canada informed.
He said the variety of broadcasting
facilities in Canada makes it impossible
for revolutionaries to gain control of
public communications as long as no
attempt is made to restrict the opera-
tions of the independent operators.

“Freedom of the press (all media),”
said Senator Keith Davey at the closing
dinner of the convention, “must be
accompanied by responsibility of the
press being the first source of respon-
sibility and the public being the sec-
ond source. Some may argue if press
and public cannot make newspapers
and broadcasters perform as they
should, then goveriment should inter-
vene to make sure the press behaves
responsibly. The glaring weakness in
that theory, however, is that it makes
the mistake of invoking government as
the guarantor of freedom. Responsi-
bility must be imposed from within
and not imposed from outside.”

“On the question of concentrated
ownership, virtually everyone who ap-
peared before the Davey Committee
was prepared to concede that there was
some maximum point which further
concentration would not be in the pub-
lic interest. How much is too much?
Exactly where does one draw that
point? The report hopefully will be-
gin to answer this question.

Quoting from President Kennedy,
Davey said “the credit belongs to the
man who is actually in the arena; whose
face is marred by dust, and sweat, and
blood. If he fails, at least he fails
while daring greatly so that his place
will never be with those cold and timid
souls who know neither victory or
defeat.”

Davey said his report is neither cold
nor timid. Expect it before December
15.

Harry Boyle, vice-chairman of the Ca-
nadian Radio-Television Commission,
emphasized there were no easy answers
concerning the 70s and communica-
tions. He said, “I see advertisers be-
coming more aware of consumers —
their interests and needs — their skep-
tictsm — and to what may be called
the emerging life-style of a generation
reared with a stronger embrace by a
television set than by a parent”. With
the need ever stronger for information,
debate, knowledge, the main concern
will be for freedom. “Mass media
exist for the benefit of mass man. The
ultimate question of all for the 70s —
the era of electronic change — is, will
it?”

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A delegate to the CCBA convention in
Toronto last month was complaining,
more in sorrow than in anger, that he
was tired of spending small fortunes
going to conventions like this just to
hear speakers telling him what a lousy
job he was doing. He would like, now
and then, to hear a few kind words.
He has a point. Broadcasting con-
ventions become exercises in masochism
when it comes to listening to the out-
side speakers. This time around, the
delegates got particular hell from
CRTC vice-chairman Harry Boyle, as
usual, and from Sen. Keith Davey, and
from members of a panel of citizens
who were invited to express their views.
It’s not surprising that, after a day of
this sort of thing, the delegates tend to
huddle together for warmth, dip into
the sauce a bit, and tell each other
they’re really not such bad fellows.
This experience is not unique to
broadcasting conventions, but it is in-
clined to be intensified there, this being
one of those areas in which every
layman considers himself an expert.
If you want to have happy conven-
tions, better to be a distiller or manu-
facturer of birth-control pills — some-
thing arcane but cudaemonic. But
above all keep the hell out of com-
munications of any kind.

It seems to me particularly naive of
private broadcasters to expect to hear
themselves well spoken of in any gen-
eral sense. By their own choice, too
many of them try to be all things to
all people, and end up by not being
very much to anyone.

One hears a lot of nice things being
said about CBC radio. That's simply
because it contents itself with a small
minority audience. People who don’t
dig it just don’t listen to it, and you
don’t hear from them. CBC television,
on the other hand, enjoys no such
amiable rapport with its viewers. Be-
cause it tries to mix mass appeal with
minority service, it is more widely
cursed than anybody. [If it made up
its mind to be one thing or another, it
wouldn’t show so many bruises.

Most private broadcasters have opted
for mass appeal, and many of them do

e
g and now a word from Bob Blackburn

it successfully. But if that’s your route,
you’ve got to be satisfied with the only
kind of meaningful feedback it pro-
duces. If you want a pat on the back,
youw’ll have to take it in the form of
ratings. You're not going to get it
from after dinner speakers, or from
individuals with axes to grind. Not
even if you deserve it, which brings
us to the crux of the matter.

To the guy who yearned for a pat on
the back at that convention, I ask “For
what, and from whom?”

Perhaps for hourly repetition of threce
or four minutes of news headlines torn
off a teletype? Or for the incredible
banalities mouthed all day by “philos-
ophizing” disc jockeys? For commer-
cials? For endless hours of insipid
sitcoms and shoot-’em-ups?

For what? For reluctantly hewing to
the letter of regulations while ignoring
their spirit?

Certainly there are persons and pro-
grams and projects deserving of pats
on the back. But what is there to
applaud in a general way?

This guy said he’d just once like to
have one of these speakers get up at a
convention and say, “You're doing a
great job, fellows, real great!”

A great job of what, for God’s sake?
Of making money? (Listen to the gripe
sessions and you have to conclude the
industry isn’t even doing that.)

A great job, maybe, of turning the
public into a mass of necurotic con-
sumers of non-essentials? Or of shield-
ing the public from reality? Of turning
the population into a giant vegetable
garden?

Those are some of the things the
industry is doing a great job of. I'm
sure there are people who would con-
sider that kind of thing worth a few
pats on the back, if anybody wants
to be praised for it.

Mind you, it’s not that the industry
isn’t doing any of the things it should
be doing as the custodian of the most
effective of the media.

But to suggest that it's deserving of
any sort of blanket praise of the “great
job” variety is ludicrous.
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
