Chillun Got Shoes, and everyone
who talks about the late Charles
John Huffam Dickens isn’t a whole-
hearted admirer.

For there are Dickensomaniacs—
a new word that I have just made
up (“An ill-favoured thing, Sir, but
mine own,” as one of the late W.

| Shakespeare’s characters says), and

there are Dickensophiliacs—another
ill-favoured word of mine own.
Dickensomaniacs are interested in
Dickens mainly as a fascinating ex-
ample of a thorough-paced heel.
Dickensophiliacs are usually relics
of the old Victorian belief that he
was the finest tear-jerker that ever
lived.

Dickensomania is a sort of arch-
aeology for digging the dirt about

Dickens—for uncovering scraps of

| marital scandal, for collecting valu-

able First (and usually unread)
Editions of his books, or for collect-
ing locks of his hair—of which there
are enough in existence to make
snuggies for a gorilla. The Dicken-
somaniac should once in a lifetime
make a pilgrimage to Rochester in
England, where at the Bull Inn in
the High Street, Messrs. Pickwick,
Snodgrass and Winkle spent the
first night of their travels, and from
there he or she must visit what the
tourist agencies gleefully call The
Dickens Country. Your Dickenso-
maniac likes to paw through the
books and letters and biographies
of Dickens like a bum raking

| through a garbage can, seeing

scraps of evidence to show that the
fellow had a suppressed Freudian
complex or an inflated ego.

The Dickensophiliac, or Dickens

| addict, on the other hand, is usually

an old man who as a lad in Good
Queen Victoria’s time was made to
read the adventures of Oliver
David Copperfield, and

| of a thrashing because they were

considered wholesome reading —
good for him, like rhubarb and
asafoetida — and anyway the only
alternative was a volume of ser-
mons, Carter’s Principles of House-
hold Medicine or Enquire Within
Upon Everything. Actually he
would much rather have read the
adventures of Buffalo Bill, Nick
Carter, Jesse James, Sexton Blake
or Ally Sloper. So he became a
Dickens addict much as a man can
become a rubbing alcohol addict in
default of more exciting stuff. He
learned to take his Dickens neat,
or just watered with tears, and he
wouldn’t have offered you a brass
farthing for a double handful of
Dickens’ hair or for a trip to The
Dickens Country. So the Dickens
addict today has less regard for the
memory of Dickens than he has for
the memory of his mother-in-law,
and cares no more whether Dickens
was a saint or sinner than he cares
for the private lives of Haig and
Haig or whether the hen that laid
his breakfast egg was plain or
speckled.

Now I qualify as a Dickens ad-
dict for I had read and re-read
most of his books under duress,
before 1 was twelve, and I have
seen much of the Dickens country.
But I am also something of a
Dickensomaniac in that I have read
most of the debunking biographies,
even Edgar Johnston’s two-volume
biography, the little book by Julian
Symons that shows Dickens to have
been only a hop, skip, and jump
ahead of the loony doctor, and the
little book by my old university
colleague George Ford that shows
that many people in his own life-
time had their suspicions about
him. So when I open my mouth on
the subject of Dickens let no dog
bark.

I say that Charles Dickens was
a typical Victorian—by our stand-

ards, underwashed, overdressed,
and shockingly under-barbered.

The wreck was discovered al-
most a year ago by Dr. G. Cottrell
of Portland, Oregon, a yachtsman
and amateur skindiver. For many
years Dr. Cottrell has gone to the
west coast to hunt for wrecks of
old vessels. In particular, he has
searched constantly for a trading
ship, The Boston, which disap-
peared off the B.C. coast in 1790,

leaving no trace of its crew and
contents.

After years of patient negotia-
tion with the Indians on the west
coast of Vancouver Island, Dr.
Cottrell learned last year of a
wreck which the Indians believed
was lying at the bottom of Sidney
Inlet. After initial dives, Dr. Cot-
trell believed he had indeed found
the wreck of The Boston, but fur-
ther examination revealed the
wreck to be that of a three-masted

Barquentine, which likely sank at
the spot more than 100 years ago.

Beyond noting the site, nothing
further was done about the dis-
covery until March of this year
when the RCN and the Operation
Clearance Diving Unit No. 2 of
HMCS Naden at Esquimalt com-
bined archaeology with Aqua lung
operations.

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days probing the hull of the wreck
in 40-degree water. What has been
brought to the surface by the
divers provides some of the answers
to the ship’s identity.

It is now known that she was
130 feet in length at the water line,
had a beam of 28 feet and drew
14 feet lying in 10 fathoms of
water. The hold and decks of the
vessel were piled high with hun-
dreds of logs. The coast nearby
had long been regarded as a source
of trees for masts and spars.

Divers, some with self-contained
equipment and others in helmeted
suits, went down to investigate.
Using high-pressure  hose type
water diggers, they soon began to
bring bits of the vessel to the sur-
face. (The diver pictured on the
cover this week is Leading Seaman
Charles Greengrass of Winnipeg).

An old naval custom may pro-
vide the outstanding clue to the
ship’s age. For hundreds of years
shipbuilders have placed a newly-
minted coin at the base of masts
during construction. A heavily
corroded pure copper coin the size
of an English penny was found,
and is now in the hands of experts
at Washington’s Smithsonian Insti-
tute.

It is known that no English coins
were made of pure copper after
1859. If a date can be found on
the coin it will provide the true
clue to the ship’s age.

Another clue: A large windlass
hauled to the surface was found to
bear the name of “Tyzak, Dobbin-
son and Robinson.” Inquiries were
made of the many firms in the
north of England which bear the
name of Tyzak. One of them,
Tyzak Sons and Turner Ltd. of
Sheffield, said they were de-
scended from the old firm named
on the windlass and investigated
further, They reported that the
windlass was constructed to a
patent issued in 1829. The firm,
which went out of business in 1844,
carried on a large export business
and shipped its products to all parts
of the world.

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The Disordered Mind

, A four-part series on CBC-TV’s “Explorations”

WISE OLD GREEK once ad-

vised: Know thyself. In that
suggestion lies one of the best ways
of preventing and curing mental
illness, the name for a group of
disorders that can flare up from
nervous and emotional upsets,

Do you remember how you felt
the last time you were extremely
happy, violently angry or scared
stiff? Those emotions, rising to
terrific peaks, were quite natural
at the time. One of the differences
between you and your mentally ill
neighbour is that you simmered
down afterward, while he con-
tinued to feel, act and think in a
disorganized manner, even when
the logical reason for it had gone.

And it could happen to vou.
Statistics show that one out of 10
persons on this continent is or will
be mentally ill, that one out of 20
will require hospitalization. and
that the illnesses of 80 per cunt of
all patients in doctors’ consulting
rooms have been triggered by cino-
tional upsets.

If that’s frightening, it should
be. But it does not prove that therc
are more mentally ill people today
—although the rush and drive of
modern living might explain such
a conclusion—but it shows that now
more illnesses and ailments are
known to be tied in with the emo-
tions in some way. And, of course,
the wonder drugs are prolonging
our lives so that more people are
reaching the ripe old age when
mental problems sometimes show
up with loss of memory, confused
thinking and childish behaviour.

The dividing line between the
normal and the abnormal, the
mentally ordered and disordered,
is so thin that no psychiatrist can
pin it down. Many normal people
occasionally act in neurotic ways
under stress, think too much about
themselves, and wory about things
that never happen, but usually
they are mature enough to face
their problems before too long,
and solve them. Their springs of

adjustment are strong. It is when
these springs are weak and snap
easily that mental illness strikes.
Whether you become mentally ill
or not depends to a large extent
on the kind of person you are,
where and how you live, and the
kind of people you live among. To
know yourself and where the end
of your tether is, is one of the first
steps on the road to good mental
health.

Fortunately, today, the old
taboos about mental illness have
lost a lot of their force, and the
general public is' not only better
informed about the nature of men-
tal illness, but far more under-
standing of emotional disorders. So
it has been possible to film four
case histories for this Explorations
series, with the patients themselves
talking to psychiatrists about their
conditions and their treatment. Al}
four patients did this in full knowl-
edge that their revelations were
being filmed for use on TV, and
with the hope that their experi-
ences might help others. In many
respects most of these people will
appear to you as far more normal
than abnormal, far more ordered
than disordered. Yet each is under-
going psychiatric treatment.

Producer and host of The Dis-
ordered Mind is Robert Anderson,
who made The Feeling of Hostility
and other films on mental health.
His consultant was Dr. H. E. Leh-
mann, clinical director of the Ver-
dun Protestant Hospital and asso-
ciate professor of psychiatry at
McGill University. Dr. Lehmann
is responsible for the pioneering
work on this continent in the use
of the new psycho-active drugs, for
which he received the Albert Las-
ker Award in 1957. He appeared
recently as an expert before the
U.S. Senate Committee investigat-
ing drugs.

The series was planned by Eric
Koch of the CBC talks and public
affairs department, and was pro-

duced by Robert Anderson Asso-
ciates Limited. Each of its four
case histories deals with a specific
field of psychiatry.

The first case (this Wednesday
on CBC-TV), sub-titled Psycho-
somatic Canditions — a Covronary,
was filmed at the Jewish General
Hospital in Moentreal. The patient
is a young man of 34 with a driv-
ing ambition, an insurance job at
which he excells, a happy home.
One day — it seemed to him at the
time that it came right out of the
blue — he had a severe coronary.
Like many people he had thaught
it could never happen ta him. In
the progran you will see and hear
him describe the way it Imppened,
exactly haw it felt through its vari-
ous stages, his emotional reaction
at the time, how he was #eated,
and the steps he is taking now to
avoid a reenrrence. He tells his story
in a very informal, appealing way,
but graphically, so you cannot fail
to experience with him the sudden
shock of the attack, the bewilder-
ment and the eventual acceptance.
He is a very restless mawm, and at

first he broke some of the rules
laid down for victims of coronaries,
but in so doing gave his doctors
the chance to learn much about
what will and will not hinder the
return to health of a coronary vic-
tim,

The physical facts of a coronary
are discussed on the program by a
heart specialist, Dr. H. N. Segall,
who tells what happens to the
heart when a coronary strikes, using
a heart model to illustrate his re-
marks. He discusses the kind of
people who are likely to get
coronaries, and the role heredity
plays in them. And with the patient
he goes over experiences during
the two weeks before the bad at-
tack, looking for and finding indi-
cations that trouble was brewing,
Dr. N. B. Epstein, a psychiatrist

and analyst, discusses psycho-
somatic conditions in general. Then
another psychiatrist, Dr. H.

Kravitz, and the patient take a
look at the emotional side of a
coronary, and with the doctor’s
sympathetic guidance the patient
looks back over his life—opens it
up like a book to show his whole
life pattern — childhood depriva-
tion, driving ambition, restless
weekends, all of which helped to
trigger off his coronary. And he
sees that if it hadn’t been a cor-
onary it might have been another
organic disorder - o f emotional
origin.

On April 27 the program in-
vestigates a case of anxiety. Filmed
at the Montreal General Hospital,
it presents the story of an office
worker who was unable to handle
his hostility and lives now with a
persistent sense of terror and panic.
Seven years ago he had a good job
with a certain amount of responsi-
bility, felt pretty sure of himself,
was active in sports and com-
munity work. Then came his first
attack, and now for nearly three
years he has been unable to work,
has cut himself off from practically
all social activity; sometimes even
to walk to the corner letterbox is
more than he can attempt.

To the casual observer he might
appear just self-indulgent, un-
disciplined. But he has a definite
neurosis that needs psychiatric

Sir Thomas explains his program
of “Lollipops” and the meaning of
the terin, with the following com-
ment: “A ‘lollipop’ in accepted Eng-
lish terminology is a species of sweet-
meat or candy. I have used the word
in connection with music played by
me in my concerts for the following
reason. For many years past my audi-
ence at the close of a performance
has had the disconcerting habit of re-
maining in its seat and declining to
depart until, emulating Oliver Twist,
it has obtained an extra helping. As
in the majority of cases the usual
program ends with a grand bang or
explosion of sound, my practice has
been to play an encore which is in
complete contrast. The piece selected
has generally been of an essentially
syrupy, soapy, soothing and even
soporific nature and the effect upon
the audience has been that its emo-
tional temperature, raised to a high
point at the conclusion of the actual
program, is gradually reduced to the
normal so that everyone walks out
happy and comfortable. The idea is
not wholly original for it is to be
found in the old Athenian drama,
where tragedies were followed by
satirical comedies or other forms of
fooling.

Naden, said the vessel is of the
finest possible construction. Much
of the ship had been built of gum-
wood, teak and mahogany, indicat-
ing that it was built in the Far
East, perhaps Bombay, to British
specification. An Indian manual of
ships’ registry is being sought to
confirm this theory.

One of the old ship’s masts, the
mizzen, has been brought to the
surface in fair condition and is to
be erected at the naval technical
school at Esquimalt as a flag pole.
Other trophies from the wreck in-
clude a capstan, a gudgeon pin,
and the stern post. The figure head,
which divers have particularly
searched for, has not been {ound.

There is a grim side to the story
of the mystery ship. At the pre-
sumed time of the vessel’s arrival
on the west coast of Vancouver
Island, the Indians were in an
angry mood at what they believed
to be their ill treatment at the
hands of the white man. The ves-
sel still shows signs of extensive
damage by fire. All signs of occu-
pation aboard are gone, the rotting
remains of cabins are stripped bare,
and the captain’s cabin is empty.
Perhaps the crew was slaughtered,
the ship plundered and then set on
fire. Only further investigation can
close the gaps in our present
knowledge of the mystery ship.

The navy says it has finished its
job of salvage. It remains now for
other seekers to finish the job.

help. As you watch, a psychiatrist
will take his emotions apart. You
will hear the patient describe how
he felt, physically and mentally,
when his first attack hit him. He
will tell of the little things that
have brought on subsequent at-
tacks, each as frightening as the
first. Then, to help you understand
what has been happening to this
man, Dr. N. B. Epstein will dis-
cuss the general field of psycho-
neuroses, in which anxiety is only
one aspect. Then, as viewers watch,
Dr. Epstein will face the patient
with some hard questions about
himself. What does he think of
himself and of others? What is he
holding in and covering up? What
is he afraid of? What does he do
when he feels angry? What does
he feel is wrong with his person-
ality? How does this illness affect
his family? The patient will de-
scribe some of his irrational im-
pulses tell how he avoids showing
hostility, and discuss the treatment
he is receiving.

The May 4 program is about
psychotic conditions—in particular
a depression that had the most

tragic beginning and a very happy
ending. It was filmed at the Ver-
dun Protestant Hospital and at the
Queen Elizabeth Hospital in Mon-
treal. New drugs are largely re-
sponsible for the spectacular re-
covery of the patient from an
extremely serious and dangerous
condition. One day a Montreal
newspaper carried an item to the
effect that “an apparently crazed
man attempted to murder his wife
and child and take his own life in
a Montreal home Thursday.” With-
in a few months this man was
leading a perfectly sane, normal
life with his family. You will see
him both at the time of his admis-
sion to hospital and eight months
later — a happy, outgoing man,
back at work, enjoying life again.

You will hear a policeman tell
of his experiences when he an-
swered an urgent call and rushed
to the scene of the patient’s at-
tempted murder and suicide. Dr.
Breen Marien, the surgeon who
treated the patient in the Queen
Elizabeth Hospital, tells of his at-
titude immediately following his
admission to hospital, and of his
further attempt at suicide. On the
sixth day he was transferred to the
Verdun Protestant Hospital, where
you will see him being queried by
Dr. H. B. Durost about how he
feels about himself and his future,
about why he attempted to murder

his wife and child, and about his
dreams. He recalls when things
first began to go wrong, tells how
he felt then, physically and emo-
tionally, and why he believed, like
most people, that he had to cure
himself of his depression. Dr.
Durost will describe the dramatic
way the new drugs worked with
the patient, and will look at the
whole mental illness situation and
what drugs and electro-shock
therapy can do for it. Later the
patient and his wife discuss signs
of his illness and how they plan to
watch for them in future.

The case of an intelligent, charm-
ing young man suffering from a
complete absence of moral sense—
a man without a conscience — will
be presented in the May 11 pro-
gram. Psychiatrists call him a psy-
copath, and his anti-social person-
ality disorder has kept him in
trouble with society and the law
from an early age. Filmed at the
Verdun Protestant Hospital, the
program poses the question: if a
man is unable to distinguish right
from wrong, should he be sent to
hospital as a sick man, or to prison
as a criminal?

The patient in this case has
served a term in the penitentiary,
has been treated in a psychiatric
ward, and is known by the police
as a convicted burglar. He seems
to know all about himself, but he
is a very complicated puzzle which
doctors, psychiatrists and social
workers are trying to unravel.
Through some of the people in-
volved in the checkered career of
this engaging but sometimes dan-
gerous young man, his contradic-
tory behaviour will be examined:
Dr. Durost, heard from earlier in
the series, will question the patient
about his childhood and the be-
ginning of his trouble. The doctor
will ask him about his lack of con-
science, and what he thinks his
chances are of getting into further
difficulty.

A detective who investigated the
patient’s burglary of a post office
tells his story, as do the director of
the Catholic Rehabilitation Service
who has found the man various
jobs, the deputy warden of the
Federal Training Centre where he

HE Camdian North covers an

area of roughly two million
square miles. But the population
is fewer than 53,000. For many
years the CBC could do little more
than give these people, isolated in
the Arctic, a weekly program of
personal messages. (The Northern
Messenger, a program begun in
1933, still going strong, and thus
qualifying as the oldest eontinuous
radio program on CBC.)

These people represent only
three per cent of Canada’s popula-
tion not covered by radio services,
Yet they are the residents who
perhaps need radio coverage most:
some scattered across the Arctic
north, some living in the northern

In 1958, with special funds
voted by Parliament, the CBC be-
gan the improvement and expan-
sion of its service in and to the
North, Shortwave is necessary to
cover the whole of the north, of
course, and the plan of the new
CBC Northern Service is two fold:
first, the construction of a power-
ful shortwave station in southern
Canada, to beam a full daily pro-
gram to the entire north; and
second, the establishment of small,
standard-band radio stations in
those northern communities which
are large enough to warrant such a
service.

For nearly six months the CBC
International Service transmitters
at Sackville, New Brunswick, have
been testing transmission to the
north. In May, they will begin a
limited program of shortwave
broadcasts.

Typical of reactions of the test
was a letter from one northerm
listener: “I have been a seismolo-
gist for the Dominion Observatory
for the last two years and will be
leaving the Arctic next week after
two most interesting years, and
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CBC IN NORTH

durmg thxs time there have been
few CBC broadcasts I have missed.

. Naturally personal letters and
parcels from friends and family are
the greatest ‘morale boosters,” but
I should like to emphasize how
much your evening programs of
news keep the men informed of
day-to-day happenings of national
interest.”

Programs which Northern listen-
ers hear on the small community
stations are identical with programs
on the CBC Trans-Canada net-
work. Documentaries like Project
’60, drama and light music will be
heard. N.H.L. hockey, national
news broadcasts, religious and
women’s programs will be inter-
spersed with local community an-
nouncements and local weather
reports.

Stations in the Northwest Terri-
tories will have a special Saturday
afternoon request session called
Gather 'Round. The program is
special because Indian disc-jockeys
will conduct the programs, speak-
ing in their native language; at
Yellowknife, the language is
Chipewyan, at the Hay River it is
Slavee, and at Port Smith, Dogrib.

Daily transmissions in the short-
wave service (beginning in May)
will be heard in six time zones
across the north. This brings its
problems. The ten o'clock News
(that is, the news heard at 10:00
p-m. ES.T.) will be heard simul-
taneously by Canadians at Goose
Bay (where it will be the 11:00
o’clock news) and at Whitehorse
(where it will be the six o’clock
news).

Prior to 1958, the small com-
munity stations at Whitehorse,
Churchill and Goose Bay were
technically maintained by the
Armed Services while the station
at Yellowknife operated on volun-
teer efforts, aided by a town coun-
cil subsidy. Others worked with
voluntary operators and public
donations. At present the CBC
maintains stations at Dawson and
Whitehorse in the Yukon territory,
Hay River, Fort Smith and Yellow-
knife in the Northwest territories,

Laurier

Joseprn ScuHuLL describes the two-

part program he has written for

CBC Wednesday Night—beginning
this week

IMAGINE that anyone who at-

tempts this form of dramatized
biography works with twin devils
perched on his shoulders, the one
warning him constantly against
boring the casual listener the other
against outraging the professional
historian. The writer has to con-
dense and select and squeeze out
the essence of events, has to deal
honestly with chronology while
at the same time he usually finds
it impossible to handle it in a
straight, orderly, go-ahead manner,
and above all he has to form for
himself a clear image of his subject
amid the murk of controversy, criti-
cism and laudation. He is straddling
a number of fences producing not
quite history, not quite literature
and not quite drama, and he is
likely to end up, I find, by wonder-
ing what he has produced.

The Laurier programs have been
for me the most interesting and dif-
ficult I have attempted in this field,
and I have more than the usual
number of doubts about the result.
There were some 50 years of Cana-
dian history to be covered — and
this, I think—one of the most com-
plex and difficult periods we have
yet known — and the man at the
centre of things, for all the lumin-
ous clarity of his words and
thought, was subtle and elusive in
essence. At least, so he seemed to
me: I had to link documentation
with imagination to produce an
image to work with, and I may or
may not have found the real man.

He was born in 1841 at St. Lin
on the Laurentian plain, a little to
the north of Montreal. Eight gene-
rations of his forefathers had been
settled in this same region; the first
had come to Ville Marie with Mai-

souneuve, Four vears before he was
born and some 20 miles from where
he lived, the bitterest and longest-
remembered battle of the Lower
Canada Rebellion had taken place
between British regulars and
French-Canadian patriotes. Anyone
who knows that region can well
imagine the bitterness that lingered
among the habitants as the boy
grew up. Yet the first words he
ever spoke on a public platform
were a pledge “to give the whole
of my life to the cause of concilia-
tion, harmony and concord amongst
the different elements of this coun-
try of ours.” Thev were perhaps,
merely the set words of a boy vale-
dictorian, pius echoings from his
teachers at McGill. Yet he could
quite as easily and with more ap-
plause from his hot-blooded friends,
have given a pledge of exclusive
loyalty to his own race.

The habitant, in the days of
Laurier’s youth, was no more anx-
ious than he had been in the days
of Papineau’s prime to “go beyond
the sound of his own church-bells.”
Yet Laurier, at the age of 11, was
sent away from home to a neigh-

bouring village where he lived for
two years with English families —
one of them a Protestant family —
to learn the English language.

Obviously there was in his back-
ground something that went be-
vond the conventional insularity of
rural French Canada. I like to
think that the source of it was
Grandfather Charles. Charles Lau-
rier must have been a remarkable
man, and Laurier’s biographers
point that out. He was a surveyor
and an inventor, they tell us, who
was the first man to secure a Cana-
dian patent —for a “land-log,” a
speedometer of the horse age which
he attached to the wheel of a gig
and with which he measured very
accurately the distance by road
from Montreal to Quebec. This is
interesting, but much more inter-
esting, I think, is Charles’ descrip-
tion of himself. It was shown to me
by Dr. Brunet, of the National
Archives. “Charles Laurier,” the old
man writes, “surveyor, geographer
and practical astronomer, for he
has never been to school except for
two months at his father’s house
where a teacher taught him to spell,
65 evenings with a tutor, paid for
by five piastres and five pounds of
candles which he earned himself,
and three months with a surveyor
whom his father paid. But the re-
tirement in which he has lived has
given him the leisure to study na-
ture, morality and reason; he has
become a man by his thoughts.”

“To study nature, morality and
reason . . . he has become a man
by his thoughts.” There seems to
be here a breath from an intellec-
tual climate strange to the rural
Quebec of the 19th century, a hint
of the world of Rousseau and Vol-
taire, of the cool, questioning ra-
tionalism which was so detested by
extreme churchmen and racialists,
and equally detested by their more
violent opponents. How much it
amounted to, and how great its in-

of similarity running through them
and it was this that led me to ask
the question. We have certainly
reached a stage today where any-
thing seems to “go” at a pop cou-
cert and it appeared hardly worth
retaining the title if it implied
“popular.” Who is to say what is
“popular” music anyhow?

On Sunday evening (CBC Con-
cert Hall) 1 see we can hear “Four
Songs for voice, viola and piano”
by Charles Loeffler. This interest-
ing composer is not often heard to-
day. He was a member of the so-
called “Boston Group,” or “Boston
Classicists,” who were the followers
of Edward MacDowell. Their
leader and chief spokesman was
Daniel Gregory Mason, and the
ideals of the group were expressed
in the famous couplet which he
wrote to a fellow composer:

“One truth you taught us out-

lived all the rest;
Music hath Brahms to soothe
the savage breast.”

Loeffler certainly fitted in well
with the group, as he was very
much at home in the German
romantic tradition, having been
born in Alsace, and only coming
to the United States when he was
twenty years old. He was one of
the original first violinists of the
Boston Symphony Orchestra and
after he resigned from it, he re-
tired to a farm at Medfield, Mas-
sachusetts, where he spent the rest
of his life composing.

Probably his best known work is
the Pagan Poem for full orchestra
with piano obbligato. This extraor-
dinary piece, based on Virgil, has
three trumpets obbligato, heard at
first off stage and then gradually
drawing nearer, finally merging
with the orchestra on stage. All

Churchill in Manitoba and Goose
Bay in Labrador. Low power re-
lay transmitters exist at Fort Nel-
son, B.C., and Watson Lake in the
Yukon. It is planned this summer
to build a station at the new town
site at Inuvik, 35 miles northeast
of Aklavik on the eastern channel
of the MacKenzie. Together these
community stations service well
over half of the north’s population.

In the Canadian south, landlines
carry programs from the point of
origination across the country.
Consequently, programs can be
heard live along the network. The
same applies to the Whitehorse
community station, which is linked
by landline with Edmonton, but
the other northern stations have no
such link. They therefore pick up
news and topical features from
other CBC transmitters.

Other network features which
are not so affected by immediacy
are recorded on tape in Montreal
and flown to the station concerned.
Altogether, 70 hours a week are
recorded. After their use on CBC
stations, the Armed Forces and
various mining companies use the
tapes. In this way CBC programs
like Rawhide and Toronto Pops
Concert are heard by listeners only
400 miles from the pole at Alert,
Canada’s northermost settlement.
They are also being heard at Reso-
lute Bay on Cornwallis Island,
Gunnar and Eldorado Mines in
Northern Saskatchewan, Port Ran-
dium on Great Bear Lake, and
Schefferville in Quebec.

fluence on the young Laurier, no
one can say. Certainly it never
alienated him from his environ-
ment, his people or his faith. But
just as certainly there was some-
thing, not only in his upbringing
but in the man himself,, which de-
tached him from the extremes of
any position—from the mystique of
race, from religious bigotry, and
perhaps from any hope of absolute
perfection in anything.

“He never asked what is ideally
best, but merely what is the best
that will work.” The words were
not a criticism; they came from an
ardent admirer, and they were
true. Not by any very deliberate
choice, but by that combination of
opportunity, ability and inclination
which is so often a kind of trap (or
a kind of fate), Laurier found him-
self a politician. He had not the
health for it; he was a frail man all
his life, and many times, with more
or less sincerity, he sought release.
But he probably never expected,
nor could have endured, release.
He was a born leader of men, and
being a very great one he was
never tempted to seek for absolute
perfection in men or policies. “The
best that will work,” the way that
would tend toward “conciliation,
harmony and concord” — that was
what he looked for and fought for
in the long series of battles which
were really one battle for a unified
nation.

He would be the last to believe,
I think, that he ever attained any
complete victory or final solution.
That satisfaction was denied him
by his temperament. Yet the same

Room For Argument

A new series featuring “good con-
versation on matters of continuing
. 2
importance

“THE ART of good talk is some-
thing very precious and rarely
heard these days,” remarked Murdo
Mackinnon in a recent edition of
CBC radio’s Critically Speaking.
While critic Mackinnon allowed
that “panels, interviews, clashes of
viewpoint are common enough,” he
bemoaned the lack of “genuine dis-
cussion carried on by mature and
articulate persons who have respect
for ideas and each other.”

He may find what he is looking
for in a new radio series which
starts this Thursday evening on
CBC Trans-Canada. The title of
the show is Room for Argument. A.
Davidson Dunton, president of
Carleton University, Ottawa, will
play hosts each week to two or
three guests who will meet by
radio-link to exchange views on
subjects close to their hearts.

The show’s title may be mislead-
ing. The producers warn that it is
“not a battleground—rather, an op-
portunity for good conversation on
matters of continuing importance.
To the listener it offers the stimulus
of hearing thoughtful men and
women comparing ideas, question-
ing accepted attitudes, and bring-
ing special knowledge to bear on
the topic under discussion.

On the first program, this Thurs-
day evening, two men—a physicist
and a psychiatrist—talk about faith.
Dr. K. C. MacDonald, a brilliant
physicist on the staff of the Na-
tional Research Council and hon-
ourary head of the department of
physics of the University of Ot-
tawa, is a sceptic. Dr. Karl Stern,
a Montreal psychiatrist who teaches
at the Universities of Ottawa and
Montreal, is a Catholic. Dr. Mac-
Donald was seen last year in the
CBC-TV program Belief, in the Ex-
plorations series. Dr. Stern was re-
cently interviewed for television by
Nathan Cohen.

In their conversation together,
Mr. Dunton and his guests delve
deeply into the meaning of “belief,”
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of “truth,” of “values” and try to
define the areas of life to which
one can apply the scientific method.
The result is a moving and eloquent
discussion which is likely to remain
in the mind of the listener long
after the half-hour is over.

Over and over again, a scientist has
studied a problem simply because he
was interested in it—then gquite by
accident he has stumbled on
something of enormous practical im-
portance. Two of the most sensa-
tional discoveries this century were
more or less accidental—Sir Alexander
Fleming’s discovery of peni-

cillin, which has revolutionized medi-
cine; and Professor Hahn’s dis-
covery of nuclear fission, which has
led to the atamic bomb and the
atomic power station. Neither of these
men was trying to achieve any-
thing practical—-they were just trying
to find out how nature works.—John
Davy, Science Correspondent of
“The Observer,” on BBC.

temperament made him philosophi-
cal in defeat, and permitted him to
die an optimist when the work of
his life seemed to lie in ruins
around him. For if there are no
absolute victories there can be no
absolute defeats. He had achieved
neither conciliation, harmony nor
concord among the two great races
of this nation. Indeed at the last
he was made to seem the principal
agent in destroying them—yet the
work of his life had made it un-
thinkable that either race should
follow any course but the groping
back from compromise to compro-
mise toward real union.

His place in our history, I think,
stands higher than Macdonald’s;
and perhaps there will be some
justification for that view in these
programs. As I worked on them it
seemed to me that Laurier, though
perhaps the best-known name in
our political gallery, was the least-
known man; certainly I had never
understood the complexity of the
issues he dealt with, nor the central
purpose which gave his life both
its unity and its element of tragedy.
I hope I understand them now, and
that I have been able to convey at
least an impression of them with-
out distorting either history or the
man.

I have of course drawn very
largely on the official biography by
O. D. Skelton in the course of the
work, and to a somewhat lesser ex-
tent on the work of Sir John Wil-
lison. Another very important work
to which I am much indebted is
Mason Wade’s The French Cana-
dians. The works of David and
Rumilly were the principal French
sources; and of course for the other

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side of the picture one turned
naturally to Professor Creighton’s
great biography of Sir John A.
Macdonald. Among the lesser
printed sources I am particularly
indebted to Laurier — A Study in
Canadian Politics by John W.
Dafoe, and to the delightful remi-
niscences of Peter McArthur in his
little book, Sir Wilfred Laurier.

Professor Frank Underhill, cur-
ator of Laurier House, not only
gave me very generously of advice
and assistance, but also provided
from his own store of knowledge a
number of invaluable insights. He
also introduced me to Professor H.
Blair Neatby, whose thesis Laurier
and a Liberal Quebec was the prin-
cipal guide in the field of Quebec
politics. For much other help I
should like to thank particularly
Mr. Dan McArthur and Miss Jac-
queline Nigneau and the staff of
the National Archives in Ottawa.
It only remains to add that neither
the books nor the people consulted
can be blamed for the shortcomings
of the finished work.

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LITTLE NELL IS DEAD

Like all Victorians of his class,
he was obsessed with eating and
drinking; most Victorians dug their
graves with their own teeth. Even
the famous election scenes in Pick-
wick Papers had to take place in
the mythical town of Eat an’ Swill.
When the Dickens Society of Hart-
ford, Connecticut, gave a dinner to
their famous visitor and namesake
in 1842 they provided 72 dishes.
Think of that, you modern organi-
zers of Dickens Memorial Dinners!
—72 different dishes of good things
to eat and every kind of alcoholic
beverage—and I'll bet that Charles
tasted and enjoyed every one of
them, although he went away and
bit the hands that had fed him.

He knew more about booze than
a Milwaukee bartender. There are
in Pickwick Papers alone 295 ref-
erences to alcoholic beverages.
Brandy and water “the old inwari-
able,” being the most often called
for and hops being the favourite
flower.

He had a memory like an ele-
phant’s secretary especially for
signed publishers’ contracts, for he
did not write for the good of his
health. He collected £ 100,000 —
half a million dollars —in about
thirty years from the sufferings and
agonies of his characters. His
heroines were pure as the driven
snow, and out of their mythical
vicissitudes he amassed more than
enough to keep a mistress and leave
her with £1,000 and a daughter.

It was safer to be a soldier in the
French Foreign Legion than to be
a child in one of Charles John Huf-
fam Dickens’ stories. The death of
Little Nell produced more grief in
Britain and America than the death
of Queen Victoria. Even the rough
goldminers of California were send-
ing cables pleading with him not
to kill her, but she had to go. The
death of Agnes Copperfield caused

Prime Minister Lord John Russell
and his good lady to sob like
Johnny Ray. The death of Paul
Dombey caused actor William
Charles Macready, the “eminent
tragedian,” to fling all threé hun-
dred pounds of himself on a horse-
hair-covered sofa, kick his legs in
the air and scream in agonies of
grief. My father, who heard great
Charles read the death of Little
Nell in a public hall saw twelve
young women carried out stiff and
screaming.

I am amazed that some enter-
prising publisher doesn’t issue a
pocket book of Dickens’ death
scenes. Why such a hook would be
a must for those sick friends of
vours to whom you wish to send
some cheery reading matter. (Now
that we have rival Stratfords in
Ontario and Connecticut for the
convenience of North American
Shakespearians we have the right
to expect that Rochester, Minne-
sota. will wake up and offer us a
Dickens Clinic as well as a Mayo
Clinic, complete with a synthetic
Bull Inn where volunteers can train
to visit the sick and read to them
about the death of Little Nell or
Little Paul Dombey or Little Joe
or Little Agnes Copperfield, or all
the other little wretches that
Dickens slew as callously as a
butcher slays lambs for the market.)

But of course Dickens catered to
a class of people to whom hypoc-
risy and humbug were second na-
ture, whose flinty hearts did not
bruise easily, people who were in-
different to the sufferings of the
chimney sweep boys and street
arabs at their doors—but who could
cry like onion peelers over the suf-
ferings of mythical orphans.

Dickens had an affection for the
lower classes and quite often tipped
them a sixpence if they were werry
werry ‘umble and knew their
places. But no ungenteel language,
please; even that low-browed plug-
ugly Bill Sykes was clean of speech

as a curate; not even a gorblimey
passed his lips. His only oath —
“Wolves tear their throats” — was
never heard before or since in Lon-
don’s slums.

As a social reformer Dickens was
like those people who are always
grumbling about the weather but
never do anything about it. The
middle class Victorian believed that
it vou closed your eyes to unpleas-
ant things they would go away.
Dickens’ comfortably fixed readers
would no more have gone into the
slums of Seven Dials or St. Giles
Rookery than they would have
entered a den of tigers.

But William Booth took the
blood and fire banners ot the Sal-
vation Army into those slums, and
Lord Shaftesbury, Benjamin Dis-
raeli and Forster the Quaker went
down into them, and they didn’t
find the lower classes quite so
“wery ‘umble” and comical and ro-
mantic as Dickens’ readers did. It
was the legislation instigated by
those men between 1850 and 1890
that softened the ignorance and
slums and bad housing and crime
that Dickens had wailed about, cer-
tainly not the sobs and snickers of
his readers.

Crude sentimentality in fiction is
as dead as Little Nell, but the man
who invented it and exploited it is
still very much with us. Every yvear
many of us suffer from the Dickens
Syndrome—that mixture of artificial
whoopee, hopped-up generosity,
and subsequent deep depression
that comes over us like the one dur-
ing the last ten shopping days be-
fore Christmas.

Charles Dickens was all that they
say he was — a domestic tyrant
whose brutalities made his wife’s
life a hell on earth, a petty snob
and social climber who despised his
parents and pilloried them as the
Micawbers, a man who loved the
working classes so much that he
was ashamed to have been one of
them, a ham actor who thought he
could have been the world’s great-
est tragedian.

But he was also the world’s finest
storyteller; his stories are still read
in almost every language. And
within limits he was the world’s
greatest humorist.
