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OUR MEN IN ASSAM .AND' IN ARAKAN ARE DOING

THEIR PART GALLANTLY—

I a three-day tour of the for-
ward areas on our Eastern Front.
I feel it my duty to take the earliest
opportunity of giving you my tirst-
hand impressions of the situation on
the Burma Front,

At the outset I would say if you
bave any fears about the immediate
or ultimate  outcome of the
operations  at Kohima, Imphal
and in Arakan, forget them.
There is no danger now,
and there can be no danger
to India except that conjured up by
the propagandist broadcasts {rom
Tokyo. Don't be deceived by them.
They are playing their last card.
They are accomplishing on  the
ether what their forces have failed
to achieve on the field. Don't you
be deceived by them.

You have been told by Tokyo re-
peatedly that Imphal is in Japanese
hands. Yet I flew to Imphal and
back and neither the plane in which
1 travelled nor the fighters that es-
cort<d it saw the least trace of
Japanese opposition from the air or
from the ground. At Imphal, which
Tokyo claimed three times was in
Japanese hands, transport planes
are bringing in and trucks are con-
veying a steady stream of War ma-
terials and supplies, but these
Planes and trucks are ours, They
are going out from the west, not

RETURNED last evening* after

coming in from the east. There are
Indian and British troops whose
morale is so high that I would
strongly urge Tokyo to abandon its

futile attempts to Persuade our
Indian  troops that they can be
beaten. ' !

On the first day of my visit to the
forward areas I dined with the Vice-
roy’s Commissioned Oicers at their
mess. They said that had they
known of my visit earlier they
would have arranged a special din-
ner. I replied I was glad to share
an ordinary meal with them as, in-~
deed, I was. Their food was as ex-
cellent as their spirits were high.
Hindus, Muslims and Sikhg sat
around the same table. They laugh-
ed at the very idea of a successful
invasion of India by the Japanese.

SUPERIOR RESOURCES

_ “We have proved our reputation,”
they said, “in every theatre of war;
we have superior equipment; we
are supreme in the air; we have

plenty of food; and we are fighting
for the defence of our counlry.
What have we to fear from an

enemy who is afraid to come out
and engage in open battle; who at-
‘acks from the cover of the jungle;
who lives on food snatched trom
the villagers; whoae planes induige
in hit-and-run rajds and whose oon-

ception of fighting is to subject un-
armed civilians to inhuman tor-
ture.”

A Subedar-Major assured me tliat
victory must flow 1nevitably from
our all-round superior resources.
“Our tradition,” he said, “ does not
provide for defeat; it would be a
disgrace to our families, our villages
and our country.” ‘ Tell our coun-
trymen, when you return to Delhi,”
he concluded, “that we will not
return till we have thoroughly bea-
ten the -Japs.”

I assured them on your behalf
and on mine of our absolute con-
fidence in their ability to crush the
Japanese forces and drive them
back. The sick and wounded in
hospitals, Indian nurses and women
doctors, all showed the same cheer-
tul spirit. They were confident of
victory and every one of them was
doing a fine job of work.

General Slim told me that our
Burma operations had once again
proved the superb fighting qualities
of the Indian soldier. “ They have
all been first-rate,” he said. *“ Men
of every province have done and
are doing a fine job of work.”

EAGER TO GIVE BATTLE

We were provided with a strong
fighter escort on our trip to Imphal
as we had been warned the previcus
evening that the Japanese radio had
announced my impending visit. We
reached our destination, however,
without incident, but were infortned
on alighting from the plane that
Imphal had been raided a couple
of hours earlier by 20 Japanese
planes, seven of which were brought
down before they could get away.
The same afterncon the Japanese
lost four guns to our men in the
Bishenpore sector. General Slim
humorously rematked that my
visit had brought them luck

Let Us Not Fail Them

At the Military Headquarters in
Imphal I had explained to me in
detail the dispositions of the enemy’s
forces and our own. It was clear
to me that far from losing heart,
our forces were comfortably estab-
lished in positions of vantage and
were eager to give battle to the
enemy the moment he came out into
the open from the jungle in which
he was hiding.

The Political Agent of Manipur,
who came to see me at Imghal,
showed me specimens of currency
distributed by the Japanese in the
areas under their occupation in
Burma. These were attractively
printed five and ten-rupee notes
without any signature or the nane
of any bank. He also showed me
clever imitations ot our ten-rup.ce
notes which the Japanese were us-
ing freely in occupied territory.
CONFIDENCE AND COURAGE

In Arakan I found the same spirit
of cheerfulness and confidence as
was apparent at Imphal. Officers
and men went about their duties,
stripped to the waist owing to the
heat. In the hospitals and at head-
qQuarters there was absolute confid-
ence in the strength of our positions
and reassuring news flowed ir stea~
dily from the feld. Wherever I
went I was welcomed by officers
and men and given every assistance
in acquainting myself with the situ-
ation. Indian officers and men also
accorded me a warm welcome and
said that they were very glad to
meet a Member of the Viceroy's
Executive Council.

When I bade farewell to Gencral
Giffard at the Headquarters of the
14th Army I thanked him warmly
for the kindness and courtesy shown
to me by him and his officers. He
assured me that my visit had been
greatly appreciated by all. “I mean
iL" he sald as he shook hands with

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Conquest of the Air

E ARLY in 1909 a group of avia-
uon pioneers were granted an
interview at the House of Coumrmnouns
by Lord Haldane, the Secretary tor
War, and his Adviser, Col. Seely. The
N pioneers asked for an experimental
order for planes from the War Orlice,
as they felt sure that aeroplanes
would be found useful in the event
of war. After listening to them, Col.
Seely said: “Gentlemen, you must
bear in mind that we are trustees of
the public purse; and as we do not
consider that there is any possibility
of ever using the aeroplane for wer
purposes, we therefore regret we
cannot offer you any  encourage-
ment.” . |
Today the aircraft industry is one
of the largest in the world, though
a few years ago it was looked upon
as a freak occupation that might
fade away like a new game. For in-
stance a world famed motor car firm
is entirely occupied on aircraft
production, having  ceased to
make cais since the outbreak of
the war in 1939. The demand for
larger and larger machines and
engines is constantly being made.
At present aeroplanes are driven
by propellers. The propeller of an
aireraft is a very efficient servant

up to a point. As soon as the com-
bined rotary and forward motion of
the propeller tips approackes  the
speed ot sound, the air 1n front is
not able to get out of the way of the
advancing aeroplane; and it becomes
more ditficult to
push’ the air in
tront. When the
tips of the pro-
peller reach the
velocity of sound
(about 750 miles per hour) increase
mn the engine power cannot make

the plane go faster.

We have nowreached speeds
of about 500 miles an hour' at
fairly low altitude. At higher alti~
tude speeds can be ncreased
utilizing the same horse-power.
We  have arrived near the

maximum speed attainable with the
present method of propulsion. 1f
any big advance in speed is to be
achieved, some way of dispensing
with the propeller has to be achieved.

The jet reaction system offered it-
self as an aiternative, since it produc-
ed a forward thrust without the aid
of an external propeller. The cold air
jet is the simplest, but the hot air
jet is more powerful.

New Light on
Hardy

A TOTAL and genetic view of an

author often results in dis-
coveries which eclecticism is apt
to miss. In a chronological study
of an author’s works, a *book, in
itself tentative, is sometimes seen
to have been replete with promise,
to have been a orelude to high
achievement. A Group of Noble
Dames appears to me to have had
unsuspected  significance in  tie
evolution of Hardy, marking an im-
portant turning point in his cakrecr,
and radiant with the promise of a
new dawn.

When Hardy’s first novel was re-
fused by Chapman and IHall on the
score of its obsession with social
criticism, a swing of the penduium
made mystery, entangiement and
moral obliquity the staple of his
next work and those tha: {ol-

lowed in rapid succsssion. Iis
method of presentation in  these
works was fundamentally dra-
matic, reaching its peak in The

Return of the WNative. But after
the publication of this strong
and  well shaped work, Har-
dys genius seemed to fail him; and
for five years or more he wen: on
producing work which was less and
less good, and in which melodrama

HOW JAPAN TREATS WAR PRI-

SONERS—C. J. Chacko.
AN American officer who escaped

from a Japanese prison camp in
the South-West Pacitic related the

most  blood-curdling  experieiaces
which his fellow-prisoners had to
undergo for having attempted to

obtain some decent food after nine
months of internment. They were
tied to posts and shot. Another case
of barbarous cruelty was reported
when 1n consequence of an air raid
on Japan the crews of two American
planes fell into Japanese hands on
April 18, 1942. They were arrested,
tried before a military court, and
sentenced to death. In the case of
some, this capital punishment was
commuted, but in the case of otl.ers
it was applied. Under the provi-
sions of a special convention, cun-
cluded at Geneva on July 27, 1929,
the United States and Japan had
agreed to treat as prisoners of war
their respective men captured in the
course of operations. “Measures of
reprisal” were prohibited ! against
prisoners of war. And yet Japan
went her own way in sheer defiance
of the provisions of the Brussels
Declaration of 1874, the Hague Con-
vention of 1907, the Geneva Con-
vention of 1929, and the accepted
practice of modern nations.—Brogd-
