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he world of consumer

electronics is, more than

ever, based around the idea
of a one-box solution.As technologi-
cal development progresses the
public demands less confusing
products. More user friendliness and
better value for money is the name
of the game.

Consequently, in addition to
ubiquitous - and popular - midi
systems, we have seen the likes of
combined DVD/processors offering
a one box home cinema/audio
solution. OK, so they may sound
inferior to an experienced listener,
but to the man in the street
products like this offer him
everything he wants.

But come this autumn we could
see an explosion in the marketplace
that will change the whole
audiol/visual landscape. It is the
ultimate one-box solution - a new
product that purportedly will offer
good picture-quality, 24bit/96kHz
and 5.1 surround sound,a DVD-V
drive and an optional 30 Gbyte hard
disc, making it ripe for use with
internet music files - all for under
£300. Oh yes, and it also happens to
play games!

This new product is Sony’s
PlayStation 2, available towards the
end of October. It could well offer
consumers the one-box solution
they are looking for, threatening to
be the future generation’s primary
system of music replay. Sony are
rumoured to have sold more original
PlayStations than the world has sold
CD players, so it doesn’t take much
to work out how popular its
replacement could be.

The sound quality of the
PlayStation 2 is said to be bettered
by many CD and DVD players, but
it’s highly unlikely that this will affect
sales. Young people are still as much
into music as previous generations,
it’s just that they access it via differ-
ent means than hi-fi. For hi-fi to
survive it has to make the younger
generation aware of its only true
advantage - sound quality. On the
downside, conventional hi-fi doesn't
offer the one-box solution that
modern living so often demands.

Internet music is now well-
established in the USA and the UK
is destined to follow this path. With
internet connectivity Sony’s new
wonder toy has a degree of flexibil-
ity missing from conventional hi-fi.
What hi-fi system can yet download
and play MP3s?

The only path forward for hi-fi
seems to be with SACD or
DVD-A, but the dearth of
mainstream material
available and record companies’
wariness of the formats as an
economic viability makes
mainstream success look
questionable.

mall loudspeakers don't have

to be short on performance.

In truth they've got
advantages biggei loudspeakers often
struggle to match. But of course low
pricing introduces its own limitations.

Ranging from £99.99 up to £179.95
the six budget bookshelf loudspeakers

we review here won't break anybody's
bank, but they do give respectable
results, especially at the price.

What do you look for when
buying a small bookshelf loudspeaker?
Ideally you will want something that is
fundamentally accurate, not a techno-
logical hodge-podge. Our measure-
ments showed all six models fitted
this criterion pretty well, none having
serious technical shortcomings.
However, manufacturers choosc to
“voice” loudspeakers according to
how they think the market will react
and this is where obvious differences
start to creep in. Here's what to
expect.

The crudest approach to voicing is
to make a loudspeaker stand out from
the crowd by subtly strengthening

bass and treble output. The crowd
we're talking about here is in the
dealer’s showroom. In a quick-fire
demo between a range of models this
sort of tonal balance comes across as
lively and dynamic. If taken too far it
can become wearing over longer
periods, bass seeming boomy and
treble harsh, so beware.

At the other end of the scale
comes what is sometimes described
in the industry as the "BBC
approach”.This alludes 1o the days
when the BBC tightly specified their
studio monitors for accurate voice
and music monitoring. They demanded
a smooth, even response balance that
Briush loudspeaker manufacturers
then started to adopt. It's less
attention grabbing, but more accurate
and satisfying in the long term.

group test

Serious listeners should go for
smoothness and accuracy over artifi-
ciality in the form of “boom and ting".
This is especially true for those of you
who listen to strings, for example.
However, if you're not too fussy about
these things and just want a
loudspeaker that rocks, a bit of extra
bass and treble may not go amiss.

Somewhere between the two lies
a good compromise - and this where
we'll guide you.A good bookshelf
loudspeaker can handle rock and
classical genres, possess accuracy
without losing life, and provide
reasonable bass in quantity and
quality. It's a lot to expect at rhe low
prices asked, we know, but this is the
value-end of hi-fidelity and we were
pleasantly surprised by some of the
models in our group of six.

However, tonal

balance was very good indeed and they showed competent

handling of imaging. Instruments of the orchestra, such as

centrally placed woodwind, were delivered with pin-point

precision in an equally good sound stage.

Overall these are impressive sounding ‘speakers with

reliable engineering. They have a fast response and good

attack that’s very effective in small rooms.

It was very

sweet, particularly in the allegro passages of Haydn

symphonies. Unfortunately, when the wick was turned up,

there was a subjective impression of the treble beginning

to overpower the midrange.As the Cresta bass is on the

lightish side anyway, this may be an irritation if you have

much space to fill but the sound is still very musical.

Impressive results were obtained with Madeline Bell’s

‘She’s Leavin’ Home'. This van den Hul recording certainly
struck a chord, with the brushed cymbal details beautifully
reproduced, yet without wiping everything else off the map.
Electric bass had no trouble driving the ensemble through

these 'speakers.

Jazz with Benny Waters was another strong area for the
Crestas. They provided a detailed picture where the attack

and tone of the alto sax were well drawn. Soundstaging

was generous, although there was a suggestion of paperi-

ness towards the outer edges but positioning will help this.

Given their style, the Cresta |s will make themselves

welcome almost anywhere. They give as good a perfor-

mance as one can expect at the price, although they won't
achieve ear-splitting volume levels. B

Contrary to what you
might expect, small
loudspeakers take more
driving than big ones. The
tiny ALR Jordan Entry S,
for example, produces
just 82dB at the same
volume setling a large
floorstander produces
90dB. So you need a
fairty powerful ampiifier for
most bookshelf
loudspeakers, around
60W per channel
Unfortunately, small drive
units wil not go loud
before running out of
fravel. Don't expect
shattering volumes then,
even though you may
have a powerful ampiifier.

front is finished in spattered black, which gives a
look more metallic than wooden. Stylishly milled, this
I6mm baffle gives an appearance different from the
bookshelf norm and may prove a selling point against more
modest competition. No surprises in the one inch fabric
dome tweeter; bass and midrange are in the hands of a
I150mm convex roll driver with concave dust-cover.There’s
a rear-firing bass port. Single-wire terminals complete the
backscape.

The S10s made their bow with classical repertoire -
and a pretty smooth bow too! It is questionable whether
Haydn symphonies can be over-polite, but we found the §
10s painted a broad palette, free from tizz - sounding more
like an infinite baffle than a bass reflex. Bass was without
obvious boom or hoots. Even Stravinsky's Rite of Spring
failed to wrong foot these boxes, although there was a
suspicion of things being perhaps over-tamed.

With Benny Waters and live jazz, the S10s gave a
generous breadth of soundstage, although this feathered
off a bit at the edges. The cutting edge of the alto
saxophone was neatly retained for a bit of drive though.

Similarly, Madeline Bell's easy-listening cut of ‘She’s
leavin’ home’ fared well, but the staggering percussion
detail which we know to be on this CD failed to set the
room alight. For all that, the incisive vocal line was well-
defined and well-placed, devoid of blur.

It's fair to say that the ARs are not the most detailed
loudspeakers in this category, although they do have the
merit of smoothness and an enviable lack of bass boom,
which may be their saving grace. Bl

TANNOY MERCURY mx1

annoy have a good reputation for squeeze-in-

anywhere bookshelf models. The Mercury mx|

brings no surprises in this class. The circular
baffle of the Tannoy’s tweeter is cut away to allow
mounting close to the main driver, which is an interest-
ing |50mm ceramic impregnated model, for stiffness and
low coloration. The reftex port has a removable foam
bung for fine tuning; input terminals are single; no bi-
wiring is possible.

With their unusual mid/bass driver we were not
entirely surprised to find the Tannoys inclined to shout
to begin with. This was something we noted with the
larger mx2 design, and probably owes most to the
driver. With powerful classical pieces like Orff’s Carmina
Burana the effect is exhilarating, but Haydn and Mozart
needed subtler handling. Stereo imaging was excellent
however, with all the components of the orchestra firmly
in place.

Interestingly, the mx |s gave a much better integrated
performance with jazz; smoother and more subtle. The
stereo image was by no means compromised but the
backing piano had both richness and attack. Where we
expected harshness with the lead saxophone, there was
instead a fullness of tone, plus a feeling of power which
was very rewarding.

More modern mixes, as exemplified by Madeline Bell
and ‘Sorry seems to be the hardest word’ the Tannoys
feasted upon. Electric bass was properly controlled and
the cymbals sparkled in this well-integrated firmament.

Tannoy's mx|s are a carefully chosen compromise.
With classical they may be uninspiring, but for jazz and
popular styles they give a good account of themselves. B

Ithough these models are
called ‘bookshelf’ models, do
hey actually sound good

enough between D.H. Lawrence and
Len Deighton? Most people in the
market for a bookshelf speaker
choose them for reasons of space or
money - generally a lack of it! Extra
expense on quality stands may well
not be part of the equation, even
though the commonest advice is - get
a good stand!

Put it like this, if you can afford
rigid floor stands and decent
loudspeaker cables you'll be rewarded
by a tighter, more focussed sound -
see below. If you can't, here's a few
basic tips on where to put them.

Rule number one is that loudspeakers
must be off the floor! Placing anything
of these dimensions on the floor will
result in a sound akin to that of a five
quid tranny radio, with a lumpen
boom to boot and will make your
purchase pretty much a waste of cash.
So, the next step is to decide whether
they'll work best on a windowsill or a
shelf. Put any sound transmitter near
glass, without a curtain or blind in-
between and you run the danger of
extreme reflectivity, or rattles, so
windowsills aren’t ideal, either,
although they're preferable to the

S10s. Both of these played classical
and rock with the same enthusiasm.
Neither has an especially detailed or
neutral sound but they are both
involving and exciting and the S10s
are very smooth sounding. They're
ideal if you like optimum bass and
treble but could become wearing
with time.Very close behind, with less
excitement but more subtlety come
Tannoy's mx| and ALR Jordan’s
Entry S.These are good with vocals
and phrasing but are tuned towards

floor.

We then have the rather obvious
bookshelf option. This is OK if there’s
space behind, the rear firing port
must have Scms or thereabouts.
Otherwise, choose a front-firing port
design. In case you're wondering,
designers make ports rear firing to
reduce noises such as chuffing,
whistles and honks.

Even though small loudspeakers
are called “bookshelf” in type, for
optimum performance a bookshelf is
rarely ideal. Bass quality and imaging
will suffer on a flimsy shelf, so try and
find - or build - a stable platform. Wall
brackets provide a firm location, just
ensure they don't place the rear of the
"speaker too close to the wall. Beware
of corner placement too. This position
excites length and width room modes
strongly, making boomy one-note bass
more likely.

Trying to convince the first time
speaker buyer that stands really do
work and that they're not a rip off can
be difficult. However, it's actually the
only way to get the ultimate, fine-
tuned sound from your boxes. Use of
spikes at both the top and bottom
help to tighten things up, reducing the
chance of flabby bass and unfocussed
midrange. Stands can be bought for

midrange detail and consequently lack
a bit of grunt. Both image very well
though.

Bringing up the rear are the 510s
from JPW.These are by no means bad
at all, but sound a little too rough
around the edges for our taste.They
are very efficient at the price, but the
forward sound they produce just
becomes too much after a while.
They could well appeal to younger
buyers who favour a bit of rough kick
to their listening, though. Bl

around £30 from retailers such as
Richer Sounds, who stock Gales’ basic
but functional models. Placed at least a
foot from the back wall, these will
bring a clean and crisp aspect to the
sound that will have more detail and
clarity than you'll get from bookshelf
placement. Usually, the heavier the
stand, the tighter and better the bass
control. Models from reliable manufac-
turers such as Target do their job
admirably and are a good buy.

Small loudspeakers are for small
rooms, They cannot produce enough
volume to fill a big room without
sounding strained (distortion).
Pumping in to much power may
overheat the voice coil.

A budget hi-fi loudspeaker cannot
justify the use of expensive cables, but
it is worth using heavy duty wire to
connect up. It gives slightly cleaner
bass and improved clarity.

Many bookshelf models can be bi-
wired.A small improvement can be
had by removing the bridging links and
bi-wiring the tweeter with solid core
cable. It costs little extra but will
sharpen things up further. Leave the
thicker cable driving the bass unit.
Quality can be surprisingly good. B

Simon Pope gets to grips with Sony's £550 SCD-XB940 SACD/CD player,

he first two SACD players

from Sony were aimed

squarely at the audiophile
market. They were for those who had
either the money or the inclination
to pay at least £1500 for a digital
audio player, with the promise of high
quality audio - once the SACD discs
became more plentiful.

The first obstacle being shoved
out of the way is cost, with the
faunch of Sony's SCD-XB940. This
player is around £1000 cheaper than
its closest brother, the Sony SCD-
777ES, and could well be the key to
SACD popularity.

The 940 sits in the mid priced QS
(Quality Standard) range of Sony's
components. At £550 you'd be right
in thinking that build quality and finish
have little in common with its more
well-to-do fellows. Weighing no more
then your average £500 CD player
(as opposed to the heavyweight
SCD-I and 777ES), the 940 has a
front loading mechanism (the others
are top loaders) that resembles more
a standard CD player, rather then the
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high-end styling of the other models.
Front controls are minimal with the
front fascia housing the buttons for
just 'start’,'stop’,'pause’ and
‘open/close’. A jog dial is used for
track skipping. Add the headphone
volume control, and that's it. Nothing
fancy here; functional’ is the
appropriate word, | think, but at least
it’s totally inoffensive. The remote
control unit has a keypad and
additional functions.

The 940 uses the same LSI DSD
decoder used in the flagship SCD-I
machine, the heart of SACD’s |-bit
signal processing, The chip is also
responsible for reading the ‘invisible’
copyright watermark and 'sub-codes’
such as text.

DSD signals in the 940 are
converted by Sony's Accuracy
Complimentary Pulse density
modulation, or (thankfully!) ACP for
short. This system is intended to
ensure that all of the wide bandwidth

information is held during conversion.
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The ACP chip is also integrated with
a new VC24 Variable Coefficient
Digital Filter which has five user
settings, available from the remote
control unit.

Finally, the 940 uses twin El-core
transformers (as opposed to the R-
core in the 777ES), one for the audio
system and the other for the digital
system and servo.

| first tried out the 940 as a plain CD
player, remembering that one of the
unexpected pleasures of the flagship
SCD-1 model was the way it handled
CDs. Although the sound isn't as
refined or as sophisticated as the
(£2500) SCD-1, it does give detailed
and smooth reproduction that strives
for a little taste of the high end at a
fraction of the price.

With the processed signal
amplified by a 40W valve integrated,
Orbital’s fine 'In Sides’ album bounced
ethereally through a pair of
Magneplanar SMGa ‘speakers, deliver-
ing the electronic sonic structures



with finesse and detail. The player has

a commendably good grip on bass
and rhythm, which are both fast and
controlled. Top end sounds are sweet
and smooth.

Personally, | preferred (as usual)
the standard setting for the filter, the
other four all reduced bass a little to
produce a varied theme on a slightly
rolled off response. There are no
problems at all with the 940's CD
performance - it sounds as good as
anything on the market up to £700,
I'd say.

With the small selection of
SACDs available to me, | kicked off
with Hue And Cry’s new album on
Linn Records,‘Next Move'. Being a
hybrid, double layer disc, this gave me
the opportunity to compare the
music on both the SACD layer and
the standard CD layer, via a button
on the remote. Set for SACD the 940
hit me with the same sense of
openness that had bowled me over
with the SCD-1.The detail of the
midrange was also improved beyond
measure, Pat Kane's vocals becoming

more detailed and precise and the
saxophones’ tone richer, with
emphasised phrasing. Another change
that occurred was in the sound stage,
which was stretched back and across
to create a sense of spaciousness to
the mix although, understandably, it
wasn't as realistic as the effect
achieved with the SCD-1, which can
only be bettered by a very, very high-
end vinyl set-up costing as much as a
new VW Golf.

With some acoustic recording
material in the form of Debussy and
Faure’s Piano trios on Hyperion, the
940 showed good form when it came
to subtlety. This music and the
recording has no acoustic fireworks
to show off players or formats - it's
dependant on the equipment
properly relaying the written score
into emotive communication. The 940
fared well here, coupling a delicate
and poised sound with the sinuous
and intense playing of the wrio. Here
was space and air aplenty, with the
musicians seemingly placed in a deep
arc behind my equipment rack.

If you expect the 940 to deliver
the sound reproduction of Sony’s
other SACD players (at least £/000
more}), don't - because it doesn't!
However, although not as sophisti-
cated and controlled as the SCD-I or
777ES, the 940 is an excellent buy for
those not able or prepared to shell
out for the ‘competition’. With
Marantz’s first player costing
thousands of pounds, and DVD-A
promising to start expensively as
SACD did, this is surely the only way
in which high quality audio is going to
reach a larger audience than at
presentll A

SACD discs are available
in two types, hybrid dou-
ble layer and single layer.
The hybrid discs will play
in any machine equipped
to play CDs, but the single
layer discs will play in
SACD players only, leav-
ing them a bit handr
capped at the present
time.

You have to be very care-
ful when choosing your
records. The labels most
often used to indicate
hybrid and single layer
discs are very similar.

Be vigilant, as spying the
letters SACD on the case
doesn't always mean
you'll get something you
can play in the car or at
your pal's place. You have
been wamed!

Mission's radical new

n

ithout a doubt the fs2

system is the most

discreet, upgradable and
home-friendly ‘speaker system we've
ever encountered. Mission claim
market research influenced the design
- the result is you hardly notice them
in the home! This also applies to the
supplied cables which, being flat, can
be placed under rugs and carpets or
tucked into the corners of rooms and
painted over.Add to this the fact that
Mission also throw in rubber feet,
stands and securing tape for the
panels and you have a user-friendly,
one package solution that's sure to
appeal to many.

The chameleon used by Mission in

their publicity is a very apt metaphor,
as the system will fit inconspicuously
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into any environment. The subwoofer
sits vertically in a corner or horizon-
taily along a wall. The satellites are
NXT panels that can be mounted
lengthways or upright, at any height;
anywhere you wish as long as you
have three at the front and two to
the rear, in a surround-sound system
of the type we tested. Mission offer a
stereo set up too, comprising two
panels and one subwoofer.

Previous attempts by manufactur-
ers to make ‘speakers ‘invisible’ in the
room have compromised sound
quality. In the fs2s we have a panel
loudspeaker that produces a sound
that can be described as ‘hi-fi quality’.

The first thought that entered my
mind was “how do they get that
much sound from such a small
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source!” From five small and light
panels (315mm high x 135mm wide x
45mm deep) the whole listening
environment was filled with a
powerful, yet light and airy sound,
very different from a traditional
loudspeaker, but none the worse for
it. One bonus factor of NXT technol-
ogy is that placement and positioning
is by no means as critical as it is with
a traditional box, due to the disper-
sion characteristics. We had the front
left and right panels placed high up in
the corners of the room and yet the
imaging and sound stage seemed
directly ahead. It takes some getting
used to!

In two channel mode (two front
satellites and the sub) we managed to
get a beefy and detailed sound with

»>>
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the epic rock of Metallica’s ‘S&M’ with
the San Francisco Symphony orches-
tra. The riffs of ‘Enter Sandman’
rocked through the room, with the
bass tight and punchy (it can be tuned
by a bass contour control on the
sub) and the backing orchestra rich
and lush.Violins and woodwind were
remarkably spacious, when you
consider the source. No matter
where you position yourself the
sound differs very litde. Even side-on,
or crouching in a corner (not partic-
ularly comfortable I'll admit), | was
still met with a wide spread of sound.
In surround mode the fs2 system
starts to really show its mettle,
creating a room-filling wave of sound
(all panels have to be set-up in ‘large’
‘speaker mode on the processor). A
dts sample audio disc in 5.1 channel
surround-sound gleaned an impres-
sive response from the panels as they
showed a sure grip on dynamics -
brilliant for movie sound. The fs2

panels excelled with vocals.Voices are
clean, well-imaged and detailed, as
Lyle Lovett’s excellent dts recording
proved. Backing vocalists crooned
smoothly from behind whilst the
panels created an excellent front
image of the mix, with panned high-
frequency intricacies delivered in all
their glory, and drums and vocals
placed bang in the fireplace.
Although captivating, the fs2s can
be bettered by similarly-priced
‘traditional’ speakers, which deliver
more detail and impart more drive
and grunt to the sound. The panels
can also sometimes be a tad bright
and hard with certain material (great
with action movies, though) and
integration could be slightly better.
Despite these reservations, overall
the fs2 system offers a true
breakthrough in domestic
loudspeaker technology. There’s
nothing similar around that can touch

s easy to get a panel to produce
sound, but a science to get good qual-
ity from it NXT technology is based

on the mathematical analysis of bending
panels. In practice you need a panel with
known and controlled properties, plus an
exciter to make it vibrate, placed in a
critical position. Then the panel vibrates
in a unique manner, giving results that are
fascinatingly different from conventional
cone loudspeakers, or other panels.

An NXT panel gives even output
right across the audio frequency band, so
it is capable of producing a flat frequency
response, as our measurements of
Mission’s X-Space NXT system have
shown. The lowest frequency produced
depends upon the panef’s longest dimen-
sion. Consequently, it takes a big (or long)
panel to produce bass. That's why NXT

panels come with subwoofers.

A peculiar and unique property of an
NXT panel is that sound from the rear
of the panel does not cancel that from
the front, because of random phase
behaviour.A cabinet to trap the rear
sound is not needed.

Random phase output also means an
NXT panel doesn’t beam at high fre-
quencies, unlike an electrostatic.And
there’s more. Better dispersion means
volume doesn’t fall off so quickly with
distance, so sound fills a room more
evenly.

If you combine these beneficial prop-
erties with low distortion, and absence of
phase error that exists in the crossover
region between drivers of a cone loud-
speaker, NXT comes out looking good.
In practice it sounds good too. &

money!

There’s litde difference between
the two amplifiers aesthetically. Still
retained is the Audiolab style, the long
black fascia punctuated by three
machined knobs and three lights.
Quoted “conservatively” as achieving
60W per channel into 8€, the 60i can
accommodate six inputs with three
tape loops. Preamp-out / power amp-
in sockets remain, but now they are
split internally at a solder link.Also
present on the fascia is a headphone
output, compatible with most
headphone impedances.

Under the bonnet the 60i employs
Straight Line Technology, designed to
eliminate coupling capacitors from the
signal path. Feedback paths are direct-
coupled too.

Whilst the 60i is intentionally built
to a budget, it hasn't stopped TAG
from using the highest-quality

components possible, including
“premium-grade” metal film resistors,
hi-spec servo op amps and silver-clad,
oxygen-free copper wire. This
combination, TAG claim, results in
minimal distortion and a frequency
range that extends beyond human
hearing.

So how does it sound? The well-
recorded Foo Fighter's ‘There Is
Nothing Left To Lose’ album was fed
into NAD’s S500 CD player to set
the ball rolling. | was immediately
greeted with an exceptionally clean
and detailed sound - most impressive
was the very sweet trebie, highlighted
by the ride cymbal of the tight drum
kit. This was partnered by a very fast
and powerful bass; Nate Mendel’s bass
guitar was perfectly balanced with the
drums to really push the music along
in a responsive manner with a deep
sound stage. The only slight hiccup
came at climaxes where, although
very dynamic, the 60i sometimes lost
a little coherence to the mix.

The fast and rhythmic sound of
the 60i crossed the barriers
commendably with its treatment of
acoustic and classical music. None of
the exceptional clarity shown with
the Foo Fighters was lost with Beth
Orton's acoustic folk/rock. Although
the acoustic guitar could have
sounded warmer, it had a presence
and weight that couldn’t help but
bring me into the music. The same
effect was achieved with vocal lines.

Beth Orton’s wistfu! warblings were
treated sympathetically by the 60i,
never harsh or grainy but simply
sweet and clear with a commendable
lack of sibilance.
Whilst you couldn’t characterize
the 60i as warm or rich-sounding, it
never strays into harshness.The high
frequency response is smooth and
sophisticated yet very lucid. High
register violins, such as those in
Mahler’s Fifth symphony had an
agreeably honeyed sound to them,
well suited to my non-crossovered
Magneplanar panel loudspeakers. The
wide bandwidth of this music failed to
trip up the 60i, which handled
everything in the recording with
control.
The 60i offers good value for
money when it comes to build and
sound quality. Few amplifiers at this
price can deliver such clarity and
neutrality. Although it has an
unmistakably solid state sound -
almost analytical - no music that you

independent phono stages
have gained a new and

improved lease of life as essential
middlemen between turntable and the
post-turntable generation of amplifiers
lacking a phono input. Looking around
the market now, one is almost spoilt for
choice.

Clearaudio’s Symphono is by no
means the dearest available but it
certainly isn't cheap.VWWhen a phono
stage is to be had from QED for as little
as £40, it’s plain that Clearaudio
consider their latest offering to be
something special. For a start, this is a
moving-coil only design. Personally | do
not subscribe to the view that the only
possible hi-fi cartridges are of this type;
there are some wonderful moving
magnets too. It's probably a reasonable
assumption that if a punter is going to
spend more on a phono stage than
many do on an amplifier - or a system -
they will be using an MC pickup.

Where very many good class phono
stages are fitted with switches to trim
the capacitive and resistive loads, the
Symphono is designed to do this for you
automatically. This proved handy when
dealing with something like the van den
Hul Frog which | used for part of my
listening.

style oboes were well-realised, with the
upper midrange *fruitiness’ much in
evidence.A crack at a rather thicker
texture, with the good old Philips
‘Stereo Favourite’, Gershwin's too-often
heard Rhapsody in Blue showed that the
Clearaudio’s rumble filter was still
prepared to let the orchestral bass
drum whumph for itself. It can be
switched out and bass then has more
weight.

So much for a budget cartridge. The
van den Hul Frog | mentioned earlier
has a peculiar 47kS2 load which happily
seemed to give the Symphono no
problems.With a cartridge of this clarity,
it was noticeable that a bit of a sheen
could occasionally mar proceedings.
With the cartridge and phono stage
both on the bright side, this was not
unexpected. The better specified Frog
gave the Symphono more of a run for
its money though. My box set of
Siegfried seemed to be throwing all the
world’s double basses about, in between
blows of the hammer; pretty exhilarat-
ing, even for Wagner.

This is a very able and convenient
device. Brightness being merely a matter
of taste (within reason) it is purely the
heavy price ticket which muddies the
water. At this price, whatever its merits,
including an MM stage wouldn’t be
recklessly generous. ll

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From classic tubes to retro digital, the Marantz story is a long and complex one. David Price profiles
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THE CLASSICS

Bomin 1911, Saul B. Maranz had
become a New York graphic artist with a
passion for music and audio by his thirtieth
birthday. A keen enthusiast, before CBS
had released their first microgroove LP
Saul was hard at it designing his own elec-
tronics.

It wasn't long before Marantz's
first commercial product, the Model 1
mono pre-amplifier was prototyped in
1949.A sophisticated design, it used
three 12AX7 tubes fed by an offboard
power supply, and a front end boasting
seven audio inputs, including two
phono stages, plus a variable loudness
control. Launched in 1953, it won
friends thanks to its sweet, mellifluous
sound. The Model | also debuted
Marantz's trademark champagne gold
finish, something you can see even in
today's Marantz CD17.

The Model 2 power amplifier
followed in 1956, a dual mode design
that gave 40 watts in pentode mode
and 25 in triode. The princely sum of
$220 bought you a |2AX7, this time
in the input stage, along with a 6CG7
in the line stage and EL34s in the
output. Partnered with Model Is and
working in triode mode, the classic
combo played the new stereo LPs like
nothing else - some believe its
midband has never been comprehen-
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sively bettered. The Marantz Model 5
followed in 1959, a simplified Model 2
which retailed for a mere $199. Using
the stock 12AX7/ 6CG7 combo with
twin EL34s and smaller output
trannies, it gave 30 watts. Not a
particular favourite to Marantz
devotees, it's evertheless a rare
second-hand find and expensive as a
result.

1960 saw Marantz's first stereo
preamp, the Mode! 7. Essentially a pair
of Model [s, this classic design uses
several |12AX7s, three of which
appear in its sophisticated phono
stage. Channel mode and balance
controls made their first appearance
on a Marantz product, along with
individual left/right treble and bass
pots. Judged by many a sonic tour de
force, Marantz later re-manufactured
the Model 7 in the mid 1990s
complete with its little blue power
lamp! Over 130,000 examples were
made in the first nine years of produc-
tion, ending with the undistinguished
sounding solid-state 7T launched in
1967.

Next came Marantz's only stereo
valve power amplifier, the EL34-
aspirated Model 8. Instead of [2AX7
double triodes doing input duties, it
used a pair of 6AU6s with semicon-
ductor power supply rectification.

SEPTEMBER 2000 HI-FI WORLD

Finished in sober metallic grey with
concealed output trannies, the Model
8 soon won many friends for its
clarity and definition. Nowadays the
subsequent 8B with its extra power is
more popular thanks to even better
sonics.

1964 saw the advent of the Model
9 mono power amp and the legendary
| 0B tuner. Both were statement
products whose rarity these days
explains their interstellar price tags.
The 9's svelte front panel established
the Marantz look in the minds of hi-fi
buyers with its single, centrally
mounted circular ammeter, which
remains a styling cue even today.
Sporting EL34s, ECC88s and 6CG7
glassware, meticulously designed audio
circuitry with trick components and a
serious transformer, the Model 9 was
powerfully musical yet sweet and silky.
An absolute classic masterpiece.

With its numerous novel features
and legendary sonics, the 0B tuner is
no less an achievement. lts built-in
oscilloscope tells signal strength, signal
location, multipath, stereo separation,
channel balance and antenna set-up, as
well as measuring any external signals
you care to feed it. Sound was superb
given a decent twig - as rich and
velvety as a Troughline but with
superior sensitivity. PP

SOLID-STATE SURVIVORS

Looking back now, Marantz's rush to tran-
sistorise seems almost incomprehensible.
Like so many other classic brands across
the pond (Quad and Leak to name but
two), the company methodically dropped
its epic valve designs in favour of solid state
gear with dramatically inferior sonics. A
host of tranny tuners followed (20, 150,
2110, 2130) that lacked the 10B's musicali-
ty, and the valve amps disappeared.

When Marantz subsequently merged
with US audio company SuperScope Inc.,
Saul felt increasingly disenfranchised. Hi-fi
was moving from an esoteric pursuit to
more mass market pastures, and held litte
romance for him any longer. In 1968 the
company launched its first hi-fi turntable,
the belt-driven SLT12U.An interesting
period piece, it boasted a linear tonearm
climed to offer superior tracking, and
very solid build. ke sounded good, sparked
an American love affair with parallel track-
ers and stayed in production until [973.By
now Saul Marantz was no longer in con-
trol and SuperScope was repositioning the
brand, moving from the high end to the
upper echelons of the mass market The
seventies was the decade of the receiver,
and Marantz distinguished itself with a

series of huge examples dripping with
brushed aluminium and power meters.
Extensive ranges of undistinguished rack
systems, amplifiers, tuners, cassette decks
and speakers followed, all of which sold
well but hardly helped what was by now a
challenged brand.

By the time MarantZ's Esotec high end
separates appeared in 979, future figure-
head Ken Ishiwata had joined the compa-
ny.The new high end electronics range,
including the MAS class A/AB transistor
monobloc power amps and the huge 400
watt SM1000 power amplifier; worked
wonders at putting Marantz back on the
high end map.

hilips bought Marantz in 1982,

leaving an originally all-

American company to
function as the Dutch electronics
giant's proprietary hi-fi brand. At first,
Philips and Marantz ran almost in
parallel - Philips' first ever CD player,
1982's CD100 simply got a gold paint
job and Marantz CDé63 badge.Then

the two brands became more diverse,

with Marantz playing the upmarket
role. Whereas the Philips CD players
would get the cooking components,
Marantz equivalents enjoyed tweaked
passive componentry courtesy of a
man initially hired as a co- ordinator
between Marantz's Japanese and
European divisions, Ken Ishiwata.
The mid eighties brought great
success, with Marantz CD players
winning many friends thanks to their
sweet, musical sound. The brand duly
carved itself a "budget audiophile'
niche, consistently offering players
that sounded unbeatable at the price.
Then they played a blinder - aware
that Philips' |6bit, 4 times oversam-
pling chipset was good, they made a
revised "Special Edition' version of
their £300 CD273 player. Well judged
component upgrades, judicious
attention to power supplies and extra
internal damping made the new
CD273SE an utter steal at only £30

more than the standard machine.
Marantz were on a roll, and didn't

stop at the budget end of the market.

1988's CD94 was a riotously musical
sounding silver disc spinner based on
the ubiquitous Philips TDA 154151

| 6bit DAC and high end transport.
Then there was the PM94, a fine
sounding integrated amp offering
vintage Marantz styling, features and
sound. Running nominally in class A, it
would switch to class B momentarily
when large amounts of power were
required, and then go back to its own
sweet class A self again. It was a
cracker that, had the Marantz name

_not been so devalued in the late

seventies, could have done much
better.

By the early nineties the
company's statement Music Link
Series was making new friends. The
SC22 line level preamplifier and
MA22 50W class AB and MA24 30W
pure class A power amps turned in
characteristically sweet and punchy
sound. Likewise the CD23, which
built on the good work done by the
CD9%4 in establishing Marantz as a

manufacturer of premium CD players.

What later followed was a litany of

exquisite but affordable designs using
the best transports and DAC
technology Philips could supply - the
CD14,CD || Limited Edition, CD 15,
CD 16 and CD 17 Ken Ishiwata
Signature.

Meanwhile at
the budget end of
the market, Marantz's SE series
reigned supreme. The Special Edition
players were never dramatically
tweaked, getting just a liberal
sprinkling of audiophile grade
components and subtle chassis mods
to help them on their way.
Nevertheless, the skill with which
Ken Ishiwata applied his black magic
made the likes of the CD65SE,
CD52SE, CD63SE and CD67SE the
class of the field. All the Japanese
competition sounded harsh and
mechanical by comparison. Buoyed by
his success, Ken followed in Saul B's
footsteps by offering his name to a
product and the CD63KIS was born.
Saul B. Marantz died in 1997.Ken
Ishiwata is now, as he likes to call
himself, the ‘ambassador’ of the
brand. Responsible for both strategic
marketing decisions a good deal of
the product design work, he's perhaps
the spiritual successor to the great
man himself. Thanks to Ken and a
dedicated team working with him,
Marantz is now living through its
second golden age. PP
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With a chipset culled from the mid-nineteen eighties, Marantz's CD-7 has to be

the world's first retro Compact Disc player. David Price puts on his stonewashed

I >jeans and cues up his Rick Astley CDs...

o me Marantz’s new CD-7 is

most striking for what it

represents, which is the tacit
acknowledgement that progress isn't
necessarily A Good Thing, Indeed
often it's simply what happens when
companies want to sell you things at
cheaper prices.

Bitstream DACs are a case in
point. True, they did rid the listening
public from the scourge of digititis -
bleeding ears and headaches resulting
from listening to CD for over ten
minutes - but it wasn't all positive.
Where multibit stripped wallpaper at
one hundred paces, Bitstream stripped
the excitement even from the most
emotive music.

Looking to pen a statement CD
player for Marantz, designer Ken
Ishiwata showed quintessential
Japanese pragmatism in electing to
return to multibit. So what if he stuck
two fingers up to all those press
conferences, lectures and advertise-
ments celebrating Bitstream’s virtues?
The problem was that one-bit simply
wasn’t musical enough; the answer was
to go back to something that was -
Philips’ TDA 1541 A continuous calibra-
tion DAC.

The result is the £3,500 Marantz
CD-7, using a ‘Double Gold Crown’
version of the aforesaid digital conver-
tor chip doubled in differential pairs

for maximum linearity. Working in
conjunction is a brand new bespoke
MZ777f digital Linear Music Filter,
which is effectively two Motorola
56000 processors running the source
code of Philips' SAA7220 digital filcer
chips. So although the player doesn’t
physically use SAA7220s (which
partnered Philips original TDA1541-
based players), its DSP chip emulates
them to recreate their four times
oversampling as well as offering three
switchable algorithms.

What of the transport | hear you
cry!? Sadly not even the cleverest
microprocessor can emulate the
heroic data retrieval talents of Philips’
classic nineteen eighties swing-arm
CDM39. So Ken decided to get his
spanners out and re-fettle a propri-
etary CDM|2.3 disc spinner, selecting
a metal chassis version and rebuilding
it to his specifications, including
diamond milled stainless steel slide
bars for slick disc loading.

This done, it was time to plug in
the soidering iron for some vintage
Ishiwata- style tweakery. No less than
14 selected Maranz HDAM (Hyper
Dynamic Amplifier Module, if you
must) op-amps are used, and the
power supply has been breathed on
with Shottky diodes, discrete transis-
tor regulation and an ultra low noise
ring-core toroidal transformer. Audio-

grade selected components are in
abundance, the copper- plated diecast
chassis and casing gets anti-resonance
fixings and vibration damping feet.

In the best tradition of Japanese
high end, the CD-7 features sonically
superior balanced XLR outputs as well
as the usual RCA phonos, and a choice
of either optical or coaxial digital outs.
Unusually though, the player also has a
digital in, meaning it can operate as a
standalone DAC too.Working at up to
20bit, 48kHz oversampling, one
obvious application is high end
computer soundcards or DAT
recorders - considering all the trouble
Marantz have gone to get these DACs,
it's a peach of an idea to extend their
application. Finally, you get all the usual
play and repeat modes as seen on
every other CD player under the sun,
and Marantz’s tiresome fluorescent
display - thankfully you can turn the
thing off!

It's an impressive spec then, but so
it should be for the cost of a late
ninetles Fiat Punto. In the flesh the
look of the CD7 bears out its heavy
engineering. It's visually arresting to say
the least - such a wide expanse of
exquisitely milled champagne gold
coloured aluminium alloy coulid never
be anything but. All the more shame
then that Marantz’s latest and greatest
feels clumsy to use.The transport

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buttons are as dead as a Sinclair
Spectrum keyboard, and the drawer
mechanism is considerably slower and
more noisy than my ten year old Sony
CDP-X77ES. Likewise the disc tray has
some of the flimsiness of the old CD-
67 series - price rivals from Brits like
Linn, Naim and Meridian beat it hands
down in this respect. That swanky
remote almost makes up for it though
- it's a true luxury item.

If some aspects of the CD7’s build
aren’t quite up to class best, the same
can't be said of its audio performance.
This player has true star quality, with
an intriguing combination of obvious
strengths and weaknesses. Essentially
it's an extremely musical and engaging
listen, with particular success in the
midband where it sings like bird. In
other respects like neutrality,
soundstaging and bass extension, the
Marantz is less brilliant.

Funnily enough it really reminds
me of a Linn Sondek LP12 turntable.
Feed it any disc you care, from the
electro-funk of Herbie Hancock's
‘Future Shock’ to the broody rock of
Smashing Pumpkins’ ‘Adore’ and it
goes straight for the rhythmic jugular
in its own special way. Whereas
Naim's CDX frames its formidable
percussive talents around bass guitars
and bass drums, the CD-7 is more
interested in what's going on in the
mid-band. Somehow it pieces together
all the disparate rhythmic clues - from
the phrasing of the voice to the
interplay between snares and hi-hats -
to make songs move along with a
fantastic sense of purpose. Rather than
ambling, you get a sense of the song’s
beginning, middle and end, with each
part working toward the next. It’s a

compulsive listen with a dynamic

midband that jumps into the groove of
the song and sucks you in. Single
ended-triode users will know what |
mean.

In this respect it's virtually
unmatched. Play dense, upbeat, techno
like K-Klass's ‘Rhythm is a Mystery’
and you'll hear the snares cutting
through the mix like a knife through
butter, allowing the CD-7 to rocket
through the song with aplomb. Give it
the slow, sparse, subtle rhythms of
Kraftwerk's 'Expo 2000’ and it locks
onto the counterpoint between the
sequenced, arpeggiated keyboard runs
and the electronic rim shots, and then
it's off. What a great way to play
music!

What makes this machine such an
interesting conundrum is how it mixes
this ‘boogie factor’ with the silkiness
of the best one-bit designs. Hear the
ride cymbals in Corduroy’s '10:28 from
Shibuya' and you're left in no doubt
that this is a very refined silver disc
spinner. Rarely - if ever - have | heard
such sweet highs issuing from CDs.
Likewise, bass guitars are both fast and
rich sounding - traditionally it's one or
t'other, as the two extremes of Naim
CDX and LFD Mistral prove.

The downside is that things sound
rather 'samey’ after a while - the CD-
7 is coloured but not colourful.
Everything gets a soft amber glow
regardless of whether it actually has,
or needs, one.Although a dose of
autumn sunshine is no bad thing for a
CD player, it ultimately becomes
frustrating. For example, the Marantz
simply smoothes over the hard, cold,
grit in Kate Bush's voice as she sings
*Feel It' from ‘The Kick Inside’ - it's all
a bit too Barry White. As a palliative
for hard, transistory systems it's great,

but you'd expect a player this
expensive to be used with transparent
ancillaries.

Likewise, the CD-7 is no superstar
at soundstaging and image location.
Compared to most Bitstream designs
you get the sense of the far left and
far right of the soundstage being
squashed towards the centre. Nor is
front-to-back imaging a forte. Instead,
instruments hang around the plane of
the speakers and never venture out or
drop back too far. Within the
soundstage's slightly curtailed
extremes however, things are nice and
tightly positioned. Playing with the
switchable digital filters and noise
shaping altered things slightly, but
ultimately | found myself coming back
to filter | with noise shaping off - it
was simply more listenable.

Marantz’s CD-7 is one honey of a
Compact Disc player, and one | could
live with until 16bit digital audio
disappears for good. By any standards
it's a gifted music maker but neither is
it perfect. Just recently the competi-
tion's been getting tough - Arcam's
FM) 23 CD runs it pretty close in
many respects for two grand less,
whereas Naim's similarly priced CDX
is even more bouncy and rhythmic - if
you can stomach its lack of tonal
colour.All in all the CD-7 comes
heartily recommended though, and

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Sony's CDP-X557ES harks back to those heady days of pre-Bitstream Compact Disc, where a

player's worth was measured by its word length. With dual 18bit, 8times oversampling DACs, here

was a CD spinner with much to shout about, says David Price.

emember the CD player

numbers game? The first

Phillips-based machines had
14bit, 4 times oversampling, the
original Japanese used 16x2.Then in
1986 the 16x4 Phillips players
arrived and by 1988 a raft of 18x8
machines appeared from the Orient.
The Great Bit War seemed to be on
in earnest, but then Phillips launched
Bitstream in 1989 and put a swift
end to it. Nowadays almost every
CD spinner around uses one-bit
chips and people complain that they
all sound the same.

Sony’s CDP-X557ES is as eighties
as red braces, shoulder pads and
Sierra Cosworths. It was the biggest,
boldest, brashest and best- endowed
CD player of its time. Eighteen kilos
of alloy castings, copper plating and
over-the-top power transformers, it
had the most bits on the block and
just in case you didnt know, the *18
BIT LINEAR/ 8 TIMES OVERSAM-
PLING"” legend reminded you every
time you looked at it.

Under the hood was a textbook
example of Japanese digital esoterica
- the digital and analogue sections
each got their own chunky power
transformers, plus a shed-load of
internal copper plating to reduce
electronic noise. All discrete
components were Akihabara specials
- the pick of the crop from Tokyo's
electronics Mecca. The transport
was a piece of high art in itself with
its all-alloy construction, rubber
damping and high speed linear
motor that reputedly also appeared
in Sony’s flagship £5,000 CDP-R|
transport. Dual Phillips TDAI541ASI
DACs paired up and shared gave
*18bit resolution’, and together with
an eightfold oversampling digital
filter you got a sound as bouncy as a
kids' inflatable castle, and no less
fun.

The big Sony sledgehammers its
way through whatever you feed it.
Give it bluff eighties power pop
from Simple Minds and it puts you

at the very front of the crowd with

your head stuffed against the PA
stacks. Put in a mellow slice of jazz
fusion from the likes of Fractals and,
errmm, it puts you at the very front
of the crowd with your head stuffed
against the PA stacks. This is not a
subtle player. Rather, it injects
everything with an adrenaline,
caffeine and ginseng cocktail;
chemically enhanced to sound
bigger, faster, brighter, louder. Now
that's what | call music!

In truth, listening to the Sony is
an eerie reminder of hi-fi a decade
ago. By modern standards it’s crude
- even compared with a £200
Cambridge CDA4SE it’s seriously
lacking in subtlety and even-handed-
ness. The treble is splashy and
ragged with a definite touch of
digital hash, and the upper mid is

undoubtedly ‘brightly lit’ if not harsh.

And yet it has an infectious enthusi-
asm for music which makes modern
exotica sound over-polite and
disinterested. And as for the bass, oh
the bass! Don't let anyone ever tell
you all transports sound the same.
All high end Sony players have
mechanisms that seem to excavate
about an octave’s worth of extra
low frequencies from any given
digital disc. Allied to multi- bit's
passion for playing tunes at subter-

ranean frequencies, it's one big grin
from the start to the end of the
song.

Back in 1989 the CDP-X557ES
got largely lukewarm reviews in the
UK press - no surprise really,
considering most reviewers back
then still used forward sounding
Naim amps which were hardly the
perfect match. But slot it into a
better balanced system with neutral
interconnects (like LFD’s Spirolink
3), a decent isolation platform and
the right speakers, and you'll have a
ball. There are still plenty around for
£350 and with that Lexus build
quality they'll last forever. They even
respond very well to tweaking too -
Trichord's Clock 3 made our sample
even tighter and more dynamic.

By 1990, Bitstream had reached
the world's high end players and the
fun just wasn't there any more. Noel
Keywood was one of the first to
hear the new DACs and famously
said it was ‘more like good
analogue’. He was right in the sense
that it made CD truly smooth and
civilised for the first time, but multi-
bit had its moments too, not least in
its ability to involve listeners like
only the best turntables can. In a
certain respect, old eighties bruisers
like Sony’s CDP-X557ES have never
been bettered. B

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Philips' new CDR-951 attempts to take the hassle out of CD recording. Noel Keywood investigates.

ecording to CD isn't easy. Philips

have tried to address some of

the difficulties in their new
CDR951.It’s a high quality machine with
separate record (ADC) and piay (DAC)
convertors, a digital fade infout facility, a
mic input with mixing control for
singalongs or for recording vocals direct
to CD, plus a host of quality connecting
leads.

The CDR951 was slow to read a
disc and then it initialised for up to 25
seconds whilst calibrating the laser. | was
met by lengthy READING then INITIAL-
IZING messages after inserting a
CD-RW. My standard routine of trying to
record a song from the radio was
frustrated by this.All CD recorders are
slow but this was no better than most, a
littde disappointing at the price.

The Philips recorder automates
some recording processes and puts up
helpful prompt messages. Before record-
ing you must select Record Disc, which
automatically copies an entire CD,
Record Track which stops when a silence
is detected and Make CD which is the
same as Record Disc, but the CD is
finalised (i.e. its TOC is closed). There's
also Manual mode, which allows continu-
ous recording.

! was surprised to find Philips have
given the CDR95 a digital record level
control that works when copying. So |
turned it right down when digitally
copying and found this confuses the
auto-start system. Turn it right up and the
machine will go into serious overload,
the problem here being most CD
originals are recoided up to 0dB and the
951 will add 6dB to this with litde
warning to users.The record level display
lights red, but it does in any case when

replaying professionally recorded CDs.
The recorder is very flexible, but must be
used with care.

Digital record level can be controlled
automatically to give auto fade-in and
fade-out, with variable fade time.To do so
means entering Menu Mode, in which it's
possible to do other things like setting
record balance, manual track numbering
(instead of auto) and text entry using the
Jog control. This sort of thing is laborious
and a bit specialised, but the CDR951 is
for the more committed recordist. Oh,
and you can record LPs to CD and get
the 951 to auto track number, providing
silences of more than 2.7 seconds exist
between tracks.

There are two coaxial digital inputs
(SP/DIF) with switching between them, a
digital output and optical digital in and
out. | ran a transport in for digital copying
and took the output to an external
DAC, one arrangement that works well. |
also used the normal analogue inputs and
outputs of course, which uses the
machine’s internal convertors.

Philips know their electronics so |
wasn't surprised to be met by an
excellent set of measured performance
figures when testing the CDR951.
Although its build quality is 'European
lightweight', meaning satisfactory if not
impressive, under the surface Philips do a
good job. Don't be put off by the flimsy
plastic CD drawer that whizzes out to
greet you.The machine’s handshake at
the human interface might be a bit
rickety, but the processing power behind
it is not.

Recording quality was very smooth
across high frequencies and quite
fulsome in the bass, depending critically
on record level set. It very much

reflected replay quality, highlighted by
discs like Angelique Kidjo's Fifa which
most clearly showed bass to be softer
and less tuneful than is possible, whilst
treble came over as particularty sweet.
Vocals pushed through well, if still held
within the mix a litde more than my
reference system. Philips tamed |6-bit
some time ago though and seem adept
at producing players that do not offend,
the CDR95 1 included.

Strings came over sweetly in an 5BM
recording from Tring of Tchaikovsky's
‘Pathetique’. The orchestra ebbed and
flowed without hindrance, bringing a
good sense of life and vigour to the
recording. The CDR951 avoids the
somewhat grey tonality of so many CD
players, allowing through a pleasant sense
of tonal colour to orchestral instru-
ments, for example, which made them
both credible and entertaining.

The CDR951 has a wide range of
useful facilities for committed recordists.
The digital record level control harbours
a few potential problems though; it’s
quite easy to over-record. The machine is
slow to get going too, but it offers a high
standard of record and replay quality
from CD. So there’s a complex and
somewhat mixed bag of properties here.
Recording to CD isn't easy, despite
Philips attempts to help out. On balance |
feel the CDR95| offers good value, albeit
to those who are prepared to cope with
a fair bit of technological complexity. @

nison Research and Croft are

both respected names in

thermionic amplification, so
the chance of comparing an amplifier
from each of them was not to be
missed, although a direct comparison
is not as easy as it might seem. True
both these amplifier packages are
comparable in price and both use
valves. From there on, the differences
start to outweigh the similarities.

Unison Research’s S2 is a class A

ultralinear design, driving two EL34s
in single-ended configuration. Low
level amplification is in the safe hands
of a pair of ECC82 double triodes.
Four line inputs are provided - no
phono stage - and a choice of 8 or
442 loudspeakers. The S2 is long on
style; its transformers are neatly
covered by a ventilated box; the
valves sit in ceramic bases in the
open for all to see; nicely finished
wooden fillets add a hand-crafted air.
Controls are simple: ON/OFF at the
back next to the kettle lead input;
volume, channel and tape monitoring
by heavy ‘feel good' controls on the
front.

If Unison Research have chosen a
quietly conservative route, Croft is
tracking cross country.The preampli-
fier, the Vitale, walked off with a
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deserved four globes in our recent
review, and features four channels
including MM phono, separate volume
controls for L and R and three valves
concealed within the sheet metal
case. The Troubadour power amp is
output transformer-less (OTL) which
remains a ‘good trick if you can do it’.
In place of the usual transformers for
matching loudspeaker load, four large
double triodes output direct, with
decoupling via good quality foil
capacitors. Miniature double triodes
drive these monsters and the whole
works are encased in Croft’s penny-
plain sheet metal. A slight word of
warning is needed here.Valve amplifi-
cation is a warm business; the
Troubadour would do very nicely as a
coffee-pot warmer if one were
foolish enough to try such a thing, so
a well-ventilated shelf place is
essential.

Neither of these packages will
blow your head off with inefficient
loudspeakers: the Croft manages
about 10W into 8Q and the S2 about
the same, depending on the reactive
vagaries of the loudspeakers used. In
order to hear anything worth
hearing, it's necessary to employ
sufficiently sensitive ‘speakers; there
are plenty out there at most budgets
if you search well. Using a low-power
amp to feed efficient ‘speakers is an
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approach somewhat at variance with
that most favoured today, but it can
and does produce beguiling results, all
things being equal. It is a technique
which | favour personally, so | was
not entirely surprised when these
amps came to show off their paces
driving my resident Klipsch Heresy lls
(93dB/W/m).

Unison Research have certainly
not stinted on their transformers if
weight is anything to go by; the
complete S2 weighs about 30lb.
Unison claim *paintstaking’ (sic)
research into the output transform-
ers, which is a good thing for a
single-ended design which does not
benefit from the ‘self-correcting’
characteristics of push-pull. Integrated
amps are naturally self-contained and
as such are less trouble to set up
than pre-power sets. Matched pairs
of valves are specified for the S2's
input/driver stage, although this
should not be super-critical with
automatic bias; those supplied are
indelibly marked L or R on their
undersides.

Croft's Troubadour is supplied
without its valves fitted too. All are
oriented horizontally on the chassis;
with horizontal valves, especially
those without retaining clips, it makes
sense to use a little spot of contact
oil. An initial grumble from this



A Hi-Fi World stalwart, the
Minnesota Orchestra’s vibrant
recording of Stravinky's Firebird on
Reference Recordings opened the
bowling. Once Unison’s S2 had set-
tled into its stride, | was struck by
its very lush way with the orchestra.
Whereas some of the more zippy
solid-state amps can make for an
uncomfortable earful, the S2 adopt-
ed a very silken approach. In short,
the sound was very much what peo-
ple seern to expect from a vaive
amplifier; a smooth, mellow sound;
detailed enough but without any dss-
tressing sharp corners.

The Troubadour certainly didn't
spit in my eye either, but it manifest-
ly had not been engineered with
warmth as the prime consideration.
Perceived dynamic range was if any-
thing a little wider than the S2, with
more than a hint of jaggedness on
the brass and percussion - the Croft
sounds fast whereas the S2 sounds
more relaxed. In particular the
amazing efforts of the woodwind
section, which has many cameo
appearances in this work, seemed
happy with either the S2’s warmth

or the Troubadour’s saltier approach.

| remarked on the
Vitale/Troubadour apparent dynamic
range; given a suitable thickness of
texture, the Unison swiftly caught
up, driving real power to the (admit-
tedly very fast) Klipsch 'speakers.
One game played and into tie-breaks
already!

Interestingly, it was with more
relaxed material that the Croft drew
distinctly ahead: Diana Krall's ‘come
and get me’ vocals are closer to
easy listening than to true jazz, so |
fully expected the Unison amplifier
to contribute the appropriate cock-
tail warmth and glamour. Instead, the
amplifier's comfortable sound put
Miss Krall a shade off the boil; it was
the Croft combination which
restored the edge necessary to keep

things smoul-
dering. Neither
amp showed any
difficulty over
usual bench-
marks like
stereo imaging
and both gave
exceptional
sound stage
breadth.

It appears
that Radio 3 is
positively gorging
itself on chamber music
at the moment and tuning
in, | found the Wallace
Collection wrestling with some
Bach.The S2 made a very neat job
of this intimate occasion and per-
haps was unduly forgiving of other
presumably assiduously researched
details. This is a2 most comfortable
amplifier and | guess is what many
transistorised people expect of
valves. The Vitale/Troubadour’s more
sparkly touch was less forgiving of
poor balance, sore throats, singing
off key and sloppy entries - the all
too common paraphernalia of the
small-scale music movement.

You pays your money, you takes
your choice. Unison Research have
crafted a fine, well-behaved low
power amplifier here. If it's a little
smooth for my taste, very many
people will welcome it with open
ears. Croft’s unusual OTL
Troubadour with its companion
Vitale is altogether more exciting.
The Croft package is dearer too,
although you do get an excellent
MM phono stage thrown in.

Much must depend on the loud-
speakers: weighing up what I've writ-
ten, the first step with either of
these fine amps is to buy the 'speak-
ers which will let them shine - don't
hook up you 83dB bookshelf models
and hope for the best: it’s not to be
had this way. ll &

Adding a good sub such as
REL’s Strata lll will not only bring you
bone-crunching bass if you require, but
will also refine the overall sound, adding
depth to the sound stage and a more
open midrange. Like so many things,
something as powerful as a Strata lli
benefits from deft usage.

The second suggestion you make
will raise the overall sound one peg
higher, but | doubt if the benefits would

be as great as they would with your
other options.Which brings us to your
first option. ..

The Arcams are by no means bad
but the Chord 2200 and 600 combina-
tion is quite outstanding in perfor-
mance, looks and build. They're expen-
sive but in this case, more then many
others, they are good value for money.
They would bring a sophisticated and
unmistakably high-end sound to your
set up, more musical than many other
similarly-priced products.

Don't forget, that the equally able
SPM 400 and CPA 1800, at £1,425 and
£1,905 would save you over £900 over
the 600 and 2200, if that softens the
blow!

Speaking as someone who has dri-
ven power-hungry Magneplanars with a
30WV valve integrated, I'd say that any
combination of the Chord amplifiers
should have no problem whatsoever in
driving the 803s, unless you listen at

Heading further
up the scale there’s Nordost's fine Blue
Heaven (£150 per metre for intercon-
nect, £30 per metre single wire 'speaker
cable) which will quite simply give you
fast bass and almost unrivalled detail
and transparency. The next Nordost
step up from this is the more expensive
Red Dawn, which has all the same
aspects of the Blue Heaven, plus more
emphasis on individual instruments and
phrasing, but you're talking double the
price of the Blue.You may also like to
try van den Hul's Ultimate The First
carbon cable for interconnect use.This
gives excellent neutrality, and a sense
that there’s absolutely nothing in the

As part of my job, listening to
amplifiers which range from, say,
25kHz top to those which can
reproduce up to 60kHz or more,
the listening differences are not that
striking, all other things being equal.
True low distortion and an even
response seem to count for far
more than simple ‘specification’.

By and large your choices seem
sensible, although | guess you can
buy more cheaply in all depart-
ments without sacrificing too much.

One year
on it looks and feels positively old hat,
thanks to new generation models like
Absolute Multimedia's Qutrageous
SoundMASTER MP3 Player.

This Swedish designed, Korean made
portable retails for an unbelievably cheap
£34.99. Real headline grabbing stuff for
sure, but what it doesn't explain is that
this design separates the player from the
card writer that squirts the MP3 music
down from your PC. For this you'll need
to pay an additional £54.99 in the shape
of the Outrageous SoundMASTER
Writer and MMC (MultiMedia Card).
Should you decide to buy both (very
sensible if you want to hear any music)
then Absolute MM will sell you a starter
pack comprising Player,Writer, |6MB
MMC, earphones, cables and software
for £79.99.

The MP3 player itself is remarkably
small, light and portable.With buttons for
Play, Stop, Forward, Back and SRS
(surround sound - hmmm...) plus a slider
for Jazz or Rock preset EQs and 2p-
sized volume thumbwheel, it's an
ergonomic delight. Around the side
there's a litle door for two postage-
stamp sized MMC cards (which come in
16,32 or 64MB varieties, giving a
theoretical maximum of 128MB),a
battery hatch taking one AA cell.

The idea is that you carry the Player
around with you and leave the Writer at
home connected to your PC.When you
want to change your music, you simply
take one or both of the MMCs out of
the player, load it into the Writer and

squirt some music
down from your
computer. Then you
just take the card
out of the Writer
and slot it back into the
Player and you're off. In
short the MMC works like twenty first
century cassette - except it's tiny, weighs
a matter of grams, stores up to 60
minutes of music and can be recorded
onto around ten times faster than real
time.As our American friends would say,
'pretty neat, huh!*

The Writer connects to your PC via
a large serial port interface, with a pass
through connector which lets you use
your printer while the it's connected.
Another useful feature is that the MMC
will store any file format, so you can use
it to transfer large amounts of data
between computers too. MMCs are fast
becoming a new standard in the
computer industry,and cost around £30
for a 16MB and £55 for 32MB. However,
as more manufacturers commit to them,
expect prices to fall dramatically and
higher capacities to follow soon.

The supplied software is excellent.
The manager lets you dragh'drop MP3s
from a Windows Explorer-style file menu
to the card with a click of your mouse
button, and worked without a glitch
every time. The real treat however was
MusicMatch Jukebox 5.0, which although
not the full retail version is the first
freeware on the market to offer full
320kbps MP3 ripping from CD.
Complete with the excellent Fraunhofer
Advanced CODEC, at this top data rate
it gives superb sound, better even that of
Sony's top MiniDisc DSP-Type R engine.

egular readers may remem-

ber the rave review

Computer Audio World
gave to Guillemot’s MaxiSound ISIS
last summer. It was a surprisingly
good performer, not least consider-
ing its makers’ core business lies in
video and graphics cards. For a little
over £200 the ISIS completely out-
flanked the opposition, offering an
unbeatable blend of facilities and
top sound. It shouldn’t be a com-
plete surprise, then, to see its
younger, cheaper brother the
Fortissimo making an appearance
here.

For the princely sum of £50 you
get a well presented package com-
prising the Fortissimo card itself, 2
installation CD-ROMs (including
drivers, mixer software and a copy
of Sonic Foundry's Acid DJ), plus a
rather good quick install guide with
photos. Nothing amazing here, espe-
cially if you're used to the shed-
loads of freebies that come with
anything with the words ‘Creative
Labs’ written on the box. However,
the card itself looks pretty special.
Build quality is excellent (consider-
ing the cheapo price tag), and not
wholly dissimilar to my current bud-
get fave, Yamaha's WaveForce
192XG. Indeed, close inspection
reveals a certain Yamaha YMF744
chip, which is the Japanese glant’s
latest audio engine, packing stacks
of features.

Working from 4kHz to 48kHz in
16bit PCM ctereo or mono, the
chip offers full duplex playback and
recording with on-the-fly sample
rate conversion (defaulting at

48kHz). There’s also DirectSoundT
3D hardware acceleration - a use-
ful feature which takes the audio
processing work off your poor
beleaguered PC's CPU - and the
usual, A3DT 1.0 and Sensaura sur-
round sound. Round the back you
get inputs for mic in, line in, digital
game port/ MIDI, front and rear
speakers and the all-important
S/PDIF optical digital out.

Computer musicians will
doubtless be happy to learn that the
Fortissimo contains a Yamaha XG
compatible |128-voice polyphonic
synth with stacks of downloadable
samples - just perfect for recreating
those early Depeche Mode hits in
the comfort of your own home!
The bundled ACID DJ software also
comes with a library of more than
600 prerecorded, royalty-free sound
loops, including hot guitar rhythms,
funky bass, pounding drums plus
some fairly weird noises!

After a day’s burn-in the
Fortissimo was given a dose of
Donald Fagen to contend with, in
the shape of ‘New Frontier’.
Through its onboard DAC and ana-
logue output stage the results were
mixed, the baby Guillemot sounding
not a million miles away from one
of those cheap but peppy sounding
CD players you can pick up from
Richer Sounds for sixty quid

True, there was bags of rhythm
and life to the sound, but this was
partly down to a rather brightly lit
upper midband, fizzy weble and
light-but-tight bass. Ironically con-
sidering its name, although the
Fortissimo could definitely do

computer audio

rhythms its dynamics weren’t the

best I've heard. In fact, it all sound-
ed a bit flat and compressed -
almost breathless when asked to
play Walter Becker's powerful jazz
piano cadences. Not massively
impressive through its onboard con-
verters then, but few soundcards
under £100 are, and it still sounds
miles better than the cheapo jobs
bundled with new PCs. Indeed the
Fortissimo beats all its rivals with
one notable exception.Via its opti-
cal digital out though, it was a dif-
ferent story. Driving Cambridge
Audio’s DACMagic 2 it was a star,
with oodles of detail and refinement
- easily the match of a lower mid-
price CD player.

It will transfer
digital audio from CD, MiniDisc, DAT
or satellite to your computer's hard
drive, via optical or coaxial inputs,
and then output it in any format you
want.

The ZA2's 'Copy Digital Audio’
mode lets you dub digital audio
directly through the card, performing
on-the-fly sample rate conversion
when necessary. The 'Pass Through'
mode sets all three of its digital out-
puts monitoring the same one digital
input, allowing you to make simulta-
neous copies of your digital source
onto DAT, CD-R, MD (or any other
digital recorder) in your preferred
subcode format (with SCMS or pre-
emphasis turned on or off).

The ZA2 gives you three types of
digital input-output and also includes
a number of useful driver software
and utilities. A half length (4.25x6.25")
ISA card. it sports just two jumpers
as most hardware configuration is
done in software, meaning that once

installed, adjusting parameters,

resources or switching inputs can
be done completely in software
without opening up the computer
or setting any DIP switches.

It uses two of your PC's 16-
bit DMA channels to offer simul-
taneous (full duplex) recording
and playback. Although PCs only
have three |6-bit DMA channels
available, two ZA2 cards can be
used at once thanks to driver soft-
ware which dynamically allocates
DMA channels, so that if one card is
operating at full duplex, the other will
switch to half-duplex mode.

Zefiro supply MS-DOS, Windows
3.1, Windows 95 and NT drivers with
the ZA2.These little software patches
configure the card's logic device and
DSP chip to function with your PC.
Because it is software- configurable,
updating the Zefiro is simply a case of
loading new drivers, rather than hav-
ing to get a new chip or move a set
of jumper switches. Windows 95 set
up was relatively simple, with the dri-
vers for the Xilinx 3030 control chip
and 24-bit Crystal 4920 DSP chip
loading and running transparently.

The installation software gives
you a new menu from the Windows
95 taskbar, offering a welter of func-
tions including digital input selection,
subcode control (including the ability
to switch on and off pre-emphasis,
SCMS copycode protection (naughty
naughty), test tone generation for
DAT recorder diagnostics, sample
rate conversion and Analogue Out
Volume for monitoring.

'Play Normal' mode lets you play
WAV files at their original sampling
rate (anything between 5-60 kHz).

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You can also convert files automati-
cally between any two sample rates
while recording, and lock the DSP
chip into any chosen sampling rate
regardless of what the original was.

With a serious, purpose-designed
digital interface installed in my PC |
soon found myself connecting all my
various digital devices (DAT
machines, MiniDisc recorders and
CD-Rs) to each other and spinning
off numerous copies of myriad
recordings.At all times the ZA2 was
a rock - there were no glitches, and
digital copies came out crystal-clear.

Most impressive was the sample
rate conversion, which gave the best
sounding results I've heard to date -
better than Cool Edit Pro's already
impressive conversion algorithm.
Treble in particular sounded smooth
and extended, and without the usual
duliness and lack of air and space that
comes from chopping things down
from 48kHz to 44.1.

A most impressive product then.
If you're after a flexible, powerful, dig-
jtal interface, it comes highly recom-
mended.

Amplifiers can be shrunk right down to fit
a stylish none-too-large case, tuners
became miniature push-buttons wonders
long ago, whilst source technologies - from
DVD through to mp3 - are in a state of
turmoil because there's so much innova-
tion. Yet to move air in the year 2000 we
are stili using an idea developed by Rice
and Kellog 75 years ago. Back in 1925 they
used a coil and magnet to drive a paper
cone, just as drive units do today.

Enter NXT. It uses a panel driven by
an exciter to generate sound. Unlike other
panels an NXT driver has a property |
believe is unique: random phase output. |
don’t want to get technical here.

Over the years | have seen technolo-
gy attempt to take over domestic living
space and fail. The first major expansion
outward was four-channel in the late
1970s. It wasn't overly complex in some
senses. Ignoring the fascinating problem of
getung four channels of information onto
an LP a puzzle even the Japanese couldn't
satisfactorily solve, all that was otherwise

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here has been another rash of white

vans selling loudspeakers round my

way. This is an enterprise which
seems very durable.As soon as one particu-
lar brand is sufficiently rumbled, a new set of
badges is cooked up and they're off again.
Amazingly, people buy them.

A couple of years ago | was breakfasting
in a café when a van-load of ‘salesman’
clambered in. Business must have been
good that morning; they were more
interested in tea and toast than sales. Making
due allowance for the blarney, there's a lot
of money to be made in this game. One of
the things which amazed ear-wigging me is
that credulity obviously rubs off. Spending all
day preying on the unsuspecting didn’t stop
one of them from bragging about how much
he'd paid for his shoes, which appeared to
be about seven quid's
worth of leather-look
paper with ‘gold’
buckles, £200.

We occasionally

get calls to the office
from people who've
walked into this
particular operation:
“I've just bought a
pair of Acoustic 3000
Monitors for £700;
they're worth over £1200.What are they
like?”

What are they like?! You spent £700 and
you don’t know?

To tell the truth, most of hi-fi nowadays
is reasonably idiot-proof and will survive
slap-dash choice: CD players are of a
reasonable standard and therefore sound
much alike, amplifiers ditto; levels of distor-
tion which would have once seemed
miraculous are mere minimum bench marks
for electronics designers today. Because of
this it’s unlikely that fingers will be too badly
burned in the electronic jungle

Unhappily this buy-with-confidence habit
has rubbed off on parts of the audio ¢chain
where it is less appropriate and loudspeak-
ers is one of them.All loudspeaker drivers,

- be they moving coil, electrostatic, piezo-
electric or what have you, have limitations.
To a large degree we've become acclima-
tized to these and, | suspect unconsciously,
we excuse less than perfect performance
because of this:“What can you expect from
a bookshelf model?” “Floorstanders are like
that . ” “This is always the trouble with

horns .

You can't win.At the time when the
Yinfinite baffle’ (or ‘sealed box’) was popular
it was possible to get a practically flat
response with good drivers and a well-
designed crossover. But amplifier power
levels were raised to overcome low sensitiv-
ity. The results shrieked for themselves.

Going back further, when loudspeaker
drivers were built with efficiency very firmly
in mind, construction materials tended to
add all the harmonics they could think of,
leaving the execrable cabinet designs to ruin
what was left. We're about halfway between
the two extremes at present: practically all
designs are based on the bass-reflex system,
but those which sound best to my ears tend
to err on the side of the closed box, having
reflex ports which are dormant for most of

the audible range.
Back to our boom-box bandits. One
of the more disturbing features of the
game is the fact that many people seem
to buy not because they want the
‘speakers but because they think that
they can sell the things on at a
profit, as a glance at the hi-fi
columns of Loot or the local
paper will show. Despite
the unfortunate vendors
having good cause to
doubt the trustworthi-
ness of the original
salesmen, the same
tired old slogans
continue to do the
rounds. To take an
example from last
week’s Tooting Bugle:
“Hi-Fi Speakers worth
over £2000 - look at my
shoes - bargain at £700 - two
slices and no black pudding,

cheers.”

It would be comforting to think this
trade will burn itself out as prices for ‘legit’
‘speakers come down, but | have my doubts.
Gilbert Briggs, founder of Wharfedale, once
put it succinctly:“The man in the street
doesn't want to buy the best equipment but
what he thinks is the best”

Why do people shell out something
between £450 and £750, on the street no
less, for a pair of loudspeakers? It's a lot of
money by anyone’s standards, sufficient for
questions to be asked first | would have
thought. Assured the Acoustic Monitors are
“worth £1200" and are on offer at much
less seems good enough reason for some
people. Gullible?

It’s not an offence to build a cheap
loudspeaker, set its price at an astronomical
£1200 then knock it down to £700. Perhaps
it isn't worth either amount, in which case it
would fail to sell in a showroom under the
spotlight of demonstration.

No such thing ever occurs, of course.
These 'speakers come straight out of the
back of a van! Do people think they are
buying stolen goods? More fool them if they
do.The trade is more legit than they are, if
that’s the case.

Since a major part of salesmanship lies in

persuading people what to think, |
guess that white vans will
continue to score or, to put it
more crudely, there's one
born every minute. So be
sensible: ask for a demonstra-

drinkers, hi-fi nuts know a bit
more about their specialist subject
than the average bloke down the pub.
But it's always fun to meet extremist
audiophiles, people who hold unshak-
able positions on every aspect of high
fidelity, and just can't be persuaded
otherwise.

Bordering on zealotry, these folks
are living proof that a little knowledge
can be a dangerous thing. One step
further down the slippery slope and
they'd be phoning late night talk radio
stations to expose imagined media
conspiracies or explain precisely how
Princess Di was assasinated. As
Woody Allen once said, ‘just because
I'm paranoid
doesn't mean
they aren't out to
get me'...

In my experi-
ence they're easy
enough to spot -
just look for the
guy who thinks about everything in
terms of a rip-off. Twenty five years
ago they’d be pontificating on whether
speakers or turntables were the most
important links in the system chain,
fifteen years back it was the great
analogue versus digital debate, now
it's moved on to the scourge of MP3.

A few weeks back | was talking to
someone about good old fashioned
analogue tape recorders, and the
conversation moved to DCC. |
remembered how I'd got to review
one back in 1994, having just joined
Hi-Fi World, and an A-B dem Noel did
with Nakamichi ZX-9 and a Philips
DCC951.The latter survived this
torture test surprisingly well, proving
in no uncertain terms how well its
Philips PASC data compression system
worked. The guy | was chatting to
agreed with me on DCC, and then
moved onto the vexed topic of MP3,
mentioning the words ‘crap’ and
‘rubbish’ in swift succession.

Unaware of the fact that MP3 is
actually a direct evolution of the
PASC perceptual coding system, the
guy was just trundling out ignorant,
misinformed prejudices that many
self-proclaimed experts possess.

Funnily enough, this is precisely the
kind of nonsense that did no favours
for his beloved DCC format several
years earlier. | vividly remember
Digital Compact Cassette being
presented as the enemy of music
thanks to its (shock, horror) data
reduction system. The objection was a
philosophical one - in a world where
front ends should retrieve as much
music as possible, here was some
ghastly new format that was throwing
it all away!

Being a big DAT fan at the time, |
can't say | was particularly well
disposed to DCC either, until | heard
that Philips 951. The theory is often
very different to the practice, and the
practice was that PASC was a very

well developed compression system
that made DCC sound far better than
many uncompressed |ébit PCM CD
players. Why get on your high horse
about a sweet and detailed sounding
DCC machine and not take objection
to budget CD players that by
comparison make dentists drills sound
like waves lapping against the shore?
MP3 has elicited similar
reactions from a lot of people
who ought to know better.
Simply a file format that uses
intelligent compression to
make it computer- friendly,
some people seem to
regard it as a mutant
monster that's going to
flatten our houses and
swallow our children
whole. Again, the
objection is philosoph-
ical (it's a data
compressed format) but
this time there's more.
Nightmare of nightmares, MP3's
natural habitat (at the moment, at
least) is computers, and instead of
going into your friendly local music
shop to buy a nice disc with pretty
packaging, it suffers the indignity of

coming down the phone line!

What's the beef? Is it that some
people just can't seem to get their
heads round the idea that this century
is going to involve contact with
computers! Maybe it's the idea that
hi-fi is so sacred it can't possibly
involve the outside world? Or is it
that storing music on computers is
such an amazingly easy, convenient
and powerful way of keeping it? | have
5,000 LPs in my house which take up
an entire room of physical space -
why not put them on one 5cm by
IScm computer hard drive, with only
a modest loss of sound quality! These
are issues hi-fi has to wrestie with in
the twenty first century. As for me, |
don't have a problem with any format
- life's too short. | buy vast quantities
of music on vinyl, to play it at home
on my beloved Micheli turntable, in
the car on my Kenwood CD tuner
(using CD-Rs recorded with my PC),
and out and about on an MP3
portable. Simple as that. @

actually boosted CD
player sales, especially if they were
equipped with a digital output), DVD is a
deadly rival.

Budget CD players from Technics, Sony,
Philips and Cambridge continue to sell
well, yet from around £150 upward sales
appear to hit a glass ceiling. That glass
ceiling coinciding precisely with the £150
price point that DVD players now start at.
Budget DVD machines (below £200) have
proved immensely popular, and occupy a
price point where all but the most die-hard
audiophiles would choose a machine that
can also play films. Agreed, the sound
quality of a decent £200 CD player will still
outperform that of an equivalent DVD, yet
the difference isn't that great to those not
bothered (and there are plenty of them)
about the finer nuances of music. Yet.
perhaps most surprisingly of all,it's not
these machines that are the best selling,
but the class above (£200-£300). At this
price point, the sound quality from
machines such as the Toshiba SD2109 (our
best selling separate) and Pioneer DV525 is
actually not at all bad, with the added
bonus that the plciure yuality is better
than any VHS recorder can muster.

Rather like their budget counterparts
these players are primarily being used for
films. | still don't know of anyone who has
bought a DVD at this price point solely for
use as a CD player (although there must
be someone out there that has!). Despite
this, the sound quality is good enough for
so many that they won't consider buying
another CD player. Unless, that is, it's the
new SACD format.

It’s not unheard of in the hi-fi industry
for potential customers to “just wait that
little bit longer”. As with many other
consumer durables there always appears
to be a new development just around the
corner that' s worth waiting for. Of
course, taken to it's extreme, we'd never
buy anything as we'd all be in a perpetual
state of waiting! Yet the CD player market

has had more than its fair share of
“*developments” to keep the doubting
Thomas' doubting. First the shift to |6-bit
4 times oversampling, then Bitstream kept
us hanging on. In the mid-nineties there
was great interest in High Definition
Compact Disc (HDCD). This has yet
to really catch on, though, as
it's reliant on software that
has been rather less than
forthcoring. What's more
there was also going to be
SACD just around the
corner. Well now that too
is here.Actually it’s been
here for over a year now,
but the prices are now
seriously tempting. Industry
leader Sony now have their
SCD-XB940 player at just
£550. A big reduction in
price from previous
offerings, and with the
promise of cheaper still
players to follow.

What's more, the sound
quality from SACD is really
rather good. SACD shows

measurable and subjective improvements
in sound quality over conventional CD.
However, rather like HDCD, the software
could prove its stumbling block. But big
name record companies are in on it, and
the new hardware will play existing CDs,
thereby not rendering existing collections
obsolete.To the committed audiophile it's
one new technology that's been worth
waiting for with the only fly in the
ointment being whether DVD-A (when it
finally arrives) will be any better, and will it
to have the necessary software back up?
Either way CD is definitely in the
doldrums. Those who appreciate music but
aren't especially fanatical about it are
turning to DVD players in their thousands.
Others are either plunging into the realms
of SACD or waiting to see how it
compares with DVD-A. Further develop-
ments will include recordable DVD, and
the possibility of a unit combining both
DVD and SACD (why not! Sony is already
proficient in both sectors). | feel that these
will only hammer down the coffin lid of
CD more firmly.Who would have thought
it when as little as ten years ago CD
seemed all conquering after
defeating vinyl sales? Times,

Measured Performance

CROFT TROUBADOUR

Croft use output d.c. blocking capacitors in
the Troubadour, instead of transformers
which both block d.c.and act as an imped-
ance match between valve and loudspeaker.
It's been tried before and none too success-
fully, the problem being excessive distortion
due to gross mismatching between valves
and load. Croft have tackled this problem
relatively well, but all the same capacitor
coupled valve amps have weaknesses to off-
set strengths. They are peculiar beasts.

The Troubadour produces just 10W into
8Q before clipping. Without load matching
through a transformer it cannot be adjusted
to cope with lower values, as valves need to
be.The level of mismatch goes up, pulling
power down to 6W. Below output overload
however the amplifier does act like a capaci-
tor coupled solid-state amplifier (i.e. con-
stant voltage source), producing almost
twice as much power into 4Q than 8Q.

Loaded by 8Q, distortion levels were
reasonable, measuring 0.2% at 1W/lkHz and
0.55% at full output. A good transformer-
coupled amp will produce much less distor-
tion (around 0.01% second harmonic) at W
and about the same amount at full output,

CLEARAUDIO SYMPHONO
MC PHONO AMPLIFIER

With warp filter selected, frequency
response of the Symphono shelved down
slowly below IkHz, reaching -1dB at 50Hz.
Below this frequency the filter rolls off
response quickly. This is very much the
European approach, which follows an IEC
directive specifying use of a warp filter.
Japanese,American and British designs usual-
ly lack this facility. The slight 318uS shelving
makes for a lean sound and absence of deep
bass lighten things further, although it also
makes bass seem less ponderous. With warp
filter selected, using jumpers, response runs
down to 8Hz (-1dB) but there was still a
slight (-0.2dB or so) shelf loss below |kHz.
Response measurement suggests the
Symphono will sound a little bright, perhaps
analytical.

From a source impedance of 472 there

but low level performance counts for more,
so capacitor coupling has no benefits here. It
does give equivalent levels of distortion to a
poor transformer at low and high frequen-
cies, whilst not matching a good one.

Frequency response of the Troubadour
was very wide, stretching from 3Hz up to
130kHz within 1dB, a performance impossi-
ble to achieve with transformers. Channel
separation was good and noise low. At
900mV for full output sensitivity was low, so
a pre-amp with gain is needed. Hum was low
and so was hiss, a condition helped by very
low gain.

The Troubadour needs careful ‘speaker
matching.Very few loudspeakers these days
stay above 8Q2 and can deliver useful output
from 9W. Castle and Klipsch manage best,
most others using low impedance to draw
power from solid-state amps, not a situation
the Troubadour greets with enthusiasm. It is
a quirky product, but capacitor coupled valve
amps are. NK

Well-engineered, this moving coil stage
does its job properly, but it may have a lean
or dry sound, especially with warp filter
selected.

TAG MACLAREN 60i

TAG's 60i amplifier produces a useful 72W
into a standard 8(2 load, increasing to
120W into 4. The power supply is fairly
“stiff”, making this a good amplifier for
dealing with low impedance loudspeakers.
TAG have applied feedback evenly, sup-
pressing high frequency distortions as much
as those in the midband. From very low
output levels up to full output, and at all
frequencies, distortion did not exceed
0.01%.The rise in distortion caused by
heavier draw of a low 442 load was less
than usual, so the 60i measured well here
also. This is a truly low distortion amplifier.
Channel separation was wide and noise
low. The latter was partly attributable to a
low-ish input sensitivity of 310mV. The

amplifier is best used with modern high

output sources, rather than ageing tuners
or cassette decks.

Frequency response stretched from a
low 4Hz up to 40kHz. This is a good com-
promise between the warmer and more
enclosed sound of limited bandwidth amps
and wideband designs that can sometimes
sound a little hard and scratchy.

The F3 Series 60i measures well in all

UNISON S2 AMPLIFIER

The EL34s of the S2 amplifier arranged in
single-ended mode each produce 8W/chan-
nel.To make the most of this small amount
of power takes careful loudspeaker choice.
They must be sensitive and have a reason-
ably smooth, resistive impedance character-
istic. This excludes small loudspeakers,
which are insensitive.

HEYBROOK HB-I

The HB-Is have some lumpiness in their fre-
quency response and may sound a little
characterful as a result. That isn't always
assessed as bad though and the HB-Is have
been popular for some time, so they will
likely pass muster.There’s some bass empha-
sis and rising treble too, giving a loudness
effect. It will make the HB-Is sound lively,
the treble lift being sufficiently well con-
trolled to avoid excessive brightness.

The ports do little, peaking narrowly at

60Hz and extending bass down to 40Hz.

JPW ML510
The JPW ML510 produced a loud 87dB
from one nominal watt of input so it goes
louder than most small loudspeakers.

The Cresta has a smooth, even frequency
response characteristic that falls slowly
toward high frequencies.

Absence of treble peaking will make the
Cresta seem less forward in a showroom
demo than others, but it is accurate and will
prove itself in long-term listening. Forward
output falls away below 100Hz, the rear fir-
ing port taking over below this, taking out-
put down to 30Hz (-6dB). The port peaks at
S0Hz so it works quite low for such a small

cabinet.

However, this means that most bass comes
from cone forward output which, being in-
phase, is likely to have more coherence and
slam.

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TANNOY mx|

A small rise in treble output will give a little
zest to the mx|'s treble but the speaker will
not sound bright. Likewise, there’s some
overall lift toward low frequencies too.
Together these effects should make the mx|
sound quite lively. It is accurate enough
though, with the tweeter well integrated with
the bass unit. The port peaks at 52Hz and
reaches down to 30Hz. Overall bass output
seems quite high. [t will not be bass-shy.

A low impedance bass unit (DCR 4.2(2)

draws current in order to generate bass

power, contributing to the reasonable sensi-
tivity value of 85dB from one nominal watt
of input. Overall impedance measured 6.6€2,
due to the usual rise in reactive voice coil
component, before the tweeter cuts in. This
makes the mx| an easy high frequency load
but, like the Cresta, it will benefit from an
amplifier with grunt for best bass.
Tannoy's mx| follows current design

trend in small loudspeakers, offering a good

balance of performance all round.

MISSION fs2

We had difficulties with this system, unlike

X-Space before it. There’s a dip in the
crossover region between subwoofer and
NXT panel, from 250Hz to 300Hz.This is
the lower midrange which affects the degree
of “warmth” in the sound. The panel and the
subwoofer don't tie up too well in effect.
The problem lies with the subwoofer.

Standing upright in a corner, as intended,
the subwoofer runs smoothly from 30Hz up
to 160Hz (-3dB), our analysis shows. It's an
impressive result. Trouble is, the cone sees
an anti-node at 300Hz due to the distance
from cone rear, via port, to floor. This puts
a suckout at 300Hz in the forward
response which spoils integration. If the
subwoofer is repositioned so the port
doesn’t see a wall or floor in order to
improve integration, deep bass is lost, so
there’s a compromise here.

Unfortunately the NXT panel also
loses a bit of output below 400Hz against
a wall which worsens the problem slightly.
Otherwise the NXT panel runs smoothly
up to 10kHz, after which output falls away
to |6kHz.

Used as intended the fs2 has a signifi-

cant dip in its forward response around
300Hz. Better dimensioning could have

avoided the problem. Mission told us they

were happy with the sound, but we felt the

dip could be plainly heard.

Sensitivity was a reasonable 85dB when
working the mono subwoofer from one
channel. Impedance measured 158, but of
course bass power is supplied by the sub-
woofer amp so impedance will appear
high. Our impedance analysis shows a pri-
marily resistive characteristic, with very
high impedance up to 500Hz where an
amplifier is seeing the subwoofer, then a
smooth descent to 8Q as the NXT panel
comes in, before rising back up.This is a
very easy load for any amplifier, so the fs2
system will get the best from amplifiers.

Mission's new NXT system measures
very well in most respects. Key points are
deep bass extension, low distortion, col-
oration free midrange without phase prob-
lems and great dispersion. The subwoofer
and panels don't integrate as well as they
could though, unfortunate considering that
the X-Space had no such problem.
