DANCE HALLS. 10«) MUSICIANS OE THE SCOTTISH CAPITAL WILL 
PUT AWAY THEIR INSTRUMENTS ON SATURDAY NIGHT AND 
LEAVE THEIR EMPLOYMENT, AND MONDAY WILL SEE THE 
PROPRIETORS FACED WITH THE PROBLEM OF PROVIDING 
SCRATCH ORCHESTRAS COMPOSED OF NON-UNION MEN, OR, 
ALTERNATIVELY, ARRANGING FOR MUSIC TO BE FURNISHED 
BY RADIOGRAM. --------------------------------------------------

The dispute has arisen over the 
refusal of the dance-hall manage­
ments to enter Into negotiations with 
tho Musicians’ Union with a view to 
drawing up a charter of post-war 
employment.

The local musicians tendered two 
weeks’ notice to terminate their en­
gagement. which will take effect this 
Saturday (April 21).

At a meeting last week, when the 
evening’s work was over, representa­
tives from all Union bands.in the city

* .discussed the situation, and It was 
decided to reaffirm the decision to 
cease work at the end of this week 
in default of a change of attitude on 
the part of the employers.

Mr. T. Bell, of the Edinburgh Trades 
and Labour Council, who presided, 
assured them that theirs was a just 
case. " You must stand firm and 
fight the matter to the finish,” he 
said, and added that it was likely 
that the sunport of the .Scottish 
T.U.C. would be forthcoming.

In the meantime members of the
Musicians’ Union throughout Britain 
will refuse to accept engagements . ------ ------ — ofin Edinburgh pending a solution 
the present difficulties.

NO WAGE DISPUTE

Jimmy Miller, late.of Teddy Joyce’s 
Band, bandleader at the Princes Ball­
room. told the Melody Maker:—

” We are not asking for higher 
wages but only that the proprie­
tors recognise our Union and con­
clude an agreement with us on the 
question of post-war employment. 

. We are trying to safeguard the 
bread-and-butter of the musicians 

. after the war against under-cutting, 
which we fear may happen In 
default of an agreement to prevent 
Musicians throughout Edinburgh are 

emphatic In stating that steps must 
now be taken to prevent the unsatis­
factory conditions which they main­
tain prevailed after World War No. 1.

Bill Wilkie, of the Eldorado Ball­
room, Leith, said:—

*' We have no grouse against the 
proprietor other than that he will 
not recognise the Union. My bbys 
are 100 per cent, strong behind the 

. Union, and if no agreement is 
reached in the meantime they will 

• finish at the end of the week.”
Bertini, leader of the orchestra at 

the Palais de Danse, declined to make 
any statement on the position.

” Until the matter comes before 
a tribunal, as doubtless it will,” he 
said, ”1 will leave it to the boys 
to say what they wish on their own 
On Sunday the Ballroom Proprie­

tors' and Managers’ Association held 
a meeting to discus» the position,

MW VETERAN
MB EÄSSON

PASSES
lostTHE London dance-band world ___. 

one ot the real stalwarts of its 
early days last week, when Bob 

Easson, a member ot Jack Payne’s 
Band many years ago, and more re­
cently conductor at the Grand
Theatre, Clapham Junction, London, 
passed away in the West Middlesex 
Hospital, at the age of 51.

The Melody Maker deeply regrets 
to report the news of Bob's death, 
which took place suddenly, after a 
short illness, on April 12. wc under­
stand fiom a form of meningitis.

Bob suffered a very disturbing 
shock through an enemy V-bomb inci­
dent a few weeks ago. and although 
he was not injured it is thought that 
this mav have had some bearing on 
the sudden and very unexpected illness 
to which he succumbed.

An extremely popular and talented 
musician. Bob. who played violin, 
saxophones, and clarinet, was with 
Jack Payne right back In his very 
early days at the Hotel Cecil in 
London, and altogether spent some­
thing like a dozen years in the band. 
Por some time after that—right up 
until shortly before his death, in fact 
—he was recording and broadcasting 
with Billy Cotton's Band,

For the past three years and more, 
however. Bob had ceased to be pre­
occupied entirely with dance music, 
and was conductor of the pit 
orchestra at the Grand Theatre. 
Clapham, a post which he carried on 
with distinction and success.

The funeral was last Monday (16th) 
at Falkirk, in Scotland. Bob’s old 
home. He leaves a widow and one 
daughter, to whom we express our 
very deepest sympathy.

Consequent upon Bob Easson’s 
sudden passing, conductorship at the 
Clapham Grand Theatre has now 
gone to Billy Palmer, formerly 
drummer in the band, to whom wc 
extend our best wishes on his 
appointment.

A LTO notability Jim Easton, for 
■¿A. some years past a shining light 
in Lew Stone’s Orchestra, has moved 
to Town, and is nowadays playing 1st 
sax with Roland Peachey's outfit at 
the May Fair Hotel. Jim left Lew 
Stone at Southampton on the best 
possible terms: the move has been 
made simply because lie wished to re­
turn to the West End.

" YtTS/E INTEND TO MAKE LONDON THE SWING 
VV CENTRE OF THE WORLD I ”
With these challenging words, the “Melody 

Maker” was this week informed of a sensational 
scheme for a series of regular Sunday Swing 
Celebrity Concerts In London to put bands and 
swing-stars right on the map and give them the 
prestige and the “ place in the sun ” that they 
have for long deserved.

Sponsoring the scheme are Countess Mala de la 
Marr and Mr. Clifford Webb, and in an interview 
with the “ Melody Maker,” Mr. Webb said :

” I have taken an interest in swing 
matters for a long time and. as a 
theatrical producer and promoter 
myself, I have noted with surprise 
the absence of any regular attempt 
to put swing on the map.

INTERNATIONAL STARS
“ Independent concert? take place 

at odd times, but the profession has 
no ' shop window ’ in which to display 
its new talent and its new artists.

“ I have, therefore, decided to 
launch regular concerts in London 
at which the cream of this country’s 
swing talent will be represented. As 
the situation cases, I intend to have 
Continental and American stars 
take part in our programmes, and 
with the support of the fans, I led 
sure I can make London the swing­
centre of the world, by concerts that 
are truly international in 
character.” 
The concerts will at present take 

place at fortnightly Intervals, every 
other Sunday, commencing on June 3. 
but. if the support is forthcoming, will 
ultimately become weekly.

The theatre engaged for this excit­
ing venture is the spacious Winter 
Garden Theatre in Drury Lane, 
W.C.2 (nearest station: Holborn), 
which it is intended to make the 
mecca of swing fans from June 3 
onwards.

could not at the present time make 
an agreement to cover post-war con­
ditions. inasmuch as such conditions 
cannot to-dav be foretold and thev 
therefore consider It eouituble both 
to the proprietors and to. the-musi­
cians themselves that the engage­
ment oi men should continue as at 
present.

It was further agreed that as'far 
as possible the dance halls would 
remain open for the benefit of their 
patrons.

It Is emphasised by both sides 
that no dispute os to present wages 
or conditions exists, and the pro­
prietors s»r*ss the fact that in most 
rases in Edinburgh the wages paid 
to the musicians are in excess of 
the rates laid down by the Musi­
cians’ Union, and in any event 
never below those rates.
Mr. D»vld Sharp, proprietor of the 

Silver Slipper Ballroom, and chair­
man of the Proprietors’ and Man­
agers Association, told th“ Melody 
Maker after the meeting that some 
halls would still be able to provide 
odcounte orchestras, despite the with­
drawal of a number of the city's 
musicians.

Manv bands are not 100 per cent. 
Union bands, and. furthermore, num­
bers of casual musicians were avail­
able and could be called upon to step 
Into the breach. Where this was not 
possible he nrnmlsed that mechanical 
music would bp provided and every 
endeavour made to keep all the 
affected halls open

Romantic Seeley 
On the Stage

QINGTNG guitarist Burton Seeley, 
well known on radio and stage 

for his " Romantic Troubadour ’’ act. 
has now blossomed forth as band­
leader, and mav be seen this current 
week at the Bedford Theatre, Camden 
Town (London), heading a combina­
tion of piano, bass, drums, four saxo­
phones and two trumpets, he and his 
band being an integral part of the 
touring revue " Romance in Rhythm,” 
of which Burton himself is the king­pin.

■Of the high aualitv of Burton’s 
offering, as something for the general 
public, there can be no doubt. Ho 
himself has already earned a big 
reputation as a singer of romantic 
songs, in which role he is a tower of 
strength an-v theatre programme.

With Burton, as pianist in the band. 
Is Jack Saville, for manv,years a well- 
known ivories man in the dance-band 
world, and in the present show also 
playing tasteful accompaniments and 
reaching his own particular piece de 
resistance when spotlighted in a solo 
act à ia Charley Kunz, which gets a 
very big hand from the audience.

DEBONAIR LEADER

Other features of the Seeley offering 
arc two girl singers, Brenda Barrie, 
a vivacious newcomer to the Seeley 

who sings popular numbers of 
the day. and Jane Grant, whose one 
song in the production, a " straight" 
offering, stopped the show.

And now to the band, which Is 
billed as the " Swinctime Serp- 
naders," but. as it stands, is frankly 
not a strong feature at present, beln«» 
in that transitory " building upn 
stage when it gives a somewhat 
ragged and unconvincing perform­
ance. Burton himself cuts a debo­
nair figure in front. He should 
remember, however, that he is far 
more convincing an artist when sing­
ing his romantic sones than In 
attempting a comedv angle.

With the band are two other well- 
known stalwarts of the business In 
the persons of Noah B’-nadhead 
(drums), late of Felix Mendelssohn’s 
outfit, and Reg Kelly (bass), who is 
also known for his comcdv work . 
Remainder of the boys arc Benny 
Turner. John Taylor, Bill Bennett 
and Billy Robinson (saxes, etc.), and 
Harry Jackson and’ Johnny Martin­
dale, (trumpets). Bill Bennett is a 
member of the R.A.F. Central Band, 
just back from a tour of the States, 
and is filling in with the show whilst 
on leave.

IN these days, when jazz is called 
swing, and swing is anything one 

can dance to. and anything one can 
dance to is jazz, descriptive terms 
don't get one very far. Years of 
loose usage has robbed them of any 
fine meaning.

But as I have to describe these 
records. I don’t think I can do better 
than say that they are about as 
near to the early ragtime which was 
one of the forefathers of true jazz 
as one could find.

PLAYED AS WRITTEN

In the first place, thc tunes are 
definitely ragtime. Scott Joplin was 
one of the most famous of thc early 
writers of thc rags which were the 
popular music of the coloured folk of 
America in thc last years of thc 
1800*s and thc first years of thc 
present century., and " Maple Leaf 
Rag" is one of his most famous 
compositions.

Joe Jordan may be less well known, 
but one has only to hear his " Sweetie 
Dear '• to realise that it. too. is in 
every sense of the word ragtime.

Presented with such tunes it.is not 
surprising to find Sidney Bechet and 
his satellites playing them in much 
the wav they were played at the time 
thev were written.

Bechet and most of the musicians 
who play in thc sides with him started 
their musical careers after ragtime 
had been superseded by jazz. But 
they all hail from New Orleans, 
where ragtime was the vogue during 
their childhood days, and what they 
don’t still know about the music is 
probably not worth knowing.

Most typical of the ragtime era is 
Henry Duncan, whose piano solo in 
"Sweetie Dear" is- not only un­
adulterated ragtime, but .'ragtime 
about as good as any pianist possibly 
ever played it: but thc whole .band 
interprets this early iNegro folk music
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about as characteristically as it has 
CYCLbcen Interpreted since the days 
°[ the original ragtime bands.

Of course, one has. as- usual, to out 
up with Bechet’s exaggerated vibrato 
and anything but academic tone; 
but this factor is a good deal less 
displeasing here than It sometimes is. 
partly because it is so typical of the 
way many of the early ragtime reed 
Instrumentalists played, and partly 
because it is to a great extent com­
pensated by the terrific drive with 
which Bechet can—and in these 
records does—perform.

But then, drive is one of the fea­
tures of the whole bund in both these 
sides. What it hasn't got in the'wav 
of spontaneity and abandon isn’t 
worth having.

This old-time ragtime certainly had 
a kick that neither jazz nor swing 
ever exceeded; and. what is more, it 
had bright, catchy melodies beside 
which the riffs of swing often seem 
pretentious!}' laboured and trite.

HPHESE two sides come from tht 

same May. 1944. session as 
George’s “Broadhurst Gardens Blues.” 
by the Jive Eight, and “Mood for 
Trumpet,” by the big ork. issued last 
October on. Decca. F8458.

It’s thc Jive Eight side that scores 
the highest honours.

Possibly, because Jock Cummings 
sounds a little forced in his seeming 
endeavour to make up for the drive 
which Jack Collier. lor alL his fine 
legit technique, appears lust to lack, 
thc Rhythm section is not exactly the 
greatest ever.
-But bthefwise; in following out the 

more or less conventional small-band 
swing-formula of solos. accompanied 
by organ harmony or simple figures, 
interspersed with ensemble passages, 
the -combo does’ a first-rate Job.

Harry Hayes plays with the refined, 
rather detached style which was 
tvplcal of him round about the time 
these sides were made; Tommy 
MtQuater is at his. less excited best: 
McDevitt and Skidmore do well; and 
once again thc Immaculate George 
proves that his “reputation for being 
our greatest swing soloist, irrespec­
tive of Instrument, Js thoroughly 
deserved
; But it is one thing to be a brilliant 
instrumentalist and another to be an 
equally good writer of swing tunes for 
big bands, and I'm afraid I must say 
that about • the best thing about 
George’s- “All Is Not Gold That 
Jitters ” is its not unwitty title.

’ Thc piece is little if any more than 
a not very imaginative effort to follow 
those American, writers who. unable 
to conceive anything more original 
than some, more or less hackneyed 
riffs, attempt to conceal their lack 
of melodic inspiration behind vividlty 
of tone colours and a generally over- 
extravagant employment of any 
Harlem-Invented trick that, having 
become a trick ot the moment, seems 
good enough to pinch.

Beset with such material it is not 
surprising td find the band more 
conspicuous for a rather obviously 
forced verve than for the relaxed lift 
that is the essence of good swing, 
and while some of our younger suing 
fans mav be intrigued by thc super­
ficial excitement of the performance 
in general and thc wild trumpet work 
in particular. It has all left m<r rather 
cold—that is. all except George s 
trombone solos, which are again 
suoerb.

npHIS is another ” Corner " feature 
-L ’ which looks like becoming over­
burdened if the present flow of 
printed works bearing on jazz is main­
tained. It has got so that in future 
we shall have to list the publications 
along with brief comments, except 
^here oug has particular merit or’ 
significance.

Here goes, anyway, for the first lot: 
" Vox Pop," Vol. 2, Issues 1. 2, 3 and 
4 (Jan. 1945-April). "Vox Pop" will 
be known to most readers as the 
monthly organ of the Workers’ Music 
Association. As a progressive paper 
it never disdained mention of jazz; 
indeed, its publishers put out lain 
Lang's excellent blues Booklet at a 
time when the public was starved of 
reliable information on the subject.

This year “V.P.” .took on a new 
format, incorporated the Nottingham 
" Jazz Record ” magazine, and now 
iirints a small Jazz section in each 
ssue. This is in the hands of Jimmy 

Asman.-of Newark. The numbers we 
have to hand arc each twelve-page 
Jobs containing about three pages 
devoted to jazz. The May number will 
be enlarged to sixteen pages.

So far, contributions nave appeared 
from Don Biggar, Muriel Roger. 
Graham Boatficld, Rex Norton, Bill 
Rankin and Jim Asman. Although of 
necessity the pieces are short, and 
sometimes scrappy, they follow a 
clearly defined pattern. The aim is 
to boost improvised Jazz, as played by 
acknowledged jazzmen, but also to 
irove that the production of good 

azz in this country, by local musi­
cians, Is possible. “ V.P.” costs six­
pence monthly. It is obtainable from 
the W.M.A., 9. Great Newport Street, 
London, W.C.2.

“JAZZ DISCOGRAPHY”
Quite recently we reviewed a U.S. 

Jazz mag. colled " The Needle,” point­
ing out that in 1945 It was appearing 
only three times in enlarged format. 
No. 1 has not yet shown up, but the 
Sublishers have produced " Jazz 

►iscography" which, as the name 
implies, is a listing of “ additions and 
corrections " to " H.D." compiled by 
Ken Pensoneault and Carl Sarles—two 
collectors at present in one of 
America’s prisons, where they con­
trive to play jazz and .sort out 
relevant information.

The book is attractive enough.

After one or two readings the book 
seems to contain Just odds and ends 
of Information, listed with no attempt 
at completeness. But with familiarity 
the work may come to possess greater 
value. Certainly it represents a good 
deal of painstaking labour.

“ Index to Jazz ”—part one of which 

arrived last week—looks like being 
the biggest advance on Delaunay's 
epoch-making “ H.D.” Compiled by 
New Orleans collector-critic Orin 
Blackstone, the Index will run into 
four volumes Issued at approximately 
six-monthly Intervals.

He 
caught a severe and obscure tropical 
disease destined to be complicated by 
mastoids and a lung ailment.

Ever since September, 1942. he has 
been In and out of hospital, and has 
endured indescribable agony while 
all possible medical attention was 
devoted to trying to repair his 
shattered health.

Now Bert has been told that it will 
be useless to undergo any more treat­
ment and the best advice that can be 
offered is to go home and stay in bed.

It is a bitter end to a most 
brilliant career, for it means Bert will 
never play trumpet again, or even be 
able to continue his teaching, which 
since his discharge from the Army 
had supplied his livelihood and 
developed many fine young players.

Everyone who knows this outspoken 
and likeable musician will want to 
add to our own deep regret and 
sympathy for him in his luckless 
plight.

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Eric Winstones "Psychological Thesis On Musicians" Has Produced An 

Enormous Reaction, And We Propose To Publish Several /Wore/art'«« 
Arising Out Of His Remarks. Here Is The First, by EDGAR JACKSON, 

who writes on

MUSICIANS «
TpRIC WINSTONE’S article last 
•Lu week on "Human Cash Registers" 
came as something of a shock to me 
because it suddenly made me realise 
that exactly the same opinions have 
for some while now been foisting 
themselves into the back of my mlna, 
try as I would to refuse to admit 
even to myself the truth of them.

Let me hasten to explain that in 
making this confession I am doing 
anything but axe-grinding, for the. 
simple reason that I have no axe to 
grin<never did aspire to such lofty 
heights as bandleading. •

The nearest I ever got to it was 
years ago when I used to produce 
bands for night clubs and road 
houses, and I gave that up when a 
found that, while the managements 
were only too pleased to avail them­
selves of my services when they 
didn’t know how or where to turn for 
a band, they begrudged me the small 
commission I made and did their 
utmost to got rid of me the moment 
the band was formed, rehearsed and 
making a success.

’ SADDER AND WISER

Another thing that made me a wiser 
if sadder man was that once I had 
installed the musicians in comfortable 
jobs which they hadn’t the business 
acumen to find for themselves, • it 
wasn't so long before certain of them 
(but by no means all, 1 hasten to say 
to their eternal credit) repaid me by 

. negotiating direct with the manage­
ments, thereby cutting me out 
entirely. , „

Not that I bear any grudges. It all 
happened so many years ago that any 
bitterness has long worn off.

But it does prove that Eric Win­
stone Is not the only one who has 
suffered, even though war-time condi­
tions have made the life of band­
leaders even more of a headache 
than they were previously.

But like most questions, this one 
has its other side—and how!

That other side came out pretty 
strongly when, by a perhaps not so 
strange coincidence, this very subject 
of musicians’ attitudes these days, 
arose in the course of a conversation 

- I was having with a well-known West 
End star musician while he and I 
were travelling to a contest In the 
North some twd or three weeks ago.

Said the musician:
” Anything that’s wrong to-day with 

the so-called 1 big-time ’ musicians 
who. arc most sought after by the 
' name ’ bandleaders is the result of 
two things—custom and lack of 
respect-for the bandleaders.

“ Few of these ' name ’ bandleaders 
.really know their jobs, and the 
musicians know it.

“ Consequently, far from having 
any respect, for the leaders, they feel 
they are merely being exploited by 
them.

“CUSTOM AND LOYALTY0 

" The musicians feel that it is their 
ability, and their ability almost 
entirely, that is enabling many leaders 
to maintain their positions as such at 

.all, and they resent that while they 
provide the goods the leaders get the 
publicity and all that ensues from it.

" The musicians resent the time 
wasted in rehearsing (purely for the 
benefit of leaders who. far from being 
able to put things right when they 
are wrong, don’t know when anything 
is wrong) music which can never be 
really good because if the leader has 
any ideas they arc usually musically 
poor and corny as jazz.

•' But they resent still more, because 
It seems such an injustice, and 
because it is such an affront to their 
pride in their own capabilities, that 
conditions are such that they have to 
play under leaders who have no right, 
musically, to be leaders.

" Th::. Inevitable lack , of respect 
for their lenders on the part of. 
musicians brings me back to the first 
of their '» xcuj • s ’ for any hick of 
ethics of which they can be accused— 
custom.

" Ever since dance bands first be­
came popular after the last war most 
of the bandleaders have gained their 
reputations with the public mainly on

anything but a real understanding of 
dance music and all that the pro­
duction of a good danco band entails 
In the way of musical knowledge.

" Inefficient leaders and so for the 
most part bad bands, which look 
like ruining the dance music pro­
fession after the war, if It is not 
already ruined, have been the custom.

" Managements and promoters are 
all on the look out for cheap bands, 
because they know they can get away 
with them. The public doesn’t
demand good bands because, having
been wrongly educated by leaders
who, while they may be good show­
men. have no musical ideals, they
don’t know a good band from a bad 
one.

•' In such circumstances, what 
future is there in the profession?— 
what inspiration to become a good 
musician and remain loyally with a 
band, putting in long hours of tedious 
rehearsal, to make the band good?

" is it, then, to bo wondered at that 
the custom has always been lucre 
before loyalty and make hay wherever 
the sun may for the moment be 
shining?

" That such reasoning has for long 
been the custom is undeniable, and 
while war conditions may have made 
Its temptation more difficult to resist, 
because of the law of supply and 
demand, it is really the fault of a

effect. Whenever Shaw gets near a reporter he spills 
a load about the corrupt business methods which typify 
the dance band trade. Nov; he has launched another 
tirade against the lack of integrity of men in the business 
from top to bottom.

More than that, Art has a say about screaming and 
swooning, and gives as his opinion that jazz is a minor 
art and decaying at that.

To quote: •“ There is no way of studying jazz in its 
own traditions, because phonograph men don’t permit 
jazzmen to record their best. Louis, for example, leaves 
much of his greatness on records, but not enough.' A 
minor art dies with Its performers; a major art lives on. 
Too much of jazz dies with its performers: that’s why I 
call It a minor art and expect it to take 100 years 
to become a major art.”

Manv readers will have noticed in our Press rejiorts 
of surrendering German soldiers requesting a hearing 
of good swing records. It has shown that, despite years 
of propaganda, tho young man in Germany has main­
tained his taste for swing.

The U.S. mags, have pushed the story, saying that 
manv German prisoners seemed less. interested In the 
course of tho war than in the chances of hearing some 
music by Goodman and Basle.

This, savs ” Down Beat.” had been denied them under 
the Nazi regime on at least two counts: (a) Neither 
of the maestros is a blonde Aryan, and (b) swing is a 
decadent and demoralising music form.

LAST year the " M.M.” sponsored 
exactly forty dance band con- 

tests, exclusive of.any finals or swing 
band championships, thereby proudly 
setting up an all-time rewind for the 
whole of the paper’s (as it then was) 
eighteen years’ existence.

THIS YEAR THAT RECORD WILL 
BE BROKEN.

Including those which have so far 
taken place and others which are 
scheduled, no fewer than forty-seven 
County and District Championships 
are already listed os- due to have 
taken place by the time the finals 
commence in September, and more 
are under consideration, including an 
All-Scotland Championship, the win­
ners of which will go direct to the 
•• All-Britain.”

An indication of what a mammoth 
season this will be, and the great 
number of additional chances it will 
offer to bands throughout the country. 
Is found in the fact that no fewer 
than four contests took place during 
the seven days ended last Sunday.

Here are the reports of- the first 
three. Report of the fourth—last 
Sunday's South-West London Cham­
pionship at Tooting—will be given in 
next week’s “ M.M.”

Not the least interesting feature of 
this event was that it provided 
veteran contestant Edgar Harrison 
and his Dominoes Dance Band, of 
Crewe, possibly the most musically 
" finished ” band in the North, with 
their entrée to their area semi-final.

They beat Bunny Carless and his 
Band, from Wolverhampton, with 
what must have been one of the 
highest markings this season.

The attendance was not unduly 
impressive lor this large and magnifi­
cent hall, but the 700-odd guests 
(about the same number as last year) 
were certainly given an entertaining 
evening.

Stan Fielding and his Orchestra, 
who will doubtless be favourites when 
they make their attempt to qualify 
for their area semi-final, put up aj 
good show as house band, and the 
somewhat smaller than usual entry list 
of .six bands enabled time to be found 
for two unannounced attractions.

The first was the appearance of 
that popular radio pianist-comedian 
Freddy Bamberger.

Noticing that Freddy was appearing 
ut the local theatre for the week, 
organiser Arthur Kimbrell hit on the 
bright idea of Inviting him to come 
along and present the prizes.

Freddy not only accepted, but took 
advantage of the occasion to treat the 
customers to a quarter of an hour of 
his highly personal brand of humour, 
and unless we are greatly mistaken 
Stoke is still laughiug over his many 
witty tales.

The second ” turn ” showed up 
when Johnnie Marks, who had been 
judging with Edgar Jackson, joined 
up with the Fielding boys to give an 
exhibition of swing drumming which, 
among other things, cost the organiser 
two pounds for a broken tom-tom 
head’ 
' But as Arthur said,, it was well 
worth it—with which sentiment the 
assembly, packed round the stand, 
seemed to be in complete agreement.

Musically, this band gave a per­
formance that was well-nigh faultless. 
Rehearsed almost to perfection, it lost 
hardly a point for such features as 
tuning and Intonation, tone, balance, 
expression and precision.

But purely as a dance band it was 
not quite so successful. The drive 
came mainly from the brass, -with 
their Une attack, precision and styie 
(which were none the less effective 

because confidence gave the team a 
relaxed steadiness that was a real 
treat) and the drums.

The rhythm section never failed to 
be neat and clean, but neither tho 
pianist nor bassist had quite enough 
bite.

Even more lacking In kick were the 
saxes, whose otherwise good musician­
ship could not conceal their luck of 
attack and sometimes Inadequacy or 
volume.

Attack and good balance within 
(but not always between) the sections 
gave this band a veneer of finish when 
playing as an ensemble.

But much of the solo and section 
work was less convincing. Somehow 
things didn’t quite come off. There 
was often a suggestion of uncertainty, 
due. it seemed, to nerves, which pre­
vented relaxation. To use that hack­
neyed term so beloved of swing fans, 
the band was often anything but 
integrated.

Much of this was ‘to do with the 
rhythm section which, with its rather 
woolly-toned and over-loud bass, had 
some attack but little lift, and lacked 
precision.

But the front line, too, was by no 
means faultless. The sax tone lacked 
definition, especially in the quick step, 
in which number the style of the 
brass, who often failed to give their 
notes their full value, left a good deal 
to be desired.

Tom Brown's Band, of Burton-on- 
Trent, whose tenor (Thomas Smith) 
won his individualist’s award, tied 
for third place with the Harmonic 
Dance Orchestra, from Stone (Staffs), 
whose guitar-leader (Bertram J.
Boulton» and bassist (Cyril Gilbert) 
won their Individualists' prizes.

HOW highly tho drawing power of 
" M.M." contests is rated came 

conspicuously to light when, in an 
endeavour to compete with this Not­
tinghamshire Championship (pre­
sented by Arthur Kimbrell), the oppo­
sition hall staged a special counter­
attraction in the form of a big 
“ Stars of the Future " Ball with two 
bands (in place of the more normal 
one), a B.B.C. cabaret " star." and 
competitions carrying £10 cash prizes.

In addition, the event was lavishly 
advertised.

But even this formidable barrage 
failed to prevent the dance-band con­
test from drawing a crowd of over 600, 
thereby creating a record tor the hall 
since it was made available for public 
entertainment lost November after 
having been used for A.R.P. purposes 
since the outbreak of war.

Nine bands took part, and while 
the .contest opened rather poorly, 
owing to the draw having resulted In 
some of the less experienced bands 
being called upon to play early In the 
evening, the general standard im­
proved later to something approaching 
average, and the Modernaires. of Kill­
marsh (near Sheffield», wtn deserved 
their win.

Judging with Edgar Jackson were 
two old friends in the persons of well- 
known Midlands bandleader-composer- 
publisher Billy Merrin and Reg Rjch- 
man, who will be remembered as the 
bass nlayer of Joe Loss's Band before 
he iReg) was called up for the war 
work which he has been undertaking 
in the district.

This band is lucky to possess two 
outstanding instrumentalists in- its 
tenor and bass players.

But It owes its success almost 
equally to an ensemble whose capa­
bilities had been made the most of 
by efficient and adequate rehearsing.

Such often-neglected matters as 
first-time bars and modulations were 
given a convincing Interpretation that 
put the finishing touches to an all- 
round musicianliness that showed to 
particular advantage in the slow fox­
trot ” Rose Room.”

But against all this It must be 
admitted that the rhythm in the 
waltz was rather stodglly Palais-ish. 
Also, the style was not too good In 
the quickstep.

For this, however, the choice of 
tune was perhaps mainly to blame. 
" Boston Bounce" is an inherently 
cornv number that even the best pro. 
bands sometimes find difficulty In 
phrasing stylishly, and it is a piece 
which contesting bands who cannot 
resist the temptation to clip would 
be well advised to avoid.

¿ut that remark must not be taken 
too disparagingly.

It Is true that nothing one could 
call imaginative happened, also that 
the style was very " conventional." 
But any Jack of connoisseur appeal 
which may have resulted from such 
methods was to a great extent com­
pensated for by the purely musical 
qualities of the combination. Tone, 
intonation, balance and expression 
(particularly in the waltz) left little 
to be desired, and while the phrasing 
may not have been strictly modern, 
at least everyone • interpreted in 
the same way. resulting in a sugges­
tion of finish that went far to make 
the band sound neat and tuneful.

While one can hardly commend 
such playing as being enlightened, at 
least it is to be preferred to that of 
bands which sometimes attempt to 
bite off more than they can chew.

This question Is Inspired by the fact 
that at the South Wales chiP2p,1°".’ 
ship, presented again this YearL 
Friday by Mr. and Mrs. „Lewis 
Buckley, not only did the full¡ not' 
mlsslbie complement of twelve hands 
compete after admission had had to 
be refused to various others because 
tho entry list was full, but also the 
general standard was the highest 
heard at any contest this season, and 
the keenness of the bands and 
partisanship of their sHpp9rtcZS 
resulted in more than usually hectic 
cheers and counter-cheers and also a 
spate of objections.

Main target for the objectors were 
the Capitol Sextet, of Cardiff, who. 
In winning the event, repeated their 
last year’s success.

Grounds for the objections were 
alleged breaches of Rule I (dealing 
with scml-pro status) and Rule IV. 
which reads: "The personnel of 
bands operating under a common 

• management or direction shall not oe 
interchangeable." . . ,

Unfortunately, most of the objec­

tions were in the form of anonymous 
letters. Only one writer appeared In 
person to support his complaints, and 
far from producing any evidence .to 
confirm them had to admit they were 
based on hearsay.

The hearsay seems to have been the 
outcome of a " whispering campaign " 
which produced such wild allegations 
us 51?^ 9ne oi musicians objected 
to had played professionally in Spain, 
when, in fact, on his own reply, made 
on his honour, never in his whole Hie 
had he been to any part of the 
Continent.
.Yet another accusation was that 
the band had been formed purely for 
the contest from members of two 
other locally well-known combina­
tions. Actually, according to the 
testimony of the leader, the group- 
exactly as it appeared in the contest 
had for long played an average of 
three engagements per week, Conse­
quently. It had to oe accepted as a 
regular band, even though some of 
its members did also belong to other 
outfits.

Other complaints * appeared, prima 
facie, to be better founded, but on 
investigation they were all denied by 
the musicians in question on their 
honour, and in the absence of any 
evidence to the contrary, the Pre­
siding Judge was left with no option 
but to accept the denials.

Quite a number of celebrities of the 
profession were appearing during the 
week at Cardiff’s New Theatre and 
came, along to hear the contest and 
be Introduced to the gathering of 
over 600, which was at least the equal 
of last year’s attendance.

They Included ex-B.B.C. Scottish 
Variety Orchestra director Ronnie 
Munro (who kindly presented the 
prizes), " I.T.M.A." vocalist Anne 
Rich, who sings with Ronnie, and 
the onc-and-only Max Bacon. 
Together with Vic Lewis, of the 
brilliant Lewis-Parnell Jazzmen, who 
Judged with Edgar Jackson, they were 
given a great ovation.

The waltz would have sounded- 
better had the vibrato of the alto 
been less pronounced and had the 
whole band not played rather too 
loudly to produce the delicacy so 
desirable in waltz music. ,

Loudness was also a fault In the 
quickstep. In its desire to drive, the 
ensemble became a little over- 
exuberant. resulting In a suggestion 
of lack of relaxation.

But even these faults could not 
conceal that at Its best this Is a grand 
little swing band—a fact that it con­
clusively proved in its performance of 
the blues.

In this number, the clarinet, alto, 
trumpet and piano nil showed up as 
outstandingly good swing soloists, and 
while the drummer might have shown 
both himself and the ensemble to 
better advantage had he played with 
more repose, the only weak spot was 
the bass playing, tne heaviness of 
which prevented the instrument from 
sounding very clean and providing the 
lift which a bass can and should 
supply.

out doubt a proposition well worth 
th? serious consideration of any dance 
host or promoter.

For one thine It has the happy 
knack of belnq able to plav dilfcrant 
dances each with annronrlate 
character. Its slow foxtrots are 
tuneful and rhythmical and its 
waltzes musical, yet In Its quicksteps 
It can provide mast of what the 
average swing fans look for. Solo 
and ensemble work are nicely 
balanced, and each equally effective. 
Us main swing soloist, one pf the 
three trumpets, may be more con­
spicuous for his ability to tear it 

up " than for simple tastefulness. but 
that is perhaps the worst one can 
say of him. The tenor and alto are 
f^lso capable swing improvisers.

The chief fault in the band—loud­
ness amounting at times to fierce­
ness of the brass—is perhaps mainly 
the fault of the instruments. Three 
trumpets and no trombone 'are bound 
to Found a little shrill when blown so 
robustly as they were here, and the 
good attack and precision of the 
section did nothing to conceal this 
fact.

Other shortcomings were the at 
•times not too perfect precision of the 
rhythm section in the quickstep, the 
tendency on the part of the bass to 
produce a " sloppy ” tone, and occa­
sional traces ot faulty balance and 
Intonation among the saxes in the 
slow foxtrot But even so this is for 
the most part a good-toned, well- 
balanced. musician!}* band which wc 
would not be ashamed to send out 
on any but the more expensive 
London gigs.

The New Mayfair Sextette, of Car­
diff. were placed third.

Tom Osborne, of Len Roy's Band, 
from Bristol (fourth), won the bass 
prize.

Terry Dyke, of the Delta Five, from 
Trcorcny. Rhondda (fifth), won the 
guitarist’s prize.

Billy Bayes, of Jack Joseph's 
Sextet, from Port Talbot (sixth), was 
given an hon. mention for trumpet.

William Gadd, of Norman Holt's 
Palais Ballroom Orchestra, from Caer­
philly (seventh), won the prize for 
the oest trombonist, and Raymond 
Ryser, of the same band, was given 
an hon. mention for tenor.
