1KTEWS reached London from 
Melbourne on Tuesday, that 

thc Australian .Musicians’ I nion 
will in future ban members of 
the British Musicians I nion 
front enrolling in the AMI until 
they have resided in Australia for 
a year.This decision, announced by Mr. 
W. H. Lambie, General Secretary ot 
thc AMU, will place British musicians 
on the same basis as foreigners who, 
except as soloists, may not work in 
Australia. This followed upon the re­
fusal. alleged by Mr. Lambic, of the 
British MU to relax a corresponding 
regulation in thc case of Roy White, 
flrst horn player from thc Melbourne 
Symphony'Orchestra, when he arrived 
in England recently. ,

Mr. Lambic stated that British 
musicians were normally admitted to 
tho Australian Musicians’ Union Im­
mediately they arrived in Australia, 
but henceforth they will have to live 
in that country for 12 months before 
thev can be admitted.He Is now advising members of the 
AMU not to go to England lor experl- 
cnwith the above facts In hani the 
Melody Maker sought the reply of 
Mr. F. Dambman. General Secretary 
ot the British Musicians’ Union, and 
the opinion of celebrated British radio 
bandleader-pianist Fred narJ'S*’?)'“ 
recently returned from an 11-montns 
engagement with the Australian 
Broadcasting Commission.

Mr. Dambman declared that no 
official intimation of the ban had set 
reached him. He explained that Mr 
Roy -White came to him a few weeks 
ago, on reaching London, with a letter 
of Introduction from Mr. Gamble.

EXCEPT that her piano in 
"Fascinating Rhythm" (the 

only one of these two sides in 
which she plays as well as sings) 
is less exhibitionistic, and so 
better, than her usual contribu­
tions to the celluloid, both these 
performances are much the sort 
of thing those of you who have 
seen Hazel on the films might 
expect.

Hazel is a coloured girl from 
Trinidad.

While, to my mind, she can hardly 
be described as thc equal of all the 
finest of the genuine American 
coloured artistes, she certainly gets 
nearer to being a great jazz singer 
than most of her white con­
temporaries.

She has the right quality of voice, 
as well as a style which, while it 
sometimes gives thc impression of 
being more acquired than natural, 
only occasionally sounds definitely 
affected, and only when she tries to 
nut on an act for the benefit of her 
cinema public does her piano playing 
leave much to be desired.

The accompaniments arc directed 
by " Toots ” Camarata—you know, 
the ex-Tommy Dorsey trumpet who 
has recently been over here as M.D. 
for thc Wesley Ruggles film " London 
Town,”

The pick-up bunch which he directs 
here for Hazel is, taken by and large,- 
heard to best advantage in the 
Irtish “Fascinating Rhythm."

In “ Man I Love “ it has little to 
do but provide a suitably syrupy 
background to Miss Scott’s singing.

Nevertheless, the Camarata touch 
is conspicuous in the polish of the 
combo, which produces its most 
worthwhile moment via thc trumpet 
who plays the cadenza immediately 
preceding the first chorus on this 
side.

of thc proceedings, but doesn’t matter 
much in “ Embraccablc ’’ because this 
is throughout a solo for Mr. Eldridge.

Side is conspicuous for the fact that 
he makes no attempt at gallery- 
fetching. but plays with the relaxa­
tion and, I might almost add. taste 
that give one a chance to appreciate 
that when he isn't trying to show off 
our Roy can be a swell trumpet 
player.

Much the same can be said for his 
efforts in " Little Jazz."

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SEASIDE CONTEST REPORTS
IN idyllic holiday surroundings, some 

1,000 dancers spent a grand evening 
on Friday last (Oth) when Mr. and Mrs. 

Lewis Buckley presented the 1916 .Wirrnl 
District Melody Maxch Dance Band Cham­
pionship. at the Tower Ballroom, New 
Brighton.

With splendid co-operation from Mr. 
Evans, managing director of the Tower 
Ballroom Company, and Mr. Fuller, the 
ballroom manager, everything went with 
a swing, and musical swing was also not 
lacking from a very fine house band— 
Bert Yates and hls Tower Rhythmics. A 
little more attention to dynamics and 
light and shade, and this band would be 
an Ideal proposition for broadcasting.

The attendance was well up on last 
year, and a high standard of perform­
ance from the eight competing bands 
amply repaid the holiday makers who 
had resisted the lure of tho many other 
attractions that New Brighton has to 
offer—from the gay Amusement Park to 
the romantic vantage points from which 
one can watch the ships passing up and 
down the Mersey—a fine sight that made 
even our blasé adjudicators feel young 
agalnl

Its quickstep—” Jazz Band Ball ”—was 
played In true Dixieland style; Its foxtrot

commercial without being corny, and 
modern without being complicated.

There was a nice, clean balance and
drive about the playing that was refresh­
ing In the extreme. In the quickstep, the 
clarinet solo Ruggested that hls Ideas were 
occasionally in advance of hls technique; 
and the really excellent ChlshoIm-llkc 
trombonist was rather " careful ” about
hls waltz solo, sacrificing some

It seems that since it was placed 
second at Weston-suocr-Maro but two 
short weeks previously, this band has 
found opportunities to get in some prac­
tice. with tho result that iknow sounds 
much moro polished and rehearsed.

Its weak point Is Its sax team. In 
the quickstep, " For Dancers Only," it 
played tho none-too-easy rhythmic chorus 
with neatness and stylo. But tho tone 
of tho section Is rather weak and woolly, 
Its articulation rather lacking in bite 
and Incisiveness, and tho tuning faults 
which wero very noticeable in tho waltz 
with which the combination opened up 
were never entirely corrected.

In splto of the lead trumpet’s rather 
awkward vibrato, the brass acquitted 
itself well; tho only really weak point in 
tho rhythm was the rather plodding 
guitar; and all round tho band showed 
that It has plenty of spirit and style.

The drummer. Incidentally, has a most 
awkward-looking style In which he seems 
to waste n great deal of energy. In 
spite of this, he produces a good, clean 
beat, although it Is inclined to be 
“ snatchy,” and becomes somewhat un­
manageable at a fust tempo. In other 
words, his present style of playing is 
conducive to rhythm, but not tempo.

A most pleasing feature of this little 
band was the way that the pianist—■a first- 
class player, who gets some lovely, rich- 
sounding chords in hls accompanying 
work, and varies them with some skilful 
single-note stuff rather in the Lionel 
Hampton piano tradition—worked in with 
the ensemble. At times, all the players 
except the drummer became the ” front­
line," with pleasant effect.

In the waltz, the clarinet, using a 
straight tone, was Inclined to be flat. 
This band will certainly win a contest 
ono day; it has the right Ideas, and only 
needs attention to tempo and Intonation 
to bring it up among the winners.
