HE Rolling Stones will appear free in
London's Hyde Park on July 5.

Followlng the incredible success of the
Blind Faith debut in the park two weeks
ago, when 120,000 listened to the music,
the Stones will make their British debut
with new guitarist Mick Taylor in the
London park.

The concert starts
at 1 pm. At press-
time, supporting
acts had not been
fixed but a spokes-
man for the Rolling
Stones office said:
“We don't know
who'll be on the bill,
but there will be
five lours of non-
stop music free of
charge for people
who attend.”

The concert was
arranged by Black-
hill Enterprises after
permission was
given by the Minis-
try of Public Build-
ing and Works. It
will take place in
the Cockpit area of
the park.
