With its Sanctuary bid on fhe table, Universal is looking to add to its recording and 
publishing empire by moving into live, artist management and merchandising businesses 

Universal domination 
Companies 
By Gordon Masson Universal is looking to consolidate its position as the market leader in music Worldwide by turning its attention to the one area it does not dominate - the live sector. Having recently assumed the title of the world's biggest music publisher, through its acquisition of BMG Music Publishing, the company, which has dominated the recorded music market globally for the past decade, is now focusing on the live sector with its takcover bid for Sanctuary Group. While rival majore are looking to set up their own in-house artist management and agency opéra- tions, Universal is attempting to bypass that process by exploiting 

the successful artist services divi- sion of Sanctuary's business and immediately tap into the expéri- ence of established staff who boast existing relationships with hun- dreds of acts. The boards of both companies announced last FHday that they had agreed a 20p-per-share transac- tion, which would value Sanctuaiy at about £44.5m. Univereal would also assume Sanctuary's debts of £59.8m, valuing the takeover at £X04.3m, if it is successful. The deal is expected to close within 60 days, provided Sanctu- ary's shareholdere agree to the pro- posai and that compétition regula- tors also give the green light Given Sanctuary's relatively small record- ed music and publishing business- es, observere are not anticipating objections to the takeover. 

Music Week underetands that Universal will not look to oflload any of the cun-ent Sanctuary assets and, while insiders describe the company's recorded music cata- logue as "interesting'', it is the mer- chandising, artist management and agcncy side of lhe business that is the real lure for UMGI. In a statement, Univereal chair- man/CEO Doug Morris says, "The Sanctuary business will be a good stratégie fit for us and our objective over the coming months is for Lucian Grainge and lus team to work with [Sanctuary CEO] Frank Presland and the Sanctuary man- agement team, and their artists. "We have a great opportunity to strengthen Sanctuary's position as a significant player in artist man- agement, agency and merchandis- ing, as consumers' appetite for 

music grows Worldwide." Sources suggest that Univereal's move signais a new strategy to build a business in the live music 
merchandising are ail businesses that are growing and Univereal is not in the habit of just buying something and sitting back," says one observer. "They always look to grow the businesses they are in." That means Sanctuary's exist- ing affiliâtes might be reinvigorat- ed by new investment, or Univereal may start looking at similar busi- nesses around the world to grow its live portfolio. Among Sanctuary's existing subsidiaries are; lïinifold, which manages Robert Plant and Tire Who; Twenty First Artists, which manages Elton John, James Blunt, Just Jack and Lulu; and Bravado, 

which is tire global market leader in artist merchandise. In the US, Sanctuary emplqys 16 artist man- agers, who look aller acts including Fleetwood MacandZZTop. Sanctuary also owns Helter Skclter, which has a roster of more than 200 acts, including Amy Wînehouse, Avril Lavigne, Corinne Bailey Rae, Delays, Dido and James Morrison. Welcoming the finandal stabil- ity that Univereal would bring, Sanctuary chairman Robert Ayling says, '[Univereal's] acquisition of Sanctuaiy can allow tire Sanctuaiy business to benefit from the already well-established relation- ships between Sanctuaiy and Uni- vereal and from a more supportive capital structure." ;j gordoti@musicweek.com • Analysis, p3

The same year, having recruited American guitarist Mark Hart and the former Killing Joke bassist-tumed-producer Youth, the band unleashed their fourth album, TbgetherAlone. The album entered the UK charts at number four, pre-empting a successfal European tour. But, on the eve of the US tour, Rester opted to leave the band in order to spend more time with his new family. Brothers projecL In 1996, the end of Crowded House was formal- ly announced. That same year, Recurring Dream, a career-spanning collection of greatest hits featur- ing a few new songs, was released, which duly went straight to number one in the Australian and UK charts. The success of the album provoked the décision to "give the band a proper send-ofiT, with a final concert in Sydney. On November 24s 1996, the original members of Crowded House, including Rester, got together and played a mémorable finale on the sleps of the Sydney Opéra House to an audience of over 100,000. It tumed out to be one of the biggesl con- certs in Australian histoiy. "It was extraordinary" recalls Finn. "Although it was a benefit gig, it kind of converged with the break-up of the band and just gathered momen- tum. Sydney parties like no other town on earth anyway, so to be in that particular spot was just unbdievable. Even now, it's an unusual occurrence for bands to play there. That day was like a photo- graph for a lot of people, in their memories, and it is in mine as well. There was something about being there that was extraordinary." After the split, the former Crowded House members continued to be musically active. Hester

formed the Largest Livmg Thrngs, hosted a music show on Australia's ABC network and enjoyed a recurring rôle on the children's TV show The Wig- gles. Finn forged a successlul solo career, and with his sibling Tim, released two Finn Brothers albums (Finn in 1995 and 2004's Everyone Is Here). Meanwhile, Seymour moved to Ireland, where he joined Deadstar and produced bands such as Blotooth and Bell XI. With interest in Crowded House remaining high, Afterglow, a collection of rare and unreleased recordings, was warmly received in 1999. According to Finn, there were "some murmur- ings of reforming", but the tragic events of 2005 sharply refocused their minds - following a long battle with dépression, Paul Hester took his own life. He was 46. "In the aftermath, [reforming] wasn't in our minds at ail," says Finn. The following year, to commemorate the loth anniversaiy of the band's farewell live extravagan- za in Sydney, a double CD/DVD set was released, entitled Farewell to the World. Soon after, Neil Finn started work on a new solo album alongside Seymour and producer Ethan Johns. At some point during those sessions, it was decided that the time was finally right for a Crowd- ed House revival. The resuit, Time On Earth, is dedicated to the memoiy of Hester and, according to Seymour, is infused with his personality. "Although the album is obviously about more than Paul, his spirit was definiteiy there," he says. "We noticed it especially on the occasions when Neil and I were discussing the songs. We started to réalisé that many of the expressions we were using for how good or bad a song was, were expressions that Paul would have used, expressions we would- n't normally use outeide this context at ail. Calling the shots on 

tomorrow's world 
Thousands of senior decision-makers from across the music industry will gather at 
London's Calling on June 28 and 29 to swap cards, brush Blackberries and eut deals. 
Music Week previews what is becoming an increasingly important international event 

Since ils launch in 2005, London Calling's tra- jectory has been nothing short of extraordinary. The reasons why the UK's capital city has never hosted a business conférence of note, is one of those strange anomalies. But, last year, London Calling made a significant impact, on these shores and beyond. Much of this can be attributed to a change of focus. By forging partnerships with events organi- sation specialists Ithaca Business Media - who also provided around £500,000 of backing - and music strategy and communications agency Frukt, London Calling identified its gap in the market and seized the opportunity. In 2006, London Calling brought together established and forward-thinking members of the music world, includingthe BPI, Aim, MCPS-PRS, UKTVade & Investment and the British Council, along with brands and technology companies such as Nokia, Heineken, MySpace and Last,FM. This was quite clearly a new type of event; ambi- tious, fresh, egalitarian and thought-provoking - but also a welcome antidote to the turbulent mar- ket conditions rocking traditional business mod- els, and a glimpse of how the music industry might reinvent itself. It was also World Cup year, with 3,500 delegates watching the footie on big screens, drinking beer, eating chips, and being entertained by showeases of exciting new talent at Koko, Neighbourhood and Cargo. Surely trade shows were not meant to be like this, and certainly not in SW5... "1 was genuinely taken aback with what happened at London Calling last year," says Itha- ca Business Media managing director Andy Center. "The event really came of âge. I saw loads of likeminded people talking, listening to each other and it was a brilliant vibe. Our one ambi- tion is that when people leave at the end of the day, they think 'that was worth it'." Il says much that, in 2007 - its third year - Lon- 

don Calling is beginning to feel like an established event. This year will see speakers representing everyone from Coca-Cola to the London Sympho- ny Orchestra and Sony BMG India to Universal McCann. Packed with twice as many panellists and exhibitors, along with practical workshops, keynote interviews, inspirational forums and a sig- nificant push to increase the number of interna- tional delegates, Center is adamant that, in the current business dimate - changing so fast, not tied to past/old business models - the event's lack of legacy is an advantage. Still reeling from the seismic shockwaves of the digital révolution, Earls Court between June 28 and 29 will be where the music industry will be pieced back together by the broad church of people who can déterminé its future and make sense of this brave new world. Appropriately, the conference's tag line is Music Business 2.0. "The whole point of London Calhng is that we're trying to make it ail about tomorrow," says Center. "Nobody knows what shape it's going to be, and what we aim to do is create the maximum number of opportunities for the maximum number of interactions between people with shared interests. "That's what the internet and digital business are about, aren't they? We're trying to allow people the opportunity to customise their presence by drawing upon a mlx of expert advice, panels and one-to-one sessions to stimulale something difièr- ent. London Calling will become whatever its audience wants to make it." "Hopefully, what makes London Calling différ- ent is that ail these new éléments to the business, like the intégration and investment in music by brands and technology companies, and concepts like personalisation and social networking, are not bolted on," adds Frukt creative director Jack Homer. "This is what London Calling was about when it was conceived in the first place. These con- cepts are not an aflerthought Music 2.0 is ail these

things working together, not separated." Alluding to recent events, where three twen- tysomethings go from living in a tent in Shoreditch to selling their music recommendation service for a cool $280m, everyone involved with the event's organisation is keen to stress its egalitarian cre- dentials, and across-the-board appeal to both bat- tled-hardened CEOs and fledgling start-ups. This is reflected not only in the actual pro- gramme, says London Calling partner David Con- way, which encompasses everything from a sériés of "how to" panels on the show floor to more weighty discussions upstairs in the Forum [see breakout on pl4], but also in the ticket price. "In 2006, there were two tickets for the two dif- férent areas," says Conway, "but this year you can pretty much go where you wanL It's one ticket, one price - so we're actively trying to appeal to the small start-ups and an aspiring audience - and that ticket will getyou pretty much everywhere." Given its central location, this is a positive dou- ble whammy for small independents, says Aim CEO Alison Wenhara, which will again use the event to host its AGM. "London Calling is keenly priced for independents and it's considerably cheaper than other trade fairs. I wouldn't normal- ly associate Aim with any one event, but the man- agement team there have been incredibly brave and are very serious about making this successful." Aim has confirraed Nitin Sawhney as this year's AGM keynote speaker. He is widely regarded as one of the most influential and versatile creative talents alive today. This élimination of hierarchy should work both ways, adds Center, with music industiy vétérans able to network freely with the e: tomorrow.

"Having the likes of Creative London and UKT&I onboard has obviously meant a great deal finan- dally but, because of tïieir various offices through- out the world, thcy've also been able reach out to help us get top international speakers from Los Angeles to Beijing." "We wanted to bring in people who are deal- makers, who are arriving with the real intention of doing some business," says UKT&I music strategy manager Philippa McEvoy, on the govemmental body's rôle. "Our department is promoting the British music industry as the best in the world, as the number one destination to find new music, as well as promoting British music abroad. The Cre- ative industries have been identified as one of the top five sectors in promoting UK PLC," Making London Calling a truly global confér- ence will be essential for its long-term future, says Christian Marstrander, CEO of Luxembourg- based download store and headline sponsor Prefu- eled. "One of the reasons for us to be at London Calling is to seek partners from around the world, and we're hoping that they have a lot of visitors from Asia, Australia and the US. We have already met European companies at Midem and, for me to fly to London from Luxembourg, its only 45 min- utes - so Tm really hoping that this becomes a global event" With al! panel sessions being curated and stage- managed by individuel producers, Homer also promises a strong emphasis on multimédia and disserainating information in interesting ways. The StHpes spark seven-inch surge 

EDITORIAL Whenever, in the past, the broadsheets have devoted extensive column inches to the resurgence of vinyl, it has been easy to turn your head and move on. The actual volumes reflected have remained des- perately low. And large percentage increases on top of such a low base are nothing to get too excited about; fundamentally, 100% of nothing is nothing. In fact, it has been natural to conclude that the interest in such stories has, in many cases, had more to do with the génération represented by forty- and fifty-something newspaper editors than any true market shift. But something intriguing does seem to be hap- pening in the seven-inch market, at least. The scale of last week's White Stripes success is, of course, a bit of a one-off, but with quarter one's vinyl sales already up 15% on last year, the surge of interest is not ail about Jack and Meg White. While consumers appear to be turning away from physical CD singles in large numbers - sales down 39% in the first quarter - old-fashioned vinyl is surging, it seems. Maybe, the newest génération of teenage music fans, who are immersing themselves in 30-year-old music in a way which previous générations never could - via the internet - are also falling in love with 

other iconography of that era, too. 
Fashion has already stumbled across this develop- 

ment, marketing T-shirts in Seventies-style distressed look. It is the same hankenng for an antique experience which the seven-inch surge pos- 
sibly reflects, too. As one act reflects backwards with its singles pol- icy, Ash are looking forward - with the new strategy of releasing their future music, track-by-track. Of course, Ash are only turning the conventional 
model into reverse. Rather than releasing an album and following it with a string of singles, they are proposing to release track-by-track before poten- tially bundling them together as a compilation - an album by any other name. And that is fine for Ash. But it does not work for ail acts, especially those who think of their works as whole albums, rather than track-by-track compilations. Thankfully, for the retailers who have helped make Ash who they are, those digital singles will also be available physically. But how they schedule those releases and avoid penalising less digitally-sawy consumers - not to mention bricks-and-mortar retailers - will be intriguing to watch, over the coming months.
