European acts continue to dominate sales in their “domes-

| tic” market—Europe—but sales levels seem to be eroding.

These are two major findings emerging from the list of
1999 Platinum Europe Awards, released last week by the

| [FPI, honouring artists whose albums have sold a million
| or more in Europe.

The IFPI certifications provide some interesting
insights into the health of the European music market.
Although the total number of million-sellers is up, and a
higher number of new albums were certified than in 1998
(with European acts grabbing a healthy 70% of the total),
multiple platinum awards are down.

1998’s best seller was nine times platinum Celine
Dion’s Let’s Talk About Love, whereas 1999s leader is
Madonna’s Ray of Light at six million. These figures fall
short of their US counterparts, although the size of the

markets are pretty similar. z
What does it say about the music market in Europe? |
Firstly, that there seems to be a slight recession affecting
music sales in Europe, which impacts best selling albums.
Secondly, that it is getting tougher to be a global act
(and more expensive, labels would certainly add) in
Europe these days. Europe remains a conglomerate of |
individual states, with different currencies, cultures and
sales patterns. ,
The indications are that the dominant trend of the |
’90s—the development of local repert01re—has in essence |
made it harder for acts, regardless |
of their origins, to achieve global
status. The impact is now plain to
see, and it gives the music industry
another issue to address this year.

Upgrade for Fastrax system

by Jon Heasman
LoNDoN — Fastrax, the digital sys-
tem which delivers new releases to
radio programmers’ PCs via ISDN, is
rolling out an upgraded version of the
service in the UK, and is also set to
expand its service into continental
Europe.

The latest version for the UK mar-
ket, available from January 24,
includes new facilities which will
enable programmers and heads of
music to review new releases even
more quickly. The changes are the
result of feedback obtained from pro-
grammers, pluggers and promotions
executives following the system’s
launch last April.

“At first Fastrax had to prove its
efficiency, quality and reliability
while also building a network,” says
sales director Gary Johnson. “During
that time pluggers, promotions peo-
ple and stations suggested various
changes to the system which would
make life easier for each of them.”

The new features include a facility
allowing programmers to go straight
to the hook of new tracks. There will
also be dedicated electronic pages
sent to programmers from key labels
and promotions companies, focusing
specifically on their new releases and
artists. Johnson says this feature will
assist pluggers when visiting stations
or talking to programmers on the
telephone. “Our aim is to make it as

easy as possible for pluggers and
labels to get their music in front of
programmers,” he says.

Under the new system, station
activity on tracks delivered by Fas-
trax will be reported back continu-
ously to the labels and pluggers via
their own individual, password-pro-
tected web sites.

About 130 stations in the UK and
Ireland currently use Fastrax, and
director Bob Cole says the company is
exploring the possibility of making
the service available elsewhere in
Europe. “We have had contact with
some people from the music industry
there and have also had exploratory
talks with leading European broad-
casters,” he reveals.

French Fun Radio takes it higher

PArIs — Latest figures from French
radio ratings organisation Médi-
amétrie show Fun Radio
(CHR/Dance) continuing to rally
from its 1996-98 slump, adding more
than half a million listeners
between September/October and
November/December 1999 and mak-
ing the most gains of all the nation-
al music networks.

The CLT-UFA-owned station,

which switched from a rock-oriented
to a dance/R&B format exactly a
year ago, came back from a cumula-

tive audience low of 4.3% in Novem-
ber/December 1998 to 7.1% for the
same period of 1999, and is now the
third largest music network after
NRJ (CHR) at 12% and Nostalgie
(Gold) on 7.9%.

Fun chief executive Axel Duroux,
who is leaving to join media company

Endemol at the end of January, says,
“Fun is now in a good position to com-
pete with NRJ and my only regret is
that I will not be around to see it.”
Programme director Sam Zniber
points out that on the core 15/24 and
15/34 audiences, Fun is now the sec-
ond largest station after NRJ.

Other Médiamétrie findings for
November/December 1999 show
NRJ has consolidated its position
compared to the previous wave, ris-
ing to become France’s second
biggest station. Europe 2 (Hot AC)
continues to decline at 5.2% com-
pared to 6.4% a year before.

Virtual label turns up Volume

CoLOGNE — Virtual Records, the first
German Internet label, is boosting the
launch publicity of its Virtual Volume
website with the exclusive release on
January 10 of Luci Van Org’s single,
Waterfalls, writes Gesa Birnkraut.

Virtual Volume has, since November
last year, offered new artists the oppor-
tunity to put their music in the virtual
arena at no cost under the web address
www.virtual-volume.com. Van Org,
known as half the duo Lucilectric
which had a substantial German hit
with the single Mddchen in 1994, is
the first established artist to launch
material on the site.

Virtual Records is the brainchild of
former edel head of marketing Bjorn
Mathes and former MTV head of music
Andreas Heineke. “We see ourselves as
[pioneering] a virtual trend in the
music area,” says Mathes. Stefan Weik-
ert, head of the new media department
at edel, adds: “Virtual Volume repre-
sents a new area of expansion for the
music industry.”

Heineke explains: “We finance our-
selves through venture capital. Of
course our financiers expect a certain
level of income, but we can give the

business the time it needs to develop.”
Virtual Volume offers the bands with
the highest number of downloads a con-
tract with Virtual Records. This
includes conventional promotion such
as arranging TV exposure via project
partners NBC Giga.

“Downloads from the Virtual arena
are free, but those from Virtual Records
cost DM 2 [euro 3.90] per download. We
also earn money through advertising
and retailing. In the future we will
make money through connecting our
newcomer bands with [conventional]
record companies,” adds Heineke.

Virtual Volume intends to make an
impression not only on private users,
but on radio programmers, offering
them the opportunity to listen to unre-
leased newcomers and air them for
free. Carsten Hoyer, head of music at
commercial Hot AC Radio NRW, is con-
vinced that “in three ‘to four years
music programmers at radio stations
will get most of their titles from the
Internet. Of course, it’s important to
ensure it’s legal for us to download
MP3 files and play unsigned artists,
but it is already part of our usual daily
routine to search the 'Net.”

DANES CONSIDER LEGALISING DIGITAL COPYING

COPENHAGEN — Danish culture minister Elsebeth Gerner Nielsen
has indicated that she wants to ease current legislation to make dig-
ital copying for personal use legal. A spokesman says the minister
hopes the EU will issue a similar directive within a year, but if not
she will try to get a domestic bill passed. Current Danish law allows
copying from analogue to digital, but not from one digital medium to
another, and the minister has come under pressure from organisa-
tions representing digital equipment retailers and consumer groups
to decriminalise home digital copying for personal use. A major IFPI
campaign to curb digital piracy has also come under fire from Danish
consumer organisations. The minister’s aim, she says, is “to find a
balance which would extend consumer rights without compromising
intellectual property rights.”

Zelnik, who launched Virgin Records in
France in 1980 and who has held several mandates as president of
IFPI-recognised labels body SNEP, left Virgin in 1997 and is now
chief executive of Naive, the independent company he created two
years ago.

Hiten Bh@radia
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State help pays off
for Danish music

COPENHAGEN — Revenues from Dan-
ish exports of music increased by 2%
in 1998 despite negative effects from
the Asian economic crisis, according
to a report released by the Working
Committee for Music Exports and
sponsored by the country’s
major music organisations.

In 1998, overseas rev-
enues from activities origi-
nating in Denmark
increased to DKK734.1 ¥
million (euros 98.7m) from
719.5 million (euros 96.7m
the previous year. “We }
think that the figures are
satisfactory, and had
expected Danish music
exports to fare well,” says B0d11 Hagh
head of projects at the Danish Music
Information Centre and secretary of
the committee. “No matter what
genre, we're finding greater interest
for Danish music when we are at
gatherings such as Midem, Pop-
Komm, or the Danish Wave.”

The Danish music industry antici-
pated that the economic downturn in
Asia would severely affect music rev-

enues from this important market,
but although earnings were reduced,
it was not by as much as feared.

The success of Aqua helped buoy
figures in a number of areas,
although some of the money the band
earned was spread across 1997-98,
and will also be reflected in future
reports.

The largest revenue
increase was seen in
Gramex radio/TV perfor-
mance rights, which grew
by 58% to DKK 3.0 million.
“A major reason for the
increase is that more coun-
tries are signing agree-
ments with Gramex,”
Hogh says. Aqua also
played a part in boosting
rights revenues.

The first music exports report
was compiled for 1997 when it
became apparent that music was a
solid source of foreign revenues. “In
the past ten years there has been
good music and good reasons for
growth,” Hogh says. “State funding
has seeded a lot of new music
schools and institutions, and now it
is reaping the benefits.”

Gerolamo Caccia Dominioni,

lobalisation, consolida-

tion and new media are

the current buzz words of

the worldwide music

industry, and they are all
having a major impact in Italy as
much as elsewhere.

The major record labels were
amongst the first multinational com-
panies to successfully penetrate
Italy’s notoriously closed markets.
Now, more than 15 years after the
majors got a foothold in and then took
the lion’s share of Italy’s music mar-
ket, globalisation is breaking down
barriers in other industries, including
the fiercely protected media and
telecommunications markets.

Following incremental economic
growth for several years, increased
growth is forecast for Italy this year,
although the country’s music industry
executives remain sober about the
immediate prospects for record sales.
“It’s a difficult market, with strange
signals,” says Gerolamo Caccia
Dominioni, president of Warner Music
Southern Europe, Warner Music Italy
and managing director, CGD-East
West Records. “Consumption per capi-
ta is low in Italy, so there is certainly
room for growth. There is more adult
repertoire selling than young pop—
this for me is an indication that CD-R
copies are having an impact.”

Caccia Dominioni claims that CD-
R piracy in Italy is “not just a home

- copying phenomenon,”
but that a whole paral-
| lel market is being cre-
ated. “Italy does not
have a culture of
respecting copyrights,”
he says. “Compared to
the UK, where only a
small minority indulge
in illegal copyright
abuse, in Italy it is wide-
spread. I believe the
only solution to recuper-
ate this inevitable loss of
revenues is to place a
significant tax on blank
CD-R discs. Not 100 lire,
but 5,000 or 10,000 lire.”

“My big worry is the age

Warner Music Southern Europe  of the artists which are

selling,” says Adrian
Berwick, MD of BMG Records Italy.
“Kids are buying records from 60
year-old artists, and the established
artists are taking up all the promo-
tional spaces, especially on TV.”

was one of the few positive signs for
new pop in Italy in the past year.

Renewal is the basis of our work, and
that means going to clubs, and actually
buying music.” Martelli adds that plat-
inum sales (100,000 copies) for the lat-
est Chemical Brothers album demon-
strates that the Italian public’s tastes
are maturing, since the Chemical’s pre-
vious album sold under 30,000 copies.

Amongst Italy’s cutting edge artists
who did manage to cross-over to a
wider public last year were techno-
rockers Bluvertigo (Noys/Sony) with
their third album Zero, and techno-
poppers Subsonica (Mescal/Mercury)
with their second album Microchip
Emozionale.

Thinking positive
According to Riccardo Clary, president
& CEO EMI Music Italy and MD Virgin
Music Italy, the talent is out ;
there, and an optimistic |
attitude helps to break it.
“EMI is growing with a
good positive vibe, Virgin
just had another boom year
with 50% growth, and
Extra Labels are signing
their first local acts,” beams
Clary. “Being positive
attracts good fortune. We
set up Extra Labels because

we need to stimulate EMI and Virgin
with new ideas, and because, in a world
of conglomerates, small specialist
brands are the future, even for a big
company like us. It is possible to create
an independent spirit within a major—
the key is to attract visionary people
with personality and charisma.”

In addition to success in breaking
new domestic artists such as Max
Gazze, Virgin has persisted with trend
acts from Europe, and after prolonged
campaigns established France’s Manu
Chao (300,000 copies), Spain’s Jarabe
de Palo (250,000 copies), and the UK’s
Skunk Anansie (250,000 copies). “Now
EMI is doing the same with Spain’s
Hevia, which sold 120,000 copies in
three weeks,” reports Clary.

On institution which is refusing to be
blown away by the winds of change is
the annual San Remo Song Festival,
which this year will celebrate its 50th
anniversary. Despite a declining
impact on record sales over the past
10 years, it remains a golden opportu-
nity to expose an average of 10 mil-
lion TV viewers over five nights to
new artists and music. For its
anniversary edition this February,
the organisers (public broadcaster
RAI TV and the San Remo district
council) are promising that this year’s
festival will not only showcase estab-
lished Italian and international
artists, but that the selection of new-
comers will be less conservative than
in previous years.

Universal Music Italy have entered
three trend acts—Negrita, Modena
City Ramblers and Subsonica. “Quite a
few small record companies have man-
aged to get their artists
placed at San Remo this
year,” notes Alessandro
Massara, who was appoint-
| ed MD of V2 Records Italy
last year, and has the all
girl R&B group Erredieffe
in the newcomers section
this year. “This has
sparked off a bidding war

had no acts, or just a single act accept-
ed, to license these artists.”

One of the bright signs in Italy’s
generally flat projected market figures
for 1999 was the continued growth of
the CD single format. “Although the
singles market is still not big, growth
in CD singles sales is looking good,”
says Franco Cabrini, president of Sony
Music Italy. “Initially it was mainly for
international acts, but now Italian
domestic acts are also selling signifi-
cant quantities of CD singles. It is now
common to reach 20,000 sales for a CD
single, and major international acts
such as dJennifer Lopez and Ricky
Martin are selling 40-50,000 singles.”

Cabrini adds that catalogue sales
also helped prop-up the Italian mar-
ket last year: “Costs are rising as
there is more competition for commer-

cial campaigns and airtime. There
have been a lot of mid-price catalogue
releases which is helping to sustain
the market as well.”

In Universal Italy’s first
year of operation after
absorbing PolyGram,
Universal Music Italy presi-
dent Piero La Falce reports
that his company achieved |
the sales targets set for the
major .PolyGram artists
which Universal inherited.
Zucchero sold 700,000 copies
in Italy of his Blue album
(one million in total world-
wide), Biagio Antonacci 700,000 copies,
while Jovanotti’s Lorenzo 99 has shift-
ed 600,000 copies just half way through
the marketing campaign, according to
Universal sources.

on-line, two major
start-ups based on the downloading,
streaming and sale of music on the
Internet have been launched in Italy
in the past year, and both are target-
ing the pan-European market.

Turin-based Vitaminic is a virtual
independent record label, publisher
and distributor, whilst Kataweb, part
of the Italian publishing giant Group
Espresso, are streaming specialised
music Internet-only radio stations on
the web and providing on-line CD
sales and downloads.

Vitaminic was formed by CEO
Gianluca Dettori, formerly managing
director in Italy for Lycos
Bertelsmann. Last year, Dettori
launched a Europe-wide network of
local language sites covering Italy,

Germany, the UK, Spain, France,
Holland and Scandinavia. “We are
giving a space to new artists on a non-
exclusive basis to promote and dis-
tribute their music on a 50/50 basis,”

September 30, last year, says that
high phone bills in Italy are holding

back the development of the
Internet. “We have an opera stream,
and to listen to one opera is current-
ly prohibitive for most people. At

least now free Internet access is
available in Italy, and with deregula-
tion of the telecoms sector, phone
charges should fall soon.”

V2 goes Liquid

V2 claims to be the first record com-
pany in Italy to sell music directly on
the Internet using Liquid Audio tech-
nology. “As we are a new label, we felt
it appropriate that we be the first to
use the new technology to sell music
files via the Internet,” says V2 Italy
MD Alessandro Massara.

“It’s too soon to speak about an on-
line revolution in Italy, but it is not too
soon to start having a revolutionary
way of thinking about how to develop
new media,” argues Riccardo Clary,
president of EMI Music Italy and MD,
Virgin Music Italy. “We are not
scared— it is good for the music indus-
try of the future, a good opportunity.”

Carlo Martelli, MD of Virgin Italy’s
Extra Labels venture, sees the advent
of all uses of the Internet as a bonus
for niche-oriented alternative music
operations such as his own. “This is a
moment of change and we are not
worried about the Internet and the
MP3 phenomenon,” he says. “The
more access there is to music and
information about artists, the better.”

Political battles between
the independents and
maijors coloured the Italian
music industry in the late
'80s and early '90s. Now
indie survivors and new-
comers are seeking a
new, more pragmatic
approach of collaboration
and joint ventures with the
major labels. Mark Dezzani
reports.

espite the exceptionally high

number of small and medi-

um sized independent fami-

ly businesses in Italy, the

country’s independent
record company sector has been dimin-
ished through the fervent acquisition
activity of the major labels, and as a
result of a crisis in the mid-1990s
which saw several key players disap-
pear.

But Italy’s independents are now
beginning to thrive again, evidenced by
a string of dance hits “Made In Italy”
which achieved success right across
Europe in 1999. Turin’s Bliss
Corporation turned Blue by Eiffel 65
into a global dance pop hit, and Rome’s
X-Energy took Ann Lee into the
European charts many more than 2
Times. In the clubs, BXR’s Gigi
D’Agostino exported his techno beats
around the world, Time Record’s Paul
Johnson hit UK and Benelux dance-
floors whilst Spotsound/Alabianca
made summer waves with Sunshine &
Happiness by Nerio Dubwork featuring
Daryl Pandy.

“The Eiffel 65 hit was a wake-up
call for Italy’s independent market
after the crisis in 1996,” observes
Alabianca Records managing director
Tony Verona, “and then the Ann Lee
hit came along. It shows that the
strength of the independent sector is
to invent new popular product that
the majors don’t have.”

“1999 saw a big turn-around in
the fortunes of Italian dance,”
agrees Pippo Landro, MD of Milan-
based New Music International,
which has scored chart success with

Neja, and has also Femes
launched Lady Violet
in Europe through a
distribution deal with
edel. “Although there
are not as many
Italian dance labels as
there were a few years
ago, the demand in
Europe is growing, and
those who survived are
doing well.”

“We scored with 20 singles in
the Italian sales charts, and four
dance compilations in association
with [national CHR network] Radio
Deegjay,” reports Time Records MD
Giacomo Maiolini. “We are looking to
score big again internationally
again this year. Our new project
Paps’'n’Ska are already licensed to
BMG Germany, Spain’s Tempo Music
and to IDT in the Benelux.”

Single success
The growth in CD singles sales in
Italy is one factor helping the indies
survive. Time Records shifted 18,000
CD singles by the Vengaboys, com-
pared to 16,000 vinyl sales. “The mar-
ket is finally responding to CD sin-
gles,” beams Maiolini. “We had a good
year in spite of the tight market,
because we reacted to it and attacked
it. The whole team is geared up to
looking for success; we are always
thinking about the next hit record.”
Maiolini acknowledges that, in
this era of consolidation, it is difficult
to work without broader alliances.

partnership with a multinational.”

Caterina Caselli Sugar, MD of the
country’s largest indie, Sugar Music,
concludes that “Our key to survival
in the mainstream market is to real-
ly focus on artist development, and
to try and look after their interests
almost more than our own as a
record company.”

Says EMI Music Italy president
and Virgin Music Italy MD Riccardo
Clary: “The creative environment
needs independents, and it is natural
that only the best will survive. They
have to be respected because, even
though the market is tougher and
more competitive than ever, they still
manage to survive.”

TIME WILL TELL

Last But Not Least (Time/Italy) by Malik, of Outhere
Brothers fame, is dominated by a screechy, gabber-esque
keyboard riff stolen directly from the 2 Unlimited lexicon.
Rapper Malik talks up a storm in a mock-stroppy, offhand
style while female backing singers inject the melodic
angle. Plenty of character.

EDIT ME i
As Spirit, the latest soul opus from the singing ex-basket- |

: ball player Cunnie Williams (Peppermint
Jam/Germany) kicks in, Williams goes all
Barry White. A smooth, “Mister loverman”
monologue morphs into a lazy, laidback
vocal that, with its copious string and per-
cussion accompaniment, sits somewhere
between Maze, Gil Scott-Heron and early
disco. Needless to say the mammoth MAW
remix is both rich in percussive variation
and about as radio-friendly as Diamanda
Galas. The track is, however, begging for an edit.

NEW TRANCE

It is not funny, or clever, but Cab ‘n’ Crew's Pure (Aviation)
(Digi White/Holland), is undeniably right on the money. A
crunchy house shuffle meets a phat trance sound support-
ed by one of the most dramatic, riffy bass lines of this year.
The drops are positively vertigo-inspiring while the over-
all sound is clean, big-hearted and most surely points the
way for much of this year's crop of new crossover hybrids. -

ULTRA VIOLET

Coming on strong after an Italian top three placing, Lady
Violet’s Inside To Outside (New Music International/Italy)
has now been picked up by Edel for most of Europe. The
singer's voice is muscular, Bonnie Tyler-esque even, while
the rinky-dink melody is reminiscent of ‘80s synth pop a la
Ryan Paris/Soft Cell. Undeniably a pure pop moment with
enough thump to be filed under “dance” that, following the
success of Ann Lee, may well be the next irresistable
Italian crossover tune. About as programmable as it gets.

IRONIC

Taking as a starting point a decision not to sleep for the
five days during which he recorded his debut album, Unit,
a.k.a. Cristian Fleming has, in The Narcoleptic Symphony
(Caipirinha/US), created an extraordinary record.

The ironically titled long player combines the frac-
tured, experimental breakbeats of Aphex Twin or Mike
Paradinas with some of the most dramatic, full-blooded
tunes ever to be married to such a modernist backing.
Where other artists working in a similar style will tend
to push the envelope towards all-out sonic war, Unit goes

| the other way, introducing cool, sophisticated and sooth-
| ing melodies. “It's a slow grower,” says Caipirinha's
| French representative Bobby Liberace. “We don't expect
to sell tens of thousands, but it is undeniably a very spe-
cial record. The element of risk in the chosen recording
method creates an almost palpable nervous tension dur-
ing some passages.”

[ While this is no singalong album, the quality and
underlying intelligence make it highly recommendable as
a point of entry for those who remain suspicious of the
stranger side of electronic music. Musical brinksmanship

[ is often more fun to make than to listen to, but Unit’s
effort is a recording that deserves your best attention.

McKnight expects to be back in Europe in
March, and other plans this year include an as-
yet untitled boutique label and a surprising col-
laboration with teenage country queen LeAnn
Rimes. Meanwhile, he has firm ideas about the
label he has become part of, and the potentially
stifling influence of its rich history on himself
and other new Motown flag-bearers such as
Chico DeBarge, 702, Profyle and Grenique.

“When people who are in the business talk
about Motown now, they’re not dealing with
the legacy of where it came from, they’re deal-
ing with the problems that Motown has had—
save Boyz II Men—over the last 10 years. I
knew all that, and I knew that with this merg-
er, they were going to try and bring that back,
which I didn’t necessarily agree with.

“I think what we have to do is shrug off
what Berry [Gordy, Motown’s founder] did,
shrug off what has happened over the past 10
or 15 years and bring what will be considered
to be Motown’s future. And more than any-
thing compete against the other labels, rather
than try to compete against the legacy.”

Proceeds from this collection of new or
rare material donated by 22 roots and acoustically-
inclined artists will go towards offering psychological
support at the centre for victims of all ethnic and reli-
gious groups, with DM1,00 from each of the first
5,000 copies sold going to the charity and DM2,00
thereafter. The poignancy of the project is only
underlined by the material selected, from the opening
track, Tom Waits’ Georgia Lee, to Great Big Sea’s
Ordinary Day some 78 minutes later. Alt-country
fans would be drawn towards the album in any case,
with contributions from Nadine, Freakwater, Hazel-

It's 23 years since Jean Michel
Jarre—son of Doctor Zhivago
soundtrack composer Maurice—
released his first, groundbreaking
album Oxygene to an unsuspecting public and immor-
talised the sound of the synthesizer. Strange, then,
that it's taken him this long to discover the human
voice. Metamorphoses is Jarre’s first fully vocal album,

and, almost living up to its name, it's a welcome

attempt to bring his sound up to date. Cest La Vie, one
of the album's standout tracks, preceded the set as a
commercial single on January 17. Featuring the mes-
merising voice of Natacha Atlas, it offers seven min-
utes of breathy, desire-soaked vocals along with an
effective blend of a traditional Middle Eastern sound
and modern trance backbeat. Lori Anderson takes the
vocal mantle for the opening track Je Me Souviens,
only to be replaced by the man himself—even if his
voice is heavily processed—on Hey Gagarin. There are
moments such as Millions Of Stars that sound like the
Jarre we've always known, but in the main, this is a
small step in the right direction, and bound to be a
success with AC audiences. CB

M&M’s weekly airplay analysis column

Summer may seem far way in the cold, dark
winter, but help is at hand—All Saints’ new
single Pure Shores (London) will transport you to
a tropical island in moments. The track is this
week’s highest new entry at number 19, and
features in the film version of Alex Garland’s
best-selling novel The Beach, which has already
been released in Finland.

Ville Vilén, head of music at Finnish public
CHR station YLE Radiomafia, likes the track:
“We've played a few All Saints singles in the
past,” he says. “It’s an interesting band because
of their sound, which is American R&B style
mixed with British pop. R&B has never been very
popular in Finland, but as a public service
broadcaster we like to push back the boundaries.

“All Saints is easy to take on compared to
‘heavier’ American R&B, but that doesn’t mean
we would count out the latter. Pure Shores is a
floating tune with a good atmosphere. A lot of it
is down to William Orbit—we also play his
Barber’s Adagio For Strings (WEA) and
Madonna’s Ray Of Light (Warner Bros.), which
he co-produced. Where a strong melody used to
be crucial, sound is very important these days,”
he adds.

“When I first heard Pure Shores, I didn’t quite
catch it because it doesn’t have a strong melody.
But after having listened to it a few times, it |
comes to you and the reward is great. This kind |
of song will have a slow start, but it will also stay
around for longer.” ]

Vilén is also excited about the success Finnish |
bands have enjoyed outside the country recently.
“It’s great to see Bomfunk MC’s doing so well in
Sweden and Him’s Join Me [BMG] doing well in
Germany. It’'s about time the Fins entered the
European music scene!”

Vilén is also busy preparing Radiomafia for
the ever growing competition: “There’s a lot going
on in Finland on the radio scene at the moment.
The competition is getting tougher as French-run
NRJ and the Scandinavian Kiss FM are moving
into the market. As a public broadcaster, we
concentrate on differentiating ourselves by being
more adventurous in our programming, by being
the first to play new
acts and experi-
menting with mat-
erial the com-
mercial stations
won'’t touch.”

Just as MIDEM 1998 was the
venue for the launch of the original
production, Sony Music, and Arena,
will be at MIDEM 2000 on Tuesday
(25) to roll out the new version of the
show and the new Columbia album,
which gets a UK release as early as
February 21. The first single, Arena’s
Live (For The One I Love), follows on
March 6, with AC stations a key tar-
get. As well as Arena, the album will
feature stars of the show such as Steve
Balsamo, Garou, Bruno Pelletier and
Daniel Lavoie, plus a version of Live
(For The One I Love) by Celine Dion.

“Notre-Dame de Paris is the most
important live phenomenon [in
France],” says its producer Charles
Talar, who bankrolled both the show
and the recording of the original
album, released on his label Pomme,
and distributed in France by Sony
Music. Talar then secured world-
wide rights to the show, and says
that combined musical and record
sales have so far generated around
Ffr 1 billion (euro 152m).

Talar secured leading French full-
service station RTL as the radio part-
ner of the project, and says the station
played a key role in promoting the
musical. RTL artistic and program-
ming director Alain Tibolla says: “We
decided to become partners just after
we had the chance to listen to the
melodies, long before the recording of
the album. For us, it was obvious that
the songs could fit our wide audience.”

Anyone arriving in  London
between now and the premiere of the
new version will soon know all about
those famous bells, thanks to Colum-
bia’s marketing budget of £1 million-
plus for what it believes will be one of
its biggest-selling albums of 2000.
“We've got new branding for the [Eng-
lish] record and show, with a new,
clean image of the bell and the hand-
written title,” says Chris Griffin, pro-
ject manager of Notre-Dame de Paris
for Sony Music in London. “Before
Christmas, we started the campaign
with a billboard at Vauxhall, on the

Victoria train line, just as a tease with
a mention of the Notre-Dame website.

“That’s running throughout Janu-
ary, then there’s another ‘tease’ ad on
the Cromwell Road and we'll have
ads on London buses announcing the
Dominion venue. We also have
‘skysites’ at Heathrow, which will be
seen by seven million people.” An
extensive retail campaign will follow,
designed to last throughout the year,
and the label plans to release the
album across most of Europe in
March and April.

The original French version of
Notre-Dame was written by Luc Pla-
mondon (words) and Richard Coc-
ciante (music), and new English lyrics
have been composed by Grammy and
Oscar-winning writer Will Jennings,
whose previous credits include the
giant big-screen hits Up Where We
Belong and My Heart Will Go On.
“Notre-Dame de Paris has been three
years in the making,” says Plamon-
don. “T was mainly interested in find-
ing a French story which was univer-
sal and timeless, and it suddenly
struck me as the obvious choice.”

Arena, a star since she debuted on
national Australian television at the
age of eight, added musical theatre to
her resumé as a teenager before
becoming an international recording
star with her 1995 album Don’t Ask
and the 1998 follow-up In Deep.
Although the latter was a sales dis-
appointment in some markets, last
year it became a spectacular success
in France (Music & Media, November
13), thanks in part to the single Aller
Plus Haut on the French edition, and
it was during one of Arena’s promo-
tional visits that the Notre-Dame
project came into being. “I did a TV
show where they were paying tribute
to Notre-Dame,” she recalls, “I was
asked to sing on the soundtrack, and
after that [ was approached about
singing the role. I'm really excited
about the whole thing—I think the
show is beautiful and the songs are
timeless.”

every record, has a specific ‘home’ in
the SER family.”

SER has also been providing the
musical output of digital music TV
channel 40TV. “This too will come
under the Cadenas Musicales wing,”
says Merino. “The new department
goes much further that the four
music networks we have now, which
are already listened to by more than
70% of the Spanish listening public.”

Ten digital radio licences are
scheduled to be awarded by the
Spanish government in March, and
SER is a leading contender for some
of them. “The role of radio is going to
change, and the creation of Cadenas
Musicales is a response to that
change,” says Merino. He adds that
all networks will have at their dis-
posal “whatever material they need
on any artist that they want to fea-
ture, as part of a process of improv-
ing connections and sharpening
input as well as output.”

New president for SNEP

Paris — The day after Patrick Zel-
nik took over as president of indie
labels body UPFI, Universal Music
France president/CEO Pascal Negre
was elected president of French
IFPI-recognised organisation SNEP,
which comprises all the majors and
many independent
labels.

The January 13
appointment sees

Negre replacing
Sony Music
France CEO Paul-
René  Albertini,
who resigned

before the end of
his term, reported-
ly to focus on his
European duties
as executive vice-
president of Sony
Music Europe.
Negre, who will
hold the presidency of
SNEP until fresh elec-
tions take place at the
next general assembly
in June, is also presi-
dent of labels collect-
ing society SCPP and
is said to have taken
on the SNEP position
reluctantly. The labels
have traditionally pre-
ferred to have SNEP,
which represents the
music industry in the political are-
na, and SCPP, which manages
rights, under separate leadership.

Lack of suitable candidates was a
factor, and Negre insists that he is
strictly an interim appointment. “I
wasn’t a candidate,” he says. “The
departure of Albertini forced us to find
a replacement, and the existing board
of SNEP wanted a president from a
major company.

Emmanuel de Bure-

a source. “He’s only 42 and [ wouldn’t
be surprised if at some point he
doesn’t pitch for the chairman’s job.”

Gassner dismisses reports that his
leaving is linked to disagreements
with Zelnick over strategy.

“I think it’s a fantastic
track record after 13 years,” he says,
recalling that in 1987, when the com-
pany was still called RCA/Ariola,
everything had to be built, starting
with the name of the new company.

“] remember going to a board
meeting at Bertelsmann and explain-
ing our strategy of development.
What I said was that I wanted us to
be in every country where there could
be a business and secondly, that we
had to invest in local repertoire.

According to Dornemann, BMG

Italian publishing group Rizzoli Corriere
della Sera (RCS) has reportedly acquired a 20%
stake in national CHR network Radio 105 and its
sister AC network Radio Montecarlo. Mean-
while, another major Italian publishing group,
Mondadori, is rumoured to be negotiating to
acquire a share of the fiercely independent 101
Network.

Hotline understands that several authors’
rights societies—namely Germany’s Gema,
France’s Sacem, Spain’s SGAE and the US
BMI—are holding discussions at MIDEM this
week to set up a framework for international coop-
eration between them. The talks were prompted
by three other societies—the UK’s MCPS/PRS,
Holland’s Buma/Stemra and the US’ ASCAP—
announcing the creation last year of the Interna-
tional Music Joint Venture (IMJV), which will
be present at Cannes for the first time this year.
IMJV aims to increase the integration of back-
office functions for its members.

Also at MIDEM, French industry organisation
SNEP is expected to announce the launch of a
massive anti-piracy TV advertising campaign in
France. The strap line will be “Would you steal
something that you love?”, and the ad spots will
show a man stealing money from the bag of the
woman he is kissing.

Danish commercial radio operator The Voice
has inked a deal with Microsoft to stream the
output of its new AC station The Voice Pop on
the Internet. Microsoft delivered Advanced
Streaming format technology to enable the station
to start its Net-casts on January 10.

Warner Music International (WMI) is beefing
up its London-based marketing division with the
appointment of Jay Durgan as senior VP of mar-
keting. Durgan, who will be in charge of exploiting
both WMI’s International and local repertoire on a
global basis, exited in November as senior VP of
international at Universal Music Group—a post
he held for less than a year—after two years in a
similar slot at PolyGram. Durgan will report to
WMI chairman/CEQ Stephen Shrimpton, but it
is unclear how Durgan’s appointment will affect
Peter Ikin, WMI’s senior VP of international mar-
keting and artist development.

Muff Winwood, managing director of S2
Records, has appointed Jason Guy to the posi-
tion of marketing director of the Sony Music UK
imprint. Guy worked previously in marketing
positions for A&M, Chrysalis, Polydor and
Island. He will report directly to Winwood and
replaces Mark Richardson, whose future posi-
tion will be announced “shortly.”

Finally, it seems that the replacement for
France’s Fun Radio and RTL2 president Axel
Duroux will be announced shortly by owners
CLT-UFA. Hotline hears that the current manag-
ing director of full-service RTL, Stéphane
Duhamel, could take over for an interim period.
