World sales remain stagnant

LonpoN — It’s official: the world
is flat.

Figures collated by the Internation-
al Federation of the Phonographic
Industry (IFPI) reveal that shipments
of sound carriers grew by just 1% glob-
ally in value last year, primarily on
the strength of the market in the US
and encouraging gains in Australasia,
parts of eastern Europe, Scandinavia
and south east Asia.

Key facts in the 1999 world sales
report include:

o Sales in Europe are down in

units and flat in value;
o FEurope has been overtaken by
North America as the world’s
largest market; |
® Consumer use of the
Internet to buy music more
than doubled;
® The UK has leapfrogged
Germany to become the
third largest music market,;
® The Asian market began
its long-awaited recovery.
1999 sales totalled $38.5 billion—a
rise of 1% on the previous year—and
total sales of all music formats world-
wide were flat at 3.8 billion units.
Globally, CD unit sales rose nearly 3%

to 2.4 billion units, helping to offset a
7% fall in sales of music cassettes and
a 4% reduction in singles sales. CDs
now account for 65% of all
units sold.

Cassette sales fell sharply
in every region except for
Asia. Worldwide cassette sales
fell by 7%, but by considerably
more in North America and
Latin America. Sales of LPs
fell 31% in the year and singles fell by
just over 4%.

“Overall it was okay,” comments
IFPI chairman/CEO Jay Berman,
“put I think what people forget is

Orchord calls for BBC privatisation

LoNpDON — Delivering the radio
keynote address at the UK Radio
Academy’s Music Radio 2000 confer-
ence on April 18, GWR group pro-
gramme and operations director Steve
Orchard put the privatisation of
national public stations BBC Radio 1
and 2 firmly back on the industry’s
agenda.

Referring to what he described as
a “repositioning” in recent times of

Radio 1 (CHR) and Radio 2
(AC/MOR) undertaken, respectively,
by Andy Parfitt/Jeff Smith
and Jim Moir, Orchard told
radio and music industry del-
egates at London’s Peacock
Theatre: “It’s not public ser-
vice that is driving BBC Radio
1 and Radio 2—it’s market
share pure and simple.

“It is very clear to me,” he
observed, “that the BBC’s two
prime national music stations are

moving inexorably towards privati-
sation. Every step you [the BBC]
take will be placed under
great scrutiny.”

Giving an example of
what he sees as the

tions, Orchard was sharply
critical of the recent UK
sponsorship deal (M&M,
April 22), which will give sponsors

The world market figures unveiled by the IFPI this
week confirm, if needs be, that the music industry is
still a vibrant and thriving industry, weighing close to
$40 billion.

But there are some indications that ot all is as
well as it seems. To start with, this year’s growth
was sustained by only one region, yet the most
important—North America. Had this market expe-
rienced a recession and the global picture would
have looked quite different. Besides, emerging mar-
kets such as Latin America and Asia are still suffer-
ing from on-going economical crisis. This is not a
healthy situation.

Then there is the dark picture painted in Europe
with two of the three biggest markets—France and
Germany—underperforming, thus contributing to an
overall flat market in value. Both markets are
plagued with the effects of CD burning. This is a wor-

growth for the past 15 years, shows signs of losing
pace. Of course, CD sales went up 2% overall, but as

cassettes sales continue to tumble down, it seems |
that the CD has reached its peak as a sound carrier. |

New formats such as the MiniDisc are growing but
not to the same level. This is not a fully satisfying
situation.

So what for 2000? At this stage all the economical
parameters tend to point to a continued economical
growth in the western world and a recovery in the

emerging markets. Sales levels should be sustained |
and there are some good signs coming for France for |

the first quarter. If this trend is confirmed, through-
out the rest of the year, Europe might also experience
a turnaround. This would be a gratifying situation.
But then, there is the attitude
of consumers with regards to new
technologies. Will the massive
introduction of digital down loads
this year affects global sales?
Next year, as majors will start
soon deliver digital downloads,
we should see the IFPI starting to
report sales—yet modest—of dig-

rying situation.

NRJ investing in FranceMP3

PARIS — One month after relaunch-
ing its web site, radio group NRJ
has reached a new stage in its
Internet development strategy by
becoming the main shareholder in
France’s leading MP3 web portal,
FranceMP3.com.

The radio group acquired 16% of
the company on April 12, and has
options to extend its stake up to 20%.
No exchange of cash has taken place
however, since NRJ has accepted
shares in exchange for advertising
space which FranceMP3 will be able
to use across all of the group’s sta-
tions—NRJ (CHR), Nostalgie (Gold),
Cherie FM (AC) and AC/comedy for-
matted Rire & Chansons.

The two companies will also

explore other avenues for partner-
ship ventures, including sharing
technical know-how and develop-
ing in the 8 other European coun-
tries where NRJ has a presence.
Alain Weill, CEO of NRJ, says
that FranceMP3 fits well within the
group’s Internet strategy, to which
digital downloads are considered
essential. “Digital downloads will be
a crucial component in the develop-
ment of the Internet, and as NRJ
has high ambitions in this field, it
was quite natural for us to become
associated with the leading site in
the field,” says Weill, adding that by
the end of this year NRJ plans to
offer on its own site, downloads from
artists signed to major companies.
Weill will become a board mem-
ber of FranceMP3, a company creat-

ed in September 1999 by Eric Leg-
ent and Laurent Maubon, respec-
tively CEO and managing director.
Maubon says the deal with NRJ
couldn’t come have come at a better
time, and will give more leverage to
develop the company. “We are wel-
coming a powerful and established
shareholder who will give more
credibility to our project,” says
Maubon. “NRJ has such an impor-
tant role in France and in other
European territories that it gives us
the capacity to develop our brand
both in France and internationally.”
Legent says the arrival of NRJ
will give FranceMP3 the muscle to
strengthen their leadership in the
field. Weill adds that NRJ is looking
at developing similar relationships
with other Internet companies.

Austria fries agaip with Amadeus

VIENNA — Reviving an initiative
which has twice before petered out,
the Amadeus Austrian Music
Awards will take place on May 6 to
honour top national and interna-
tional talent.

The awards, sponsored
by IFPI, are designed to
show that “Austrian music
is getting stronger and
stronger, not only inside
Austria, but also outside
Austria,” says Mario
Rossori, who is organising the event.

“It’'s good to have this type of
award to let the public know about
the achievements of our local tal-
ent. It will showcase the wealth of
homegrown acts we have in Aus-
tria,” says Erich Krapfenbacher,
EMI Austria’s managing director.

Earlier awards efforts in the

Krapfenbacher

mid-"80s and late *90s died out after
a year or two, Rossori says, adding,
“Austria may be the last European
country to do music awards.”

This year’s event will feature
awards in 18 categories, ranging
from national soloist of the year to
international single of the
year to Volksmusik and
Schlager group of the year.

Among the nominees are
such well-known national
artists as Erste Allgemeine
Verunsicherung, Wolfgang
Ambros and Udo Juergens.
International nominees include
Cher, Offspring and Andrea Bocelli.

A jury of 600 members drawn
from the music industry will select
the winners.

Nominations are based on the
country’s best-sellers, and there are
“things on the charts that never
make it on the air,” Rossori claims.
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“That’s a source of constant
friction in the country, where
record labels complain that local
talent doesn’t get enough airplay,
while radio stations argue that
there is not enough first-class tal-
ent in the country.”

Tim Hind, programming director
of the rock station 92.9 RTL,
enthuses that the Amadeus awards
are “really, really important for Aus-
trian music. Regardless of airplay,
they (musicians) still get acknowl-
edgement from their peers.”

Krapfenbacher expects all of his
label's local artists to turn out for
the award ceremony, even if they are
not nominated. He also hopes some
international artists will appear.

Rather than being a glitzy show,
the event will have a party atmos-
phere, he says, and several young,
up-and-coming artists will have an
opportunity to perform.

VIRGIN GETS NET RATED

LoNDON — National UK rock station Virgin Radio has
become the first non-US station to sign up for Arbitron’s
InfoStream ratings service. Virgin Radio’s Internet channel,
www.virginradio.co.uk, recorded a monthly audience of
. 205,000 listeners in December, according to the
survey. “The global popularity of Virgin Radio is
due in no small part to the way all our DJs have
embraced the Internet and ensure global partici-
pation and feedback via an international phone
link and e-mail access directly into the studios,”
says John QOusby, director of Online, Virgin Radio.
“We've also been successful in securing global
exclusives such as the recent Oasis Webcast and a Paul
McCartney day online.” Virgin claims to be the first Euro-
pean station to broadcast continuously on the Internet,
beginning in 1996.

COMET CHANGES ORBIT

HAMBURG — German commercial music television network
VIVA's annual Comet awards will be hosted by the worlg
exhibition Expo 2000 in Hanover on September 28, in &
move which for the first time separates the awards from
the music fair PopKomm. in Cologne. A VIVA spokesperson
says the Comet awards have steadily gained importance in
the past five years, and VIVA now wants to establish them
as a separate brand independent of PopKomm. VIVA CEO
Dieter Gorny wants to “take advantage of the world exhibi-
tion Expo 2000 to present the Comets to an international
audience.” The co-production deal established last year
with public TV network ZDF will be continued.

SACEM: “PREJUDICE NOT ESTABLISHED”

PARIS — A commission of civil servants and magistrates has
ruled that French authors’ rights society SACEM did not
misappropriate royalties owed to its Jewish members during
the occupation of France by German troops 1940-1944.
According to the Commission Mattéoli, giving its findings in
Paris April 15, “prejudice with regard to despoiling doesn’t
seem to be established.” The ruling was based on documents
supplied by SACEM. Daniel Vangarde, whose complaints
against SACEM sparked the investigation last year, says
that “the Commission has not done its homework,” and he
plans to release further documements on SACEM activities.
In a statement, SACEM welcomed the Commission’s ruling.

Por 2000 spONSORED BY INTERNET EXCHANGE

LoNDON — In a deal believed to be worth more than
£100,000, UK online service provider Internet
Exchange will sponsor the Music Online area at Pop
2000, the first independent showcase for the British
pop music industry, due to be held at Birmingham’s
NEC 17-19 November. Pop 2000, aimed at an eight to
18-year-old audience, will showcase new talent, host
the Pepsi Chart and present established pop artists.
Internet Exchange will provide online and visual
effects such as video walls, plasma screens, net jock-
ey, and 360 degree webcams.

New networks for Spain

MADRID — A new “competi-
tive” national music network
is one of three formats soon to
be launched by Spain’s fast-
growing radio group, Corpora-
cion Radiofonica Onda Cero.
Javier Gimeno, chairman
of Onda Cero which was
acquired 100% by telecommu-

nications giant Telefonica last -

year, outlined his plans for
the company. They include
further growth in Spain and
Latin America and in the dig-

ital radio sector.

The group already has 249
fully owned or associated sta-
tions, compared to the 101 it
owned a year ago.

Gimeno emphasises that
“the quality of the formats
and their management” is
more important than
growth itself. “To achieve
that [quality standard], we
shall launch a project with
three complementary for-
mats, targeting the public
with a product which is dif-
ferent to the usual commer-
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cial offers.” The formats
will be: news/talk; “compet-
itive” musical; and a mix of
the two which Gimeno
describes as “complemen-
tary radio formula.”

He adds, “We are involved
in a process of complete
restructuring, which means
that we should break even
this year and make a profit
next year.” That would be a
breakthrough, since Onda
Cero made net losses of euro
1.4 million in 1998 and euro
4.3 million the year before.
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Riding Europe’s ratings waves

Spring traditionally sees
the publication of a large
number of important radio
ratings surveys around
Europe. M&M correspon-
dents analyse figures pub-
lished in the last couple of
weeks from Flanders,
France, Italy, Spain and
Sweden.

GOING OVERGROUND

So thumpingly electro it’s almost bigbeat, Luke

Mirwais’ science of disco

Despite 20 years in the music industry and a
string of hits under various guises, Mirwais,
now signed to French independent Naive,
has managed to remain an enigmatic figure.
Enigmatic or not, the airplay he is now
receiving for new single Disco Science
(Naive/Epic) released on May 8 and the
launch of new album Production which is out
in France on April 17 and May 15
in the UK, should significantly
increase his public profile.
Cherchez Le Garcon was
Mirwais’ first hit back in 1980
with trio Taxi Girl. The group
then released the largely elec-
tronic album Seppuku which
proved too synthetic for the
group’s punk following and too
edgy for the pop market. A
string of projects throughout
the ’80s and '90s produced a
clutch of classic tracks, but it was the
explosion of house and techno in France in
the early ’90s and the constant references
to Taxi Girl as progenitors of the scene that
encouraged Mirwais to throw himself into
electronic music again.
Production—released through Sony
Music’s Sine in Europe and Epic in the UK—
is a typical Mirwais project. It combines
instrumental pop on numbers such as Disco
Science with darker material like the convo-
luted, disconcerting Junkie’s Prayer and the
aching poignancy of Never Young Again.
Encouragingly, Disco Science is picking up
airplay on Pete Tong’s influential dance show
on the UK’s BBC Radio 1 (CHR) station and
a playlist placing is expected shortly.
“Whilst we’ve only had spot plays on
Radio 1, Steve Lamacq and Jo Whiley have
been playing it as have Pete Tong, Annie
Nightingale and Dave Pearce—I don’t
know many records given spot plays by so

many different people,” comments Epic UK
product manager Ted Cockle. As to why
Epic picked up the option for Mirwais in
the UK, Cockle says: “We’re going with it
because we're excited by it. It’s left-field,
alternative and yet has enough substance
to crossover for anyone with a bit of musi-
cal integrity. Basically he is a punk who’s
right into electronica—a more serious
Norman Cook figure. It’s certainly fairly
bonkers and groovy in the same
way. It’s been handled very well
in France and was presented to
us with great artwork and video
and then you hear the songs,
and that’s before you even men-
tion Madonna!” Cockle adds.

The Madonna connection
came about thanks to a chance
meeting at the filming of the
video for Disco Science. Mirwais
is now writing tracks for
Madonna’s next album. “They
were introduced by the video’s director,
Stephane Sednaoui,” comments Naive’s
communications manager Rémi Bouton.
“And that also led to Madonna singing on
Paradise.”

Andy Ashton, head of music at London’s
Xfm (Alt.Rock), is another UK programmer
playing Mirwais’ new material. “It’s very
Daft Punk. From our point of view we’re
looking for something with an edge and
Disco Science is one of the more interesting
releases, which is why it went straight on
the playlist.”

Naive’s 18 month strategy is to work the
instrumental material first with the poppi-
er songs to follow. “Second single will be I
Can’t Wait and the third is Naive Song,”
says Naive general manager Frederic
Rebet. “In France a vinyl version of Disco
Science [with a Giorgio Moroder remix] is
already in the specialist shops while in the
UK Epic are to release a CD single.”

Spain’s Minage a frois!

It has been a case of third time lucky for
Spanish singer Monica Naranjo, whose
third album Minage went straight in at
number one in the Spanish charts after
going platinum (100,000 units) on its day of
release, March 20.

That’s a major turnaround for
the artist who saw her debut sink
without trace due to “zilch promo-
tion by my label [Sony Epic
Spain]”. For her second album
Palabra De Mujer, Sony Music
Spain president Claudio Conde
got personally involved, and the
record sold one million copies after
spending more than 80 weeks in the charts.

Only one other Spanish artist has sold a
million albums in their home territory in the
last decade and that was singer/songwriter
Rosana, which explains why Conde describes
his charge in such ecstatic terms. “Monica is
the diva of Spain, a diva of the world.”

Senior vice president for Sony Europe
Richard Ogden agrees. “This is a major
launch for Sony, and our European priori-
ties outside Spain are Italy and Portugal,”
says Ogden, who adds that if Minage
provel successful in Italy it will be ear-

marked for a further European roll-out.

During April, the album is going out to
radio in Italy, Portugal and Latin America,
where it will be launched in the first week
of May. Naranjo has lined up a number of
promotional appearances in these territo-
ries this summer before embarking on a
Spanish tour from dJuly to
September. Spain’s second most
popular music radio network,
Cadena SER’s Spanish language-
only Cadena DIAL, has put
Monica’s chart-topping new sin-
gle Sobrevivire on “Super-Dial”
maximum rotation of 62 plays a
week through April. “Monica’s
breakthrough was a milestone in
recent Spanish musical history, and her
fabulous voice and strong personality make
for an explosive Spanish mix that our lis-
teners love,” believes DIAL deputy director
Manuel Davila.

“The new album marks a beautiful
change,” says Naranjo, who is an icon to
the Spanish gay community. “As far as my
image goes, I don't tell others how to live,
nor do I want to be an example for young
people, because I have my own little things.
I am very sane and calm, though there are
people who think I am way out of control.”

that if you read most of the stories
written about the recording indus-
try during 1999, they were about
an industry that was on its last
legs, suffering tremendous turmoil
and change. But if you look at the
numbers, they say we actually
held up pretty well in the face of
all that. That’s testimony to the
fact that music is still an essential
ingredient in people’s lives.”

During 1999 the world’s largest
music market, the US, posted a 5%
growth in units and an 8% growth in
value. That marks the fifth consecu-
tive year of improved figures there.
Berman says the general boom time
in the US economy also contributed
to the music industry’s growth.

At the same time there were
strong indications of

three largest markets, Germany,
France and the UK—over the last
three years has certainly not kept
up with inflation,” analyses Sony
Music International president
Rick Dobbis. “Whether you take
[the IFPI] figures as gospel or you
use them with other information,
clearly those three markets and
most of the markets in Europe are
in a flat or even negative period.”
Sweden’s continued importance to
the pop music genre helped its unit
sales increase by 4%. Norway and
Denmark also enjoyed healthy
growth. Across the North Sea the UK,
up 4% in value, was boosted by a
strong improvement in sales of sin-
gles. Again, though, the strength of
dollar translated into Sweden being
flat in dollar terms and the

rapid growth in US
sales of Internet-deliv-
ered music. The num-
ber of consumers who
used the Internet last
year to buy music rose
to 2.4%, up from 1.1%
in 1998, according to
US consumer research.

Europe, however,
was flat in units and up
only 1% in value over-
all, with the European
Union down 3% in units and flat in
value.

The continental pattern was
chequered, with falling sales in
France and Germany offset by
improved sales elsewhere, particu-
larly in Scandinavia, parts of east-
ern Europe, Ireland and the UK.
“It’s a mixed bag in Europe,” says
Berman. “You have to go behind
the headlines and look at the indi-
vidual countries.”

“The stagnation of the markets
in Europe—and especially the

UK, thanks to the relative-
ly strong pound, posting a
2% dollar-value gain.

The UK’ biggest
- achievement was over-
taking  Germany to
reclaim its place as the
world’s third largest
music market. Germany
sold more sound carrier
units—290 million com-
pared to the UK’s 278
million—but pricing
structures and exchange rates
resulted in the UK pulling in $2.9
billion during 1999, compared to
Germany’s $2.8 billion. Unit sales
in Germany were flat, leading to a

2% fall in sales, down 6% in dollar

terms.

Record companies in the UK
managed to turn a 5% slump in
unit sales into a growth in value.
Comments Dobbis: “The UK mar-
ket was riding high three years ago
and had a lovely run. If you are
putting out good records and you
are doing a good job [for the artists]
that will create retail traffic.”

In eastern Europe, the major
music markets (Hungary, Poland,
Russia and Croatia) all grew in
unit terms except for the Czech
Republic, which fell by 25% in
units and almost 30% in value.

“There are a couple of things
going on in Europe as a whole,”
Berman comments. “In some of the
larger markets we have a CD-R
problem for the first time, while in
the rest of Europe we still have a
very significant piracy problem. If
you take a market like Italy, piracy
there [accounts for] something like
20% of the market. These are signif-

“What are the exact details of
the chart sponsorship deal? Is any
of that media value being passed
on to the BBC in the form of lower
costs?” Orchard asked. “If so, the
BBC is receiving commercial fund-
ing via the back door. If it isn’t
passed on, the consumer is being
ripped off. We need to know the
details. Can you fill me in?”

In a lively exchange with the
GWR executive, Radio 1 controller
Andy Parfitt, who was in the audi-
ence, refused to go into detail
about the Worldpop deal, although
he admitted that—despite the
chart’s sponsorship—Radio 1 will
still be paying more than previ-
ously for its exclusive right to air
the chart.

On the wider debate, Parfitt
responded that Radio 1 was about
“focussing only on the listener,”
irrespective of other factors
which stations in the commercial
sector are forced to consider.
“That is what public money
allows Radio 1 to do,” he said,

adding that the station “encour-
ages diversity and innovation in
UK music” in a way which, he
argued, the commercial sector
could not.

Dickins warns of ‘pandering’ to radio

Giving the music keynote address
at Music Radio 2000, Instant Kar-
ma chairman Rob Dickins accused
the music industry of mak-
ing music designed purely
for mainstream radio,
without regard for foster-
ing creativity and building
long-term artist careers.
“If you just stick to the
trend, the artist will not
stretch out of the UK.
When we just make what
you [radio] play, we’re on the wrong
road. If we don’t excite you, you
won’t excite us or the youngsters.
“A lot of records now are coming
from the same talent source—peo-
ple like [Britney Spears producer]
Max Martin. Labels flock to this
handful of songwriters to have
them make music,” he argued. “As
soon as Steps works there’s S Club

7. If that mentality stays with us,
we're dead. People want to make
records that sound the same.
Moloko is risky, but theyre doing
it. When people break the rules and
they’re fantastic, you’ll see
them break borders.”

Dickins claimed that,
in the UK at the moment,
“children are dictating
the musical tastes of the
media.” Eventually, he
predicted, “the public is
going to demand the

Economic recovery in Asia
helped boost the figures in that
region. Four of the five top Asian
markets, excluding Japan, experi-
enced growth. Australasia followed
the trend set in the US by adding
6% in units and 5% in value, mak-
ing it the highest-growth region.

With the exception of Mexico,
music sales in Latin America were
hit by significant economic diffi-
culties. Elsewhere, Middle East-
ern markets largely saw improve-
ment, except for Saudi Arabia and
Israel. The Middle East region as
a whole experienced a 2% fall in
units and a 1% fall in value. In
Africa, South Africa was down in
units but up in value.

“If you look at the [European]
market figures there is definitely
cause for concern, but the same is
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true in Latin America, in parts of
Asia and in other -countries,”
analyses Dobbis. “There is a lot of
bad news out there: there is terri-
ble physical piracy, there is grow-
ing Internet piracy and a growing
perception that you should pay for
everything else in life apart from
music; there is the unbelievable
proliferation, especially in Europe,
of CD-Rs.

“So the [glass] half-full theory
would be that the consumption of
music that we see in the traditional
marketplace is a concern, but if you
look at the other opportunities for
people to acquire music, although
they are not legal acquisition of
music to a large degree, there is
still a lot of interest in consumption
of music. As our dear departed Ian
Dury would have said, there are
reasons to be cheerful.”
