Pringle era dawns at
restructured Capital

LONDON - New Capital Radio group
programmer Keith Pringle is
emphasising the team ethos
as he embarks on succeeding
one of the hardest -to -follow
acts in European radio at a
reshaped company.

Pringle, previously group
programme director of the
UK's Chrysalis Radio group
prior to embarking on his
ill-fated Puremix.com ven-
ture last year, replaces
Capital's high -profile former group
director of programmes Richard
Park, who stepped down from that
role in March.

"I think the important thing," says
Pringle, "and it wasn't always proper-

ly reflected, was that what made
Capital Radio great was Richard,
undoubtedly, but also a tremendous

number of other people who
may not have been so far
forward in the publicity
mix. And they're still there
-one person doesn't make
an organisation great."

Concurrent with Prin-
gle's appointment as group
programming and content
director, Capital has re-
structured its business,
moving away from its previ-

ous regional divisions to a structure
built around its broadcast brands.
Thus the company will now be divid-
ed into The CHR Network (consisting
of Capital FM/London, Glasgow's

LONDON - At just 20 years of age, Ali-
cia Keys (pictured) has already
unlocked the US market with her first
releases for Clive Davis' J Records, and
is now turning her attentions to
Europe.

The new R&B artist's debut, Songs
In A Minor, entered the Billboard 200
US Album chart at number one last
month and stayed there for four concec-
utive weeks "which is unprecedented
for a debut artist," remarks BMG
Europe's head of R&B marketing,
Mervyn Lyn.

On September 3, the first single

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Virgin goes
for pan-Euro
A&R strategy

PARIS - Virgin is building the first
layers of a pan-European A&R struc-
ture, in a move being described as a
way of reinforcing the
artistic drive of the label.

Former Virgin Conti-
nental Europe president
Emmanuel de Buretel,
who started on August 1
in his new role of presi-
dent & CEO, EMI Re-
corded Music Europe, has
promoted Firmin Michiels,
managing director of Vir-
gin Belgium, to the newly -created posi-
tion of A&R director, Virgin Continen-
tal Europe. The announcement was
made at the label's seminar in Portugal
(July 26-27).

To replace Michiels, de Buretel has
appointed Bart Cools to the position of
managing director of Virgin Belgium.
Cools transfers from EMI International
in the UK, where he has held since
August 2000 the position of director,
European repertoire. He will join the
Belgian company on September 15.

Michiels' new position was effective
August 1, but he will remain in charge
of Virgin Belgium until his successor
arrives. He will report to de Buretel.

During his tenure at Virgin,
Michiels was involved in the signing
and international development of acts
such as Axelle Red, Zap Mama, Gorky,
Lais, Buscemi and Arno, among others.

De Buretel tells M&M that these
changes in the A&R field were already
in the pipeline before his new role was
announced at the beginning of July.
He says that Michiels is the first in a

It's a challenging project that Clive Dickens and his col-
leagues have embarked upon (see story, page 3) in view-
ing Europe as one single radio market and looking for
investment opportunities.

Looking more closely at Dickens' plans for Absolute
Radio International (ARI), the project is more complex-
and innovative-than it might at first appear. It's cer-
tainly more than just another radio consultancy or non -
participatory radio investment house.

Unlike NRJ, Capital or any of the other the publicly -
quoted premier league players, Dickens' ARI is not look-
ing for majority control-too expensive-but rather to
take minority stakes and exercise an influence that in
the long term will create added value for shareholders
which, of course, will include themselves. The former
Capital Radio programmer and his team will have an
input on the strategy, programming and development of
all the stations it buys into.

The European radio landscape desperately needs these
new kind of players. Because of their expertise and experi-
ence, the likes of ARI will help smaller operators to level up

the playing field with the bigger groups. They will make
radio properties more attractive to other investors, who
won't have to pay astronomical prices to wholly own these
properties. And because they are looking for partnership
rather than ownership, they will create a community of sta-
tions in various countries linked by a common interest.

Dickens is confident that he'll be able to adapt to the
local cultures and find the right local partners. That's
certainly where the biggest challenge lies. Too often, the
tendency of the big groups is to duplicate the same cor-
porate identity and organisational structure at all of its
properties, regardless of the country (just look at how
NRJ does business!).

The other challenge, of course, will be to find reliable
and enthusiastic investors, ready to put money into Euro-
pean radio, particularly during what by all accounts
looks like a bleak year in terms of
advertising revenues for the sector.

What is refreshing, too, about
Dickens' project is that, for once,
someone is talking about investing in
old-fashioned terrestrial radio. Un-
like the numerous "virtual" radio ven-
tures we have written about in this
magazine over the past couple of
years, he may actually make some
money out of it.

Def Jam, Roadrunner tie the (Slip) knot
by Menno Visser

HILVERSUM - Is this the best mar-
riage of rock and rap since Walk This
Way?

The Island Def Jam Group's
worldwide acquisition of 50% of
Amsterdam -based Roadrunner
unites a world leader in the urban
market with a leading indie player
in the fashionable nu metal scene.

"Def Jam and Roadrunner are kin-
dred spirits," claims New York -based
Island Def Jam president Lyor Cohen.
"It's like a horse shoe-the opposite
ends are actually more towards the
middle than most people think."

It is understood that Roadrunner
was on the market because the label
needed around $15 million to repay
Germany's Edel Records following
an aborted deal. For Island Def Jam,
which is part of Universal Music
Group, the transaction gives it the
opportunity to develop a presence in

the hard rock market for the first
time.

Paolo D'Alessandro, VP interna-
tional marketing at Roadrunner,
stresses: "This is not a merger or a

takeover. All our main operations are
going to stay in place, only the distri-
bution will shift towards the Univer-
sal system, although we will honour
all current distribution contracts."

"The timing for the deal was just

right," adds D'Alessandro, with Road-
runner set to release the new album
from the controversial US nu metal act
Slipknot on August 28. Other acts on
the Roadrunner roster include Nickel -
back, Deicide, Fear Factory, Sepultura,
Soulfly and Type 0 Negative.

Announced on July 30, a Def Jam -
Roadrunner link -up was actually
first discussed some eight years ago.
"But we had very few resources back
then," recalls Cohen.

Cohen says he feels more relaxed
these days being a part of Universal,
without the financial pressures of
being an indie. "Everybody thought
the flower was going to wilt [after
the Universal take-over], but on the
contrary, we've grown to be the
number four US label now. And I
still feel like this is my company.
What people tend to forget is that,
at the end of the day, you don't deal
with large corporations, but with
human beings."

Hit Popstars series comes to France
by Joanna Shore

PARIS - The Popstars TV concept is
coming to France following a deal
struck between Universal Music
France and French commercial TV
channel M6.

The show will air in the autumn,
but prior to that a group of five girls
will be chosen by a jury of music pro-
fessionals during a nationwide cast-
ing process taking place throughout
August. The jury will comprise man-
aging director of Mercury France and
former artist Santi Casariego; artistic
director of events at M6 Pascal Brous -
sot; and US dancer/choreographer
Mia Frye.

The programme, produced by

Expand, will follow the group's
progress from casting through to the
release of their album, under the
guidance of teams of executives lead
by Universal Music France CEO Pas-
cal Negre.

The show's philosophy, explains
M6 assistant director of music and
special projects Francois Duroux, is to
"show the television audience what
the music industry is really like."

Duroux expects that M6 will give
further support to the group after the
release by airing their videos. He says
the jury will look for girls who "sing
well, dance well, and have personali-
ty," adding that an all -female group
seems "better suited to the French
market. Our objective is to make a

record as attractive as possible to the
15-34 age group."

Universal Music Publishing will
search for available songs to provide
material for the group. After M6 and
Mercury have made a joint final selec-
tion of songs, the two partners will then
put together a production team whose
task it will be to create a quality album
capable of long-term popularity.

The arrival of Popstars, as well as
TF1's Star Academy show, comes at a
time when there has been less music
on terrestrial TV in France. M6 is
bound by French broadcasting
authority the CSA to include 30%
music in its programming, a quota
which Duroux says "we work towards
each year."
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Dickens reveals his Euro-vision
by Jon Heasman

LONDON - "We want to be
pioneers in bringing togeth-
er a radio industry in
Europe the like of which
has not been seen before."

That's the ultimate ambi-
tion of former Capital
Radio/London group head of
programmes Clive Dickens
for his newly unveiled Euro-
pean music radio venture,
Absolute Radio Internation-
al (ARI).

ARI-whose financial
backers Dickens declines to
reveal at this stage-will
take minority shareholdings
in radio companies in partic-
ular European markets, and
ARI's executives will work in
partnership with those sta-

tions to improve their audi-
ences, profitability and ulti-
mately shareholder value.

"Our strategy will be not
to insist on corporate con-
trol but to build through
local partnerships and good
relationships. It's just a lit-
tle bit too early for UK cor-
porates to start looking at
these type of opportunities,
we believe, because it
would take a fundamental
shift in the way they work."

Joining Dickens, who will
be ARI's programme and
operations director, is his for-
mer Capital Radio colleague
Donnach O'Driscoll, who had
been Capital's head of inter-
national development for the
past two years. O'Driscoll,
who is ARI's CEO, is a for-

mer head of radio develop-
ment and joint director of
development at the pan-
European RTL Group. Also
joining ARI, as finance direc-
tor, is Adrian Robinson, who
joins from accountants
KPMG, where he specialised
in the communications and
entertainment sectors.

Dickens admits that ARI
will be very much a long-
term project. "This isn't
going to be a quick buck," he
says. "The markets we want
to work in are politically
complex and culturally
unique from one another.
They have all sorts of condi-
tions that make it tricky to
operate. It's going to take a
huge amount of time and a
lot of relationship building."

Peel producer John Walters dies
LONDON - Tributes have
been paid in the UK this
week to BBC producer and
presenter John
Walters, who died
suddenly at the
age of 63 on July
30, writes Jon
Heasman.

Best known for
producing John
Peel's alternative
music shows on
public CHR sta-
tion BBC Radio 1 (he even
went on honeymoon with
Peel and their respective
wives), Walters (pictured)
also moved into presenting
at Radio 1 with his eclectic

and critically -acclaimed
Walters Weekly show. In
more recent years as a free-

lance broadcaster,
he had diversified
into speech radio
and TV with the
likes of BBC
Radio 4.

A former school
teacher and trum-
peter with the
Alan Price Set
from 1965 to

1967, Walters joined Radio
1 at its birth in 1967 as a
staff producer. He left the
BBC staff in 1991.

Group editorial director
of London -based production

company UBC, Tim Black -
more, who worked along-
side Walters as a producer
at Radio 1 in the '70s,
praised Waters' "open
mindedness" as a producer
and his "sheer ability as a
raconteur" in his work as a
broadcaster, being the first
presenter to demonstrate
that it was possible to
switch between the pop-
ulist Radio 1 and the more
high -brow Radio 4.

Jenny Abramsky, direc-
tor of BBC Radio & Music,
says: "John Walters was one
of the most influential pro-
ducers in music radio and
he has left a great legacy."

CDNI THE BEAT
AUSTRIAN COMMERCIALS STILL STRUGGLING

VIENNA - Three years after the introduction of com-
mercial radio in Austria, commercial broadcasters are
still struggling against public broadcaster the ORF. In
official ratings for the first half of 2001, ORF's nation-
al CHR station, 03, saw its market share jump to 37%
in Vienna, a 5% increase on the same period last year.
The top -rated commercial station in Vienna, 88.6, saw
its share slide from 12% to 7%. Except for Radio Ener-
gy, whose share held steady at 5%, the other main
Viennese commercial outlets also saw declines in
audience.

MUSICXPORT ACTS SELECTED

HILVERSUM - Four Dutch acts have been chosen to
take part in the first round of the MusicXport.nl pro-
motion campaign, which aims to break Dutch acts in

the German market
(M&M, May 12). Pop acts
Arling & Cameron
(PIAS), Ellen Ten
Damme (Mercury) (pic-
tured), Judith (Polydor)
and dance act Barthezz
(Purple Eye) have been
selected to benefit from
the initiative, which
comes from Dutch rock
and pop institute NPI,

Dutch music promotion foundation Conamus, local
labels body NVPI and the Dutch ministries of foreign
affairs and of education, cultural affairs and science.
German ad agency Kick -media will be drawing up the
campaigns.

SIAE RENEWS RAI DEAL
MILAN - Italy's performing rights society SIAE has
renewed its agreement with public broadcaster RAJ
for the broadcast of music on RAI's three radio and
three TV stations. The agreement is valid until 2002
and has an estimated annual value of L120 billion
(euro 62 million). The agreement follows a deal SIAE
signed with RTI and the three privately -owned Medi-
aset TV stations at the start of June: on that occasion
an agreement for L300 billion was reached for Rete 4,
Canale 5 and Italia 1 TV stations for the period 2001-
2003.

BUSINESS NEWS CAN STAY ON AIR
HILVERSUM - Dutch media regulator Secretariaat
van de Media has finally ruled that financial news
station Business News Radio can carry on broadcast-
ing its daytime financial news format, provided that it
continues to broadcast jazz music overnight. In 1997,
the secretary of state gave permission for a format
change to business news from the former Jazzradio.
After complaints from two other stations (Slam FM
and Arrow) who had designs on the station's frequen-
cies, it was ruled that the minister was not in a posi-
tion to authorise the format change, which should
have been a matter for the regulator.

MOVING CHAIRS
Moscow - Programme director at Russia's Europa
Plus network, Yri Axyuta, has been appointed gener-
al producer at the station. Oleg Bondarenko, for-
merly head of production, replaces Axyuta as pro-
gramme director.
LONDON - Sarah Smithard has been promoted from
sales director to managing director at the GWR
Group's Wrexham -based Marcher Group.

Annie Roseberry (pictured) has
been appointed A&R consultant and
independent executive producer for
Sony Classical in Europe.

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AOL launches online initiatives

NEW YORK - The digital -delivery
music market continues to grow
ever more complex.

America Online, the world's
biggest Internet service provider
and one of the biggest Web portals,
unveiled through its division AOL
Music a package of online music
initiatives at the Plug -In confer-
ence held July 24-25 in New York
by Jupiter Media Metrix, in associ-
ation with M&M sister publication
Billboard.

AOL Music's Artist Discovery
Network aims to help unsigned
and newly signed acts, and is
already available. Radio@AOL is a
new sophisticated audio Webcaster
featuring original and syndicated
content, plus e -commerce, and will
be launched this autumn.

Radio@AOL will include a new,
dedicated chart show called
Ground Zero and an Artist of the
Month slot. It also introduces a
new search engine that uses titles,

clips, images and even hyper -
links to track music on the Web,
plus an upgraded version of
Spinner, AOL's original, 150 -
channel Web radio net-
work.

Internet users can
listen to Spinner chan-
nels via Winamp, the
AOL digital player
that already has
more than 90 million
registered installations on PCs
worldwide. An icon representing a
Radio@AOL will automatically pop
up on -screen when AOL's 30 mil-
lion subscribers worldwide
upgrade to the AOL 7.0 software
system during the autumn.

"AOL's wide range of music
assets and expertise positions us to
drive the growth of digital music
and make the Internet even more
central to members' lives," says
Kevin Conroy, senior VP and head
of AOL Music.

His strategy focuses on AOL's 30
million subscribers, who use the

365 comes full circle
LONDON - Music365, the ad -
financed music Web site provided
by multi -platform information and
entertainment company 365 Corp.,
closed down on July 29, writes
Julia Koranteng.

The demise of the UK site is
indicative of how the international
online music market is continuing
to experience turmoil as the gener-
al Internet ad sector hits the skids.
At the same time, new label -backed
online music operators are compet-
ing for consumers' attention.

Under these conditions, the
three -year -old Music365, which
provided music news, reviews,
interviews, chat rooms and e -com-
merce, were struggling to make a
profit, according to Howard John-
son, 365 Corp's product director.

'We're very much focusing on dri-
ving towards profitability," explains
Johnson. "But it's a very difficult

market, which is still evolving. It's
also very difficult to predict what's
going to happen in future."

Johnson also surmises that the
emergence of the new subscription -
based services funded by the majors,
such as MusicNet and Pressplay, is
squeezing the marketplace.

Jupiter Research analyst Mark
Mulligan attributes Music365's
problems to the current online ad
market's slump. "The problem with
the 365 Corp. group as a whole is the
dependence on advertising revenue."

However, 365Corp. isn't totally
abandoning the online music sector.
The company, which laid off four
people from Music365, still plans to
syndicate music -related content to
third -party online and offline media
owners. And previous Music365
users on the company's database can
still subscribe to a free weekly e-mail
information service.

network, and pay -channel HBO.

AOL Music users will also have
access to MusicNet, the subscrip-
tion based Web music venture
jointly owned by AOL Time Warn-
er, EMI Group, Bertelsmann and
RealNetworks, the Webcast soft-
ware developer. Zomba Records
last week signed up to provide con-
tent to MusicNet.

This, theoretically, means new
and established artists signed to
the major labels owned by Music -
Net's three media company share-
holders and the affiliated labels
have access to AOL's 30 million
paying users.

Yet, the set-up means AOL
Music doesn't have access at this
stage to the repertoire belonging to
Universal Music Group and Sony
Music. They have jointly formed
Pressplay, the rival subscription -
based digital music service that
has formed distribution alliances
with Yahoo! and MSN, AOL's
biggest Web portal rivals.

Additionally, on July 19
MP3.com unveiled plans to enable
millions of its registered users
worldwide to subscribe to Press -
play. MP3.com already operates
established subscription -based
downloads and digital -locker ser-
vices. It was acquired by Vivendi
Universal earlier this year.

"The larger picture indicates
that aggregators of content are
turning towards portals and Inter-
net service providers," observes
Mark Mulligan, music analyst at
Jupiter Research, London. "Portals
are far more effective reaching peo-
ple and keeping them longer
because of the other [non -music]
content there."

Pressplay CEO Andy Schuon
warns, however, that publishing
rights remains an obstacle because
"the only thing that will slow us
down is something out of our con-
trol."

Morissette pleads for creativity
NEW YORK - Represent-
ing the "Artist's Perspec-
tive" at the Plug.In con-
ference in New York,
Maverick -signed Alanis
Morissette (pictured) has
decried the waning use of
the Internet as a distrib-
ution channel for uncom-
mercial talent. She also
called on artists to rally
for legislation that will
make their music accessible to the
largest possible audiences.

The current major -label system
is "not working," Morissette said,
because record companies are
owned by conglomerates increas-
ingly focused on nothing more than
quarterly results.

"While the music industry is
fueled largely by artists, their
point of view is left largely to the
advocacy of others who might not
have their best interests at heart,"
she said, adding that less than one-
third of 1% of music releases sell
enough copies to generate royalties
for the artist. "In today's climate, if
an artist doesn't sell a certain
number of copies on his first
release, they will be lucky to be
supported at all by the record com-
panies, which are so focused on the
bottom -line numbers."

Morissette argued that artists
today are not being given a chance
to evolve. "Many of the most popu-
lar artists of the last 30 years
would have been dropped by the

record company in
today's climate," she
says.

In Morissette's opin-
ion, the Internet at one
time offered great
promise. Such compa-
nies as MP3.com and
Napster, she said,
"offered a link between
artists and audiences
and was a way for less -

established artists to have a forum
to reach those who will be touched
by their art." Now, she said, those
same companies have been "litigat-
ed, vilified, and ultimately consoli-
dated to the point where these
opportunities [don't exist]."

Pointing to Napster's relation-
ship with Bertelsmann, and the
acquisition of MP3.com and Emu -
sic by Vivendi Universal, Moris-
sette said that the Internet has
become "a bottleneck for creativi-
ty," because the media conglomer-
ates are attempting to apply tradi-
tional, profit -oriented business
models to the new medium.

Meanwhile, Morissette called on
artists to be proactive. "I encourage
all artists to educate themselves as
a means to demonstrate to all
interested parties our readiness to
be part of this process," she said,
adding that artists and fans should
back businesses and political can-
didates who have a record and
platform of supporting the arts.

Marc
Maes profiles a station that
is already looking to the
future by forging alliances
with record labels and TV
companies.

Our catchphrase is De fun,
de hits' ['Fun and hits']
and that is what Radio
Donna is all about. It's
part of the VRT philoso-

phy-supplying entertainment is also
a function of public radio, alongside
news and culture."

That's how 42 -year -old station
manager Mark Coenen sees Radio
Donna. Before taking over the wheel
at the VRT's fastest growing outlet,
Coenen spent 15 years with VRT's
alternative music station Studio
Brussel (now StuBru) as head of
music. In 1999, he joined the public
broadcaster's programming commit-
tee as a strategic consultant.

On November 1 last year, Coenen
replaced Bert Geenen (who departed
to join competitor Topradio) as station
manager at Radio Donna. "And now,
six months later, I feel like a big
fish in the pond," says Coenen.
"Instead of having to keep up
with all the novelties of the
alternative market at StuBru,
where one week of holiday could
be lethal, I get the opportunity
to set the whole strategy-and let oth-
ers make the programmes."

New competition
Coenen is very aware that, with the
imminent launch of two national com-
mercial stations in Flanders, new
players are sure to eat into Radio
Donna's 36% share of the Flemish

radio market. "You cannot fight an
enemy you don't know," he says,
before listing the potential rivals.
"Apart from VMM [Vlaamse Media
Maatschappij, operator of Top Radio
and Radio Mango networks], stations
like Radio Contact and 4FM are also
applying for a licence, [and] the
recent takeover of [part of] concert
promoter Herman Schueremans'
business by SFX will give US giant
Clear Channel Communications
access to the Flemish radio market,
since Schueremans has a 30% stake
in Radio Roxy-who also applied for a
licence."

The competition is likely to be sig-
nificant, but over its nine years of
broadcasting Radio Donna has estab-
lished a solid reputation when it
comes to playing hits, and has the
support of record labels and public
alike as a result.

"It's not our job to break the hits
and perhaps we're too conservative
about it," says Coenen. "But our con-
sistent format and reliable playlist
make Radio Donna a perfect partner
for the record industry-they know
that if we play the song it's likely to
become a hit. Getting a record played
with us is becoming a challenge for
record promotion staffers..."

Meanwhile the station has teamed
up with record labels to produce joint
operations like the Hitclub series of
albums (EVA), which are among the
country's best selling compilations.

Playlist committee
Coenen says a programming commit-
tee spends three hours a week picking
songs for the station's playlist, using
a wide selection of charts and tip -
sheets plus the Radio Donna
Primadonna chart (compiled by the
audience) as parameters. Both the
Album of the Day and Donna's
Smaakmaker (single of the day) are
selected by the programming staff.

"I'm happy to see that 70% of our
`Smaakmakers' actually became hits,"
says Coenen, "but as a public station
we must keep our finger on the pulse
and avoid offering an average music
choice just to maintain our position in
the market."

In the station's early days, Flemish
product played an important role in
Radio Donna's music roster, with
artists such as Clouseau and Mama's
Jasje. "But there was only one
Clouseau and the Flemish language
pop market is suffering from
anaemia," says Coenen. "Today, we
are investing heavily in so-called

disco -pop: a booming local market
with acts like X -Session and Sylver
who are also crossing the borders to
Holland and Germany. Those acts
make up the core of our artists along-
side Belle Perez, Madonna and
Jennifer Lopez."

Coenen also admits that a
Popstars-style mix of synergies
between different media partners-
combined with a good song-is the
perfect recipe for success.
VandaVanda's Sunshine After The
Rain was the result of a SBS-VT4 TV
series, and Coenen knows that a
major multi -media player-and com-
mercial competitor-like VMM could
potentially have an even bigger
impact on what the nation listens to.
"The combination of TV [VTM, Jim TV
and Kanaal 2], radio [Top and Mango
networks] and printed media [news-

paper group HLN is a share-
holder in VMM] could also be
very powerful," he admits.

`Healthy collaboration'
Not that Radio Donna is going
to get left behind. The station

has already teamed up with music TV
channel The Music Factory in what
Coenen calls a "healthy collabora-
tion". He hopes that the recent take-
over of TMF Vlaanderen by MTV will
work in Radio Donna's favour too, giv-
ing access to international artists for
radio interviews.

"Our daily 10.00-12.00 programme
Vrouwentongen hosted by Leen
Demare also runs on TV and has
become much more than merely 'radio
on TV'," offers Coenen. "We now have
clips and material from the VRT's
archive vaults and the whole thing is
very attractive. Recent ratings noted
that the programme reached close to
130,000 viewers."

As for the future, Coenen wants to
consolidate the station's position in
the market, but while bearing in
mind that his core business is making
radio, not setting marketing plans, he
clearly has ideas in all areas.

"Apart from the technical side,
where Radio Donna's new studio will
allow self -op programmes driven by
one presenter behind an hydraulic
desk, we are rethinking some day -
parts for the autumn," he says.

"First of all, I would like to see
more sports coverage throughout the
programmes. We had some success
with our three-week Euro 2000 spe-
cial with AVRO Radio and we're cer-
tainly covering some of this year's
Tour de France, but I'm looking for
more structural input."

Radio Donna's request programme
His Master's Voice will also be reposi-
tioned to focus on '80s hits rather
than the current '60 to '90s mix. "That
decade is close to our 25-45 core audi-
ence and we're determined to include
more '80s material in all of our pro-
grammes, but definitely in the new
version of His Master's Voice," he
says. "This could play an important
role in positioning ourselves against
potential competitors."

Witness to the great Mercury robbery
by Nigel Williamson

The best album of the year not to have made the
Technics Mercury Music Prize shortlist (M&M,
August 4) may not be the catchiest selling -point
in the world. But judging by the five star
reviews and the enthusiastic retail support
for Witness' second album, Under A Sun
(Universal Island), the UK band easily walk
away with the accolade.

"We were hoping the record would make the
Mercury shortlist, because there's hardly been
an album this year which has had better
reviews," says John Turner, product manager at
the band's label, Island. "But there's never any
guarantee of these things and we're confident
they are going to succeed anyway. There's a
major awareness campaign in place to build the
band in other ways."

The reviews are at least a perfect place to
start, for they have been almost uniformly adu-
latory. Several critics have likened the band to
"a British REM" and one review suggested that
if Under A Sun had been recorded by the multi -
platinum group, it would have been hailed as
the best REM album since their classic
Automatic For The People.

"The strategy was to get the record in the
hands of key people early and get some fans in the
press," Turner says. 'That worked a treat because
the press reaction has been unbelievable."

The other key component prior to release was
a UK tour, unusually co -sponsored by the high
street retailer HMV. "Retail was on board early
and we shared with them the data we built up on
the fans who came to the shows and then targeted
them prior to the album coming out," Turner says.

Released on July 23, the album sold almost
3,000 copies in the UK in its first week, charting
at number 69. But fresh impetus is set to come
from major summer festival performances and
an autumn campaign built around the second
single-Here's One For You-backed by touring
activity. Meanwhile, the spectacular press quotes
will be used to raise awareness via fly -posting,
leafleting and ads in the specialist music press.

Island has high hopes of the second single
which comes out in late September. The first cut,
You Are All My Own Invention, did well at college
radio in the UK but struggled to get airplay else-
where. "It was A -listed on the student Broadcast
Network, but then came the end of term," Turner
says. "With the second single, which is the
album's strongest track, we're hopeful of special-
ist support from rock stations such as Xfm and
shows such as Steve Lamacq's on Radio One."

Under A Sun was released simultaneously in
Holland, where the band has built a live follow-
ing. A French release is due in the autumn with
other European territories to follow. The album
will be released in the US in September, accord-
ing to manager Rob Partridge.

Resurgence of love for Gainsbourg

It's the summer-and summer
means dancing, ideally in exotic
locations.

Consequently, the market is cur-
rently creaking under a veritable
blizzard of dance releases, all vying
for the attention of a public that
long ago stopped being impressed
by titles such as Summer Dance
Mix #23. Similarly predictable con-
tent and an almost total absence of
any sales strategy other than "buy
this" has created an already slow-
ing market populated by con-
sumers every bit as cynical as their
counterparts in record company
marketing departments.

How refreshing, then, to listen to
I Love Serge (Mercury/France), a
record with a bona fide raison d'e-
tre that has already sold strongly
across Europe and Asia since its,
release in April.

The music of the late Serge
Gainsbourg is up there with the
greatest French music of this or
any era and, given the artist's
highly developed sense of harmony
and twisted sense of humour, it
was definitely time for a makeover.

"A whole new generation is dis-
covering Serge Gainsbourg thanks
to the album," says Miriam
Lockshin, international promotion
co-ordinator at Universal Music
France. "We're enormously pleased
with the response both here in
Europe, in Asia and now in the
US."

Although the album is yet to be
released in the States, Demon
Ritchie's energetic re -reading of
Sea, Sex & Sun is currently caus-

ing a stir on both the east and west
coasts. "The groundwork in the US
is well underway with an album
release after the summer," adds
Lockshin.

Meanwhile in Europe, the Bob
Sinclar version of Marabout has
been slated as the second single
set to be shipped in September.
"The Bob Sinclar contribution is
undeniably important from a pro-
motional point of view," continues
Lockshin. "We've put together a
four track EP with Marabout as
the lead track plus a new mix of
Sea, Sex & Sun, No Comment by
Dax Riders and La -bas C'est
Naturel by Faze Action."

Alongside these four predomi-
nantly "dance" contributions, the
album contains several standout
moments including Herbert's
Latin -tinged version of Bonnie &
Clyde, a superbly sensitive and
funky cover of Lola Rastouquouere
from Chateau Flight and a back -
on -form The Orb, augmented by
Thomas Fehlmann, who turn in a
mysterious, murky and ultimately
brilliant Requiem Pour Un C...

Travisonline satisfies
the two most fundamen-
tal, and frequently over-
looked, rules of any
website-clarity and
ease of use.

The weekly dance chart comment by Harald Roth

Roger Sanchez's Another Chance (R-
Senal/Defected) stays at number one on the
chart for the second week in a row. Sanchez's
biggest hit to date looks likely to hold on at the
top for at least another week.

Safri Duo's Samb-A-Dagio (Universal), at
number three, looks the most likely challenger
at present-the Danes have already enjoyed a
previous Dance Traxx number one hit with
their debut cut, Played -A -Live (Universal).

DaHool's Meet Her At The Love Parade
(Kosmo/ Universal) climbs another four
notches to number five, moving closer to the
track's original chart peak at number four
back in 1998. The track is doing well in
Britain and Ireland, and if Scandinavia and
France join early supporters on the club play
side, the track could go all the way to the top
this time around.

Rank 1 feat. Shanokee's Such Is Life (ID&T)
climbs to seven from 17 this week. Some 16
months ago, Rank 1 became the first Dutch
signing to score a number one on the Dance
Traxx chart with Airwave (ID&T). Despite the
country's huge success with trance produc-
tions, no other Dutch act have to date repeated
that feet.

Dante Thomas feat. Pras' Miss California
(Elektra Entertainment Group) is climbing
up the chart very fast, up from 71 to 22 this
week. After only three weeks, the Latin
flavoured number looks likely to go higher
still this summer.

Not a name you'd normally associate with
dance music, but Depeche Mode enter the chart
this week at 23 with I Feel Loved (Mute), while
St. Germain's So Flute (Blue Note) is another
new entry, at 27.

Already a big hit in the UK, Belgian -signed
Ian van Dahl featuring Marsha's Castle In The
Sky (Freestyle/A&S Productions) is getting
picked up in Finland and Ireland, and looks
likely to enter the Dance Traxx Top 40 next
week. Another track to listen out for is disco -
flavoured Little L, Jamiroquai's first single off
the UK act's forthcoming album 2001: A Funk
Odessy (S2/Sony).

M&M's weekly airplay analysis column

Despite air rages
and court cases,
REM's (pictured)
popularity is on the
rising all over
Europe. It's no sur-
prise to see All The
Way To Reno
(Warner Bros.)
entering M&M's
airplay chart at 42
this week.

The track has
been picked up by Italy's Radio Deejay
Network, and Poland's Polskie Radio 3 and
Radio Lublin this week. Head of music at
Norway's Hot AC station Radio 102, Egil
Houeland, picked up the track a couple of
weeks ago.

"I feel sorry for radio people who work with
formats that REM wouldn't fit. They are on
great form now," he says. "All The Way To Reno
is a great tune, excellent for driving." He says
he admires the band's originality. "This sum-
mer we've experienced Travis playing the
banjo and REM using castanets [on Reno],
so don't say that the best rock bands in the
world are not original! This track is going to
stay with us for a long time."

Houeland also picked up on Train's Drops
Of Jupiter (Columbia), at 30 this week, as soon
as it was sent out, as well as Uncle Kracker's
Follow Me (Top Dog/Atlantic), which he says is
"one of those tracks from the US that fits us,"

Hot tips from the Norwegian camp include
Virgin act Sondre Lerhce's No One's Gonna
Come, Corbin's The Dreamers and Eric Faber's
On Top Of The World.

But Houeland's hottest tip for the late sum-
mer is US artist Blu Cantrell's Hit 'Ern Up
Style (Oops!) (Arista). "All I know is that this
is going to be a big hit," says Houeland confi-
dently. "The singer is a cross between
Anastacia and Shirley Bassey and it's got a big
band feel. It's original and very catchy, one of
the best singles of the year so far. It's a perfect
cross -over track for CHR and AC stations."

Back in the chart, Ms Jackson goes to the top
of European radio this week with Someone To
Call My Lover (Virgin), but fellow singer
Jennifer Lopez's Ain't It Funny (Epic) is actual-
ly growing faster, and could very well knock
Jackson off the top spot as soon as of next week.

Beat 106 and Capital's local CHR
stations); the Century Network
(containing its three AC/talk Centu-
ry outlets); the Xfm Network (com-
prising the London alternative rock
station) and the Capital Gold oldies
network. There will also be a digital
department bringing together all
Capital's new digital radio -only and
Internet -only brands.

Each brand division will com-
prise one overall managing director,
managing directors of the individual
stations, plus a brand programme
director and a brand head of mar-
keting. M&M has learnt that Giles
Squire, who last week resigned as
Forever Broadcasting's programme
director, is set to programme the
Century Network, while program-
ming duties at The CHR Network
will be shared between Capital
FM/London programme controller
Jeff Smith and a programmer who
will focus on the CHR stations out-
side London. Current Capital Radio
South programmer Mark Sadler is
understood to be one of the leading
candidates for that position. Andy
Turner will continue to programme
the Capital Gold Network, while
Xfro/London programme director
Andrew Phillips will continue to
oversee that brand.

Pringle has been rewarded with
the group's top programming job fol-
lowing a four month stint working
as development consultant for the
group. "Did I feel like I was on trial?
People are on trial in any job all the
time. I guess in some ways it was
an opportunity for them to see if I
was a complete idiot, and it looks
like I passed the test."

Pringle emphasises that his new
position isn't identical to the role
Park had at the company. "It's
important that the group program-
mers that we have on each brand
actually take an awful lot of the
development role for their groups of
radio stations. This is not passing
any judgements on Richard [Park],
but I do believe the senior program-
mers have got to have enough
authority and freedom to do their
job without interference."

Pringle rejects the suggestion
that, in contrast to his previous
position with Chrysalis, his new job
will be mainly about defending her-
itage brands against new competi-
tion. "It is actually a group of new
and growing brands, as well as the
heritage brands," he says. "Xfm,
Beat and the three Century stations
are all having to break into their
markets, and that's a big part of the
group. Obviously I've done a lot of
that sort of work in the past, and it's
incredibly satisfying programming
those type of stations. As regards
the heritage stations, I think the
audience you aspire to is the audi-
ence you end up getting. If you think
you're managing decline, your audi-
ence will slowly drift away. All of
our FM stations have room for
growth, and that's what we're look-
ing for in the next 12 months."

Turned -on UK radio
listeners tune in
by Gareth Thomas & Jon Heasman

LONDON- A record number of adults
are listening to radio in the UK, and
are spending more time each week
with the radio than TV.

Official RAJAR figures for the sec-
ond quarter of 2001 show radio's over-
all weekly reach at 92% of the UK
population aged 15 -plus. Up 2% on
the previous quarter, the figures are
the highest since a new ratings
methodology was introduced by
RAJAR two years ago.

"There are more platforms for
delivery now, with digital radio,
Internet and satellite services,"
explains RAJAR managing director
Jane O'Hara. Although RAJAR does
not specifically record the figures for
these platforms, it is noticeable that
the share of listening accounted for by
services other than the official terres-
trial AM and FM ones listed in the
RAJAR diaries -which will include
pirate radio listening as well as the
new platforms -has jumped from
1.8% to 2.1%, quarter on quarter (it
also stood at 1.8% a year ago).

Average listening hours per day for
radio -3.48 -have again exceeded the
time people spend watching television,
which is 3.46 hours a day according to
official UK TV ratings body BARB.

Paul Brown, chief executive of
commercial radio trade body CRCA,
describes that trend as "a great step
forward for us. TV ties you to one
place -portability is the key."

Brown says he believes the figures
reflect the greater range of radio ser-
vices on offer today: "Variety is the

secret, because if people can find exact-
ly what they want to hear on the dial,
the chances are they will stay with it
for longer." Brown draws particular
attention to the performance of new
commercial radio "youth" brands such
as Galaxy, Kiss 100, Beat 106 and Xfm.

Commercial radio's share of the
audience inched up to 46.6%, com-
pared to 46% last quarter, but still
lags behind public broadcaster the
BBC, which remains ahead on 51.3%
(down from last quarter's 52.1%).

AC/MOR network BBC Radio 2
has continued its impressive growth
this quarter, adding nearly one mil-
lion listeners since the last survey
and consolidating its position as the
UK's number one radio station. Its
CHR sibling BBC Radio 1 also regis-
tered an increase in share (of 0.5%)
on the last quarter, but its 9.6% share
is still down on last year's 10.7%.

In London, 95.8 Capital FM
staged something of a comeback, hav-
ing suffered a particularly sharp fall
in last quarter's figures. The CHR
station increased its share of listen-
ing from 10.2% to 11.1% quarter -on -
quarter, down only slightly from
11.3% a year ago. Capital's alterna-
tive rock station Xfm is also moving
in the right direction, up to 1.7%
from last survey's 1.3%.

It was a disappointing sweep for
Emap in London, with share down at
both soft AC Magic 105.4 (5.9% to
4.6%) and dance station Kiss 100
(4.8% to 4.6%). Magic has been over-
taken by Chrysalis -owned AC rival
Heart 106.2, although Heart's share
was also down, from 5.4% to 5.0%.

of Songs In A Minor.
"The album has already been

released over here as what we call an
`organic release'," says Lyn, explaining
that "[Alicia's] been here twice already
and done all the key interviews in the
UK and Germany, laying some kind of
foundation before we move on."

The reason for this, according to
the BMG executive, is that "there's a
danger in launching a new artist with-
out roots." The result is that when
Keys returns to Europe BMG hopes
she will be regarded as "coming from
somewhere." And, as Lyn says, "the
next phase is to broaden this base."

The broadening of appreciation for
the artist is likely to accelerate when
she begins further promo duties in
Europe in the first week of September,
followed by a tour during October and
November.

Despite Keys' phenomenal early
domestic success, Lyn, who will co-ordi-
nate the campaign in Europe, is realis-
tic about which territories are likely to
offer early support for his charge. "In
southern parts of Europe it will be very
slow and a nurturing process, but she
is a worldwide priority with us," he
says. "So, maybe in Italy and Spain
she'll do showcases, as we did with
Angie Stone. She'll do paid shows in
the UK, Holland and Germany but
showcases where the market isn't
advanced enough to sustain paid
shows. For European ears she has
everything required of her -young,
left -of -centre, and doing things her
peers aren't, stuff that's quite mature."

The reaction of Luca Viscardi, pro-
gramme director at Italian Hot AC
chain RTL 102.5 Hit Radio, supports
Lyn's cautious approach. "Alicia Keys
is completely unknown in Italy and so
it's hard to comment," he tells M&M.
"But if she fits into the gentler R&B
category, like a Craig David, then
she'll be perfect for our audience."

In Germany, Stephan Oettel, music
editor at urban station Jam FM is
already an Alicia Keys fan. "I saw her
recently in a showcase in Munich. She
is a fantastic, talented young artist
and I hope that her enormous success
in the US charts will translate to the
European market," he says. "She has
very good songwriting skills and is a
charismatic singer, and therefore has
a great chance of becoming a star. I
hope that the European market will
recognise these qualities."

The very first person to recognise
those qualities was J Records chairman
Clive Davis, who after he'd signed Keys
made a particularly crucial telephone
call. "Clive called [TV presenter] Oprah
[Winfrey] and said 'isn't it about time
you did one of your new artist shows?
I've got the perfect artist for you.',"
recalls Lyn. "And her performance was
incredible. She started playing
Tchaikovsky, because she's classically
trained, and then came straight in with
Fallin'-and the album went straight in
at number one. Not many [executives]
would call up the media and put their
reputation on the line, but they should
if they have faith."

George Michael is understood to be
looking to further his relationship with
Virgin Records, Hotline has learned.
Michael was signed to the UK label after
his lost court case against Sony Music,
and Virgin has to date released his 1999
album Songs From The Last Century.
Virgin-which this week announced the signing of
Mick Jagger to a solo deal-would not comment on
Michael's contractual situation, but observers point
out that one sign in favour of a renewed Virgin con-
nection is that Michael, who is currently recording a
new album, was spotted recently in Paris in a studio
with Virgin's French electronica duo Daft Punk.

And talking of the Daft ones, their track Hard-
er, Better, Faster, Stronger from their Virgin
album Discovery has been picked by US TV net-
work NBC as its anthem for the forthcoming 2002
Winter Olympic Games.

The classic Radio Monte Carlo brand name
has officially ceased to exist in France, after
French broadcasting authority the CSA gave per-
mission for a change of station name to RMC
Info. The move follows RMC's recent switch from
full -service to news/talk.

Max Martin's new Stockholm -based produc-
tion company Maratone is to sign an administra-
tive deal with Zomba Music Publishers. Mara -
tone's business affairs executive Tom Talomaa
says that the contract hasn't yet been signed, but
says Zomba was chosen because "it's an ongoing
relationship that works well." Zomba handled pub-
lishing for the now -defunct hit factory Cheiron, in
which Martin and Talomaa were co-partners.

In the UK, the GWR Group is to make 46
staff redundant from its Internet operations in
order to cut costs. The radio broadcaster aims to
save £1.3m (euro 2.1m) a year by scaling down its
online activities, most of which revolve around its
Koko.com brand.

Children's entertainment company Nick-
elodeon and Jive Records have formed Nick
Records in an attempt to capitalise on the 9 -to
14 -year -old "tween" market. The New York -based
label will be run by Jive president Barry Weiss
and Nickelodeon president of film and TV enter-
tainment Albie Hecht.

In Italy, RAI TV has announced that next
year's Sanremo Festival will be hosted by the
veteran presenter Pippo Baudo. Baudo, who will
also be the festival's artistic director, represents a
safe pair of hands following the widely -derided
performance of singer Raffaella Carrit, who pre-
sented this year's spectacular.

UK public broadcaster the BBC has received
the public backing of the artist Tom Robinson for
its proposed AOR digital radio station, Channel Y
(M&M, July 21), which he describes as "the most
exciting proposition since Napster." Robinson has
written a letter, published in The Guardian news-
paper, to culture secretary Tessa Jowell bemoan-
ing the "safe" music policies of existing stations.

Finally, Virgin Records executives attending
their company's international seminar in Portugal
on July 27 received an impromptu visit from Spice
Girl Victoria Backham, who presented Virgin
Germany managing director Udo Lange with a
signed shirt from her husband, Manchester Unit-
ed footballer David Beckham.
