LonpoN — With Universal Music
securing once again the number one
slot in Music & Media’s European year-
end albums and singles sales charts,
the hierarchy in the music industry has
been respected. But that’s not the
whole story.

In 2001, not only has Universal
stayed at the top of the league, it has
also increased its lead over the rest of
the competition both in singles and
albums chart share.

In albums, the market leader enjoys
a minor 0.4 point growth to 26.4% com:
pared to 2000, but in singles, propelled
by massive hits such as Eminem’s Stan
and Shaggy’s It Wasn’t Me, Universal
takes a whopping 31.7% share of 2001’s
Eurochart Hot 100 Singles listing, up
from 22.4% in 2000.

Mazx Hole, Universal Music Interna-
tional senior VP of marketing and
A&R, puts the performance into a glob-
al context.

Warner capitalised on
2000 releases such as Madonna’s
Music, whilst ending the year with
strong compilations such as Tracy
Chapman’s Collection and Madonna’s
GHV2.

Zomba, which had come off the back
of two exceptionally good years, could
only notch up a mere 2% album chart
share, down from last year’s 4.4%. Its
loss was even more drastic in the sin-
gles chart, dropping from 9.4% to 3.2%.

Sony Music’s Columbia takes the
crown as the leading label imprint for
singles, while Epic leads the pack in
albums, followed by Columbia. Univer-
sal’'s Interscope (home of Eminem,
Limp Bizkit and Eve) comes second in
singles and third in albums.

Sony’s good performances are tied to
the massive success of Destiny’s
Child—topping the artist (singles) and
groups (singles) categories—Jennifer
Lopez, Anastacia, Sade and Michael
Jackson. Sony Mugsic Europe president
Paul Burger comments: “I am very
pleased with these results, particularly
on the album side with Epic being the
number one label and Columbia the
number two label.”

Burger says he is particularly
impressed by the chart runs of Des-
tiny’s Child and Anastacia in 2001.
“For Destiny’s Child it's quite an
achievement considering that only a
year ago they had a significant base in
only a handful of territories,” he

Flemish public radio maintains dominance

BRUSSELS — As Flanders waits to see
the impact of 4FM and Q Music—the
territory’s first “national” commercial
radio stations which both went on air
in November—official RadioScan fig-
ures for September and October con-
firm the current hegemony of public
broadcaster VRT.

Indeed, the 10.2% share for the
existing locally-based Flemish com-
mercial stations, although up com-
pared to the spring of this year, is
way down on the 13% share commer-
cial radio recorded in early 1999.

Despite dropping very slightly (by
0.2%), VRT's CHR station Radio
Donna still leads the pack with a
36.2% share of the Flemish audience.
In line with other European coun-
tries, where speech-heavy stations
saw a major boost in their audience

figures following the September 11
terrorist attacks, VRT’s full-service
station Radio 1 also enjoyed a size-
able increase in its audience.

“The station was restructured
just after summer holidays, putting
more emphasis on news and fea-
tures in a redefinition of the sta-
tion’s profile,” says VRT spokesman
Paul De Meulder. “When September
11th occurred we noted that Radio 1
became the prime source of informa-

tion and reliable news. We have
learnt that breaking news is the
primary instrument in driving audi-
ence to Radio 1.7

De Meulder says that the station
will further consolidate its speech
profile by introducing regular fea-
tures on economics and science.

RadioScan figures for the first
quarter of 2002 will be the first to
incorporate figures for 4FM and Q
Music.

STOCKHOLM — Sweden’s
public broadcaster Sveriges
Radio (SR) is currently test-
ing out a number of new
radio formats on its national
digital multiplex.

The corporation is broad-
casting a new format every
week for the next five weeks
via digital, as well as on its
Internet site at www.sr.se
and on local FM transmit-
ters in Skaraborg in the
west of Sweden and Malmé
in the south.

One of the formats being
tested is SR M, a music-
intensive service featuring
rock and pop from the ’60s to
the present day. It has a tar-
get group that is older than
CHR station P3’s target lis-
tenership, but younger than
SR’s locally-based full-service

P4 stations.

“We're not trying to be a
complete full-service sta-
tion, but a music station,”
explains SR M project coor-
dinatior Malte Lind. “We
really believe in the impor-
tance of music and think it’s
our mission to give the
majority of listeners the
music they like. P3 and P4
have other missions than
being music channels, while
we can bring a broader and
deeper perspective to the
music.”

Accordingly, SR M’s out-
put consists of 80% music,
with the remaining 20%
comprising artist profiles,
interviews, short items on
movies, books and lifestyle
issues and news bulletins.

SR M’s playlists have
been devised by P3’s Dick
Blomberg and Kerstin

Baehrendtz. Staff from P1
(news/talk), P3 and P4 in
Stockholm, Gothenburg,
Visteras and Malmo have
also been drafted in to work
on the project.

Other formats being test-
ed by SR include Gold sta-
tion SR G, light classical
station SR K and “culture”
station SR C, as well as SR
1, a service which will
showcase the work of
unsigned artists. The chan-
nel is an extension of P3’s
existing show for unsigned
acts, P3 Demo, and will also
utilise digital radio’s ability
to show text and pictures to
provide photos and informa-
tion on the featured artists.

The test transmissions
will be followed up by an
analysis of the services in
focus groups conducted by
research company RUAB.

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Back to ‘normalcy’: will US radio ever be the same?

For most European radio stations, September 11 and how
it was handled on the air was the defining moment of the
year. In the US, of course, that is even more true—and
three months on, American radio is still not quite its old

self, as Frank Saxe reports.

ociologists may one day look

back at the attacks of

September 11, and say on

that day America’s sense of

security, however naive, came
to an abrupt end. If nothing else, the
nation’s psyche was rattled—and
radio reflected that on the air.

Programmers not only scrambled
to get news on music-intensive sta-
tions, but they also took a second
look at the songs they were airing,
and the promotions they were con-
ducting. Months later, as the fires
still burn at the World Trade Center,
radio is returning to normal. It
remains to be seen whether the
changes made will, like that lost
innocence, make radio any less fun.

In the weeks since the attacks,
radio stations have wrapped them-
selves in the stars and stripes,
rushing to put songs on the air that
may never have been added other-
wise. Lee Greenwood’s God Bless
the USA has returned to playlists,
dusted off from its last appearance
in 1991 during the Gulf War.
Meanwhile, the soothing sounds of
Enya have charted in the top 20.

At the same time, hundreds of
stations have conducted fund rais-
ing to send money to the victim’s
families, while others are putting
aside bitter rivalries. In Denver, all
the radio and TV stations are join-
ing forces to send Christmas gifts
to New York children affected by
the attack.

“I don’t think things will ever get
back to normal,” predicts one pro-
gramme director. Yet it appears the
industry is taking steps in that
direction. Guy Zapoleon, who con-
sults a large number of American
Top 40 stations, says programmers
are “cautiously” taking their sta-
tions back to normal. “Morning
shows are joking and presenting

humour again, although I think the
dark edgy humor that went over the
line is done for awhile,” he says.
For record companies, the task of
deciding which songs to service to
radio has become trickier than ever.
Not only does the track need to fit
the political theme of the times, but

meet the mood of the listeners. One
label executive says they are pin-
ning their Christmas sales hopes on
already-established artists, in the
belief that listeners are more likely
to seek out names they know.

At Top 40 radio, Zapoleon feels
the “passion” has been drained out
of the music since September 11.
“Recurrents and gold now test bet-
ter than 90% of all currents, which
wasn’t the case before, and most
currents are testing at very low
levels. It looks like we are headed
to the musical doldrums of the 10
year music-cycle again.”

Patriotic country

Apple pie, pick-up trucks and coun-
try music—an Americana trio that
makes explanation of country
radio’s leadership of the patriotic
effort needless. Glance through the
current country airplay chart, and
you will find Aaron Tippin’s And
Stripes and the Eagle Fly; Brooks
& Dunn’s Only In America; Kenny
Rogers’ Homeland; and Charlie
Daniels Band’s This Aint No Rag,
It’'s a Flag, which may become a
modern-day rally anthem.

Country station WGNA/Albany,
just a few hours up the Hudson
River from New York City, has been
typical of country radio’s response.
It added many of the aforemen-
tioned titles, although programme
director Buzz Brindle says requests
for many of the most patriotic songs
have begun to taper off. “We found

that our listeners were able to rein-
terpret the meanings of some of our
regularly-played songs based on
their post-September 11 experi-
ences and needs,” Brindle explains,
pointing to Patty Loveless’ How
Can I Help You Say Goodbye as one
example. In an age when most DJs
have little control over the songs
they air, Brindle has given his jocks
a library of customised songs to use
at their discretion based upon the
calls and requests they receive from
listeners during their airshift.

In the days immediately after
the attack, much was made of a
memo circulated among some

Clear Channel programmers of
songs that may hit a sour note with
listeners. While never a corporate
edict, it exemplifies how sensitive a
time it has been.

At New York’s urban-formatted
WQHT (Hot 97), programme direc-
tor Tracy Cloherty says once her
station returned to its regular
music programming after the
attacks, it was business as usual. “I
don’t see why there would be any

o

changes [in our playlist.] If they're
are hits, they get played.”

Tough for rock

Rock radio has faced what may be
the toughest challenge. It must keep
its cool, edgy persona that attracted
listeners, while at the same time
speak to those who have been
impacted by the terrorist attacks.
The most obvious change has been on
the morning shows, where rock radio

= :

consultant Alex Demers says many
have backed off on the “edginess” of
their on-air sound. “Most have pulled
back the really ‘outrageous’ lines and
are going with copy that is either
straight or more traditionally
humorous, less nasty,” he says.
Many rock radio morning shows
are also capitalising on their oft-
scorned “blue collar” heritage to con-
nect with their listeners’ renewed
sense of patriotism. Hard to believe,
but at least one morning show is
reciting the Pledge of Allegiance, the
begrudged daily requirement on
American school kids. Minor
changes, such as adding “USA” to
the top-of-the-hour ID is common,
while others are holding promotions
which tap into that spirit. One sta-
tion, for example, is encouraging lis-
teners to write e-mails to troops
overseas, while another is holding a

toy drive for the children of military
personnel who are on active duty.

Rock radio sounds a lot more
sober, musically as well. Scan the
dial, and you will hear a slight
change in texture—particularly at
the most extreme Alternative and
Active rock stations. “Programmers
appear to be looking for more melod-
ic ‘down-the-middle’ rock tracks, as
opposed to the screaming stuff,”
says Demers. That has also lead to
an increased reliance on recurrents
and gold tracks, as programmers
take a more conservative approach
to new records. “It’s getting a bit
tougher for brand new music to
break through on [listener] callout.
Of course, there are exceptions, but
the whole process seems to be for
stations to react a little more slowly
to emerging music.”

Therefore, it seems like a perfect
time for remakes of pseudo-clas-
sics, such as Marilyn Manson’s cur-
rent single, a cover of Soft Cell’s
Tainted Love.

News makes a comeback
Another difference is that news bul-
letins are now a regular part of pro-
gramming on many music radio sta-
tions which scrapped them when the
federal government dropped the
requirement nearly 20 years ago.
Stations like classic rock KSAN/San
Francisco and AC WLTJ in
Pittsburgh, both of which have just
signed deals with the Associated
Press. Westwood One, which oper-
ates CNN Radio and Fox Radio
News in the US, says that in the
weeks since the attack they have
signed up nearly 100 new affiliates.

In America’s heartland, far away
from New York and Washington,
KMXV (Mix 93) programme direc-
tor Jon Zellner decides what makes
it onto the air at his Top 40 station
in Kansas City. “The music is pretty
much the same,” he says. Sure, they
are offering frequent news updates
to prevent listeners from grabbing
the TV remote, but by and large
Mix 93 sounds a lot like it did on
September 10.

That is not to say, however, that
there haven’t been some attitudinal
changes. Gone are the more cutting-
edge sound effects and the sarcasti-
cally-toned sweepers, for fear they
may at the moment seem inappropri-
ate. But now Zellner says the tribute
songs are gone as well. “We played
those twice an hour for almost a
month and did many fundraisers and
charity events. I think the country
wants to move on.” Zapoleon agrees,
adding, “Radio got a well-needed dose
of spirituality after September 11.”

Listeners, of course, still want to
know their favorite radio station
cares, explains one programme
director, adding they also want
their favorite music along with the
information they need, “in case
something else happens.”
Perhaps that naive, frivolous, and
fun nature of what radio is all
about is gone, after all.
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No escaping the economic slump

As 2001 ends, companies in
the entertainment and
media industries are assess-
ing the impact of the eco-
nomic downturn on their
businesses. In the first part of
our year-end round-up,
Emmanuel Legrand looks at
the dominant trends of 2001
and ponders the future with
music, online and radio
analysts.

e first year of the new
Millennium will not, by all
accounts, be remembered
for its positive outlook. If
the music and broadcasting

industries have shown
resilience—but been hurt—by the
tough economic climate, then the
situation has been devastating on
the online music front.

Overall, analysts and industry
experts consider that sales
slumps have affected the music
industry in 2001, radio groups
have been hurt by the sluggish
performances of advertising, and
the online music business has
suffered the same fate as the dot-
com sector in general.

The reversal of fortunes in the
dotcom world has been precipitat-
ed in 2001, with a tidal wave of
closures and downsizing. The
online music world was no more
immune than the rest of the e-
economy, with many key players
folding (among them Audiosoft,
365music), and many others in
peril (Worldpop, Webnoize). the
more fortunate were acquired
(Napster by BMG, MP3.com by
Vivendi Universal, francemp3
and Peoplesound by Vitaminic),
and a few independents, like
Vitaminic, have managed to keep
their heads above water.

It was certainly on the online
front that the major record com-
panies were the most active in
2001. With the creation of
MusicNet (backed by EMI, BMG
and Warner) and Pressplay (from
Sony and Universal), the majors
have been setting up the tools
they need to control the market
and license their repertoire.

Expectations unmet
However, Mark Mulligan, music
analyst at Jupiter MMXI in
London, considers that activities in
this area “failed to meet people’s
expectations”. He explains: “The
majors didn’t launch their services in
the EU markets. Everyone was
expecting paid subscription services
in the mainstream market by the end
of this year.

“It isn’t the key players who are
being active in the EU markets. For
example, companies such as OD2 and
Vitaminic have teamed up with
telecommunications companies such
as BT, Tiscali and NTL. And that’s
well below what people had hoped for.
Not that much of the market has
moved on.”

In the music industry, interim
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Helen Snell,

sales figures issued by international
labels’ body IFPI together with third
quarter figures from most of the main
markets suggest that 2001 will see
another fall in worldwide music sales.

Helen Snell, a media analyst at
ABN-Amro in London, says: “2001
was always going to be a difficult year
for the music industry, with the
prospect of positive growth in global
sales a pipe-dream, but the events of
September 11, and the ensuing eco-
nomic uncertainty, have compounded
the situation. 2001 now looks set to go
down on record as the worst year the
industry has suffered in two
decades—if not longer.”

Music industry executives have
generally blamed the poor showings
not only on the economic situation but
also on factors specific to the music
sector—CD-R home copying and
organised piracy, competition from
other entertainment media and the
growing impact of online music file-
sharing services.

On the positive side, Mulligan sees
that all the legal action surrounding

media analyst, ABN-Amro

of their repertoire by peer-to-peer
(P2P) services has made progress.

“The only thing that shifted was
that people are beginning to reconcile
to the importance of copyright,” says
Mulligan. “But even then, it’s within
one territory at a time, not at a cross-
border level. We're still pretty much
at square one.” Mulligan says the use
of P2P services is unlikely to diminish
as long as there is no legitimate alter-
native. And even then, the consumer’s
attitude remains a key question
mark.

Tailored services

“Until we see what people actually
buy [with these services], we won't
know how to tailor these services to
what consumers need,” notes
Mulligan. “We still need to see a
strong search-and-recommendation
engine; that will be key. That will
allow the industry to sell so much
more music. A huge amount of [reper-
toire] choice means a huge amount of
clutter. People don’t often find the
music they want [in traditional
stores], even when you have listening
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posts. There’s still nothing in the way
that Napster got people to try to lis-
ten to new music for the first time.”

Projections from JP Morgan
released earlier this year show that it
will take at least five years before
online music sales start to represent a
significant share of the music indus-
try’s revenues.

The harsh economic environment
has not had the same level of impact
on all the majors. While they have all
had to adapt to a shrinking market,
Universal posted impressive financial
performances throughout the year—
although it is too soon to see if it will
renew last year’s feat of being the
first label to reach an Ebitda of $1 bil-
lion (euro 0.9 billion).

Restructuring problems
Elsewhere, records companies have
struggled to maintain a good level of
sales-while restructuring. Such was
the case at BMG, for which 2001 was
certainly an annus horriblis. Affected
by top management changes, the
German-owned company seemed to
lose its compass during the year, but a
strong release schedule for 2002 and
the restructuring of its European and
US operations could well provide a
better outlook for next year.
EMI Group issued a profit

profit warnings, citing a drastic cut-
back in advertising expenditures.

“It is not insane to predict that
2001 overall will not be a fantastic
advertising year but just an average
one,” says Alain Neuville, a Paris-
based radio expert who runs consul-
tancy company ANIMA. Neuville uses
a meteorological analogy of “foggy
weather” to describe the current radio
climate.

Sluggish US economy

Neuville admits that in theory, sta-
tions should have posted better sec-
ond half results, but they have been
“feeling the consequence of the slug-
gish American economy.” September
11 has only served to aggravate the
situation.

“Never has the gap between what
was forecast and the actual figures
been so great,” says Neuville.
“Cruising along on the crest of an
unbelievable year 2000, we all
thought the sun would keep shining
on the advertising market. And then
came the crash. I'm not talking of the
terrible  terrorist  attacks  of
September 11, because the advertis-
ing crisis started well before that, but
the crash in the Internet and technol-
ogy sectors. We refused to believe that

coming the crisis. In France, national
advertising week has chosen the
theme “Advertising as a help to the
economy.” Will advertisers be pre-
pared to sustain their levels of invest-
ment? It's anyone’s guess.

Advertising budgets

Recent surveys released in the UK
and France show that most advertis-
ers are not contemplating reducing
their budgets for next year. “Nice talk,
but all this does not prove that these

major groups will keep the same level
of investments in Europe or in emerg-
ing countries,” ponders Neuville.
“And all this does not mean that
advertisers who do not cut their bud-
gets will keep their above/below-the-

line mix constant.”
On the positive side, Neuville says
that “there are signs that some hot
media—such as radio

warning which coincided with
the arrival of a new manage-
ment team at the helm of the

British major. With CEO Ken
Berry out and former
PolyGram chief executive Alain
Levy in the driving seat, EMI
has chosen to bank on its
artists and management
assets, while trying to reverse a
downward spiral in the US.

Back to basics

basket with MusicNet

Not surprisingly, in times of cri-
sis, labels all refer to the necessity to
go back to the basics—i.e. A&R. In
Europe, Sony, BMG, Warner and EMI
are all beefing up their pan-European
A&R structure, with a goal to better-
identify artists with cross-border
potential. It’s a long-term strategy,
and in times of extreme economic
pressure, time is usually a luxury few
can afford.

The case of the radio industry is
rather different. Totally dependent
for their revenues on advertising
expenditures, commercial radio
groups have been gradually lowering
their expectations throughout 2001.
Then, during the third quarter,
groups such as GWR, Capital Radio,
NRJ and RTL Group started issuing

there would ever be an end to the
dream!

Neuville says that many voices
have been raised at the end of 2001
urging advertisers to play their eco-
nomic part in avoiding a full-blown
recession. For example, he cites
Giulio Malgara, president of the
Italian Advertisers Association (UPA),
opened that country’s Advertising
National Congress by stressing that
companies have to spend and invest
as part of their responsibility in over-

and Pressplay.”

Mulligan makes reference to
Bertelsmann’s BeMusic and the
planned relaunch of Napster; AOL
Music and Universal Mobile Music.
Additionally, smaller players such as
Vitaminic and OD2 will begin to
establish themselves as European
music brands, especially as telecoms
companies such as Tiscali and
Wanadoo use content to bolster their
broadband services.

Subscription services

Next year, he forecasts that more sub-
scription services will be in place,
“giving the companies the chance to
find out what consumers want and
expect. There'll be more experimenta-
tion—we’re not going to see the online

music market reach maturity.” On the
downside, he foresees what he
describes as “a lot of activity in the
grey market—other free Napster
alternatives.”

ABN-Amro’s Helen Snell is not
optimistic for the short-term future of
the music industry. She mentions con-
tinued economic pressures, the mete-
oric rise of CD-R and the embryonic
nature of legitimate online subscrip-
tion services as elements that “do not
bode well for 2002”.

More decline expected

Snell also estimates that “attempts to
bolster Q4 2001 have dragged releases,
and importantly marketing spend, out
of Q1 2002. We currently expect global
sales next year to show a decline of
2.6% but don’t believe a 5% or even a
6% drop should be discounted.”

ANIMA’s Neuville sees a brighter
future for the radio industry will
emerge after some further short-term
pain. “In this period of crisis—which
will probably continue for at least the
beginning of 2002—the main trend in
communication groups will be to
downsize,” he predicts.

He cites the example of Canal+
merging with UPC in Poland and
looking for partners in Italy for
Stream; RTL selling Atlantic 252, but
having problems with RTL7 in
Poland, and wonders about its invest-
ment in [UK commercial TV channel]
Channel 5; the UK’s GWR Group
being ready to dispose of its overseas
radio operations; and newspapers
closing down their Internet sites.

Core business

“The trend will be to concentrate on
core business and domestic markets,”
says Neuville. “But it also means that
for those who still have sound finan-
cial foundations and international
development dynamics, there will be
some very interesting opportunities.
It'll probably be the right time to go
shopping...”

He adds: “The error would be to
repeat the same kind of mistakes as
last year. For 2001 we extrapolated
optimism—Ilet’s not extrapolate pes-
simism for 2002. Let’s try to stick to
the facts. 2001 was lousy because we
lost on the dotcoms and telecoms
front. Well, that’s gone and we are not
competing against that any more.”

Neuville considers that in 2002
“there are good reasons to believe that
advertisers will be extremely cost-
conscious. Rate cards will be down,
mainly for television. Which will be a
good opportunity for advertisers to
spend less money by undertaking pro-
motions on other media—especially
radio.”

Top level changes at

- uropean maqjors

It was a year of musical chairs at the
top of the European and international
divisions of the five major record com-
panies. Sony Music Europe executive
VP Paul-René Albertini was appoint-
ed president of Warner Music Europe,
filling a chair that had been empty for
two years. Albertini had previously
been set to replace Paul Russell at the
top of Sony Music Europe, but after
Albertini’s departure, that position
was handed to Sony Music UK chief
executive Paul Burger. At BMG
Europe, Richard Griffiths left after a
row with his new bosses in New York,
to be replaced by Thomas Stein. Then,
Virgin France and Virgin continental
Europe president Emmanuel de
Buretel was given the newly-created
job of handling both EMI and Virgin
in Europe. Last but not least, John
Kennedy, who was formerly in charge
of Universal Music UK, was appoint-
ed president of Universal Music
International, with responsibility for
most of Europe.

Music stations suffer
September 11 fall-out
The tragic events of September 11 in
the US and their aftermath had a pre-
dictably negative effect on the ratings
of music radio in countries which
have so far published their official
audience figures for the period. The
largely music-based Swedish com-
mercial radio sector suffered its worst
collective ratings performance since
1997, with listeners turning to public
broadcaster SR or to their TV sets. In
Italy, CHR network Radio Deejay lost
its hard-won national number two
status to public broadcaster RAI’s
full-service station Radio 2, amid dis-
appointing figures for most of the
country’s music-intensive services.
The trend was further confirmed a
week later by ratings from France
and Spain, although in France it was
mainly the music networks aimed at
the older demographics, such as
Nostalgie and RFM, which suffered,
with the likes of NRJ remaining rela-
tively unscathed. In Spain, the coun-
try’s top four news/talk networks
gained nearly a million daily listen-
ers, mainly at the expense of music

stations.

Legal music
downloads delayed
2001 was supposed to be the year that
legitimate music download services
would be available, but little progress
was made. Despite constant reassur-
ances that the music industry’s most
anticipated two music portals—
Warner, EMI and BMG’s MusicNet,
and Sony and Universal’s Pressplay—
would be up and running (at least in
the US) during the second half of the
year, nothing had materialised by the
end of the year. In August, delivering
Popkomm’s keynote speech, Vivendi
Universal chairman and CEO Jean-
Marie Messier announced that
Pressplay would be ready by

Dutch auction turns

_into afarce
It wasnt much fun running a Dutch
radio station in 2001. In January, the
government announced its intention to
auction off all the country’s FM and AM
radio frequencies to the highest bid-
ders, including those frequencies cur-
rently in use by existing stations. In
February, however, the Dutch parlia-
ment threw out the plans, after the
established stations mobilised the
wrath of their listeners. A special com-
mission was subsequently set up by the
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who had hoped to bid for frequencies in
the promised auction—decided to reject
the commission’s findings, instead
proposing a revised auction scheme
whereby some of the auctioned fre-
quencies would have specified formats,
such as news and classical music. But
fearing the possible electoral conse-
quences of this move, the government
has now postponed any auction until
after next May’s general election, issu-
ing the current stations with tempo-
rary licences to enable them to stay on
the air. In the most recent development
in the saga, the government is being
pursued in the courts by prospective
radio operators who wanted to bid for
frequencies and are no longer prepared
to wait around.
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Music business comes

The European music industry contin-
ued to come under the scrutiny of the
European authorities during 2001,
with a mixed bag of results. On the
positive side, the major companies
were relieved to learn in August that
the European Commission had sus-
pended its CD pricing probe launched
in January. Investigating relation-
ships between the majors and retail-
ers, the EC found evidence of some
misbehaviour in Germany and in
Italy, but “those practices were termi-
nated”, according to an EC spokesper-
son. However, the EC warned that
“given the high degree of concentra-
tion in the industry, the Commission
will continue to keep the industry
under close scrutiny.” European com-
petition commissioner Mario Monti
also confirmed that the EC had start-
ed an investigation into the two
online music portals set up by majors,
MusicNet (backed by Warner, EMI
and BMG) and Pressplay (supported
by Sony and Universal).

Levy reERches Berry

3 | coup

Alain Levy certainly deserves the
award for comeback of the year. The
former PolyGram chief executive had
been quite low-profile since departing
the company following its sale to
Seagram three years ago. The French
executive was recruited to replace
Ken Berry as chief executive of EMI
Recorded Music on October 14 in a
coup masterminded by EMI Group
chairman Eric Nicoli, to whom Levy
reports. Levy has been joined by
industry veteran David Munns in the
newly-created position of vice chair-
man. Berry took the rap for the com-
pany’s poor financial performance
and his inability to tackle the compa-
ny’s on-going problems in the US. One
of Levy and Munns’ first decisions
was to terminate the tenure of Virgin
vice-chairman Nancy Berry.

Capital’s Park life
_comes to an end
There are few industry execs who can
genuinely be described as legends in
their own lifetimes, but the man who
this year resigned as Capital Radio’s
group director of programmes is cer-
tainly a candidate—certainly if
judged by the number of anecdotes in
circulation! Dubbed by some as the
“Alex Ferguson” of the UK radio
industry, the Scot’s achievements at
Capital included splitting the old full-
service Capital Radio/London into
Capital FM and Capital Gold in 1988,
pioneering a fresh new style of foot-
ball coverage on Capital Gold, helping
to drive Capital’s expansion else-
where in the UK and keeping Capital
FM way ahead of the increasingly
intense competition in London. Park
hasnt revealed too much to date
about his future plans, though he has
been linked with Express newspapers
and has set up the modestly-entitled
The Richard Park Company. And the
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Park family remains influential in
UK music radio—Richard’s son, Paul
Jackson, left the Capital group the
same week as his father to become
programme director of national rock
station Virgin Radio, where he has
already made a big impact by replac-
ing high-profile breakfast show pre-
senter Chris Evans with former
Capital DJ Steve Penk.

Turbulent times at BMG
Following on from 2000, during which
BMG lost some of its top management
and the plans of parent company
chairman Thomas Middelhoff to
merge with EMI fell through, 2001
was another unsettling year for the
German-owned major. Following the
untimely death of Rudi Gassner, who
had been due to take over as presi-
dent/CEO of BMG at the beginning of
the year, Middelhoff appointed Rolph
Schmidt-Holtz, a lawyer and former
journalist who was Bertelsmann’s
chief creative officer. Creative he may
have been, but Schmidt-Holtz lacked
music industry experience, and the
company was subsequently hit by a
string of management changes. He
quickly fell out with BMG Europe
president Richard Griffiths, who was
replaced by Thomas Stein. Few BMG
albums dented the charts in 2001,
save for Dido and Alicia Keys, from
Clive Davis’ new label J Records.

Radio trouble forRTL
It wasn'’t a brilliant year for Europe’s
largest radio company RTL Group. Its
flagship market of France posted less
than thrilling results, following sub-
stantial audience losses at full-service
RTL, which underwent major person-
nel changes under Robin Leproux,
who was appointed to the helm of the
French radio group on January 2.
Leproux replaced outgoing managing
director Stephane Duhamel, who had
lasted only a few months in the job.
Elsewhere, RTL Group started to sell
off some of its other radio properties,
including Irish long-wave station
Atlantic 252 to sports news providers
TeamTalk, while its two stations in
Sweden have been on the market
throughout much of the year.

0OD2’s subscription

___platform is launched

New and creative ways of using
Internet technology to the industry’s
advantage were high on the agenda at
most industry gatherings this year.
Peter Gabriel’'s co-owned digital dis-
tribution company OD2 became the
first provider of a pan-European, sub-
scription-based music downloads ser-
vice when WebAudioNet was unveiled
at Popkomm this summer. The plat-
form was developed as an extension of
OD2’s existing distribution system.
Licensed to online music retailers and
major web portals, the technology
enables subscribers to rent tracks for
the purposes of playing on PCs or
transferring to portable devices
(including, if purchased, CDs). UK
independent labels body AIM agreed
to license its repertoire to
WebAudioNet, while BMG, Edel,
Warner, EMI and Virgin all entered
into strategic partnerships with OD2

for digital distribution services in
Europe. OD2 was given a further
boost in November when its technolo-
gy was used to enable Italian Internet
service provider Tiscali to launch a
pan-European music subscription ser-
vice in 15 different countries.

~MTV takes over The Factory

If you can’t beat them, buy 'em. MTV
made its first ever European acquisi-
tion in April through buying The
Music Factory (TMF) from Dutch
publishing giant Wegener. The deal
included the TMF channels in
Flanders and the Netherlands. TMF
has consistently been the market-
leading music TV brand in the
Netherlands since its launch in 1995,
despite the debut in 2000 of MTV’s

single company could own more than
27% of a commercial radio station in
Ireland. This liberalisation has
already lead to two significant deals
being completed, with Northern
Ireland’s Ulster TV taking 60% of the
Cork-based County Sound and
Scottish Radio Holdings buying the
majority 76% of national station
Today FM it didn’t already own.

EU adopts Copyright Directive
On February 24, the European
Parliament finally adopted the
Copyright Directive—a piece of leg-
islation that had been in the
pipeline for five years, amid endless
discussions and amendments, and
much lobbying from the music
industry and telecoms groups. IFPI

localised offering for the Dutch mar-
ket, MTV NL. The TMF purchase
marked a change in strategy for MTV,
and could pave the way for further
acquisitions by the US giant in
Europe. Despite speculation that the
deal would lead to extensive job cuts,
TMF and MTV NL continue to exist
side-by-side, both aiming at a similar
youth audience, and in effect still
competing with each other.

___ festrictions removed
One of Europe’s more restrictive radio
regimes effectively came to an end in
October when the newly-formed
Broadcasting Commission of Ireland

chairman/CEO Jay Berman was
delighted by the outcome: “We
think it’s a good proposal and some-
thing that the industry can move
forward with,” he said. Following
this final legislative approval, each
member nation of the EU has 18
months to incorporate the Directive
into their national law. The
Directive, which is intended to har-
monise copyright law across the
EU, also opens the doors for the
ratification of two Internet-related
World  Intellectual  Property
Organisation (WIPQO) treaties
adopted in 1997. Another signifi-
cant piece of EU legislation, the e-
commerce Directive, was also
implemented in 2001.

NRJ wants pi:r;_-Europeon
regulation

Once regarded as a highly unpleasant
idea propagated only by the most
zealous of Brussels bureaucrats,
Europe’s biggest radio group NRJ is
now openly calling for a pan-
European regulator to ensure the lev-
elness of playing fields across the dif-
ferent European territories. In
return, though, NRJ wants to see
much less in the way of local regula-
tion, and its call for a common regula-
tor—made publicly by vice-president
Marc Pallain at the NAB European
Radio Conference in Paris this
November—also has its origins in a
spat between NRJ and local German
licensing authorities in 2000, in
which a European court ruled that
regulators had acted in a discrimina-
tory manner in the award of licences
in North Rhine Westphalia.

Merino moves on up

Luis Merino, one of Spain’s most
experienced and well-respected radio
executives, has moved away from the
sector—for the time being at least—
following his appointment as director
of Groupo Prisa’s new leisure and
entertainment division, which incor-
porates record company Gran Via
Musical (GVM) and broadcast produc-
tion company Plural. Merino was for-
merly in charge of Prisa’s four nation-
al SER music radio networks.
Merino’s promotion was part of a far-
reaching restructure at Groupo Prisa
and its affiliate companies, which also
saw former SER director general
Augusto Delkader appointed director
of Prisa’s new Media Communications
Spain division. Meanwhile, Merino
has been replaced at SER by dJorge
Flo, formerly director of SER’s music
TV division Sogecable Musica.

Edel in crisis

Michael Haentjes’ Edel Records,
which once hoped to become the
biggest indie in the world, endured an
aennus horriblis. A London-based
international marketing structure
was added at the start of the year,
allowing the German indie to exploit
its repertoire on a worldwide basis.
But as the economic climate became
harsher, Edel’s aggressive expansion
policy proved to have been too risky.
At the beginning of September,
Festival Mushroom Records decided
to replace Edel with PIAS as its conti-
nental European licensee, and Edel
was forced to terminate its European
distribution and licensing relationship
with Disney. Meanwhile, losses for the
first six months of 2001 totalled DM
172.22 million (euro 88.32m). The sale
of Edel's 80% stake in RED
Distribution in the US back to Sony
Music was to follow. November saw
significant staff cuts being made at a
number of Edel offices around Europe,
and speculation that PIAS would be
returned to its former owners.

No surprises as DR
wins fourth FM )
Frankly, it was the worst kept secret
of the year—that Danish public
broadcaster Danmarks Radio (DR)

would win the country’s fourth
national FM frequency. The criteria
for the licence laid down by the radio
and TV committee of Denmark’s cul-
ture ministry was that the new
national station must have clear
“public service” content and must
major on classical music, with at least
one other form of “serious” music also
being provided. Perhaps surprisingly,
five commercial operators bothered to
apply for the licence, which unsur-
prisingly was awarded to DR’s pro-
posed classical and jazz station P2
Musik & Kultur. Mogens Koktved-
gaard, chairman of the radio and TV
committee, said of the decision: “It
was DR, which clearly outlined its
intentions for the programme content
of the station, which was the appli-
cant best suited to meet demands...”
As a fillip to the disappointed com-
mercial sector, however, the culture
ministry is set to offer a fifth, quasi-
national, frequency without any for-
mat restrictions next year.

Germany’s majors
get an overhaul

With the replacement at the end of
the year of Jochen Leuschner at the
helm of Sony Music Germany by
Balthasar Schramm, the top manage-
ment of four of the five majors in
Germany changed hands in the
course of 2001. At the beginning of the
year, BMG GSA & Eastern Europe
president Thomas Stein left Germany
to move to BMG in New York in a
global A&R and marketing capacity,
leaving the company in the hands of
his former second-in-command
Christoph Schmidt. At Universal,
non-executive chairman Wolf-D.
Gramatke stepped down to make way
for a new generation of executives in
the shape of Tim Renner and Vico
Antippas, respectively chairman of
Universal Holdings and president of
Universal Music Germany/Switz-
erland/Austria. Meanwhile, Warner
Music Germany went through a
smoother transition when long-serv-
ing president Gerd Gebhardt stepped
down to become president of the com-
bined trade organisations BPW, IFPI
Germany and the Phono Academy, to
be replaced by WEA managing direc-
tor Bernd Dopp. The only compa
not affected by top executive changes
was EMI, which nevertheless went
through a major restructuring
process under the management of
Heinz Canibol.

Radio Authority, CRCA
strike a compromise
While the UK government seemed
unable or unwilling to make up its
mind over cross-media ownership
issues in 2001—issuing yet another
consultation paper instead of legisla-
tion—the commercial radio sector bit
the bullet in June with a common
position on ownership hammered out
by the Radio Authority and
Commercial Radio  Companies
Association (CRCA). If the govern-
ment accepts the industry’s position,
there will be no national restrictions
on ownership (outside the sphere of
those cross-media considerations),

and the only requirement will be that
there should be at least three differ-
ent owners in each local marketplace.
Those anti-consolidationists con-
cerned about the UK industry being
boiled down to three or four “super
groups” will not have been cheered by
November’s consultation paper, which
revealed that the government is
“attracted” to the Radio Authority-
CRCA proposals, and suggested that
the sector could perhaps be deregulat-
ed even further. Meanwhile, the spec-
ulation about who will buy who has
already begun, with the Capital Radio
group tipped to make a move for
Emap’s radio interests and Chrysalis
Radio and The Wireless Group seem-
ingly destined to be swallowed up by
larger groups.

Sabot back in the big time
At the end of 2000, former NRJ group
programme director Christophe Sabot
joined independent French radio
group LV&Co as group programmer,
focusing on its two brands, Voltage
and MFM. However, in October this
year Sabot returned to the big league
with Lagardere Group, where he has
been put in charge of Europe 2 and
RFM—both networks that have
struggled for audiences in the past
two years, and need to be reposi-
tioned. Sabot is widely expected to
move AC network Europe 2 younger
to compete head to head with NRJ (a
change of name to Virgin Radio is also
anticipated), while gold network RFM
will lean more towards AC. It could be

interesting—and Sabot certainly has
the track record.

BMG pioneers CD copy
protection
As music sales all over the world
slumped, and with CD-R copying
being cited as one of main reasons, the
industry fought back in 2001 with CD
copy protection. In July, it became
known that BMG Holland had been
carrying out secret trials of the Cactus
Data Shield System, developed by
Israeli company Midbar Tech, follow-
ing a 7% decline in Dutch singles sales
which was blamed on CD burning.
When Volumia’s Puur (Ariola) was
released in the territory, with the copy
protection device installed but with no
warning on the label, it caused a bit of

a stir. As the consumer would still be
able to make an analogue copy, BMG
felt that labelling was unnecessary. In
contrast to previous trials, there were
apparently no customer complaints
that the album was unplayable, nor
were there a significantly higher num-
ber of CD returns than wusual
However, the technology is still not
perfect, and recent releases such as
Natalie Imbruglia’s White Lilies
Island have been accused of causing
faults on hardware.

The Guardian promotes
“Real” Radio
Just as the UK radio business seemed
to be getting ever more restrictive and
homogenous, a significant new player

emerged this year backed by a group
which appears to be in it for the long
run. GMG Radio, the radio division of
the newspaper-based Guardian Media
Group, saw its first station Real Radio
(AC/talk) take the airwaves of south
Wales by storm, with an astonishing
10.9% share and an 18% weekly reach
in its first official RAJAR figures.
GMG Radio, headed up by the larger-
than-life John Myers, subsequently
won the Radio Authority’s much covet-
ed Yorkshire regional licence—also
with the Real Radio formula—and
took central Scotland station Scot FM
off Kelvin McKenzie’s cash-strapped
Wireless Group’s hands for £25.5 mil-
lion. Given that GMG also owns a sub-
stantial part of the Radio Investments
group—which owns a further 24
smaller stations—the seeds for a pow-
erful new radio player have almost
certainly been sewn.

IFPI agrees licence
for simulcasts

Who to pay, and what to pay? Radio
stations broadcasting their terrestrial
FM or AM output over the Internet
had, until this year, experienced a pio-
neer-like start, without legislation or
structured royalty payments. A “door-
to-door” practice of agreements with
individual record companies had been
necessary in most cases for stations
wanting to do things by the book. But
in September, international labels’
body the IFPI launched a single licence
for simulcasters (excluding Internet-
only radio services) to cover the world.
Under the agreement, collecting soci-
eties representing rights holders can
licence web simulcasts not only within
national borders (as had previously
been the case), but in the 30 countries
involved in the single licence agree-
ment. Having been given the green
light by the European Commission,
this trial scheme is running until May
2002. Inevitably, there are disagree-
ments between broadcasters and labels
on the necessity of the licence—radio
stations argue that these Internet
broadcasts are merely simulcasts of
what is being broadcast terrestrially,
and thus are already paid for via exist-
ing local licensing arrangements. In
November, all but one of the commer-
cial radio stations in Finland took their
output off the "Net after collecting bod-
ies Teosto and Gramex demanded
between euros 840 and 1,600 per
month for the right to simulcast.

Austria’s wind of change
Austria’s embryonic commercial radio
sector received a major boost in 2001
following a loosening up of ownership
and networking restrictions. Under
new legislation passed by the
Austrian parliament on April 1, a sin-
gle company was given the right to
own 100% of an unlimited number of
stations, as long as they aren’t in the
same broadcast area. Previously, a
single company could only hold 26% of
a one station and up to 10% in two
others. As soon as the new legislation
came into force, 12 formerly indepen-
dent stations came together to form
the CHR Krone Hitradio network,
with shared programming between
05.00 and 20.00 each day.

Dido (Cheeky/BMG)

She’s got the looks, she’s got the songs,
and she dominated Europe in 2001.
But it was her commitment to touring
and collaboration with a famous fan
which finally tipped the sales balance
in Dido’s favour. The fan of course was
Eminem and the collaboration came
on his international smash Stan,
which sampled the chorus of Dido’s
Thank You—a track co-written and
produced by her brother and record
company boss at Cheeky, Rollo. “The
Eminem thing allowed people to come
to her and hear her album,” agrees
Rollo. After nudging the one million
mark in the US, No Angel was given
priority status by BMG in Europe and
the rest is history. But it’s not just the
public that love her, radio loves Dido
too. Programme controller at London-
based Capital FM (CHR), Jeff Smith,
considers her “artist of the year as far
as radio in the UK is concerned”—an

October. Media coverage of the concert
paved the way for Chrysalis to release
a covers album of crooning classics,
wittingly titled Swing When You're
Winning, which entered M&M’s
European Top 100 Albums chart at
number one in December. Unlikely to
have been bought by true Rat Pack
fans, but then as Radio 2's Colin
Martin says, “He ain’t no Sinatra, but
Sinatra weren’t no Rock DJ.”

Popstars (Polydor)

2001 was the year the major label
puppet masters turned the spotlight
on themselves and showed how you go
about creating a number one group.
The key ingredient was television,
which serialised the genesis of acts

Guldhammer told M&M in January
that a feeding frenzy followed as
“there was no label deal [at the time]”.
Universal picked up the tab and the
rest of Europe banged its bongos.

Britney Spears (Jive)

Madonna showed her the way and
Britney followed. To survive as a teen
pop pin-up requires constant re-
invention and this year saw Ms
Spears evolve from cute schoolgirl to
raunchy sex symbol. The November
release of album number three,
Britney, was widely considered her
most complete to date and suggests
the world’s most famous teen idol has
an astute business brain to back up
her million-dollar looks. And she’s
still only 20 years old.

The Anastacia success story continues
to bloom, proving she’s still not outta
luck in Europe. The singer’s talent for
blending *70s R&B with MTV pop
should ensure she continues to enjoy
longevity and her commitment to
spreading herself across the interna-
tional territories makes Epic’s job
that much easier. On December 1,
Anastacia performed the official
World Cup 2002 song, Boom, written
by Vangelis, at the draw for the finals.
She is currently nearing completion of
her second album due in early 2002.

Nelly Furtado (Dreamworks)

Not a Spanish elephant, but the most
exciting musical talent to emerge
from Canada since Alanis Morissette.
Her debut album, Whoa Nelly! came
with the high production values you
would expect from Steven Spielberg’s
record label and features a variety of

opinion shared by Colin Martin, exec-
utive producer (Music) at the UK’s
most-listened to radio station, nation-
al BBC Radio 2 (AC). “I'd vote for that.
That plaintive voice, almost the girl
next door, is a welcome contrast to all
those screaming female vocalists who
do everything with a note but sing it
as it was written,” Martin says. “She
has proved herself to be one of those
cross-over artists radio land loves.”

Kylie (Partophone)

Another artist adored by radio pro-
grammers is Kylie. Building on
strong foundations laid for her in
Europe last year by new label
Parlophone, Kylie has established her-
self as a serious rival to Madonna and
Britney in the pop diva stakes. The sin-
gle, Can’t Get You Out Of My Head—
taken from the album Fever—proved
prophetic and is undoubtedly her finest
song to date. As Michael Jorgensen,
head of music at Denmark’s regional
CHR station Radio Silkeborg, told
M&M back in September, “It’s the best
single from her in years. It’s gonna be a
big hit.” He was right.

Robbie Williams (Chrysalis)

Kylie’s former duet partner and label
mate at EMI is currently the UK’s
biggest homegrown star. Building on
his triumph last year with Sing When
You're Winning, the ex-Take That
singer donned suit and tie and had a
stab at recreating the Sinatra magic

put together across the international
regions by Polydor and its Universal
affiliates. Hear’Say (UK), No Angels
(Germany), Lollipop (Italy), L5%
(France) and Excellence (Sweden) all

'nt to number one, lending weight
to the argument that “the public
wants what it gets”, rather than “gets
what it wants”.

Michael Jackson (Epic)

Whether the public wanted Michael
Jackson back after an absence of six
years was the big question. In the
end, both album and title—Invincible
—Ilived up to the billing, returning an
increasingly scary-looking Jackson to
the top of M&M’s European Top 100
Albums chart. Comeback single, You
Rock My World, missed out on the top
spot by one place on the Eurochart
Hot 100 singles but failed to impress
many in the industry. In September
Thorsten Sutter, deputy head of
music at Radio NRW (AC) in
Oberhausen, Germany, commented,
“You Rock My World is not a highlight
in Michael Jackson’s discography.”

Safri Duo (Universal)

Where Aqua once reigned supreme as
the kings and queens of Europop sin-
gles, Safri Duo could be set to usurp
their crown. Breaking out of Ibiza, the
dance act stormed their domestic
Danish charts back in November 2000
with the infectious Played-A-Live (The
Bongo Song). Manager Michael
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U2 (Universal Iskand)

Another act that’s proved adept at
reinventing itself is U2. Under the
shrewd guidance of manager Paul
McGuinness and with the large inter-
national Universal network at their
disposal, U2 have continued to sell
heavily with 2000’s All That You Can’t
Leave Behind. Their example has been
followed by a host of big name rockers
who have returned to their stadium
stomping grounds. REM (Warner),
Depeche Mode (Mute), and New Order
(London) released new albums, while
Bon Jovi issued a live Best Of set
through Mercury. The enduring
appeal of these acts was summed up
in April by Radio Silkeborg’s Michael
Jorgensen, when he said of REM, “I
think [they] have proved that they are
one of the best rock/pop bands and the
new single Imitation Of Life has the
typical REM sound.”

Shaggy (MCA)

It wasn’t him, apparently, but if you
tuned into the radio or switched on
music TV this year you’d have been
sure to hear Shaggy. Dropped by
Virgin following disappointing sales
of 1997’s Midnite Lover, MCA took up
the challenge and the hits followed—
appropriately packaged on the Hot
Shots album. The artist himself told
M&M, “We always look to produce
hits, but I am surprised at the magni-
tude of this, it’s insane.”
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styles. “I hope she will hang around
for a while,” head of music at Radio 1
in Norway, Christian Jebsen, said to
M&M in March. “It’s a bit different
from your regular Britney Spears
pop.” Well she has hung around so far,
mainly on the strength of first single
I'm Like A Bird which flew into the
Eurochart Hot 100 Singles at number

Gorillaz (Parlophone)

Another good year for Parlophone was
capped by a gamble that paid off. The
cartoon Gorillaz proved a marketing
man’s dream and parent’s worst
nightmare as a succession of singles,
games and merchandise burnt a
whole in the pockets of the
Continent’s teenagers. A key element
in the campaign was “a brilliant web
site, which I think has done a lot for
them,” remarked Robert Sehlberg,
head of music at Power Hit FM in
Sweden when explaining why his
dance station was playing the single
19-2000 back in August. Another
attraction was the involvement of
Blur frontman Damon Albarn.
“Damon has a lot of fans here, but
there is quite a big difference between
this music and Blur,” added Sehlberg.

Roger Sanchez (Defected/Sony)

He was given another chance, and
another—in fact Europe indulged
Roger Sanchez so much he topped
M&M'’s European Dance Traxx for 14

2001



consecutive weeks with Another
Chance—one more week, appropri-
ately, than Daft Punk achieved with
One More Time (Virgin). Roger
Sanchez is one of the year’s rare
dance successes, the other being
Cheeky/BMG act Faithless who, pro-
ducer/songwriter Rollo tells M&M,
are “just about to go Platinum over
here [UK]” with current album
Outrospective.

Travis (Independiente)

“Our aims are quite simple—we're
going for global domination,”
Independiente head of international
Nina Frykberg told M&M in June
when asked about Travis. With the
assistance of Sony’s SINE network for
territories outside of the UK,
Independiente is close to achieving its
aim. The Invisible Band built on the
success of 1999’s 3.5 million-selling
The Man Who, making the Top 20
best-selling albums of the year in
Europe. In June, Rainer Gruhn, head
of music at Berlin AC station Radio
Hundert 6, explained the appeal of

Andrea Bocelli (Sugar/Polydor)

“Our objective is to make this one of
the biggest albums in music history
and Andrea’s biggest record ever,”
was how UMI chairman Jorgen
Larsen heralded the October release
of the artist’s latest album Cieli di
Toscana. Despite reluctance by
Italian commercial stations to play
Bocelli he has managed to sell “six
million records every year for the last
four years”, according to Theo Roos,
CEO of Universal Music Netherlands.
Meanwhile, labelmate Zucchero has
kept up with Universal’s expectations
of matching the success of 1998’s mil-
lion-selling Bluesugar with the
October release of his tenth album
Shake, by “concentrating on his music
rather than his image,” in the words
of Universal Music Italy A&R director
Claudio Buja. The “king of Italian
rock” Vasco Rossi released the album
Stupido Hotel in April, which EMI

Jennifer Lopez (Columbia)

Jennifer Lopez proved Europe’s
favourite R&B draw in 2001. Her
high profile relationship with P Diddy
(at the time Puff Daddy) kept her in
the headlines on the few occasions her
records—and acting—didn’t. Her
sophomore album J. Lo brought the
monster smash Love Dont Cost A
Thing which benefited from a number
of remixes, according to Til
Hofmeister, head of music at HR3
(CHR) in Frankfurt. “Music program-
mers can choose whatever version fits
best into their format,” he told M&M
in February. Columbia’s Destiny’s
Child helped their career with the
silky smooth Survivor, while newcom-
er Alicia Keys repaid Clive Davis’
faith in her at J Records with Songs
In A Minor, and Mary J Blige (MCA)

Particularly in the lucrative run-up to
Christmas, the majors cashed in on
Greatest Hits and Best Of packages.
Rod Stewart (WEA), Bee Gees
(Polydor), and Pink Floyd (EMI), all
sold well and proved once again, if
proof was needed, the value of cata-
logue to the labels and publishers.
The other dominant compilation
genre in 2001 was Chillout. Demand
for dance albums that provide a relax-
ing anecdote to hectic lives and that
can be listened to without Class A
drugs is growing and is being met by
dedicated sections in the leading
retail chains. “I have never seen so
many lounge and chillout compila-
tions as this year,” opined Matthew
Tallon, international A&R manager
at Barcelona-based indie Tempa.
Music in November. In the same
Dance feature, React Music founder
Thomas Foley said, “The whole chill-
out/lounge scene is being driven to a
large degree by the fact that it’s fash-
ionable.” And relaxing, of course,
Thomas.

Travis to European programmers
when he said, “Travis’ music is pro-
duced for a broad audience and poten-
tially all our listeners, whose age
range is 20-60, could like [it]”. Other
notable UK guitar acts that have
made inroads in Europe in 2001
include hotly-tipped newcomers
Starsailor (Chrysalis), Welsh stadium
rockers Stereophonics (V2), and
South Coast histrionic wailers Muse
(Taste/Mushroom).

French electronica

Last year M&M identified this genre
as a growing force. In 2001, French
electronica was both an influential
and lucrative pop movement. In April,
Virgin France head of export and
international development Thierry
Jacquet told M&M that 1.3 million
copies of Daft Punk’s sophomore
album Discovery were sold worldwide
during the last two months—making
it one of the fastest selling albums in
French history. But it’s not just a
domestic success story. Europe has
embraced French electronica to such
an extent that Daft Punk, Air
(Source), and Modjo (Barclay) are
household names and chart regulars.
Hot on their heels are Superman
Lovers (Vogue) and Galleon (EPG
Sony France). As Capital FM’s Jeff
Smith in London remarks, “these
bands underline French musicians’
brilliant use of their eclectic musical
influences and how they get less hung

described as “the Italian music event
of the year”. Other Italian big sellers
came from Eros Ramazzotti with
Stilelibero (BMG Ricordi Ariola) and
Adriano Celentano with Esco Di Rado
E Parlo Ancora Meno on S4 Clan Sony
Music.

Enya (WEA)

In stark contrast to the fanfares in

Italy that marked the return of the
big hitters, a low-key re-release of the
Enya single Only Time has catapulted
both single and album A Day Without
Rain high into the year-end charts.
Profits from the single are going to
the International Association of
Firefighters, in light of the September
11 tragedy. Irish-born Enya also fea-
tures on the soundtrack to the new
Lord Of The Rings movie, The
Fellowship Of The Ring.

Craig David (Wildstar/Edel)

Almost single-handedly Craig David
has brought UK garage before an
international audience. Living up to
the billing of his album, Born To Do
It, the 19 year-old British R&B singer
is described by Capital FM’s Jeff
Smith as, “The outstanding new
British performer, singer-songwriter
so far of the 21st Century and he’s
still got his whole life ahead of him.
Our listeners consistently love his
songs.” Another act following in
David’s 2-step footsteps are label-
mates Misteeq whose single, Why?

and Macy Gray (Epic) returned with
strong albums. One of the best debuts
of the year belonged to India.Arie and
Motown whose Acoustic Soul did
what it said on the cover and was
beautifully tranquil.

Manu Chao (Virgin)

For the first time in this magazine’s
17-year history a French act topped
the European Top 100 Albums chart.
The artist was Manu Chao and the
record, Proxima Estacion: Esperanza
—a colourful mix of musical styles
sung in what Chao told M&M in July
was “a jumble of Portuguese and
Spanish”. At 40, the man who has
been with Virgin since his time with
Mano Negra, now looks forward to
“ten magnificent years ahead of me”.

Return to former glories

The runner-up to Dido in this year’s
best selling albums was the Beatles
(Apple/EMI) with their singles compi-
lation 1. The success EMI enjoyed in
peddling nostalgia no doubt encour-
aged the label to release a new album
from Sir Paul McCartney. Columbia
followed suit with Bob Dylan and
Leonard Cohen, as did Virgin with
Mick Jagger, and the media reacted
favourably to the latest endeavours
from the old guard. Unfortunately
McCartney’s album Driving Rain
which was unable to match the quali-
ty of lead track From A Lover To A
Friend.

At the other end of the emotional spec-
trum to Chillout is nu-metal. A native
of California where it was grown in a
sonic laboratory by Korn (Epic) using
influences from Rage Against The
Machine, Red Hot Chili Peppers and
Alice In Chains, the nu-metal charge is
now led by Linkin Park, whose Hybrid
Theory on Warner Bros is the highest
placed rock album in M&M’s end of
year charts. Other leading exponents
include Limp Bizkit (Interscope),
Staind (Elektra) and Slipknot (Road-
runner). As recently as May, public
broadcaster Denmarks Radio’s editor of
music policy Eik Frederiksen com-
mented, “that [nu-metal] sound is still
sort of lingering in the underground
but it will emerge soon”. Ideed it was.

Outkast (La Face/Arista)

Outkast struck early in 2001 with Ms
Jackson, a track from their Stankonia
album. A perfect hip-hop-pop hybrid,
it generated huge public interest in
the duo from Atlanta in the US. But
as BMG Europe head of R&B market-
ing, Mervyn Lyn pointed out in
March, “This is their fourth album
and before this nobody was interest-
ed.” When it came to rap, Eminem
was still the dominant force in Europe
with The Marshall Mathers LP
(Interscope)—a position he consoli-
dated on the back of performances
with old friends and labelmates D12.

As the first year of the new
millennium come to a
close, Music & Media
takes a look at the albums
and singles that have
dominated charts and
playlists.

Memo from BMG to Dido: Thank
You; Memo from Dido to Eminem:
Thank You.

Without doubt, 2001 was debut
artist Dido’s year. In year-end charts
displaying the full gamut from rap
and nu metal to cartoon characters
and Beatles classics, the
Cheeky/BMG-signed singer-song-
writer stands out.

Dido’s success was kick-started
when Eminem sampled Thank You
for his hit single Stan (Interscope)
and the end of the year sees her
crowned as the biggest-selling artist
in Europe, with debut album No
Angel topping Music & Media’s
European Top 100 Albums 2001.

Certified four times platinum in
Europe by IFPI as early as

September, the album was released
before Stan, in October 2000, but
first entered the European Top 100

in January. Four singles have been
released from it, all of which have
influenced both the Eurochart Hot
100 Singles chart and the airplay
charts.

Meanwhile, Stan tops M&M’s

year-end single chart
for 2001. It entered
the Eurochart in
November 2000 and
maintained its run
despite Slim Shady
keeping a low profile
during the year while
involving himself in
the D-12 project.
Some might say

that Kylie Minogue is |

Out Of My Head (Parlophone) makes
it to number two in the year-end sin-
gles chart. The track also lifts

Minogue’s eighth stu-
dio album Fever
which was released in
October and has
already been awarded
an IFPI platinum
award for a million
albums sold in
Europe. In addition,
Minogue tops the

the real slim lady this

year. Despite being released as late
as September, nine months after
Stan, pop/dance track Can’t Get You

Female Singles chart.

2001 has also been about the
Popstars phenomenon, and even
though the acts had great success in

their native territories, very few
were able to cross borders. The only
act to make it into the year-end top
100 albums chart is Germany’s No
Angels, whose album Elle’Ments
(Zeitgeist/Polydor) made it to 41.
Also, the girlband have managed to
get two singles in the chart for 2001.

The singles chart appears more
open to pop acts than the album chart,
as Geri Halliwell, Atomic Kitten and
Westlife are all in the top 30.

Meanwhile, urban acts like
Outkast, Mary J. Blige, Alicia Keys,
Wyclef Jean and Destiny’s Child—
who incidentally wins the Artist
Singles category—are much more
prominent than last year.

Another trend revealed within
the singles chart is the larger num-
ber of non US/UK acts represented
than in recent years. Danish percus-
sionists Safri Duo, Columbia act
Garou from Québec, novelty act DJ
Otzi, Italian Gigi D’Agostino and
French act Supermen Lovers are all
awarded a place in the top 40 tracks
of 2001. Also, French teeny bopper
Alizée heads the Continental Artists
Singles chart on the back of her suc-
cess with four singles including
Moi...Lolita (Polydor).

2001 was also a quite a year for
US rock in Europe, with teenage
friendly nu metal acts in particular

making a mark in the year-end
albums chart. Linkin Park’s Hybrid
Theory (Warner Bros.) gets in at
four, Papa  Roach’s Infest
(Dreamworks) at 59, while Staind
and Offspring also had a presence in
European album charts. In the sin-
gles chart, US rock is heavily repre-
sented by Wheatus, Crazy Town,
Uncle Kracker and Alien Ant Farm.

Shaggy and Michael Jackson
would have to share the top spot of
the comeback of the year chart if
there was one. Shaggy's Hot Shot
(MCA) ranks at number nine, hav-
ing sold more than two million units
in Europe. His first single of the
year, It Wasn’t Me, never seemed to
be off the radio, while follow-up
Angel went straight in to number
one in the singles chart, allowing
him to win the Male Singles catego-
ry. Both Jackson’s album Invincible
and single You Rock My World make
it into the year end charts despite
only being released in October.

Italy’s Eros Ramazzotti has the
highest charted album for a non
UK/US act in 2001—his Stilelibero
(Ariola) sits at 13 in the chart,
while Manu Chao’s Proxima
Estacién: Esperanza (Virgin) fol-
lows behind at 16.

As always, major film successes
have impacted the chart. This year,
the Bridget Jones’ Diary soundtrack
(Mercury) gets in at 24, while the
Moulin Rouge soundtrack (Inter-

scope) sits at 67. Film scores also
made their mark on the singles
chart—both Geri Halliwell’s contri-
bution to the Bridget Jones sound-
track It’s Raining Men (EMI) and
LeAnn Rimes’ Cant Fight The
Moonlight (Curb) from the Coyote
Ugly soundtrack make the top five.

A number of last year’s big sellers
have managed to cling on to high
positions; Anastacia’s Not That Kind
(Epic), Eminem’s Marshall Mathers
LP (Interscope), which has sold
more then five million units in
Europe, U2’s All That You Can’t
Leave Behind (Island), Madonna’s
Music (Maverick/Warner Bros.),
Limp Bizkit ‘s Chocolate Starfish...
(Interscope) and Craig David’s Born
To Do It (Wildstar).

IM&M ’s year-end charts are compiled by
adding the number of points accumulat-
ed by each title (album or single) during
its charting life in the Eurochart Hot
100 Singles and the European Top 100
|Albums charts. This system, which
| gives a snapshot of the year, tends to
favour releases with a long shelf-life,
such as Eminem’s The Marshall
Mathers LP (Interscope), rather than
albums with very strong sales in a small
period of time. This explains why
Michael Jackson’s Invincible (Epic) is
|only placed at 44, as it only had a five-
week chart presence when the compila-

| tion was calculated.

Airplay charts show fragmented market

While pop was the definitive flavour
of 2000, this year’s airplay is a little
more difficult to sum up. (See charts
page 17)

Big releases from established acts
like Madonna, REM, U2 and Michael
Jackson were played side by side with
newcomers in rap, dance and rock. As
always, pop was present—Westlife,
Atomic Kitten, Ronan Keating and
Geri Halliwell—but was perhaps less
prominent than last year.

New acts like Dido and Nelly
Furtado were embraced by radio, prov-
ing that manufactured pop is far from
the only winning recipe. It was music
with a less sweet touch—intelligent
pop—which really got programmers

going in 2001.
The accessible, yet -constantly
inventive, pop/dance music that

Madonna has been producing over the
past four years has earned her a seem-
ingly permanent place on European
radio. Whereas American Pie came sec-
ond to The Corrs’ Breathless (143/La-
va/Atlantic) on the European Radio Top
100 in 2000, Dont Tell Me
(Maverick/Warner Bros.) tops the year-
end chart for 2001.

In a chart where 48% of the tracks
are US releases, Madonna’s second
2001 hit What It Feels Like For A Girl
also made it to the number one spot,
where it stayed for five weeks.

Also upping the US percentage was

the rap genre, which flourished in the
space it has created for itself on main-
stream radio. This year acts like
Spooks, Eminem, Eve and Outkast fea-
tured strongly. US rock acts Crazy
Town, Uncle Kracker, and Wheatus
also cracked Europe’s playlists in 2001.

While dance music was much less
prominent in the sales charts in 2001
than in previous years, radio still sup-
ported the genre. French dance was as
hot as ever on European radio in 2001.
Daft Punk’s One More Time
(Labels/Virgin) made waves at the
beginning of the year, and Modjo pro-
vided no less than three tracks in the
chart; Lady (Hear Me Tonight), Chillin’
and What I Mean (Barclay).

Newcomers Supermen Lovers’
Starlight (Vogue/BMG) made the cross-
ing from Ibiza to mainstream
European radio, and makes it to 47.
Meanwhile, French Virgin act Manu
Chao delivered the highest rating non-
English language track in 2001 with
Me Gustas Tu, at 43.

Sweden continued to deliver radio-
friendly material in 2001, both in terms
of songwriting—with acts such as
Britney Spears benefitting from Nordic
talent—and in terms of home grown
acts. Tityo’s catchy Come Along
(Superstudio/WEA) spent 25 weeks in
the chart, while Roxette’s The Centre Of
The Heart (Roxette Recordings/EMI)
also enjoyed extensive airplay.

WIPO treaties come into force

LoNDON — The prospect of a more
secure legal environment for the distri-
bution of music online has received a
major boost with the announcement
that the first of WIPO’s (World Intel-
lectual Property Organisation) two
international treaties on copyright pro-
tection in the digital age is to come into
force next March.

The WIPO Copyright Treaty
(WCT), provides guidelines on pro-
tecting the works of composers, lyri-
cists, authors and publishers when
legitimately distributed via the Inter-
net or other interactively-transmitted
media. The other treaty is the WIPO
Performances and  Phonograms
Treaty (WPPT).

“This is an important day in the
history of copyright, making it better
equipped to meet the technological
challenges of cyberspace,” says Dr.
Kamil Idris, Geneva-based WIPO’s
director general.

When the WCT and WPPT were
adopted in 1996, they were open to all
177 WIPO member countries. But a
minimum of 30 members had to ratify
each treaty for it to come into effect.

The African state of Gabon’s acces-
sion to the WCT on December 6 made
it the 30th country to ratify. In effect
these 30 countries, from Argentina to
the US, are pledging to incorporate the
WCT’s spirit and essence into national
copyright law.

Moreover, the countries are formal-
ly declaring to protect within their bor-
ders the works of authors from the oth-
er signatory states. Equally, signato-
ries are promising to prohibit hackers
from manipulating the technology tools
that can identify rights owners’ works
and the conditions of usage on the 'Net.

Rights organisations in Europe
have welcomed the landmark step. “It’s
enormously significant because the
provisions on technology measures are
expressed internationally for the first
time. We now have a legally binding

instrument that should give teeth to
international enforcement efforts,”
says Richard Owens, international
intellectual property rights advisor at
British Music Rights, the lobbying arm
for UK authors’ rights body MCPS-
PRS.

Jorgen Blomqvist, director of
WIPO’s copyright law division, notes
that the WCT effectively updates the
1971 Berne Convention for the Protec-
tion of Literary and Artistic Works for
the digital age. The framework for the
Berne Convention, signed by 148 coun-
tries, was designed to protect works
recorded or reproduced on only physi-
cal carriers such as CDs and vinyl, and
not for digital delivery.

“Some of the [Berne Convention]
provisions have been included in the
WCT, which addresses digital media,
specifically all types of ‘interactive
transmission’,” Blomqvist says. “After
March 2002, therell be a greater
momentum for other countries to join,
and there’s a clear indication that a
growing number recognise their legal
obligation to offer protection for works
on the Internet.”

By the time the EU’s member
states incorporate the directive into
local law by the end of 2002, WCT will
automatically have another 16 signato-
ries—for the 15 member states plus
the EU as a single federation.

Currently 28 countries are party to
the WPPT, leaving only two more sig-
natories for that to kick in. “There are
four more countries poised to join in the
next couple of months. And Japan also
plans to ratify the WPPT in the first
half of 2002,” says Allen Dixon, general
counsel and executive director at inter-
national labels’ body IFPI. Within the
digital environment, the WPPT
updates the related rights protecting
performers and record producers in the
1961 Rome Convention for the Protec-
tion of Performers, Producers of Phono-
grams and Broadcasting Organisa-
tions. Dixon is confident the WPPT will
come into force before the end of 2002.

Hot Norwegian talent to head up the live line-up

OsLo — The claim that, musically
speaking, “Norway is the new France”
is set to become true as Cannes turns
Norwegian for one night during next
year’s Midem.

Under the banner “Norway Now,”
Briskeby, Sondre Lerche, Cato Salsa
Experience and Big Bang will head-
line the opening night of the 360 edi-
tion of annual music trade fair on Jan-
uary 20.

The Music Export Norway initia-
tive aims to capitalise on the recent
attention Norwegian music has
enjoyed following the international
success of artists such as Kings of
Convenience, Royksopp and Stargate
in the past year.

“There has been some interest in
Norwegian music, which Midem has
noted—and this is the right time to do
it,” says managing director of Music
Export Norway Inger Dirdal. “What
we wish to achieve is to put some

artists on stage who can confirm that
this [attention] is deserved.”

Ten to 15 Norwegian artists will
perform on the night. Other confirmed
acts include Midnight Choir, Bjern
Torske, Krgyt, [llumination, Bugge
Wesseltoft, Furia, Telle & Annie and
Xploding Plastix. There will also be a
Norwegian club night, likely to take
place the same evening.

Director of Midem Dominique
Leguern says the association with
Norway was facilitated by the launch
of Music Export Norway in December
2000. Music Export Norway was
founded by IFPI Norway, independent
labels’ association FONO, local artists
associations GramArt and Musikernes
Fellesorganisasjon, composers and
lyricist organisation NOPA and the
Norwegian Music Information Centre.

As is the case with similar organi-
sations in France and Sweden, the
Norwegian export office aims to bring
together all the individual initiatives
of the local music industry. “This has

allowed us to gather all the energy,
talent and financing necessary for the
event,” says Leguern. “The Norwegian
industry felt it was necessary to show
a worldwide industry audience that
Norway is a fantastic creative force to
be reckoned with that very few people
are aware of. The level of creativity is
very high in Norway, and that’s what
we aim to show at Midem.”

The fact that the Norwegian gov-
ernment’s foreign, trade and culture
departments are co-financing the
event is an indication that the govern-
ment recognise the future possibilities
of Norwegian music both in financial
and cultural terms.

The British delegation at Midem
will retain its traditional high profile
in 2002 with Electric Soft Parade (DB
Records) and Elbow (V2) headlining
the British at Midem showcase. This
year the British at Midem Group—
comprising BPI, British Music Rights,
MPA and PPL—is collaborating with
UK music magazine NME to organise

the showcase.

Other themed nights include the
annual Talent showcase, in association
with ADAMI and SACEM, which will
spotlight four

French acts. The
focus on electronic
music is  also
increasing, with
DJs featured at
the Palais des Fes-
tivals every night
under the banner 5
Electronic Concerts. Meanwhile, the

Electronic Happy Hour will take place

at the Martinez Hotel as usual.

Hip hop is highlighted this year
with Midem’s inaugural hip hop con-
ference entitled Packaging Hip Hop
for a Global Economy: Challenges and
Solutions.

And, in another first, urban music
labels and distributors will be repre-
sented at the Urban Pavillion, as part
of the events happening at the Palais
de Festivals.
