BMG buys Zomba for $3 billion

LONDON — The t1t1e of R Kelly’s
latest single The World’s Greatest

The terms of the deal

The business ties between Zomba and
BMG date back to the mid-1980’s. In
1991, BMG acquired a 25% stake in
Zomba'’s music publishing division and
in 1996 it acquired a 20% of Zomba’s
record division.

Since 1996 Clive Calder, through
his Dutch-based holding company
Summer Shore N.V. (SSN), has had a
“put” option that required Bertels-
mann to acquire the remaining stake
in both Zomba’s record and music pub-
lishing divisions. This put option was
exercisable until the end of 2002. If not
exercised by the end of 2002, the put
options would have been terminated

Caccia takes on wider role at Warner

LoNDON — A new line of reporting
affecting some 20 top executives
has been put in place at Warner
Music Europe, with executive vice
president Gero Caccia (pic-
tured) taking a wider role
in the organisation, write
Emmanuel Legrand and
Gordon Masson.

With immediate effect,
Caccia will now oversee
directly Warner Music
International’s (WMI) oper-
ations in most European
countries with the excep- o
tion of the three main markets—
UK, Germany and France—whose
respective presidents Nick Phillips,
Bernd Dopp and Yan-Philippe
Blanc continue to report to Warner
Music Europe president Paul-René
Albertini.

Albertini, whom Caccia continues
to report to, says the changes in the
line of reporting are meant to allow
him to focus more on the company’s

global operations. Says Albertini: “I
had 22 territories or affiliates
reporting directly to me and it’s an
impossible situation if you really
want to be efficient and
allocate to each of them the
time they require. Caccia
will now be their direct port
of call while I will have
more time to dedicate to
our general operations.”
3 Caccia, who joined
Warner Music in Italy in
J 1985, was promoted to
executive VP
2001. Albertini adds that Caccia’s
newly-defined position is a reflection
of his increasing role in Warner’s
European structure. “Caccia has
been very much involved in all our
activities,” reflects Albertini. “He
has the right thinking and the right
attitude—he is extremely pro-active
and brings to the company a very
entrepreneurial spirit.”

Capital divests
itself of layer of
management

LonpoN — The Capital Radio group
has disposed of the managing director
posts at most of its radio stations, in a
bid to make itself more competitive
ahead of the proposed de-regulation of
the broadcast sector in the UK.

As part of a restructuring of the
company, around twenty jobs have
been lost, including four MD positions
(out of a total of 13) at local stations.
The other former MDs have been found
positions elsewhere in the company.

The restructuring comes in the
wake of proposals to de-regulate the
broadcast industry contained within
the draft Communications Bill, set to
be debated in Parliament in November.

In business circles, Clive Calder is renowned as a
shrewd and unrivalled dealmaker.

In those terms, the deal with BMG he has probably
seen Calder reach his pinnacle. In the past, it was
believed that music entrepreneurs like Chris Blackwell,
Richard Branson, Berry Gordy, Chris Wright and David
Geffen has all made deals from heaven when they sold
their companies. But they are all dwarfed by Calder’s
business acumen.

20%=$1; 80%=$3billion. That’s Calder’s new mathe-
matics. Which transcribes into: 20% of my company is
worth less than a dollar—should I wish to purchase these
stakes back from BMG; but if I sell the remaining 80%,
it'll cost you $3 billion. How brilliant is that! And what
about this other masterstroke—thanks to the “put”
clause, BMG has no other option but to buy.

But it takes two to make a deal come true, and at the
other end of the table were BMG and Bertelsmann’s man-
agement. Hard to believe these were the same people who
passed on Virgin a decade ago because they thought it
was too expensive...

It’s going to take some convincing to justify the stratos-

pheric price BMG is paying today for Zomba—roughly the
market capitalisation of EMI at the current price.

For the past two years, Bertelsmann’s strategy with
regards to its music division has been far from clear. The
Zomba deal just complicates the matter further. First of
all, it is going to siphon a lot of cash that Bertelsmann
could have used elsewhere. Then it raises the question of
how BMG and Zomba’s management and structures are
going to fit. If Calder decides to bail out—followed by part
of his management team—what would be the real value
of Zomba?

This deal is about desperation—only BMG could find
itself in a situation where it had to accept such a deal.
Calder has skilfully played with BMG’s desperate need
for market share (and their fear of losing Zomba’s
lucrative distribution deal in the US) to tempt them
into a deal which should be studied in every business
school. : .

Deal-making at this level is
almost like an art form. This man,
who is probably already a billionaire,
must be laughing all the way to the
bank, with enough money to buy
EM]I, if he so wishes.

Not bad for someone who got
started in the music business as Bill-
board’s correspondent in South Africa
three decades ago...

Capital extends mobile integration

LonpoN — The UK’s Capital Radio
group is looking to extend its audi-
ence and exploit its brand by
launching new mobile
phone services.

In collaboration with
Nokia, the interactive ser-
vices will initially be made
available to listeners to the
group’s London CHR sta-
tion, 95.8 Capital FM.

Called CapitalM8—pro-
nounced “Capital mate”—
the service allows users to
dedicate a track and a personal
message to someone, who will be
alerted via a text message 15 min-
utes before the track is played. Lis-
teners will also be able to find out
the title and the artist of the last
track and the track currently play-
ing via their phone. And listeners

can download ringtones from Capi-
tal’s playlist. 5

Additional services such as gig
guides, news and alerts for on-air
features will be available in the
future. In due course, Cap-
ital says similar services
will be launched across its
group, which comprises 20
analogue stations in metro-
politan areas, including
alternative station Xfm in
London, as well as 38 digi-
tal stations

The development follows
the introduction of mobile
handsets incorporating FM radios,
and marks a significant step
towards fuller integration of the
two mediums. It is also a way for
Capital to increase its audience and
revenues.

“The personalisation technology
creates the ability to profile listen-

er preferences, which will provide
our advertisers with targeted
advertising and marketing oppor-
tunities,” says Nathalie Schwarz
(pictured), director of strategy and
development at Capital Radio.
“These groundbreaking services
will add value to the listener expe-
rience, build loyalty and strength-
en Capital’s relationship with our
audiences.”

Matt Wisk, VP, customer mar-
keting, Nokia Networks says it
hails the start of a more sophisti-
cated use of mobiles.

“Capital M8 is an excellent early
example of what these new tech-
nologies can bring,” he says. “To
walk along the street listening to
the radio through your handset
whilst being able to dedicate a track
to a loved one, is both fun and great
way of feeling you belong to the
Capital community.”

Popkomm collaborates with Cubadisco

HAvANA — German music trade fair
Popkomm is to collaborate in the
organisation of next year’s Cuban
trade fair, Cubadisco. The news fol-
lows years of close links between the
two events.

“A permanent joint trade fair
would still be four or five years
away,” says Popkomm director Uli
Grossmaas (pictured). “The marriage
proposal has been made, we shall
help organise next year’s Cubadisco.
But all marriages are of two individ-
uals and there are always problems
to overcome.”

At the sixth Cubadisco, held May
22-26, it was agreed that a special
Cubadisco 2003 presentation will be
made at this year’s Popkomm in

Cologne in August.

Underlining the co-operation
between Cubadisco and Europe’s
leading music trade fairs, Midem
director Dominique
Leguern was also in Cuba
for the event.

“I have come to get the
feel of Cubadisco,” Leguern
says. “Cubadisco always
has a stand at Midem in
Cannes, but I wanted to see
things on the ground here.”

She adds: “I want to talk
about how we could help
them gain more visibility. They are
right to promote their music under
one national flag [at Midem and Pop-
komm] because it gives them that
visibility, but it’s risky as Cuban
music is so multi-layered.”

JUNE 22, 2002
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Cubadisco president Ciro Ben-
emelis says: “We are open to joint
projects with any other trade fair
organisation, and the first step is
Popkomm who will help us
arrange next year’s event
[May 7-11]. No Cuban [resi-
dent] artist succeeds outside
the island before he does so
in Cuba, so Cubadisco is an
important showcase for our
artists and that is why we
want more international
participation.”

Spanish authors’ and pub-
lishers’ society SGAE brought many
of the top artists to Cubadisco this
year, including Spain’s pop/rock band
La Oreja de Van Gogh which has sold
four million units worldwide of its
first two albums.



UK prices drop, piracy increases

LonpoN — The BPI
(British Phonographic
Industry) has revealed that
commercial music piracy in
the UK has increased by
30% since 2000. According
to a new BPI survey, the
estimated value of sales of
pirated material was £27.6
million (euros 42.70 mil-
lion) last year.

The report also shows
that, on average, the cost of
CD albums in the UK fell—
by 2% to £10.13—over the 12
months to March 30, while
the cost of singles rose.

Since early 2000, the
average cost of albums has
dropped 5.3%, while singles
have climbed 8.3%. The
dwindling singles market
saw prices increase by 2%
for the average CD single,

to £3.50.

“This isn’t a sudden rever-
sal—it’s been a trend for a
while, “ says Andrew Yeates,
director general of the BPIL
“There’s been a gradual
downturn in prices and, if
you look at the real price of
albums, we've said for a long
time that CD prices haven't
been going in the direction of
the public perception.”

UK supermarkets and e-
tailers showed the biggest
year-on-year gains in the
market for album sales. In
the first quarter of 2002,
supermarkets accounted for
15.1% of album expendi-
tures, up from 13.5% in the
same period last year. Online
retailers had 5%. Music spe-
cialists had a 51% share.

The piracy figures mean-
while represent counterfeit
recordings (replicas of legit-

imate recordings), pirate
recordmgs (duplicates that
are marketed with different
packaging); and bootlegs of
live recordings, either con-
certs or broadcast.

The BPI anti-piracy unit
was involved in more than
500 criminal cases during
the year, including raids on
dealers of counterfeit CDs
and bootlegs, and arrests at
computer fairs. Efforts were
also redoubled to shut down
unauthorised MP3 websites.

The figures, which
Yeates describes as “very
depressing”, do not take
into account the number of
legitimate sales lost to CD
burning at home.

In 2001, 308 million
blank CD-Rs were sold in
the UK, estimates are that
nearly 40% of those were
used to record music.

Russia’s Hit FM 10 hires big hitters

Moscow — Marking a
power-shift in . Russian
radio, Yury Aksyuta, pro-
gramme director of Russia’s
leading CHR station, has
been  appointed
general producer |
at popular interna-
tional repertoire-

oriented station,
Hit FM 10.
Aksyuta joins

the CHR station,
which broadcasts
in more than 260
cities across the country,
after more than 12 years as
the driving force behind fel-
low international reper-
toire-oriented station,
Europa Plus.

“I consider him to be the
greatest professional in this
country’s radio business,”
says Hit FM’s owner and
CEO Boris Zosimov, whose
own credits include bring-

ing the first major, Poly-
Gram, to Russia in 1992,
Aksyuta rapidly rose to
become programme direc-
tor of Europa Plus after
becoming the station’s—
and probably Russia’s—
first ever music-
only radio presen-
ter in 1990. He
says he relishes
the new challenge.
“m sure that
Hit FM has enor-
mous prospects in
terms of its devel-
4 opment,” he says.
“And after such a long time
in one place you need a
change of work environ-
ment to activate the cre-
ative possibilities that
might have been sleeping.”
Joining him as manag-
ing director at the network
is fellow Russian music
industry veteran Matvey
Anichkin, who has a simi-
larly long experience in

running his own artist
management and music
production companies.

“What really made me
accept this offer, is the fact
that it’s Yury [Aksyuta]
who will be responsible for
the part of work that I have
no experience in,” says
Anichkin. “Plus the degree
of independence and trust
we are given by Boris in
terms of decision-making.”

The station, whose mar-
ket share over the past sev-
eral months has remained
steady at around 5%,
recently launched a new
outlet in Yakutsk in north-
eastern Siberia.

“There are quite a few
cities where Hit FM is the
leading station, and we will
continue working on this.”
says Anichkin, “If the sta-
tion’s position in Moscow
was as good as in the
regions, we would have a
much higher overall rating.”

LoNDON — Ministry of Sound, the UK music and
media group, is launching a secure digital subscrip-
tion service courtesy of OD2, the digital service
provider co-founded by Peter Gabriel. MoS uses OD2’s
secure digital-delivery platform to offer its online
users a downloadable pay-per-track service for £0.99 a
song. Or fans can create a regularly updated playlist
of 24 downloadable tracks at £4.99 a month. Addition-
ally, they have access to the 50,000-plus downloadable
tracks OD2 has licensed from leading UK labels,
including majors such as BMG, Warner Music and
independent Mushroom Records. To start the venture,
ministryofsound.com is offering two 10-track compila-
tion dance albums (Lazing Around and Going Out) for
£20 each.

MFM LAUNCHES NEW FREQUENCIES

Paris — Gold station MFM has established six new fre-
quencies in the Auvergne and Limusin regions of cen-
tral France. “MFM is very proud to now cover these
six small and medium-sized communities, but tire-
lessly continues to ask the [broadcasting authority]
CSA for the possibility to broadcast in larger cities
such as Toulouse, Strasbourg, Lille, Montpellier,” the
station announced in a statement. MFM is also cur-
rently seeking an improvement through the CSA in
the quality of coverage in Marseilles and Lyon. The
station is broadcasts throughout France on nearly 90
frequencies.

JoweLL AND LeviN sPeak AT CISAC

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Piracy—‘fime to act’ urges Levy

Music & Media presents here an edited version of a
presentation recently made in Spain by Alain Levy,
chairman & CEO of EMI Recorded Music, in which he
tackles the key issue of piracy in Europe.

he music industry in Europe is
worth Euros 12.1 billion. It
employs 600,000 people and
generates Euros 1.9 billion in
tax revenues across Europe.

Additionally—since European
music accounts for 30% of world
sales—we export European culture
all over the world.

While most people think of
international superstars, one of the
important trends in the last few
years is that national repertoire
and local culture have become
increasingly important for our
industry. This is the case at a
worldwide level but this trend is
true also for Europe where nation-
al repertoire accounts now for
between 40 and 60 percent of the
domestic music markets.

Why is this important? Because
when we speak of piracy and how it
hurts intellectual property, we
need to remember that it therefore
hurts a big part of our European
national culture. It also hurts our
ability to create and export
European culture all over the
world.

Speaking of piracy, let me give
you some worldwide figures. The
pirated market (at pirated prices)
is estimated at Euros 4.7bn—one
third of the legitimate market—
and this figure is growing—up
from Euros 4.2bn last year. Almost
40% of all CDs and cassettes sold
are pirated, which represents close
to 1.9 billion units. All in all, two in
five recordings are pirated.

Total control

We were used to seeing piracy in
places like Asia and Latin America,
but it is now rapidly becoming a
European problem. While there is
little control over some countries in
Asia or Latin America in Europe
we have the means and we can sort
out our problems. We are in control
of our destiny.

As you may know there are dif-
ferent types of piracy:

@ Physical type of piracy: where an
illegal CD is purchased;

® CD-R/home copying piracy:
where private individuals copy
music at home from either physical
CDs or digit music for private con-
sumption and or for sale;

® Internet piracy: where music is
either streamed or downloaded for
free.

In all cases the music is con-
sumed for free, without any pay-
ment for the use of the intellectual
property. As you may know, we are
working on a worldwide basis on
solutions for home copying and
internet piracy. But it is the physi-
cal piracy that is taking alarming
proportions in Europe.

In the physical piracy world, the
technological evolution and the
arrival of the CD-R has increased
both the organised piracy as well
as the private one. CD-R replica-
tion equipment is cheap and high
speed—which has increased the
number of small pirates.

It has also increased the pirat-

the industry to reduce its invest-
ments in new artists and therefore
limits the choice the consumer
could have.

Culture loses out the most—mno
new artists means no new expres-
sion and therefore lack of liveli-
hood in the artistic expression.

Why has piracy been allowed to
grow? In my opinion there are
three main reasons:
® Politicians are trying to befriend
the young generation and see free
or cheap music as a means to an
end: thereby forgetting that as a
result no new artists will be devel-
oped. In addition there is no full
consensus between different politi-
cal parties on the gravity of the
problem;

@® Pirating music is perceived as a
soft-crime which keeps jobless peo-
ple employed who otherwise may
get involved in more security
threatening crimes and may cause
more social unrest. In reality pira-
cy is a product of organised crime
which finances other illegal activi-
ties like drugs and prostitution
through piracy sales of music and
other products;

® The perception of human rights
vs. intellectual property rights—
the latter are intangible and there-

ing of local, national music. Large
CD plants used to concentrate on
major international artists—the
CD-R based operations are flexible
and capture domestic artists, both
established and new.

Organised crime has seen the
new technology as an opportunity
to expand quickly with limited
threat. Some countries in Europe
have managed to combat piracy
quite effectively, with the UK,
Germany and France having pira-
cy rates below 5%. Some others like
Spain, which has one of the highest
piracy levels—30% of all units
sold—in Western Europe, or
Greece, with 50%, are faring very
badly.

Everybody hurts

Who gets hurt by piracy? Obviously
the music industry—the recording
and publishing companies, the col-
lecting  societies. But not
only...artists, producers, musicians
and authors lose out because they
do not receive royalty payments on
pirated products.

Retailers lose out and are forced
to close their businesses. The gov-
ernment loses out in that it does
not collect taxes, and finally the
consumer loses out the most—
because the loss of business forces

fore the feeling is that nobody gets
hurt therefore it is not such a bad
crime after all.

Police & thieves

We recognise that the police are
making big efforts to try to address
the rising piracy problem. The
amount of raids in Europe has
increased from 1,276 in 2000 to
2,655 in 2001 and the number of CD
products seized doubled last year.

Nevertheless, the police need to
be helped—of the 96 people arrested
in 2001 for allegedly selling pirated
CDs, only nine were convicted.

The product seized can only be
destroyed after lengthy judicial
procedures and convictions. The
police have limited possibility of
intervention wunless somebody
denounces the illicit CDs.

For us in the industry, one of the
solutions is to strengthen enforce-
ment. Police procedures for seizures
must be simplified; police authority
must have the ability to destroy the
raided merchandise; and we wish
the pirates prosecution to be includ-
ed in the imminent law reform in a
country like Spain that will create
the so called “fast trials”.

Another solution is to imple-
ment proper legislation. Like Italy
has introduced last year, we wish
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that all countries have a provision
in their law which increases the
legal punishment from a maximum
of three years to a maximum of
four years.

We also wish that the intellectual
property fraud to be included in the
illegal acts performed by criminal
organisations. This would give the
police stronger investigation and pre-
vention powers. And, of course, we
want the whole illegal network to be
destroyed.

But this can only’ happen if we
increase awareness and protection.
We are aware that some activities are
already under way and we support
them wholeheartedly. We do want to
educate not just judges and prosecu-
tors but also consumers about intel-
lectual property rights.

In this we have the support of the
Spanish artists like Hevia voicing
their concern at the latest IFPI meet-
ing (held in Madrid April 23-24). And
we do believe that the establishment
of special police units, something
implemented in other countries, sig-
nificantly improves the effectiveness
of the battle against piracy.

Finally, we also believe that like
other cultural products, for exam-
ple books, music’s VAT across
Europe and in Spain should be low-
ered. Why are books at 4% and
music is not (music is currently at
16%)? This is the easiest way to
reduce prices to consumer and to
fight piracy. France is intending to
lead the way in this VAT reform.

Finally, I would like to conclude
that ultimately there needs to be
the political willingness to act
against piracy. The European
Commission and the European
Governments (some of whom do
make a great effort) have to recog-
nise that intellectual property is
fundamental to positioning
European culture in the world. It is
sad that at the present time to
address physical piracy we have to
use the American watchlist for
countries with high piracy levels.
No significant effort is made by
Brussels or local governments to
protect culture.

Record companies play a useful
and essential role in exporting cul-
ture around the world. To use one
of our artists as an example Manu
Chao sold more than 1.5 million
copies last year outside of Spain
and France.

If this problem continues, record
companies could retrench and sell
only international Anglo-Saxon
music, something we have done in
places like the Philippines or
Thailand. We could easily close our
local businesses and leave it up to
the cultural attaches to expose
local music to the world.

But this is not what we like to do
because we have a passion for music
and culture. We are concerned that
free music or stolen music will
result in no music at all—therefore
it is time to act now.
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British jazz forges common bond

London is fast becoming
the focal point for the jazz
music industry, with a
plethora of acts, labels
and even radio stations.
Europe in general is also
the place to be, as the
genre discards some of its
traditions and looks to the
future via cross-pollination
with other styles of music,
as Terry Berne discovers.

robably no city besides New

York offers as much and as

diverse a stylistic palette of

jazz as London. Beginning in

the 1980s, a new generation
of British players such as Steve
Williamson, Tommy Smith, Andy
Sheppard and Courtney Pine began
to attract mainstream media interest,
major label deals, and—most impor-
tantly—steadily expanding audiences
for their fresh take on contemporary
jazz laced with a variety of up-to-the-
minute urban idioms.

That initial group were joined by
Greg Osby, James Taylor, Julian
Joseph, and especially guitarist Ronny
Jordan, whose 1992 debut on Island
The Antidote, with its enticing mixture
of dance rhythms, rap vocals and cool
soul grooves, captured the spirit of the
moment at a time when their less
adventurous American counterparts
were deep in the exploration of their
roots. This era-defining album was
soon followed by another, this time
from UK duo US3, whose worldwide
hits Cantaloop, and Tukka Yoots
Riddim were vibrant hip-hop-infused
interpretations of classic tunes by
Herbie Hancock and Grant Green.

Golden age

Both tracks harkened back to the
golden age of the sixties soul-jazz pio-
neered by the Blue Note label, whose
catalogue they sampled heavily and

who signed them immediately, giving
them unprecedented access to the
label’s vast archives. The label also
launched the Blue series of compila-
tions, which served to introduce a
whole generation to funk-tinged clas-
sic jazz. The series is now in its 11th
year, with some 40 titles, according to
product manager Emma Kelley.

Meanwhile, UK label Acid Jazz
lent both its name and a recognisable
style to the new hybrid of edgy urban
sounds with a jazz groove. Their
series of Totally Wired compilations
found wide acceptance beyond the
dance wunderground. The Jazz
Warriors—co-founded by Pine and
Gail Thompson—not only left a legacy
of fine soul-infused jazz, but fomented
the careers of young players like
Cleveland Watkiss and Orphy
Robinson, and helped spread the jazz-
gospel to youth throughout greater
London via workshops and other edu-
cational activities.

All these musicians are still active,
and the scene they helped create now
encompasses a plethora of styles,
increasingly incorporating African,
Caribbean, Asian and other influ-
ences. This has resulted in a larger

but less cohesive fan base, where tra-
dition-leaning singer Stacey Kent and
avant-soul jazzers the Cinematic
Orchestra are equally popular among
jazz fans.

European shift
“There’s a shift towards Europe, and
London in particular, as the source of
what’s happening in jazz today,”
reflects Alan Bates, director of Candid
Records. His catalogue of mostly
British or UK-based artists, including
singers Kent, Nicki Leighton-Thomas
and Clare Teal, band leader Dave
O’'Higgins and saxophonist Ingrid
Laubrock, has become the UK’s most
reliable indicator of the local scene’s
riches. “London has become the great-
est music centre in the world now. The
cross-pollination of music from differ-
ent ethnic backgrounds has taken
place at a fantastic rate,” he adds.
Tom  Bancroft, founder of
Scotland’s Caber Music, agrees. “It
used to be that there was just the
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source for authentically good jazz.
But jazz is now a global music, and
there seems to be a consensus that
what’s interesting in jazz these days
comes from Europe.”

Still, the market itself remains dif-
ficult. Jim Simpson, director of
Birmingham-based Big Bear Records,
which produces the Birmingham Jazz
Festival and presents the British
Jazz Awards among other jazz-related
activities, maintains, “It’s becoming
impossible to make a living solely on
jazz in Britain. You've got to have a
much wider customer base.

“There have always been different
styles in jazz,” he explains, “but now
you have different audiences develop-
ing, so the market is fragmenting
noticeably.” In search of that wider
public, he and others in the local
industry, perhaps guilty of insularity
in the past, are now working with
renewed energy to break their acts
across the Channel and even across

the Atlantic.

“If you look at the programmes of
the big European and American festi-
vals youu see virtually no British
names there,” says Marc Connor,
director of recently formed jazz PR
firm Air. To remedy this situation a
number of initiatives, both public and
private, have been undertaken
recently. A dozen indie jazz labels,
united by jazz industry organisation
Jazz Development Trust (JazzDev), in
conjunction with principal label body
BPI, attended MIDEM 2001 with the
aim of raising the profile of British
jazz abroad. Caber’s Bancroft invited
10 jazz movers-and-shakers from
France, Germany, Holland and
Denmark to Scotland in March for a
label showcase.

“It’s the same old story,” he says,
“you can’t get distribution until the
band is playing gigs, but you can’t get
gigs until the artist is better known.”
Swedish trio E.S.T'’s recent successful
entry into the UK market has served

as an example to British indies of how
a jazz act can break into a foreign ter-
ritory with the right combination of
factors: an exciting act, a good CD,
effective marketing and distribution,
and public funds for tour support.

Ideal world
“It’s all about creating demand, which

would primarily benefit composition,
not performance. That forces musi-
cians to make a living by composing
new material. Being original became
more important than being good. Our
best way forward is to build an audi-
ence, and that can’t be done exclu-
sively by presenting new, often diffi-
cult compositions.”

can only be done by people seeing the
act,” adds Candid’s Bates. “In an ideal
world every artist would have a man-
ager and an agent. The reality is only
one in a hundred actually do.”

Jim Simpson thinks public funding
for jazz has actually hurt the genre.
“Jazz funding should come from the
audience,” he asserts. “It was decided
way back that public funds for jazz

Explains Bates, “The big difference
between 1988, when I revived
Candid, and now, is that there is too
much product chasing too little dollar.
Majors have been shedding artists
left and right, and because it’s so
readily available everywhere there’s
less demand for music anyway. The
only way to survive is to offer some-
thing that no one else has got. So

about five years ago we gave up doing
one-off albums. Now we only sign
artists to exclusive contracts. That’s
the classic way to do it but it costs a
lot of time, money and hard work.”

Rewards are to be had, however, as
million-selling - artists like Diana
Krall and St. Germain attest. Labels
like Talking Loud, Acid Jazz and
Ninja Tune are pursuing the new
global fusions spawned by forward
thinking urban jazzers from New
York to Oslo to London. Chris
Bowden, whose exciting CD Slightly
Askew (Ninja Tune) was launched at
the Cheltenham Jazz Festival in May,
and Alex Wilson's R&B Latino from
Candid’s new Zone 7 imprint, exem-
plify the new eclecticism which
promises to bring jazz to wider,
younger audiences.

Declares Connor, “Part of our task

Making waves: UK jazz radio is

ot all is downbeat in the

world of jazz. While labels

struggle to maintain sales

levels against a tide of inter-

net downloading,
piracy, shrinking catalogue
at retail, the disappearance
of specialty shops, and lack
of adequate media coverage,
market researcher Mintel
reports that jazz is the UK’s
premier live music draw;
Humphrey Lyttelton’s Best |
Of Jazz show on BBC Radio
2 is pulling in nearly a mil-
lion listeners a week.

Rising figures
Now in its 31st year the show’s listen-
ing figures are up 25% on two years
ago, while according to RAJAR’s first
quarter figures for 2002, Jazz FM’s
London and North West outlets have
just registered their highest ever
audience ratings, with more than a
million weekly listeners for the two
stations, an increase of 48% from the
same period last year. So what’s hap-
pening?

The growing popularity of jazz on
the air and in the clubs is due in part
to the effect of high profile artists
such as Diana Krall and St. Germain
. crossing over to a non-jazz
' public, and also to an
emerging familiarity with
jazz as it becomes an
increasingly important
element of dance, world,
and even pop music. Jazz
FM, under programme
director John Baish,
started including more so-
called smooth jazz and
soul in its daytime mix
about four years ago.

* Smooth jazz proponent
and DJ Steve Qulrk was appointed
head of music in March of 1999 and
by September of that year the switch
to the new format was complete.
Ratings began to climb almost imme-
diately, and by the end of the follow-
ing year the station finally began
turning a profit, more than a decade
after its launch in March 1990.

An important factor in the compa-
ny’s profitability was its entry into

British Jazz Awards and BBC Radio Jazz Awards

Winners of the 16th edition of the British Jazz

Awards, produced by Big Bear Music and pre-
sented this year by Humphrey Lyttelton and Alan
Barnes, who also performed, were announced on
May 29 at Pizza on the Park, London. Honorees
included trumpeter Gerald Presencer, altoist
Peter King, singer Claire Martin, guitarist Jim
Mullen, tenor player Tommy Smith, and pianist
Dave Newton. Barnes won two awards, as instru-

mentalist and as arranger/composer.

Britain’s newest entry into the jazz sweepstakes, the BBC Radio Jazz
Awards, will take place on July 31 at London’s Queen Elizabeth Hall.
Nominees include, again, Barnes in two categories, The Brian Kellock Trio,
the Dave O’Higgins Biggish Band, vocalists Stacy Kent and Claire Martin,
and John Surman, among others. South African trumpeter Hugh Masekela
will perform and be honoured as International Artist of the Year. Courtney
Pine and Jools Holland will host. The ceremony will be broadeast by the

BBC in early August.
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the label fray with compilation
imprint Jazz FM Records and the
ambient/chill/house-oriented  Hed
Kandy, which together have account-
ed for more than half the
station’s revenue.
According to Quirk, the
quarterly  compilations
produced by the station,
with titles like Breathing
and Ocean Drive, and |
which closely mirror Jazz |
FM’s playlist, sell between g
15,000-20,000 copies in the
UK. The figures are quite
exceptional for jazz, and
even more-so for music
which was little known
anywhere in Europe before Jazz FM’s
smooth jazz makeover. Says Quirk,
“People already knew the instrumen-
tal side of well-established artists like
George Benson, Kenny G, Grover
Washington and David Sanborn. We
helped create a market where key
artists of the format like Boney
James, Peter White, Rick Braun,
Dave Koz, and Bob James can now fill
venues like the 3,200 capacity
Hammersmith Apollo.”

Format clone

Jazz FM’s format, however, is not a
clone of the successful US format.
“Smooth jazz in America leans more
toward AC, because it was born from
AC in the late ’80s,” adds Quirk. “Our
remit is to play jazz and R&B, a bet-
ter mix, in my opinion.”

Whereas American stations typi-
cally play 2/3 instrumental to 1/3
vocal, Quirk estimates a 50-50 split
for Jazz FM. Though daytime is dom-
inated by the primary format,
evenings are given over to specialty
shows that cover the whole range of
jazz from Latin to big band, straight-
ahead to trad.

The UK’s other commercial jazz
station, Music Choice Europe, is a 24-
hour, digital, truly pan-European jazz
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on the up

outlet launched in 1995 as a joint ven-
ture with major music industry play-
ers including Warner, Sony, EMI and
Motorola. Satellite TV enterprise
BskyB came on board in
1998. The station features
40 genre-specific channels,
three of which are devoted
exclusively to jazz. The
subscription-based service
can currently be heard in
more than 10 million
homes in 18 countries
throughout Europe and
the Middle East, and the
company optimistically
estimates that digital tele-
¥ vision, Music Choice’s
main broadcast medium, will reach
more than 70 million subscribers
within the next three years.

Channels divided

Jazz channels are divided into main-
stream, which covers classic acoustic
jazz from bebop to cool; modern jazz,
which includes contemporary styles
such as fusion and avant-garde; and
big band jazz. With no audio advertis-
ing or DJs, as many as 400 tracks can
air daily on each channel. This means
that a large number of new releases
as well as current catalogue reissues
can be featured, according to David
Carr, genre manager for jazz, blues
and world music. European jazz is
also prominently featured, with dedi-
cated shows on both the main jazz
channels.

“While a whole set of rules governs
each hour, one basic tenant is that
every third or fourth track is either
something familiar because of the
tune, or because of the artist,” Carr
explains. “We can afford to play a lot
more album tracks and obscurities
than a traditional station, but all are
judged by the quality of the tune.
What we don't play is jazz-influenced

the Pop Idols doing a swing album.
Verve Remixed is getting MTV play.
Chris Bowden is getting as much cov-
erage in the dance press as he does in
the jazz press. There’s a groundswell
of fantastic jazz albums that are
crossing over.”

Different framework
“Niche music doesn’t necessarily
mean niche marketing,” contends
Adam Sieff, director of jazz, UK &
Europe, Sony Music International.
“What excites me most is getting
out of calling things jazz and look-
ing at it in an adult music frame-
work. We should look at music in
terms of who the audience is. It’s
getting harder to reach them; they
don’t read specialist magazines, they
don’t necessarily go to gigs very often,
but if you put it in front of them...
Buena Vista Social Club is the great
example. It’s not a question of spend-
ing more money, but of thinking
smarter as an industry.”

One example of thinking smarter
is the retail initiative called Sony

independent retailers launched last
year that in exchange for committing
to maintain certain levels of CDs in
stock and to ordering certain numbers
of new releases and frontline cata-
logue, will receive discounts from
Sony.

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to customers: any CDs that become
scratched or damaged will be replaced
at cost. “Barriers to recording, mixing
and manufacturing have all fallen,”
explains Bancroft.

Creative solutions

“Barriers that have yet to fall include
distribution and brick-and-mortar
retailing. I've come to appreciate the
positive things record companies
do. They act as a filter, and provide
an advocate for the artist in the
market.” Another creative solution
was offering a label compilation in
exchange for addresses. As a
result, Caber’s database grew from
300 to 3,000 in just two years.

“A lot of young players are now
in key roles at labels, as Dds, in
distribution, as journalists,” sums up
Connor. “They were brought up lis-
tening to a whole range of music as
well as jazz. And theyre starting to
work together, so in the future we'll
be able to pool information, lobby as a
group, and take full advantage of any
opportunities to increase the interna-
tional profile of British jazz.”

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David Charvet—from Baywatch to ‘chartwatch’

by Paul Sexton

The choice was simple. Carry on as a heartthrob
actor in a glamorous, smash hit US series, inun-
dated by stunning, underdressed women on a
daily basis. Or renounce that life and risk your
entire livelihood on a recording career.

David Charvet chose the latter option, and
he’s ecstatic about it. The French-born former
thespian who gave up his highly successful
employment, playing Matt Brody in Baywatch
and then starring in Melrose Place, may indeed
have been putting his very future on the line.
But he now finds himself one of Mercury
Records’ international priorities, with a joint
venture between the company’s French and
British divisions leading to a hot European sin-
gle, Leap Of Faith.

A&Rd in the UK by Mercury A&R director
David Rose, Charvet worked on the album with
producer (and ex-Eurythmics drummer) Olle
Romo and established British songwriters such
as Steve Robson and Elliot Kennedy. Mercury
director of international marketing Sian
Thomas is overseeing Europe-wide promotion
with her London team, and describes the entire
project as “a truly international collaboration”.

Charvet pronounces himself much more sat-
isfled than ever he was as a bikini-bothered
beach boy. “I took myself out of the [acting] mar-
ket because I felt the path I was taking was a
dead end,” he says. “It was not good for who I
was as a person.”

The new European hit, and the Mercury
album of the same title, represents the second

phase of his pop entity. After leaving Baywatch
and starting to record the demos that led to a
big-selling French hit album for BMG, Charvet
accepted an invitation to act opposite Heather
Locklear in Melrose Place. As the record pros-
pered, with sales of 800,000 singles and 200,000
albums, according to Charvet, he managed to
straddle the two worlds for a time. He went
through with his divorce from TV soap-land, but
now began to hanker after a different type of
musical expression as well.

“The first record, I didn’t write,” he explains.
“I was in the studio the whole time, and I par-
ticipated in everything but the writing. So I suf-
fered when I went on the road, I had a hard time
connecting with what I was singing.” Burning
the bridges with all his acting contacts, Charvet
worked on music with friends in LA and New
York, and wasn’t far from exhausting his savings
by the time he signed with Mercury in February
2000. Now, as the Leap Of Faith/Jusqu’'au bout
single scales M&M’s European Radio Top 50,
sales are healthy not just in France (with
200,000 units sold) but in Italy, Holland,
Norway, Austria and Belgium, with the interna-
tional version of the album just emerging.

Additionally, Charvet has just signed a four-
year, two-album co-publishing deal with EMI
Music Publishing France, and Mercury UK
plans to release the single on September 9, with
the album at the end of that month. “I'm so
happy with Mercury because of their work ethic
and the belief they’ve had in me,” says Charvet.
“For the first, time in a long time I feel good
about what I'm doing.”

With the June 17 release of Calypso
(Life Enhancing Audio/N.E.W.S)),
producer and DJ Sven van Hees is
hoping to bridge the gap from dance-
floor favourite to mainstream recog-
nition. The artist’s sophomore album
follows his 1999 debut Gemini, which
was released in 22 countries, selling
over 30,000 units and providing
tracks for over 100 compilations.
“Some people don’t realise that my
albums consist of samples from A to
Z,” van Hees tells M&M, “and I think
that the fact I look for very distinct
sound-colours in old jazz albums by
jazz-funk greats like Lonnie Liston
Smith, the Crusaders or Bob James
avoids the music becoming sterile—
emotions are very important here.
I'm not a musician, and I don’t work
with musicians—I combine sounds.”
Calypso is a priority release for
N.E.W.S. which has secured promo-
tional support in the UK, Germany
and France, while other European
distributors are providing basic local
marketing back-up. “In the UK, our

distributor Time Warp has selected
300 bars and pubs in the London
area where Calypso will be played for
three weeks from mid-June,” says
N.E.W.S. label manager Stefaan van
den Berghe by way of example.
Meanwhile, van Hees will be promot-
ing the album with DdJ-sets across
Europe.

As always with any act looking to
crossover, radio provides the barome-
ter of how well things are progress-
ing. Alternative stations like StuBru
and Radio 21 as well as Flemish lan-
guage Radio 1 (music and news) all
have tracks from Calypso on their
playlists. “We have the single What
Do You See on our playlist, both in
night and daytime programming,”
says Radio 1 music co-ordinator Dirk
Blancke. “The single reflects the

know that our listeners are open for
new sounds like this, as long as we
avoid the extremes.”

M&M’s weekly airplay analysis column

The Gallagher brothers are back on form
with Stop Crying Your Heart Out (Big
Brother). While previous offering The Hindu
Times never quite made it to the top of the
airplay charts, Stop Crying shoots from 43 to
14 in its second week in the European Radio
Top 50, and could look at a stint at the top
spot shortly. “Since the 31st of May, the day
we received the record, we've played it 34
times,” says head of music at CHR station
Radio 21 in Belgium Christine Goor. She
adds, “I don’t think it’s the best song they've
ever made. I really hope to find other things
on the album. But Oasis still remains an
important group for us.”

Meanwhile, US rockers Red Hot Chili
Peppers are back in the European Radio Top
50 as By The Way gets in as the highest new
entry at 34. CHR stations across Europe,
including Los 40 Principales in Spain, Radio 3
FM in the Netherlands and Couleur 3 in
Switzerland have added the track this week.
The track also tops the Most Added chart for a
second week running.

Further down, disco queen Sophie Ellis-
Bextor’s new single Get Over You (Polydor)
gets in at 40. The track seems to reach a wide
demographic, as dance stations Kiss 100 and
Galaxy 102 in the UK, AC formatted Rix FM
in Sweden and CHR station ANR Hit FM in
Denmark have all picked up the track.

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BMG buys Zomba for $3 billion

However, no details have been
given about Zomba’s integration
into the Bertelsmann division.
BMG and Zomba staffers are
being careful not to comment on
the deal. A statement announcing
the sale notes: “Both companies
have agreed not to comment fur-
ther about the pending acquisition
because of the ongoing legal and
regulatory process involved.”

Nick Henry-Stolz, music analyst
at JP Morgan in London, says the
price paid is “in the high end” but he
believes that BMG can benefit from
the deal. “Zomba will add 3% to 6%
market share worldwide to BMG
which will make it third in the world
behind Universal and Sony.”

He continues: “But to really capi-
talise on the acquisition, the chal-
lenge for Bertelsmann is to retain
Zomba’s key creatives, [Zomba A&R
chief] Martin Dodd, who is arguably
with Clive Davis the best A&R man
in the world today and, of course,
Clive Calder.”

M&M understands that Dodd’s
contract with Zomba expires soon
and it is believed he has keyman
clauses with some of the compa-
ny’s top talent.

Zomba has been beefing up its
international network of affiliates
in the past three years and is pre-
sent in most territories with full
operations and a top management
which could prove to be a welcome
addition to BMG’s structure. “In
the past we have seen MCA execu-
tives taking over PolyGram, and it
would be interesting to see if the
talented executive pool at Zomba
could do the same at BMG,”
observes Henry-Stolz.

Another source forms the opin-
ion: “It would not be surprising to
see a reverse takeover in a num-
ber of BMG’s weaker territories in
the forthcoming months.”

A London-based City analyst

believes BMG could still try to
make an offer for EMI. Last week,
a European court ruled that EU
competition authorities in Brus-
sels had wrongly blocked the
merger between two UK travel
operators. According to the ana-
lyst, this ruling “sets a precedent
and opens the door to new [merg-
er] opportunities.”

“Why would they keep Zomba?”
asks the analyst. “After all, if
their ultimate goal is to buy EMI,
BMG could sell Zomba—even if it
means taking a loss. However, we
have had so many different sig-
nals about what Bertelsmann
wants to do with its music divi-
sion and this deal does not make
it any clearer.”

The analyst also points to the
issue of Calder’s future. For the
analyst: “If Calder leaves it makes
the deal very unattractive. Calder
is a very talented man, not neces-
sarily worth $3 billion, be he is an
asset and he has assembled a fine
group of people around him.”

One Zomba executive notes that
speculation over Calder’s future
would be “an interesting industry
game for the next few weeks.” One
of Calder’s loyal inner circle tells
Music & Media that a memo from
the Zomba chief does not give any
clues as to whether he would remain
in the new BMG/Zomba set-up.

“There’s no reference in the
internal email as to what his per-
sonal plans are,” says the senior
Zomba executive. He adds: “With
Clive being as clever and bright as
he is, he may have a whole series
of ideas in mind that this is just a
piece of. It could be part of a huge
strategy of his going forward. But
this also might just be a straight-
forward business decision which,
let’s face it, very few people in life
would ever get the chance to look
at and take advantage of.”

and transformed into call options
which allowed Calder to buy back the
shares BMG owned in the two compa-
nies for one Dutch guilder each.

An insider familiar with the deal
reveals: “A lot of people don’t under-
stand what the put option involves:
Basically, Clive is able to force BMG
to pay the money for Zomba. The fig-
ure is based on a multiple of [the last
three years’] financial results at Zom-
ba and when Clive exercised [the
option] BMG had to comply; they were
contractually barred from saying ‘no’.”

Calder said in a statement: “While
the exercise of this option will
undoubtedly be a surprise to many in
the music industry, this is a natural
culmination of many years of close
business ties and a complex series of
agreements negotiated 12 years ago.”

According to a recent financial
document issued by Bertelsmann, the
purchase price for both Zomba
Records and Zomba Publishing has to
be determined in accordance with a
formula based on the results for the
financial years 1999, 2000 and 2001.
The same document goes on to state
that “the overall purchase price for
both Zomba companies amounts to
about $ 3 billion.” This is an indica-
tive price and is not necessarily what
Bertelsmann will end up paying.

Based on this amount, the deal
would value Zomba as a whole some-
where in the region of $3.5 billion.
That would mean Calder has sold
Zomba for a greater price than EMI’s
current market capitalisation, cur-
rently valued at about $3.1 billion.
EMT’s global market share, it says, is
13.4%, compared to about 4% for
Zomba.

A City analyst comments: “The
valuation was made at a different
time, when Zomba was at its peak
and the industry not suffering as it is
now. Paying $3 billion for a company
with a small roster and virtually no
catalogue is a lot, a lot of money.”

Caccia takes on wider role at Warner

Caccia, who was commuting
between London and Milan, will
now be fully based in London.
Reporting directly to Caccia are the
presidents and managing directors
of WMI’s companies: in Benelux
(Albert Slendebroek), Denmark
(Finn Work), Finland (Marita
Kaasalainen), Greece (Panos Theo-
fanelis), Italy (Massimo Giuliano),
Norway (no replacement has been
announced for outgoing MD Mats
Nilsson), Sweden (Sanji Tandan),
Switzerland (Chris Wepfer), as well
as Spain (Saul Tagarro) and Portu-
gal (Daniel de Sousa, who reports to
Spain).

“What I would like to be focused
on is to give higher attention to all
the territories in terms of manage-
ment attention,” says Caccia. “Once
accumulated, all of these kind of so-
called small entities represent more
than one of the bigger territories.”

He continues: “Europe is becoming
much more of a reality, not only in
terms of different territorial organi-

sation, but also in terms of unifying
the possible crossover of the reper-
toire between the territories.”

The Eastern European regional
office, headed by Manfred Lappe,
will now report to Caccia rather
than Albertini. Lappe, who is also
directly in charge of the Austrian
company, oversees the Czech
Republic, Slovakia (both run by
Emil Bartovic), Hungary (Lazlo
Paztor), and Poland (Jacek
Jaglowski). Says Caccia: “Manfred
knows the specifics of these territo-
ries and I'm going to work very
closely with him because these ter-
ritories face a lot of problems—
financial, economic and piracy—but
I'm confident that with Manfred we
can do a very good job in improving
in these areas.”

Caccia reveals that Scandinavia
is one of his top priorities. It is
understood that a major upheaval
is expected in the region with a re-
alignment of several executives
and new developments in the A&R

field. “It’s such a crucial area,” says
Caccia. “The complexity of the
regional organisation means that
we are working with three differ-
ent currencies (Finland has the
Euro, but in Sweden and Norway
they still use different currencies).
It also involves big and small terri-
tories, difficult geographical posi-
tions and different languages. But
on top of that you have huge local
creativity with possible hugely suc-
cessful international acts. So we
have to focus on this area both
through management skills and
organisation and on artistic cre-
ativity.”

In addition, Caccia takes over
direct responsibility for Warner
Music Manufacturing Europe, run
by Gunther Severin, who previously
reported to WMI chairman and
CEO Stephen Shrimpton. “It is a
very important part of our business,
and one that requires a lot of atten-
tion, and Caccia will now be in
charge of it,” says Albertini.

TV owners increased leeway to buy
into national and local radio stations,
the draft bill would allow the presense
of three commercial radio owners in
every local market, and opens up the
possibility of non-EU companies buy-
ing into UK broadcasting interests.
“This is being done with a view to
putting us in the strongest possible
position to take advantage of the
opportunities as they arise with de-
regulation and other things happen-
ing on the media
agenda,” says the
head of communi-
cations for the

The move sees Capital, which com-
prises 20 analogue and 38 digital sta-
tions, carrying out its stated intention
of building its business around its four
brands—the Capital FM network, the
Gold network, the Century network
and (alternative) Xfm.,

“It’s all about the way we run our
business with the evolution of
focussing on brands,” says Smith.
“The strongest brands will survive
and we need to be as strong a brand as
possible.”

Smith emphasised there would be
no networking of output from London,
a change which had been rumoured,
and no name changes as each station
will retain its current name.

Under the new structure manag-
ing director of Capital Radio London,
Andria Vidler, becomes MD of the
Capital FM Network. Century
Radio/Manchester MD Nick David-
son takes up the post of managing
director of the Century Network.
Lyn Long, managing director of
Oxford’s Fox FM, has been appoint-
ed MD of the Capital Gold Network.
Graham Bryce remains managing
director of London’s Xfm.

The restructuring and job losses
are also the result of the increased
centralisation of advertising sales,
with regional sales directors now
reporting in the group’s commercial
arm. Stations will continue to produce
their own local news, but national
news will be centralised from London.

Capital will release more news on
programming changes next week,
with Smith confirming to Music &
Media that “there will be changes in
programming structure.”

Smith denied the recent specula-
tion around the possibility of a merger
with the GWR group, and says the
changes are in order to make the com-
pany leaner and more able to survive
within the climate of de-regulation.
“We would prefer to do the eating
rather than be eaten,” she says.

A UK programme director who
asked to remain anonymous comment-
ed: “They [radio groups] are starting
to manage stations in the Clear Chan-
nel style, with as little management
as possible and more centralised oper-
ations. This is not a great time for peo-
ple who work in UK radio.”

The
conference will take place July 8-9 at the Hilton
in New York.

Vivendi Universal is suing French daily Le
Monde, following a story published on May 15 in
which the paper reported that VU suffered at the
end of 2001 from a shortage of cash. VU is claim-
ing euros 1 million in damages.

Over 150 leading Italian artists are petition-
ing the Government to lower the sales tax on
records from 20% by taking out a full-page ad in
the Corriere della Sera.

Meanwhile in Spain, about 856% of the coun-
try’s music radio stations played no music for one
hour on Tuesday afternoon, June 11, as part of a
protest against piracy, Day Without Music,
organised by labels’ body AFYVE. Record stores
such as Madrid Rock and FNAC staged symbol-
ic closures, and TV stations broadcast an anti-
piracy ad. The protest was supported by authors’
and publishers’ society SGAE, artists’ body AIE,
and other industry groups. However, in a moment
of consumer backlash, a group calling itself John
Silver demonstrated, saying that the real pirates
are multinational labels, and the real robbery is
the price of CDs and unfair artists’ contracts.
