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GWR shapes up for consolidation

LoNpoN — Another big radlo group is
slimming down in order to be fit for
the rigours of the UK’s big post-Com-
munications Bill shake-out.

Following the Capital Radio
group’s decision to dispense with the
managing director’s role at its local
stations (M&M, June 22), it is under-
stood that the GWR Group is also
eliminating the local MD position at
its stations. In addition, it has set up
a new centralised programming and
content department—GWR  Cre-
ation—and hopes to centralise its
news operations by using a system of
regional news centres.

Although some of the changes are
already understood to be in place,
GWR was not prepared to confirm or

comment on the moves, saying that
full details of the restructure will be
made public in late July. The amount

of job losses involved in the

VAT rises to the top

| Radio listeners are like most animals—they migrate. And

making sure they settle on your station has been the most
difficult task programme directors have had to undertake
ever since radio became a popular medium.

Back in the heyday of mainstream radio, Top 40 stations
were the most popular because, to put it simply, they were
playing the hits—and that’s what the listeners wanted.
While the format has evolved to embrace different genres
of music, Top 40 radio—or Contemporary Hit Radio
(CHR)—has been on a roll for the past two decades, most
obviously in the US but also in Europe where CHR stations
(like the UK’s Capital of NRJ in France) are the market
leaders.

But in recent years, the format’s dominance in the US
has been challenged by others, mostly AC in all its differ-
ent incarnations. This trend is apparently now coming to
Europe, as our Format Clinic reveals—European listeners
seem to be migrating either to AC or to specialised formats.

In many European countries, CHR stations have been
re-evaluating their programming. This is largely due to the
emerging popularity of conflicting musical genres. Top 40
stations have mainly relied on pop records for the bulk of
their programming, but these days, pop is no longer domi-
nant. Instead, Top 40 programmers are tapping into R&B,

dance, and even rock, to join the dots between the pop
songs.

The problem is these genres don’t necessarily mix, and
listeners’ tastes seem to be more niche than ever. There- |
fore, uniting all listeners under one single “hits” banner is
no longer sufficient. A playlist featuring Mary J. Blige,
Korn, Kylie, Wyclef, Oasis, Nelly, Shivaree, Alicia Keys,
Moony, Slipknot and Shakira (to name just a few acts
whose singles have recently received airplay) would be an
aberration, tearing itself apart in the process of catering for
too many different tastes. Music tends to be edgier now,
with no sense of real direction, thus making programmer’s
life a bit more difficult.

Programmers interviewed by M&M tend to believe the
downturn is cyclical and follows years of intense pop domi-
nated by the Britneys and Backstreet Boys of this world.
Some will be tempted to follow the kids’ current liking for
noisy rock to spice up their playlists, while others will add
a bit of AC seasoning in their CHR mix to reach a slightly
older audience. -

Ill-at-ease, but not dead, Top 40 is
still one of radio’s most exciting for-
mats because of its very simple
promise—to play nothing but the
hits—but it is one of the most difficult
to achieve.

But as long as artists keep making
hit music there will be an audience for
it—and listeners will instinctively
migrate back.

Zosimov parts ways with MTV Russia

Moscow — Boris Zosimov (pictured),
the entrepreneur who brought both
the first major label, PolyGram, to
Russia in 1994 and brought
the first music TV channel
to the country in 1998, is
leaving MTV to concentrate
on other music business
interests.

As Zosimov steps down
from managing the chan-
nel at the height of its suc-
cess, parent company Via-
com becomes MTV Russia’s con-
trolling shareholder.

“First of all, I'm a businessman,”
says Zosimov, “and as such I felt it
was the right moment for me to sell
my shares to Viacom, and I am glad

that my contribution to this channel
has been valued by them so highly.”
Zosimov’s departure co-incides
with several locally-produced pro-
grammes being abandoned and key
personalities leaving the
channel. Despite that he
says “everything is going
smoothly” and expresses
his faith in the people he
has employed and devel-
oped over the 10 years.
Realising that he need-
ed a platform to launch
MTV in the post-Soviet
environment, Zosimov established
the country’s first music channel in
1995 before approaching the US

company.
Bill Roedy, president of MTV
Networks International called

MTV Russia “one of the best, if not
the very best” of the 70 channels
existing in 35 countries. Currently,
MTV  Russia’s coverage is
approaching 61 million viewers in
230 cities in Russia and the former
Soviet states.

Zosimov will now dedicate more
time to his entertainment empire
which comprises music channel Biz
TV Ukraine, Moscow’s leading CHR
radio station Hit FM as well as con-
cert and advertising agencies.

He is also working on setting up
a Russian music awards show as a
non-commercial project.

As well as planning the launch
of another music station, Zosimov
also plans to increase his involve-
ment with Universal Music Russia
where he remains chairman.

RightsWatch to harmonise tfakedown procedures

LonnoN — European Union-funded
anti-piracy initiative RightsWatch is
working on a series of agreements
designed to harmonise EU proce-
dures for promptly removing illegal
music from the Internet.

The RightsWatch partners, led by
UK copyright organisation MCPS-
PRS Alliance, came together last
year after realising that the EU’s
June 2000 e-commerce directive
failed to fully address Internet Ser-
vice Providers’ (ISPs’) liability when
unlicensed material is distributed
online.

RightsWatch aims to enable
rights holders, including those in the
music sector, to give ISPs adequate
notice for removing unauthorised
content. To do so, the affected indus-

tries need to pin down the provisions
for a self-regulatory Notice and
Takedown (NTD) procedure by this
November, when a report will be sub-
mitted for the EU’s review of the
directive next year.

Unlike the US’s 1998 Digital Mil-
lennium Copyright Act (DMCA), the
e-commerce directive doesn’t provide
ISPs a safe-harbour clause with spe-
cific NTD rules. Because the e-com-
merce legislation does not include
such provisions, European ISPs have
been uncertain on how to deal with
unauthorised material on the Net.

“With the DMCA, if the ISP com-
plies and takes the (infringing) mate-
rial down, the safe harbour means
the ISP can't be sued by the rights
owner, or by the ISP’s customer for
wrongfully taking down material
that turns out to be legal,” says
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Richard Owens, international advi-
sor to copyright group British Music
Rights, London.

RightsWatch, which is also sup-
ported by British ISP Thus, Swedish
telecommunications group Telia,
British Telecommunications and con-
sumer organisations, has formed
three European working groups to
discuss the issues and reach a con-
sensus on what constitutes an NTD
in Europe.

Mark Gracey, Thus’ legal liaison
manager, says: “As an ISP, we have
to deal with complaints of copyright
infringement, not always knowing
whether our customers have the
right to use the material or not.
What is needed is a safe harbour pro-
vision, where an ISP can be protect-
ed from liability from both a rights
holder and from its customer.”




Spellemannprisen’s future in doubt

OsrLo — The Norwegian
music industry is evaluating
the future of its official
awards ceremony, Spelleman-
nprisen, following public
broadcaster NRK’s reluctance
to continue financing the
event.

Industry sources tell M&M
they believe the situation may
lead to a revamp of Spelle-
mannprisen, which for 30
years has honoured Norwe-
gian artists and composers for
their creative—as opposed to
commercial—achievements.

In a letter dated May 3,
NRK, which has traditionally
organised the award show in
collaboration with the IFPI
and indies body FONO, states
it would now prefer its
involvement to be based on a
“transmission”, rather than a
“co-production”, model.

In a reply to NRK’s head of
broadcasting Hans-Tore

Bjerkaas, obtained by M&M
and dated May 13, Spelle-
mannprisen secretary
Semund Fiskvik thanks
NRK “for a long and pleasant
co-operation”, and says:
“From our side we will consid-
er NRK’s invitation [to a
transmission-based co-opera-
tion], but first we will have to
discuss the situation inter-
nally.”

One record industry execu-
tive comments: “This should-
n’t come as a surprise, given
all the budget cuts at NRK
throughout the past years.”

Another executive says: ‘I
believe  Spellemannprisen
became a bit too expensive for
NRK, maybe as a result of
their internal invoicing proce-
dures within the corpora-
tion.” While the executive
believes the awards will go
ahead, he adds: “We will only
need to discuss in which
shape and form. Perhaps we
have set the standards too

high. We may not need to
have a grand TV show, or
maybe we should collaborate
with another TV channel
rather than NRK. Or we
could just organise our own
party at a café over a burger
and a coke.”

When asked whether IFPI
and FONO could afford to
finance the show on their
own, another executive
replies: “Yes, but we need to
have a TV partnership. The
question is rather if it’s
worthwhile to put so much
money into the event. The
most natural thing would be
to collaborate with NRK or
another TV station, and
secure sponsorship funds.”

Meanwhile, the founder of
rival awards show
Hitawards, Nikolai Fasting,
says that his ceremony—
whose winners were based on
airplay data from Music Con-
trol—will not be held again
this year.

Tojal success for Porrugdl’s Media Capital

LisBON — Portugal’s largest

_commercial radio group,

Media Capital, has appoint-
ed Pedro Tojal, the director
of rival Renascenca Group’s
Radio RFM, as its group
administrator, with effect
from September 1.

In a statement Media
Capital announced that
Tojal, responsible for
increasing Lisbon-based
AC/CHR RFM’s audience
share from around 12% to
19% in two years, will now
be in charge of program-
ming and marketing opera-
tions for Media Capital’s
rock station Comercial, AC
stations RFM and Cidade,
its dance station MIX, gold
outlet Nostalgia, MOR-for-

matted Roméntica and AC
service Nacional.

Media Capital owner
Miguel Pais do Amaral
says that Tojal’s appoint-
ment is the “most impor-
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tant made this year”,
describing him as “an excel-
lent professional with years
of experience in the field.”
Tojal’s replacement as
director of RFM has been
named as Antonio Mendes,
who will add the title to his
current role as director of
marketing for the
Renascenca group.
Meanwhile, Media Capi-

tal has also poached
Renascengca RFM’s deputy
director of programming
Nuno Concalves, who is to
become director of program-
ming at “one of its stations.”

Media Capital is currently
examining the possibility of
creating a new CHR station, to
be called Best, targetting a
similar audience to that of
RFM. The station would be
created out of small regional
station Radio Voxx, which
Media Capital is in the process
of acquiring. Also on the cards
is the reformatting of Radio
Nacional into a sports radio
station.

Tojal, who has been with
the Renascenca Group for
16 years, described Media
Capital’s plans as “very
interesting.”

MADRID DECLARATION SIGNED

_ MADRID — A document which calls
on governments to guarantee
more effective protection for
authors’ rights and to take action
against piracy has been signed by
24 European authors’ societies.
The document was an initiative of
the Spanish authors society SGAE
and was presented in Madrid on
June 14 by its executive president
Teddy Bautlsta (pictured). It is timed to coincide with
Spain’s six-month presidency of the European Union,
which ends on June 30. The societies come from the 15
EU member states (plus Norway and Switzerland),
grouped together in the European Group of Authors’
and Composers’ Societies (GESAC).

PUBLIC LIBRARIES TO LEND OUT ONLINE MUSIC

CoPENHAGEN — The Danish National Library Author-
ity says it is working with the local arm of the IFPI to
find a means of providing the public with “borrowed”
music via the Internet. The concept, still under devel-
opment, would allow library users to go to a website
and select tracks encrypted to prevent copying—
which can be played online only. A fee, most likely
levied per track, will be charged and the borrower will
be able to listen to the music for either an allotted
period or for a specific number of times. Initial tests
are expected to begin in August in a suburb of Copen-
hagen, with the Copenhagen library network expected
to follow suit. The experiment is intended to continue
until the end of the year.

P4 PROVIDES NEWS ON THE PHONE

OsLO — P4 launched on June 10 a phone service tar-
getting Norwegians on summer holidays abroad which
features up-to-date news bulletins from the commer-
cial national AC station. The same service is likely to
eventually also carry the FM feed of the station. “It’s

Earlier this year, the UK government finally unveiled its
draft proposals for the country’s new Communications
Bill, soon to be discussed in parliament. One of the most

1. Ownership Regulations.

holds 10% of the radio company, but
the UK’s Radio Authority deems it to
be a controlling interest, then the
investment will not be allowed.
Witness the fact that Clear Channel
Communications, an American corpo-
ration, took only 30.8% of Jazz FM.
It's not as though Clear Channel
could not have afforded to purchase
more.

2. Programming Restrictions.
Very few investors—particularly
American investors—want to be told
that they cannot change programming
to meet the changing tastes of a sta-
tion’s listeners. This has been a very
effective way to keep outsiders out. Of
course, it has also stifled programme
creativity by UK programmers.

The new recommendations effec-
tively do away with much of the above.
Non-European companies will now be

European investors can
rationalise the prices
that these new rules are
generating, they will be
allowed to make an offer,
and will not on the face
of it be rejected because
of passport issues.

The ability to change
programming has been
greatly relaxed. There
will be greater emphasis
and scrutiny on the
“localness” of radio, but
the rules now
state that “..in
well-developed
major markets,
[new super-reg-
ulator] Ofcom
will allow for-
mat changes to
mainstream
stations, to fac-

ilitate competition.”

Certainly in the US, the one area
that has suffered the most with con-
solidation is the loss of localness.
Many successful US stations don’t
even have their own breakfast presen-
ters, with the same presenter serving
five or more stations, broadcasting the
show from a distant market.

I think this is a very good compro-
mise. My experience is that, in the
case of AM radio, the UK regulators
have already presented a relaxed
stance in this area. Sadly, most of the
group operators that own AM stations
have not taken advantage of the flexi-
bility that the Radio Authority offers.
There is a very large part of the popu-
lation that is not presently being
served by the radio industry, and lib-
eralised programming rules should
certainly be helpful in that area.

‘A local earthquake’

If the conditions for acquiring a
radio station change in the UK, we
can expect a major change in the
overall European radio landscape.
Consolidation and mergers are to be
expected in the domestic market,
but they also open the way for new
opportunities on the continent.

When one of the
major European coun-
tries changes the rules
of its own game, it is
never without conse-
quences for its neigh-
bours. The publication
by the British govern-
ment of its draft
Communications Bill
early in May could
have drastic conse-
quences for the pan-
European radio land-
scape.

The jigsaw puzzle
has begun. What
are the major
points of this pro-
posal? Firstly, it
opens the way for
the consolidation
of the market as
the old “points”
rule, limiting the
coverage of radio
groups to 15% of the total UK radio
market, is being removed. In addi-
tion, radio groups will be allowed to
own more than one national licence.

Secondly, it allows cross-media
consolidation. National or local
newspapers with more than 20% of
the market would also be allowed
to own national or local radio sta-
tions, and the ownership of a
national or regional TV licence
would no longer be an obstacle to
the ownership of national or
regional radio stations.

Some analysts are already
expecting the Daily Mail newspa-
per’s parent company DMGT to

take over GWR, a company in which
it already owns a substantial share-
holding. Virgin Radio’s owners SMG
could well merge with Scottish
Radio Holdings. EMAP presented a
rather dull picture of its radio rev-
enues when commenting on its
results recently, which could lead to
speculation about a possible concen-
tration of the publisher on its core
magazine business. Just a few
examples of the jigsaw puzzle that
is only just beginning.

Another significant item is that
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the draft bill would allow non-EU
companies to own TV and radio
companies. So Rupert Murdoch
could further extend his UK inter-
ests into terrestrial TV, alongside
some of the American majors who
might see a wonderful opportunity
to come over with their enormous
stocks of programmes.

But UK radio is still clearly of
significant interest,
too, for other
European groups. The
takeover of Capital by
RTL has been
rumoured so many
times that it should
now be considered a
real possibility. But

RTL will be more
immeadiately con-
cerned about the
answer to the key

question of whether it
should remain, or not,
as part of UK terrestial

TV broadcaster Channel 5. And
what about the long-standing frus-
tration of NRJ Group at not having
been able to enter the British mar-
ket?

But this local earthquake may
well have shock waves on the rest of
the continent. To get ready for those
major manoeuvres, British groups,
as well as foreigners, need cash. So
they are preparing to sell their over-
seas holdings—GWR, for instance,
has already indicated its willing-
ness to get rid off its central
European stations, such as
Danubius in Hungary.

Disinvestments of this kind could
well open the way to
further concentra-
tions in those coun-
tries, where the
market and compet-
itive conditions are
becoming tougher.

It should also
open the way for new acquisition
opportunities for international
groups. Some sharp operators could
well take the opportunity of every one
else focusing on the British market to
go shopping under much more
relaxed conditions. It would not be
such a surprise, therefore, to see the
arrival of some newcomers on the
international radio landscape.

It is a good time to keep your
eyes wide open for opportunities.

ensure an eveness of rotation, and
that they played only the hits.

In Europe, the top 40 format has
always been slightly wider than that
(hence the different label applied
here). Most European CHR stations
have always played substantial
amounts of back-catalogue in addition
to the current hits, and many—most-
ly in the public radio sector—have
also had a strong commitment to
breaking new music rather than just
“playing the hits.”

As time has moved on, however,
life has got more complicated for
CHR/top 40 on both sides of the
Atlantic. The development of sophisti-
cated music research, the practice of
record companies
making records
available to radio
several weeks
before they appear
in the shops (and
therefore the
charts), plus the
decline of singles
sales, means that
CHR/top 40 sta-
tions these days
are rarely built
around the weekly
top 40 chart—the
sales chart in each
territory is now
just one barometer of taste among
‘many other indices.

.

The new reality
And now, in Europe, many CHR sta-
tions could be facing up to a reality
that their American top 40 counter-
parts had to accept some years ago—
that, with the launch of many new
radio stations with more specialist
formats competing for audience at
both ends of CHR’s audience spec-
trum, CHR’s days as the dominant
music radio format are possibly num-
bered. Indeed, in the US, top 40 lost
its status as the most-listened-to
music format in the late ’80s, since
when that honour has gone (at vari-
ous different times) to AC, country
and, just recently, urban/rhythmic,
“As markets become more and
more fragmented, it’s difficult for

CHR stations to stay where it's at,
being this quite wide appeal radio
station,” says dJeff Smith, head of
music and strategy for the CHR-for-
matted Capital FM Network in the
UK. “It’'s a question of how mass

Dirk Anthony, who in his new
capacity as managing director of
Creation, the programming and con-
tent division of the UK’s GWR Group,
looks after all the group’s “Mix” CHR
stations, is unsurprised at CHR’s
recent downturn. He believes that
ratings for CHR stations in Europe
have been artificially high in the past
because of a lack of competition. “It’s
not so much the format is weaken-
ing—the main reason is that the UK
and many other parts of Europe has
been historically underserved by
radio. All that’s happening now is that
the right amount of radio choice for
listeners is finally starting to emerge.
But the established [CHR] stations
are obviously taking the brunt of that
hit.”

Anthony explains that the group’s
local stations remain loyal to CHR
rather than moving into AC because
“national advertisers want an environ-
ment where there products fit, and
that would be a radio station with a
contemporary feel. We're there because
that’s where the most cash is.”

Decline of pop

3FM’s Houdijk’s concerns about the
current strength of music that CHR
can “own” are shared by a number of
the other CHR programmers we
spoke to for this Format Clinic.
Despite the growth of more specialist
music formats in the late ’90s, CHR
continued to enjoy healthy audience
figures thanks to a strong pop and

appeal can you be and still be effec-
tive?

“There has been a dramatic loss [of
overall radio audience] in the younger
target group, aged 15-19,” says Daniel
Akerman, programme director of the
CHR-formatted NRJ network in
Sweden. “And that is the core group
for CHR. Yes, there are older listeners
who listen to CHR and AC listeners
who are younger. But the kids are
‘ours,’ and that’s where the decline is.
In Stockholm, [radio listening
amongst] the 15-19 age group has
gone down from 70% to 59% over the
past year.”

“CHR listening has declined dra-
matically over the past year,” concurs
Ben Houdijk, music director at public
CHR station Radio 3 FM in the
Netherlands. “There’s not so much
[CHR] format-exclusive music around
at the moment. Lately, it's been rock
and Eminem. In addition, the
younger listeners are into other activ-
ities than listening to radio—so it’s
not so much that they are going to
other formats, they're moving away
from radio completely.”

dance-pop wave spearheaded by the
likes of the Spice Girls, Britney
Spears, Backstreet Boys and Kylie
Minogue.

Come the new millennium, it
seems the younger audience want
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something a little harder. “I think
the big formats at the moment are
on the extremes—dance, R&B, hip
hop on one side, and modern/alter-
native rock on the other,” says
Capital’s Smith. “I don’t think people
are exploiting those to any great
degree at the moment, certainly not
in the UK, but we're seeing it in the
US. In time, you'll
get that [music]
informing the
mainstream,
which will widen
top 40 again and
will take it back to
being the predom-
inant format
which I think it is.
But it’s been a bit
of time bad time

for CHR music
recently.”

NRJ’s Akerman
agrees with Smith
that “The strong-
est [music] at the
moment is rock
and R&B. The problem [for CHR] is
that pop is weak. And dance is incred-
ibly weak. But dance will be back.
The real problem is- pop, which is
exhausted after Britney and the
Backstreet Boys. Three or four years
ago you would talk about boy-bands
as being teen-oriented, but today they
actually attract the 25-plus demo-
graphic. This is where the problem
lies, as those acts and those listeners
have gone from CHR to AC.”

Continues Akerman: “There is a
theory that CHR is weak when the
extreme ends of the format are too
far apart. This can be true, so we
have to think about that and keep
the format together. The core of
CHR is pop, which always has to be
the focus. CHR had a down period
at the start of the ’90s, and then
there was a revival in the second
half of the decade with pop acts like
Hanson and Spice Girls, who were
pretty much format-exclusive. But
today, AC isnt that artist-driven
anymore, and they [the AC stations]

People was number one 10 years ago.”

“Urban has become less aggres-
sive, more melodic,” observes GWR’s
Anthony. “Like all music genres,
when it first starts it’s more on the
alternative side and then moves into
the mainstream. We play Eminem as
a matter of course these days.”

A rocky road
While most CHR programmers have
found that a lot of material from the
urban sector can sit quite happily
with dance and dance-pop on their
radio stations, the rock revival has
been a little trickier to handle.
“We've played a bit of the Strokes,
the Hives and Puddle of Mudd in the

are taking on a lot of pop now, so
there are virtually no ‘pure’ CHR
tracks.”

Behind the trends?

Norbert Grundei, programme head of
Hamburg-based public CHR station
NDR N-Joy, says that a problem is
that CHR stations are always seen as
“running behind the trends,” com-
pared to more spec1ahst stations. “We
need our own
image which is
not only depen-
dent on the
music,” he ar-
gues. “We can’t
be  constantly
changing our for-
mat just because
the charts
change.”

Part of N-Joy’s
mission is to be
the station which
plays the hits
first. “Lots of
stations say that,
but if you look
closely, you'll see
they don't,” says
Grundei. “But for us, it’s a strategic
imperative.” Hence there’s always a
lot of discussion at the station about
whether new tracks represent real
trends, and whether they will fit the
station’s image. If the music team
can’t decide, they test the title,
although Grundei admits it’s hard to
test tracks before there’s any kind of
recognition factor.

As noted in our recent Dance
Format Clinic (M&M, May 11) the
relentless rise of urban music in the
past 18 months is a trend few pro-
grammers have been able to ignore,
particularly those at CHR. “Who
would have foreseen, even only two
years ago, Ja Rule being a priority
artist for a station like Capital FM?”
reflects Smith, who notes that R&B
has “great female appeal, and is also
not overly-divisive with blokes. It was
always believed that rap was a turn-
off for people over 25, but that’s less of
a problem now, as people are getting
steeped in it—after all, a record like
Arrested Development’s Everyday

evenings,” says Capital's Smith. “It
mainly appeals to the 12-19 year-olds,
who tolerate all kind of extremes. But
some records, like Limp Bizkit, are a
little bit more difficult. It'll be out of
your evening shows that these that
records cross over to mainstream
CHR.”

Smith, however, is getting more joy
at the poppier end of the rock wave
with the likes of Nickelback. “We’re
finding we're getting great results [in
music tests] for the first time in quite
a while on pop-rock,” he reveals.

GWR’s Anthony believes the rock
revival is a purely cyclical trend that
will have a limited lifespan in Europe.
“We've had about six or seven years of
girl and boy bands and people are seek-
ing an alternative. Whatever the audi-
ence wants, we'll deliver. But they will
ultimately go back to what they’re used
to and what they really want,” he pre-
dicts. “The UK has always been seen as
a euro-pop market by Americans and
Australasians. That’s the diet people
have grown up with here—you can’t
get arrested with American pop-rock in
the same way that you can in other
parts of the world.”

Music variety

At the centre of the debate about the
future prospects of the CHR format is
the question of whether listeners still
want to hear a variety of music styles
on one radio station, or whether most
of them will ultimately prefer to hear
a station that plays their particular
favourite type of music all day long.
Crucially (and this is where both its

strength and weakness lies), CHR is a
format which is not genre-specific—
although its cornerstone is pop, it also
plays dance, rock, urban, even MOR;
within reason, whatever is popular
and in the charts. And AC, which like
CHR is also not genre-specific, in
reality draws from less diverse genres
in order to create a smoother, more
consistent sound.

He adds: “In Europe until now,
we've not really celebrated or talked
about Top 40 or CHR radio in the way
that they do in the US. In America
there are distinct trends to the ebb
and flow of top 40. I think we’re on the
cusp of a renaissance of CHR—we're
seeing the downturn before it all
comes through. The fact that we're
getting these fusions of sound—like
the Sugababes/Gary Numan record
[Freak Like Me], or the rock-rap
fusions—means that a broader
stretch of top 40 has a wider appeal
for people which, in the longer term,
will create a bigger top 40 market.”

N-Joy’s Grundei believes that, even
now, there is still a big desire on the
part of his audience to hear quite a
wide range of music, so he isn’t overly
worried about the threat of niche music
broadcasters. But, he says, “Many of
the CHR stations which are not doing
well are trying to appeal to all ages and
all tastes. The trick is to know precise-
ly who your audience are.”

This, of course, is sometimes easier
said than done—even with research.
N-Joy recently came a cropper itself

Capital’s Smith believes that, in
terms of competing with the more
specialist music stations, “you’ve got
to lessen the losses. There are some
people who will want to go to
extremes of music. There’s nothing we
can do about that, and they’ll predom-
inately be men. I hope that with the
right mix of music we'll able to keep
the people we've got now. [ don’t think
this is going be any more or less of a
problem than it has been over the
past four or five years. Stations like
[London dance station] Kiss and
[London alternative rock station] Xfm
will get better at what they do, but in
the process might also lose credibility.
And don’t forget that it can also be a
problem for extreme stations when
their music crosses over to top 40 and
becomes mainstream.”

with the ’80s-style pop duo Modern
Talking’s hit single Juliet. Although
N-Joy’s programming team thought it
was quite a good record, after playlist-
ing it they found that the deeply
uncredible reputation of the band was
simply too much for most of N-Joy’s
listeners to stomach.

Time to deliver
GWR’s Anthony believes that “Our job
has got to be understanding what our
role is, and then delivering on it. The
closer specialist stations like [UK
dance network] Galaxy are to us, the
better—why would you go to a poorer
version of the number one station? On
the other hand, the more extreme
they are, the more dangerous they
become because they provide an alter-

native that you can’t compete with.”

Historically, high rotations have
been a benchmark of the CHR format,
and in an ever more competitive radio
environment, this is likely to be the
case to an even greater extent.

“When listeners turn on Capital
FM they want to hear their favourite
contemporary songs,” emphasises
Smith. “We know people only listen
for a certain period of time, so it'd be
crazy if, when they switched on the
radio station, they didn’t hear them.
So we have a policy of always deliv-
ering them.”

“We've got to be sure that when
listeners come to us, we grab the
window of opportunity with both
hands,” says GWR’s Anthony. “That’s
the difference between a pretty aver-
age radio programmer—and there
are plenty of those—and a really
great programmer, who really does
know what rotations are working
fine for the audience given the avail-
able music.”

Smith points out that high rota-
tion levels can also have the effect of
smoothing out harsh-sounding
songs, simply because listeners
become so familiar with the record.
Citing the example of Nickelback’s
How You Remind Me, Smith says
that people kept asking him whether
Capital was playing a softer, edited
version of the original (the station
wasn't). “With high rotation, people
become immune to any harshness—
it just becomes a pop record with a
nice hook,” he says.

if @HR formats are facing
increasing probléms Eu-
rope, the situation’s even

more serious in the US,
where, as in Europe, top
40 is having difficulties
coming to terms with
some of the new musical
extremes. Frank Saxe
reports from New York.

Britney has been replaced by Pink,
‘and Ricky Martin is a distant spec
on Eminem’s rear-view mirror. The
big revival of the top 40 format in
America has quickly come to an end
just two years after its peak.

First, some numbers: there are
104 fewer top 40 radio stations in
the US in 2002, compared to 1992
when the number peaked at 578. In
May, San Francisco top 40 Z95.7
switched to classic rock—and by
doing so America’s fourth largest
radio market was left without a
pop/top 40 station.

Ratings wise, mainstream/pop-
leaning top 40 stations have seen
their ratings slowly erode since the
spring of 2000. At the same time,
urban-leaning rhythmic top 40 sta-
tions are seeing their ratings grow to
their highest ratings in years.

While hot rotations of current
chart-toppers may still be a byword
for CHR throughout Europe, there
tends to be less uniformity about the
role of recurrents and, in particular,
back-catalogue gold tracks.

Smith says that too many gold
tracks at CHR can be a problem “if
you play too many songs that don’t fit
the current sound of the station. It’s a
question of finding songs like
Arrested Development and PM Dawn
that, even if people weren’t around at
the time, they can hear the points of
reference in today’s music.”

GWR’s Mix network varies its
choice of gold tracks, which date back
to the late ’80s. “Over a 12 month
period we'll highlight different songs,
depending on the current material
that’s around,” says Anthony. “We go
through a refreshing of the music
library once every three months to
make sure the stations always have a

R&B/hip-hop stations are near their

broad feel. But we’ll tighten up a bit if
we feel were getting a bit flabby
around the edges.”

Personality politics

Historically, CHR broadcasters have
been identified with some of radio’s
biggest personalities, something
which has often helped to give them
a clearer image in situations where
their music is less easily definable
than that of, say, rock, dance or soft
AC stations.

In the past decade, though, it’s been
the case at many CHR broadcasters
that personality presentation has been
largely confined to the breakfast slot,
with a “maximum music” approach
taken in other dayparts.

“Because of a definable lack of tal-

ent in the UK at the moment— and
this is partly radio’s fault—there is
less personality outside breakfast,”
says Capital’s Smith. “Stations like
[BBC] Radio 1 and Capital have
picked up all the big talent and
unfortunately there’s a degree of
production and music taking over
where DdJs used to be in the day-
time.” But, cautions Smith,
“Personality for personality’s sake is
not what’s required—what’s
required is a presenter that fits in
with the reason why the audience
listens to the station. If there’s too
much deviation from that it can be a
problem—‘personality’ can be a
byword for talking too much.
Outside of breakfast and night-time
people have got things to do, and

playlists looked a lot like they do
today: heavy on rock, heavy on
urban and rap. “The format is level-
ling-off and losing momentum, but
it's not where I
would have expect-
ed it. I would have
expected it to be in
worse shape than it
is,” he assesses.
Part of the rea-
son top 40 stations
are hanging on as
well as they are, is
that programmers
seem to be doing a
decent job of finding

adult top 40 My 94.1, and rhythmic
Z90. “Rock and urban crossover is
dominating too much of the top 40
playlist right now,” he laments.

Top 40 consultant Guy Zapoleon
says there is a reason for that. “We
have hit the doldrums phase of the
music cycle,” he claims. Zapoleon’s
theory is that music cycles last nine
to 11 years, and at the end of each
phase is a doldrums—when the
number of hits is cut by one-third.
Instead of the 100 or so legitimate
hit records that top 40 stations have
had at their fingertips in the past
few years, they will have only 60 to
70 this year and next, the theory
goes. That means big trouble for the
top 40 format. The last time this
happened was in 1991, when radio’s
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those few-and-far-between bridge
records that can cross the divide
between a Linkin Park and P. Diddy,
says Zapoleon. “The hard part dur-
ing the doldrums is finding pop
music which is the glue between the
extremes of rock and rhythm.”
Whether it is Dirty Vegas’ Days Go
By, or Kylie Minogue’s Can’t Get You
Out Of My Head, it seems there is
still some middle ground.

That said, most top 40 stations
are today focusing more on the ques-
tion of whether or not to play the
more extreme-sounding rock and
rap records in all dayparts or not.
For the most part, few are. The
majority are leaving those singles to
the late afternoon and night-time
hours when younger demos make up
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. Top 40’s American dream is over

a larger share of listening.

Yet by simply adding those edgier
tracks, it is opening the door for adult
top 40 stations that in many respects
are in a better position at the
moment. First, a number of ageing
pop acts have released new records—
Alanis Morissette, Cheryl Crow, and
Jewel to name just a few. When top
40s add more extreme tracks, they
are also sending “Generation X” lis-
teners to adult top 40 stations. As one
record executive explains, that allows
adult top 40 stations have their own
artists and their own sound for the
first time in years.

“As rock and rhythm get harder
while pop music fades, it becomes
more difficult to play both rock and
rhythm on the same format,” says
Zapoleon. “That is when top 40’s
change format to specialise in either
rock or rhythm.” Instead of going to
that extreme, some programmers
are buffering with pop oldies and
dance tracks. Hence the Dirty Vegas
single and the growing debate over
whether or not to add ’90s oldies.

What does the top 40 format have
to look forward to in the coming
months? More decline, say most. If
you are a believer of Zapoleon’s
music cycle theory, there is at least
another year or two of top 40’s down-
turn. “It is important to remember
that all formats have healthy and
sick stages,” he warns.
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they choose music stations for that
reason. If they want talk they’ll go to
elsewhere. We play the maximum
amount of music we can during day-
time while still being a radio station
and not a music delivery system.”

At NRJ in Sweden, Daniel
Akerman says: “I don’t believe in
superstar DdJs for every slot. But
they shouldn’t be confined to the
morning show, either. We have to
have at least one more personality
[on the station].”

GWR’s Anthony recalls that in
the early ’90s, his company “was pil-
loried [by most of the industry] for
asking DJs to think of their listeners
and play their favourite songs with-
out spending five minutes between
each record talking about what they
did on Saturday night. That deliv-
ered for us some fantastic results.”

Brain-power

Anthony says the ability of GWR’s
CHR stations to be entertaining
between the records “depends on the
brain power of the individual pre-
senter. Some presenters can be com-
pelling to listen to in 20 seconds, and
they are brilliant communicators.
Then there are other presenters who
haven’t got a hope in hell of being
able to articulate something in 20
seconds, but theyre the kind of per-
son you'd want to stand next to in a
bar. Then there’s a whole bunch of
presenters who can’t do a short link

that’s entertaining, and can’t do a
long link that’s entertaining, either.
They're the people that we need to
ease out of radio and bring in new
talent that has the ability to do one
or other of those two things. The
question is always: is what the pre-
senter is saying more entertaining
and compelling than the record? If it
is, then let the presenter speak.”

GWR aims to match suitable time-
slots to the abilities of its presenters.
For example, “In the weekday work-
day, you don’t want the long-link peo-
ple,” says Anthony. :

One of the ways in
which N-Joy—which
has been accused of
behaving like a com-
mercial station in its
music policy—differ-
entiates itself as a
public broadcaster is
its attitude towards
speech on the station.
“While the competi-
tion’s news is becom-
ing more and more
tabloid, we have real
news content,” says
Norbert Grundei. “We
cover current affairs,
and we don’t restrict
our news reports to 90
seconds.”

Grundei says he doesn’t want N-
Joy’s presenters to be the kind of
one-dimensional comedians he

claims can be found on the air at
some other CHR stations in
Germany. “If I sit in a café or a pub,”
he says, “I don’t want someone next
to me who just plays at being funny
all the time. I want someone who lis-
tens, who’s interested, who builds up
a relationship with me. We don’t
want mega-stars, but people you'd
like to chat to.”

Predicting the future
So, do the programmers attending
M&M’s Format Clinic believe CHR’s
current = difficulties
are structural or
merely cyclical?
3FM’s  Houdijk
believes that, as in
the US, it’s a perfect-
ly logical progression
that AC  should
become the biggest
format. “3FM should-
n’t have to be the
biggest station like it
once was,” he says.
“If you grow older it is
logical that you lose
your lust to discover
new music. When you
grow up, you like a
particular sort of
radio and you like
your heroes from a certain time.”
NRJ’s Akerman believes that the
format’s future lies firmly in the
fickle hands of music trends. “The

day dance comes back and works for
CHR, that’s something AC doesn’t
do,” he says. “The same thing with
rock. It’s always going to swing with
the music trends. The format is flex-
ible to an extent, but the ratings go
down when the trends are not in the
format’s favour.”

GWR’s Anthony believes that the
ability of individual CHR stations to
retain their market leaderships will
ultimately depend on how many
other CHR and Hot AC stations in
the market are fighting the battle.
“CHR stations will cannibalise each
other,” he predicts, “and so other for-
mats will come through the middle —
that’s exactly what’s happened in
the UK with [national BBC AC/MOR
station] Radio 2.”

“[CHR] stations shouldnt run
after every trend,” says N-Joy’s
Grundei in his assessment. “The most
important thing is a clear music
image and good presenters, together
with good creative promotion which
doesn’t get on the listeners’ nerves.”

Capital’'s Smith concludes that
“There’s always an appetite for vari-
ety. People out there want a range of
music, and it’s important for CHR to
give it to them. Unfortunately,
recently that hasnt been available,
but now there are signs that, coming
over the hill, there are things like
Linkin Park becoming a mainstay of
CHR. I think people will really like it
when top 40 gets it completely right.”

Dancefloor is still first floor for hits

The dancefloor music that
will be rocking Europe’s
holiday resorts this summer
will probably also provide
the bulk of the cross-over
hits of the autumn, as Gary
Smith reports.

t is fast becoming the case that most

music with cross-over potential is

obliged to take the dancefloor route

to the charts. A lack of ‘starter’ radio

stations, the expense of making a
video, unreliable or unscientific maga-
zine ‘charts’ and the nascent nature of
the Internet mean that clubs are still
the place where the majority of dance
with a pop future gets that crucial
early exposure.

“There are other options when you
are trying to establish a new track or

Charts in crisis?

The value of the UK’s best-known
Club Charts is currently under the
microscope. “Two or three years
ago, a number one in the Seven
Magazine chart or in DJ Mag or
Muzik meant that you had a
chance of getting plays on [UK
CHR] Radio 1 because they were
scouring those lists every week,”
says Positiva’s A&R director Ben
Cherrill. “It is debatable how much
that works these days.”

At the root of the problem is the
difficulty in quantifying what the
return is, if anything, from mailing
out 1,500-2,000 records, at a cost of
several thousand pounds, to pro-
mote a release. “You have to do
something, because records do not
promote  themselves,”
Cherrill. “The promotion compa-
nies who take care of the majority:,
of this type of specialised mailing
are lobbying to have an ofﬁ'cialr
chart, which is deﬁnltely a step.in
the right direction.” a7 Sy

The track, which is distrib-
uted by Sony in Europe, was released
in France on June 17.

According to German Rebel
Superstar Recordings founder and
managing director Markus Wenzel, the

“There is a window of opportunity in
Germany through starter stations such
as N-Joy in Hamburg, Sunshine Live
in Karlsruhe, Frankfurt’s HR-XXL
plus Kiss FM and Jam FM in Berlin,
but they have limited space on their
playlists,” he says. “The only national
radio in Germany is on cable. This
means that the shows on these stations
cannot be anywhere near as influential
as equivalent UK mix shows by Dds
like Pete Tong and Judge Jules.”

Commercial melody

Wenzel is currently working Mosquito
by Kenny Takito, a trance tune that
started its life as a pure club track two
months ago. “Although it is a club
trance track, the melody is very com-
mercial and it has already topped the
DDC Chart,” says Wenzel. “We are
currently preparing a radio edit and a
video. The CD will be out in three to
four weeks.”

Radio support may well be limited in
Germany but there is, at least, a small
chance of tracks being picked up by one
of the networks. The same, however,
cannot be said for Italy Complaints

choice of market leader Radio Deejay
have recently come to a head with EMI
Italy’s sub-label Dance Factory manag-
ing director Nico Spinosa writing to
station co-owner.

“I just wanted to let him know that
his playlist is rubbish and that his
station is consistently ignoring the
best music produced in this country,”
says Spinosa. “It is four or five years
since Italy was regarded as any sort
of force in the global dance scene and
nothing will change until important
stations like Radio Deejay put their
support behind quality dance tunes.”

Love Solution’s I'll Be Over You, a
cover of an old Toto hit, is a good exam-
ple of the situation that Spinosa is fac-
ing. The track is picking up radio plays
in Scandinavia and across Northern
Europe, with a remix by Bini (of Bini &

Mart:lm) already a dance floor hit. But
neither version is getting much atten-
tion in Italy. “It's always been the case
that the acts I sign work better abroad,
so in a way I'm used to it,” adds Spinosa.
“But if Italy wants to regain its central
place in the market, attitudes amongst
programmers need to change.”

European success
Another artist currently being worked
by Spinosa and doing well around
Europe is R&B artist Tiziano Ferro
(Capitol/Italy). The debut single
Perdono, out in Europe with French,
Spanish and English versions, has
already shipped over 700,000 units. It
has also recently started to take off in
Germany. “Tiziano’s album Rosso
Relativo is due out this month,”
reports Spinosa. “We've also pressed
up several hundred white labels of the
Carlos Jean remix of Perdono which
will be promoted around the islands
and coastal resorts this summer.”
There are undeniably few genuine-
ly new options for promotion, but
Southern European resorts offer one
area that has so far remained rela-
tively unexploited—the Club 18-30
circuit. Angie Brown, who has just
finished recording Clearing My Mind
for Ruff n Tumble Productions, will be
doing several dates around the
Mediterranean this summer to pro-
mote the track.

“We started the groundwork in
London by distributing 300 white
labels to DJs and specialist retail,”
says Andy Monoyos, a member of the
Ruff n Tumble production team. “Now
the track is on pirate radio and the
buzz is growing in the clubs. At the
moment the important thing is to put
the initial pressings out slowly to fos-
ter the feeling of exclusivity that club
DJs want. We are being cautious.”

Janeiro, by Solid Session
(Positiva/UK) is a classic example of a
track that has been around for some
time—it was initially released 18
months ago—and is now enjoying a
second life with a vocal. “The track was
released initially on Additive as a cool
instrumental and it did well on the ter-
races,” says Positiva A&R manager
Ben Cherrill. “Pronti & Kalmani, the
production team behind Alice Deejay,
wrote a topline for it and now it’s a full
blown song.” Promos, with remixes by
Armin van Buuren and James Holden,
are now in the clubs.

Broad appeal

In & Out by XPY (Bigstar/ Denmark),
a gold record in Denmark in 2000, has
been re-recorded by Safri Duo produc-
er Michael Parsherg with the singer
Marie Holm. There will also be an as
yet undecided name change for the
group. “It’s already been signed by
[Polydor subsidiary] Zeitgeist for
GSA,” says Bigstar managing director
Oliver Zahringer. “In its first incarna-
tion, it was a pure pop/dance tune, but
there is an opportunity to broaden the
appeal with some new mixes. Zeitgeist
are also planning to promote the track
in the coastal resorts.”

There is already considerable
international interest in licensing In
& Out, but Zahringer is waiting to see
what happens when the track is
released in Germany. “The vinyl is out
in Germany at the beginning of July
with further mixes two or three weeks
later,” says Zahringer. “The Radio
Edit will be out there in late summer.”

Marc Maris’ Lost In Love
(Bigfoot/Germany) is another track
that has been signed to Bigstar for
the UK, Scandinavia, Italy and South
East Asia plus the US and Canada,
and looks set to be filling dancefloors
and climbing charts. “It’s a classic
pop/dance track, not at all cheesy and
very atmospheric,” says Zahringer.
“Not only is it a great summer track,
it appeals to an unusually broad audi-
ence, starting with 10-year-olds. It
also has five different mixes. We are
currently considering using a special-
ist resort promoter to get a buzz going
in Spain and Greece.”

Milky (Motivo)
“We've just licensed The Way You
Are by Milky from Italian label
Motivo,” says Markus Wenzel of
German label Superstar
Recordings. “It’s in the same
mould as Db Boulevard—that is to
say it’s a ‘commercial house tune
with vocals.” There are already
two strong remixes, by Liquid
People and Full Intention, that
were originally commissioned by
UK label Multiply, but Germany
likes its beats a bit harder.

“We are discussing commis-
sioning something a bit more
pumping and funky for the
German market,” says Wenzel.
“And I'm pretty sure that there’ll
be a video co-financed by the
various licencees.”

Yuyu (New Music

Yuyu’s Mon Petit Garcon (New
Music¢/Italy), currently in the Top 20
in the Italian singles chart, has now
been remixed by Dario Caminita
and Christian Piccinelli. The track,
which in its original form is a pop
tune with little in the way of a dance
feel, is now set for release through
Sony Music in France, Canada,
Benelux, Greece and Spain in early
summer. First to release was Greece
on June 17. “Spain will be doing
some special promotion in the
coastal resorts plus the Balearic
resorts,” reports Paola Macchi,
international manager, New Music.
“Sony Music France [have already]
sent the original version to radio.
The French are very confident that
they have a hit on their hands!” The
track also features in the current
advertising campaign for Lancia

cars.

| Copyshop (Blackjack)

Fred Berthet is better known as
one third of French trio
Troublemakers, who have, over
the last two years, established an
international reputation as pro-
ducers of quality downtempo
music. Under the name Copyshop
and recording for the Aix-en-
Provence label Blackjack (home of
Superfunk and Sinema), Berthet
has produced Adultery, a house-
influenced tune. “The track was
inspired by minimalist, German-
produced house music from labels
like Playhouse,” says Berthet.

“The white labels of Adultery
are already out there and we are
now waiting to see what sort of
reactions we get. If they’re strong
enough, we will be putting a full
vocal over the existing track at
the end of the summer.”

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The Gospel according to Gallagher

On July 1, Oasis release their fifth
album, Heathen Chemistry. In one of
only a handful of interviews given to
promote the record, band leader
Noel Gallagher speaks to M&M
music editor Adam Howorth.

t’s far and away the best record since Definitely

Maybe—T'd probably say the whole thing will be

an eight out of 10.” There a few if any releases in

the UK that generate the same level of hype and

anticipation as a new Oasis record, and with
album number five, Heathen Chemistry (Big
Brother/Epic)—out internationally July 1—the
band, and particularly leader Noel Gallagher, are
as bullish as ever.

Recorded at the band’s own studios on the out-
skirts of London, work on the new Oasis album
began in March 2001 and was concluded this
February. “In between that we went on the road for
a couple of weeks to celebrate 10 years being in the
band, with two weeks rehearsal, and we went on
the road with the Black Crowes for six weeks—that
was three weeks rehearsal, so that was almost
three months,” Gallagher says. “That’s quite long
for us. We had to wait three months for Liam to do
the vocals. We’d have finished a long time ago—it'd
be out and rockin’ by now but ‘Elvis’ decided he was
going to sing and re-sing and re-sing and re-sing
until we'd use the one he did in the first place!”

record companies and, incidentally, the UK’s
trade body BPI. “There was some rumour that
lour songs] were leaked on the Internet then
some fucking knobhead from the BPI goes on
[BBC] Radio 1 (CHR) and says, ‘Oh yes, there is
a leak on the Internet’. So then within an instant
there’s half a million people on the Internet look-
ing for it. So they fucked it up big time. Once you
send your master tapes to a factory for reproduc-
tion, there’s always somebody who's on 250 quid
(euros 387) a week who's willing to get 10 grand
(euros 150,000) for an Oasis CD. I understand
that, I'd be doing it myself.

“P've spoken to [Sony] when they’ve come to gigs
and said, “You invented the CD burner so it’s your
fucking problem. If you didn’t invent the CD burn-
er there wouldn’t be any of this, and if you didn’t
invent an MP3 player—it has Sony written on the
fucking front of it. So you're to blame.”

To Gallagher, the solution to piracy is very
simple. “If Sony make a fucking CD that’s non-
recordable, then yeah. Now they’re assuring us
that’s gonna be the way forward and I'm like,
‘Why couldn’t you have done that five fucking
years ago?” We're doing this thing for the
Sunday Times (British newspaper) where
they’re putting a covermount on the paper with
a free CD and after the CD’s been played four
times it wipes itself. Which makes me think,
what’s to stop a record company ie Sony or

In this instance, “Elvis” is of course the younger
Gallagher brother Liam, whose commitment to giving a
flawless vocal performance caused tension in the studio,
Noel explains. “He sings it once and it's great—and then
he says, ‘I can get it better’. And I was sat there going,
‘But why do you want it perfect? You're not fuckin’
Ronan Keating. Youre a rock'n’roll singer—rock'n’roll’s
not perfect. Just give it some, and leave it.”

Songwriting framework

One of the characteristics of Oasis is the division of
duties between the brothers—Noel writes the songs
that Liam sings. So does Noel always write with his
brother in mind? “I try not to, ’cos if I do that it lim-
its what I do. I just write songs that I like. And if it’s
in a key that he can’t reach then we try and fit it to
match him. But if we can’t do it, then fuck it, we can’t
do it—Tll sing it. Luckily for us I can pretty much
look after the songs he can't sing.”

One notable change in the making of Heathen
Chemistry from previous Oasis records is songwrit-
ing contributions from other members of the band
such as Liam and bass player Andy Bell.

When he’s not at the reins of the Oasis jugger-
naut, Noel Gallagher runs his own record company,
Sour Mash, based in the same building as his
band’s label Big Brother and management company
Ignition. “It’s probably the last true remaining
record company in England—it’s all my money,” he
says of Sour Mash. “I don’t take donations from any
corporate people at all—it's my record label. I do
everything: open the mail, sign and produce the

major took over the license for Oasis. “They’re nice
nice people [at Sony] but I've hardly been in their
offices in the last 10 years,” admits Gallagher. “I
signed my deal there and that was it. I don’t have to
go to them cap in hand. We've sold 38 million fucking
records in six and a half years. It's more the other way
round if anything—we’re fucking keeping them in
jobs. I make the records, you sell them. That’s where
it ends. It’s not that T don’t like them; I don’t need any
more friends in my life. I think the more friendly you
get with people at record labels the harder it is to give
them a fucking bollocking when they need one.”
“We’re out of contract after the next album—the six
album deal is up,” Gallagher continues. “After that it
might not be worth our while signing a record deal
with the advent of the Internet and all that stuff—
we're already half a million record sales down appar-
ently because of the songs that were leaked on the Net
off the new album. So somebody’s got an awful fucking
long way to go to convince me record companies are
worth anything these days—they're just a bank. And
creatively they don't get involved so I'm quite looking
forward to sitting down with all of them from the
majors and saying, ‘What are you gonna do for me?
Because you know what I can do for you’. We dont
need a record deal to be honest. I've got more money
than Sony Records has in England so maybe [ll buy
them out and get rid of Jamiroquai and Toploader!”

Online security
Never one to remain tight-lipped in the face of
what he considers an injustice, Gallagher lays
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EMI, making a CD that wipes itself after 200

times? You wouldn’t know about it. If you went
to play the White Album and there was nothing
on it you'd think hang on it’s started jumping
and scratching and the music’s quieter—what’s
to stop them doing that? If they can do it—it
would just regenerate back catalogue, wouldn’t
it? So I look at these people and think, it's a
very sinister thing that they’re trying to do at
the minute.”

Looking back in triumph

1994 — The band’s debut album Definitely Maybe
goes straight to number 1 in the UK as the fastest
selling debut in British history. Now triple platinum it
has also sold over three million copies outside the UK.

1995 — (What’s The Story) Morning Glory becomes
the biggest selling British album since The Beatles’
Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts Club Band.

1997 — Be Here Now also makes it to number 1
despite poor reviews.

2000 — Standing On The Shoulder Of Giants
notches up their fourth number 1 in a row.

2002 — Heathen Chemistry — preceded by two hit
singles, The Hindu Times and Dont Cry Your
Heart Out—is widely hailed as a return to form by
both record label and commentators.

His fifth
album, Escape, released November 1, has
already landed three hits, but whether Love
To See You Cry will make it four times lucky
is in doubt, according to Stephan Laack, head
of music at Eins Live (CHR) in Germany.
“We've had no audience reaction,” says
Laack, who has been playing the single for
over three weeks. “It is not as strong as the
singles before. I don’t think it’s going to be a
massive summer hit in Germany.” The record
has a similar beat to Be With You and
Bailamos, which both helped establish
Iglesias. However, Love To See You Cry
moves away from his two previous hits with a
more soulful vocal performance which should
appeal to a wide range of formats. MR

M&M’s weekly airplay analysis column

Summer is here and inevitably it’s time for
those Latin rhythms.

As predicted last
week, dJennifer Lopez
(pictured) is back in the
European Radio Top 50
with her new track fea-
turing US rapper Nas.
I'm Gonna Be Alright
(Epic) enters the charts
at number 42, having
been added by 21 sta-
tions across all territo-
: ries.

Philippe Martin, program director at CHR
station Radio Framboise in Lausanne,
Switzerland, picked up the tune this week
but has reservations: “I don’t like this track
so much. I think the previous single with Ja
Rule, Aint It Funny, was better—it was
more melodious and had all the qualities
required to make it a hit. Maybe the collabo-
ration with Ja Rule just worked better than
with Nas. The reaction of people in
Switzerland was much better to Aint It
Funny than to this one.”

Still on the Latin tip,
Enrique Iglesias (pictured) is
closely following Lopez’s
assault on the chart with his
new, softer number Love To
See You Cry (Interscope), in
at number 49. Martin feels
more positive about this one:
“Love To See You Cry is defi-
nitely a hit. We play it 20
times a week, which is a normal daytime rota-
tion for us. 'm sure that the track will be as
successful as the previous singles of his album.
It’s a catchy, dancy pop-tune. We have always
played Enrique’s music, I like it a lot.”

The third new entry this week at number
50 is Germany-signed UK veteran singer-
songwriter Joe Cocker with his idiosyncratic
cover of INXS hit Never Tear Us Apart
(Parlophone). Michael Brett, station manager
at AC station 103FM in Cork, Ireland is very
enthusiastic about the new Cocker single. “We
play this track because it’s a brilliant song and
also the older people that listen to our station
can relate to it. Joe Cocker would be one of our
core artists anyway. We play a lot of his stuff
and it is a great version of this song.

As far as its appeal goes, Brett says: “It is
definitely a song for AC stations as it has this
kind of older feel to it, but I think this track is
special because it appeals to both men and
women. Also, normally Cocker tends to be a
‘female’ artist, but with this song, because it is
an INXS track, I think you get a lot of males
appreciating it as well. It also has the poten-
tial to bridge the generation gap.”

Brett has a hot tip on some local talent.
“The next strong contender coming out of
Ireland will be Six, the winners of the Irish
Pop Idol” he says. “Their new track is called
Let Me Be The One and has been picked up by
radio stations all over Ireland. The Irish Pop
Idol show will also be shown soon on ITV in
the UK, which will hopefully get them airplay
and greater exposure there. Their debut single
There Is A Whole Lot Of Lovin’ Going On’ shot
straight to number one of the Irish Airplay
charts.”

Torsten Luth, VP marketing at
Sony International Network Europe
(SINE) in London, certainly consid-
ers it a return to form. “I think it’s
got some of the greatest Oasis
tracks in the last seven years on it,”
he tells M&M, “and the reactions
we get both in the UK and interna-
tionally seem to confirm that.”

With sophomore release (What’s
The Story) Morning Glory in 1995,
Oasis achieved the biggest-selling
British record since The Beatles’
Sergeant Pepper’s Lonely Hearts
Club Band. But subsequent
albums, Be Here Now (1997) and
Standing On The Shoulder Of
Giants (2000) were poorly received
in the press and failed to come close
to the sales of Morning Glory. In
making Heathen Chemistry, Oasis
decided to get back to basics and
produce the album themselves at
their own studio just outside Lon-
don.

The first cut off the album, The
Hindu Times, debuted on M&M’s
Eurochart Hot 100 Singles at num-
ber three following its April 15
release—although MTV Networks
Europe’s London-based VP music
programming, Hans Hagman,
points out this was probably as
much to do with their legion of fans
as the merit of the track. “They
have a very strong, loyal fanbase
and theyll always have it—the
question is, can they cross over
again like they did with Wonder-
wall?” he asks.

London rock station Virgin
Radio’s programme controller, Paul
Jackson, thinks it unlikely Oasis
will ever replicate the success they
had with Wonderwall—taken from
(What’s The Story) Morning Glory—
but supports Luth’s assertion that
the band are back “doing what they
do best—making anthemic, rousing
records”.

Jackson continues: “In places it
reaches the heights of Morning Glo-
ry, with Hindu Times, Songbird,
and Stop Crying, but overall it isn’t
as strong. First time around it was
ground-breaking. But this is still a
quality record.” He adds: “I don’t
think anyone will equal Wonder-
wall for a long time to come—not
even Oasis!”

Encouragingly for both Oasis
and Sony, the band’s new single,
Stop Crying Your Heart Out has
also proved a hit, debuting at num-
ber two in the UK singles chart fol-
lowing its release on June 17 and
currently sitting at number nine in
the Eurochart Hot 100.

“People have now heard two
great tracks off the album and
should realise that, if [Oasis] ever
lost it, they are now back on form,”
says Luth. “We are getting plenty of
promo time. They have done promo-
tion nearly every day for over two
months and [recently completed] a
one-week promo trip to Japan
where they played at the first ever
Japanese MTV awards. This is
being followed by a few promotional
events in Europe in June.”

VAT rises to the top of industry agenda

Bolkestein (pictured), who is in
charge of Internal Market, just a
couple of hours before the IFPI
Platinum Europe Awards dinner,
during which key policymakers
from Brusgels, such as
EC vice-president Neil
Kinnock, are expected
to be present. Impala,
which represents indie
labels in Europe, plans
to have a meeting with
Bolkestein in Septem-
ber.

The IFPI delegation
will use the July 10
meeting to present the
Commissioner with the
music industry’s views
regarding VAT, as the
EC is preparing to harmonise its
tax rates across Europe in 2003.
“We will certainly push the issue of
a VAT reduction on music,” says
Frances Moore, managing director
of IFPI’s office in Brussels.

“This issue will come up soon
and we’ll be very active on that sub-
ject,” explains EMI Recorded Music
senior VP Rupert Perry, who is also
chairman of IFPI’s executive com-
mittee for Europe. “The issue is
that we're constantly referred to as
a cultural industry, which we are,
but they put us in a different cate-
gory when it comes to taxation.
Why are we discriminated against?”

Impala general secretary
Philippe Kern welcomes what he
calls “the late entry” of IFPI in the
fight for a lower VAT rate and says
Impala wishes to group together
other sectors of the music communi-

ty to address the issue. He says
Impala is already talking to some
key retailers and retailers’ organi-
sations, as well as the International
Manager’s Forum (IMF), with a
view to enlisting them
in a broad coalition.
“There is still a sense of
| scepticism when this
issue is raised, but
things are moving for-
ward in a good direc-
tion—it’s time to go
full-speed ahead,” says
Kern, who notes that,
at an EU level, Com-
missioner for Culture

Viviane Reding has
already pledged her
support for the

demands.

Currently, the VAT on recorded
music is set at a minimum rate of
15% across Europe, subject to coun-

try-by-country  variations. IFPI
believes this rate is “unfair” as it
puts recorded music in a different
category to other cultural goods,
such as books, films and newspa-
pers, which are subject to a lower
VAT rate. In 1992, the goods and
services subject to a VAT rate as
low as 5% were placed in Annex H
of the VAT Directive.

“Our concern is that music is not
listed in Annex H and therefore not
eligible for a lower rate,” says
Moore. IFPI and Impala’s aim is to
get the Commission, backed by EU
state members, to move recorded
music to Annex H. However, such a
move would require unanimity by
EU finance ministers on the matter.

Kern notes ironically that “cut flow-
ers” have recently been added to
Annex H, so why not CDs?

At least two European countries
have decided to go their own way on
VAT. As reported last week in M&M,
Italy might unilaterally lower its rate
from 20% to 15%, going against EU
rules, while France’s new government
is said to be contemplating a similar
measure to comply with promises
made by then-presidential candidate
Jacques Chirac.

“These moves are not really
approved by EU regulations and
might be challenged by the Commis-
sion, but both France and Italy could
gain one or two years, awaiting for a
resolution of the issue at a European
level,” says an expert on EU proce-
dures.

Some in the industry doubt that
the process will be successful because,
as one industry insider puts it: “In the
end, it’s the finance ministers who
decide—and we all know they don’t
like to lose revenues.”

According to a memorandum from
Impala seen by M&M, a lower VAT
rate could result in a shortfall of tax
revenues for EU member states, but
that would be compensated for by
income from other tax sources, as CD
sales would rise following a decrease
in consumer prices.

“Since 1995, the industry has
asked music to be added to Annex H
and the internal market adminis-
tration has always been reluctant to
do so0,” says Kern. “This time,
France and Italy are committed to
make some noise about this issue,
so we don’t start empty-handed.”

GWR shapes up for consolidation

cluster of stations in the same
region. For instance, in East Anglia,
Dave Brown and Mark Pryke have
departed as programme controllers
of Broadland 102/Norwich and SGR
FM/Ipswich, respectively, and for-
mer Beacon FM/Wolverhampton
programme controller Steve Martin
has been installed as GWR Cre-
ation’s regional programme con-
troller for East Anglia.

It is understood, however, that
GWR stations in the bigger urban
markets—such as GWR FM in Bris-
tel and Beacon FM in Wolverhamp-

ton—will continue to have their own
dedicated programme controllers
responsible purely for the output of
their own station.

There has been much speculation
in recent months about the future of
GWR’s local news operations. M&M
understands that, in the future, the
company plans to have at least one
local news journalist at every GWR
local station, who will provide local
material for tailored local news bul-
letins for their particular station,
which will be produced and read
from a regional group news centre
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outside of the station’s transmission
area.

A change of his nature would be
subject to the approval of the Radio
Authority, as the regulator current-
ly requires local news to be read—as
well as produced—at the local sta-
tion. However, the Authority recent-
ly launched a public consultation
“on the desirability of ‘centralising’
the local news operations of some
independent local radio stations” fol-
lowing an interest expressed by a
number of local licensees to operate
“local news hubs.”
