In many European countries one chart is recognised by the
music industry as the " OFFICIAL" hitparade and is therefore
used for the compilation of the EUROPEAN TOFU 00. However
there are other countries where various charts are in existence
and often equerry important. For these countries we have
compiled a number of these charts into one representing the
sales in that market.
Each chart position for every country then receives, relevant to
that position, an equal points rating which is in turn multiplied
by a factor determined through the latest known sales
percentage of total singles (or album) sales which that country
holds in relation to the rest of Europe. There are different
percentages for sir tgles and albums.These figures are kindly
provided on a regular basis by the industry -organisations such
as IFPI-BPI-Gallup-Deutsche Phonoverband etc.A European
Chart -Committee. with experts from a number of these
industry -organisations will overlook the calculation system and
will decide on improvements. changes and updates.
For the EUROPEAN TOP 100 SINGLES 25 charts am used
from 16 countries, for the EUROPEAN TOP 100 ALBUMS 20
charts are used from 15 countries.
Since the sales percentages of a few countries are too small to
get their hits into the EUROPEAN TOP 100 (provided these
records are not charted in any other territory), we are also
printing a TOP 3 IN EUROPE list each week.

TIPARADE 50TH BIRTHDAY
Congratulations go out for the Swiss TV DRS
which celebrated its 50th broadcast of
Tiparade on the 14th of May. Tiparade is a
popular videoprogram for which more than
thousand people per week write postcards to
choose their most favourite video clip. The
producer for DRS Mani Hildebrand is for
more than 10 years involved in making
popprograms and even had a regular video
program back in 1974 called Musicbox. This
makes in fact the Swiss' one of the first
country's which settled for videos!
Michael Nilsson, producer for the Swedish
Radio (Sveriges Riksradio) in Vaexjoe, will
continue to have live recordings of Swedish
Rock bands in his popular thursday night
program Rockdepartment untill june 7th and
will be back on the air september 6th. See you
then Michael! And..Leif you really made our
weekend with all the compliments on our
magazine ("..the best thing that happened to
us since long time, finally an update on the
European music scene.."). We are all blushing !
Leif Wiwatt, who is producer for Sveriges
Riksradio in Norrkoeping, will be off the air till

EBU MUSIC FORUM
This week a large group of radio people from
all over Europe will meet to attend the the bi-
annual Light Music Forum of the EBU, the
European Broadcasting Union, this year
organized by the Bayerischen Rundfunk (BR)
in Munich, Germany. To coincide with this, a
big Rock Festival is organized just outside
Nuemberg the 11th and 12th of May. From
every country there will be another band.
Belgium sends T.C. Matic, Germany Twelve
Drummers Drumming and Spain Pinorama &
Elaska. Other bands appearing: Irish band
Silent Running, Kataga (Hungary), Opus
(Austria), J. Kargalainin & Must Lasit (Finland),
Haindling (an entry from the Bayerischen
Rundfunk), 44 Acciliar (Switzerland), Warm
Guns (Denmark), Fotte's Blues Band (Sweden)
and Ruby Turner Band from Birmingham
(Radio BRMB). The whole thing will be
broadcast live on WDR (Koln), SWF (Baden
Baden), BR (Munchen) and eventually
throughout all of Europe.

In Holland Erik De Zwart, presentator for Radio
Veronica's Countdown Television program has
switched to TROS Television, where he'll be
presenting a new Pop Program, made in co-
production with German's Formel Eins. Apart
from the artists normally appearing in Formel
Eins, TROS will also send Dutch artists to the
Munchen Studios of Bavaria Films to be
included in the 'Dutch' segment of the show.
Milan based FM station Radio Montestella is
the first station in Italy having a special
program centered around the Compact Disc
System. During the afternoon programs a
Compact Five is presented by d.j. Luca Pisani
and the idea comes from program director
Alberto Crippa.

3 KILLED
Thousand and thousands of people drove up
to Castle Howard last bankholiday weekend to
join the 'Teddybear picnic' hosted by London
station Radio One. People were asked to
bring teddy bears along and there was such a
run on this special open air picnic that the
traffic was totally jamned for hours. 3 bears got
killed.
And to prove that Radio One likes clean good
country air they are also hosting a big open air
charity summer festival in Wembley Stadium
with a special broadcast for which Elton John
will be headliner. 70.000 fans are expected.
'New' crooner Boy George gave a very rare
radio interview for BBC's Channel 4.
The House of Commons gave permission for
the launch of a new National radio station in
the UK for 1990. The name of the station will
be Independent National Radio and it will be
financed by advertisements.

CHART CHATTING
ON THE EUROPEAN TOP 100

Just in the week that the film Against All Odds is premiering in Europe
Phil Collins' theme song is finally breaking big on the sales charts (big
jump this week from 11 to nr. 2). The single was the highest entry in
Germany this week (at nr.19) and has further charted in the U.K..
Switzerland, Holland, Belgium, Ireland, Norway, Italy and Finland. It was
already the best played single in Europe for the last 2 weeks.
Another Soundtrack that is doing well on the album charts is Footloose
which has also entered the German Charts this week at nr. 33. Four
singles from the Soundtrack have already been heavily featured in many
of our correspondent reports over the last month namely, Bonnie Tyler,
Shalamar, Deniece Williams and Kenny Loggins. Loggins' Footloose
and Deniece Williams' Let's Hear It For The Boy both went up this week
(the first from 12 to 8 and the last from 38 to 25).
While England is always the first in setting the trends in popmusic, they
are not so fast in accepting Euro hits for their own market. But for those
always stating that Euro records do not make it at all in the U.K., it must
be a surprise to see the rather late breakthrough of German acts Nena,
Peter Schilling, and airplay wise good attention for Masquerade and
Alphaville. Alphaville's Big In Japan is breaking all over Europe now, the
single is now at 15 (from 23) and is charted in Belgium, Holland, Italy,
Austria, Switzerland, Sweden, Denmark and of course Germany. Nena's
single 99 Luftballons suddenly went up again mainly due to France and
Spain (10 places). Popmusic has certainly been very creative in Germany
over the last few years.
Although French singles can sell huge quantities in their own market
(which make them appear at good positions in the European Top 100)
there are almost no French singles that show up in other countries with
the occasional exception of Switzerland and Belgium (that is, the French
speaking parts of these countries). One record seemed to make it all
over, Rose Laurens' Africa on WEA, but it only sold big numbers in
Germany last year. The biggest surprise in Paris this year was the
enormous success of The Shorts, a Dutch EMI group who recorded a
quasi French single called Comment Ca Va and sold over 1 million
copies in France alone. Rumours have it that the young lads don't speak
a word of French. How about the chauvinistic image of the French?
Dutch artists are doing well anyway in France with Oscar Benton's
major hit last year and the current success of the Star Sisters.
Michael Jackson's single P.Y.T., the sixth (or was it the seventh??)of the
Thriller album, didn't seem to become a big hit the first weeks after
release but slowly it's coming up, with new positions in Germany at nr.51,
charting in the U.K. at nr. 58 and nr. 17 (from 19) on the European Top
100. That will keep The Thriller album even longer at the top, it is now
already for the 19th week at nr. 1 in the European Top 100 albums.
Womack & Womack's fantastic soul single Love Wars moved up 23
places (see also our Review Section for this week), while INXS' Original
Sin went up 40 places due to a nr. 3 in France! Further remarkable fast
movers this week: The second successful single for Break Machine
Break Dance Party moves to 34 (from 60), the cover I'll Be Around from
Terry Wells up 20 places this week (from 55 to 35.! and Dallas star
Audrey Landers 39 places (from 89 to 50 due to France, Germany and
Holland). SEE PAGE 7

Islands major campaign for the new Bob Marley album Legend is paying
off with a high entry in The European Top 100 Albums at nr. 57. The
Video of the single One Love includes many famous faces -such as Paul
McCartney, Aswad, Stella & Clare of The Belle Stars and Suggs &
