In many European countries one chart 1s recognised by the
music industry as the " OFFICIAL " hwiparade and 1s therefore
wsed for the compilation of the EUROPEAN TOP100. However
there are other countries where vanous charts are in existence
and often equally important. For these countries we have
compiled a number of these charts nto one representing the
sales n that market.

Each chart pos ton for every country then receives, relevant to
that position, an equal ponts rating which is in tum multiplied
by a factor determined through the latest known sales
percentage of tolal singles (or album) saies which that country
holds in relation to the resi of Europe. There are different
percentages for singles and albums. These figures are kindly
provided on a reguar basis by the industry-organisations such
as IFPI-BPI-Galiup-Deutsche Phonoverband etc.A European
Chart-Committee. with experts from a number of these
industry-organisations will overiook the calculation system and
will decide on improvements, changes and updates.

For the EUROPEAN TOP 100 SINGLES 25 charts are used
trom 16 countries. for the EUROPEAN TOP 100 ALBUMS 20
charts are used from 15 countries. Since the sales
percentages of a few countries are too small to get their hits
into the EUROPEAN TOP 100 (provided these records are not
charted n any other territoryl, we are also pnnting a TOP 3 IN
EUROPE list each week.

The EUROPEAN AIRPLAY TOP 50 is compied through all our
correspondents tips received this week.(")Records of the week
receve extra points. The airplay lists of the arplay report
organizations within some of the European countries are also
used in the calculations. as well as playlists of major radio
stations. (‘}Please note that not ail receved tips appear In
Eurotipsheet but they are all used for the calculation of the
Airplay Top 50.

A MEDIA REPORT

This week Richard Isbell, working for Sonet Records in Oslo and part-time d.j., is taking a closer look at
the media situation in Norway. Although things are changing almost daily, this is the most up to date
picture of the radio, t.v. and cable developments in Norway.

Norway is currently enjoying a media boom in
t.v. and radio. Much has changed since the
beginning of 1982 when only 1 national
television channel and 2 national stations
existed on the state-owned NRK network.

In the spring of 1982 the Norwegian
govemment granted permission for local radio
and t.v. to begin, on a non-commercial bassis.
There are now over 40 radio stations, situated
mostly in the main towns. More concessions
will be granted this autumn with an increase in
the broadcast frequencies allocated

Finance has been a much talked-about topic
amongst local radio and t.v. stations, and since
advertlsing is still not allowed many have had
extreme difficuities. Most of the people
employed have been volunteers without pay.
Although proposals for commercial radio and
t.v. have been debated and largly accepted at
government level, nothing is likely to happen
before 1986.

Despite this, local radio has succeeded in
competing strongly with it's national
counterpart, according to the rating surveys- in
particular Radio Oslo and Radio Motor here in
the capital and Siddis Radio in Stavanger. A
blend of music based programmes with local
news items and discussions has attracted
listeners mainly in the 15-40 age group.
Many in the music business here feel that this
succes is reflected in NRK's P-2 channel of
late - many changes in programming to a more
music-orientated format - a parallel on a
smaller scale experienced in the sixtles when
the BBC made radical changes in Britain due
to the succes of pirate radio at that time.

UNDER CAPITALISATION

National television will also be alocating more
time to music from the autumn - three new
programmes in place of "Zikk Zakk” to feature
live artists as well as videos. A second national
t.v. channel is presently a much talked about
subject of conversation - but again, no definite
start date as yet.

Cable television has also made a big impact
here recently and Norway boasts more cable
homes per capita than the U.S.A. There are
now over 90.000 cable homes in Oslo
receiving Sky Channel via Janco, the country’s
largest cable t.v. company. Trondheim,
Stavanger and Skien also receive Sky Channel
- currently broadcasting 4 hours of pop music

a day. Janco also make their own local TV-
programmes, broadcasting just a few hours
every week but as with local radio the problem
is one of under - capitalisation, particularly as
costs with t.v are even higher. Parts of Norway
are able to recleve foreign radio stations-
Radio Luxembourg especially and the south
and west coast pick up BBC. Much of Eastern
Norway receives Swedish t.v. and radio via
cable.

With record and tapes sales in a particularly
bouyant period here in Norway much credit
has been attributed to the media expansion of
the last two years. Hits are breaking faster
now, particularly noticable in Oslo where the
concentration of music on radio and t.v. is
highest.

Meanwhile the music business here await with
great interest the developments in radio and
t.v. here which will take place in the coming
months.
