More and more artists from the Sixties are gathering together to pay
tribute to the music that inspired them the most when they were growing
up. Think about The Honeydrippers; vocalist Robert Plant together with
a.0. Jeff Beck, Nile Rodgers and legendary Atlantic producer Ahmet
Ertegun giving a new twist to r&r and r&b standards like Sea Of Love and
Rockin® At Midnight. Or think about the soundtrack to the movie Porky's
Revenge, George Harrison, Dave Edmunds, Jeff Beck, Robert Plant, Phil
Collins etc. performing r&r standards like Highschool Nights and Love
Me Tender.

But a new and exciting superstar group is on its way. The end of this
month sees the release of the Willie And The Poor Boys superstar
project of which all the proceeds will go to the A.R.M.S. (Action Research
into Multiple Sclerosis).
