The advances
aren't as fast as some music fans de-
mand, particularly as they see what is
going on in some other parts of the
world, but generally speaking Den-
mark, Sweden, Finland and Norway
are meeting the challenges of new
media, cable, satellite and so on.

an projects just made, it's estimated
that there'll be 380,000 cable -linked
homes in Denmark by the end of
1986, with 270,000 in Norway,
225,000 in Sweden and 185,000 in
Finland. On household television pe-
netration, the figures are: Sweden,
3,25 million; Denmark, 2,05 million;
Finland, 1,7 million and Norway, 1,46
million.

UK 10 JOIN EUROPE'S

Britain is to fall in line with West Ger- The White Paper says the levy is a
payment for rights and should not be
seen as compensation for home taping
losses. Indeed, with annual revenues
unlikely to exceed six million pounds,
and much of that destined to be swal-

many, France, and other European
countries by introducing a blank au-
dio tape levy. Years of record industry
lobbying finally paid off on April 15
with the publication of the govern-
ment's much -delayed White Paper on
copyright reform, which promises a
levy set at 10% of retail value, to be
introduced as soon as the parliamen-
tary timetable permits.

The music business has not got all
it wanted. The levy is set at a lower
level than was hoped, and exempts
cassettes under 35 minutes in length,
even though they can accommodate at
least ten tracks. No videotape levy is
planned, nor is the government taking
any immediate action on record ren-
tal, which many believe could soon
become as great a threat as home
taping.

Straight after follows Janet Jack-
son's splendid, What Have You Done For Me
Lately; after 6 weeks it now finally moves into the
top 10 (6-16). Three more singles change the out-
look of the top 10 this week including Big Coun-
try (7-10), Five Star (after System Addict,
another top 10 success for the Pearson family with
Can't Wait Another Minute: 8-14) and Madon-
na's first true ballad, Live To Tell entering straight
in at no. 10.

GERMANY
Geil for the 4th week at no. 1, followed by a sur-
prisingly high entry by Chris Norman's Mid-
night Lady, straight in at 2! Chris Norman used to
be the front singer of the popular 70s band
Smokie and the success of this single is most
probably due to its being featured in the German
police series Tatort. It is quite a traditional pop
single with its unmistakable Smokie-sound.
Monacan princess Stephanie moves further up
in the top 10 (4-8) and Queen entered top 10
(9-15). German synthi act Alphaville move in
their 2nd week already up to no. 13 (from 37) and
the biggest mover has A -Ha with Train Of
Thought (15-59). More changes for George
Michael (18-32), Erste Algemeine Verun-
sicherung (23-39) and Art Of Noise (28-62).
Rock Me Baby, the soft reggae -pop of Johnny
Nash. is highest entry at 48.

FRANCE
Gold remains at no. I for the fourth consecutive
week followed by Survivor and Stephanie. The
Monacan princess' Ouragan is continuing to rise
steadily to the top (3-6). Other good moves for

HOLLAND
The whole of Holland gave up snogging and the
Living Doll single is selling like crazy. Cliff &
The Young Ones stuck at no. 1 for the second
week and they're followed by Prince and George
Michael (the latter in a good move coming from
9). Queen move into Top 10 (8-13) and three
WEA acts make good moves: Sheila E. (13-19),
popular Dutch singer Gerard Joling with his
third single Reach (14-27) and highest entry for
Madonna's Live To Tell (new at 17). All in all
this makes WEA the top selling label in Holland
this week by occupying the first two positions of
the top 40 (Young Ones, Prince) and an additional
of five other good selling top 40 singles.

BELGIUM
Cock Robin stays for the third week at no. 1 and
again Modern Talking and Madonna's Border-
line follow. Jeanny is definitely on its way to the
top (4-10) and Sigue Signe Sputnik crash top
10 with Lave Misille (7-20). George Michael
causes another reshuffle of the top 10 with A
Different Corner moving from 17 to 8 and Cliff
& The Young Ones have an utter, utter, utter
high entry as Living Doll enters straight in at 10.

DEPECHE NOIRE
Three albums cause for a restructuring of the top
10. Depeche Mode's latest album Black
Celebration is faring better than its predecessor
Singles 81-85, which stuck at 11 last year. Black
Celebration moves in its 5th week to no. 5, in a
good move from 10. So far the album is charted
in 11 European countries.

The highest entry in the European Hot 100 Al-
bums is Chris Rea's latest album On The Beach.
It was our definite Pave album last week and it still
is now. New in Germany, Belgium, Holland and
the UK, the album's entry at no. 20 is the 4th
highest album entry of this year (following higher
entries from Stones, Prince and Depeche Mode).

The Moody Blues made their last album in
'83 and, apart from the Blue Jays album and
several solo projects, this is their 12th to date.
Over the years the band has streamlined its musi-
cal concept more and more and have moved into
the over 30's market. It is hard to predict what the
album will do in Europe, but in America this will
undoubtedly be very big. They specialise in
melodic and symphonic pop, best exemplified in
tracks like I Just Don't Care (Justin Hayward in
his most romantic mood), The Other Side Of Life
(very catchy indeed) and the soft and mellow It
May Be A Fire. And it certainly wouldn't harm
you to check out the rocker Rock 'n Roll Over You
and the cheerful Slings And Arrows. Try it, it's
good.

Greg Kihn always had a low profile in Eu-
rope and most of the people only know him
through the hit single Jeopardy. It remains to be
seen whether he will make his final breakthrough
with his new EMI America album Love And Rock

And Roll. We however love his optimistic and un-
complicated views on the value of a pop song. His
compositions are careless in nature, and mixed
with a good sense of humour. Watch out for
Kihn's rendering of the Bacharach/David song
Little Red Book (once a hit for Manfred Mann in
1966). Further strong selections include Beat Of
The Night, Okay To Cry and Paint You A Picture.

The East Londoners The Outfield are
receiving quite good airplay in Europe with their
CBS debut album Play Deep. A lively combina-
tion of power pop and Beatles-esque chording:
where Police meets the Knack. NDR in Hamburg
reports enthusiastically: "This is our best played
album on the station!' No doubt the band with its
accessible sound (neatly fitting in the average top
40 radio formats) will be very big soon.

New York/Philadelphia-based quartet Book
Of Love (featuring 3 women) just released their
self -titled debut album on Sire Records. The band
is stepped out of its underground -cult status after
touring for Depeche Mode on their 1985 tour in
the US. They released their first single called Boy
in 1985, causing good club play. This is a band to
watch out for with their arty combination of
dance- and techno pop. Check I Touch Roses with
its catchy feel. Lost Souls and the aforementioned
Boy.

More good new albums this week for Ameri-
can disco singer Shirley Murdock (a Roger
Troutman production yielding the highlight Truth
Or Dare) and Siouxsie & The Banshees who
deliver the follow-up to Hyaena entitled
Tinderbox.

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UK Project To BBC/MTV LINK -UP CALLED OFF

Develop Cable TV
The British government is setting up
a special working party to help en-
courage the development of cable tel-
evision in the UK.

At least five government depart-
ments are to be represented in the
unit, including the Home Office,
trade and industry, the treasury and
employment. The first meeting will
be held towards the end of May.

The original idea for such a party
to co-ordinate the government's ap-
proach came from the Cable Authori-

ty. Cable television in Britain has ex-
perienced many problems in estab-.
lishing itself thus far. There are
around 135,000 subscribers nation-
wide.

What the government body aims
to do is explore ways of boosting ca-
ble through government policies and
plans, underlining the benefits of ca-
ble and making its scope more widely
understood. Local government bodies
are to be encouraged to become users.

UK PIRATE WINS COURT CASE
Records and tapes used by a pirate ra-
dio operator in England, and ordered
to be confiscated when he pleaded
guilty to offences of illegal broadcast-
ing, are to be returned to him follow-
ing his successful appeal to the High
Court.

There it was ruled that for the pur-
poses of the Wireless Telegraphy Act
of 1949, later amended in the 1984
Act, the term "apparatus" in the
sense of what a court could order to
be seized did cover two loudspeakers
also taken from his permises, but not

Ahe records and cassettes themselves.
During the original hearing in

Liverpool, Jeffrey Rudd admitted car-
rying on a pirate radio operation and
was fined £50 on each of two
offences, and also ordered to pay
costs. The tapes and records were, he
said, in many cases unique or
replaceable only at very high costs
and he valued them at more than
£1,000.

lowed up in administrative costs, it
could hardly begin to compensate for
the 270 million hours of music copied
every year in Britain.

Nevertheless, U.K. trade bodies
have broadly welcomed the Paper.
Says British Phonographic Industry
chief John Deacon: 'At long last the
record industry will derive some
small benefit from the massive level
of home taping." And IFPI director-
general Ian Thomas adds: "The levy
will benefit creators of music and will
bring Britain into line with other Eu-
ropean countries."

The Mechanical Copyright Pro-
tection Society has praised the aboli-
tion of the 75 -year -old statutory licen-
se system, now virtually unique to
Britain, and says it foresees few pro-
blems in switching to negotiated roy-
alty rates, while Musicians' Union
general secretary John Morton com-
pliments the government's proposals
to strengthen performer protection,
notably by the introduction of civil re-
medies against bootlegging.

Defending the production
slow -down, Amy Stanton, A&M
Record's associate producer of videos
says that in the past a lot of money has
been wasted on videos that neither
worked nor helped sell records and
the company now wishes to avoid
this.

Many video companies are begin-
ning to feel the pinch and producers
and directors who have been involved
with video clips for several years are
now turning to tv commercials and in-
dustrial films for their livelyhood.

The unanswered question however
remains: will the decline in clips seri-
ously hamper the future development
of artists? (The editor would welcome
your comments on the issue.)

LAUNCH OF VIRGIN VIDEO
Following the acquisition of the VCL
Group of Companies, Virgin Video
was largely restructured earlier this
year. One of the major changes was
the creation of a new and separate
music video division Virgin Video,
which will have its own label identity.
This is headed by general mng Angus
Margerison and international music
video mng Nadia Oslacchini who
both joined Virgin from PMI. Tessa
Watts has been appointed as director
of Virgin Records Video Productions.

The first music videos to be made
from Virgin Video include ones for
Feargal Sharkey, Tom Petty and
James Brown, all of which will be
released this week. Feargal Sharkey is
a 6 -track 30 -minute tape which spans
his solo carreer since splitting from
The Undertones. The video will fea-
ture several of his charttopping hits
including A Good Heart, You Little
Thief and his new single Someone To
Somebody. James Brown/Life In

London is a 60 -minute programme
filmed by Don Coutts at one of
Brown's three sell-out Hammersmith
Odeon concerts last year. Tracks in-
clude many of the artist's classics
such as It's A Man's Man's Man's
World and Papa's Got A Brand New
Bag. Tom Petty's Pack Up The Plan-
tation is a live recording of a concert
in Los Angeles last year and includes
some of Petty's best tracks, Refugee,
American Girl and Don't Come
Around Here No More. Virgin is co -
promoting this tape with MCA which
will be releasing a 12" single com-
prising the live version of Refugee
featured on the video.

Two more videos are to be relea-
sed this month: Take It Or Leave It,
a re-release of the 1982 Madness
Movie and Bronze Rocks which is
made up of 12 heavy metal tracks
from Motorhead, Girls School and
Robin George.

OLDFIELD SHINES
Virgin have made a video to accom-
pany Mike Oldfield's latest single,
Shine, which features the vocals of
Jon Anderson who co -wrote the lyrics
with Oldfield. The video was directed
by Oldfield and was put together in
his State -Of -The -Art audio/visual
home studio, although a lot of the
filming was also done in Barbados.
Oldfield's studio comprises a profe-
sional audio- visual system bringing
together an editing and mixing desk
with a video production console, as.
well as an Aurura, a machine for ani-
mation, and a Quantel Mirage. The
video to the Shine reflects Oldfield's
belief that it is possible to create mus-
ic and video simultaneously, by mak-
ing music pictures which offer a corn-

plete audio-visual experience *
Directors International have come

up with a video to Matt Bianco's
Dancing In The Street. Directed by
Pete Cornish, it is a performance
piece combining romantic shots of
Mark Riley at dawn *

Peter Care has directed a video to
Hipsway's Ask The Lord. It was
shot at East Grenwich's gasworks in

London, promoted by GLO * Brian
Ward of Midnight Films has directed
the video to Sade's Never As Good.
It features Sade involved in horse and
car chases around Seville with the ar-
tist doing all her own stunts. The new
video to Fra Lippo Lippi's latest
single, Everytime I See You, was shot
in a warehouse and directed by John
Scarlet Davies of Aldabra.

He did it twice in
the 50s, seven times in the 60s, and in
the 70s just made it, but only with a
few months to spare, via 'We Don't
Talk Anymore'.

Meanwhile, Mick Jagger and
Daryl Hall have also teamed up. Dave
Stewart is producing their song for
the new Walt Disney film 'Ruthless
People.

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SCANDINAVIA MEETING THE CHALLENGES OF NEW MEDIA
Liberalisation Of Broadcast Laws In Progress

Updating the situation in Scandinavia territory -by -territory, Denmark's broad-
casting system shows signs of substantial progress in the next two or three years.
There's one national radio/tv service, Denmarks Radio, which carries no adver-
tising. It's not state-owned, but it's government -controlled in the same sense asgovernment -controls
the BBC is in the U.K.

All services are
stereo FM, there are no private sta-
tions and there's no advertising any-
where in Swedish radio/tv.

There's wide cabling in Finland
and Sky channel, Music Box, TV5
and Screen Sports are all received.
Finland, with Norway, was in fact the
first to take Satellite TV (as it then
was) broadcast back in April, 1982,
when it first started operating. There
are some regional radio stations in
Finland, plus recenty-licensed private
radio stations carrying advertising.

In Norway, the broadcast organi-
sation is NRK, non-commercial and
operated by an independent state en-

terprise. Radio One and Radio Two,
plus about 17 regional services, are
encompassed by the NRK umbrella,
and there's one television channel.

In the spring of '82 the Norwegian
government granted permission for
local radio and TV to begin on a non-
commercial basis. A lot of radio sta-
tions, mostly located in the main
towns, sprung up albeit still having
difficulties in surviving.

But as in the other Scandinavian
regions, liberalisation of broadcast
laws is in progress, notably over the
previously restricted cable operations
and over the no -advertising ban.

They have already released
an English version of a single entitled
The House Without A Name (see
page 15) which is being released by
Sonet in the UK and Scandinavia and
they recently appeared on both Swed-
ish TV and Sky Channel.

Secret Service is the local act represented by Sonet and M&M
featured them many times in the new talent section. The video of When
The Night Closes In was featured on both Sky Channel and Music Box
and has done well in several Continental territories. Bobbysocks, last
year's European Song Contest winners, signed to Sonet fot the world
outside Sweden. Their new single 'Waiting For The Morning' looks
likely to improve on the sales of last year's 'Let It Swing. Finland's
leading rock act Dingo (yet another new talent artist) is signed to Sonet
for distribution and the label also representes the Danish local rock acts
Danseorkesteret (debut album heading towards to gold).

The Sonet group is a distributor whose latest theatrical release
'Trois Hommes Et Un Couffin' is currently a smash hit for the compa-
ny. A package of Alain Delon films will be launched later in the spring.
On the production side of videos, Sonet Film will participate in The
Golden Rose '86 Festival in Montreux with 'Rendez-Vous In Rio', a 42
minute long programme from Brazil featuring Toots Thielemans, Sivu-
ca and Silvia Vrethammar. The company has also produced the 25
minutes Secret Service special, When The Night Closes In.

Aina - PolyGram
Watch out for this talented young lady
from Oslo_ After being spotted in our
New Talent section, the PolyGram
Norway company received lots of re-
quests for her Any Kind Of Love sin-
gle. The single will now be released
all over Europe (excluding the UK)
through Polygram International.

That wicked Dr. Robert certainly knows how to
write songs. Already our fave track from The
Blow Monkeys classic album Animal Magic,
RCA has now released Wicked Ways on a single as
well. This is great dance stuff, embodying Stax-
sounds with white Philly soul. Continental Eu-
rope is still under the spell of Digging Your Scene,
but this one is already yielding very good
response in the UK.

The Metal Aid For Africa, the Hear 'N Aid
project, deserves your utmost attention as all pro-
ceeds go to the USA For Africa fund and at the
moment airplay on the Stars single is rather poor.

The flood of bands coming from Own Under
is impressive and many of them release a sort of
pop music that is well -crafted, well -arranged and
on the average well -written. However a lot of
these bands like INXS, Mental As Anything,
Divinyls, jimmy Barnes, to name but a few,
are somehow getting better responses on the Con-
tinent than the UK. The Church is an Australian
band that was founded in 1980 and has in the
meantime released a couple of albums. Their
latest single through EMI is a brooding popsingle
with a mesmerizing sound in an overblown
production. Very impressive and we foresee a
bright future for this band.

Early last year Jimmy Ruffin recorded a sin-
gle for EMI together with Greg Walsh (of the
B.E.F. production team) entitled There Will Never
Be Another You. This year the Motown legend
teams up with Heaven 17 for a Virgin single enti-
tled The Foolish Thing To Do, a polished Philly-
soul tack which could however use some more
pond/.
