Laser Back

Pop pirate radio station Laser is back
in position in the North Sea, but its
plan for long-term full-scale broad-
casting is likely to be threatened or
scuppered by the Department of Trade
and Industry in London.

Europa TV: New Hope
West Nally Bids For Satellite

Following the announcement that Eu-
p TV eel broadcasting Novem-

ber 27, We. Nally, the worldwide
sports sponsoring group headed lw
David Ciclitera, has proposed a bid of
100 million Swiss francs for Europa
TV. The news has given renewed hope
to the remaining four consortium part-
ners (German ARD, Ponuguese Rfry
Irish RTE and Italian RAI, but exclud-
ing Dutch NOS) who are this week
gathering in Paris fora secret meeting
to discuss the possible continuation of
the satellite. The four partners are

blaming NOS for financial nUs-

management.
Europa% debts have amounted to

11.3 million guilders .d NOS, the
Dutch general broadcasting organMa-
don that supplied the technical facili-
ties, refused to further wait for the
debts to be paid. Insiders expect debts
to be even higher, exceeding 25 mil-
lion guilders.

French Industry Fights
For TV6

Plea For National Music Network

French record companies, EMI and
Flarethsch among them, have protest-
ed to the French government over its
planned closure of the year -old com-
mercial music station TV6.

All sectors of the industry are unit-
ed in a campaign to retain a national
music -based network at all costs,

They point to the already difficult po-
on of French record production,

which accounts for 3% of the coun-
try's gross national product but has
been hard hit by a slump in tape/disk

sales in recent years - and by the hefty
33% tax slapped on prerecorded mus-
ic mftware.

The record industry argues that
closing down the TV6 network will
deprive it of substantial revenue from
the screening of video clips, and also
open up great prospects for foreign -
based rivals like Sky Channel and
Music Box/Super Channel.

At the heart of the matter is
