MTV Europe Brings
Launch Date Forward

Amsterdam- MTV Europe has
moved its launch date forward
by two weeks to August 1. The
announcement came at a press
conference held hem in Amster-
dam on June 10. The Amster-

dam cable network KTA will
carry MTV's programming for
24 hours a day, seven days a
week with no carriage fee. With
350.000 cable connected
homes, Amsterdam is one of the

largest and most important ca-
ble networks in Europe and is,
as such, vital for MTV's poten-
tial success in Europe. The Au-
gust 1 date will coincide with
the launch of MTV America,
e ix years ago. A huge star-stud-
ded opening gala is lined up in
Amsterdam, and will be, "the
party of the century," says Mar-
ia Morgan, MTV Press Direc-
tor. Although details were not
disclosed, it was confirmed that
copyright agreements have been
made with Holland's copyright
organisation BUMA.

principal factors, as Pierre

German electronics company, is
to start marketing Digital Audio
Tape (DAT) hardware in Europe
before the end of the year. It will
unveil a DAT machine at the
Berlin Audio Fair in August and
start selling, initially in West
Germany, in October or Nov-

ember.
Its marketing campaign will

be in partnership with an as -yet
unnamed Japanese electronics
manufacturer, but Grundig as-
serts it will start manufacturing
its own DAT hardware in Ger-
many under licence from the
Japanese firm in 1988.

This week's column comes
to you all the way from
Paris.... Many French peo-
ple are convinced that
Prime Minister Jacques
Chirac will be out when the
general election takes place
in nine months time, caus-
ing yet .other upheaval in
the French media. But until
then the CNCL is continu-
ing with its policy to redis-
tribute the airwaves and
have chosen the lucky 80
stations out of a total of 303
hoping to transmit in the
Parisian area. The final de-
cisions will be out et the end
of this month.

NRJ's Director of Pro-
grammes, Mao Guaraini,
has confirmed that the NIU
magazine will be launched
in September and he has
high hopes that the new
music tv channel initiated
by NW will start around the
same time. These future
projects am keeping the sta-
tion busy but it has still
found time to sponsor the
forthcoming tours of Prince
and U2 in France.

Talking of sponsoring,
both Europe 1 and its fledg-
ling Europe 2 did a great
job sponsoring the three
Genesis concerts in Paris,
transmitting reports from

the concerts every 10 min-
utes.

Europe 2 are officially
launching their station this
month with a concerted
publicity campaign. Al-
though on air for the last six
months, they chose to wait
until trimly established be-
fore the big launch. Europe
2 differs from most other
FM stations in that they em
primarily a golden oldie sta-
tion, programming only
four current hits an hour.
However they have ambi-
tious aspirations - Marc
Garcia, Head of Music,
says they intend to be the
number one station.

Throughout June RTL's
Co -Director of Program-
mes, Dominique Ferran,
will both produce and pre-
sent an interesting new
programme, called 'Rock
L'Rengaine', in which 50s
veterans like Gene Vincent,
Elvis Presley, Carl Perkins
and Franlde Lyman will be
compared to their French
counterparts, such as Dali-
da, Piaff, Tine Rossi and
Gilbert Becaud.

Following their success-
ful Huey Lewis competition
(previously described in
this column), Hit FM em in
the middle of a similar ven-
tom with Swedish group
Europe. A compilation clip
has been made fron Eu-
rope's three previous clips
and this is being shown pri-
or to all UGC films in the
cinemas (UGC being HIT's
prime shareholder). The
lucky winner who correctly
answers several questions
on the air will be flown to
the prestigious Roskilde
Festival in Denmark where
Europe will be performing.

Honey Bee Benson, who was
born in Holland, has been DJ/
Producer with Radio Luxem-
burg for six years with her own
phone-in programme, 7331;
from 19.00 to 21.00 hours every
Saturday and Sunday. Prior to
that, she worked as a club DJ
throughout Europe for eight
years and with BBC's Radio
One Road Show for two years.
Being part of the German radio
scene, I em mast intrigued by
the situation that German radio
finds itself in today. Until re-
cently there were only the offi-
cial German stations and, of
course, Radio Luxemburg, all
playing basically the same for-
mat of music with the odd rock,
disco or youth orientated pro-
grammes late afternoons or ear-
ly evenings. In the main, all the

stations seemed to be aiming at
what I would call the housewife
market, .d one thing that they
all had or have in common is ex-
cellent traffic reports - in fact,
on one station where I worked
fora while, traffic reports were
the most important part of the
programme. Which is all very
well for drivers.

Now this is where things get
a bit contradictory: the music

land are now the only Nordic
countries without regular all-
night radio coverage.

At the same time, Yleisradio
has made mom time available
for its Rock Radio segment on
afternoon and evening program-
ming Mrinday to Thursday. But
with just three hours of rock
daily, it is still a far cry from
BBC's Radio 1 or Radio Swe-
den's P-3.

format is housewife, but the sta-
tion's biggest priority is traffic
reports. So how many house-
wives need traffic reports, and
how many driven am into
housewives' music? And what
about rock music fans? We must
not forget that the kids who
grew up en the 1960s are now
around 40 and most of them still
love rock music, together with
their kids. So rock music is a
very big market including the
14-40 year olds and a lot of driv-
ers in that bracket too.

Then of course there's Top
40 radio, the biggest market of
them all ranging from kids right
through to grandparents. I real-
ly do know grannies who are
regular listeners to Top 40
shows, they say it keeps them
young and makes it easier to un-
derstand and communicate with
their grandchildren and young
people in general.

OK, what am I trying to say?
I was hoping that with the pri-
vate radio revolution in Germa-
ny things would change and we
would all be happy with plenty
of choice and be able to listen to
whatever kind of music we
pleased, with knowledgeable
informative DJs as in the US
where, when I have to drive
from one place to another, I just
run down the dial until I find
what I want. But what has hap-
pened so far in Germany, except
for a few exceptions? Mom
housewife music and mom ex-
cellent traffic reports, and when
I do hear a new record and want
to know who it is, them is no
DJ!

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Stand Up For Jo Lemaire!
Belgian Singer Gets International Support

by Machgiel Bakker

I s there any new talent left in Belgium, we wondered in
our Benelux Special earlier this year (issue 13). With the

decreasing sales figures of Belgian national product and
the continuing influx of foreign hit material delivered by the
pan-European satellites in a densely cabled country like
Belgium, all A&R activities have been put aside. It is practi-
cally impossible for local acts to secure a recording con-
tract. However, there are two female vocalists who are a
favourable exception to this pessimistic trend: Viktor Lazio
and Jo Lemaire. The former has gained European atten-
tion through her presentation of the recent Eurovision
Song Contest and the release of her new self -titled album
for Polydor. The career of Jo Lemaire could follow a similar
course; after five critically acclaimed albums for the Bel-
gian Phonogram company, PolyGram International are
now showing great interest in lifting her career to another
stage, that of pan-European success.

Gibson Kemp, Vice -President
A&R PolyGram International,
has followed the release of
Lemaire's sixth album 'Stand
Up. He was involved in the
project from the very begin-
ning and suggested producer
John Brand, known for his
work with The Walerboys, Az-
tec Camera and The Cult. The
result is an album with a def-
inite international flavour. Jo
Lemaire has managed to ex-
pand her former electro-pop
basis into a more streamlined
production without sacrificing
her distinctive singing style
With her expressive but res-
trained voice, she often takes
a cool and distant stance
although possessing a way-
ward style -consciousness.
'Stand Up has a certain cos-
mopolitan feel; elements of
the French chanson are logi-
cally embedded in contem-
porary electro-pop arrange-
ments yielding highlights
such as the funky 'Too Ner-
vous' the melancholic 'Is This
Love and the brooding 'Gyp-
sy Heart'.

Jo Lemaire and her form-
er backing band Flouze
made their first album in 1979
inspired by the punk move-
ment. Groups like T.C.Matic,
Telex, The Kids, and solo
singers like Raymond van het
Groenewoud and Luc van Ac-
ker, are at the start of a new
movement of re -discovered
creativity and inspiration. Af-
ter three albums with Flouze

and one international hit sin-
gle, the Serge Gainsbourg
cover 'Je Suis Venue Te Dire
QueJe M'En Vaid, Jo Lemaire
decided to go solo and her
first album 'Concorde' was
released in 1983. With one
side in French and the other
in English, the album was
many a critic's favourite and
received international atten-
tion. The follow-up, with
French lyrics against an
eclectic mix of styles ranging
from rock & roll and funky/
pop to atmospheric chan-
sons, turned out to be a failure
as the French market was not
very keen on such English
sounding music. Now, three
years later, Lemaire seems to
have licked her wounds and is
opting for a more international
sound.

The new album 'Stand Up
jumped from 15 to 6 in the
Belgian album charts last
week most countries will
release it (DGG in Germany;
the rest through Phonogram).
A Benelux tour is planned for
the summer, with Germany to
follow in the autumn.

"We would like to exploit
this local success," so says
Kees van Wijen, Product
Manager at PolyGram Inter-
national, "and to lift it to an in-
ternational level. This is the
first time the project is han-
dled internationally and I think
that now the European media
should 'stand up' and fully
support this talented artist'.

Jet Setting Across Europe

Both the Americans and Europeans have always showed a
weak spot for big ROB families such as DeBarge and the
Jacksons. In the last two years a new group has started to
attract the public's attention: "the Jetsons" or, more offi-
cially, the Jets. The Wolfgramms, as they are known in the
official register, are a family of 15 (with yet another on the
way), eight of whom form a band, their ages ranging from
11 to 19. They used to play Polynesian tunes (the family
originally come from Tonga).

In the US, the Jets have al-
ready had one R&B top 10 hit,
two top 5 Hot 100 Singles and
their debut album 'The Jets' is
close to a million sales. Their
biggest venue to date attract-
ed 30.000 people.

Here in Europe the Jets
are trying to follow in the foot-
steps of DeBarge and the
Jackson. The first barrier, the
UK market, has already been
broken, 'Crush On You'

reached no 5, their other sin
gle, 'Curiosity' and the album
reached the mid -section of
the charts, but only after sev-
eral re-releases and heavy
promo campaigns on UK
television.

The Jets' music is a mod-
ern synthesis of ROB, funk

Rita Mitsouko

Calculated to impress with a
carefully cultivated arty image
which ties them up with Jean -
Luc Godard and all things
'nouveau' French act Rita Mit-
souko are sure to prove
irresistable to markets that de-
mand a high novelty value
with their music. Raucous
rock combined with casual
but catchy rhythms and a
detached delivery, stylises
Rita Mitsouko's music.

The band's record com-
pany, Virgin France, are con-
vinced of their international
potential and have embarked
on a major promo campaign.
This week Rita Mitsouko
release their third single from
the album The No Compren-
do. The LP, which is produc-
ed by Tony Visconti, was
mastered in Rita Mitsouko's
Paris home studio, the results
of which you can be seen in a
Jean -Luc Godard film out in
France in September The
new single, 'Les Histoires
is released throughout most
of Europe (except the UK
where the previous single,
'C'Est Comme Ca, has only
just been released) and coin-
cides with the band's current
tour.

On the tour Rita Mitsou-
kds Catherine Ringer and
Fred Chichin are joined by
four American musicians,
Prince Charles (percussion,
synthesizer), Curt Taylor (gui-
tar - he was also on Whitney
Houston's tour), well known
jazz musician Tony Bridges
(bass) and Richard Harrison
(drums). There are also two
dancers, Brigitte Slama and
Michele Chopinot. The tour
includes a spot at the Mon-
treux Jazz Festival and the
New Music Seminar in New
York as well as appearances
at 'Rock Salute Berlin', 'Fes-
tival Bar' in Italy and the open-
ing of a new club/venue in
Amsterdam (full tour dates will
be published next week on
the Tour Page).

The first two singles from
the album, 'Andy' and 'C'Est
Comma Ca, were top 10 in
France and enjoyed moder-

me Ca' sold 3.500 copies. The
band will also be included on
three Italian compilations of
international pop alongside
artists such as Tina Turner
and Boy George.

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Is Music Too Expensive?
pin ho Serves Whom? Does Radio Pay Too Muth For

Records?' was the title of a debate on the closing day
of this year's IMMC, tackled by Trevor Pearcy, Senior Legal
Advisor IFPI, and Tony Hale, Head Of TH Productions and
former Capital Radio Head Of Music. Hale strongly advocat-
ed that the amount of money radio stations in the UK pay to
collecting societies is far too high, especially in view of the
fact that needletime restrictions limit programming. "Music
is too expensive for the radio business because the millions of
pounds that stations like Capital spend does not even mean
that they can play what they want!"

Another thing that irrites Hale
is the fact that most of the
money does not even go to the
artists involved: "It irritates the
hell out of me that the collecting
houses which am in the busi-
ness to look after artists charge
so much and that record compa-
nies charge so much. I believe it
is wrong to deduct 18.5% in ev-
ery pound before anything even
goes to the artist"

Hale stressed the emotional
value of music to most people
and concluded: "Music is not
too expensive if you accept it is
an art form and emotionally the
most powerful of all the artistic
media".

Pearcy began his well -

documented delivery by point-
ing out that "the question is not
should broadcasters pay for the
broadcasting of records, but do
they pay too much?" In order to
explain why broadcasters pay
for records, Pearcy began by
giving the historical back-
ground of the whole ethos of
copyright.

"Copyright law has evolved
with technology so that the
original right of copyright own-
ers to prevent copying has been
supplemented by rights to con-
trol or to be paid when their
copyright works am communi-

cated to the public." The per-
forming rights, Pearcy pointed
out, emerged in national laws
from the 1930s onwards and
were given international recog-
nition by the signing of the
Rome Convention in 1961.

The usual procedure for
broadcasters when dealing with
payments to record companies

E. A Fa

is for the broadcaster to enter
into negotiations with the col-
lecting society and agree on the
payment to be made. However,
the method of calculating the
royalty varies widely depending
on the country concerned and
the nature of the broadcasting
organisation. Non-commemal
state broadcasting organisa-
tions, for instance, often negoti-

ate an annual payment irrespec-
tive of the number of recordings
broadcast (as in Australia and
Japan). In other countries such
as Scandinavia the royalty is

calculated according to the
number of minutes of protected
recordings that am broadcast.
In the UK, the payment is
negotiated by reference to the
number of hours of broadcast-
ing time.

However the usual method
of calculating royalties payable
to commercial broadcasters is
by applying a percentage royalty
rate to the net advertising reve-
nue of the station. This varies
from 4.5% in West Germany to
between 4-7% in the UK. Pear-
cy pointed out that it was impor-
tant to note that, "these royalty
rates and broadcasting pay-
ments am not imposed by the
record industry, they are freely
negotiated".

Pearcy then went on to stress
that one of the crucial issues
most disagreed upon by collect-
ing societies and broadcasters
was the value of airplay. Broad-
casters argue that the value of
airplay in promoting record sal-
es should be offset against the
need to pay royalties, whereas
collecting societies believe that
radio is a consumer than a
promotermoreof records.

In a recent court case be-
tween Phonographic Perfor-
mance Ltd. (PPL) and the As-
sociation of Independent Radio
Contractors (AIRC) in the UK,
it was shown that commercial
radio airplay concentrates on
established hits and on new ti-
tles by established artists. "In
fact," said Peavey, "radio
doesn't always create hits - but it
certainly lives off hits". Accord -

ing to Pearcy, PPL provided
detailed statistical evidence to
show that airplay could increase
the sales of one record but only
at the expense of another. In ad-
dition, "airplay can be detri-
mental in that it provides the op-
portunity for home taping".

The Performing Rights Tri-
bunal dealing with the case
came to the conclusion that
programme controllers did not

include records in their playlists
in order to promote sales and
concluded: "Even if airplay
confers a net benefit on the
record industry by increasing
record sales, we are strongly of
the opinion that this is not a
valid reason for reducing the

docunt
of royalty. Such benefit

es not affect the value of the
use of sound recordings to the
broadcasting companies".

Pearcy emphasised that the
value to a broadcaster of a
sound recording is significantly
mom than the value to the
broadcaster of the right to
broadcast musical work.
"Would broadcasting stations
be able to survive by broadcast-
ing live music?" asked Pearcy.
"I submit they would not and

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Radio Round Tables An Overwhelming Success
by Machgiel Bakker & Abi Daruvalla

This year's IMMC introduced a new aspect to the usual line-
up of panels and seminars: the radio round table. The main
function of these round tables was to discuss subjects related
to radio in a free and unrestricted atmosphere. The moderator
was merely a catalyst to heat up the discussion and would
soon become just as much a participant of the group discus-
sion as the others. The absence of an audience clearly helped
the continental Europeans to make their point without lan-
guage inhibitions. As several concurrent round tables were
organised, people were free to swap from one table to another,
making the discussions even more lively.

Eight different round tables
were organised including: The
Computer VS. The DI (Who
Makes The Play Choice?); Syn-
dication; Marketing Radio;
Show Preparations; Interactive
Radio; and Jingles & Station
Calls. Marketing Radio was the
most lively event with subjects
such as: the importance of
knowing your audience; know-
ing your broadcast area; the
value of news items; the perso-
nality of a DI; the vast flow of
product and ways to cope with
such a flood of vinyl; the con-
straints of formats; the role of
DIs as trend-setters; the impor-
tance of listeners' opinions;
reaching the older demograph-
ics; and the relationship be-

tween the radio industry and the
record companies.

All the European radio peo-
ple M&M talked to about the
marketing radio round table
were enthusiastic and consider-
ed the session one of the most
successful of the whole Confer-
ence. As Rik de Lisle from Ber-
lin's RIAS pointed out, the ses-
sion was scheduled to last
around 45 minutes but was still
going strong some three hours
later. "I have told about a mil-
lion people about it since get-
ting back. It was a real learning
experience with people actually
explaining what goes on in ra-
dio in 13 or so countries - I was
overwhelmed by the wealth of
information given and the

that to most commercial radio
stations sound recordings are
their life blood".

With Whitney Houston holding steady posi-
tion in the European Airplay Top 50 for the se-
cond week, competition is on its way with
Johnny Logan's Hold Me Now jumping from
10 to 3 and Suzanne Vega's Lida from 6 to 4.
Although it is not very likely that these two will
be able to take over Whitney's top position, the
number of airplay points they have collected is
striking. In the case of Logan it proves that,
despite the mounting criticism of the Eurovi-
sion Song Contest, the winner is still guaran-
teed good airplay and corresponding 'sales.

With /Still Haven't Found moving into the
Airplay top 10 this week (9-1.3 in its second
week), U2 could not have found a better way to
celebrate Island's 25th anniversary at the end of
this month. The group is a best seller at all lev-
els and has already held the no 1 position in the
Hot KID Album chart for 12 weeks now.

Lots of movement outside the Airplay Top
10 with eight records as possible contenders for
next week's top 10 entry. While the album
'From Hem lb Midland' has just been released
in most European territories, Cock Robin's
subtle Just Around The Corner continues to get
very good reports from our correspondents and
moves up from 19 to 11. Italian singer Spagna
gets a re -boost on her Call Me single and mov-
es, after seven weeks, up to number 14 (coming
from 22). Billy Idol is closer to Chris Isaak
than ever with Sweet Sixteen and this colourful
production has a well deserved move up to 15,
coming from 24. Gino Vannelli's Wild Horses
is a typical 'sleeper', a song that needs airplay
over a long period before breaking into the sal-
es chart. But European radio shows commit,
ment and the record moves up to number 17
with a bullet. Boy George's second solo single
Keep Me In Mind has no trouble finding its way
into the airplay charts and is, after two weeks,
up to number 19.

It always takes some time for Prince singles
to chart; while his album holds top 10 in the
Hot 100 Albums with top position in 14 Euro-
pean countries, the second single If I His Your
Girlfriend does not really take off on a sales
level. European radio remains supportive how-
ever and the single is now number 20 with a
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ballet.
Although Chris Rea always was a favourite

on the continent, audience reaction did not
happen until his last release, the swinging Let's
Dance. Helped by UK airplay and good reac-
tions from the continent, the single is a quick
jumper on the European Airplay Top 50 from
42 to 22. And, to top it all off, the eighth Air-
play top 10 contender is George Michael's
controversial I Wan Your Sea. Despite BBC
cocoroner Johnny Beerling's ban on day time
play there's no stopping this record from mov-
ing up in the chart 123-441.

One of the most popular continental Euro-
pean singles at the moment is Genie Di Mare by
Indian Eurovision contestants Torzi & Raf.

With good airplay in holy, Germany and the
Benelux, this appealing and gentle track moves
up to number 32, after its entry at 50 last week.

Paul Corrodes When En Wilk In The
Room, an ex-M&M Sure Hit in issue 17, is the
highest entry in the Airplay Top 50 this week.
His glorious version of the Jackie De Shannon
song which was a hit for The Searchers in 1965,
enters at 38 this week. Other entries are Alison
Moyers Ordinary Girl, Erasure's Victim Of
Love and Echo & The Bunnyinen's first new
material since October '85 Bring On The
Dancing Horses'), De Game.

Let It
Loose is a balanced set of Latin tinged, dancea-
ble up -tempo material (Betcha Say That, Let It
Loose, The Rhythm Is Gonna Get You) plus an
occasional ballad like Can't Stay Away From
You-

Following their huge Europe. hit 'What's
The Colour Of Money', Hollywood Beyond
release their debut album If, containing a sur-
prisingly elastic mix of Motown-eoque pop,
contemporary dance and clever Stevie Wonder -
like pop. Most of the material is highly addic-
tive and has an R&B groove. Check out: Metal
On Glass, Sam Me and the thrilling ballad
Crimes Of Passion.

Joan Jell loves 'good music which in her
case means a lean mixture of power pop, surf
.d West Coast pop. Most of the tracks on her
new album for Polydor, Good Music, is pure,
catchy bubble gum. Chart contenders include
the title track (and the lead-off single), the
worked up Just Last and the Blondie-like
Conran.

After enjoying European success with 'Dis-
co Band', 'Delirio Mind' and 'Take Me Up' (the
latter selling mom than 500,000 copies in
France) nailan syrithi ace Scotch has now ex-
panded into a trio.
