Private TV Given Go
Ahead In Belgium

by Marc Maes

Brussels- The Belgian national
government has taken an impor-
tant decision concerning public-
ity on both radio and television.
The French and Flemish speak-
ing sections of the country will
each have their own private tv
outlet with commercial adver-
tising. The national broadcast-
ers BRT-KTBF will not be al-
lowed to send commercial pub-
licity at all.

All tv and radio advertising
will be in time -blocks of maxi-
mum sixminutes and not ex-
ceeding 12

mi
minutes per hour on

an annual average bests.
The first private tv station to

benefit from this decision is
TVi, a group controlled by RTL
and broadcast under that name,
making 'RTL' a Belgian tv sta-
tion. TVi shareholders are the
French-speaking newspaper
publishing group Audiopresse
and the Compagnie Luxem-
bourgeoise De Teledifussion
(RTL's holding).

The station will have a daily
schedule starting September 12,
from 12.30 hours to 23.00

UK Privates Are
Making Money!

London- Independent radio in
the UK is making money and is
in a healthy state, certainly if
judged by the profitability peaks
reported by the three stations,
Radio City (Liverpool), Radio
Clyde (Glasgow) and Piccadilly
Radio (Manchester), which are
on the Unlisted Securities Mar-
ket (USM).

The interim figures posted
by Piccadilly show a 36% up-
turn in pre-tax profits to
5253.139. The station, generally
reckoned to stick to "safe"
broadcasting policies rather

than experimenting, looks to
profitability at the full year of

ings to set up a subsidiary

Radio City's success turned
losses of £169.000 into pre-tax
profits of 572.000 in the first
half of its financial year. And
Radio Clyde shows interim

IFPI Attacks
Misrepresentation Of

DAT Copycode
In a statement issued by the
trade body IFPI following a re-
cent meeting in Hamburg, the
organisation reaffirmed its sup-
port for the DAT Copycode sys-
tem. The Copycode system was,
stressed the board, developed as
an impediment to unauthorised
DAT copying and it attacked the
misrepresentation of this sys-

tem.
"Despite the fact that emi-

nent scientists have developed
the system, the makers of DAT
equipment have launched a

multi -million dollar worldwide
campaign of lobbying and ad-
vertising that misrepresents
Copycode and its effects on re-

corded music," says the state-
ment. The view that Copycode
distorts recorded music is man -
rained by, "false statements and
contrived demonstrations". The
IFPI stipulates that the Copy -
code encoding of a given m-

 cording is a totally controllable
process and that any skilled en-
coding engineer could avoid
distortion of any musical notes.
The IFPI emphasized that
Copycode could guarantee un-
compromised sound quality.
The statement then attacked the
makers of DAT who were
driven solely by "commercial
objectives".

Split On Record Tax
by Philippe Crocq

Paris- The French Minister For
Culture & Communications and
the Chancellor seem unable to
mach an agreement over the
reduction of value added tax on
the price of records. Although
the record industry and the
FNAC group (the biggest retail
gro in Prance) warmly wel-
comeup the suggestion to decrease

tax, which is currently 33.3%,
the Chancellor points out that
some 1.68 million would be lost
to the state annually.

Although the proposal will
be one of the issues examined
before the next budget in 1988,
the Chancellor is only likely to
`reduce the tax on records, cas-
settes and CDs in 1992, the year
in which French taxes are due to
fall in line with those of the
other EEC countries. It would
then be impassible for French
taxes to remain at 33.3% when
thom of neighbouring countries
would stand at 16%.

Much is happening in Scan-
dinavia right now. Congrat-
ulations to Sweden's Studio
102 who on June 22 became
the first local station to go
24 hours a day in the Stok-
holm area, providing its
own programming around
the clock. According to Jo-
han Bring, during the first
48 hours an attempt was
made to seta new Swedish
record in marathon DJ'ing.
Two jocks, Niklas Sand-
berg and Manfred Strobel,
attempted to beat the former
24 hour record held by Stu-
dio 102.

Over in Norway, private

radios have suffered a set-
back which Radio 102's
Egil Houeland describes as
a bitter blow. The Norweg-
ian government was due to
tackle the financing of the
privates before the summer
recess, but this has now
been postponed until the au-
tumn. This could well delay
the legalisation of commer-
cials which were due to start
next year. Luckily, says

Houeland, 102 won't be af-
fected since they are backed
by a major newspaper and
are financially secure.

As from July 1, local ra-
dios in Norway will change
frequencies following deci-
sions agreed upon at the
Geneva Convention in 1984.
This will allow room for
more stations and 102 will
be moved to 106.9 (though
they will retain their name).

According to a reliable
source, a recent survey con-
ducted by the Norwegian
national network NMI rev-
eals that NRK 2, which
programmes more music
than NRK 1, now captures
only 21% of listeners having

lost every fifth listener.
These have not moved over
to NRK 1 which stays stable
at 49% but to the indepen-
dent radios.

A warm welcome to

Iceland's Bylgjan Radio
which will report to Music
& Media for our Station
Reports. Only one year old,
it is already Iceland's big-
gest private though its main
competitor, Shaman Ra-
dio, follows close behind.

UK's Radio Metro re-
cently conducted a phone-in
similar to that of Capital Ra-
dio's to test the latest opin-
ions on the George Michael
'I Want Your Sex' single.
Reactions up north seem
much the same as in the
London area and according
to Giles Squire, 60-70%
thought the record fairly
harmless except for the title,
whilst 55% thought the
track was nothing to talk
about. Squire still believes
that the whole thing is a
marketing ploy.

Talking of Cannel Ra-
dio, their syndication de-
partment has broken new

ground by selling their first
radio game show format.
Capital's Wall Game corn -
petition featuring Graham
Dene's new weekday lunch -
thine 'Wall Of Sound' show
has been bought by the Aus-
tralian station ABC. The
competition is a general
knowledge quiz whereby
studio contestants attempt to
build a wall with bricks
awarded for correct ans-
wers. Capital Radio winners
are awarded a piece of hi-fi
equipment as a prize.

A state-wide frequency
is due in Bavaria in January
1988 which will be taken by
seven different corporate
groups who have joined to-
gether to back one station.
These include Bavarian
newspapers, Radio Gong,
Radio One and the major
publishing houses. However
by law, radios cannot be
both local and state-wide so
both Gong and Radio One
will have to give up either
the local aspect or the idea
of going state-wide.

Radio 107 The
Station With A

Serious Element
Next week sees the long-await-
ed launch of a new private sta-
tion in the Hamburg area. Ra-
dio 107 will take to the air on
July I, following much interest
from the media and record in-
dustry. Hans Krueger, 107's

Music Director, told Music &
Media that the station will differ
from other privates such as Ra-
dio Hamburg and Radio Schles-
wig Holstein in several aspects.

"107 will be a cross between
the larger public networks such
as SDR and NDR, and the pri-
vate stations," explains Krue-
ger. "The station will have a
mom serious element to it;
rather than the brief words ut-
tered by DJs that you find on
most stations, we will adopt a
more journalistic stance with
the main coverage centering on
the city of Hamburg."

With a transmitter of 160
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watts, the station will have a
range of 40 to 50 miles around
Hamburg and will broadcast 24
hours a day, seven days a week,
manned by 12 to 15 Ws. Krue-
ger emphasizes that 107 will be
quality orientated and describes
the music as album or college -
radio orientated. Daytime pro-
gramming will vary from morn-
ing to afternoon and the night
programming will feature a

number of specialised shows on
ethnic music, such as blues or
black music. Krueger: "We in-
tend to broadcast mainly Anglo-
American material with per-
haps 10% ethnic music and at
most 10% of German product.
Radio 107 compiles their own
chart locally from six record
shops.

107 was set up jointly by six
partners: RTL, publishing corrt
parry Holsbrink, Han. Otto
Mertens, magazine owner
Klaus Heidorn, Thomas Wegn-
er (owner of a chain of hi -ft
shops) and print company own-
er Nicolas Broschek. The sta-
tion is directed by Michael
Blum and managed by Stefan
Zobel.

UK Ruling
London- Five Law Lords have
ruled unanimously that the Brit-
ish government had no power to
confiscate records and tapes
from pirate radio stations con-
victed of broadcasting without a
licence. The decision is seen as
a serious blow to government
efforts to clamp down on the
growing pirate radio scene,
which is strongest in the Lon-
don area.

On Pirates
The Lords awarded costs to

a Liverpool based pirate radio
oerator, Jeffrey Rudd, saying
cords and tapes were not "ap-

paratus" under the terms of the
1949 Wireless Telegraphy Act.
Rudd, convicted in 1984, had
£1.800 wcirth of equipment con-
fiscated, along with 310 records
and tapes, some of them rari-
ties.

Denmark Gets BBC
Copenhagen- As from June 4,
Danish viewers have been able
to tune into a full schedule of
BBC -TV programmes. For
eight hours every day, sub-
scribers to the Hybridner Cable
Service can receive BBC trans-
missions from London via
satellite.

The simultaneous service
will include news, drama, mus-
ic and comedy series such as
'Yes Prime Minister'. Danish
cable receives BBC product via
the Intelsat 5 satellite and this is
the first time the BBC has used

satellite to transmit to a cable
network.

Finnish Cable Moving Ahead
Helsinki- The cabling of Fin-
nish households is moving
ahead at the rate of some 60.000
a year, according to a new sur-
vey. Cable penetration so far is
said to be 280.000 which is 17%
of all homes.

Them am already 85 separ-
ate networks, mainly small-time

operations, but the number of
major companies, headed by
Helsinki TV (120.000 house-
holds), is growing fast. The ot-
her main networks are Tam-
pereen Tietoverkko (20.000),
Vaasan Puhelin (16.000) and
PTL-Rovaniemi (13.000).

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The Radio Waves Of Roger Waters
Former Pink Floyd Front Man Fears Format Radio

Following the 1984 album 'The Pros And Cons Of
Hitchhiking', former Pink Floyd front man Roger Wat-

ers releases his second solo concept album this week enti-
tled Radio K.A.O.S. After the departure of Syd Barrett in
1968, Roger Waters was without doubt the driving force be-
hind the tremendous 20 year success of Pink Floyd.
Although they recorded their last album, 'The Final Cut', in
1983, Pink Floyd's back catalogue is still selling and their
1973 album 'The Dark Side Of The Moon' has become one
of the best selling rock albums ever. To date, the album has
spent a staggering 681 weeks in the Billboard Top Pop Al-
bums Chart! Roger Waters led the way on the band's ambi-
tious concept albums and spectacular live shows. He
wrote the scenario for 'The Wall', a movie based on the al-
bum of the same name directed by Alan Parker ('Midnight
Express') and featuring Bob Geldof.

The combination of music
and visuals is even more ap-
parent on the Radio K.A.O.S.
album. The conceptual story -
line of the album will be deve-
loped into a screen play,
scheduled for production
next year, following the corn-
pletion of the screen treat-
ment for 'The Pros And Cons
Of Hitchhiking', which is also
expected to go into produc-
tion in the near future The
new album will also trigger off
an extensive world tour start-
ing late August with a number
of dates in major European ci-
ties, followed by North Ameri-
ca in September and October,
Japan in November, and
finishing on December 20 in
Australia.

Although the split be-
tween Waters and Pink Floyd
became clear after the re-
cordings for 'The Final Cut' al-
bum of 1983, it took a long
tine for an official statement.
In the meantime, Waters was
involved with long court bat-
tles which, according to- the
official statement from his law-

yers, involved, "the question
of rights to the name and as-
sets of Pink Floyd which in-
clude the many stage effects
used in the past. Waters will
not again record or perform
with Dave Gilmour and Nick
Mason under the name of
Pink Floyd or at all."

The Radio K.A.OS LP is
another conceptual rock al-
bum featuring solid rock
songs and more restrained at-
mospheric material linked to
an intriguing and contem-
porary topic, that of the in-
creasing domination of mar-
ket research based program-
ming in the US. The album
tells the story of the relation-
ship between Jim Ladd, a DJ
on the south Californian radio
station K.A.O.S, and a phone-
in listener Billy. Both are wor-
ried about the increasing
power of marketing forces on
everyday life While Jim fears
the inevitable shallowness of
US radio, Billy feels that satel
li e communication is having
exactly the opposite effect
from that originally intended'

instead of bringing people
closer together, it is bringing
the earth to the brink of self-
destruction.

The effect of market re-
search based programming
is, according to Waters, "...to
dramatically change the face
of radio for the worse and the
effect does not only apply to
radio. If you are governed by
the lowest commercial de-
nominator you end up with no
KMET (a real LA based sta-
tion that had to close down
despite a hard fought battle
by its staff against the station's
new programming policy of
broadcasting disco instead of
irock & roll in search of profits -
M&M) and only disco sta-
tions, no theatre, only soap
opera, and no Ordinary Ped-
dle, only Rambo."

It is to Waters' credit that
after having composed so
many songs, he still manages
to touch upon something that
is a major issue not only in the
US but also in Europe. The
question of format radio lies at
the heart of the on -going bat-
tle between the government/
public owned channels and
the private radio stations. If

only for the lyrics, European
radio should show a strong in-
terest in this remarkable re-
lease Although the album's
lead-off single, Radio Waves,
is definitely not the easiest
one to programme, the album
would surely delight rock al-
bum programmers and, with
its well -documented sleeve
notes and four-colour poster,
is ideal for special radio feat-
ures.

Irresistable Mixture
Nona Hendry,/ is matched with the right sort
of production team to come up with her best al-
bum ever Trouble. She recorded her first album
for Epic in '77, followed by three hr RCA, but
this is her debut project for EMI America.
With the help of Dan Hartman, Mick Murphy
and David Frank (The System) as co -producers
and with guest appearances from Peter Gabriel
and George Clinton, the album sports an amaz-
ing set of confident hit material, mixing r&b,
funk and sophisticated, soulful mid -tempo
songs. No need to highlight any particular
tracks, they are all of equal strength.

Raintmen by Glaswegian band Deacon
Blue consists of 11 passionate songs with ar-
rangements reminiscent of Prefab Sprout. The
lead vocals are soulfully dealt with by Ricky
Ross who also wrote most of the material.
Apart from the recent single Dignity and the
new one Loaded, check out the very dramatic

- Tom, To Be Blamed, the melancholic, sad song
He Looks Like Spencer Tracy Now and The gry
Thing.

Eli Medeiros alternates French and En-
glish songs on her Latin tinged debut album for
Barclay Born Bom. The material is largely
co -written by Medeiros and Ramuntcho Matta
and leans to the experimental. Calypso -like
rhythms, funky bass -lines and Medeiros'
casual voice form an airy, sometimes irresista-
ble mixture. Best tracks include Toi Mon Tait,
recently a huge hit in France, Fugu, La Chan-
son Du Poison and Born Bom.

Another interesting Barclay France album
is Uno, featuring different vocals on each of the

eight tracks. With help from Jimmy Somer-
ville, Anna Domino, Billy Mackenzie (The As-
sociates) and Au Pairs' Lesley Woods, the
material is often weird but certainly innovative.
Billie and What Do Ibu Soy are the album's
definite highlights.

Miguel Bose re-recorded the vocals and re-
mixed three rocks on his WEA Ins. album Sa-
lamandra, the Spanish version of which we dis-
cussed extensively last year. With all songs now
recorded M English (excluding one), the Span-
ish -Panama born singer is at his best in at-
mospheric recordings like Living On The Wire,
the new single Heaven and Mnapola &sante,
the only Spanish track on the LP. Although the
material tends to the anonymous and is some-
times dangerously inobtrusive, there isno
doubt that Bose has superstar qualities and we
anxiously await his new album, recordings for
which start in August with producer Tony
Mansfield.

Jennifer Warnes interprets songs by

Leonard Cohen on her Cyprus Records/RCA/
Ariola album Famous Blue Raincoat. She does
this with much conviction, much accessability
and magic. Mom pop-orienMted than the origi-
nal songs, tracks like First Hi Take Manhattan
(the lead-off single from the album and already
picking up initial responses in Europe), Fa-
mous Blue Raincoat and Ain't No Gum For Love
are subtle; colourful and highly recommended.

hours, featuring about 12 films
and 30 series weekly. In return
for investments to the Belgian
audiovisual industry (£9.7 mil-
lion in 1987/88) TVi-RTL will
have the advertising monopoly
for the French speaking part of
the country.

In Flanders, Cultural Minis-
ter Patrick Dewael has conclud-
ed his decree on private tv on
the Flemish cable network, to
be agreed upon by the govern-
ment in September. Apart from
the publishing group Vlaamse
Media Maatschappij (VMM),
there will be place for yet anot-
her private outlet. The station
should be based in Brussels or
in Flanders, and should employ
at least one professional jour-
nalist.

The licence will last for 18
years (for VMM) and for five
years (other stations). Further-
more, the station must reserve
20% of its broadcast time for
Flemish cultural productions in
the first two years, increasing to
40% in the fourth year, with a
final aim of 50% in the fifth
year.
