Big Cash Injection To Save Sky
A statement from Sky Channel
has given the lie to recent
speculations that Rupert Mur-
doch's News Corporation would
be selling the majority stake in
the European cable satellite
service (see M&M issue 38).
Sky is instead to be rescued
from its financial difficulties

with a fund of £22.63 million
pounds provided by Satellite
Television.

BBC Completes Local Westwood Signs Deal

London - The BBC is to corn-
plete its network of local our
stations, even though it has had
to cut back drastically on its
spending because the licence
fee has been tied to the Retail
Price Ind..

But Checkland says the BBC
will not follow ITV in transmit-
ting television through the
night, and will not be involved
in community radio.

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Local French TV
Proves Successful
The latest experiment in local
television in France has exceed-
ed all expectations. A hard core
of five people, three television
professionals and two lawyers,
joined forces in Deauville to
broadcast for 31 days from Au
gust 13 to September 13. Once
the authorisation was received
from the National Commission
On Communication And Free-
dom (CNCL), the totally in-
dependently funded project
went ahead programming from
08.00 to 21.30 hours seven days
a week.

Dominique Ferran, General
Manager of the project, des-
cribes the programming as

"general interest with usic,
talk shows, documentariems and
films. We also shot a lot of ar-
tists ourselves on location and
around 80 French artists came
to Deauville to be interviewed"

Although two similar ex-
periments rook place in the ski-
ing resort of Avoriaz in January

'86 and January '87, Farrah
describes this latest venture as a
big 'premier' since the success
of the project brought to the
public notice the possibilites of
local television. The group ex-
pects to receive the authorisa-
tion from the CNCL for an all
year round local tv for Deau

ille by next month, and hopes
to eventually set up other sta-
tions in different towns around
the country. One in Annecy,
which will also cover certain
areas in Switzerland, has been
mooted as the next likely
French city.

It took a team of 40 people
and a budget of E500.000,
generously supplemented with
sponsorship from local super-
markets and banks.
