The German PTT, West Germa-

President Imprisoned
Lyons - Speculation is growing
in France over the future of Ra-
dio Nostalgic after its founder
and President, Pierre Alberti,
spent his first night in jail on
November 19.

Luxembourg PM Accuses Euro

Council Of Discrimination
Luxembourg - Luxembourg's
Prime Minister, Jacques Santer,
has attacked the proposed Coun-
cil Of Europe convention on
cross -border television as pro-
tectionist and discriminatory.

Speaking at the first Europe-
an Television Symposium in
Luxembourg last month, Santer
said: "The likely outcome of
the Strasbourg working group is
not 'Television Without Fronti-
ers' but `Frontiers For Televi-
sion'. The present draft tries to
impose a set of restrictions on
all cross -border programmes
but leaves receiving countries
more or less ftee to discriminate
against foreign programmes. A
treaty of this kind would not
dismantle any barrier, on the
contrary, it would provide
international legitimacy for
protectionism and further
discrimination.

Santer went on to express
surprise at the attitude of other
European governments to the

Council Of Europe discussions.
Nothing less than the emer-
gence and survival of private
television in Europe was at
stake. As presently formulated,
the draft convention would
make foreign programme ac-
tivities of the kind Luxembourg
had developed over the past half
century unlawful without for-
mal prior consent from the
receiving countries.

Had the EEC not decided
less than one year ago to estab-
lish a single European market
by 1992, and to dismantle all
technical and regulatory barri-
ers Santer asked. And he pledg-
ed: "Luxembourg has signed
the Helsinki Agreement assur-
ing the free flow of information
in Europe, and we are not ready
to accept a convention giving a
restrictive understanding of this
freedom, just in order to protect
the comfort of public broad-
casters in a given country or
some other particular interest."

SBK France Chief Speaks Out Against
Chappell Warner Merger

by Jack Monet

he music publishing company, SBK Songs France, is
waging a sustained offensive against Warner Commu-
nications' efforts to take over the French catalogue of

Chappell, campaigning on the theme of potential anti -lust
and conflict of interest issues. Last summer SBK asked the
French government to ban a Warner acquisition of Chappel,
and Managing Director of SBK Songs France, Stanislas
Witold, believes its case is progressing slowly but favourably.

"There is the problem of an
equilibrium between owners of
a copyright and users of a
copyright," said Witold. "It is
clear that with three-quarters of
publishing already controlled
by integrated companies, not
only composers would suffer
increasingly, but the economic
power of the integrated groups
could have a negative effect on
performing rights societies."

Although he did not say so,
in so many words, Witold clear-
ly hopes for support in the anti -
Warner battle from the French
performing rights association,
the SACEM (Societe Des Au-
teurs, Compositeurs Et Editeurs
De Musique). He noted that
government officials recently
interviewed lean -Loup Toumi-
er, head of both SACEM and the
mechanical rights group,
SDRM (Societe Pour L'Ad-
ministration Du Omit De Re-
production Mecanique).

"Copyright users try to
pay the least possible for
copyrights. The interest of
SBK is to obtain as much
as possible for copyrights.

Witold also foresees a con-
flict of interest. "Copiright
users try to pay the least possi-
ble for copyrights," he said.
"The interest of SBK and other
independent publishers is to ob-
tain as much as possible for
copyrights.

"We do this when contacted
by the producer of a film. But if
the film producer is Warner,
which deals with its own pub-
lishing division, the opposite
could happen. Also, a writer
linked to Warner's publishing
division would have difficulty
in having his songs interpreted

by artists of competing groups,"
said Witold.

And in yet another argu-
ment, he referred to a pact
signed years ago by CBS and the
Dutch rights association
STEMRA. "CBS obtained a

very interesting price for
copyright payments, one clearly
to the advantage of the record
producer and which was clearly
to the disadvantage of writers,
composers and publishers.

"Tomorrow, any record pro-
ducer could sign a similar con-
tract with a rights group," he
said. "That's the kind of nega-
tive power which would be rein-
forced if Chappell is no longer
an independent and comes un-
der control of Wamer."

As an executive with ex-
perience in both independent
and integrated companies
Witold has an insight into the is-
sues involved. He was the local
chief of CBS Songs from 1983
to 1986 when it was taken over
by SBK and has held various po-
sitions within record compa-
nies. During the 70s Witold
worked with Francis Dreyfus
Music and was a catalyst in
bringing Dreyfus and Jean -
Michel Sarre together.
Witold hopes a government de-
cision, which is mainly in the
hands of the Ministry Of Eco-
nomics, will be made by the
spring. Among "positive signs"
for SBK's case, says Witold, is

the fact that the dossier is also
being studied by the Secretary
Of State For Consumer Affairs.
He says this would not happen if
SBK's argument was not consi-
dered important. Similar SBK
campaigns are under way in Bri-
tain and Germany.

In France between 203.000
and 300.000 copyrights are at
stake in Chappell's local cata-
logue which is the largest in
France; Chappell artists include
Jacques Brel, Georges Bras-
mns, Charles Acnunour and
Ray Ventura as well as top com-
posers such m Paul Misraki.

While maintaining that
French market figures are tradi-
tionally "hyper -confidential",
Witold offered some glimpses
of estimated company shams
during his interview with Music
& Media. He placed SBK
among the top five publishers in
France with Chappell in the
lead position holding about a
quarter of the market sham and
Wamer in third place. Witold
said SBK's local annual tur-
nover was in the region of FE
30 million (approx £3 million).

SBK's primary activity at
the moment is publishing, but
Witold plans development and
diversification into record and
audio-visual production. Local
catalogue includes Michel
Jonam, Toure Kunda, Sapho,
Phil Barney and such new talent
as Jacques Bastello, Krootchey
and Machins Machine.

Witold explained that a fun-
damental point SDK is making
with the French government is
that Warner is an "integrated"
company, with interests ranging
beyond publishing and into re-
cord production, feature films,
television, radio and home
video. Although SHK's New
York -based parent company,
SBK Entertainment World, has
subsidiaries around the globe,
Witold describes SBK as an in-
dependent because its main ac-
tivity is in publishing.

He fears that Warner's sham
of the publishing market, if it
absorbs Chappell, would be
close to 30% and, if the classi-
cal music category were exclud-
ed, the company would have an
even more dominant market
share. This would put Warner's
grip above the 25% level which
is important in government eva-
luations of a dominant position
within a particular market.

On The Lookout
Jigsaw Music Keeps Eye On Europe

To cope with increasing competition, the more tradi-
tional areas of music publishing - such as low -
advantage, sub -publishing deals and the dependence

on cover versions and sheet music - have been put aside and
the activities of the publisher of today bear a striking resem-
blance to that of an A&R (Artist & Repertoire) manager of a
record company. Today's publishers must constantly be on the
lookout for new talent and protect their interests by function-
ing as independent producers.

"It is impossible to compete
with the major publishers when
it comes to advances, and it is
therefore imperative to find the
creative talents at a very early
stage," comments Dave Wil-
liams, Managing Director of
Jigsaw Music, an independent
UK -based company that incor-
porates studio, record produc-
tion and publishing activities.

Williams is particularly out-
spoken when it
new imperatives of music pub-
lishing today. "The only way to

survive in this area as an in-
dependent publisher is to also
be a production company. This
involves finding the band or ar-
tist, the song, the producer etc.
and creating the right blend as
well as managing the artist or
writer during the early stages of
his/her career. Most of the
major publishers in the UK do
not become involved with the
artist/writer until a record deal

comes a bidding process, much
like banking. This may be a

much shorter route but with the
large advances and tight percen-
tage deals being demanded, it is
a very quick way to bankruptcy."

The mom the publisher gets
involved in the early career of
an artist, the more he has to be
prepared to take financial risks.
Not only that, seeing something
back from his investments also
implies that good ways of pro-
motion have got to be found,
and it is not unusual fora pub-
lishing company to have its own
independent pluggers. Accord-
ing to Williams, the only way to
get something back from the
high investment is to broaden
your scope.

Having said that, Jigsaw
Music, which was established
in 1975, plans to set up a new
label representing artists and
writers with a long-term future.
The label will probably be
launched at the beginning of

Belgium Discusses Centralised
Collection Of Royalties In The EEC
In view of the forthcoming EEC
regulations concerning authors'
rights, publishing and the music
industry in general, the Belgian
Chamber Of Music Publishers
recently invited attomey Alain
Vanderelst, a specialist in inter-
national jurisdiction in this
field, to speak about the possi-
bilities of centralised collection
of royalties.

The idea was initially consi-
dered when STEMRA (the
Dutch authors' rights associa-
tion) made a deal with CBS to
collect royalties for sub -pub-
lishers; STEMRA is currently
also discussing a similar agree-
ment with PolyGram. This led
to a plan to centralise royalties
with one organisation, thus
avoiding long delays for pay-
ment and multiple deductions
(sometimes up to 15%) by inter-
mediary organisations such as
authors' rights associations, and

them am only a few viable solu-
tions for collecting royalties wi-
thin the EEC and the central ac-
counting plan is in fact a practi-
cal compromise for all parties
involved whereby one company
or association would collect
royalties in the whole territory
in return for a fixed rate. Other
possibilities are that the music
publishers would either them-
selves start an authors' rights
association and control the
whole system, or that they
would appoint agents in the
different countries to collect the
royalties directly instead of go-
ing via the existing associations.

Vanderelst also said it is
very important to understand
that these proposals only apply
to mechanical reproduction and
are not adapted for other uses of
works such as radio or conceits.

"Centralised collection of
royalties is purely a matter of
jurisdictional structure," he
concluded, "but I think it's
quite obvious that independents
will have to come up strong to
survive in the 901."
