Music Box Signs
Euro Deals

by Cathy Inghs

Amsterdam - Music Box
has signed a deal with 10
eommercial television sta-
tions in Italy for the use of
its full quota of regular
music programmes. As with
Super Channel, this will
amount to 21 hours which
will be broadcast as a block
every day.

The TV channels will
broadcast the programmes
as a network forming, in ef-
fect, a 'Music Box Italy',
though a slight time lapse
will have to be implemented
for each station to comply
with the Italian legislation
which prohibits commerci-
al networks.

Kate Mundle, Head Of Sa-
les & Marketing at Music
Box, "We would like this to
start as soon as possible but
we are obviously subject to
a solution to the problem of
local broadcast tariffs. If
AFI (the Italian Federation
Of Phonographic Industries)
continues to demand exorbi-
tant sums for copyright, the
project will have to be shel-
ved for the time being."

Music Box has also

agreed to produce Spanish -
language music program-
mes for Canal 10, the Spa-
nish TV satellite which has
just started transmitting
from London.

Munich/Moscow - The line-up
of artists for the Russian Rock
Summit scheduled to take place
in Moscow from March 25-22

Swiss -Italian
Airwave War

Zurich - The Swiss government
is using a high -power wave jam -

in its fight against 'stray' Ita-
lian broadcasts ruining Swiss TV
and radio reception.

A 10kW transmitter in Castel
San Pietro is being used to inter-
fere with private Italian transmis-
sions that cross the border into the
Swiss canton of Ticino.

Private radio and TV stations
have flourished since Italy's air-
wave deregulation 12 years ago
and are gradually mining recep-
tion in Ticino according to the
Swiss.

The Swiss government issued
an ultimatum that interference had
to end by February 17 but later
compromised after the Italian
government said it needed more
time.

The transmitter is currently
operating at half power and is
designed to cause most inter-
ference with Italian stations on the
same frequencies as Swiss radio
and TV. If the present talks break
down, the Swiss have threatened
to turn the transmitter up to full
power.

Sharp To
Countdown
The popular Countdown pro-
gramme, produced by Rob De
Boer Productions in Holland and
broadcast by Sky Channel to 11
million homes in Europe, has a
new presenter, Pat Sharp. Simo-
ne Walraven took over the presen-
tation of the Countdown program-
me after the departure of Adam
Curry to MTV in the States at the
end of last year. Walraven will
continue to host the pop show on
the Dutch Veronica channel..

New Shareholders
For Astra

Amsterdam - Two mom indepen-
dent television companies in the
UK, Television South West
(TSW) and Ulster Television, are
to become new shareholders of
the Societe Europeenne Des Sa-
tellites (SES), the private compa-
ny which will operate Astra.

Existing shareholders of SES

include Thames Television which
is doubling its stake from 5% to
10% when the next equity issue
is completed. Belfast -based Ulster
Television is investing £550.000
in Astra and TSW £600.000.
TSW and Ulster Television are
also shareholders of Super
Channel.

UK & IRELAND
PPL Dispute Threatens

New FM Services
london - Government plans for
new FM radio services am
threatened by the latest clash
between independent radio oper-
ators and the authority which
controls the broadcasting of re-
cords, the Phonographic Perfor-
mance Limited (PPL).

The PPL is resisting attempts
by the Association Of Indepen-
dent Radio Contractors (AIRC)
to force major changes in its scale
of fees for broadcasting records.

The current rates, established
by tribunal after a long legal bat-
tle, mean that independent radio
pays 4% of its net advertising
revenue (up to a maximum of
£56.000 per year) for up to nine
hosts of needle -time per day.
Broadcasting for longer than nine
hours is charged at the rate of
7%. The dispute reached stale-
mate after the last meeting, but
both bodies agreed to reconsider
their position.

Meanwhile, Glasgow -based
Radio Clyde has been forced to

postpone its plans for an FM sta-
tion, scheduled to begin broad-
casting on February 29, because
it has no agreement with PPL.
Clyde FM would have been the
first of a new wave of stations in
the UK, following the govern-
ment's decision to allow local ra-
dio companies to split their MW
and FM transmissions. Clyde is
keen to start on FM as soon as
possible since BBC Radio I is

planning to go on FM in the near
future.

John Love, PPL Secretary,
says their position is quite clear.
"Prom our point of view, we see
it as an opportunity to confirm
once again that there is no such
thing as a needle -time limit.
Broadcasters can have as much
needle -time as they want provid-
ing they pay for it as a commer-
cial proposition."

The ILR stations are claiming
that extra broadcasting services
should be at a much lower rate,
perhaps 1% or 2% of net ad-

vertising revenue, with no limit
on hours. They cite their recently
concluded deal with the Per-
forming Rights Society (PRS)
which controls the copyright in
all live and recorded musk
performances.

The PRS deal means stations
pay 5% of advertising revenue
(up to a maximum of £50.000 per
year) for 18 hours broadcasting
per day.

By concluding the PRS deal
both AIRC and the ILR compa-
nies believe they am bringing
pressure on PPL to make a new
agreement on needle -time. "We
am looking for a statutory maxi-
mum on rates," confirms Brian
West at AIRC.

If PPL is seen to be blocking
important new radio develop-
ments the government may be
persuaded to bring an end to its
control of needle -time and collec-
tion of paymenta

UK Listeners
Moving
To FM

Programme formats for separate
services on MW and FM am
being radically revised as a result
of surveys showing a dramatic
swing to FM listening in the UK.

Private research carried out
by a number of ILR stations
shows that as much as 65% of
listening now takes place on FM.

For the most part, ILR sta-
tions presently broadcast simul-
taneously on MW and FM.
Those with known plans to pm -
vide separate FM services in-

clude Radio Clyde (Glasgow),
Capital (London) and Piccadilly
(Manchester).

Clyde's plan ism start a main-
ly rock service on FM, but the
new data is being regarded by
others as evidence that they
should retain misting main-
stream FM. The new services on
AM, they argue, should be aimed
at an older, more up-market
group than the current ILR
audience.

UK Trade Figs Over iSOOM
by Peter Jones

London - A booming CD market
helped raise pre-recorded music
sales by nearly 25% last year,
pushing the UK's annual turnover
hove £500 million for the first

time.
Figures just released by the

British Phonographic Industry
(BPI) reveal that twice as many
CDs were sold last year as in
1986, but the vinyl LP and tape
markets appear almost unaffected.

Total pm -recorded music sa-
lts for 1987 wem £528 million,
compared to f425 million in

1986. CDs accounted for mire of
£116 million, one -quarter of the
LP market.

Both cassettes and vinyl LPs
showed increased deliveries and
turnover. The LP market was
worth £146 million (52.2 million
units), a monetary increase of
4%, roughly the rate of inflation.
Cassette sales were up 7% to 74
million units with a value of £185
million, a monetary increase of
22%. Singles sales were down
again, falling by 6% to 63.4
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The Roxy To Be Axed

London - ITV's struggling pop
show 'The Rosy' is to be drop-
ped after its final programme on
March 15. The decision by ITV
network controllers has ended
weeks of speculation about the
show's future and signals the fai-
lure of commercial TV's attempts
to find a rival to BBC's 'Top Of
The Pops'.

Makers of 'The Roxy', Tyne
Tees TV, defend their product,
pointing out that ratings since
Christmas have averaged 7.3 mil-
lion viewers per week, including
a 42% increase in the 16-24 age
group. "Within the confines of a
chart show I find it hard to belie-
ve that anybody could produce
something significantly better,"

says Tyne Tees Programme
Director Gemini Davies.

Tyne Tees, once famed for
such revolutionary pop series as
'The Tube', are promosing to
pursue their initiatives in music.
They will shortly be snaking an
announcement, "concerning a
partnership with significant figu-
res in the music industry," added
Davies.

In recent weeks, 'The Roxy'
has resorted to more and more
gimmicks to gain audiences, in-
cluding the sue of controversial
presenters such as 'brat' star Em-
ma Ridley. In reality the show
has suffered from the reluctance
of the ITV companies to schedu-
le it as the same time.II

BBC Challenge On
5th Channel

London - BBC Director General
Michael Checldand has an-
nounced that the BBC could be a
contender to supply the technical
services fora fifth TV channel in
the UK.

The move comes as some-
thing of a surprise to ITV compa-
nies and the IBA, who carried out
an urgent feasibility study in

response to prominent pressure
to open up the commercial air-
waves to mom competition. The
BBC had previously suggested it
would not be involved in new TV

developments.
A fifth TV channel by 1992

looked like "this year's best buy",
said Checkland at last week's
London conference on cable TV
and satellite broadcasting. "We
believe transmission in the UK
will be most efficient if operators
like ourselves compete in the
marketplace."

weekdays.

Ireland's RTE
In Turner Deal
Radio Telefis Eireann (RTE), the
Irish state broadcasting service,
may be about to buy the US -
based Ted Tumer's CNN satellite
world news service for TV relay
in the Republic.

CNN has previously been
carried by a Dublin cable opera-
tor who dropped the service be-
cause it was not allowed to charge
subscribers for it under the terms
of an agreement with the Irish
govemment.

RTE recently announced joint
plans with RTL in Luxembourg
to provide a national radio serv-
ice beamed to the UK. Competi-
tion from new commercial TV
and radio channels is thought to
be behind both moves.

Hamburg - Radio stations have
hit back at accusations of bias
against German product, describ-
ing some recordings as "trash"
and "missing on quality".

Record companies have been
complaining for some time that
private radio discriminates
against, or even ignores, national
product but the programme -
makers insist that up to 30% of
broadcasting time is reserved for
German artists.

WEA Managing Director,
Mcefred Zumkeller, believes that
in many cases German product is
up to international standards and
young talent is particularly im-
pressive. He names the Rain -
birds, Schweizer and the duo
Inker & Hamilton as examples.

Zumkeller wants this sort of
quality output to get more needle -
time but many programme -
makers am still not satisfied with
the standards of national product.

At Radio Gong in Munich,

Walter Freiwald says: "We play
as many national titles as possible
but we don't have a special pro-
gramme for national products be-
cause we could not fill a whole
programme with it."
Freiwald feels that not enough
national product is released and
that quality is missing. "You can
tell immediately when a record is
German -produced and it does not
help to release remakes of old
Michael Holm records. Radio
Gong cares about German
product but there is also a lot of
trash. Unfortunately, the days of
Palco and Nena have gone," he
says.

Radio Session in Kempten,
Radio Aktuell in Ingolstadt and
Radio Schleswig Holstein (RSH)
all claim to give German product
at least 30% of the available air-
time while Pressefunk-Anbieter
in Ulm plays 20% national
music. 

First Private In
Austria By 1989?

Vienna - The first private radio
station should start broadcasting
hem in 1989, according to Franz
Ivan, General Secretary Of The
Austrian Association Of News-
paper Publishers. Negotiations
are currently underway between
the newspaper publishers and the
state-owned Austrian Radio &
TV Company (ORF) which, until
now, has had monopoly with its
three nationwide radio channels.

Now a project group will be
set up to test the feasibility of a
regional private radio station,
although this must not interfere
with OAP's legal obligations.

The proposed radio station
would be run by newspapers with
technical help from ORF. Franz
Ivan says them should be a fun-
damental agreement between
ORF and the newspaper publish-
ers by the summer.

Hard Times For
Europe I

Paris - The nationwide private
radio, Europe 1, is facing hard
times. Once a leading station
along with RTL, Europa 1 has

suffered a regular decline in au-
dience over recent years; accord-
ing to the last survey by Medi-
ametrie, Europe l's audience is
now eight points behind RTL's, at
12.7%, and just two points ahead
of NRI.

These figures, added to inter-
nal conflicts within the manage-
ment of the station, errors of
strategy, and the rise of the FM
stations, have resulted in a deep
crisis of identity.

Europe 1 still has good credi-
bility and a positive image, but
the lack of an editorial concept

and frequent changes of pro-
gramme policy have not helped to
restore a stability in audience
figures.

"We are facing a deep pro-
blem:" says Jacques Lehn, "for
we have not been able to decide
precisely which listeners we want
to roach. Research and marketing
studies are currently being done
and when we have defined what
people want, we will adjust our
programmes. Some of our listen-
ers might have been confused by
too frequent changes. Facing the
rise of the FM stations, we chose
to anticipate this movement, un-
like Rm. Maybe some choices
were not the right ones

A Dual Scheme: Bingo

Amsterdam - Dutch media legis-
lation is continuing to provoke
heated discussions both inside
and outside parliament. The
seven Dutch broadcasting organi-
sations are sharply divided on the
future of the media situation.

Coesens.
But the record industry was

R.E.M. (Rapid Eye Move-
ment was the original name) was
born during an Athens record
shop meeting between vocalist
Michael Stipe and guitarist Peter
Buck, and a Georgia high school
band featuring Bill Berry on
drums and bassist Mike Mills.
The early days were full of stum-
bling covers, everything from
Needles And Pins to God Save
The Queen, set against the back-
drop of a vibrant local music
scene that had recently produced
the B52s.

Still at the University Of Ge-
orgia, the four guys began to
write and, when studying got in
the way, it was the studying that
had to go. Berry was asked to
leave, the others dropped out, and
soon their first independent
single was made. Radio Free Eu-
rope led them to a deal with

Miles Copeland's adven-
turous American label, and an
EP, Chronic Train, was followed
by the debut LP, Murmur, which
immediately became the college
cult record.

But the cult soon went main-
stream - May '83 saw the band's
chart debut and Murmur went on
to make the top 40 in a 30 -week
run, while Radio Free Europe
made its way into M&M's Hot
100 Singles chart in July. With
each album release, the band
grew stronger, the sound more
eccentric and individual, includ-
ing album titles like Fables Of
Die Reconstruction and Life's
Rich Pageant.

In the autumn of '87, R.E.M.
emphasised their arrival in the
big league with the top 10 US sin-
gle, The One I Love, and became
one of the top -grossing live bands
on the circuit. Now Finest Work -
song is on release in Europe and
the band stand on the edge of con-
vening the Europeans. As guitar-
ist Peter Buck says: "We're the
acceptable face of the unaccepta-
ble stuff." R.E.M. have mastered
