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CDV —Proceed With Caution

The major European record
labels are divided in their
approach to launching CDV
(Compact Disc Video) soft-
ware. Following the com:
mercial launch of the new
format at  Amsterdam’s
Firato at the end of August,
only PolyGram, Philips
partner in developing CDV
for the European market,
is releasing a sizeable
catalogue.

PolyGram is offering
160 tities, covering the full
range from opera to pop in
57, 8" and 12" formats.
Classical music outweighs
pop in the list, reflecting
PolyGram’s view that CDV,
as a new and relatively ex-
pensive medium, will not
be snapped up by the teeny-
bopper high-street market.

With the 12 CDV ex-
pected to retail for £ 19.99
and a CDV player for
around £ 499, it is under-
standable that the other
record companies want to
wait and see. A spokesper-
son for WEA, which is ini-
tially launching just four
discs - Madonna, Donald

Fagen, Anita Baker and
Randy Newman - said the
company - welcomed the
new technology and was
backing Philips all the way,
but would be phasing its
catalogue in gradually
Martin Haxby, Manag
ing Director of PMI (Pic-
ture Music International),
EMI's music/video wing,
said he had licensed four ti-
tles to PolyGram: Queen
Live, Kate Bush, Pet Shop
Boys and Heart.

Virgin Seeks Support For Super

The Virgin Group, controlling
shareholder of the struggling Su-
per Channel satellite television
outfit, has held preliminary talks
with three US companies in its
search for new investment part-
ners to take a substantial stake in
the venture.

A spokesperson for the sub-
scription  channel Home Box
Office (HBO) confirmed that the
company had held “exploratory
talks with Super Channel to as-
sess a possible involvement in the
venture”. But he stressed that
“there is no hard and fast
proposal on the table.”

Both United Cable and Turn-
er Broadcasting Systems, with

A Virgin spokesperson denied
reports that Super Channel share-
holders would shortly meet to
discuss changes in Super Chan-
nel shares. Virgin now controls
the largest single sharcholding
(35%) in Super Channel, which
it founded together with a consor-
tium of 14 UK ITV companies.
Only four ITV companies - Gra-
nada (20%), Yorkshire Television
(15%), Television South (11%)

and Anglia (5%) - have retained
substantial holdings.

Granada and Yorkshire are
thought to be ready to sell their
interests in the venture.

An offer of £ 17 million is al-
ready believed to have been made
for Super Channel, which be-
cause of sluggish advertising re-
venue is currently losing around
£ 15 million a year. The station’s
management declined to reveal
the identity of the bidder. UK me-
dia mogul Robert Maxwell also
made a bid for the operation
some time ago but this has now
been withdrawn. &

Third Irish Channel Planned

Dublin - A new private third
channel is planned in Ireland for
October 1989. The Irish Parlia-
ment passed legislation for the
channel, which breaks the 66-
year state monopoly on broad-
casting, just before the summer
recess.

Franchises to run the station
will be awarded by an indepen-
dent  broadcasting  authority,
whose members have yet to be
appointed by the government.
The cost of a franchise will prob-
ably be calculated on the base of
3% of advertising revenue. Fran-
chise holders will have to provide
a reasonable amount of home-
produced programmes, which

by Michael O Higgins
currently cost around £ 15000
per hour to produce.

However there are doubts
about the viability of the third
channel. RTE, the state broad-
casting authority, is now in profit,
but half of RTE’s income came
last year from licencing fees,
which the new channel cannot
collect.

Several companies are known
to be interested in bidding for
the franchise. Independent film
and programme makers Strong-
bow/ Greenapple Productions,
who have made a number of pro-
grammes for RTE, and Windmill
Studios, a top recording studio
which also makes pop videos in

Europe, have both expressed
public interest. Tony O'Reilly,
Chairman of the Heinz Cor-
poration and the Independent
Newspaper Group and one of
Ireland’s most powerful business-
men, is also said to be studying
the proposals.

Grows 20%

London - The overall value of all
UK industry trade deliveries
climbed some £ 560 million for
the 12 months to June this year, a
rise of 20% on the preceding
12 months.

Demand for CDs is a major
factor behind the rise, says the
British Phonographic Industry
(BPI). The group estimates that
some 27-28 million CDs will be
sold in the UK this year.

CD deliveries in the 12
months to June 1988 totalled 22.3
million, a 74% rise in volume and
58% up in value on the preceding
period. But CD gross sales have
not yet overtaken other album
formats. In the year to June, cas-
sette deliveries were 3% up at
75.6 million (worth some £ 196
million). LP deliveries fell 4% to
51.4 million.

The value of the singles mar-
ket rose 5% to around £ 787 mil-
lion, despite a 3% drop in units
sold to 62 million. In the April-
June quarter CD singles account-

ed for 4% of all singles sales.

In the UK BBC Television’s Top
Of The Pops is now broadcast
live in stereo on BBC Radio |
every week. The first simultane-
ous broadcast took place on
September 1, the day the station’s
three new FM transmitters were

Amsterdam - Even though Vero-
nica members recently beat the
one million mark, the station is
still busy with new ideas to ex-
pand its membership.

One option Veronica is con-
sidering is to split the organisa-
tion into two. This could theoreti-
cally be possible because a
broadcast organisation needs just
450,000 members to obtain ma;

and 2) would give Veronica maxi-
mum airtime twice over.

But there is a problem: Veron-
ica 1 and 2 would have to prove
that they had very different mem-
bers. The difference must be
political or religious: for exam-
ple, splitting the members up into
men and women would probably
not be allowed. However, as
Veronica is not political or reli-
gious, their lawyers have a dif-
ficult time finding a legal loop-
hole on this case. “But whenever
we find a loophole, we will defi-
nitely pursue the plan,” a Veroni-
ca spokesman said. ll

Gianluigi Di Franco's self-titled
new album released by Dischi
Ricordi, has been called ‘il fritto
misto’ (a mixed grill) and it
certainly looks as if the Italian
artist has come up with a Europe-
an recipe.

found fame in the early 70s with
the progressive group Cervello,
but then rejected the life of a pop
star to become a music therapist
in an Italian psychiatric hospital
“As musicians we did not have
much time at our disposal,” he
explains. “But every day I needed
to find new ways of going for-
ward. There was little on the
horizon so I stopped singing and
changed my life completely.”

But it seems that music is in
Di Franco’s blood, and with some
initial encouragement from Na-
politan percussionist Tony Espo-
sito plus a need to “communicate
with the world”, he is now back
on the circuit.

The album is produced by
one-time Cervello colleague Cor-
rado Rustici, and although a mix
of American and ltalian musi-
cians play on it, Di Franco is
quick to point out that the inclu-
sion of foreigners had nothing to
do with snobbery, adding that
they were, quite simply, the best
people for the job.

Some of the songs are in En-
glish. “This is not for business,”
he explains. “I sing in English,
Napolitan, Italian, Greek, Latin
and Spanish. I want to make a
synthesis. But, if I want to com-
municate with all the people in
the world then English is the
international language. Unlike
some musicians in this country I
can sing in English and still feel
Italian, so no, I do not think I
have sold out.”” M

More than 2.000 sub-
mitted songs were considered by
producer Ross Fraser in the lead-
up to recording.

For the past half-year, BMG/
RCA has concentrated fully on
Farnham. The company’s annual
conference was this year named
‘The Age Of Reason Conference’.
A leading national transport com-
pany was brought in to handle the
shipping logistics, so that this
vast nation could be totally serv-
iced on the day of release.

The title track single, written

by Dragon/Hunter member Todd
Hunter, was sampled nationally
to radio at exactly 11.00 hours on
July 4. “It did not even hit their

desks,” boasts manager Glenn
Wheatley. “It was like a new
Beatles record in the 60s. At 11.05
you could spin around the dial in
most cities and hear the song on
almost every station.” The single
debuted on the national ARIA
chart at no. 3 and was at the top
the following week.

The Expo telecast went out
on seven networks on the night
of Monday July 27, the first
copies of the album having reach-
ed stores the previous Saturday
morning. Sponsored by Coca-
Cola and costing US$ 250.000 to
stage, it showcased Farnham’s ex-
ceptional voice and allowed him
to introduce most of the new al-
bum’s cuts, including composi-
tions by Dave Stewart (Euryth-
mics), Chris Thompson and
legendary Australian Ross Wilson.

That night, Farnham per-
sonally hosted a Brisbane album
launch, spending more than two
hours with the many hundreds
of invited retailers and media
people. He then hit the promotion
trail, attending launches and
undertaking a relentless round
of media interviews in every
major city.

By this month, Farnham will
be doing a promo tour through
Europe, visiting Germany, Swe-
den, Belgium, Denmark, the UK
and BMG’s annual product meet-
ing in Marbella, Spain. A concert
tour will follow in October, with
dates in Sweden (September 29
and October 2), Norway (Sep-
tember 30), Denmark (October
3/4), Germany (6-14) and the UK
(17-19).

The LP has just been released
in Europe, with the lead-off sin-
gle, Age Of Reason, already pick-
ing up substantial airplay. BMG
International has lined up an im-
pressive marketing and promo-
tion campaign in Europe, in-
cluding extensive point-of-sale
material, shop window displays,
major advertising and radio com-
petitions. Also, several European
TV companies will broadcast the
Australian bicentenary celebra-
tions, featuring Farnham as spe-
cial guest

Chris Stone, BMG's Senior
Director of European A&R/Mar-
keting is convinced of Farnham's
potential to break in Europe on an
even bigger scale than before.
“We successfully established his

presence in most of the European
markets with the previous album.
Our goal with the Age Of Reason
LP and autumn tour is to ram
home the message that the power
and emotion of John Farnham's
voice is 2 unique experience that
will soon see him recognised
around the world as one of the
great rock talents of recent
times.”

In fact, the US was the only
significant market which held out
on Famham with Whispering
Jack and the You're The Voice sin-
gle and, although Farnham insists
this did not disappoint him un-
duly, all those around him are de-
termined that it will be different
this time around. Wheatley: “Itis
only of matter of time. John Farn-
ham cannot be ignored. We are
not_going to hype him into the
US, in fact the album will will not
even go out there until January,
by which time we will have as
many runs on the board as we can
elsewhere. The nice thing is,
when it does happen in the US we
will still have Whispering Jack up
our sleeve”

Also up Wheatley's sleeve is a
bold plan to have Farnham per-
form in China at the end of his
European dates in October, a goal
he is pursuing with the backing of
Prime Minister Bob Hawke.
“This is our bicentenary year and
the Chinese have sent us pandas.”
says the Prime Minister. “So [
think it is entirely appropriate
that we reciprocate by sending
them the Australian Of The Year
who, fortunately for them, hap-
pens to be able to sing!”

If the Chinese venture comes
off, it will be with the assistance
of the Coca-Cola corporation, for
whom Farnham has filmed a ser-
ies of television commercials.
Wheatley is currently in China
attempting to set up the concerts
(in Beijing, Canton and Shan-
ghai) and the release of Age Of
Reason.

Farnham’s year will end with
a national tour of Australia in the
company of the Melbourne Sym-
phony Orchestra, who have
previously toured with Elton
John. These shows, like John's,
will be recorded for possible
record release. M
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The Psychedelic Art Of Talk Talk

Talk Talk is not the type
of band to be rushed into
doing anything or forced
into conforming to
others’ standards.
Vocalist/keyboardist/guit-
arist Mark Hollis, key-
board and guitar player
Tim Friese-Green, bassist
Paul Webb and drummer
Lee Harris are clear-
sighted about the music
they wish to record and
perform. Since signing to
EMI Records in Novem-
ber 1981 they have
released four albums in
pursuit of that vision.

Thy Party Is Over (1982) sold
over a quarter-of-a-million
copies worldwide; Ii's My Life
(1984) went gold in every Euro-
pean country except the UK and
broke into the Billboard Top 40

chart in the US; The Colour Of
Spring (1986) achieved gold
status in the UK; and now with
this week's European release of
their new album, The Spirit of
Eden. both group and record
company hope to exceed even
their earlier success.

Recording commenced on the
48-input Solid State Logic con-
sole at Wessex Studios in north
London in October 1987. Friese-
Green and Hollis co-produced
the songs they had written toget-
her, assisted by engineer Phill
Brown. There was a break after a
couple of months, when Hollis
took time off after his wife gave
birth, and then work resumed in
February of this year, ending
around July.

The end result’s undeniably
live sound bears out Hollis’ state-
ment that “this album is quite
definitely a reaction against what
is going on in music at the
minute. A lot of things I have

done are a reaction against -

rather than being in line with -
what is happening around me.”
Mid-70s progressiveness blends
with melodious vocals and a sort
of late-60s psychedelia, to pro-
duce a laid-back record that will
find more fans among the late
night AOR radio DJs than the
daytime teenybop merchants - not
the most commercial of products.

Marketing consists of any-
thing from limited edition prints
of the album proof to kites manu-
factured in Germany carrying the
record’s front cover.

The video for the single / Be-
lieve In You was released on Au-
gust 29 all over Europe and will
be out September 19 in the UK,
with Hollis helping to put a lot
of force into the promotional side
by giving numerous newspaper,
radio and TV interviews in sever-
al countries.

"In terms of the budget allo-
cated to promoting the record,
there is no immediate limit to
anything,” says Gabi Zangerl,

Senior Marketing Executive in
European Territories for EMI
Records (UK). ““We are putting a
lot of effort and faith into this
project. We will stop promoting
when we see that none of it has
any effect and it is not selling any
more records. We don’t think that
will be necessary in this case. We
certainly hope not !l

John Hiatt - A Slow Turning
Towards Commercial Success

If the career of American
singer/songwriter/multi-
instrumentalist John
Hiatt is to know its equal
share of ups and downs,
Hiatt had better prepare
himself for an all-time
high. His previous album
“‘Bring The Family’ finally
brought well-deserved
commercial success both
in Europe and the USA,
and A&M is putting a

lot of effort into the
artist’s latest release,
“‘Slow Turning'.

0 ver the years John Hiatt’s
career has been marked
with few ups and plenty of
downs. Critical acclaim was there
right from the start, but his al-
bums failed to sell. Hiatt lost his
recording contract time after
time. At the beginning of last year
his career seemed to have hit an
all-time low. Getting a major re-

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cord company interested seemed
impossible. Only the British in-
dependent Demon Records was
prepared to raise a budget, how-
ever small, for a new album.

Hiatt's long-time friend and
eventual producer of the album,
John Chelew, advised him to
spend the money on four days’
studio rent and on musicians Ry
Cooder (guitars), Nick Lowe
(bass) and Jim Keltner (drums).
And so he did. Bring The Family
was almost recorded live in
four days and, ironically enough,
Hiatt's  lowest-budget project
brought him his long awaited
breakthrough.

Slow Turning is Hiatt's latest
release, and his first with A&M
worldwide. Right from the start
it is obvious that this album
has been recorded with a larger
budget. The ‘almost-live’ ap-
proach did not, unfortunately,
work for Slow Turning, and pro-
ducer Glyn Johns (well known
for his production work for The
Who, Eagles, Joan Armatrading,
Faces, Stones and Fairport Con-
vention) was brought in to com-
pletely re-record the album with
Hiatt’s road band.

Hiat's long-term  contract
with A&M also marks another

milestone in his career. For the
first time he is enjoying the bene-
fits of getting top priority. Bert
De Ruiter, A&M Label Manager
for PolyGram: “He has always
had that with us, because we real-
ly like his music. Hiatt is very
popular in Europe, especially in
Holland and Scandinavia, and we
believe we can sell his music
well. With us Hiatt gets more
freedom to do what he wants
to do and I believe the result
is better.”

It certainly works. All 12 new
Hiatt originals show the rare
craftsmanship of the man who
started off as a professional song-
writer for Tree’s in Nashville 18
years ago. With musical in-
fluences from all over the place
(rock & roll, country, soul) Slow
Turning has turned out a fine
balance between catchy up-tempo
songs (Tennessee Plates, Georgia
Rae), intriguing  mid-tempo
tracks (Some Time Other Than
Now) and beautiful ballads (lcy
Blue Heart, note the excellent
guitar parts and vocals).

Currently A&M are working
on a two weeks’ European pro-
motion tour in September. The
concert-tour is planned for Nov-

Full Speed Ahead Towards Europe

All musical creators
dream of global success,
but nowhere are the
fantasies more powerful
than at the bottom of the
world, where sheer
distance proves as
formidable an obstacle as
cultural barriers.

n the 60s, every Australian
pop sensation who could af-
ford the boat fare set off to

London on a form of holy pil-

grimage. Although precious few

(The Seekers, Bee Gees, Easy-

beats) broke through the disin-

terest and disdain, the flow was as
strong as Muslims to Mecca.

In the 70s and early 80s, with
UK  dominance diminishing,
Australian acts turned their atten-
tions to the more lucrative North
American market and the long
and expensive trek was resumed.
Little River Band, Rick Spring-
field, Olivia Newton-John, Billy
Thorpe, Brian Cadd, Kevin John-
son, Sister Janet Mead, Sherbet,
John Paul Young, Air Supply,
Moving Pictures, Split Enz, and
Men At Work achieved success in
varying degrees. Meanwhile a
great many other hopefuls (such
as Daddy Cool and Skyhooks)
lost a lot of money in trying.

For two decades, little atten-
tion was paid to the European
market beyond being an extra ter-
ritory to be wrangled over at con-
tract time in London or New
York. But gradually, acts and
labels have come to realise the
enormous potential of Europe -
either as a foothold to the US or
the UK, or as a viable market in
its own right.

A trail has been blazed, not
neccessarily by our major chart
acts, but by alternative, second
level entities such as Flash & The
Pan, The Triffids and The Saints.
These have sparked an interest in
Australian rock and opened the
doors for the likes of Icehouse,
INXS, John Farnham, Kylie Mi-
nogue, Crowded House and Mid-
night Oil.

Unfortunately, breakthroughs
in Europe have yet to be received
as ecstaticaly in Australia as even
the smallest Anglo or American
achievement. The Triffids have
headlined outdoor festivals in
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Holland in front of 50000 peo-
ple, and their Born Sandy Devo-
tional LP was named Album Of
The Year by the combined Scan-
dinavian rock press. Yet, as lead-
er David McComb points out
“If you inform anyone in Aus-
tralia that you are, say, a main-
stream act in Sweden, they will
say ‘so what?’ So we tend not to
tell a lot of people about what we
have done”

For some acts, the European
market is the sole reason for ex-
isting ad recording.

There is a touch of goldrush
fever in the Australian air which
is encouraging ambitious plans
and bold moves. There are vast
prizes for the victors, and a seem-
ingly inexhaustible world market.

I
mean, let’s not fool ourselves;
almost everyone involved is being
driven by greed. Kylie Minogue,
INXS, Crowded House, Mid-
night Oil, Icchouse and John
Farnham represent millions upon
millions of dollars in sales.”

CBS's Managing Director
Dennis  Handlin attributes the
current situation to a vital change
of attitude. ““The rest of the world
is taking us seriously because we
are taking ourselves seriously,”
he believes.

For EMI General Manager
Brian Harris, the turning point
was a change in marketing strate-
gy - “The film industry learned a
long time ago that you should
give the world movies ‘made in
Australia’ not ‘Australian movies’.
The latter has the kiss of com-
mercial death, like French films.
They play in America’s ‘Art
Houses™ and no one goes to see
them. We do not want to be seen
as something unique and out of
the ordinary. We want to stay here
and compete as equals in an inter-
national market. Our isolation
gives us a tremendous advantage
that we should not overlook.”

Brian Smith, BMG/RCA Mana-
ging Director and Australian
Record  Industry ~ Association
(ARIA) Chairman, goes down
the same road. “One of our
greatest disadvantages is also one
of our main advantages - we are
an island. Now, that can cause
stagnation. But here it has
worked in our favour. Our musi-
cians travel and listen widely and
come back here to put it all
together. Being such a small mar-
ket, our bands come up the hard
way. Pound for pound they are
more experienced, more capable
and more versatile than any other
bands because they have to work
harder for less money for longer.
There is a process of natural
selection at play.”

Beneath the euphoria and
away from the lucky few, how-
ever, is a day-to-day record indus-
try rising'and falling on its capac-
ity to market new product and get
round radio’s current playlist res-
trictions on new material. The
majors have turned to alternative
exposure mediums, such as clubs
and, particularly, television

"It is a disgrace that the pub-

lic now has to watch television on
a Saturday morning to find out
what is new on record,” says Fes
tival Managing Director Jim
White. “Radio is research-obses-
sed, and only seems to find con-
clusions that support the pro-
gramming it wants to do anyway.
“What this period of radio
difficulty has done is make us
better at our job. Now we devote
more time and energy to finding
alternative promotion and we
carefully monitor each hit, state
by state, leaving nothing to
chance. We have to be on the case
seven days a week, but we can
beat radio. Kylie Minogue’s al-
bum is almost triple platinum,
with virtually no airplay any-
where. In fact, her Loco-Motion
is the biggest selling single for
Festival in 36 years of operation;
something like 160.000 sales.”
From ARIA’s viewpoint, the
last five years has seen the resolu-
tion of many intra-industry dis-
putes (mechanical rates, broad-

o

cast royalties, pay for play etc)
This means it now has the luxury
of being able to look broadly at
positive industry issues and par-
ticipate in the further exploitation
of Australian music abroad

"The cohesion in the Aus-
tralian music industry is probably
stronger than it has ever been,”
believes ARIA's Executive Direc-
tor David Watts. “And the impor-
tant thing is that we have done it
essentially on our own. Contem-
porary music is the only cultural
industry in this country that has
never sought bounties, subsidies
or grants and we want to see that
continue.

"It would be a terrible mis-
take if the government were to get
involved in the structural aspects
of our business. I reject institu-
tional interference in the music
industry. This is a street industry.
It lives and dies with what hap-
pens on the street. And I hope it
will always be that way.” M

innovative marketing.

The Australian marketplace
has recovered well from the slump
of 1983. The 1987 album (vinyl/
cassette/CD) sales of 27 million
exceeded the 1981 figure of 26
million for the first time. “As an
industry we have won back the
share of the market

music industry, cmbmcmg
live entertainment, record-
ing studios, merchandising and
music publishing, is said to gene-
rate Aus$ 1.5 billion annually. It
employs 50000 people (20.000
part-time) and, according to
Trade Minister John Dawkins,
will soon be responsible for Aus$
100 million per year in export
earnings (this figure is signifi-
cantly held back by the number of
major bands keeping their money
off-shore in tax havens).
Despite the freighting/ware-
housing nightmare caused by the
vast distances between major

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centres (600 miles between Syd-
ney and Melbourne alone) and a
relatively tiny population of 16
million, the domestic disc/tape
market” is worth approximately
Aus$ 300 million annually.
Almost one-third of that turnover
is allocated to Australian artist
recordings. Over the past year,
some 150 different labels have
released at least one piece of in-
digenous product, while 90 of
them have released two or more.
There are around 2.800 retail
outlets for recordings across
the nation.

Record prices in Australia,
compared particularly to the US,
have always been quite high. At
the moment, full-price albums
and cassettes sell for Aus$ 16.99,
CDs for Aus$ 24.95, 7" singles
and cassette singles for Aus$
3.99, and 12" singles for Aus$
599 - 7.99. Festival Records,
traditionally a strong opponent of
price rises, is presently holding

we lost when the public started
acquiring video hardware,”
Australian Record Industry As-
sociation (ARIA) Chairman Bri-
an Smith. **Now there is glamour
in music again, and more people
than ever are willing to support a
good record.”

The key to the recovery of the
Australian record marketplace
has been the public’s warm ac-
ceptance of CD. In 1984, a total of
385000 CDs were sold by the
45 ARIA member companies. In
1985 the figure was | million,
in 1986 it rose to 2 million and
in 1987 it was just over 3 million.
1988 sales could reach 5 million
units.

By comparison, LP sales for
1987 were 8.6 million as opposed
to nearly 15 million in 198I. The
current breakdown between for-
mats is 55% cassette, 15% CD
and 30% vinyl.

The record industry is domi-
nated by seven major companies -
CBS, WEA, EMI, BMG/RCA,
Festival, PolyGram and Virgin.
Only three - CBS, EMI and Fes-
tival - operate their own manufac-
turing plants. Consequently, a
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great deal of facility-sharing in
both manufacturing and distribu-
tion occurs. In recent years, the
strongest performers in terms of
hotly-contested chart share have
been CBS, Festival and WEA

However, companies such as EMI
and PolyGram, with their vast
catalogue spread and dominance
of the classics market, and BMG/
RCA with its strong country mus-
ic profile, tend to perform strong-
er in actual market share than the
chart figures would indicate.

Six of the majors are national
branches of multinational compa-
nies, with varying degrees of au-
tonomy. The odd one out is the
Rupert Murdoch-owned Festival
company which energetically
represents a wide range of foreign
independents, such as Island,
A&M, Chrysalis, Fantasy and
Windham Hill as well as local in-
dependents such as Mushroom,
Regular and White Hot.

Most of the other majors also
provide a home for prominent in-
dies: PolyGram has ABC and
RooArt; EMI has Alberts, Wiz-
ard, Evasound and Image: BMG/
RCA has Wheatley, Big Time and
Possum; and CBS has Libera-
tion, Chase and Survival.

ARIA gives platinum album
awards for sales of 70000 and
gold awards for 35.000 units. For
singles, the gold and platinum
levels are 50.000 and 100000
respectively. Platinum albums
are reasonably common, while a
platinum single i almost unheard
of. The all-time biggest selling
albums in Australia are: Best

John Farnham's Whispering Jack
(960000, RCA); Dire Straits’
Brothers In Arms (920.000, Poly-
Gram); Michael Jackson's Thril-
ler (715000, CBS).

Commercial radio is vibrant
and successful, although its cur-
rent preference for gold format-
ting is causing great concern in
every quarter of the record busi-
ness. Some 140 commercial sta:
tions exist within Australia, with
an equal number of outlets for the
government-controlled  Austra-
lian Broadcasting Corporation
and around 70 public service sta-
tions (ethnic, university, special
interest etc).

The principal cities of Mel-
bourne and Sydney have two
commercial FM stations each,
while Brisbane, Adelaide, Perth
and Canberra have one. In the
major cities, the number one sta-
tion is invariably FM, sometimes
capturing up to 30% of the local
available audience. The profita-
bility of FM far exceeds AM,
which is plainly a declining for-
mat. However, the government
has recently announced plans to
grant further FM licences and to
upgrade two stations from the
AM to FM band in some cities,
50 as to lessen the dominance of
the present FM giants.

Australians enjoy the highest
level of exposure to rock tele-
vision in the world, with up to
100 hours of broadcasting per
week. Not even last year's pay-
for-play verdict has seriously res-
trained this. In Sydney, channels
2 and 10 broadcast rock all night,
while 9 serves up three hour
blocks of MTV Two to four hour

menon, the live music ethic has
reigned supreme in Australia

A

since the early 1950s. Today, on
any weekend in a major city like
Sydney, audiences can choose
from over 100 venues offering
live entertainment. Such a high
concentration of show business
activity promotes a healthy level
of competition among local con-
cert promoters.

There are at least six major-
league entrepreneurs currently
competing for this market: Paul
Dainty, Michael Coppel, Garry
Van Egmond, Kevin Jacobsen,
Michael Edgley, and the Frontier
Touring Co. (headed by Mush-
room Records boss Michael
Gudinski and his partner Michael
Chugg). Add to these a similar
number of promoters operating
on the fringes and Australia can
well justify its status as one of the
fastest growing tour markets in
the world

Michacl Coppel, who so far
this year has already toured such
acts as Miles Davis, Bob Geldof,

The Live Phenomenon Rocks On

Los Lobos and Jerry Harrison,
believes working live is all-
important. “Even with the arrival
of videos, to build a lifelong
career you have to be able to work
live and develop an audience on
that basis, as well as on recorded
product. For the size of our popu
lation, we often produce a sur-
prising level of support for tour-
ing artists.”

One of the more established
Australian promoters is Garry
Van Egmond, who has had his
own touring company since 1973.
Starting out with the Bee Gees,
this year’s coup was AC/DC, who
started their 1988 World Tour
here. His theories on the local
market fit in with Coppel’s. “I
think it is also the standard of fa-
cilities we offer here. The service
is good, the conditions are excel
lent. Wi a few years ago we
were limited to 4.000 - 5.000 ca-
pacity venues in the major cities,
now most capitals offer 12.000
seater entertainment centres with
co-ordinated parking, bar facili-
ties and restaurants.”

That is not always the case,
however. Other operators like
Paul Dainty (soon to tour Mick
Jagger), Kevin Jacobsen and
Frontier prefer to keep an ongo-
ing relationship with their clients.
Jacobsen, another veteran whose
‘87 tour schedule included such
major names as Michael Jackson,
Billy Joel and Cyndi Lauper: “I
have taken part in bidding wars in
the past and suffered accordingly,
so I 'do not do it any more.”

"I also avoid one hit pop acts,
who do not generally represent
good, secure business. 1 would
rather have a Springsteen, Mel-
lencamp, Jackson, Joel or Igle-
sias, because they have got track
records. Bringing someone in on
the strength of one hit record does
not necessarily work any more.”

In 1987, Frontier toured ZZ
Top, Billy Idol, Bon Jovi, Suzan
ne Vega, Jimmy Buffett and
Crowded House, as well as bring-
ing Billy Joel back for a highly
successful ‘encore’ tour. This
year they have struck success
with Herbie Hancock and John
Cougar Mellencamp and plan to
tour Sting, Bros and Iron Maiden
before Christmas. According to
partner Michael Chugg: “Michael

Frontier's Michael Chugg does not
get involved in bidding wars

(Gudinski) spends a lot of time
overseas and has built up a lot of
respect, so now a lot of American
managers simply ring us direct.
We do not get into bidding wars
with other promoters, because we
tend to maintain relationships
with clients”.

Although he is not able to
claim quite the same success rate
as Frontier cnjoyed in 1987,
Michael Coppel did reasonably
well. The rest of this year should
maintain an upward curv
maxing with a planned U2 tour
early in 1989. He is already in-
volved in tours for Bryan Ferry
and Whitney Houston over the
coming months, with a likely
return visit by Robert Cray.

“Most of my tours over the
last year or so made a profit - one
or two did not, but that is part of
the business. Being a promoter is
alsoa licence to be wrong and pay
for it. If you had to engage in bid-
ding wars for every act you want-
ed, the margin would be squeezed
so tightly that you would only
have to make a couple of miscal
culations and you would be out of
bus s

The combined effects of an in-
creasingly conservative musical
climate and the devaluation of the
Australian dollar meant that more
big-name acts toured Australia in
1987 than in any other year.

So far in 1988, the mood has
been marked by caution. Fewer
tours have been mounted, and
even the minor-league promoters
have opted for tried-and-true acts
over the newer names. Excep-
tions to the rule over the last year
include Melbourne-based entre-
preneur Vivian Lees, who pulled
off ambitious tours by English

politico-folk artist Billy Bragg,
post-punkers New Order and
London Irish band The Pogues.
Fellow Melbourne promoter Ken
West is about to tour The Jesus &
Mary Chain and a hip-hop pack-
age headed by Run DMC later
this year.

As for 1988’s quiet before the
upcoming  summer  storm,
Michael Coppel puts it down, ap-
propriately, to seasonal market
variations: “It runs in cycles; lo-
cal promoters have always had to
deal with a situation whereby
there are either too many or not
enough acts available at any given
time. Like last year, the months
from September through to
Christmas will be crazy. In fact
1987 has nothing on what the rest
of this year will be like
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Conceri promoter Kevin Jacobsen
avoids one-hit wonders

"The pressure will be felt
most in the service industry
sound, lights etc. A lot of acts
may have to bring their own pro-
duction with them, which will
undoubtedly force up their asking
price.

So last year’s flood of major-
name tours looks set to be repeat-
ed on an even grander scale. Ac-
companied by mushrooming
costs, ongoing currency fluctua-
tions and a move away from the
vast Australian outdoor venues,
the toll on the industry will be
high. Ticket prices have more
than doubled in the last five
years, trucking and accomoda-
tion costs have risen sharply and
general expenses are all but over-
taking the inflation rate,

"The result for ticket buyers
will be a greater than ever choice
of acts,” as Michael Coppel puts
it, “but, as always, it will be their
pockets that suffer.”ll

Though
some bands complain of
having to make do with
low budgets, they are
certainly fortunate in
having some of the
world’s best recording
technology - and at prices
that American, Japanese
and European artists find
very attractive.

ustralian audio and video
production facilities are
in a unique position
They have the disadvantage of
having to pay high import prices
because of duties, sales tax and
heavy transport costs. Yet the
Australian market keeps prices
for services at a much lower rate
than the overseas studios charge
And the video side is just as
hooting a video clip
S or the UK involves
heavy union and location costs.
as well as steep charges for edit-
ing time and high producer/
director fees. A clip costing in
the region of £ 7.000 in London
will, again, come out at about
half that rate in Australia - includ-
ing full production and post-
production costs.

Australia’s top music video
producer Steve Priest, whose 800
clips and dozens of long forms
include overseas superstars such
as Elton John, Julio Iglesias,
Deep Purple, and Kiss, says it is
the combination of talent and ver-
satile facilitfes that attract the
stars.

A look at Australia’s recording and video facilities

works will finance almost an en-
tire concert shoot in return for
just local rights, leaving the artist
to sell their own show overseas
Not surprisingly, Dire Straits, El
ton John and Boy George have
taken advantage,” says Priest

"But it is also our relaxed but
professional crews that have
gained us a reputation for being
the best place in the world to
shoot a video. We also have
prices that mean an entire band
can shoot a clip and still have
enough money left over for a two-
week holiday””

Peter Skillman, General Mana-
ger of Sydney’s Pro-image ECV
production house, where a large
number of clips have been pro-
duced or edited, agrees. “We get
an overseas manager or record
company head into our facilities,
and show them the quality we can
achieve. Then we top it off with a
rate card reflecting the favourable
currency exchange, as well as the
lower costs. It is an unbeatable
combination. We don’t have to
prove anything. They have al-
ready seen our product on MTV
and other overseas music video
programmes.””

Pro-image’s direct competitor
in production facilities, Hoyts
Television, has recently pur
chased a major Sydney facility,
Videolab, as well as a mighty out-
side broadcasting fleet. This is in
addition to their Brisbane Jum
buck Productions house. General
Manager Bruce Fink says his or-
ganisation is taking steps to lure
more overseas clients, especially
in the music area

Hoyts Television also plans to
produce its own programming,
and is heavily involved in estab-
lishing sateliite direct broadcast,
cable and subscription television
in the country. In Fink's words,
“We're expanding and improving
existing facilities to be able to

offer the best in world class gear |

and talent. Hoyts sees a market in
attracting overseas productions,
as well as in programming that
will find its way to Europe and
the UK.

Music video has certainly

been leading the interest in Aus-
tralian production, but the recor-
ding studios have also benefited

from the currency exchange rates
that make the country’s studio
prices so attractive. Sydney’s
EMI Studios 301 have had their
share of foreign talent booking
the SSL 64 channel desk Studio
B, as well as the symphony capac
ity Stidio A. Duran Duran re-
corded nearly an entire album
during an extended promotional
visit, and Stevie Wonder, Elton
John and increasing numbers
of Japanese acts have used the fa-
cilities.

According to 301's head, Mar-
tin Benge, it is a question of repu-
tation. "301 have a long history of
recording top acts, and the word
has spread not only among the
acts but also the producers and
engineers. We have to keep up
with the latest technology used
overseas, pose no SUTPrises or
technical challenges and offer the
best in facilities and technicians

In Melbourne, the counter-
part of 301 is Metropolis Studios,

created a whole new set of digital
studios as well as an in-house
studio for producers Vanda and
Young

And there are other innova-
tions from the technical side of
the Australian market that go be-
yond simple production. Success
stories abound. Some companies
have really affected the way mus-
ic is played or marketed

Disctronics started operations
in just one state-of-the-art Mel-
bourne plant. Through purchase
of Disctec in the UK and two
Laservideo plants in the US, they
are now the third largest manu-
facturers of CDs in the world
They are also one of the first
companies to produce PAL CDVs
(the system used in Europe), as
well as being at the leading cdge
of CD ROM and Laservideo
technology

Fairlight Instruments, which
revolutionised the music world
with its Computer Musical In-

a complex of five studios. These
range from the 48 channel SSL
board controlled Studio 3, with
the desk on a rotating disc, to
smaller voice production studios
where most of Melbourne's jin-
gles are produced. But Studio
Manager and partner Tom Kehoe
feels that the equipment and stu-
dio designs are in many ways
common to most facilities - peo-
ple are his company’s strength
“Anutisanut, aboltisabolt. It’s
the people who are using them
that make the difference.”
Although 301 and Metropolis
are the top two studios in their
respective cities, there are a range
of other facilities in the technolo-
gy race for the top recording con-
tracts. Rhinoceros Studios in
Sydney have just had an extensive
refit, adding more digital capabil-
ities. Platinum Studios in Mel-
bourne are also popular with the
rock fraternity. Alberts in Sydney
moved premises last year, and

strument (CMI) 10 years ago, is
another innovator. The CMI has
evolved into the Series I11, the top
choice for many composers and
performers. Fairlight has also
transformed video production
with the release of the Computer
Video Instrument, which has
gained a world market in music
video as well as commercials
production as a low rent video
paintbrush.

Another frontrunner this year
has been Castle Music, which
produced a 25 CD set of sound ef-
fects called the Sound FX-The
Library. This debuted at MIDEM
and has gone on to excellent
global sales as a production tool
for radio, television and films

Production of music, video
and music products remains a
great part of the industry in Aus-
tralia. It is an area that, despite
Australia’s distance from the rest
of the world, keeps us on top
down under.

Two of this year’s indie stars vault into the top
10 this week, both with previously released
songs. Birthday, the song which broke Ice-
