Publishers To Take
Stronger Role

Paris - The lack of consultation
by Continental mechanical rights
organisations in structuring
licensing arrangements with
users was the main theme of a re-
cent discussion by the Interna-
tional Federation Of Popular
Music Publishers (IFPMP).

Publishers from the UK, the
US and various continental Euro-
pean countries expressed their
views concerning the important
changes taking place in copyright
administration and royalty collec-
tion in Europa The meeting,
hosted by the French Music Pub-
lishers Association (CSDEM)
highlighted the general dissatis-
faction within the publishing

community. Many feel that the
centralised agreements now be-
ing negotiated worsen the issues
of high commission rates, ac-
counting delays and the quality of
service that have long troubled
composers and publishers.

Particular attention was given
to details of the GEMA-BMG
agreement which will be vetted at
a meeting between the MPA (UK)
working party and BMG in
London.

The Paris forum will be the
basis of a mom permanent struc-
ture for examining the future of
rights in Europe. The next meet-
ing will be held in early De-
cember.

Independent Music
Meeting A Success

Italy's independent music scene
was well represented at Bruno
Casini's fifth Independent Music
Meeting, held in Florence last
week. The theme of the three-day
festival was artistic production
and more than 3.000 people visit-
ed the 50 stands promoting maga-
zines, labels and producers.

A series of panels were held
and in the evening them were
showcase concerts which fea-
tured anion including Bel Canto
(Norway), Diamanda Galas
(Greece) and Novalia (Italy).

EUROVIP (European Rock
Video Independent Producers),
an organisation made up of in-
dependent video makers from
throughout Europe, conducted

several of the panels. One discus-
sion dealt with the link between
independent video production
and independent labels. MTV
producer Hetty Los: "EUROVIP
are becoming quite important and
I often ask them for advice."
Their main objective is to resolve
production problems, make con-
tacts and to co-operate on special
projects.

Although them were some
non -Italian labels (including a
delegation representing the Scan-
dinavian indies), the main em-
phasis was on the Italian scene.
Paolo Prato, co -organiser and a
RAI 3 producer, says it is hoped
the festival will become dnOre in-
ternational in future.

MTV In
Norway

Music Channel
For TDFI?

Paris -Television Musicale Fran -
mine (TMF), the music channel
proposed by CBS France, Poly -
Gram Prance and major French
FM network NAL has confirmed
that it "fully intends" to take a
channel on the newly -launched
French satellite TDF1.

"We are certainly looking to
be on board," said Henri De
Bodinat of CBS, "but on two con-
ditions: we must be guaranteed a
terrestrial network that will give
us full access to Parts and the
price must be right."

De Bodinat believes TMP's
chances of using one of the five
channels on TDF1, which was
launched on October 27, will de-
pend on how effective the opposi-

don is. Both M6, the commer-
cial, predominantly music chan-
nel and Canal Plus, France's sub-
scription TV, are against IMF.

Canal Plus is currendy ne-
gotiating with France's largest
commercial TV, TFI, to take two
channels on the satellite on a joint
basis. The two broadcasters
would then provide material for
both channels under a reciprocal
agreement.

Bat since Canal Plus and TF1
are also demanding access to the
Paris terrestrial frequency before
they will confirm their interest in
TDF1, IMP is by no means cer-
tain to occupy a channel when the
satellite begins broadcasting next
spring.

Hamburg - The new indie pres-

Broadcasters Say No To Politics
In Programming

by Frank Schierholz

Programming was the focus of
discussions during a two-day Ra-
dio Congress held by the Bavari-
an State Licensing Authority for
New Media (ELM). The con-
gress was organised within the
framework of the Munich Media
Days, one of West Germany's
most important media meetings.

The political influence on
programming was a central
theme, with representatives from
both public and private broad-
casters saying politics should not
be allowed to influence the media
- especially not its supervision
and control.

Hans Bausch, Director of
public broadcaster Suddeutsche
Rundfunk (SDR) has rolled for a
separation of broadcasting and
politics: "Because them was no
room for a commercial model
following the war in 1945, the
dual system of public and private
broadcasters which we now have
could not be designed along US
lines. Taking over the BBC struc-
ture, which served as the model
for West Germany's media laws,
legislators saw the need for social
control of the media, but tried to
avoid control by the government
or by political parties."

Werner Klatten, Managing
Director of the private satellite
channel SAT 1, presented his case
more cautiously, admitting that
politics have had a direct in-
fluence on SAT l's programming.
"If them had been no political
pressure in North Rhine-West-
phalia, where the decision to is-
sue a licence for terrestrial TV
frequencies was tied to the inclu-
sion of the political programme
'Spiegel TV Magazine', SAT I

would not have chosen to broad-

cast the programme."
Referring to the debate about

the increase of TV and radio
registration fees, Bausch pointed
out that "the public broadcasters
end up paying for politics".
Bausch also indicated his fear
that political arguments over the
isslle will begin whiles commis-
on is still preparing fee recom-

mendations.
Schreyer: "Besides the nor-

mal competition between various
broadcasters, the privates also
have to contend with the state
licensing authorities. While one
state authority allows for five in-
terruptions during a sport broad-
cast, others allow only three. It is
critical to the interests of the pri-
vate broadcasters that some unity
be brought into this system.

Dieter Stoke, Director of the
public channel, ZDF, dealt with
West Germany as a market for
'target -group programmes' and
`subject programmes'. "A target
group programme must be de-
fined in terms of the audience,
while a subject programme is de-
fined by the character and profile
of the programme itself."

Stolte said West Germany is a
difficult market for subject
programming, pointing to ZDF's
plans to start a European music
channel.

But Bavaria's State Secretary
Albans Goppel said a successful
dual market of public and private
broadcasters, requires private
broadcasters to offer balanced
and multifaceted programming.
He said that, like their public
counterparts, privates should
give "education and culture the
same significance and weight as
information and entertainment."M

Increased Commercial
Airtime Criticised

Cliff Richard - Still In The Front Line

In 1958 Cliff Richard
stored his first UK hit

with the single 'Move It'
and he has never been far

away from the charts
ever since. As Mickie

Most, one of the most
successful producers in
the past 20 years, says:

"He has survived the
Liverpool beat boom and

the Beatles, flower
power, heavy metal,

blues, glam rock, punk
and new wave, and

computer age music.
He has a track record

second to none."

Eyen, in 1963 New Musical
Express reporter Derek
Johnson was writing about

the spectacular career of Cliff
Richard. "Five years of show
business history - that, in a nut-
shell, sums up the fantastic career
of Cliff Richard, the UK's biggest
ever box-office attraction, and
undoubtedly our most pheno-
menally suecessful pop star in the.
overseas market."

And today Richard is still
making hits. While some of his
colleagues from the 60s have
been fronting nostalgia shows or
singing in holiday resorts, Cliff
Richard has been in the studio.
Songs like 116 Dona Talk Any-
more, All I Ask Of You, She's So
Beautiful, Carrie, True Love
Ways, Little To. and Please
Don's Fall In Love, have seen him
mingling in the charts with names
like Dusan Duran, George Mi-
chael, Boy George and Bros. It is
a fact which confirms Richard's
belief that he should remain a
contemporary recording artist:

Richard: "I feel that I am still
growing and progressing as an
artist, and that I am still in the
front line of the music scene. I

have not planned it this way - I

do not attend endless meetings
discussing marketing strategy
and I certainly do not go in for a
contrived image. But I do listen
to what is around me and I take
care of myself.

...And no sign of slowing down

"This is a great time to be
around, life is exciting, there is so
much to be involved in - there are
so many areas where the gates are
open and I find that I am accept-
ed by all ages. At concerts I get
very young people, I get elderly
people and there am many groups
in-between. I have got a non -
typecast role."

He adds: 'A lot of people
make the mistake of wiping out

what is old simply because it is
old. I can not see the point of that.
If you are going to progress and
improve, you take what was good
in the past and rejuvenate it."

Europe has always been a

strong market for Cliff Richard.
In one week in May 1963, his sin-
gle Lucky Lips was top of the
charts in six European countries.
He first toured back in 1959/60
and he says his affection for these

countries has never faltered. One
of his biggest fan clubs, the Inter-
national Cliff Richard Move-
ment, which has been operating
for more than 20 yea., is based
in Holland and the media in
countries like West Germany,
Holland and Belgium have always
welcomed him. This year, he has
continued the European tour he
started lag autumn - visiting
Norway, Denmark and West -Ger-
many, as well as Australia and
New Zealand.

Three decades in the gaze of
the media has not been easy going
for the star, with aspects of his
personal life often subject to sen-
sationalism in the tabloid press.
In particular his religious beliefs
have attracted the media's atten-
tion - Christianity and the rough
and tumble music industry are
regarded by many as odd bed-
fellows. It has resulted in him be-
ing cast in the role of a spokes-
man for Christianity. He says: "I
sometimes think that it is rather a
heavy role to play. I am only a
spokesman because I am famous."

But he adds attitudes are
changing. These days he is joined
by rock artists like Bono of U2,
Mie Peters of The Alarm and
US singer Amy Grant who have
expressed similar convictions.
And Richard, who has worked
with charities for mom than 20
yea., applauds the growing in-
terest in fund-raising activities by
international artists.

It is great to see this sort of
awareness. Rock 'n roll artists am
responding to a very important

No Holiday For Robbie Nevil

Following the success of
his self -titled 1986 debut

album, which boasted the
international hit single

'C'est La Vie', Robbie
Nevil's latest LP 'A Place

Like This' has recently
been released in Europe.

The tracks on the album
range from R&B to jazz,

from up -tempo blues to ballads.
Eight of the songs were recorded
at Ground Control Studios in Los
Angeles. The other two were cut
at the Hit Factory, Skyline Stu-
dios and Right Track Recording
in New York. They am Getting
Better, co -produced by Tom Lord
Alge, and the first single, Back
On Holiday, which Nevil pro-
duced himself and was remixed
for the 12" version by John 'Jelly-
bean' Benitez.

The tender Too Soon which is
dedicated to the memory of the
late Alex Sadkin, who produced
Nevil's lust LP, is also on the al-
bum. Meanwhile, the instrumen-
tal Dreams is only available on
CD and cassette.

Now with ample original ma-
terial under his belt, Nevil plans
to tour the ITS in mid -January be-
fore continuing on to Europe
sometime in the spring. But the
mat work has already started.

Nevil's side of the campaign
started in the UK on November 7
with an appearance on the 'Wo-
gan' TV show. This Was followed
by three days in Milan- giving in-
terviews and performing the sin-
gle with a full band for playback
on TV shows 'Discoringi 'Super-
classificai '123 lovannotff and on
the VideoMusic network.

Gam, on `Deelay Televi-
sion'. On Friday II he was back in
London for a three-day visit to
appear on TV shows including
Jonathon Ross' The Last Resort'
and children's programmes like
`Going Live' and 'Motor Mouth',
before flying onto Hamburg for a
day of press and radio promotion.

From there he goes to Madrid
to appear on the national televi-
sion shows Wabado Noche' and
'Rockopopi before heading up to
Copenhagen for the Friday night
show `TV2' on November 18. Af-
ter a two-day break, Nevil heads

off to Munich to appear on
'Schlachtof. His next appoint-
ment is in Amsterdam with the
shows 'Countdown' and 'The Eu-
rochart Top 40'.

Oslo, where Nevil will be on
`Toppoff, is next on the list and
then it is back to West Germany
for appearances on 'WWF Club'
and the cable TV show 'RTL'.
That is followed by Swedish TV's
lacob's Ladder' and a photo ses-
sion for 'OK Magazine'. On
November 28 Nevil goes to Paris
for an appearance on 'Sacre
Soiree' and finally, on the last day
of the month, he will perform on
Aztigre' in West Germany. The
start of a new month sees Nevil

flying back to the US.
Meanwhile, the merchandis-

ing will take the form of fly -
posters, in store posters, 3-D dis-
plays (of the album cover), ace-
tate stickers, special cassette
wallets and 20.000 carrier bags
for the single (in Sweden(. Ad-
vertising has also been booked in
numerous publications in each
country.

Rainbirds Aim For The Sky
by Marjolem Rombey

Recording of the
Rainbird's second album

is due to start this month
and judging by the

experience the group
gained during their

extensive touring of
Europe in the past year,

it is bound to be an LP to
look forward to.

Rainbirds are one of the
few German bands with

international appeal. They began
what has the potential to become
an impressive international car -

with their self -tided debut al-
bum, released on Mercury (dis-
tributed by Phonogram).

The Rainbinis' music stems
from singer/songwriter/guitarist

Katharina Franck and it is often a
case of 'it sounds like, but it is
not'. There are definite Anglo-
American influences and Frank's
voice is reminiscent of Tanita Ti-
karam and Suzanne Vega.

While most record companies
wait for a single to make its way
into the charts before going ahead
with an album for a new band,
that was not the case with the
Rainbirds. Franck: "With us it
was different -tire album was a hit
before the single Blue Print,
which came much later. We only
picked it because we thought it
was a good radio song."

Blue Print peaked at no. 7 in
the West German chart but the al-
bum climbed to no. 2. Franck:
"That was goad, because Phono-
gram sees Rainbirds as an album -
band. The people there never

came up with the idea to release a
single to test the market - they
wanted us to make an album.
They really have faith in us."

All three members of Rain -
birds - besides Franck there are
drummer Wolfgang Glum and
guitarist/bass player Beckmann -
have ample musical experience
but as a band they are still rela-
tively new, despite the fact they
have already worked with some
big names. Their debut album
was produced by Udo Arndt,
known for his work with Udo
Meinecker and Stephan Remm-
ler. And as an engineer, he was
involved with the first Nina Ha-
gen album.

Meanwhile, the black and
white video for Blue Print was
made by the highly acclaimed
photographer/director Anton
Corbijn (U2 and Simple Minds).

The band was boned early
in 1986 and its name is derived
from the song Rainbirds on Tom
Waits' album Swonifishtrom-
bones. Contrary to the biography,
'rain' does not stand for the
band's melancholy side, and
'birds' does not refer to their
lighter spirits. Franck: "Some-
body made that up - I never said
it. It was when our first concert
was not too far away and it was
time for us to have a name. I just
liked that song..
