AIRC Rejects PPL
‘Clean Bill’ Claim

Claims by Phonographic Perfor-
mance Ltd (PPL), the UK’s rights
collection society, that a recent
report gave it “a clean bill of
health” have been rejected by
Brian West, Director of the As-
sociation Of Independent Radio
Contractors (AIRC) (see Music
& Media issue 52).

""PPLs claim of ‘aclean bill of
health’ from the the Monopolies
and Mergers Commission (MMC)
would be outrageous if it were not
50 ludicrous,” said West.

Although the MMC report
agreed that collecting societies
were the best mechanism for col-
lecting royalties, the MMC wants
users to have a statutory right to
PPL’s repertoire without any res-
trictions on payment, he added.
“That’s not the way PPL operates
at present, so how can it be a
‘clean bill of health'?””

West also believes that the
Department Of Trade And Indus-
try’s (DTI) reaction to the report
is a strong criticism of PPL.

“Although the MMC made no
recommendations on first fixa-
tion (a system which would let ra-
dio stations use recordings from
many foreign territories, includ-
ing the US, without paying royal-
ties), the DTI has demanded a
study of such a scheme. First fix-
ation would be far fairer to all
parties.”

The report’s recommendation
that payments to the BBC and in-
dependent radio (IR) should be
based on a common tarriff is a
further criticism of PPL, West
believes. The AIRC suggested
this three years ago, he adds.

And while the report supports
unlimited use of product, West
points out that the recent AIRC/
PPL agreement to a one-year
experimental period of unlimited
needletime was only achieved
“after we had been forced to
agree to other new PPL con-
ditions which we certainly do
resent" 8

Six More Stations For London

London should gain up to six
more radio stations in the next 12
months. This emerges from a list
of possible community radio sites
published at Christmas. One of
the larger London stations will
almost certainly be an all-music
FM service of classical or
specialist music.

The locations, which were
published by the Independent

Broadcasting Authority (IBA) in-
clude Greater London (FM),
Greater London (AM-ethnic),
Haringey (ethnic), Hounslow
(ethnic) and Thamesmead. There
will also be new ethnic stations in
Bradford, Central Manchester
and either Coventry or Wol-
verhampton.

The other main areas, which
are not designated as ethnic serv-

Kruiz - Soviet Success In Germany

"Perestroika and glasnost have
not changed our music,” says
Valery Gaina, guitarist of the
Soviet premier heavy-metal band
Kruiz, “but they have let us per-
form how we want. We can no
longer be banned,” he claims.
Gorbachov’s reforms have
also seen WEA-signed Kruiz be-
come the first Soviet rock band to
be allowed to record abroad. The
group’s second album, Kruiz,
recorded in Red Line studios near
Munich, was produced by the
award-winning  producer and

Head of WEA's National A&R,
Lothar Meid.

There are plans for a tour of

Paris - French private TV station
La Cinq, following an initiative
by the mainly music channel M6,
has refused to pay the fixed annu-
al charge due from all French
channels to France’s CNCL, the
broadcasting regulatory body.

M6 objected to the fee
last year and late in 1988 achieved
a reduction in the sum, though
they would not disclose how
much they now pay. B

Cable Mission Closed Down

Another Belgian band on the
brink of international popularity

B founded the band in 1980.
Their sound, “an association of
samples that create an atmos-
phere,” according to singer De
Meyer, has already seen national
success. Only U2 kept their third
album, Official Version, off the
top of the Belgian charts in 1987.

And 1988's LP Front By
Front, released in October, took
instant pre-orders of 15000 in
Belgium and 30000 in Germany.
A further boost should come in
mid-January, when the band does
a 40 to 50 stop tour of Europe.
The single, Headhunter, out in
September, was still picking up
healthy sales at press time.

"Headhunter was not the
most accessible track, but we
chose it because we liked Anton
Corbijn's video... we want to
keep a ‘mystic’ image around
Front 242" says composer/mixer
Daniel B.
