Murdoch Delays MPI Fund

(MPI), a US$ 5 billion acquisi-
tions fund to be controlled by
Rupert Murdoch, has delayed its
launch which was originally
planned for the end of this month.

Murdoch, who wants to retain
a 20% stake in the venture, has
had difficulty attracting partners
to help fund MPI, which plans en
initial capital of around US$ I
billion. MPI plans to acquire me-
dia companies worldwide.

Rapid Growth For
Local Radio Proposed
The Home Office has proposed a
plan to enable the rapid expan-
sion of local radio once the new
Broadcasting Bill becomes law.

The proposal involves new
stations initially using low -power
transmitters on temporary fre-
quencies, before moving to their
designated pan of the FM band
(currently used for non -broadcast
purposes) when it finally be -

available in about three
years time.

Also, once the Bill is on IN
way through the usual parliamen-
tary process, a shadow Radio

Authority would be established to
deal with the licence applica-
tions. This would allow many sta-
tions to start broadcasting soon
after the Bill becomes law.

The government's new Broad-
casting Bill could become law by
late 1990. It will transfer control
of all non -BBC radio from the
IBA to a new, "lighter touch" ra-
dio authority and is expected to
allow for the establishment of a
large number of new, local/com-
munity radios, as well as three
national commercial stations. El

Best Year Ever

Paris - France's performing
rights society SACEM distribut-
ed the record amount of Ffr 1.5
billion in 1988 to some 50.000
right owners.

For the second year in a row,
national repertoire accounted for
more than half of the revenue
(54.3% against 51.6% in 1987).
Meanwhile French repertoire in-
creased its share on all formats,
in the media, in record sales and
in discos.

Jean -Loup Toumier, SACEM's
General Manager: "Program-
ming on all the TV and radio sta-
tions is largely open to French
repertoire. This is very clear with
Antenna 2, FR3 and TFI which
use more than 67% of French
music and the main radios such
as RTL who play over 50%, ex-

cept NU"
The main source of return for

SACEM is the audiovisual media
(27% of the total). The share for
AM stations is falling but TV is
increasing public use of music
(25.9%). Sales of records and

'videos are up 22% against 17%
two years ago and revenue from
foreign exploitation and live mus-
ic also increased with major
French and international acts on
the road.

International exchange was
also positive. SACEM collected
Ffr 267.5 million from foreign
exploitation of French repertoire
and distributed Ffr 237.7 million -
mainly in the US, UK (together
60%), West Germany, Italy and
Belgium.

Trema Pushes New Artists
Trema, the leading independent
record company in France, has
mounted a long-term campaign to
push new artists signed by the
company. These include Anima,
Garcon, Le Cride, La Mouche,
Laurence V8, Les Infideles and
Lepagneau.

Dany Mouton, Trema's Mar-
keting Manager: "Trema is now
20 years old and its image is as-
sociated with the names that
made the company famous: Mi-
chel Sardou, Charles Aznavour,

Herve Vilard. Our goal is to show
that Trema is not only the home
of these stars but also the label of
a new generation of artists that
could be tomorrow's stars."

The campaign will include
mailing promotional material to
the media, artist showcases and
special activities with retailers.

BUMA/STEMRA
Figures Up

Amsterdam - Dutch copyright
society BUMA/STEMRA has
repotted continued growth for
last year, with figures boosted by
the introduction of a third nation-
al TV channel and central
licensing.

BUMA says net income from
performance rights jumped by
9.2% to Dfl 57.8 million, which
was higher than expected. This
was due largely to increased
revenue from television perfor-
mance rights which rose by
29.2% to mom than Dfl 8 mil-
lion, following the launch of
Nederland 3 on April I last year.
However, BUMA is forecasting a
drop in net income this year be-
cause of higher costs and stable
gross revenue.

STEMRA says total net in-
come from mechanical rights
passed the Dfl 100 million barrier
in 1988 for the first time in its his-
tory, rising to Dfl 106.7 million
from Dfl 80.8 million in 1987.

The organisation's total costs
went up 5.1% to Dfl 11.5 million.

In his annual report,
BUMA/STEMRA Chairman,
Ton Oosterhuis, is critical of the
government's slowness to take ac-
tion against illegal copying, and
of the postponement of legisla-
tion on lending rights which cur-
rently exclude music authors.

Scandinavia

Stockholm - As in the rest of Ea -
rope, CDs sales in Scandinavia
have risen significantly over the
past year and the vinyl LP has
shown a decline.

According to new figures is-
sued by the Scandinavian IFPI
body, GLF, CD sales in Sweden
formed 28% of the total market in
1988, a rise of 7% on 1987, while
the vinyl LP slipped back 4% to
51% of the total. Revenue for the
year on all formats was worth Skr
750 million, up from Skr 683
million.

There wem similar trends
across the other territories. In
Norway the CD sham rose by 4%
while the vinyl LP dropped by
2% (total revenue Skr 370 mil-
lion). In Denmark the CD rise
was also 7%, while the vinyl LP
slipped by 6% (total revenue Skr
377 million), and in Finland the
CD sham rose by 4% with a 4%
drop for the vinyl LP (total
revenue Skr 319 million).

Uncertain Licences
Spanish Communications Min-
ister lose Barrionuero is expect-
ed to decide before August whe-
ther Canal Plus' application for
one of Spain's three new private
TV franchises is legal (see Extra!
issue 24).

The French channel has pro-
posed a subscription service
similar to its successful French
operation, but Spain's private TV
law and Freedom Of Information
Act are both unclear on the issue
of subscription TV. Some goy-
ernment officials claim that TV is
defined by the law as an essential
public service and should there-
fore be free.

Canal Plus' Sylvie Ruggieri,
"The law does not differentiate
between subscription and non -
subscription TV. As far as we're
concerned there is no legal ob-
stacle."

Ruggieri says Canal Plus Es-
pana would transmit four to five
hours a day of free programming,
including music videos and chil-
dren's shows. Subscription pro-
gramming would consist mainly
of feature films and sports events.

Even if Spain does decide that
subscription TV is legal and

Canal Plus is successful in its ap-
plication, media analysts believe
Spanish viewers will object to
paying f 15 a month for a decoder
when TV has traditionally been
free.

But if the idea does take off in
Spain, the channel is likely to
have a big advantage over the
other two commercial stations.
Canal Plus says 83% of its

revenue will come from decoder
fees, whereas its competitors will
have to contend with Spain's strict
advertising laws.

About 2.000 bids have been
received for 153 new private FM
radio licences in Spain, to be
awarded in August.

INTRODUCING GREECE

Music Industry Adjusts To New Challenges
by Abi Daruvalla & John Carr

The introduction of MTV at the end of 1988 and the
arrival of commercial radio just over a year ago will

inevitably increase the hold of international
repertoire on the Greek record market, although

national product still dominates sales. Latest figures
put domestic sales at 52% but this is a drop of about

5% from last year. While there is still no singles
market, the privates have forced the record

companies to release maxi -singles to ensure airplay of
selected tracks. Music & Media looks at the

industry's current strategies in light of these
recent developments.

Mices Records is the
country's biggest in-
dependent record label

and holds the largest market
share of all the companies. It has
been the corporate vehicle for the
massively popular bourouki
sound and today claims the un-
failing allegiance of the three big-
gest names in domestic repe,

Yannis Parios, George
Debases and Haris Alexiou.

Minos Records grew out of
the old Minos Maims & Son label
that was one of the pioneers of
Greece's record industry. It was
back in the 1930s that the late Mi-
nos Matsas, father of present
Managing Director Makis Mat-
sas, made the label's first record-
ings in the lobbies of plush
Athens hotels.

Minds- \ today has a 21.5%
share of the market, 0.1% over
PolyGram. And Makis Maims
finds he laving to fight to keep
the top spot as, in his own admis-
sion, "private radio is hurting us
very much".

Overexposure of certain a,
tists can be just as deadly as un-
derexposure, and that is what the
record companies do not like
about the private radio scene.
And it hurts domestic repertoire
most of all, which is where Mi-
nos Records' main emphasis lies.

Piracy, too, remains a prob-
lem, even though it is not as bad
as it was several years ago, before
tough new anti -piracy laws were
implemented. The big pirate
operators have been driven out of
business, but little can be done
about what Maims calls "record -
shop piracy", when store owners
make their own hit tapes for sale.
"It is hard to track them down,
but we know they are doing it,"
says Martas, who claims 10000
cassettes a day are lost this way
industrywide.

At PolyGram Greece, which
assumed its present corporate
form in the late 1970s, the policy
is to keep domestic and interna-
tional repertoire almost evenly
exposed, and so for it has been
successful.

Athens Radio - Mixing Politics With The Hits
by Ain Daruvalla & John Carr

Although Athens' four most popular radio stations
have a mainly top 40 format, it is politics that rules
the city's airwaves. The identity of stations is bound

to the public perception of their political links.
Competition is fierce - and sometimes dirty - not only

between stations, but between DJs.

A then has just over 20 in-
dependent stations, in

six major com-
mercials (see table). Athens 9.84
was the city's first private station,
going on air in May 1987, and it is
still the most popular. Although
Athens 9.84 is keen to promote it-
self as an independent, self-
financing venture, the station,
launched by the city's mayor, is
still regarded as "the official
municipal radio".

The station is run by a board
of five headed by John Jan-
netakos. Akis Evenis is Head Of
Music with a team of 30-35
DJ/producers. Athens 9.84 it on
air 24 hours a day with mixed
programming until 15.00 hours,
followed by music which makes
up around 80% of is total output.
There is six minutes of advertis-
ing per hour.

Evenis is a devoted believer in
DJ independence when it comes
to choosing records and is proud
of the station's ability to judge
hits.

Housed in ultra -modern
offices on the outskirts of the city,
Antenna FM stands out from its
counterparts in is unashamedly
slick, commercial style and
professional approach. The own-
er of this station, ship owner Mi-
nos Kiriakou, is serious about
success and has invested US$ 2
million into it.

Antenna went on air in May
1988 and 95% of its 24 -hour
programming is music, 75% in-

ternational. Joseph Avramoglou,
Head Of Music, heads the 15 DE
who concentrate on international
repertoire while Michael Tsaous-
sopoulos is Head Of International
Repertoire.

Sky was
launched in October 1988 by
banker and publisher George
Koskotas, who earlier this year
fled the country after it was rev-
ealed that he was involved in a
huge political and business
scandal.

The future of Sky was in ques-
tion for weeks until an Athens -
based communications company,
Hermes, took over after what Sta-
tion Director Tasos Papadopou-
los calls "a period of self-
managemont".

Sky aims for the youth market
so programming is mainly pop
and rock, with some jazz and ol-
dies and two hours of classical
music a week. Sky's top DJ is
Vasilis Loukas who hosts a two-
hour weekday show called 'The
Beat Of The Stars'.

Its music policy is committed
to mainstream foreign pop and
G k repertoire is selected for
its closeness to foreign product,
with DJ II ias Benetos handling a
daily two-hour local repertoire
slot called '100.4% Greek'.

But Greece being Greece,
news and current affairs grab a
big sham of airtime. Sky's most
popular programmes are morn-
ing shows which freely attack
abuses within the political system
- including the scandal that
almost sank Sky.

Top FM went on air in May
1988 but unlike Antenna and Sky,
it is not looking exclusively for a
youth market. Owned by

Greece's major publisher Lam -
braids, the station's programming
consists 65% of music on a 50-50
international -domestic ratio.

Programme Director and jazz
specialist Kostas Yiannoulopou-
los heads 32 DE who have com-
plete freedom to select the
records for their shows; there is
no "music policy" and no DJ
meetings. Yiannoulopoulos, "We

The monopoly enjoyed

ERT was shattered by the
introduction of

independent stations in
May 1987 when Athens

9.84 was launched,
although it was to be

Shails Karras Head Of Ra-
dio at ERT: "The emer-

gence of privates did not in-
fluence our music policy. Above
all, we resist the idea of a populist
approach which some of those
stations follow. We don't think we
could offer anything by imitating
them and as a state broadcaster
we should not do so.

As well as presenting an ol-
dies show on ERT on Sundays,
Petrides hosts a daily weekday
show on Top FM and uses his ex-
perience and rock knowledge to
put together programmes as an
independent 'producer.

Ion Stamboulis: "Some 50% of
the market in Greece is, local
repertoire which is unique in Eu-
rope.
