CBS UK Appoints
Six New MDs
London - Six new massaging
directors will lead CBS
Records UK into the 1990s.
According to chief executive
Paul Russell, the company is
being reorganised to in-
crease and broaden its
business, while also focus-
ing more sharply on the
development and breaking
of talent.

The new structure takes
effect from February 1. It
upgrades three veteran ex-
ecutives, including A&R
chief Muff Winwood, and
advances the careers of three
younger managers, inclu-
ding senior director/inter-
national marketing Andy
Stephens.

Russell, who moves im-
mediately from managing
director CPO to chairman
CEO, says the reorganisa-
tion reflects the entre-
preneurial spirit encouraged
at CBS Records worldwide
sinceits acquisition by Sony.

The UK company will
operate with four new divi-
sions - music, labels, music
publishing and operations -
and each will have its own
managing director.

Winwood will head
music, staffed primarily by
two senior A&R executives,
Lincoln Elias and Gordon
Charlton,. well as a couple
of A&R field scouts.

Winwood will also be ac-
tive in the company's renewed
commitment to music publi-
shing and expansion of its
recording studio activities.

The label's division will
be fronted by Tony
Woollcott, who additionally
serves as deputy chairman
of CBS UK. As Well as the
CBS and Epic labels he will
be responsible for the com-
pany's audio/visual sales
and commercial marketing
operations. Woollcott also
oversees CBS Ireland where
John Sheehan continues as
managing director.

This divisidn is further
segmented into CBS and
Epic label units which will
have their own marketing,
promotion, A&R, business
affairs, international A&R
and international markle-
ling staffs.

Tim Bowen and Andy
Stephens will be managing
directors of the CBS label
and the Epic label reaper,
lively. Richard Rowe will be
managing director of the
music publishing division
and David Black will
assume the post of manag-
ing director of operations
including responsibility for
CBS UK's manufacturing
and distribution plant at
Aylesbury. CI

Transborder
Europe's radio networks con-
tinued to edge closer together dur-
ing 1989, with an increase in

cross -border ownership, pro-
gramme exchange and syndica-
tion. Although the concept of tru-
ly pan-European broadcasting
remains controversial, the con-
tinued easing of national broad-
casting regulations and lifting of
trade barriers is likely to see ever-
increasing co-operation throug-
hout the 90e.

Several UK stations made

significant moves into mainland
Europe in 1989. In April, the
Crown Communications Group
bought 35°A) of France's REM
network. At the time Crown
declared it intended to invest

around £ 10 million in Europe
over the next two years.

The Crown initiative was seen
as a response to Capital Radio's
majority shareholding in Monte
Carlo's English -language station,
Radio Riviera, and the Trans
World group's stake in Antibe's
Sunshine Radio.

Other significant cross -border
private

network Radio Nostalgia's part-
nership with Belgium's SIS net-
work which launched a 'Nostal-
gie' Belgian group of stations in
April. In September, one of

Radio Deals
France's leading commercial
radios, Europe 1, bought a con-
trolling (45%) stake in Radio
Salu, a new West German private
station in Saarland. Europe I and
NRJ were also involved with bids
for new London FM franchises.

French financial institution
Sofirad launched Radio Paris -
Lisbon in October. The company
says the station is the first of a
European network of FM radios,
and them am plans to launch bil-
ingual stations in Rome, Madrid,
Athens, West Berlin, Oslo and
Moscow.

soundcarners in Europe surpass
those in the US, according to the
latest figures from industry body
IFPI. IFITs report on 17 markets
during 1988 show sales in the EC
amount to US$ 6.282 billion,
slightly higher than the US at US$
6.254 billion.

However, the US continues to
be the largest market for sound
recordings with total unit sales of
LPs, CDs and cassettes reaching
672 million, compared to 549
million units in EuropeWorldwide
sales figures in 1988 went up
21.4%.

As expected, singles sales show
the most significant decline,
partially mused by the rise of CD
and cassette singles. In 1988,

370 million units were sold,

worldwide singles sales peaked at
800 million units, sales of the
vinyl single have declined by
53.8%. Sales of vinyl LPs are
down 13.6% on 1987 to 510

million units.
The cassette and CD continue

to be growth areas. While cassette
sales increase to 1.39 billion (a
21% rise from 1987), total
worldwide CD sales have shot up
from 260 million units in 1987 to
400 million in 1988, an increase of
54%.

A recent report from PolyGram
estimated CD sales would grow to
600 million wits in 1989 and, ac-
cording to figures from BIS
Mackintosh, this figure is ex-

pected to rise to 870 million units
in 1992.

"We note that one version of
the promotion provoked a bigger
response than the other and we
are discussing whether to run
German -only promotions in the
near future, even within an
English -language show',' he said.

Italians Seize Bootleg

Product Worth L 1.5 Billion
by Oa, Mansfield

Milan - Italian anti -piracy in-

vestigators, in association with
AFI (the national IFPI organisa-
tion), have seized L 1.5 billion
(app. £ 722.000) worth of alleged-
ly bootlegged product at the
Milan premises of music business-
man Severino Lombardoni.

The head of the Disco Magic
label and record store, who earlier
this year was at the centre of the
Black Box Ride On Time sampl-
ing controversy, has been caught
in possession of a total of 30.000
LPs, plus 1.000 imported MCs,
70.000 record labels, 14.000 record
sieves, as well as master plates,
tapes and record sleeve photo-
graphic negatives. The records
seized included product by Bruce
Springsteen, Pink Floyd, U2 and
Sting, according to SIAE, the
Italian performing rights organi-
sation.

Lombardoni, who has been
under police surveillance since
November 1988, denies he is a key
figure in Italy's extensive bootleg-
ging market. "The information
that AFI has given you is mostly
false. Over half the LPs con-
fiscated were legal:' Lombardoni

says that only about 3.000 items
seized were illicit copies and
claims that much of the rest was
product for his own Disco Magic
label.

AEI's Roberto Galanti is

delighted with the success of the
Lombardoni raid: "AFI fights
bootlegging and piracy with all its
means. We spend L I billion a
year towards these ends and while
we obtain good results we are not
succeeding in destroying it. It is
still a big.problem:'

No record production machi-
nery was found but SIAE, the
Italian performing rights society,
is confident a major bootlegging
outlet has been uncovered. SUE:
"The illicit LPs featured artists
such as Bruce Springsteen, Pink
Floyd, U2, The Cure, The Smiths,
Slayer, Motley Crue, Sting,
Suzanne Vega, Frank Zappa and
Joy Division. Most of the product
was live recordings from the 80s.
They are not legal:'

The legal proceedings now be-
ing taken against Lombardoni are
expected to last for six months
before being adjudicated.

WEA Classical To Issue Over 200 Titles

WEA International's newly
restructured classical division will
be issuing over 200 new titles in
the nett year as part of a major
campaign to increase its market
share worldwide.

The company has also signed a
licensing deal with the National
Video Corporation and will be
releasing up to 30 operas and
ballets on CDV and video.'

WEA International's cam-
paign is expected to heighten com-
petition within the classical
market. Senior vice president of
Classical Repertoire Peter Andry,
accepts that the company's
growth must come largely from
"chipping away at the competi-
tion's shares".

Teldec Classics International, a
new company created last month
out of Teldec Record Service and
headed by Hans Hirsch, is stepp-
ing up its recording schedule with
a strong emphasis on standard
repertoire The company, which
will continue to be based in Ham-
burg, already has a 1.200 strong

back catalogue
Large scale recording program-

mes with the Concertgebouw,
Gewandhaus and London Phil
harmonic orchestras are in pro-
spect and US projects with the
New York Philharmonic, Boston
Symphony, St Paul Chamber and
Cleveland Orchestra are also
planned.

The French Erato label will

start its WEA International mar-
keting relationship with a "re-
structured" catalogue of 80 full -
price items and 80 mid -price. Up
to 90 new releases are planned in
1990, including Motilav Ros-

tropovich, the Chicago Sym-
phony under Daniel Barenboim
and the Suisse Romande Or-
chestra, together with 110 re-

issues. The label will concentrate
on French baroque and main-
stream.

WEA International will also be
handling releases from the US
label Nonesuch, a specialist in

modem classical works.

Political Changes Speed East-West Deals
As the wave of political change
continues to sweep across Eastern
Europe, so the repercussions are
being felt in the music and media
industries, Six weeks on from the
first 'Looking East' trade con-
ference in East Berlin, co-

operation between companies in
the West with their counterparts
in the Socialist bloc has never
been higher.

MTV's William Road, eXCited at
prospects in the East

MTV Europe's managing direc-
tor William Roedy comments that
"events have moved far more
quickly than anyone could have
dreamed... MTV's initial aim to
get involved in the East bloc was
from the point of view of a
cultural breakthrough, but now,
much sooner than anticipated,
there could be a genuine
economic reason for becoming in-
volved as well''.

Roedy describes MTV as "very
close" towards finalising a deal
with the Soviet Union's Gostel-
Radio for the transmission of
MTV's 'European Top 20' on the
state broadcaster's national net-
work, and for `Weekend Rock'
and 'Club MTV' on its Moscow
channels.

MTV is keen to retain sponsor-
ship rights on the shows which,
says Roedy, will be under discus-
sion when he visits Moscow in
January. In the longer term, MTV
wishes to follow the US news
channel CNN in setting up a feed
into Moscow's major hotels and
foreign embassies.

GostelRadio has also reached
agreement with Italy's Video -

channel to produce music pro -

grammes for the Soviet network.
The first of the shows, whose con-
tent is still being discussed but
which will be committed to the
development of Soviet rock and
pop, is due for transmission early
next year.

In Holland, TV production
company Redstone Productions
has concluded a deal to provide
Czechoslovakian state broad-
caster CSSR TV with a

26 -episode, 4.0 -minute pop show
called `Rhythmick. The pro-
gramme will feature Western
video clips, pop news and selected
Czech bands, with a Czech host.
It went into production this
month and begins airing on CSSR
TV in January.

A spokesman for Redstone says
discussions are under way with
Polish state TV, Telewizja Polska,
for the production of a show
similar to 'Rhythmickl The com-
pany also intends to provide
CSSR TV with other, non -music

shows.
On the radio front, Unique

Broadcasting's chief executive
Simon Cole says the syndicator is
working on a series of live con-
certs for GostelRadio, for which
Unique will sell advertising in the
West. Unique is also negotiating a
syndicated show involving a ma-
jor Moscow rock concert which it
will relay back to the UK for
distribution across the indepen-
dent radio network. Cole says full
details on both projects will be
released early in the New Year.

Doug Adamson, ,London -
based director of syndication
group MCM Networking, says the
'Looking East' conference pro-
vided extra momentum for East-
West trade and the political
upheaval can only increase
business opportunities: "We will
definitely have programmes on air
in the East bloc within a few
months. We are entering a very ex-

Broadcasting Bill

Offers "No More Choice"
by Paul Easton

"More radio but no more choice"
is the reaction of the Community
Radio Association (CRA) to last
week's publication of the long-
awaited Broadcasting Bill, which
paves the way for the deregulation
and Expansion of UK radio.

CRA chair Steve Byrom: "A
successful community radio sec-
tor needs a new approach to
regulation. The Broadcasting Bill
will not lead to the range and
diversity the government promis-
ed. It is a recipe for more of the
same'

The CRA believes community
radio licences should be advertis-
ed as such and applicants should
show a measure of local support
and community representation.
And non-profit distributing sta-
tions should have fewer restric-
tiom on public funding than their
commercial counterparts.

The CRA also expresses con-
cern that consumers and listeners
will have no say in the location of
the new stations and that com-
munity radio will be forced to
compete with commercial radio
for the same licences.

The Association Of Indepen-
dent Radio Contractors (AIRC)
however, has welcomed the Bill's
provisions for radio although
with one reservation. Richard
Findlay chairman of AIRC and
managing director of Edinburgh's
Radio Forth "We are disap-
pointed that the copyright
reforms so urgently required for
any sensible expansion of radio
are not in the Bill as published!'

According to Findlay, the

AIRC has been assured by the
Home Office that the recommen-

dations of the Monopolies Com-
mission on the abolition of
"needletime" and other copy-
right matters will be added to the
Bill during its Committee stage.

As expected the Bill closely
follows the proposals set out in
last year's White Paper. Respon-
sibility for all independent and
cable radio will be transferred to a
"lighter touch" Radio Authority
which will be responsible for in-
troducing three national commer-
cial stations and "hundreds" of
private local radios by the

mid -90s.

The licences for the new na-
tional stations - to run in competi-
tion with the BBC, whose own
Radio 5 is set to come on air next
August - will be awarded by com-
petitive tender.

The Authority will also enforce
new rules on station ownership to
ensure that "unhealthy concen-
trations and cross media owner-
ship are checked". No company
will be allowed to control more
than one national and six local
stations and no organisation out-
side the EC will be allowed to ac-
quire a national licence.

The Bill also includes wide-
ranging powers to combat pirate
radio. Not only will records, tapes
and studio equipment be liable
for seizure, but also presenters,
advertisers and those who know-
ingly allow their premises to be
used will be committing an of-
fence So too will be record com-
panies and artists who supply
records to the pirates. Anyone
convicted from January 1 1990

will be barred from holding a
licence for five years.

Midland Claims Split Success
Midland Radio's 24 -hour split
frequency service launched a year
ago is a success according to in-
dependent research by Research
Surveys.

The GEM AM service which
covers the Leicester, Nottingham
and Derby areas has increased its
reach by 7% while the reach of
Leicester Sound and Radio "Bent
FM services for Nottingham and
Derby are up by 4%.

Politicians Pledge Local
Radio Support
Italy's local radio stations have
been promised their own new and
distinct laws. The first national 'A
Law For Radio' conference heard
all political parties pledge support
for radio legislation which, politi-
cians guaranteed, will not become
swallowed up in the forthcoming
changes soon to be implemented
throughout the entire broad-
casting sector.

The Rome conference was stag-
ed by the local station organisa-
tions Federradio, APR, ARM and
Corallo. Their basic demands,
which have been consistently
aired for almost 15 years, include
a clear definition between local
commercial and community sta-
tions and different levels of per-
missable advertising revenue for
both categories. The organised
local radio sector already
acknowledge and accept that
many of the country's 4.000 plus
stations must cease broadcasting
when the new legislation becomes
law.

State radio RAI is lending sup-
port to the local radio cam-
paigners for the first time. RAI
spokesperson Luca Giurato
claims more than 27 million
Italians listen to radio for at least
a quarter of an hour a day. "But
for radio to be taken seriously we
must get rid of the infamous fre-
quency jungle'

Felice Lioy, president of adver-
tising association UPA, believes
that frequency chaos and the lack
of professionalism at many radio
stations has an adverse effect on
revenue The expected cutback in
the number of stations is being
welcomed by UPA and is also be-
ing given the backing of some
record companies who believe
that fewer stations will mean
higher quality.

BMG promotions director
Michele Mondella: "The sad
aspect of the changes will be that
they may cost jobs, particularly in
southern Italy. But I would not be
sorry to see mom than 1.000 sta-
tions go. At the moment we only
work with 70 stations throughout
national territory"

Andrea Papalia, CBS radio
promotions manager, works with
40 stations.

BRT To Improve
Radio And TV Image

Brussels - The Flemish Belgian
state broadcaster BRT is to spend
Bfr 81 million (f 1.37 million) on
giving its TV and radio stations a
new image The three-year plan
includes greater independence for
each separate outlet, strengthen-
ing its corporate identity and im-
proving programme information.

BRT spokesman Hugo Mar-
tens: "The main intention is to
promote each individual station
as a separate entity rather than
BRT as an institution. The radio
side of the campaign will come in-
to effect in April 1990. TV
changes take place in the autumn.

"We have already made some
slight changes in the programm-
ing on our second TV channel,
BAT 2, and major TV programme
changes will accompany the

autumn drive to improve the sta-
tion's image Details of proposed
changes for BRT's radio networks
have not yet been released.

Al the beginning of December
the Flemish government gave SRI
radio permission to sell advertis-
ing, subject to a fmal agreement
on December 20. However, BRT
radio has already concluded a ma-
jor deal with Coca-Cola.

Money raised through advertis-
ing, an estimated annual turnover
of Bfr 200 million, will be used to
improve programming on BRT
TV, allowing it to compete with
Flemish commercial rival VTM.
In order to improve public infor-
mation, both radio and TV will
begin advertising each other's
programmes.

KTA Threatens To Drop MTV
by/on Henley

The Amsterdam Cable Authority
(KTA) has threatened to deny
MTV Europe access to the Dutch
capital's cable network unless the
channel is prepared to contribute
programming to local broad-
casters worth Dfl 35.000 (app. £
11.300) over a two-year period.

Rather than contribute to
transmission costs, MTV has
already agreed to provide DS
35.000 per year of funding for
'cultural events', including con-
certs and exhibitions, organised
by Amsterdam city council.

But the KTA, whose policy is
based on charging commercial
stations in direct proportion to
their means, has decided this is

not enough. it has now demanded
a donation to the local broad-

casters' association, SALTO,
similar to that already agreed with
pan-European sports station
Eurosport.

Michel Bakker, manager of
MTV's Amsterdam office, said he
was confident a compromise
would be reached before the pre-
sent contract expires on January
1.

"Amsterdam is and will remain
an important area for MTV. But it
is not so important that we can
make an exception to air general
policy of not paying carriage fees.
If we are forced into paying car-
riage fees, or an equivalent
amount, to every cable operator it
would have an immediate effect
on our programmest"

Crepuscule And PIAS Link Up
Les Disqu. Du Crepuscule and
Play It Again Sam (PIAS) am to
sign a distribution and manufac-
turing deal from January 1.

Crepuscule has been working with
Dur.o for the past two years.

Crespuscules managing direc-
tor Michel Duval is confident the
new agreement will improve pro-
motion and marketing: "I do
consider it as a good deal for us
because we will have more oppor-
tunities to present our product to
a larger audience

"There will be some 'synergy'

between both labels on the inter-
national level. We have good con-
tacts in Japan and PIAS have
their own distribution in the UK!'

"It is important to understand
the Crepuscule catalogue is com-
plementary to what we do at
PIAS:' says managing director
Michel Lambot. "We need tur-
nover, and Crepuscule means tur-
nover without competing with
what we already have!'

Crepuscule has been releasing
an average of 15-20 albums per
year.

Company', marks the first ever
use of playlists on SR. It will ma
from 12.30-15.00 hours, replacing
'Good Afternoon', an MOR-
dominated programme aimed at
the over -45s. 'Good Aftemoon'
will be shortened and moved to an
earlier theslot (11.00-12.30

hours).
'Kiang & Company', a develop -

mart of P3's 'September' late
evening show, will rotate between
SR studios in Stockholm (with
DJs Pontus Enhoming and Latta
Bromme), Gothenburg (Erik Blix)
and Malmo (Kahe Oldby).

The music content will be
Swedish and European pop and
rock, plus world music, mixed
with discussion and competitions.
The show will operate a 15 -track
playlist, revised weekly by com-
mittee, with core artists such as
Eric Clanton, Steve Winwood,
Phil Collins and Sweden's Peter
Lemarc, Ten playlisted tracks will
be included in each daily show,
with the rest of the music chosen

New Finnish
Commercial Radio
Tampere, Scandinavia's biggest
inland city, now has three com-
mercial radio stations with the
launch of the 24 -hour Radio
Musa.

Musa targets a 15-35 audience

CBS Scandinavia
Cross -Border Success
CBS Records' attempt to co-

ordinate marketing and promo-
tion across Scandinavia has
achieved positive results with the
cross -border success of Swedish
artist Magnus Uggla in Norway
and Finland.

The 'CBS Scandinavia project,
launched in October, centred on
Uggla's current album The
35 -Year -Old and single Jar Mar 11 -

la (I Feel Sick).
Aside from the strong Swedish

sales (the single has sold 65.000
and the album 180.000), Uggla
has also hit Norway's national VG
charts (single top 10, album top
20) and Finland's national singles
chart (top 20).

on two of P3's better shows -
'Breakfast Tray' and 'September'
- and are very much into the
music'

Also from January, a new P3
night-time rock show, 'Inferno',
goes on air, hosted by Hakan
Persson, Nils Fagerberg, Susan
Seidemar and Par Fontander. It
will run on weekdays from
21.00-22.00 hours and include US
and European hard and soft rock.
It replaces the 'September' pop
show.

According to new SR research,
P3 has a national audience of 3.9
million, around 54% of the
Swedish population.

Radio In The 90s - Redefining The Target
Formatting and the shift to specialisation

by /on Henley

By any standards, the 19800 have been a dramatic
decade for European radio. A landscape dominated by

a few conservative state broadcasting corporations and
generalist commercial stations is being replaced as
new services sprout up across the Continent every
week. Music & Media talks to three leading players

about the changing relationships between the industry,
listeners, advertisers and the record companies.

Where the talk was of
'cultural relevance' (for

state channels) and 'widest possi-
ble reach' (for their commercial
competitors), today's discussions
centre on 'what the listener wants
to hear' and 'target market
penetration'. Powerful individual
players have emerged alongside
national and pan-European
groups, all seeing radio in terms
of investment potential. Indepen-
dent stations in several territories
are floating their stock.

The advertising industry has
discovered a new medium, and
while still nowhere near the
10-12% levels of North America
and Australia, European radio's
share of the total advertising
budget is climbing. Radio is now
the Continent's fastest -growing
advertising vehicle.

Much of southern Europe has
deregulated, and the north is

unlikely to delay for long. Some
countries already have the legisla-
tion under consideration. While
national laws remain conser-
vative, EC guidelines on free com-
petition are already forcing
governments to reconsider protec-
tionist attitudes to broadcasting.

All this has inevitably produced
more and fiercer competition and
points to the way the industry will
develop over the coming decade

"Rule number onel' says Mike
Haas, programme director of suc-
cessful West German private
Antenne Bayern, "is that com-
petition means specialisation.
Strict formatting will be the name
of the game, and it won't take 10
years to happen.

"You can no longer be all
things to all people. In West Gee-
many, serious efforts are being
made at formats right now, and
not just at private stations. I think
we'll very shortly have hard-core
formatting across the whole spec-
trum. Not only top 40 and oldies,

years now and in my opinion
France is Europe's most
developed country for music
radio.

"The big difference between
Europe and the US, where format
radio has been a fact of life for a
very long time, is that Europe has
state and commercial nalional
broadcasters. As generalist sta-
tions, they will be forced to
change, maybe into more
news/talk oriented services.

"Research into music, audience
and market will become crucial.
Targetting is the key to successful
formatting, and targetting needs
media information. Radios will
need to make a huge effort in that
direction in the future

"Stations will have to devote a lot more
time and energy to promotion,"

Bertelsmann will be in syn.-

dicating, on a show -by -show

basis, programmes that can not be
financed or produced at a local
level and yield a perceptible boost
in ratings.

"In terms of advertising, West
German agencies have some cat.
thing up to do. The West German
market will be very attractive.
Unless German agencies stop
thinking in terms of widest pawl.
ble reach and work on targetting
selling, we will see programming
decisions influenced by advertis-
ing agencies in London and Paris.

"And as far as the record in-
dustry is concerned, it's going to
have to co-operate, get involved in
promotion, help create feature
material. The Munich record
companies are now quite happy
with the idea of formats, but
they'll have to work harder. If they
are launching, say, a Roy Orbison
compilation, they should organise
a Roy Orbison radio day, donate a
prize, and come up with ideas!'

For Martin Brisac, managing
director of one of France's major
FM networks, Europe 2, deregu-
lation, competition and format-
ting will continue to dominate in
the 90s. "France was one of the
first countries to be deregulated.
We've had format radio for some

"Radio's relationship with the
record industry will change. The
days of a personal link betWeen
programmer and record promoter
are coming to a close. Record
companies must think far more in
terms of marketing. We have to be
convinced wiry we should be pro-
moting a certain record:'

Widely -respected UK producer
Tim Blackmore says one of the
most significant things about the
90s will be stations competing for
advertisers as well as listeners:
"Before, one station served a par-
ticular city. In the future there
could be up to a dozen.

"That will mean two things.
Firstly, stations will have to devote
a lot more time and energy to pro-

motion. Secondly, in terms of
programming, people are going to
be looking for hooks to attract
listeners and advertising. We

could well see a situation where
most stations are taking four or
five syndicated programmes from
outside. Stations will need to be
able to say, 'We're the station
that brings you X'."

"Radios will have to start offer-
ing advertisers an association with
programming. And programmers
will no longer be able to make
programmes just because they're
interesting or good. The whole in-
dustry will have to be far more
market -led. The line will be, 'It
may be good, but this will be bet-
ter for the station!

"As far as the record industry is
concerned, I see two specific
trends emerging. One is that with
all the extra stations, record com-
panies will simply nor be able to
service radios to the extent they do
now. There is a danger here for
local stations in that once na-
tional commercial channels arrive
in the UK, the record companies
may decide to restrict their efforts
,o them and BBC Radio 1:'

"The other side of that minis
the big question of how far recond
companies get into specific
markets. At the moment, 90% of
their promotion is based on top
40 product. For the past Eve years
the record industry has been fuell-
ed by the middle and top end of
the market, the 30-35 year -olds
buying CDs of material they never
bought originally or now want to
hear again in better quality.

"That market is going to
become saturated fairly soon, and
because it is by far the largest sec-
tor overall, record companies will
need to keep it alive with contem-
porary material. They'll have to,
because there aren't enough
teenagers today to buy top 40 pro-
duct in the kind of volume the in-
dustry needs.

"That trend will obviously af-
fect radio as well. Both industries
will have to form an alliance, I
think, to keep that all-important
over -30 market supplied with
good listening, and not just 'gold'
formats. The two industries could
become closer through the
necessity to specialise`

Regional TV Unites
For NeiA!,:(9,r Special
Spain's growing state regional TV
network is to spend Pta 100

million (00.56 million) on a New
Year's Eve programme. The
regions have agreed to join forces
in a bid to outdo TVE's Pta 200
million end of year TV ex-
travaganza.

Almost all of Spain's regional
TV channels have agreed to col-
laborate to compete with the na-
tional channel. They have
recruited TVE's Fernando Navar-
rete to produce the show, called
'Bienvenido 90' in Madrid, 'Ben-
bigut 90' in Catalonia, 'Benvido

90' in Galicia and 'Karin 90' in
the Basque country. It will be
recorded in the Xanadu club in
Pontevedra, north west Spain.

Only Andalucia's Canal Stu is
not involved in the programme,
which will have different
presenters in each region. It will
start at 22.30 hours on December
31 and last until 04.00 hours.

Music acts are weighted heavily
in favour of national performers
and include La Decada Pro-
digiosa, Cantores de Hispalis, and
Loquillo y Trogloditas. El

Doubts On Private
TV Viability
Advertising group BSB says it
does not believe Spain's newly -
licensed private TV stations can
make money. The group
calculates that the three (Antena
3, Telecinco and Canal Plus) will
have to share advertising worth
only Pta 65 billion (0 0.36 billion)
next year.

This is based on a critical
reading of the privates' likely au-
dience. People will have to pay for
special ariels to receive the pro-
grammes and initially they will
only broadcast to Madrid and
Barcelona.

Meanwhile the first details
about Telecinco's plans have been
revealed.

Love it or hate it, the live
Bunny phenomenon has

to go down as one of the
success stories of 1989.

Take a pile of old records
string them together over
a dance beat, add a rabbit

and it seems you have a
winning formula for no. I

The idea for Jive Bunny
came from John Pickles,

owner of Music Factory's studio
in Rotherham, and his son Andy:
'Two silly minds blending to-
gether and coming up with a crazy
idea and it seems to have worked:'
says Pickles junior. "We have
been striving for a long time to
find an angle into the music
business:'

Singer/songwriter John Pickles
bought the Music Factory six
years ago, intending to convert it
into a profitable recording studio
Andy went straight into the
business from school and worked
his way up from coffee boy.

The company specialses in
remixes for record companies and
Ws. Music Factory Mastermixes
have enjoyed commercial success
in West Germany, Italy, Switzer-
land and the UK. They are involv-
ed with a number of projects
apart from Jive Bunny including
the recent version of Oh Well by
Oh Well.

"In fact a few major record
companies were actually offered
Swing The Mood and they tamed
it down:' says Andy Pickles who
first created this mu with fellow
mastermixer Les Hemstock for
their club DJ service. The medley
of Glenn Miller and rock & roll
classics proved so popular they
decided to release it commercially
in the summer.

It became very successful, the
video was put together and the
record moved from the clubs onto
mainstream radio The single
went on to become Europe's third
biggest hit of the year (after
Kaoma and Madonna) topping
the charts in the UK, West Ger-
many, France, Finland, Denmark,
Holland and Norway.

The second single That's What
I Like, released in October, was
similarly successful and Jive Bun-
ny - The Album was released at
the end of November.

Pickles: "It is quite annoying
sometimes because people say it is
wrong to take other people's
records and just stick them all on
one record. It is a lot harder than
that. We can knock off a track of
our own in a couple of days
whereas the second single took a
month to da Creating a new
record from old records is not an
easy job to do!'

Deborah Harry - Blonde, But
Not Deaf Or Dumb

Deborah Harry was the
peroxide blonde goddess
of the US punk and new

`Scarfacd, 'American Gigolo' and
'Polyester'.

Her second solo album Rock -
bird was released in 1986. "In
