East West Conference
Attracts Leading Executives

Organisers of the second annual
Looking East & West conference
have arranged for leading execu-
tives from the European media
and music industries to co-
ordinate and lead its seminar pro-
gramme.

They include Unique Broad-
casting CEO Simon Cole, MCA
Records International VP Stuart
Watson, artist manager Bruce
Findlay, IFPI Europe chairman
Robert Stuyt, and concert pro-
moter Peter Rieger.

The conference, designed to
facilitate investment and trade op-
portunities in Eastern Europe,
will be held on November 23-26 in
Budapest, Hungary. Organisers
are Tribute Productions of Lon-
don, and the event is being jointly
sponsored by Music & Media and
Billboard.

Following on from last year’s
inaugural conference in East
Berlin, where discussions centred
on the reorientation of corporate
attitudes towards trade in the
East, this year’s programme will
emphasise  practical opportu-
nities.

The seminar chairman will
focus on specific areas of exper-
tise. Cole of Unique, the UK-
based radio syndication firm, will

cast outlets in Eastern Europe, for
example. ‘‘Already some compa-
nies are taking shareholdings in
stations there, notably France’s
Europe 2 network,” he says.
“‘Other companies, like America’s
Westwood One, are distributing
programming to stations through-
out the Soviet Union.

“‘Advertisers are catching on to
the potential markets and are
looking at creative ways, through
radio, of getting brand names
established in the East. Our con-
ference sessions will examine these
links and will feature those people
within the industry who are
establishing them!”

IFPI’s Stuyt, who is also head
of PolyGram Holland’s legal
department, will direct three semi-
nars on rights, dealing with har-
monisation and the problems of
transborder traffic, TV and video
producers’ rights, and piracy and
private copying. MCA’s Watson
will oversee three sessions on the
record industry, looking at the
types of business open to Western
record companies in the East, the
cross-media promotion of re-
cords, and the retailing and distri-
bution scene.

Radio Danubius
Plans Moscow Station

Hungary’s state-owned FM sta-
tion, Radio Danubius, plans to
launch a new pop outlet in Mos-
cow called Interroks. The station,
which will begin broadcasts in
September, will be funded by the
Hungarian government and se-
veral companies from Western
Europe, with Danubius acting as
an overall agent for the project.

Gyorgy Varga, MD of the Inter-
roks venture, declines to name the
Western financiers but says both
the UK’s Crown Communica-
tions and Luxembourg’s CLT
have been approached for “‘com-
mercial, programming and opera-
tional advice”. Both Crown and
CLT deny they will be investing in
Interroks.

Initially Interroks will broad-
cast in Moscow for six hours a
day, says Varga, but this will in-

crease to 24 hours within a few
months. Until a studio is esta-
blished in Moscow the program-
ming will be produced in Oslo,
Norway. Varga says the station
will eventually employ 20 staff.

Following  broadcasting in
Moscow, in a second stage of de-
velopment three satellites will be
utilised to transmit Interroks
across the Soviet Union, reaching
30 cities.

Interroks will broadcast in Rus-
sian. The initial potential audi-
ence is expected to be IS million in
the Moscow area and six trans-
mitters will be used. However,
with expansion across the country
this could grow to 50 million.

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Tour Should Help Stones Back
Catalogue Top Two Million

The Rolling Stones back cata-
logue is expected to sell over two
million units as both CBS and
PolyGram reap the benefits of
their  marketing  campaigns
around the Stones European tour.

In addition, the band’s current
CBS album, Steel Wheels, is ex-
pected to have sold over 2.5
million units by the time the tour
finishes next month.

According to Chris Black,
director special marketing at
London-based CBS Europe, the
company has already sold 14
million back catalogue LPs using
extensive co-operative deals with
retailers and advertising in the na-
tional and music press.

Black: ‘“We used the tour as a
springboard for promoting the
back catalogue. Around Christ-
mas last year, we released the
10-CD box set, The CBS Collec-
tion, that shipped 12.000 units.
Just before the kick-off of the
European tour, we issued a special
14-CD flip-top box set with a
tongue cut-out entitled Rolling
Stones - 1971-1989 Collection.
This has already sold 10.000
units’” All titles bear the red-tray
print, the company’s mid-price
tag.

Holland and the UK have prov-
ed to be the most successful mar-
kets with enormous media interest
in the Rolling Stones- tour. The
Dutch Top 100 album charts at
the end of June featured seven
Stones albums - five by CBS (in-
cluding the Rewind compilation
at no. 3 and Steel Wheels at no.
12) and two by Phonogram (Hot
Rocks I at no. 11 and The Singles
Collection at 45).

CBS Holland implemented a.

14-spot TV campaign - running
from April 24 to June 14 - on
STER, the nation’s public adver-
tising agency and on Luxem-
bourg-based commercial channel
RTLVeronique. The campaign,
with the Rewind sampler as its
trailer, was supported by special
display material for 300 key retail
outlets. According to marketing
manager Ruud Roben, Rewind
fold over 60.000 copies and a fur-
ther 40.000 are expected.
Phonogram Holland has also
been most successful at marketing
the Rolling Stones’ Decca back
catalogue, taking Paint It Black to

the top of the singles charts. *‘We
were able to capitalise on the
“Tour Of Duty’ TV show, which is
very popular in Holland and uses
Paint It Black as the signature
tune]” says product manager Con-
nie Kemp.

There has been no co-ordinated
campaign by PolyGram in Europe
because, as London UK GM Col-
in Bell says, “all rights to the
Stones Decca recordings are con-
trolled by Allen Klein and each

territory has to deal with him in-
dependently. This has made it
very difficult to exploit the Stones
catalogue in the way that EMI has
been able to do with the Beatles.”

London UK had originally
wanted to release a CD version of
their Rolled Gold compilation but
it proved too difficult. Instead,
they have achieved top 5 success in

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Young Attracted To
Sound Of Schlager

In  commercial radio terms,
German-language schlager music
has come of age. The substantial
gains of two Charivari group sta-
tions in the recent Bavarian
(BLM) media survey appears to
vindicate this traditional German
genre as a viable format and sug-
gests that schlager’s appeal is not
limited to the over-40s.

The biggest stir was caused in
Munich where the one-year-old
‘more melody’ Radio Arabella,
made its market entry with a daily
weekday rating of 9% (140.000),
equalling last year’s leading com-
mercial, pop station Gong 2000

(unchanged on 9%). Arabella |

concentrates its programming on
German-language MOR but also
plays a proportion of Volk (tradi-
tional German folk) music. State
broadcaster Bayerischer Rund-
funk 3 (B3) was market leader on
36%, just ahead of Bl on 35%.

And across state in Wurzburg,
another schlager station, Radio
Charivari, more than doubled its
daily audience to 16% (46.000),
emerging the leading commercial
over Antenne Bayern (12%),
Gong (9%) and Radio W1 (6%).
Charivari changed to an all-
schlager format at the beginning
of the year.

At Arabella, a ‘delighted’ direc-
tor of operations Peter Bartsch
claimed a superior hourly average
than Gong 2000. Bartsch: ““We
would beat them on a daily basis
if we were 24 hours a day’
Another station, Jazzwelle Plus,
takes over the Arabella frequency
from 18.00 to 22.00 daily.

Bartsch says that though
schlager has been programmed by
the state stations for years, many
doubted its commercial potential:
“The results of our ‘more
melody’ approach have surprised
many people but they underline
schlager’s strength as a format.
Next year we are looking for 10 or
11%. Over the 12 months, we will
be building a new studio and im-
proved technical facilities will
make us even stronger:*

|
Arabella’s stronghold in Mu-

nich was in the 30-49 age range,
where it scored a 12% daily share.
Bartsch says this grouping will re-
main “vital in terms of attracting
advertisers”, but also predicts

steady growth among younger
listeners.

Bartsch: “In the 14-29 age
range in Wurzburg, for example,
the schlager Charivari was just
three points behind Radio Gong,
a pop station. [ think there’s a
huge audience of younger liste-
ners who are tired of chart pop
music and prefer the more relax-
ed, melodic sound of schlager”
Conversely, he feels the bulk of
the over-55s will remain loyal to
the state stations. Bartsch: “After
a certain age it is very difficult to
get people to change their listen-
ing habits!”

Gong 2000’ music director ‘
Walter Freiwald claims not to be
worried by Arabella’s emergence:
“They have found another
generation of listeners, totally
outside of our target. They may
draw listeners from BR but I do
not believe our advertising
revenue will be affected’”

Scott Lockwood, media consul-
tant to the 25-station Charivari
group, says the successful schlager
stations have sought out ‘the

Almost at the same time, Jean-

Commenting on his resigna-
tion, Commin said: ‘It has been a
hard decision to make. My three
years at WEA have been very ex-
citing, working with artists such
as Madonna, Phil Collins and
Prince. I've been working for 20
years in the music business, and [
felt the need to do something else
and go for new challenges”” Com-
min says he has been offered the
possibility of going into a new
field for him, linking ‘‘audio-
visual, communication and cultu-
ral goods.’ He refuses to disclose
which company he will be joining,
promising details later in the
summer.

In a separate announcement,
Calabrese disclosed the appoint-
ment of Jean-Claude Cuvillier as
sales director. Both new posts take
effect on August 27.

More restructuring is expected
at WEA Music France soon. Ac-
cording to Calabrese, the changes
are a reflection of the company’s
altered status in recent years. “In
the last three years we have tripled
our volume. What began as a
strong rock & roll company soon
grew into a gigantic organisation.
The new appointments represent
the next step in the strengthening
of the company.” 0

A look at London’s Capital Radio

Capital Radio’s
programme director,
Richard Park, is widely
regarded as the most
successful music
programmer in the UK.
In April 1988 he
orchestrated the splitting
of the London station’s
frequencies into FM and
AM (gold) frequencies,
which has given the
station a larger audience
share and boosted
advertising revenue.
Here he talks to

Edwin Riddell and Chris
Fuller about his success.

ichard Park began his

broadcasting career in pi-

rate radio with the off-
shore station Radio Scotland in
1966. When it was closed he work-
ed for the BBC in Scotland before
joining Radio Clyde in 1973. Dur-
ing his 14 years there he rose to
head of music and sport, joining
Capital as head of music in 1987.
In 1989 he was appointed director
of programmes.

According to JICRAR re-
search, Capital FM leads the Lon-
don ratings with a 30% share,
with Capital Gold the next com-
mercial music station on 18%. *‘]
think we have identified the Lon-
don audience we are after and
have gone hell for leather to at-
tract them to this station]” says
Park.

Marketing and promotion

Park is in no doubt that it is in
the general marketing and promo-
tion of radio that Europe and the
UK still have most to learn from
the US. “I think we're kidding
ourselves if we don’t think we're
still miles off the pace. To my
mind, this profession is still not
taken seriously enough by the
public at large. There’s no reason
why this shouldn’t be as serious
an industry as the newspaper in-
dustry. Having worked in the
newspaper industry I think ’'m in
a position to be able to say that.
We must develop all the things
that can turn out to be little
strengths for us.

““The industry must try to move
forward. For example, there’s an
awful lot of advertisers out there
who aren’t on board. When I’m at
advertising functions, their im-
pression of how things are and my
impression are terribly different.
For Capital FM to have this vast
size of audience, any company
worth its salt should be thinking
how they can come on here and
exploit it

When England played Egypt in
the World Cup recently, Park ran
a promotion where Capital gave
away some footballs. Thousands
of people queued up outside the
station at 09.00 in the morning.
As Park says, the Americans are
“miles ahead” in this aspect of
the use of radio as an advertising
and marketing tool, particularly
when it comes to local involve-
ment. “I find, incredibly, adver-
tisers might commit huge sums to
this company and then don’t
follow through their advertising’”

As regards Capital, Park’s im-
mediate priority is to keep the sta-
tions ““at the top of the tree... We
have to underline our points, we
have not got there by accident. It’s
because of the way we work and
the things that we do. We keep
working at it, seeking to be better
and better and improving our
position in the marketplace. It’s
like Liverpool football club.

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BPI Loses MCPS Copyright Case

Record companies face a 12% in-
crease in mechanical royalties
following the Copyright Tribu-
nal’s rejection of the British
Phonographic Industry’s (BPI)
case over its dispute with the
Mechanical Copyright Protection
Society (MCPS).

The BPI estimates that the
change from the old rate of 6.25%
of the retail price to the new
BIEM/IFPI rate of 9.504% of the
published dealer price will cost
the record industry an extra £ 9.5
million a year.

In addition, record companies

tems to comply with the BIEM/
IFPI agreement. There is specula-
tion that some companies may in-
crease record prices as a result.

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E GLR Reach Up 1%

Greater London Radio (GLR),
the BBC’s adult rock station
threatened by the next round of
BBC economy cuts this autumn,
has increased its reach from 5% to
6%, according to a survey by the
corporation’s  broadcasting re-
search department which was car-
ried out in spring.

The station has just revamped
its schedule to compete with fast-
growing London market (M&M
July 7).

RTE Wants 200 To Retire

State broadcaster RTE wants 200
staff members - one in 10 of its
personnel - to volunteer for early
retirement, to reduce payroll
costs. The request comes as a
direct result of the controversial
Broadcasting Bill, which is likely
to cut revenue by IR£ 12 million
(app. US$ 7.5 million) a year.
Communications minister Ray
Burke amended some earlier pro-
posals, following strong opposi-
tion. Five minutes of advertising
per hour will be permitted, an in-
crease of 30 seconds. And the new |

bill will not become law until Oc-
tober, later than planned, which
should save RTE IR£ 2 million
this year.

RTE is currently reviewing all
aspects of revenue and expen-
diture in an effort to maintain au-
dience levels and continue the cur-
rent range and quality of
programmes.  Director-general
Vincent Finn said expenditure
over a wide range of services has
to be significantly and immediate-
ly reduced.

BBC Radio | Monopolises The Big Gigs

BBC Radio 1 has completed a
“‘clean sweep” of live concerts by
this summer’s biggest attractions
with confirmation of an exclusive
broadcast of a Rolling Stones UK
concert.

The station was due to record
the Stones’ Wembley Stadium
show on July 14 for transmission
on August 15. It will now record
one of the rescheduled shows in
August.

Radio I's “Live Summer
Rock™ series also includes Phil
Collins from Berlin (broadcast

Montreux Comes To UK

US media and entertainment ad-
visory company Montreux has
opened a UK office as the first
stage of its expansion plans into
Europe.

Eden says the company already
has a number of ‘European
acquisition opportunities” on its
books. “These include radio
stations, broadcast syndicators
and record companies which

are available for sale.

“We specialise in targetting
companies for possible takeovers,
mergers or management buy-outs.
We were recently involved in the

BKO Liquidated

Leading UK black music promoter
BKO has gone into liquidation. A
company spokesperson blamed “‘a
disastrous six months” culminating
in poor ticket sales for Bobby
Brown’s recent London concerts
after dates were pulled from the
Docklands Arena and moved to
Wembley Arena.

In the past five years BKO, head-
ed by Byron Orme, has worked with
Alexander O'Neal, Anita Baker,
Salt *N Pepa and Public Enemy and

has established a reputation
among black acts.

Sunset Success

Troubled Manchester black music
station Sunset Radio, recovering
from founder and MD Mike Shaft’s
second abrupt departure in three
months, has_received some en-
couraging audience figures while it
waits for its first official JICRAR
figures later this summer.
An_audience profile survey for
Manchester’s Contact Theatre, car-
ried out in March, shows that
among theatre-goers aged between
18 and 35 living within 12 miles of
central Manchester - Sunset’s
coverage area - 24% listen to Sunset
on most days.

Plans For East Germany

CBS Germany MD Jochen
Leuschner says his company’s
recently announced move into
East Germany is the latest step
taken by CBS in preparation for
one German market.

“It looks like the first ‘all-
German® election will be held
before the end of this year, which
means that what is now East Ger-
many will become just another
distribution  territory,”  says
Leuschner.

Leuschner, who decided that
the rapid political developments
meant neither an East German of-
fice or a joint venture with an-
other company were necessary,
says he is now hiring personnel for
sales, distribution and promotion
posts targetted at the East.

Interviews with candidates for
the new personnel slots, which in-
clude one regional sales manager,
at least four sales representatives
for pop product, two sales reps for
classical product, and one promo-
tion executive are now being held.
“In August;” adds Leuschner,
“we plan to hold a seminar in
Frankfurt for the new employees.
They will initially travel through-
out West Germany, with our sales
force here, to see how it all works.
The Western sales personnel will
then accompany the new staff to
the sales outlets in East Germany.

By mid-September, 1 anticipate
the team being ready to move into

top gear.

““There will be problems, how-
ever, as the concept of selling, as
we know it, doesn’t exist yet in the
East. There is currently no adver-
tising in the GDR and no pricing
policies. The people are not prac-
tised in competition.”

Although these problems can,
in part, be solved by education
and the careful counselling of
record dealers, Leuschner points
out that there are structural pro-
blems that an individual company
cannot solve, with a poor tele-
phone and fax service, slow post
and a limited road and rail net-
work restricting early develop-

ment.

CBS sales staff will be instruct-
ed to work closely with local
dealers. ““We are not going to be
doing any hard sell;” Leuschner
explains. “‘Our entire catalogue is
available to East German dealers,
but we are concentrating on the
best-selling repertoire in each
price category. We are also selling
in controllable amounts, so the
dealers do not financially over-
extend themselves at the very
beginning. We have to assure the
dealers that we are in the market
to stay and that they can order
more later.” C

Star % Sat Claims
BLM Gains

Munich-based StarkSat, Ger-
many’s first national private cable
and satellite station, claims sub-
stantial audience gains in Bavaria
in the recent state media licensing
authority (BLM) survey (M&M
July 21). Head of marketing Mar-
tin Schmitz says that of about
800.000 Bavarians, aged 14 and
over - with access to its program-
mes - some 312.000 had heard the
station, compared to 100.000 last
year.

In the survey, which covered
January to April, 81.000 of these
said they listened at least once a
week, with 33.000 classed as
‘regular listeners’, tuning in at
least four days in seven. The sta-
tion’s weekly rating among its

potential cable and satellite au-
dience is about 10%.

Cable penetration has risen
from 18.7% to 26%, though
StarkSat is cabled only in
Munich, Nuremberg and Regens-
berg. And some 50% of Bavarian
cable households have not linked
aradio receiver to the system, and
cannot therefore tune into cable
radio stations.

Star % Sat recently began broad-
casting via Astra 1A, which will
enable it to reach more listeners in
East Germany. Through the
Eutelsat. 1-F4 satellite, it is avail-
able to almost 90% of German
cable systems and is received in
other European countries via
cable and on terrestrial channels.

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Flemish Privates Slam Govt Proposal

Several private radio stations have
slammed legislative proposals
which they claim will reduce the
quality of their programming and
lead to a drop in audience figures
and advertising.

The proposals, which aim to
boost the local character of pri-
vate stations and to restrict the

He adds: “The anti-network
proposals, forcing stations to use
different names and station calls,
will only increase costs. The same
applies to the programming
restrictions - we currently produce
several shows, hosted by top DJs,
at our Antwerp headquarters and
send them to our other outlets,
thereby spreading the costs. A
small private can’t afford to pro-
duce the same quality of program-
ming!”

Daggelinckx believes the result
will be lower audience ratings and
a drop in advertising.

Frank Leysen, board member
of Radio Contact and president of
the private lobby group Vebora
(100 stations) says the organisa-
tion will fight the proposals.

Leysen: “They are an attempt
to destabilise the major stations
and the networks, with the smal-
ler outlets being the victim. They
will face extra costs in producing
regional news and in-house pro-
gramming - syndicated program-
mes tend to be cheaper.” o

Megastores No Threat,
Say Indies
Amsterdam’s independent retail sec-
tor is confident it will survive the
imminent arrival of two megastores.
Holland’s own Free Record Shop is
due to open a store in the heart of
the city in November (M&M, July
14), and it is believed that the Virgin
group will confirm a move into
Amsterdam within a few weeks.

Wendy & Lisa have just
released ‘Eroica, their
third solo album, on
Virgin. Due to the current
lack of LP shows and the
rigidity of radio formats,
especially in the US,
rmanager Pat Rains has
devised a long-term
strategy for the act

which is based on the
expectation of minimal
airplay. Gary Smith talks
to Rains about his plans
and why acts like Wendy
& Lisa face an uphill battle
in winning the attention
of radio programmers.

s well as Wendy & Lisa, Pat

Rains also manages Al
Jarreau (who he has worked with
since 1972), David Sanborn, Mar-
cus Miller, Joe Sample and *Til
Tuesday. The line-up reflects
Rains’ musical taste - left of
centre.

Rains, who is now based in Los
Angeles, started out organising
dances in the late 60s in Minnea-
polis. At the time the city was,
after Detroit and New York, one
of the most musically active in the
US and had a thriving under-
ground scene. It gave rise to
underground FM stations, which,
in turn, spawned a phenomenon
that is practically non-existent
today - AOR radio.

““Fifteen years ago it was much
casier to make a record without
any singles on it]” says Rains.
“Led Zeppelin never released any
singles and The Eagles hated the
idea of them. Yet these bands got

huge airplay without necessarily |
being overtly commercial.

““Now all media, not just radio,
is geared to the teeny-bop menta- |
lity and a much greater turnover
of artists. Video is partly respon-

sible for that, it is much easier to |

ollowing widespread tales of

bankruptcy and the sad
plight of Rock The World, their
previous LP for RCA/BMG UK
which graced the bargain bins of
European record stores, Five Star
now want to set the record
straight. They have a new record
deal with Epic and their new
single Hot Love, from their self-
titled LP due to be released on
August 13, is gaining airplay in
the UK.

Five Star is their fifth album
and all five group members con-
tributed songs and took turns at
lead vocals, hence the title. Buster
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Pearson, a session musician of 32
years standing, is the group’s ma-
nager - and their father.

His wish to protect his children
from the ‘sharks’ of the business
and also to guarantee that they
still had a proper education meant
that from 1985 to 1988 they were
one of the UK'’s best selling
groups, yet virtually unknown in
the rest of the world. The group
scored four top 10 singles in the
UK; System Addict, Can’t Wait
Another Minute, Find The Time
and Rain Or Shine.

Pearson: I was concerned

about how they would turn out

and I didn’t want to overwork
them. You can’t turn round after
10 years and just throw your
family away. It was hell in the
carly days, they were so young.
The girls were between 14-16 and
they needed to be protected.’

All managers are to some
degree strategically minded but
Pearson has probably the longest
forward planning of all. “‘I have a
25-year plan. For the next 18
months they will be doing their
first ever worldwide promotion
tour. In the past they have done
the odd TV show in Holland,
Italy and a few other European

airplay, Rains notes a fundamen-
tal difference between the US and
European markets. Rains: “In
Europe, media outlets are gene-
rally much quicker to pick up on
things. They are more concen-
trated because of the smaller
territories, so it’s easier to get a
buzz going?”

However, the difficulties in
gaining airplay for groups like
Wendy & Lisa has prompted
Rains to devise a long-term stra-
tegy based on minimal radio
support.

Rains: “The way things used to
be done was that, on the release of
their first record, an act would do
200-300 showcases for press and
the public and would then hope-
fully sell 50.000 copies of the
record. That would then be the
sales base for the second release
and something to build on.

“By the third LP you start to
get real airplay and sales take
another jump. It’s a slow and
steady way of building a career,
initially based on live work. It
comes from the time when radio
was more geared to artists and it
suits Wendy & Lisa’s music. Of
course it demands a different
focus and a long-term commit-
ment from the record company.”

Rains adds: “When the band
started they were signed to CBS in
the US which was a disaster. The
company didn’t have a clue what
the band were really about and
had no idea what to do with them.
Virgin, on the other hand, has
done an excellent job. It believes
in the concept behind the band
and its financial and emotional
support has always been there?” (]

Methodology

Music & Media’s European.chart shares are based
on the Eurochart Hot 100 Singles and European
Top 100 Albums during the period April 1 1990 to
June 30. Each record collects a certain number of
points every week, based on position and territory
(chart ratios per count.ry are based on IFPI trade
deliveries over 1989). These have been added over
a three-month period and linked to specific com-
panies or labels.

Each national chart entry gefs two indexes -
(original) label and (parent) company. Points for
licensing deals that do not follow a uniform pat-
tern across Europe are fully acknowledged and are
allocated on a territory-by-territory basis.

For the compilation of label shares, all original
labels compete with each other, whether they
belong to the same (parent) company or not.

Readers of this section should realise that the
presented statistics do not necessarily give an in-
dication of market share but of European chart
performance. Also, distribution deals are not
reflected in the statistics.
