Sony Music Finalizes
European Set-Up

Star*Sat In Financial Trouble 3702V NIVVL

Munich-based
cable/satellite
private station Star*Sat is in
financial difficulty and is now on
the hunt for a new backer.
Star*Sat's main backer Florian
Piech (of the Audi and Porsche
families) is rumoured to be
pulling out of the station altogeth-
er at the end of themonth.
Star*Sat, owned by MD Jo
Liiders, sacked 20 members of
staff earlier this month and the
Munich radio world is now spec-
ulating its days are numbered.

The golden oldies station,
launched four-and-a-half years
ago, is said to owe millions of
DM and to have been permanent-
ly in debt throughout its exis-
tence. One reason for the station's
financial downturn, so say insid-
ers, is not using automated meth-
ods of programming such as a
Selector, preferring to use the
more expensive option of person-
nel. Under increasing pressure
from the station's backer, Liiders
fired 20 members of staff last
month in an effort to streamline
the operation. A report in the
local Siiddeursche Zeitung said

those workers who lost their jobs
complained to the workers union
IG that they have been unfairly
dismissed and the union is now
looking into the matter.

With the reallocation of radio
licenses in Munich at the end of
the year, Star*Sat's future_ looks
very doubtful, unless a new back-
er can be found and quickly. In
the event of Star*Sat closing, its
share of the 89 FM frequency
band will be shared between 89
Hit FM and Radio 2Day which
currently share the frequency
with Star*Sat.  Available via
Astra |A and via cable through-
out Germany and Europe,
Star*Sat reaches a potential 11
million cable German househiolds
and an approximate five million
satellite dish households (includ-
ing the former East Germany).

Head of radio at BLM Stefan
Sutor comments, "The problem
with stations like Star*Sat is that
cable and satellite technology is
very expensive. In Germany,
cable radio doesn't have many lis-
teners and Star*Sat is only avail-
able terrestrially in Munich."

MD of Radio Xanadu/
Munich Benny Schnier says that
he could see the downfall of

Star¥Sat coming. "A station that
doesn't run commercials is bound
to run into problems. You can't
just pay out money, you have to
earn it too. I think the backer
must have decided ‘enough is
enough. You can't keep putting
money into something that's con-
tinually loosing money. 1 think
the format of the station was OK,
but as a business it is just a finan-
cial liability. I have heard that the
station will continue to broadcast
local programming until the end
of the year and then its frequency
will be reallocated.”

MD of EHR-formatted private
89 Hit FM/Munich and ex-man-
ager of Star*Sat, Peter Pelunka
says he is glad he left the station
when he did in 1990. "The prob-
lem with the station is that it
doesn't have a niche format and is
too broad-based. Many more sta-
tions have sprung up since
Star*Sat began and Liiders should
have opened his eyes to the com-
petition he was facing. The other
thing is that you have to know
how to sell a station, not just how
to programme it. Liiders knew
how to programme, but he just
wasn't commercially minded-
now he's paying the price."

East West Hamburg Puts
Depression Into Perspective

Since becoming

GERMANY an affiliate of

Warner Music International in
1988 and its ensuing name
change from Teldec to East
West in 1990, the Hamburg-
based company has gone from

strength to strength. Addressing

the staff at its recent
annual company meeting,
MD Jiirgen Otterstein
depicted the current busi-
ness climate and related
this to the company's per-
formance.

According to
Otterstein, the German

market is plagued by the Jiirgen Ofterstein

following developments:

B The rise of piracy boosted
by increasingly sophisticated
technology and the reunification
of the eastern and western states.

B The slumping vinyl market
[vinyl 7-inch and 12-inch formats
dropped 52% and 56% respec-
tively, over the first half of 1992]
and the simultaneous decline of a
sound second soundcarrier com-
bine into diminished overall
sales.

B Future technologies such as
digital satellite signals and the

.

availability of recordable-CDs
which allow consumers to make
their own personal compilation
CDs.

Despite these tough market
conditions, East West managed to
keep a marketshare of 6.7% and
enjoyed a growth in value in its
latest business year of 4%, com-
pared to an overall market growth
of 3%. Although not dis-
closing specific figures,
the company's 1991
turnover is claimed to be
125% above budget,
believed to be the best in
the company's 40-year
history (the company was
founded in 1929 as
Teldec Record Service
and adopted the name
Teldec in 1950).

The results are attributable,
believes Otterstein, to the many
successful and innovative artist
development programmes the
company has run this year. New
acts like Mr. Big, Tori Amos,
Marky Mark, En Vogue and
singer Stefanie Hertel have been
strongly positioned in the market-
place.

And with major names like
Simply Red and Chris Rea, the
company has appealed to the big

Ruling Due In Veronica Duel

m The court deci-
sion in Radio
Veronica radio director Lex
Harding's suit against the Dutch
public broadcaster is expected to
be decided in a matter of weeks.
Harding, former pirate broad-
caster and one of the founders of
Radio Veronica, stapped a suit
against the Dutch broadcaster
after he was abruptly suspended
at the beginning of this month.
The action came just a week after
Veronica admitted openly that
Harding was planning on leaving
the station to set up what could
become the first national
commercial terrestrial station in

the Netherlands.

Harding has been in ne-
gotiations  with Italian-backed
Radio 10 Group, Rupert

Murdoch-backed Sky Radio and
has a proposal on the table before
CLT-backed RTL Radio for the
start up of a commercial cable
station. If government regulations
permit, Harding wants to take the
station terrestrial as soon as
January.

Veronica deputy MD Hans
van der Veen denies earlier press
reports that Harding was put on
the back burner because he had
been attempting to persuade some
of the most popular DJs to leave
Veronica and join his venture.

Both Harding and ex-general

director Rob Out have been very
critical of the new management of
Veronica. Out was asked to step
down in an earlier shake-up this
year, and now has the position of
media director. Harding has been
quoted as charging that the
current management "finds pop
music and everything that has
made Veronica big banal."

Harding's suit came on the
heels of press reports of a Dfli6
million (US$10 million) shortfall
in the budget of Veronica TV
operations. Veronica denies the
reports. Says Van der Veen, "It's
nonsense. Veronica is one of the
three richest broadcasters and is
very healthy financially."

group of the impulse buyer that,
says Otterstein, takes up approxi-
mately 40% of the population.
"We are dependent on 10% of the
population that are frequent buy-
ers of product and that bring in
two-thirds of turnover. It is our
goal to increase our advertising
towards such demographics and
to bring more artists in the mass
market.”

The company's national A&R
activities need to be stepped up
too. says Otterstein, especially
since major star Peter Maffay
and his entire catalogue—worth
DMI0 million (app. US$7.1 mil-
lion)—will move to BMG Ariola
next year. Says Otterstein, "The
last few years, the ratio of nation-
al versus international product is
in favour of the latter. No small
wonder, therefore, that many
companies are waving the nation-
al flag. We need much innovation
in this field and we have to bring
artists to the market that the con-
sumer wants. Wiebke Schroder
[with current single Hdinde Weg
Von Meiner Seele] is a good
example in point."

As of January 1993, the whole
national A&R  department—
including the so-called "Volks-
timliche" genre and dance label
Ultraphonic—will be the respon-
sibility of Klaus Ebert, currently
East West's A&R marketing
director/national.

Another new development is
the formation of the Warner
Special Marketing division,
headed by Thomas Sechenk and
accountable to both East West
and sister company WEA Music.
As of 1993, it will be involved in
the TV/radio merchandising of
product, club sales, special com-
pilations, music videos and bud-
get/children's  repertoire.  This
area, according to Otterstein, has
reached a growth of 62%, while
overall market figures have
shrunk 10%. As of December this
year, the company will enlist the
services of agency McCann-
Erickson to enhance greater effi-
ciency in the spot advertising
market and consumer research.




De Buretel Replaces Nataf

In Virgin Reshuffle

m Emmanuel de
Buretel, 31, has
been officially named president of
the Virgin label in France, replac-
ing Fabrice Nataf, who left the
label two months ago to rejuve-
nate BMG's Vogue label.

While he will remain president
of the one-year-old Delabel set up
in partnership with Virgin, Buretel
will be leaving Virgin's music
publishing arm, Editions Virgin
Musique, a company he has head-
ed for over six years, which will
now be merged with EMI Music
Publishing. In addition, De
Buretel announced that he will set
up a new publishing company,
Delabel Editions, in partnership
with Virgin.

In a joint announcement, it was
also revealed that Patrick
Zelnik—who founded Virgin in
France 12 years ago, and who was

president of the Virgin Holding
encompassing the groups' musical
activities and  the  Virgin
Megastore before the acquisition
of Virgin by EMI—will become
president of the Virgin Group in
France, while also remaining pres-
ident of the board of the
Megastore. It is understood that
Zelnik and De Buretel will work
"hand in hand," while Zelnik will
act mostly as a non-operational
president, leaving the day-to-day
management decisions to De
Buretel. Zelnik's presence offers
stability for artists [two of Virgin's
main artists, Renaud and Julien
Clerc had a contract clause linked
with  Zelnik's presence] and
employees [many of them threat-
ening to leave].

De Buretel has had several
options, including becoming MD
of the EMI/Virgin publishing
company earlier this summer. It
seems that the departure of Nataf

The only inter-

national music
conference aimed at the indepen-
dent music scene, Berlin
Independence Days (BID), will
take place for the fifth time this
year from October 26-29. The
event combines panels, seminars,
showcases and live gigs.
Its aim, so state the organisers, is
to reflect the variety and
innovation of music from the
independent scene and to discuss
the issues and problems it is
facing and help the companies of
the indie sector "survive the
rigors of living in a multi-national
world".

Panels and seminars will mostly
be held in English and will cover
topics such as the copyright
debate, developments in Eastern
Europe, vinyl labels against all
odds, the trade press, developing
new artists and pan-European
independents.
Last year BID included a World
Music event for the first time,
with a programme of seminars,
workshops and concerts. This
proved so successful that it is
being expanded this year under
the banner of Worldwide Music
Days and has become the only
international trade fair for World
and Roots music. For more

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has opened the doors of Virgin to
him. In a rare comment, De
Buretel said he now wants to
"recapture the Virgin spirit" so
that the record company will
become attractive again both for
its employees and for the artists,
but he declined to comment on
specifics, asking for time. To him,
the key word now is "back to
work."  Concerning  Delabel
Editions, De Buretel said that he
will have the majority of the
shares and that it will be dedicated
to the signing of local acts. De
Buretel will be located in the
Virgin offices, Place des Vosges.

Virgin-distributed label
Delabel still functions with sepa-
rate offices. De Buretel has
already set up an operational man-
agement there, consisting of
Laurence Touitou and Eric
Bielsa, who will both report to
him. Comments De Buretel, "In a
year, we have proven that this
label existed and was able to break
new acts. There is a strong and
young team and the story is not
over. It is an independent label
that will retain its identity and
develop its activities."

De Buretel also takes pride in
the developments of Virgin
Publishing, ranked in third place
after  Warner-Chappell and
EMI/SBK, with a turnover reach-
ing Ffrd8 million (app. US$8.8
million) in 1990-91, up from Ffr31
million in  1989-90. Virgin
Publishing was known to have an
aggressive policy signing upcom-
ing local acts. Its roster included
Les Negresses Vertes, Etienne
Daho, Khaled, Rita Mitsouko
and Mano Negra. It had also
developed a very efficient new
department, Virgin Sound, that
was providing musical themes to
ad agencies and film soundtracks
to production companies such as
Europa, Urga and Les Amants De
Pont Neuf.

Olivier Huret, president of
EMI Music Publishing, says that
with the arrival of the Virgin cata-
logue, his company will now be
tied to the leader Warner Chappell
in France with a turnover reaching
Ffr180-190 million. From now on,
the Virgin catalogue will be oper-
ated and managed by EMI and all
the copyrights will be transferred
to EMI. Huret says it is "too soon"
to evaluate the effects of the merg-
er on the two structures and the
employees. Says Huret, "The deci-
sion was taken only last week. I
am going to meet the Virgin staff,
analyze the situation and then
make decisions." It is believed to
be quite unlikely that EMI will
absorb all the 10-plus Virgin
members staff. But some of them
could follow De Buretel in his
new publishing venture.

local Radio Level

With State-Run RTE

by Mike McGeever

Ireland's local
m commercial
radio industry is continuing to
gather momentum and, with a
combined national market share
at 39%, local privates together are
now neck and neck with state-run
RTE Radio.

The country's largest market,
Dublin has seen local radio
snapping up large chunks of the
region's market share with
EHR/AC-formatted Classic Hits
98FM leading music formats,
ahead of rock/pop RTE's 2FM.
News/Talk RTE Radio 1
continues to lead the market
overall with 47%, but has lost
five points in 18 months,
according to the results of the
1991/92 JNLR/MRBI Radio
Industry Survey released by the
Independent Radio and
Television Commission (IRTC).

Commenting on the results,
IRTC chief executive Michael
O'Keffe says, "The latest survey
shows a continuing upward trend
ins listeners for local radio
stations. This trend is being
recognized more and more by the
advertising companies, who now
view the sector as a genuine
alternative to RTE."

Classic Hits 98FM's. chief
operations officer/ programme
controller Jeff O'Brein says his
station's strenght lies not only

with its targeted demographics
(25-44  year-olds) but with
peripheral age groups. "Initially
in 1989 we found there was a
significant gap in the market for
the 25-44 age group. But now we
have found it has mass appeal. It
is the number one station with the
15-19-year-olds and almost in the
same position among the 20-44
year-olds." The station, which
plays AC mixed with chart and
classic rock tracks, promotes a
"young image” which adds to its
mass appeal. This makes it hard
for competition to find gaps in
format and ‘programming
according to O'Brein.

“I don't single out any stations as being of more or
less importance, I work them all,” says Winfried
Ebert. "The small stations can often be the ones
which are crucial in breaking a record."

The key to his success, he says, is that he knows
what he's talking about, having been in the industry
for so long. He has a lot of contacts and has experi-
ence in many different fields of the industry. And

indeed, since he started in the
music business 23 years ago at the
age of 19, Ebert has worked in vir-
tually every field of the music
industry. Former band manager,
DJ and concert promoter, he is
currently GM radio and press pro-
motion at EMI Germany.

Ebert has been with the compa-
ny for the 11 years, most of them
spent as product manager, and
then label manager for Capitol/
EMI America. He became head
of promotion for radio and press in
1986 and reports to EMI Germany
MD Erwin Bach.

His priority acts over the next
few months include Garth
Brooks, Sinead O'Connor, Brian
May, Wilson Phillips and
Crowded House.

Ebert works very closely with
radio stations when breaking new
acts and his main motto is "con-
centration.” He explains, "I always
concentrate on one track per artist

and work it on all the stations. Besides this, the most
important thing is not giving up too early. I used this
strategy working on Tom Cochrane and Crowded
House, and now it's paying off in both cases."

Radio has overtaken TV as the number one pro-
motion vehicle now, according to Ebert. "Without
radio behind it, TV just doesn't work like it used to.
The ideal situation for us is to have a single for five
weeks on radio before it gets shown on TV. That
way people are putting a face to something already
familiar. This doesn't apply to the big names like
Michael Jackson or Genesis, but for the average

artist it is the best approach.”

years in the way he works is that private radio has
become the number one priority. "We used to just
work with the big state-owned stations, but now
there are lots of private stations to deal with and we
need to improve our knowledge of the private sector
in the future. At the moment our promotions cover
all the state-owned and private stations in Germany
without being targetted at all. What we need to do

now is to find out what formats
the stations have and exactly what
type of music they play. Our
pluggers are concentrating on the
private stations in the main cities,
like Kéln, Berlin, Hamburg and
Munich, but in the future we will
also have to look at the stations
outside the city areas in the coun-
try, which are becoming increas-
ingly important.”

Ebert says that this approach
will enable him to target radio
campaigns and perhaps have more
of a chance of promoting different
music genres. More importantly,
it will help the company save on
the expense of covering all the
stations for every promotion. "We
will be able instead to just cover
the key stations for a certain
music genre which makes a lot
more sense. The recession has
meant that we are always looking
for ways to save money—we
have smaller offices in some

places and we are not thinking of enlarging our
workforce in the very near future.”

Ebert is already looking to the former East
Germany, seeing it as a future area for expansion.
"Private radio stations are going to spring up in the
five new states which we are going to have to cover
too, not to mention TV stations, daily papers and
magazines." At the moment EMI only has one per-
son in Berlin to cover the five former East German
states. There are 10 private stations in Berlin alone
that he has to deal with. Ebert says he foresees that
he will need more personnel in this area in future,

which is a problem, he says, in a time of recession.

He says that the biggest change over the last few

Who says rock 'n* roll is dead! It's
alive and kicking in the heart of
Austria thanks to Vienna's answer
to Bruce Springsteen—Ostbahn
Kurti and his band Die Chefpartie.
These Austrians have been keeping
their blend of rock, raucous guita
and folksy Austrian dialect % {
to themselves, but now
Kurti fever is being
brought across the border &
to Germany, by MCA,
who licensed the artist
from PolyGram Austria. .
The figure Ostbahn A
Kurti was originally invented by an
Austrian journalist working for pub-
lic TV, who created a demand for
the character by announcing gigs
that never happened, and placing
advertisements in the press for his
records, Kurti was built up into a
cult figure in Vienna and then the
ex-singer of the reactionary '70s
band Schmetterlinge willi
Resetarits was found to be the
ideal man to step into Kurti's shoes.
The demand for Kurti was
already there so when he came to
life the Austrians went wild, flock-

ing to his concerts. Nicknamed
"Springsteen  from  Simmering"
(Simmering being a suburb of

Vienna), Kurti performs a variety of
covers of songs by Thin Lizzy,
Springsteen, Marvin Gaye and
Frank Zappa sung in Viennese
dialect as well as original material
with the emphasis firmly on rock 'n'
roll and heavy guitars. His latest
album A Blede Geschicht released in
Austria last week on the PolyGram
label, has gone straight to number
one in the Austrian album charts
just two days after release, selling
over 250.000 copies (gold status).
The album was released simultane-

ously in Germany by MCA. Product
manager Frank Pagen says that
MCA MD Heinz Canibol became
interested in Kurti after spending
three years in Vienna running CBS.

The previous album Halb So Wiid
("Half As Wild") was released in
Germany this January and coupled
with gigs in Berlin, Frankfurt and
already
sparked off a flurry of
media interest in the artist.
Press coverage on Kurti has
been across the board and
very favourable, according
to Pagen, ranging from
articles in the music press
to big local papers like Die
Stddeutsche Zejtung and in the
prestigious magazine Der Spiegel.

Pagen says that Kurti's records
are selling most south of Frankfurt
and in Bavaria. "People in these
areas find it easier to understand
the Austrian dialect," explains
Pagen. "In the north, it has been
harder to sell Kurti's records and we
are providing consumers with
German translations of the lyrics.
We are working on getting lots of
live TV appearances for Kurti over
the autumn as he's a great enter-
tainer and comes over very well on
TV."

MCA has also lined up a 15-date
tour with Mama Concerts from
late November to early December.
Most of the dates are in the south
of Germany, were Pagen says the
Kurti campaign is one step further.

The company is now working on
promoting the new  single
Zuckergoschal to radio, a cover of
the Little Feat classic Dixie Chicken.
Says Pagen, "We are grateful for
every radio play we get at the
moment. The music is just too rocky
to get played on German radio,
though."

German Labels Revitalize Artist Careers

Unlike any other country in

the world, Germany has become
a haven for artists of interna-
tional renown. German record
companies continuously take
international artists under their
wings and onto their roster.
Currently on the singles chart
you will find such acts as Errol
Brown (of Hot Chocolate fame),
Sailor, Smokie, Maggie Reilly
and Christopher Cross—all vet-
eran Anglo-American artists and
all directly signed to German
record companies. What follows
is a label-by-label rundown of
the most shining examples of
this remarkable trend.

BMG Ariola Hamburg

British group Sailor, a pop band of
the '70s (Girls, Girls, Girls and A
Glass Of Champagne) have returned
to the charts in Germany and
Holland with their self-titled album
plus two chart singles, The Secretary
and La Cumbia. Currently, the third
single off the album Latino Lover is
in its seventh week in the charts.
The album was released in
Scandinavia and Portugal.

BMG Ariola Munich

The company has recently signed
one of America's top stars for the
European market—Christopher
Cross. His current single /n The Blick
Of An Eye, off the album
Rendevous, has been on the official
charts for three weeks. Says product
manager Gerd Dornieden, "We
signed Cross because [MD] Thomas
Stein and | are long-time fans of
the artist and we believe in the
potential of this album."

Although his last album was
released four years ago, he still has
a huge following in Germany and
France which is where he has sold
the most albums, claims Dornieden.
The artist is scheduled to tour
Germany with a UK release sched-
uled by Arista. Early this year,
Cross's 1980 hit single Ride Like The
Wind was covered by UK dance act
East Side Beat.

Producer Jack White has been
extremely successful with US actor
David Hasselhoff who accumulat-
ed gold and platinum discs from all
over Europe for the single Looking
For Freedom as well as for two sub-
sequent albums. The title track of
the brand-new album Everybody
Sunshine (White Records/BMG
Ariola) is the official song of the
Youth Games 1993 (see review on
page 8).

Tony Christie, who scored a
string of worldwide hits in the '70s
including /s This The Way To
Amarillo, is also signed to White
Records.

East West

In the past, East'West was successful
with international, direct signings
such as Israeli singer Ofra Haza, for-

mer Deep Purple lead singer lan
Gillan and world famous tenor
Jose Carreras.

Now, the company has lined up
Errol Brown up with one of
Germany's most successful produc-
ers—Dieter Bohlen. The result is a
top 20 single with This Time [t's
Forever, taken off the album Secret
Rendezvous. Another recent East
West signing to look out for is Willy
de Ville.

East West A&R/marketing direc-
tor Klaus Ebert comments, "The
fact is that these chart acts can look
back upon great market success
which makes it very attractive for us
to work with them. Furthermore, it
is becoming increasingly difficult for
British artists to get a deal in their
own country and, as one can see,
you can make good productions
right here in Germany."

Electrola

The Cologne-based company is cur-
rently featured in the charts with
the album Echoes by Maggie
Reilly, formerly project singer with
Mike Oldfield and famous for her
rendition of Moonlight Shadow.

.Living proof that her voice still
appeals to German audiences is the
chart album and single Every Time
We Touch (15 and 20 weeks in the
charts, respectively) as well as the
number one album in Scandinavia.

Even without their former lead
singer, the group Smokie is anoth-
er current chart success with their
single You're So Different Tonight.
The group has also collected plat-
inum in Scandinavia.

A recent signing to the Electrola-
marketed Harvest label is Fischer-
Z who have a local following in
Germany. Harvest is planning on
releasing the band's album
Destination Paradise at the end of
September. The group played at the
recent Popkomm fair.

Hansa

MD Hans Blume reports of success-
ful international direct signings of
the past including Chris Norman of
Smokie and Les McKeown of the
Bay City Rollers with whom Hansa
produced numerous hits which sold
well the world over.

These contracts no longer exist
but currently, Bonnie Tyler is the
most successful direct signing for
the Berlin-based company. Says
Blume, "We expect sales of the
1991 album Bitterblue to achieve
one-million units worldwide. A
release in the US is still pending for
autumn ‘92."

Meanwhile, Tyler has accumulat-
ed three platinum albums in
Norway, gold in Sweden and
Switzerland and  platinum in
Austria. The new album, entitled
Angel Heart, is scheduled for
release in Octaber. The single Race
To The Fire is the theme song of the
RTL-Plus TV crime series "Zorc".

The release will coincide with the
launch of the series at the end of
this month.

"From the vepy start we were
aiming at the international mar-
ket“, continues Blume, "and
employed the services of interna-
tional producers. This paid off. It is a
known fact that the media believes
in everything from abroad so that
foreign acts enjoy stronger support
than any production that bears the

stamp ‘made in Germany'".

Metroiiome

Recently signed to M-Street (the
new Metronome label founded last
year) is Gary Puckett who was suc-
cessful in the late '60s together with
his band the Union Gap. The album
Love Me Topight includes re-record-
ings of his classic hits Young Girl
and Lady Willpower as well as new
material such as the single Layana
(see for review page 8).

According to head of A&R Oliver
Helwig, it is important to be not
too overly ambitious in one's
approach. "It usually works best if
you take the potential of these
artists and produce them specifically
for the German market; don't try to
create albums with -the Anglo-
American market in mind."

Helwig  points to Italian
songstress Milva who has been very
successful over the years singing in
German, whereas female rock star
Gianna Nannini (signed to
Metronome since 1987) singing in
her native tongue remains [taly's
best-selling female artist.

Polydor

A current release by Polydor is the
duet by Chris Norman and Suzi
Quatro entitled / Need Your Love
which is included on the upcoming
Norman album The Growing Years.
The album was produced by the
artist together with the team of
Mende/de Rouge who were also at
the helm of successful albums by
Jennifer Rush and Falco.

But There's More...

Even without the original lead
singer, bands are still of interest to
German record companies, such as
the Commodores who recently
entered into a deal with the
German branch of European TV-
merchandiser Arcade.

A Greatest Hits includes re-
recorded hits as well as some new
original titles and will be released
mid-September in conjunction with
a tour through Germany and
Holland. A release is also scheduled
in Benelux.

Another example is Kool & The
Gang signed to the Streetheat
Music label (distributed by SPV).
The September single release (Jump
On The) Rhythm And Ride will be
followed by the October release of
the album Unite.

In Search Of A Marketing Director

When we think about radio mar-
keting and promotion, there's one
investment that's worth consider-
ing first: that's thinking about the
human element—who will make
sure all these great promotion
strategies ~ get  implemented?
Who's going to do all this market-
ing and promotion, and make sure
it gets done strategically and with
some sense of consistency?

Hire A Marketing Director
My suggestion: start by hiring a
marketing director or promotion
director (whatever title you
ascribe to the position) to manage
the promotions at your station.
This individual brings together
efforts to build audience, keep
audience, attract revenue and sat-
isfy advertisers.

If you have a smart marketing
director to direct traffic between
the programming and sales
departments, the result is power-
ful: great promotions that delight
your audience, aide your sales
effort and get done efficiently and
effectively.

Marketing Job

Description

A strong marketing director keeps
station promotions and competi-
tion clean and focused, design
sales promotions that help adver-
tisers, anticipates the prpmotional
needs of major advertisers on the
station, acts as an objective and
resourceful mediator between
programming and sales, involves
the staff in radio station events
and helps keep morale high.

Marketing Skills

The skills and talents of a good
marketing director are contradic-
tory and often difficult to find in
one person. You need someone
who is imaginative and orga-
nized. Here are a few tips on
identifying and hiring a strong
marketing director:

1. Search for someone seriously
interested in marketing and pro-
motion. Cultivate this position for
what it is, and don't hire an aspir-
ing programme director or air
personality. Invest in a person
who demonstrates interest in stay-
ing in radio promotion/marketing.
2. Look for someone who's cre-
ative. A lot of people will tell you

they're creative; be sure you ask
for examples. Good promotion

people should have a laundry list,

of things that they've initiated,
created, changed, improved and
produced. A few questions I ask
to determine this: What's the most
outrageous thing you've ever
done? (Good promotion people
thrive on being unique and imagi-
native.) How do you remember
your successes? (Talented people
document their success.) Have
you ever started a group or orga-
nization of your own?

3. Look for someone who takes
"ownership." This is true for a lot
of jobs you'll find at your station,
but most important for a market-
ing director. You want someone
who will take a great deal of pride
in their work and demonstrate a
commitment and passion to each
project they undertake. They
make each promotion their own.
That's how the promotions staff
focused and how the details get
covered.

4. Look for someone who pic-
tures the future. Marketing direc-
tors dream up things from
nowhere, plan events, picture
how things will work. So it's very

important that they demonstrate
the ability to visualize how they
want things to happen, and then
have the ability to make that pic=
ture a reality.

5. Look for someone who's col-
laborative. More than any other
job at the radio station, the mar-
keting director works with the
greatest number of people from
different areas of the station: pro-
gramming, production, sales and
administrative. A good marketing
director knows how to involve
the different players in what's
going on, and makes it a priority
to get everyone excited about
what's happening promotionally.

Get Serious About
Marketing

If you're serious about doing mar-
keting and promotion, put some
thought into who you hire to
manage the promotipns. This is
an opportunity for European
broadcasters to avoid a major
mistake that many American
radio stations have made: under-
estimating the importance of hav-
ing a sophisticated, sharp, well-
trained individual at the helm of
the marketing and promotion

Casals Festival Oldest In
French History

by Terry Berne

For more than forty years the
Festival Pablo Casals has united
musicians of international reputa-
tion for three weeks each summer
in the southern French village of
Prades.

Founded in 1950 by Casals—
the great Catalan cellist who went
into voluntary exile
following the
Republican defeat in
the Spanish Civil
War—the festival
began as a gathering
of friends to com-
memorate the death
of Johann Sebastian
Bach 200  years
before. Among those
that played in Prades
that first year were
Isaac Stern, Rudolf
Serkin and Joseph Szigetti.
Pianist Mieczyslaw Horszowski
—who turned 100 this year, giv-
ing his first public performance in
1901—returned recently to per-
form again in Prades, thus lend-
ing an astonishing continuity to
France's oldest chamber music
festival.

"Continuity is an important
aspect of the Casals festival,"
says  artistic  director  and
renowned  clarinetist  Michel
Lethiec. This is reflected not only
in the choice of artists [about
30% return to play from one year
to the next] but also in the choice
of repertoire, which pay special
attention on works for cello. But

perhaps the clearest evidence of
this philosophy is the Academic
Internationale  De  Musique,
founded by Lethiec 20 years ago
and now an integral part of the
festival.

The academy brings together
140 singers from around the
world to study with the perform-
ers. This assures an uncommon
level of commitment
from the artists, who
thus remain in Prades
to teach and perform
during the entire two-
and-a-half weeks of
the festival.

The concerts
themselves take place
in the medieval
abbey of  Saint-
Michel de Cuxa,
whose beautiful set-
ting, rich adornments
and exceptional acoustics con-
tribute to the special atmosphere
of the occasion.

Festivals are planned at least
two years in advance; repertoire
is selected before musicians are
contacted in most cases, allowing
concerts to be devised around cer-
tain thematic ideas such as one
composer's work or the music of
a particular place or time.

Around 70% of the festival's
Ffr3 million (US$500.000) bud-
get must be recovered from ticket
sales, though the event is support-
ed by local and regional govern-
ment funds, plus some help from
local companies. "Finding a spon-
sor is a priority for us now,"

asserts Lethiec. "At the moment
we have 70 people working for us
on a volunteer basis. But we are
expanding in several ditferent
directions now and our budget
must grow in order to keep pace.”

Lethiec and his colleagues are
in the midst of an ambitious pro-
gramme to put a series of archival
recordings from past festivals on
CD at the rate of three or four a
year, as well as continuing to
release material from current
activities.

This is being done in conjunc-
tion with Radio France (who
recorded all performances in the
past) and Disques Lyrinz of
Marseille. So far 33 CDs have
been issued, featuring vintage
recordings of Pablo Casals him-
self, and many of the greatest
musicians who passed through
Prades over the years.

Both France Musique and
Radio Catalunya broadcast a
total of 13 concerts from this
year's production.

The festival is also growing
beyond the confines of the Tét
River valley with a number of
special concerts presented in such
cities as Tokyo, New York, Paris
and even Singapore, lending the
event a rare prestige and helping
to validate its claims for sponsor-
ship.

And all these related activities
make one thing clear: Prades
becomes the focus each summer
for more than just another music
festival.

Classical Station Reports

Kronos; Crossing The
Classical Borders

Elektra/Nonesuch recording
artists the Kronos Quartet con-
tinue to break new ground with
the release of their latest album
Piece Of Africa. This adventurous
group first made waves with the
release of their first album 13
years ago, on which they played a
sizzling arrangement of Jimi
Hendrix's Purple Haze.

Now, 10 albums later, they
have established themselves not
only as the world's best-selling
chamber music group but as the
single most prolific force in the
commissioning of new works by
contemporary COmpOSErs.

The San  Fransisco-based
group tours extensively, playing
venues ranging from classical
concert halls to
jazz festivals.
Their  unusual
repertoire,
encompassing
everything from
Ives and Bartok
to Mingus and
Monk, has drawn
the .attention of
audiences  well
beyond the main-
stream  classical
listener, and their
latest effort has
landed them on both the classical
and world music charts in the US.

This stylistic diversity, how-
ever, has its drawback as far as
promoting the group in the strati-
fied world of the music industry.

Hyde, "Because of the broad
range of their work, they have
often fallen between things. Until
very recently there hasn't been the
air space for this type of music,
which was considered too classi-
cal to be played on popular radio
stations, for instance, yet too
novel to be aired on classical sta-
tions." In fact, Hyde claims the
album, though selling superbly,
was not in the UK charts due to
this ambiguity.

But this state of things is
beginning to change. "With the
advent of Classic FM," Hyde
points out, "and the face-lift BBC
Radio 3 has undergone since the
arrival of Nicholas Kenyon as
controller, there will be many
more opportuni-
ties to air the sort
of music to
which Kronos is
dedicated. Radio
3 is taking a
slightly more
populist
approach, which
is great for the
industry. There's
more chances
than ever

before to encour-

age people to
open up their ears, so to speak.
Opening up the air waves will
undoubtedly help broaden the
market."

The new album presents
works by eight African com-
posers written specifically for the
Quartet, and accumulated over an
eight-year period. Music from
Marocco, Zimbabwe, Uganda,
Sudan, Gambia, South Africa and
Ghana is included. Many of the
works were performed in Europe
this summer at various festivals,
most notably at the Montreux
Jazz Festival, where the several
of the composers’ performed their
work on traditional instruments
with Kronos.

The Quartet has worked
extensively with radio in the US,
producing a series of one-hour
shows under the title Radio
Kronos, that highlighted the
music and composers the group
has worked with over the years.
The series were aired on
American public radio, but so far
not in Europe.

Kronos  Quartet  perform
extensively in Europe. At the end
of September they will play
works from Pieces of Africa in
London, and are giving concerts
in Norway, Holland, France, and
Italy as well as in Warsaw and
Budapest. B

Make You A Believer is the title
of her superbly rocking debut single, and
indeed you'll become a believer. If you
want evidence of her capacities as a bal-
ladeer as well, Cry Baby would make an
ideal choice.

up to 1978's four million-copies-selling "War Of The Worlds." Spartacus—out on
Columbia in a deluxe package double CD from September 21—is his view on the old

Roman story of the slave revolt set on music.

As the perfectionist he is, Jeff Wayne is
again surrounded by the créme da la créme
of the international entertainment industry.
With  Oscar-winning actor Anthony
Hopkins starring as Roman senator
Marcus Crassus who fights the rebellion,
nothing has been left to chance. Other
famous names include ex-Marillion lead
singer Fish, playing gladiator Crixus who
sympathizes with rebels leader Spartacus,
and Londonbeat's tenor Jimmy Helms,
the tough chief Cilician pirate Isoricus.
Taking chances as ever, Wayne has
found a newcomer for the lead character

Spartacus, Alan King, a multiple UK judo
champion with a golden voice. Another
interesting relatively new name is TV
actress Catherine Zeta Jones (from the
popular Yorkshire TV series The Darling
Buds Of May), performing the role of
Palene, Spartacus' lover. She is taking the
lead vocals on For All Time, the first single
selected off the prestigious project and "out
of the box" A-lisled on Capital
Radio/London.

London-based marketing and promotion
company International Rescue oversees
the European campaign. Nadja Severa
sums up the cornerstones of the strategy.
"We've got plenty of promo tools in our

hands. We'll have the main characters plus
the author of the piece available for press.
Also, we're sending out an EPK [Electronic
Press Kit], containing filmed interviews
with Wayne and Jones, plus video footage.
For radio all over the world we have taped
interviews ready.”

The campaign is geared at all major
radio and TV outlets. On September 3-4,
Wayne and Jones appeared at ITV's break-
fast show "AM TV," while Grenada TV
broadcast a news item on September 9. An
appearance in the BBC's popular Des
O'Connor show is televised but to be
transmitted at a later date. Major press
advertizing has been taken in the UK.

Competitions will be run in the various
territories. A pan-European contest will be
set up on satellite TV station Super
Channel. Prize winners will receive

leather-bound scripts, as well as first-edi- .

tion signed lithographs of Spartacus paint-
ings. Andrew Ellis, the art director of the
whole project, is currently working with
his team on appropriate marketing material.
So far posters, cut-out gladiators, mobiles
and letter knives for instore use are con-
firmed.

At a big party in ”V111a Dei Ceasari" in
London on September 15, the album was
presented to international media. All main
characters, including Hopkins, were sched-
uled to attend the event.

Although Klein may have kept the
band's name, she's a solo artist now. Helped
out by various songwriters—among them
longtime collaborator drummer - Phillippe
Alleart, who has now been promoted to co-
producer next to her—the "grande dame”
hasn't lost one bit of her grandeur.
