BMG International has in-
creased its first quarter 1993 mar-
ket share to 17.2% from 15.6%,
propelled by a 9% jump in unit
sales, according to president/
CEO Rudi Gassner. The compa-
ny also expects gross revenues
for the fiscal year (July '92 -June
'93) to grow 14% to top the US$2
billion mark for the first time.

Including its US division,
BMG forecasts sales of US$2.8
billion. Last year, turnover was
DM3.9 billion, (app. US$28 bil-
lion-sept. '92 exchange rates
[M&M September 26, 1992]).
No fiscal year figures in
Deutschmarks were available. In
contrast, the latest IFPI results
show total unit sales slipped
2.6%.

Highlight of the year was
Whitney Houston and the sound-
track from the film "The Body-
guard," which sold over 20 mil-
lion units. The company also had
seven domestic artists who had
million -plus sales.

While unit sales at its Euro-
pean operations didn't match the
company's total growth, they did
outpace the market. Gassner attri-
butes the results to BMG Interna-
tional's commitment to develop-
ing regional talent. "We had
several European artists which
sold over one million records,
like Luca Carboni in Italy and
Mecano in Spain," he says. "We
have been working very hard at
this. It's a question of finding the
right artists to promote regionally
and finding out if an artist in, say
Spain, can be successful in other
European markets.

"It [developing regional tal-
ent] was something I started
when I first came over to BMG
back in around 1987; and I still
believe in it. Selecting artists is

not extremely sophisticated, but
it's a very detailed process."

In Europe, Gassner says the
UK will still continue to be a top

priority and that
the results are
already begin-
ning to show.
Arista was the
leading singles
label and was
tied for second
in album sales
in the first quar-
ter with market

shares of 7.5% and 4.0%, respec-
tively, according to CIN data. It
was the second leading album
distributor with an 18.1% share.

UK artists, says Gassner, are

still "right there where they
should be" when it comes to pan-
European sales potential.

Looking to the future, Gassner
says he believes the US$3 billion
European radio industry will
become more like the US sooner
rather than later. "It will happen
in a couple of more years,"
Gassner says. "Radio in the US
has become so tightly formatted
and risk averse that you have to
find ways to promote artists
around it. I think the same thing
will happen in Europe. Therefore,
you will have to think of alterna-
tive ways to promote artists, and
we are already starting to do that
by using specialised print media,
word of mouth and TV."

Grupo PRISA, Antena 3 Accused
Of Unfair Monopoly
SPAIN

Media holding company Grupo
PRISA and Antena 3 Radio have
been accused of unfair monopilly
in a lawsuit presented by eight
Spanish journalists in early June.
The eight include ex-Antena 3
staff director general Manuel
Martin Ferrand and sports pre-
senter Jose Maria Garcia.

The journalists told a news
agency that the lawsuit, presented
before the Tribunal In Defence of
Competition, was prompted by
"the acute monopolistic situation
in different areas of Spanish radio
sector."

Grupo PRISA owns the sector
leader Cadena SER alongside
other media, which recently took
control of a large section of Ante-
na 3 Radio. The statements adds,
"The taking of power by SER
within Antena 3 Radio restricts
and gravely limits the possibilities

of competition in an irreversible
way."

The group accuses SER and
Antena 3 Radio of not fulfilling
the legal requirements of the
Telecommunications Law.

In response. a SER spokesper-
son denied that SER had a power
hold over Antena 3 Radio "since
they are completely different com-
panies with different shareholders.
PRISA has an indirect and minori-
ty participation in Antena 3 Radio,
through investment company
Inversiones Godo [set up by
Antena 3 board chairman] and a
future cooperation framework
with newspaper La Vanguardia."

The spokesperson added that
all share movements had been
authorised and were strictly legal,
and drew attention to the fact that
some of the eight had themselves
facilitated the supposed object of
their legal complaint by selling
their own shares in Antena 3
Radio.

RAJAR Explains Service In Paper
UNITED KINGDOM

RAJAR, the audience research
system for all of UK radio, has
published a "Service Overview
and Code of Practice" designed to
give data users a clearer under-
standing of the mechanics of the
system, while outlining guide-
lines governing the use of
research results.

The RAJAR board warns that
sanctions will be applied against
users who breach those rules.
RAJAR, together with its con-
tractor RSL, has continued to
investigate the design and opera-
tion of the system which has been
in effect for the past two quarters.
Their findings show "no funda-
mental design or operational
faults." The checks, however,
revealed "a small number of
detailed errors in relation to list-
ing and rotation of services in

diaries." The effect of overall
share was shown to be negligible,
according to RAJAR. Other
errors in past surveys were
"minor rotation errors and service
onunission."

In two ILR survey areas, the
specific order of listing of ser-
vices differed from the rules laid
down. This affected the order of
presentation of services in the
commercial block, not the rota-
tion between BBC Radio and
commercial services. There was
also a single instance of a BBC
local radio rervice being ommit-
ted from the diary listing in some
rotation. This has been corrected
during the quarter and the results
for that service will be calculated
on valid diares, according to the
document. The other errors are
being corrected from the third
quarter 1993.

"These mistakes are regret-
table, but should be seen in the

context of the operation of an
extremely complex research sys-
tem covering around 150 ser-
vices, more than 300 unique geo-
graphical segments and over
7.000 fieldwork assignments in
the course of a year," RAJAR
says in an accompanying bulletin
to subscribers.

RSL is also instituting
"revised procedures" taking effect
from the last quarter of this year,
which will generate service list-
ings in advance for each rotation
within each overlap segment for
checking purposes. These will be
available for any service wishing
to check its own area. RSL will
contact participants about this by
the beginning of July.

Results for Quarter 1, 1993,
will be published on July 30 (ini-
tial station results) and the quar-
terly summary of listening will be
available on August 2.

AUSTRIA: DoRo Sweeps Chicago Film & Video Festival

organisations, including IFPI,

Although Sandberg claims
that Export Music Sweden isn't
directly focused on the country's
smaller companies, these outlets
will profit most from the
organisation. "Majors already
have a world network," says
Sandberg, "and don't have the
same needs as a smaller
company. So obviously the
smaller labels will be the ones to
receive the most out of the
organisation."

Hauville Calls For Changes In Law
To Protect Local Radio Markets
FRANCE

Eric Hauville, president of inde-
pendent radio association SIRTI,
has blamed the failure of existing
legislation to reserve local adver-
tising markets for local stations.
According to Hauville, this is the
main reason for financial difficul-
ties at local stations, and may lead
to more closures before the end of
the year.

"The lack of protective legisla-
tion for stations in category B
[commercial independents]," says
Hauville, "means that they are
obliged to compete with stations
of Category C [franchised or affil-
iated to national networks] for
advertising. They don't have the
same resources as category C and
are thus unable to do that."

His statement follows the
announcement that programme
bank Sources FM will shut down
in the summer, reportedly due to

New Anti -Parallel Import Clause Hoped To
Increase Investments In Domestic A&R
NORWAY
by Kai Roger Ottesen

Investment in Norway's domestic
artists could grow substantially
following amendments to the
Copyright Act approved on June
I1, making parallel imports a
criminal offence, punishable by
imprisonment. It is hoped the
move will cut down the increas-
ing "grey" market of parallel
imports of new releases, back cat-
alogue and pirate copies, which
accounted for 42% of the total
turnover in 1992.

According to industry sources,
the high percentage of parallel
imports and the ensuing reduction
in domestic market share is for a
brge part attributable to the

wholesaler market --a situation of
virtual monopoly, dominated by
one major operator. Record
companies have been granting
large discounts and other benefits
to make alternative repertoire and
local music available in
wholesaler segments --petrol
stations etc. However, local
music is still having problems
finding its way into the market. It
is hoped that the new law will
remove a major source of product
from wholesalers, rendering them
more dependent on product from
the labels. This would free the
music industry from paying large
sums to please the wholesalers,
making more money available to
concentrate on local A&R.

Erling Johannessen. The
wholesalers claim option of
return, free goods and discounts,
otherwise they w on't buy from
the labels. Ever since I started at
BMG, I've squeezed every day
for the best terms. The new
legislation will be an advantage
for the retailers and a

disadvantage for those who have
been parallel importing. The
money we have been spending on
discounts to wholesalers can be
used on local A&R, promotion
and retail. The wholesalers don't
break any artists for us."

According to IFPI Norway
director general Saemund
Fiskvik, the change in the
Copyright Act will correspond
with the future legislation in the

EC countries. The EC adopted its
hiring/lending directive on
December 1992, and it is
expected to be implemented in
summer 1994. Adds Fiskvik,
"The new Copyright Act fits in
perfectly with the moral of the
EC legislation."

The music industry is also
confident that the new legislation
will have a positive effect on
piracy. Comments Fiskvik,
"Usually there are identical forces
behind parallel import and piracy.
With stronger border control we
can handle two problems at the
same time." The news have also
been applauded by the other IFPI
members at IFPI's council
meeting in Brussels early June,

local stations' inability to pay sub-
scription fees (M&M, June 19).

Although ad sales house IP
predicted last year that there
would be 0% growth in
advertising revenue this year
1993, according to Hauville, at a
local level, there will actually be a
fall -off in revenues. "Local
advertising markets are under
extreme pressure at the moment,"
he says, "and we estimate that real
income from advertising revenues
at a local level will fall by
between 30% and 35%. The
collapse of Sources FM .is
undoubtedly related to this as
stations will not have the funds to
pay for even the most modestly
priced programmes."

The main problem, however,
seems to be the lack of legislation
to protect the stations. Although
propositions had been outlined by
the ex -minister of Communication
Jean Noel Jeanneney to do
exactly this, the situation has been
reversed since the change of
government.

Already, with the closing of
Sources FM, 41 stations will find
themselves without programmes.
Although BBC Infos has pro-
posed to offer their programming
at the same rates (app. Ffr3000;
app. US$538 per month), this deal
will only last a year and will
almost certainly be increased after
this. "I'm not very optimistic
about what is happening at the
moment," says Hauville, "I expect
many more stations to close down
this year."
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Radio ABC Caught Over Barrel
In Staff Dismissal Affair
DENMARK

EHR Radio ABC's third outlet in
West Jutland has become a victim
of the contortionism to which
many radio operators are driven
in an effort to overcome anti -net-
work rules in Denmark. The sta-
tion has had to reapply for its
licence this month following the
recent dismissal of two employ-
ees in possession of the franchise.
Radio ABC Vestjyllands FM,
which has been off the air since
May 5, will resume broadcasting
on July 1, following a reshuffle in
which the former licence -owning
organisation was replaced by a
newly created group.

Via a specially formed organi-
sation Holstebro Og Onegns
Lokal Radio, programme mana-
ger Erik Liighje and head of
news Laef Madsen were co -
owners of the station's Holstebro
franchise, granted by the local
radio authority for the transmis-
sion of Radio ABC in December
'91. They then joined the staff at
the outlet when it started
broadcasting in September 1992.
The two were dismissed along
with the station's sales manager
on May 4 this year as a result of
what station MD Stig Hartvig
Nielsen describes as "poor quality
work." The station's revenue was
too low, he reports, which reflect-
ed poor areas of programming.
"We were willing to take over the
organisation and carry on broad-
casting, but out of revenge, the
two dissolved the organisation,
leaving us without a franchise."
Following a meeting with the
local radio authority on May 8,
Radio ABC has now put together
a new local broadcasting organi-
sation, of which one of the mem-
bers Per Hedegaard has been
appointed programme manager of
the outlet. The station will be
back on air on July 1.

"We will be working hard on
improving our product," says
Hartvig Nielsen, who cites music
programming and news as areas
to receive particular focus. One of
the new features will be a greater

level of Danish music, with four
to five tracks per hour.

Radio ABC is affiliated to the
Radio Booking sales group, and
opened its first station in Randers,
East Jutland, three years ago,
adding two more in the north and
west in the autumn of '92.
Audiences for the Randers station
rose 60% in the last ratings,
putting it in fourth place with
91.000 listeners (Gallup '92).
Although the most recent ratings
for the Holstebro outlet are not
representative, conducted only
four weeks after its launch,

Hartvig estimates it has around
40% of a potential reach of
60.000, including listeners in
neighbouring counties.

This hands -tied position is not
uncommon in Danish radio,
brought about by Danish legis-
lation aimed at preventing
networking. According to media
law, radio licences may only be
granted to organisations com-
posed of residents in the broad-
cast area. Many stations, such as
The Voice circumvent the
restrictions by cooperating with
local groups.

D'Ancona Fences With Media Commission
Over Public Service Announcements
HOLLAND

Dutch minister of Culture Hedy
D'Ancona has come out against
allowing any government money
to go to commercial private sta-
tions RTL Radio and RTL 4 for
broadcasting public service
announcements (PSA's).

Holland's powerful watchdog
agency the Media Commission
advised the government earlier
that legally PSA's could be
broadcast on commercial station,
as long as the money to make the
informational ads did not come
from the public broadcasting
system. The government and the
broadcasters often work together
in making PSA's and the publics
air the spots for free.

RTL Radio and RTL 4 have
offered to broadcast the spots for
a nominal amount, but D'Ancona
-also known as Holland's
"Media Minister"-has come out
fiercely against the plan. She
maintains that no government
money should end up in the hands
of either station-both of which
are heavily backed by Luxem-
bourg's giant media conglome-
rate, the CLT, or any other
commercial enterprise. She's
asked all 12 cabinet ministers to
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back her up by refusing to
commission any and all PSA's
intended for use on RTL Radio or
RTL 4. Around 30 PSA's are
made each year for both radio and
television, costing the Dutch
government Dfl 1.8 million (app.
US$978.000).

This is the second time in a
matter of weeks that the minister
and the Media Commission have
gone toe -to -toe over media

policy. Earlier, D'Ancona over-
ruled a commission decision
which could have ended in
another restructure of the public
broadcast system. The Commis-
sion charged the low ratings of
the three public television chan-
nels was an obvious sign that the
revamp, which went into effect
last October, was not a success.

Radio Presents Views
To Culture Ministry
NORWAY

Local radio in Norway reached a
milestone on June 7, as four radio
organisations joined together to
present their views to the Ministry
of Culture.

Radio organisation FFEM
board member John Sandberg
claims this meeting was the first
time in the 10 -year history of local
radio that a minister has called for
the opinions of the stations in the
area. "It was very promising," says
Sandberg. "The whole idea behind
the meeting was for us to present
our views; we didn't receive much
political feedback, but we didn't
expect it either."

FFBM-joined by organisa-
tions for commercial stations
(KOMM), labour movement sta-
tions (FAME), religious stations
(Producentkomiteen) and "grass -
root" stations (Sammenslut-
ningen)-had made a list of the
needs of commercial and non-
commercial radio to survive
difficult economical times. This
included reduced royalty pay-
ments, increased watt levels on

broadcasting on 30 watts, which
only reaches an area of about 7-10
kilometers," claims Sandberg,
"and even that signal is very weak.
Commercial stations need an
alternative set of frequencies,
similar to the 'two -layer' presently
allowed in Norway. Non-com-
mercial stations require smaller
activities to nurse these non-profit
stations. If the government doesn't
want these stations to go bankrupt,
then they have to give them some
kind of support."

Sandberg claims the minister
of culture Jytte Hidden had
promised 'to set up one or two
similar meetings in the near future.
"There are several hundreds of
local stations in Norway," says
Stenberg, "but their representa-
tives will all have the opportunity
to appear and give their opinions
in August."

Although no political promises
were made concerning these
issues, Sandberg hopes that there
will be some openings in the
autumn to discuss these topics in
Parliament, with the possibility of
legislation taking place in
December.

Rock PDs Hold Off Adding Album Tracks
by Steve Wonsiewicz

While UK PDs coincidentally added more
album tracks to their playlists prior to the
April 30 launch of Richard Branson's
national AOR network Virgin 1215 AM,
their continental counterparts aren't moving
in the same direction.

Programmers at some of Europe's lead-
ing public and private rock and rock -orient-
ed stations say album track adds have not
increased during the past couple of years.
They've held firm in their music policy dur-
ing a period in which single sales have
declined dramatically, the singles charts are
heavily weighted with records appealing to
a younger audience, and the 30+ album -
buying public is buying fewer records. Euro
rock programmers are still playlisting most
of their album tracks in the evening, saving
the early morning and evening drivetime
slots for mass appeal pop records. [Editor's
note: In the US, one of the country's leading
radio research companies, Denver -based
Paragon Research, recently discovered
that listeners by a 10:1 ratio want more
CD/album depth from radio.]

AM/PM Strategies
Comments Benny Schnier, head of

music at AOR outlet Radio
Xanadu/Munich, one of the few privates in
Germany with such a format, "Because of
heavy TV viewing, the audience that listens
to radio in the evening is a very active and
specialised one. They want to listen to
album tracks and hear more about bands
and musicians. Listeners during the day use
radio more for background music.

"Our day programming lasts until 20.00,
and from 20.00 to midnight we have pro-
grammes where we play album cuts.

Thierry Catherine hasn't added more
album tracks to the playlist for the last cou-
ple of years. Singles also dominate the
morning hours at the French -language sta-
tion for the same reasons as Schnier.

"The records we play in the morning are
much easier than in the evening," says
Catherine, whose station serves a 15-30
demo. "It's very simple: we have the feeling
that we can't play very strong rock tracks in
the morning because listeners want some-
thing more familiar to hear.

45 demo.

"While the market has shifted away
from singles, we have never changed our
policy or thinking because of that," he says.

"People who listen to radio in the morn-
ing and in late aftemoon/early evening shift
are busy with other things. We don't want
to give them music that they have to think
too much about.

"We believe that people after 21.00 are
more willing to pay closer attention to
album tracks. We don't want to be bother
listeners when they're in a hurry with tracks
that they don't know or that don't sound
familiar; which, in effect, means you play a
lot of single cuts in the morning.

"We don't really categorize our songs
into album or single cuts. We think 'Does
something sound familiar or unfamiliar?'
This could be an album track that wasn't
released as a single; however, it must sound
familiar to get played in the morning."

During the 09.00-12.00 and 14.00-17.00
dayparts, Hautekiet says he plays more
album tracks. The evening programme is
"almost exclusively for album tracks," he
adds. "We don't follow our format and our
playlist very closely in the evening. Those
programmes are much more specialised."

Will declining singles sales force pro-
grammers hands? "Well, I don't know if the
industry has decided that the single is going
to disappear completely," says Hautekiet.
"What I realise and what I've seen is that
single sales have fallen quite a bit; but this

wants to hear it?' People don't care if it's a
single or an album track. They just want to
hear the song."

Eicher Sends Rocky Chansons
From Carcassonne

"La vie est bonne en Carcassonne," and
Swiss singer Stephan Eicher knows it. For
five weeks he hired the complete Hotel de
la Cite in the medieval town in the south of
France to record his new album, named
after the citadel. And the recipe was obvi-
ously a good one, as PolyGram France
reports sales of "Carcassonne" in excess of
200.000 copies in Francophone areas only
two days after its release on June 9.

"Let the studio come to the artist, instead of
the other way round," says Martin Hess,
Stephan Eicher's personal manager. "Apart
from the regular campaign, music, hotels and
good coffee is all we care about really."

Bose Is Still Boss In Spain
SPAIN

The "Sting of Spain" is his nickname.
Miguel Bose is the Spanish boss of sophis-
ticated pop with an eye for what is happen-
ing in the world. On the artwork of his new
album Bajo El Signo De Cain ("Under The
Sign Of Cain") he looks like being peeled
of Michelangelo's Sistine Chappel in Rome.

Where is that leather jacket he used to
wear? It has gone. The half Spanish/half
Italian actor/singer is portrayed naked. His
music has gone through a similar restyling.
It is stripped down to the bone, right to the
essence. The sparse arrangements are
almost green. There is really not a note too
much.

Bose handles green issues and other top-
ics with care. Nada Particular ("Nothing In
Particular") means mental support for all
exiles and migrants in the world. The single
Si Tu No Vuelves ("If You Don't Come
Back is an ecological ballad and Wako
Shartian is a cry for environmental con-
science on a slightly disguised salsa rhythm
presented as a legend. Especially that song
should work north of the Pyrenees as well.
Other strong candidates are the Zucchero-
like passionate R&B stomper Sol Forastero
("Foreign Sun"). The piccicato strings on
Gota A Gota ("Drop By Drop") give radio
some easy hooks to get a grip on.

Warner Music Spain international
exploitation manager Vann Barbot will not
risk Bose's head on the international mar-
ket-other than Latin America-during the
summer. "Our past results with Bose abroad
don't justify a pan-European campaign. In
some territories the CD is out, but we're
basically waiting for two other version of
the album, with some tracks in French or
English.

Jamiroquai Is Jammin' All Channels
UNITED KINGDOM

Jamiroquai hit the scene last summer with
his first release When You Gonna Learn on
Acid Jazz. Considering that Talkin' Loud's
"jazzdance" acts Galliano and Incognito
were both doing acclaimed things at that
point, this young upstart made quite an
impact. In November his debut was declared
the number I single of the year by The Face
magazine.

It is a little-known fact that Jamiroquai
was already signed to Sony Soho Square
before the release of When You Gonna
Learn. Head of marketing Mark Richardson
felt however that starting on a hip indie like
Acid Jazz would enhance the credibility of
the act. His involvement at this point was to
ensure that the band kept gigging to gain the
attention of tastemaking journalists and DJ's.

With the SS2 release of the excellent sin-
gle Too Young To Die this year, Richardson
saw, in Jamiroquai, the potential to reach a
broader audience than just the jazz -dance
crowd. Here was a guy, JK, who was young,
good looking, stylish and an excellent musi-
cian. All effective hooks, depending on your
target audience. "Everyone has a point of
entry" says Richardson. This necessitated
advertising and securing editorial in a range
of consumer magazines; the style press like
The Face and ID, stressing the image, the

music press, NME etc, stressing the music,
The Sunday Times and Vogue stressing the
fashion and culture angles. The "teethe" press
soon followed in their reactive way establish-
ing without delay what JK's favourite colour
is. A poster campaign and promotion through
local magazines in the major UK cities
helped build strong regional fan bases.

However, it goes without saying that
without a good tune your marketing money
goes down the toilet. The new album is remi-
niscent of Songs In The Key Of Life for more
than just JK's "Wonder-ful" voice. It is rich
and varied, light yet serious. Musically
speaking you can hear why it has such a
broad appeal, '70s-philes hear justice being
done to Sly & The Family Stone, it's funky
enough for the jazz -dance fraternity and com-
bined with a cool image it's light and accessi-
ble enough for the younger listener. Not easy
to do, but done here.

Current copy-
rights: Purple Schulz,
Wolf Maahn, The Piano
Has Been Drinking,
Brings, LSA, Illegal
Artists, Papermoon.

3. It depends. A project
like Enigma generates a
lot of income.

3. Income from movies
hasn't been remarkable yet,
however TV commercial
income nowadays is the
additional money maker
with growing shares. Cur-
rently I would see it as
around 60% of my addi-
tional income.

3. It is still relatively small
compared with main
sources. However, sound-
track sales have risen dra-
matically.

4. Biggest sellers in the last
few months: Miinchener
Freiheit, Sandra and
Maggie Reilly. Working
on Bill Myer (BMG Arlo-
la/Munich) and Ana Gon-
zalez (Sony Music). Most
important new signing is
Edo Zanki.

4. I am currently enjoying
chart success with the Top
10 hit by Usura plus the
last Saga album. Upcom-
ing releases/new signings
include Lonnie Gordon,
Usura, KTP, Double and a
new album from Phil
Coulter.

4. Die Prinzen, debut band
H-Blockx, USA, Aus-
tralian duo Fanman and
newcomer act Die Lutzi
produced by Annette
Humpe who also produces
Die Prinzen.

5. A lot of our product is
mainstream rock so still
after all these years BR 3,
SWF 3 and NDR 2 can
help a lot. Any station that
has the stamina to play
local product more than
once an hour is high up on
my list.

5. The most important
radio stations for us are all
stations on the Media
Control list and a few
well-chosen private sta-
tions.

5. I don't consider any one
station as instrumental in
breaking a record. Nowa-
days with almost every pri-
vate radio station concen-
trating on either Top 40.
Pop, MOR or Rock, you
need the support of all
those stations, plus the
support of state-owned
radio to break a song.

5. All radio stations willing
to take a chance on adding
an unknown song to their
playlist are valuable. I have
witnessed mega successful
records and careers having
their initial sparks from
very small regional break-
outs, considered by many
to be of no importance.

1. Both publishers and
record companies are
instrumental in discovering
and developing new talent.

2. We work very closely
with record labels on pro-
motion. We are also offer-
ing independent radio pro-
motion.

3. Placing songs in com-
mercials and movies
becomes more and more
important. This is an area
we are focusing on heavily.

4. Maxim Rad, Eskimos
& Egypt, The Graduates,
Annabel Lamb, Blue Box
(Camouflage), Keely
Hawkes, Freak Of
Nature.

5. As German radio hardly
plays new talent it is
impossible to answer this
question.

1. It has to be in the inter-
est of record companies to
discover new talent,
though the active help of
the publisher is more in
demand than ever. To sur-
vive it is vital not just to
publish good songs but to
find the right artist to guar-
antee a release.

2. Our goal is to promote
our own catalogue with our
own promoters, not in
competition but in cooper-
ation with the record com-
panies. It has often turned
out that measures we've
taken have really helped
promoting titles.

3. Without giving exact
percentages, additional
income through exploiting
our copyrights in conjunc-
tion with TV spots and the
exploitation of cinema
films on TV has exploded
and this trend is constantly
growing.

4. Songs we have copy-
rights to currently in the
German Musikmarkt Top
100 singles chart at the
moment include Army Of
Lovers, Shinehead, Whit-
ney Houston, US3, Sting
and En Sonic. Albums in
the Musikmarkt chart
include Arrested Develop-
ment, Sting, Bryan Ferry
and more.

5. Seeing most radio sta-
tions are very chart -orient-
ed, there isn't much airplay
given to new releases. Of
course the most -listened to
stations and those covered
by Media Control are the
most important and the
ones to watch, though local
radio stations can often
show a trend. Otherwise it
really depends on the song

1. Is developing new talent
the exclusive domain of
the record labels?

2. Can publishers compete
with record companies in
terms of promotion and
A&R budgets? Do you use
your own promotion peo-
ple to work radio?

3. How much of your
additional income comes
from exploiting copyrights
in related fields like TV
commercials and movies?

4. State your current copy-
rights and most recent
new signings.

5. Which radio stations do
you consider instrumental
in breaking new talent
and why?

I. Ideally, developing new
talent is a joint effort by
the record companies, pub-
lishers, producers and
managers. Once an act has
become successful, howev-
er. it is curious how often
various members of the
team forget the efforts of
others.

2. Publishers and record
companies work towards
the same goal. It is unlikely
that a publishing company
can compensate for a
record company's lack of
promotion. Neither should
publisher's promotion ef-
forts be geared toward re-
ducing record company's
promotion expenditures .

3. We generate a signifi-
cant amount of the sync
income for our local writ-
ers. Not all writers' materi-
al is suitable, of course, but
Snap and Yello are good
examples. The area has
become so important that
each Warner/Chappell
Music company has people
doing exclusively that.

4. Latest new signings
include: Elektric Music
and Captain Hollywood
Music. International copy-
rights include Michael
Jackson, R.E.M. and
Prince, while local copy-
rights include Dieter
Bohlen, Snap, Captain
Hollywood Project, U96,
Yello and Culture Beat.

5. In breaking new acts a
solid knowledge of the
entire radio scene and the
target audience is instru-
mental. Because the major-
ity of radio stations are
becoming tightly format-
ted, our most important job
is getting the right record
to the right man at the right
radio station.

1. No. We are heavily
involved in long-term
"artist development". In
some situations we end up
paying for the entire album
production as A&R people
are under too much pres-
sure for immediate com-
mercial success.

I. Over the last 15 years
more and more music pub-
lishers have been signing
direct contracts with new
artists and covering studio
costs for demos. Many new
artists in the charts have
been introduced to the
record companies through
publishers.

1. No, definitely not. Pub-
lishers and independent
production firms and stu-
dios have been just as
active as labels in this field
for years.

2. As an independent pub-
lisher I also have my "own
independent" radio, TV and
press promo department.
Record labels' promotion
budgets are normally big-
ger than ours, but we han-
dle less artists than the
labels and promote a record
for a much longer period.

2. A&R people in the
record industry are dealing
with so much product that
they don't have time to
develop 'artists. If the pub-
lisher develops a product
and a record company
releases it, you can say that
record companies and pub-
lishers work hand in hand.

2. Certainly not. As a rule
publishers have smaller
budgets for this area, but
this doesn't say anything
about the success of A&R

ork in publishing. We
organise radio promotion
after consulting with record
companies.

3. Income from TV com-
mercials and movies is ris-
ing but it doesn't amount to
a substantial income for us.
As a German publishers
we have substantial income
from foreign territories like
South -East Asia, Japan, the
US, France and Spain.

3. We have been increas-
ingly specialising in the
field of TV commercials
and movies over the last
few years and have seen a
steep increase in the
income we get from this
area.

3. The amount varies a lot
from year to year, but I can
definitely say that there has
been a notable increase in
income from this area.

4. Current copyrights: Aus-
trian bands EAV and
Hubert von Goisern &
Die Orignal Alpinkatzen,
hardrock bands Running
Wild, Helloween, Victory,
Gamma Ray and Krokus.
New signings include N -
Factor, Helga Pictures
and Die Skeptiker.

4. Our main work over the
last two years has been
making new contracts with
independent production
units like the companies
Music Plus and CAP -
Sounds in Frankfurt and
Aragon-Musik Publish-
ing in Hamburg.

4. German bands:
Blonker. Fury In The
Slaughterhouse. Papa

innie. Rhythm And
Dancemachine, Cosmo
Vitelli, Ronny De Vito.
Leinemann, Merzy, Dan-
ish band Sko/Torp and
Swedish band Baltimoore.

5. As we are more into
"non -mainstream" product.
we get most support from
public radio.

5. I adopt a policy of wait -
and -see. As radio stations
encounter increasing com-
petition and tend to play
mostly Top 40, there is lit-
tle chance for new talent
on air. In the future I fore-
see fringe programmes,
which would be more open
to new product.

5. Unfortunately I don't
know any radio station
which helps break new tal-
ent.

1. How should one answer
such a question? Of course
the record industry devel-
ops artists exclusively.
Publishers work together
with record companies to
develop strategies and mar-
keting plans, but in moder-
ation.

2. As a publisher we can
certainly play a supportive
role in a few areas and our
cooperation can be advan-
tageous. It is surely not a
question of competition but
of joint cooperation.

3. This is only a small field
for us, though at the
moment we are trying to
expand in these areas.
Hopefully we'll be able to
see some results by next
year.

5. Every station has a dif-
ferent profile and it's the
combined airplay on differ-
ent stations which gets
results as a rule.

1. No, it's not necessarily a
domain of the record
labels. We also have
groups which we have
worked with exclusively as
publisher and manager.
Often the artist nowadays
is also the songwriter
which also leads to these
sort of agreements.

2. Many publishing compa-
nies also have very strong
promotion departments.
Record companies have
much higher promotion
budgets. Whether publish-
ing companies can compete
with record companies
depends on the promoter
and/or his budget.

3. It depends on your cata-
logue. In our case it plays
an insignificant role.

4. We specialise in rock,
German folk and Schlager.

5. As a rule you can't go
wrong with the public
broadcasters, as they cater
to every musical style.
With the private stations
you know what their target
group is.

1. No longer so! We've
seen a major shift over the
past decade with publishers
who discover and develop
new talent and place them
with record companies.
Publishers are actively
involved in supplying
independent promotion and
linking the product to pos-
sible commercial usage.

2. We spend a good deal of
money on independent pro-
motion for our artists and if
we're excited about an
unsigned artist we'll
finance three to four studio
tracks to give the act a plat-
form to obtain a record
deal.

3. The impact of exploiting
songs in movies for us is
moderate, but in the area of
radio, TV and cinema com-
mercials we're growing
fast. Major sync -usages
this year includew Wind Of
Change (Scorpions) for
the Ford Mondeo car com-
mercial and With A Girl
Like You (Troggs) for
Tetra Pak tissues.

4. Most recent new chart
signings include Ace Of
Base, Intrance featuring
D -Sign, Extrabreit and
Phillip Boa & The
Voodooclub. International
charting repertoire includes
Shakespears Sister, k.d.

at independent units. And Jordy's
Dur Dur d'Etre Bebe-a big nov-
elty Eurochart record currently
charting in the US-was an inde-
pendent production (by Raymond
Taieb/Claude Lemoine) picked
up by Sony Music France's spe-
cial marketing department.

Logic MD Matthias Martin-
sohn believes that independents
and majors can work hand in
hand, if each partner sticks to what
he's good at. "The majors can
never compete with the indies in
terms of creativity. The indies are
so much more in touch with the
trends. Compared to five years
ago, when a lot of indie product
was missing the boat, majors are
now really going for joint -venture
operations. And with lot of these
acts, now also scoring in the UK
and the US, you can really tell the
majors are involved. The indepen-
dent never has the power to make
that [international success] happen
as they lack the international dis-
tribution structure."

That trend is also acknowl-
edged by PolyGram Holland
president/CEO Theo Roos, who is
also VP artist development for
PolyGram Continental Europe.
"Liaisons between the indies and
the majors are really the future for
me," he says. "We have so much
product that needs to be handled
that new stuff tends to get lost.
Independent production units can
react very alertly and have more of
a 'street' feel."

Roos also points to the majors
forming creative units to develop
repertoire and refers to the Paris -
based Remark label, responsible
for the European crossover suc-
cess of Vanessa Paradis.

BMG Ariola/Munich is a
major record company whose
links with the independent produc-
tion companies have been steadily
built up over the last five yeats.
Apart from its worldwide associa-
tion with Logic, the company has
formed joint ventures with units as:.

diverse as SweMix, Chlodwig,
K&P Music, Gun, Drakkar and
Red Rooster and has licensing
contracts with Coconut, Global,
Jack White Productions and
Baby Records.

According to BMG Ariola/
Munich head of legal business
affairs/German-speaking territo-
ries Rolf Gilbert, working with
independent A&R units is an inte-
gral part of the company's philoso-
phy. "We're [often] not close
enough to the product. Of course
we can hire such [indie] A&R
people and put them into this com-
pany, but their creativity would get
stifled. Indies and majors-it's a
totally different culture. If both
parties are willing to talk to each
other, it can work. But [as a major]
you have got to be willing to trans-
fer some of your responsibilities to
other people. And that is some-
times hard."

Although most of the A&R
and creative marketing input
comes from independents, BMG
still operates small A&R centers in
Hamburg (with four A&R
staffers), Munich (three), BMG
Media (two) and daughter compa-
ny Hansa (two).

Scandinavian Mega Records
is currently booking major cross -
regional impact with Ace Of Base
and Leila K. (via its Coma sub -
label licensed to Urban/Polydor
in Hamburg). According to
president Kjeld Wennick, majors
tend to be more complacent. "As
an indie you have to be very much
on top of things and be hungry all
the time. We don't have the
Michael Jacksons, so we are
forced to be creative. The multi-
nationals can be very much 'nine
to five,' although that certainly
does not apply to all of them."

German Coconut co -MD
Karin Hartmann feels that the
majors are less able to tune in to
new developments, but emphasis-
es their role in spreading the prod-
uct around. Coconut delivers fm-
ished product to BMG
Ariola/Munich but it employs its
own national media promotors.

930.000 listeners/hour. Despite a
radical format change to a more
EHR-based format, pubcaster
Bayern 3 dropped from 670.000
to 580.000 listeners.

ACE Radio NRW/Oberhau-
sen, a network of 41 local stations,
remains the top private with
850.000 listeners, up 9% from last
year. Says MD Helmut Bauer,
"We have widened the gap
between us and [EHR] Antenne
Bayern and we are the market
leader in North Rhine Westphalia
in the 20-49 age -bracket, beating
the WDR flagships."

Antenne Bayem is still the
number one private in Bavaria
with 690.000 listeners, dropping
10.000 from last year, while
Bavarian local stations grouped
under the Bayern Funkpaket
increased 17% to 480.000.
Regional stations grouped under
Radio Kombi Baden-Wurttem-
berg have also made gains, up
12% to 440.000 listeners.

In Berlin, ACE Hundert, 6

remains stable with 270.000 listen-
ers, while Hot -ACE RTL 104.6/
Berlin dropped 12% to 150.000
listeners. RTL 104.6 is now num-
ber two in the market however, as
ACE RS2 plummeted 25% to
130.000 listeners.

In Hessen, EHR Radio FFH
lost 20.000 listeners per average
hour, but is still ahead of EHR
pubcaster HR 3, with 310.000.

East German private Radio
PSR scored 140.000, slightly
down from its score in the East

German ratings (EMA Ost '92) of
144.000. Many of the other East
German privates were not includ-
ed in the survey.

MOR radio station AlsterRa-
dio/Hamburg appears in the MA
for the time, notching up 70.000
listeners, putting it ahead of OK
Radio, which was stable at 60.000
listeners. Cable/satellite station
KlassikRadio, also based in Ham-
burg, increased its listeners 33% to
40.000.

ceived by Pentti Teravainen,
programme director at ERR
Radio 100+/Tampere-who is
also the founder of disco promo-
tions company Discopress-the
plan, started in March, involves
setting up a network of European
private stations for a fortnighly
exchange of the most important
domestic hits in each market.

The quick succession of pro-
jects is pure coincidence, says
Teravainen, who adds, "I don't
see Europlay as competition. On
the contrary, I think more broad-
casters should be making moves
to work together. European Pow-
erplay involves very large broad-
casters, including pubcasters,
while we are aiming at indepen-
dent radio operators."

Eurohit Parade, which will be
coordinated by Radio 100+, will
involve one station each from 15
European countries selecting the
most important domestic track
from the home charts. Fifteen
copies of each hit will be sent to
the other participating stations,
along with information and back-
ground on the act. Jingles and a
programme outline will be pro-
vided by Radio 100+ for each sta-
tion to put together a programme
from the international hits.

Although no written confirma-
tions have been exchanged as yet,
Teravainen has approached over
10 stations, and reactions have
been encouraging, he says. Those
to have expressed an interest in
the project so far include EHR
stations Radio City/Stockholm,
Radio Uptown/Copenhagen,
Radio 1/Oslo, Radio
Antenna/Athens, Radio Mer-
cury/Poznan in Poland and Cade-
na 40 Principles in Spain (also a
participant in the Europlay pro-
ject). Other stations hoped to join

are Antenne Bayern in Germany
and Radio Kiss Kiss in Italy.
Attempts to include Radio
Chiltern in the UK have been
unsuccessful, and Teravainen is
sceptical about his chances of
persuading UK radio operators to
participate. "Radio in Britain still
plays almost exclusively Anglo-
phone music and is really not
very open to anything else," he
says.

The idea behind Eurohit
Parade first arose during
MIDEM 1992 when discussions
with other radio executives turned
to the lack of international cross-
over, says Teravainen. "The pro-
ject is to set up an informal agree-
ment between stations who are
committed to spreading good
music, not as a business venture."

He continues, "We are hoping
that by increasing public aware-
ness of foreign product, this will
galvanise record companies into
release more foreign product. Fin-

land is a classic example of
exclusion from international
music. In the last two months
there have only been two singles
from Germany or France, Die
Fantastischen Vier and Jordy,
while we should be listening to
acts like Patricia Kaas, Johnny
Halliday and many other artists
of worth in the rest of Europe."

Getting labels to cooperate in
Eurohit Parade shouldn't be a

problem, says Teravainen. "I have
spoken to labels in Finland who
are all enthusiastic about the idea,
and I don't see why others should-
n't be similarly positive. It would
not imply that much of a commit-
ment-some 15 copies every fort-
night, in exchange for widespread
airplay."

Negotiations are currently
underway with a Finnish courier
service and three Airline compa-
nies to provide sponsorship for
the project.

will feature six hours of local pro-
gramming -05.00-08.00 and
18.00-21.00-with the rest being
network output from Leipzig. The
format will be some 70% cur-
rents/30% gold -based records,
with around 10% of the currents
being new music.

Hahne says the opportunity to
manage both programming and
marketing/sales for the entire
operation was the reason for the
move. "After working for four
years at Radio Salii I thought it
was time to work for another com-
pany and take on additional
responsibilities. The structure and
the way NRJ does business
appeals to me. NRJ is quite small
[at management level], with a few
people doing a lot of things suc-
cessfully."

Hahne also looks forward to

building a network in Germany.
"Building up one station is fine
and building up two is fine," he
says. "But the future of radio is in
building networks, and I think
NRJ is the right company to be
with to do it."

Commenting on his experience
at Radio Saki, he says, "The staff
at Radio Salti are really great. But
they can do the work themselves
now. I have to go my own way.
And I know they will keep the sta-
tion successful."

Energy Saxony will have a
potential reach of some 3.4 million
people (Leipzig and Dresden 1.2
million each; Chemnitz 1 million).
Hahne says research indicates that
about 25% of the population is 15-
30 years old.

He also says the region has al-
ready been exposed to rock -orient-
ed radio, with DT 64. "DT 64 was
a hard -rocking station. We won't
have to educate the listeners."
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Tina's Turn
After having occupied the chart's second position for three
weeks, Tina Turner's I Don't Wanna Fight has taken over
the top slot of the EHR Top 40 from Janet Jackson who
reigned for five consecutive weeks. Although it marks the
first time for Turner to top the EHR ranks, she has scored
four ERR hits before, with 1991's Way Of The World
peaking highest (at number 5, early 1992). Her duet with
Rod Stewart -1990's It Takes Two-went even higher,
scoring a peak at number 4 in M&M's very first EHR
chart, December the same year.

I Don't Wanna Fight is being playlisted by 130 EHR
stations, the closest to the all-time record (136 stations
for Whitney Houston's I Will Always Love You) that
any artist has come. Penetration levels range from 40%
in France to 100% in the UK, Switzerland, Portugal,
Austria and the Czech Republic, as she books a 70%
average for all of Europe. Turner's new single proves
an effective pilot for her album, that is now entering
the European Hot 100 at number 8. In the UK, What's
Love Got To Do With It is the number one selling
album.

Back to our own territory, European Hit Radio, this
week's Most Added leader is Can You Forgive Her by
the Pet Shop Boys, whose impressive 39 first-time
reports also earn it the biggest jump of the week, from
number 35 straight into the top 10, landing at number
8. The single's wide spreading angle (its ratio of adds)
measures a formidable 55%, very high for a record
experiencing its third charting week. The reason is the
sudden explosion of the single outside the duo's
homeland the UK, where it kicked off earlier. Sweden,
Italy, Holland, Germany, Denmark, Belgium and
Norway are now joining in on a big scale.

No more than two singles enter the top 40 this week,
a very low number for EHR standards. Billy Idol grabs
the highest, halting at number 33 with 16 additions in
his pocket, second best of the week. Shock (To My
System), the taster of the album Cyberpunk, earns Idol
his first EHR hit, booking its best figures in Portugal,
where all EHR reporters have it on rotation. Other
markets where the single is faring well on the air
include Italy, the Czech Republic, Sweden and Spain
(in the Southwest Regional EHR Top 20 it enters
straight at 2). Denmark and the UK are also joining in,
but more hesitatingly as it seems.

The other new chart entry is claimed by another
American -based singer, Rod Stewart. His version of
Van Morrison's Have I Told You Lately clings to
number 34, just behind Idol. Stewart is doing best in
Ireland, the UK, Poland and Sweden, followed by
Finland, Italy, Denmark and Belgium. Pieter Kops
