RTL 104.6/Berlin
Says Black -Outs
Could Be Sabotage

After seven broadcasting black-
outs in the last month, Hot ACE
broadcaster RTL 104.6/Berlin, the
second most listened -to private in
the city, is now suspecting it could
be the victim of sabotage. RTL
says that the black -outs amount to
nine hours of broadcasting time,
costing the station DM25.000 (app.
US$16.000) per hour, which it
says amounts to a substantial loss
of business. RTL PD Arno Muller
is now accusing Telekom of negli-
gence in its duties towards RTL
and its listeners and says the sta-
tion won't put up with Telekom's
"scandalous mismanagement" any-
more. Top private ACE Hundert,6
and recently privatised soft ACE
Berliner Rundfunk have also suf-
fered black -outs.

In an official statement Miiller
says black -outs are unacceptable in
a competitive market like Berlin,
where they cause untold damage to
business. "We have to fight for
every listener and black -outs cause
damage which can't be put right-

On the subject of possible sab-
otage, RTL Berlin press spokes-
man Michael Weiland comments,
"Other stations can only stand to
benefit from this. Once the signal
is lost it's hard to get listeners
back. Seven broadcasting black-
outs is too many times to be pure
coincidence. The fact that Hun-
dert,6 has also been affected only
increases our suspicion." Weiland
thinks the possible saboteur would
be either sgmeone from a competi-
tor station or a Telekom worker
who has been paid to cause the
broadcasting failures.

Head of the technical depart-
ment at Hundert,6 Stefan Schle-
ichert says the station has had five
black -outs amounting to around
seven hours of broadcasting time.
He says that they are due to techni-
cal problems in the Telekom sys-
tem, but adds that Hundert,6 "does
not rule out sabotage" as a possible
reason for the power -cuts. Schle-
ichert also points out that the
black -outs have a 'dramatic' effect
on the station. "It is hard to get lis-
teners back," he says.

Telekom has apologized to the
stations for the power cuts, saying
that they are due to a problem with
the power supply in the Berlin
Alexanderplatz telecommunica-
tions tower. A spokesman for
Telekom comments, "The stations
were affected by relatively short
broadcast failures due to technical
problems, not sabotage."

Network Chart
Signs With CIN
UNITED KINGDOM

UK independent radio industry's
network chart will undergo a rad-
ical change as from August 1,
1993, when it will be compiled
and based on record industry
sales figures. For the first time
commercial radio's Top 10 chart
spots will be the same as BBC
Radio One FM's Top 10.

The chart contract was signed
with CIN, which will tap its base
of 1.500 retailers to compile the
first ten spots of the Top 40
countdown chart based on that
week's sales figures. Spots 11-40
will be compiled by research
company Media Monitor and
Selector using sales and airplay
data. The incumbent chart com-
piler since 1984, MRIB has been
collecting airplay data from
around one -fifth of the UK com-
mercial stations, and uses infor-
mation from a telephone survey
of independent retailers.

The new chart show will be
produced by Unique Broadcast-
ing and launched as part of EHR
Capital Radio FM/London's
Expo 93 festival of London next
month. It will include audience
interaction such as live link -ups
with artists and listener contests.
The official show sponsor Nes-
café will be replaced by Pepsi.

The one-year deal was greeted
positively when it was announced
at the commercial radio industry's
programming conference in
Blackpool on June 24. Chiltern
Radio Network group pro-
gramme director Paul Chantler
believed that the "fresh and new
beginning" would help raise the
profile of independent radio in
the UK, increasing interaction
with listeners.

Meanwhile, CIN chief execu-
tive Adrian Wistreich says the
revamped system will enable CIN
to exploit the Network Chart
across the independent radio sec-
tor.

Rowe Named President Of Sony
Music Publishing Worldwide
President of Sony Music Inter-
national Music Publishing
Richard Rowe has been appoint-
ed president of Sony Music Pub-
lishing worldwide, it was
announced by Sony Music presi-
dent Thomas Mottola.

Rowe, whose appointment
became effective July 1, will be
based in New York and report
directly to Mottola. In his new
position, he will oversee the com-
pany's domestic and international
publishing operations, as well as
its publishing interests within all
affiliate companies.

Rowe has been with the com-
pany sinced 1979, working in
business affairs for CBS Records

International in New York. He
returned to Britain as business
affairs manager and from 1983-
86 he served as director of busi-
ness affairs. In 1986 he was
appointed senior director business
affairs, a position he held until
1990 when he became MD Sony
Music Publishing UK.

Rowe says one of his briefs is
to accelerate Sony Music's pub-
lishing growth "with a consolidat-
ed effort on a world-wide
basis."Commenting on Rowe's
appointment, Mottola says,
"Richard's aggressive strategy has
resulted in an increased presence
for Sony Music Publishing."

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Virgin Pulls Out Of AFI, Criticizes
Organisational Bickering

Virgin Dischi added another
chapter to the controversy sur-
rounding the fight for a single
industry organisation by leaving
the AFI last month. The long
established music industry organ-
isation now competes with FIMI,
set up last year by the
country's five majors and
recently reorganised as
the official IFPI group
in Italy. Virgin has made
no decision yet regarding
joining FIMI.

Explains Virgin
Dischi MD and GM
Luigi Mantovani, "We
stayed with the AFI
because we considered this kind
of power conflict to be absurd in
a small and problem -ridden
marketplace. It only resulted in
two weak organisations which
have to confront strong
counterparts such as the public
broadcaster RAI, Silvio
Berlusconi's Fininvest group or
the author's rights society SIAE."

He adds that Virgin had hoped
by staying with the AFI to be able
to mediate between the two
groups and try to help reconcile
the split.

"I still think the fight between
the two groups was unfounded,"
he says. "It is true that voting
powers in the AFI were unequally
divided between the associates
and there were no moves to
amend the bylaws. But what I
really missed was a resolute effort
to lay down a plan which could
be useful for the industry.

"I have not yet seen anything
like that from FIMI either; so we
now have two groups fighting on
important subjects like the San
Remo festival."

Mantovani

Mantovani says that Virgin
received no support on a legal
case concerning some Simple
Minds bootlegs (only PolyGram
followed them later on a similar
case involving Dire Straits
recordings). This is just the kind
of area where an industry
organisation should prove its
worth, he adds.

"The truth is that
everybody was happy
with a 10% growth in
turnover, without realising
that it was purely due to
the sales increase of a
high price carrier, the CD.
Now the market is dull
and the majors are feeling
the pressure. That is why
they became restless and

set up the FIMI," observes
Mantovani.

The role of AFI has been
severely reduced through the
recent disagreements, he says,
which was the reason he decided
to pull Virgin out of the
organisation.

"The AFI only includes
domestic companies now and its
cares have become local, not

much more than an organisation
such as MIDEM," he adds. "The
fact that IFPI does not recognise
AFI is a crucial handicap in
issues such as the fight against
piracy. Virgin's interests can be
assimilated with those of the
FIMI companies. But before
joining FIMI we want to consider
their plans and purposes on the
basic issues."

AFI had no comments on
Virgin Dischi's exit. The
association's PR manager Franco
Crepax comments that, although
no longer a member. Virgin is
still working with AR in
negotiations concerning the home
taping levy. He also announced
the continuation of Ricordi's
Guido Rignano as AFI president,
completing his two-year term.
Meanwhile, the board of directors
has been returned to 15 members,
as it was before the split.

AFI now has a membership of
some 150 domestic companies,
nearly half of them entitled to
vote in association affairs. FIMI
has 17 members but claims to
control an 80% share of the
Italian market.

37, is currently the radio station's
board secretary.

Antena 3 was Spain's sixth
most listened -to radio station in
the first quarter of this year, after
Los Principales, Cadena SER,
Cope, RNE Radio 1 and Onda
Cero, according to media
researchers Estudio General de
Medios.

"Radio One is going to remain
the most popular network on
radio forever. The key to that is
music aimed at young people,"
she said. She continued by saying
that although the network has
added around 2% more speech to
its weekly output, "music is first
and foremost. Radio One's
popular base is not going to be
eroded."

Refering to the debate on the
network's future in connection
with the corporation's charter

renewal in
1996, Forgan
said the BBC
has pledged
strong oppos-
ition to attempts
by the commer-
cial radio indus-
try to convince

Forgan the government
that the network should be hived
off.

Forgan added she is confident
that Radio One FM will continue
to be a "licence -supported net-
work."

Polinski Outlines Europa Plus Russian Network Plans
RUSSIA

French group Europe 1 Commu-
nications' Russian operation
Europa Plus is making moves to
become the first national private
FM network in Russia, according
to an announcement made on
June 19 by president Georges
Polinski. The plans were dis-
closed during a press conference
outlining the group's strategy to
create a multimedia group in the
former USSR.

Europa Plus, which in 1990
was the first private FM radio
station to broadcast in Moscow,
has been granted a national
licence, but it has to negociate in
each city with local authorities for
local frequencies. To date,
Europa Plus is available in seven
cities-Moscow, St Petersburg,

Samara, Volgograd, Nijni-Nov-
gorov, Togliatti and Youno-
Sakhalinsk, with a new one
scheduled to open in Siberia.
Polinski expects to be able to
reach 16 cities by the end
of the year, and 20 by
next year.

Until now the Mos-
cow -produced program-
ming has been sent to the
local outlets by tape-a
system Polinski calls
"hectic," hampered as it
is by the state of trans-
portation in Russia. However, this
is expected to be replaced "as
soon as possible" by satellite
transmissions to four different
cities, using a transponder on a
Russian military satellite. Plans to
start this June have been delayed
by technical problems, as four
descramblers have been lost by

Polinski

the Russian customs. The
operation will involve invest-
ments of US$10.000 per station
to install satellite dishes.

Commented Polinski, "It's an
investment for the future.
I don't see how we can
build up a network
without satellite trans-
mission.

"Sending tapes is not
a relevant solution, even
if it's less costly. We
have plans for a station
in Vladivostok. Can you

imagine how long it would take
to send tapes from Moskow?
Satellite is the only way to create
a network and allow some
interactivity."

Among other steps outlined to
extend the company's global
activity, Polinski included plans
to become involved in TV

production activities, both on
news and entertainment pro-
grammes; setting up a 24 -track
recording studio in St. Petersburg
for local and international acts;
publishing a monthly magazine in
English and Russian; and even
launching a Loto game in
association with Russian author-
ities.

Europa Plus Moscow was the
first joint venture between an
international and a Russian
broadcaster. It's two main
shareholders are Europa Plus
France (a partnership between
broadcaster Europe 1, financial
organisation Caisse des Depots,
leading French daily Ouest
France, state-owned financial
holding Sofirad and Polinski)
and Russian state -broadcaster
Gosteleradio. The split between
the two is 51-49%. Gosteleradio

is mainly a silent partner,
although it does create some
synergies, said Polinski.

Operating in Moscow since
June 1990, and St -Petersburg
since January 1991, Europa Plus
claims over 9% of Russian's radio
audience with some 14 million
daily listeners, according to an
October 1992 Gallup survey.
Advertising arerevenues
expected to reach around US$2
million in 1993.

Italian national ACE network
Radio Monte Carlo (RMC)
ceased transmitting on its powerful
AM channel on Monday June 21
after two days notice. The network,
owned by Alberto Hazan's Rete
105 group, continues to broadcast
on its national chain of FM relays,
while the AM transmitter has been
rebroadcasting Monaco -based
English -language N/T ACE Riv-
iera Radio.

The 702 Khz signal was rented
from RMC's French holding com-
pany for an undisclosed sum, and
there have been rumours that RMC
Italy would drop AM due to its
cost.

Merckx has stepped down as part
of the changes, in which the
station was bought out by a
consortium of new owners.
Although no details have been
revealed yet, the consortium
reportedly includes several Dutch
investors and clubs from the
Antwerp region. Candidates for
the frequency included Antwerp
EHR station Radio Antigone and
the local Radio Contact outlet
VRM. It is suspected that the
move is a way of circumventing
the rules laid down by the Flemish
media council, which prohibits
foreign -operated stations.

According to the legal spokes-
person for the new board
members, the official name of the

station will remain Radio Stad, but
the station will introduce all
programming-now house -dance
format-under the tag "Channel
X." The profile of the station will
change completely, linking up
with several discos in the greater
Antwerp region.

Although the spokesperson
refuses to give more details on the
deal, insiders estimate that some
BO million (app. US$88.000)
was paid for the station and its
frequency.

Radio Stad started transmitting
in 1981, offering an alternative to
the EHR stations already
broadcasting there. Financial
problems then caused the station
to cut in operational costs, and it
was taken over by radio operation
company MEE, subsidiary of TV
Ekspress. The station broadcast
from the kitchen of Radio
Ekspress with computer -operated
tape -decks and CD players.
Economic problems have forced it
to change format several times,
including EHR and Gold.

Trade Ties Agreement
To Bolster Anti -Piracy
EUROPE

International copyright conven-
tions and anti -piracy efforts in
Eastern Europe are expected to
receive a boost as a result of the
European Community's recent
decision to expand trade ties with
six former Communist countries.

Ministers of the community's
12 member states voted in late
June to open up their markets
more to goods from Hungary,
Slovakia, Romania, Bulgaria,
Poland and the Czech Republic.

The vote represents "an impor-
tant first step towards opening up
the region, and could especially
help tighten the noose around
pirates and companies engaged in
copyright infringement,"
according to London -based
KPMG Peat Marwick media
analyst Simon Bazaljette.

Philippe Kern, a senior advi-
sor to IFPI agrees. EC copyright
directives specifically forbid
piracy, says Kern, and the trade
agreements will force those
countries to upgrade their legis-

lation within a specific time frame.
Says Kern. "With the arrival of

market forces in those territories,
everyone believes they can
become a producer. They simply
copy or import phonograms with-
out worrying about specific
authorisation. Currently, the real
copyright owner has no means of
preventing this from happening.

"The main change for the
phonographic industry will be to
provide specific rights to
producers. Producers can carry out
anti -piracy campaigns, and the
new territories will hopefully
provide civil or criminal
penalties."

London IFPI spokesperson
Lisa Gordon reports that her
organisation is carrying out
extensive efforts in Poland to
combat piracy. Gordon says there
are ways to eliminate piracy
without copyright legislation. But
she adds, "Anything like these
trade ties that brings Central and
Eastern Europe in line is going to
help combat piracy, because
copyright protection does exist
within the EC and we can use it."

DBM Label To Focus On High -Quality Recordings
HOLLAND

Now that the CD boom is over,
what is the next step in the market-
ing of digital music recordings?
According to Wouter Tabernal,
co -MD of the newly launched
Dutch DBM label, high -quality
recordings will be the trend of the
future.

"At least 40-50% of CD
recordings are below the average,"
says Tabernal. "We are interested
in the so-called 'audiophile'
recordings: more emphasis on
natural, direct to two -track
registration, with no overdubs.
Although it requires a more

intense and concentrated
performance from the musician,
the reproduction on CD is closer
to the actual recording sessions."

DBM (Dynamic Brothers
Music) combines the talents of
brothers Wouter and Peter
Tabernal, who launched a CD -
only retail outlet in Holland some
years ago and are now licensing a
variety of audiophile labels for the
Benelux, including Proprius,
Audioquest, M.A. Recordings,
Vital Music and Wilson.

Despite the emphasis on high -
quality recordings, the label is not
losing sight of artistic values,
claims Tabernal. "Artist marketing
remains central and our retail

experience will help in this
respect. We know pretty well what
appeals to the consumer and this
knowledge will always form the
basis for marketing the [licensed]
labels." Artists promoted in the
Benelux include Robert Lucas.
Dave Holland, and Cheat'
Jordan and Swedish saxophonist
Arne Domnerus.

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Programming The Music

Local Acts Add Spice To Programming
by Sieve Wonsiewicz

Local. That one word just about sums up
radio's appeal to listeners and advertisers.
Musical tastes vary from market to market
and smart programmers constantly work to
learn the musical nuances of their audience.

Regardless of format, programming local
artists can play a key role in reinforcing a
station's image as a music trendsetter in the
market, as well as supporting the area's
bands; and with the ratings rise of national -
music -only formats and the dominance of
public and private networks, programming
local acts can be a key weapon in avoiding
audience erosion.

Johan Bring, programme director at
EDR (European Dance Radio) Hit
FM/Stockholm, devotes about one-third of
the playlist-about 21 of 60 titles-to local
and national Swedish acts. "We've always
supported local talent because it's in our best
interest, and we add local artists to our
playlist every week," he says. "Our listeners
demand to hear new acts. We were playing
Army Of Lovers and Clubland way before
they really broke on a pan-European level.
One band we're supporting now is the Bel
Air Sound Project ."

Bring says there isn't a set policy for
determining whether a local act will make
the playlist. "We don't like to programme
'turn off music that is too aggressive for our
listeners, music like hard hip hop or rap," he
says, "so we tend to play music from local
artists that is a little more soft"

Bring, however, doesn't have any special
programmes devoted to local talent, prefer-
ring to feature such music during the normal
broadcast day. "Those special projects take a
lot of time," he says. "We have a small staff
and limited resources.

"Listeners have a big say in our program-
ming decisions. We have a telephone line
where they can call in and request songs, and
we play close attention to that. However, we
are always careful to make sure the song fits
the format. We don't like to break the flow of
the music by playing too many unknown
acts just because they are local and the music
is close to our sound."

Conspicuous Promotion
At ACE Classic Hits 98FM/Dublin, pro-

gramme director Jeff O'Brien has just intro-

duced two new shows which promote local
artists. "One is a one -hour programme called
the 'Top Seven At Seven' in the evening on
Mondays -Fridays," he says. "It's literally a
call -in show for the audience's favourite
songs during which we also feature a new
local band. Within that programme that we
have a feature called 'Guaranteed fish' in
which one of our staffers talks about a local
group, like the Crying Dolls, which is an up-
and-coming band. Then we play a song by
the band.

"The other thing that we're excited about
is a 30 -minute programme called 'Unplugged
At Home.' Once a month we get a band or
artist to play in someone's home. The first
one was from the Big Geraniums, who are a
hot band on the way up in Dublin. We hope
to turn the programme into a kind of local.
neighbourhood event, complete with a live
remote."

The 'Guaranteed Irish' segment has
already been picked up as a feature in the
local newspaper The Daily Star, and is cross -
promoted on both mediums.

On the possibility of songs by local bands
being added to the full-time playlist, O'Brien
says, "It all starts from the 'Seven At Seven'
programme. There's a couple of reasons for
that. Many local artists are not ideally suited

We demand your attention for a classic contradictio in terminis. In
these days of the hip "retro" phenomenon, why not go back to the
days of so-called "progressive" rock like Italian Matilda Mothers.

Creative masterminds Jean Marc Caimi (keyboards and sampling) Luca
Rosi (vocals, guitar and percussion) go back in time, to roughly Pink Floyd's
"pre -wall" period. It was prior to the era of blow-up pigs in space above
football stadiums, when imagination and hallucination were still duelling for
the sake of creativity. In short, when avant garde still meant to be ahead of
your time.
Their second album Life Needs A Melting Scarecrow is a trip through long
forgotten psychedelic landscapes. Hippy sonic experiments are interluded by
more accessible pieces of work, like the cover of Pink Floyd's Lucifer Sam,
out of the days when Syd Barrett was the musical director. That song,
remade by numerous garage and trash bands, is regarded as one of the
most cherished relics of the '60s.
For Rosi, who has lived in New York for the past seven years, this time travel
to the heyday of progressive rock is quite logical. "It's the music we listened
to when we were young. We loved all that stuff from Jefferson Airplane to
King Crimson. The two of us share a deep interest in avant garde artists.

Integrating natural sounds, like sampled animal noises is another hobby
horse. Our debut album Old Pictures had almost a soundtrack -like character.
The new concept album is more rocky and jazzy, and boasts a live sound.
Most session musicians we've worked with come from the world of jazz."
Apart from a great deal of improvising, Matilda Mothers also provide true pop
songs like Master Of Depth, Axeleyne and the rather manic Lonely Sweet
Doll. Guest musicians include the late Chet Baker's flautist Nicola Stillo,
and harmony vocalist/sax player Roberto Laneri, providing moments of
peace.
It's difficult music, but certainly worth a try. Thanks to Chris Blair's mastering
at the Abbey Road studios the sound quality is not only optimal but also very
authentic. Small wonder, the man did this work before for the Floyd's Roger
Waters and the Alan Parsons' Project. The engineering part of the
recording job was handled by the band itself.
A quarter of the profits from this independent production will go to Caritas

Heroes Del Silencio Pour New Wine

"Eagerly awaited" is one of the most used clichés in the business. But what if both Heroes
Del Silencio's new single "Nuestros Nombres" and album "El Espiritu Del Vino" entered
at number 1 in the Spanish charts, as they did? There is no better indicator of the antici-
pation after a three-year recording break since the "Senderos De Traicion" album. Radio
at home and in Germany and Italy are responding adequately to the demand

In its first week the new Heroes Del
Silencio album is also charted in Germany
(86), Switzerland (8) and Italy (18). The

Spanish epic is unprecedented. Unlike
other bands from the Iberian peninsula,
these guys have never compromised their
mother tongue for international exploita-
tion. Never have they sung their songs in
English or French. Still they make quite an

impact abroad, which has given them the
status of international priority act for EMI.
On the again Phil Manzanera-produced El
Espiritu Del Vino the only drop of water
poured into the Spanish wine is that an
English translation of the lyrics is present-
ed next to the original lyrics in the CD
booklet.

EMI Hispavox international manager
Ana- Garcia Villas -Boas thinks that the
Spanish lyrics are one of the main attrac-
tions for foreign acceptance. "I've seen the
band several times performing live in
Germany, and the crowd knew the songs
by heart. They sang along with all the
words! I can still hear Entre Dos Tierras.
The language barrier didn't seem to bother
them at all. The Heroes are a very powerful
rock band, and in another language they
would lose a great deal of their strength.
Maybe in pop it would have been possible,
but certainly not in rock."

The lead off single Nuestros Nombres is
an unexpectedly hard rocking tune with a
grunge edge to it. Even more surprising,
that didn't scare off programmers in the
newly conquered territories, where the
"conquistadores" have to defend a sales
base of 250.000 copies in Germany and
100.000 in Italy as achieved with the last
album.

Number One Radio/Brescia head of
music Rudy Zerbi says that Lombardy is
probably the most rock -minded area in
Italy. "Vasco Rossi and Litfiba have their
biggest successes here, and our station has
to react to this love for rock. I must say that
I was surprised when I first heard the sin-
gle. It takes a lot of courage to harden your
sound. After the Senderos De Traicion
album they could have easily opted for a
softer, more commercial direction, but they
didn't." On June 11 Zerbi gave the song
extra exposure in the "Ieri e Oggi"
("Yesterday and Today") programme slot.
It was played five times that day along with
five old songs by the Heroes.

Garcia Villas -Boas says that from cult
status in Germany EMI is now trying to
expand to something bigger. "In Germany
so far the 25-35 age group was interested in
the band, as opposed to the 15-30 demo in
Spain." With the live performance at the
"Rock Am Ring" festival near Koblenz in
June and a nationwide radio campaign with
over 150 prime time spots in the first two
weeks of July-in the same period as
another one on MTV Europe-the map of
Germany is covered more than sufficiently.

According to Zerbi, who was previously
a concert promoter, the level of acceptance
in Italy is already across all ages like in
Spain. "If I would still be in that role, I
would have organised a club tour instead of
the bigger venues. Full houses will be guar-
anteed." An eight -week campaign with 10
spots per day has been bought on Video
Music. On the radio side similar, but one -
week only maneuvers have taken place on
Radio Deejay and Rete 105 networks.

CREATING POWERFUL, PERSONAL RADIO

Make Your Programming Strike A Chord
What is powerful radio? "I

always know it when I hear it ..."
is the answer most programmers

give when you ask them to define
it. But when asked specifically to
break it down into elements, they

often cannot do it.

The essence of powerful radio is hearing
anything on -the -air that rings true, causes
you to react, feel, laugh or cry, that touches
you deeply. It's also anything that makes
you want to keep listening to the radio sta-
tion on the chance that it will happen again.

In working with stations around the
world to emphasise creativity, stimulating
the best performances from the air -talent
and most interesting up-to-date information,
I've noticed certain common threads that
run through every great and connected
radio moment.

First, the audience must care about what
is being said. It must matter to them and
touch their lives. The content or topic must

funny person to recognise a funny moment
and go with it. That is a very important part
of creating powerful radio as well. Again it
is about a relationship between the person-
ality on the air and the listener.

Some of the other elements in creating
powerful radio are as follows:

 Speak in terms the listener can "picture."
 Always start out with something very
interesting.
 Tell the truth. Be real.
 Never be boring. If you are bored, so is
the audience.
 Something big happening today is worth
going with. It's a hassle to reschedule a
guest, but worth it.
 Listen to the station.
 Do smooth and interesting transitions
and handoffs to other hosts and other
shows. Support them sincerely.
 Make it matter.
 Dazzle your audience with details. Use
the medium of radio's "theatre of the mind."
Describe things so the audience is with you.
 Bury the dead. If a topic is overdone, and
old and you are tired of it, drop it in favour

reach them in a real and true way. And it
can never be boring, otherwise the audience
tunes out.

Often it is the music itself that touches
the listeners, or the news, but I believe the
richest source of powerful radio comes
from the personalities of the programme
presenters on the air.

The key to personality radio is to have a
personality. That means having a rich and
full life with lots of experiences to draw
upon the original show content.

The best broadcasters are great
observers of life. They filter what they see
in life through their own unique creative
process and give it back out over the air-
waves. They talk about what it is they see,
notice and feel. They are real. They men-
tion what irritates them in life, they honest-
ly react to the news, current events and the
music they play. They share themselves.
They are good storytellers.

Audiences like to feel that the person on
the radio is talking to them directly, that the
person behind the microphone is a friend,
someone like they are, with the same kinds
of daily struggles, life experiences and
problems.

Humour helps. You do not have to be a

 When you're live on air, anything goes.
But anything produced on tape should be
perfect. No excuse.
 Brag about your stuff! If it's good and on
the radio talk about it. Promote it.
 Brag about other people's stuff! If anoth-
er show or host from your station had a
radio "magic moment" it's nice to talk about

Working with a variety of stations
throughout Europe, I was surprised to learn
that there is very little aircheck critiquing
going on at the stations. When someone
makes a mistake, they get yelled at, that
seems to be universal, but a structured ses-
sion with a programmer or manager actual-
ly sitting down with the person on the air
and going over the tape in a constructive
manner is rare.

In the US, programme directors regular-
ly set aside time each week to go over show

worst critic. They know their own strengths
and weaknesses better than you ever will!
 If they made a mistake, they know it. It is
not necessary to beat them up about it.
Acknowledge it, then move on.
 Allow them to express their feelings;
rage, anger, embarrassment and pride.
 Acknowledge their accomplishments.
Give them consistent feedback for good
work.
 Always tell them the truth.
 Think before you speak. Criticism goes
in very deeply.

Develop your on -air talent with a tape critique or aircheck ses-
sion, a method that can work to improve the performance of
your presenters and personalities.

tapes with the on -air talent. These tape cri-
tique-aircheck sessions serve several func-
tions. These tapes allow the air personality
to hear the show more like a listener in the
audience. (You would be surprised at how
little the presenters listen back to them-
selves!) Another point, when the presenter
listens with another person in the room it's
somehow easier to hear the habits they may
have fallen into, mistakes they have made,
as well as the powerful, fun and great
moments on the radio. The goal of the
aircheck session is to consistently allow the
talent to improve over a period of time.

Another side benefit of the aircheck ses-
sion is that the person on air feels paid
attention to. Validated, the presenter feels
that his/her work counts. And that is very
important to the people on the radio.

If you are interested in beginning a
series of aircheck sessions there are some
tips and techniques that may be helpful to
you:

Keep in mind that the listeners will stay with a show if there is
a chance that the presenter will hit on a moment that rings true
for them. There is a lot of faith involved.

that too.
 If you don't know something, it's alright
to say you don't know. In fact, audiences
love it when they sense you are like them.
 Be who you are on the radio. Have fun.
 Take a risk, try things. Dare to be great.

Many programmers argue that truly
great personalities are hard to find. I agree
with that. Very rarely will a fully developed
powerful radio personality land on your
doorstep, ready to go on air in your most
popular time slot. Potential talent must be
trained and nurtured and helped to grow.
Radio personalities must be developed and
worked with.

One way to do this is for the programme
managers to give regular constructive feed-
back to their people on air with consistent
aircheck sessions. Develop your on -air tal-
ent with a tape critique or aircheck session,
a method that can work to improve the per-
formance of your presenters and personali-
ties.

 Aircheck regularly so that people
become comfortable with the process and
do not feel threatened. Real creative work
must take place in a "safe" setting.
 Emphasise the positive. Start out the ses-
sion with the stuff they do right.
 Let the presenter tell you the negatives.
Each air talent or personality is their own

 Be very clear, very direct and non -emo-
tional.
 Always end the session with an achiev-
able goal you both agree on to be accom-
plished for the next meeting.

Some final thoughts about airchecking.
If a programme director believes in the tal-
ent of the broadcaster, it can mean every-
thing to that air talent! And sometimes the
encouragement and genuine belief of the
manager can actually help lift the presenter
up to the next level of performance. These
people are fragile. They have delicate egos
and must be treated like artists. They are
performers. Not every show will be great.
They will make mistakes. That is alright as
long as they keep growing and trying
things. Without breaking the egg, there is
no omelette. Without failure there is no
great success. The best managers under-
stand that making great radio is like making
art, it is a process, it is not always consis-
tent.

But keep in mind that the listeners will
stay with a show if there i% a chance that the
presenter will hit on a moment that rings
true for them. There is a lot of faith
involved.

Personality radio works and by creating
powerful radio you create successful radio
by attracting and keeping listeners in the
target audience.

By carefully ensuring that the music mix
is right for your station, that the news and
information programming is interesting, rel-
evant and serves your community and you
are making the most of your personalities
on the air, you are on your way to creating
great and powerful radio.

able gains. The Radio 7 Ulm -
based chain of six ACE stations
remains the leader of private sta-
tions in the area with 358.000 lis-
teners, dropping by 8% from last
year's figure.

Audiences at pubcaster SWF
fell 98.000 to 2.3 million and the
SDR network lost 64.000, bring-
ing its listener reach to 1.873.000
in the state. The Stuttgart/Baden-
Wurttemberg greater metro area
is Europe's twentieth largest radio
market with 3.4 million people,
and the fifth largest in Germany.

Stuttgart -based Km Radio,
combining the two blanket pro-
grammes, gold format RTL-
Der Oldie Sender and ACE for-
mat RTL-Mehr Hits, has
tripled its number of listeners to
309.000 from last year's figure.

RTL Radio PD Rainer Eich-
horn says he is astonished at this
year's results. "We did much bet-
ter than I'd expected," he says. "I
think it just shows we've got our
programming right. We went
100% for entertainment radio and
it worked."

Eichhorn says the two gold
stations in Baden-WUrttemberg

only changed format four weeks
before the ratings survey was car-
ried out. "The gold format did
very well in the ratings with
107.000 listeners, showing how
quickly this format can take off in
Germany."

Eichhorn is most pleased with
the success of the three -station
strong ACE "Mehr Hits" pro-
gramme however, which notched
up 202.000 listeners, putting Ka,
ahead of ACE competitor
Antenne 1/Stuttgart. He points
out that this is despite RTL broad-
casting on just 5 kW of power
against Antenne l's 75 kW.

At other stations, ACE -for-
matted Radio Regenbogen/
Schwarzwald Radio gained 71%
to 274.000 listeners. This result
is deceptive, however, as the
Mannheim -based Regenbogen
had two separate stations (Radio
Regenbogen/Mannheim and
Radio Schwarzwald) in last
year's ratings, which have now
been grouped together as one sta-
tion. If this year's rating is com-
pared against the combined rat-
ing for both Radio Regenbogen
and Schwarzwald Radio in 1992
(254.000), the real increase in lis-
teners for Radio Regenbogen is
just 20.000. MW

Radio North East was the only
applicant from a field of five to
propose a predominantly speech
output service. Speech will con-
stitute 53% of the service's week-
ly output, mostly during peak lis-
tening periods.

Music programming will
include songs from "mainstream"
country artists such as k. d. lang
and Garth Brooks, according to
Border's spokesperson Kath

Worrall. Classic country artists
will feature records from such
performers as Dolly Parton and
Chet Atkins. Although peak
music output will be in the "small
hours," there will also be special-
ist country slots, says Worrall.

The weekly speech con-
tent-which could peak at 70%
overall output-will include seg-
ments on weather, travel and traf-
fic. The service will also supply
regional news as well as nation-
al/international from Chiltern
Radio -based Network News.

"The speech will be much less
formal and more audience -led
than is typical on talk stations in
this country. It will be more North
American," Worral says.

The service is likely to reach a
population of 1.9 million adults,
covering the major metro areas of
Tyne & Wear and Teesside,
including Newcastle -Upon -Tyne,
Sunderland, Middlesborough and
the surrounding area of Durham
and Cleveland, together with
some parts of South Northumber-
land and North Yorkshire.

According to
an undisclosed study made by
broadcasting authority the CSA,
two out of every three local oper-
ators are currently on the verge of

bankruptcy.
SIRTI president Eric Hauville

says the change in Carignon's
attitude is the result of "the active
lobbying of national networks."

He says the CSA, as well as
advertisers and record companies,
have been systematically running
a policy in favour of national
operators. "If nothing is done

within the next six months,
between 400 and 500 local opera-
tors will be absorbed by the
national networks," he warns,
saying it will be the end of local
radio and a return to the situation
prior to 1981, when there were
only six national programmes
available to listeners.

ly at number 36 in M&M's
Eurochart Hot 100 Singles,
thanks to positions in Ireland, the
UK and Belgium. In Ireland, the
single occupied the number 1 slot
for six weeks and was the fastest-
selling record of the year.

Reactions from European
EHR and ACE programmers on
the format suitability of the song
are positive and reflect a belief in
the staying -power of the singer.
Signed to Arista UK on May 25,
the first significant airplay was
reported to M&M on June 17, a
month after the event. The single
is now shooting up the EHR

 Chartbound section with 24
reporting EHR stations and an
additional seven ACEs. Apart
from the UK and Ireland, the sin-
gle has not yet found an emphasis
market, although Germany and
Belgium are quickly shaping up.

Some programmers were con-
verted right from the start. ACE
Sky Radio/Bussum (Holland)
head of music Vranz van
Maaren watched the finals on
May 15 and was sold. "I tried to
get the record but it wasn't out
yet. [Before signing to Arista, the
record was released through the
local Eureyes label, set up for the
purpose]. So I called an Irish sta-
tion and eventually got in contact
with Arista." Sky Radio has been
playing the song since June 2 in
"A" rotation.

Another early believer was
EHR Radio Gong/Nuremberg
DJ/music editor Tom Saltzbren-
ner. Following the contest, the
station went after the record but
was unable to trace it down.
When serviced by BMG, the
record was directly promoted to
the "Hithammer" status-

amounting to six plays a day. "We
have really promoted this record,"
says Saltzbrenner. "We explained
who she was, why the record was
great and so on. We really felt
that this was something special,
not like the previous Eurovi-
sions."

According to Dutch pubcaster
TROS Radio 3 head of music
Anton Daalhuisen, the record is
also suitable for night-time pro-
gramming. "With us, the record
really crossed over from our
'Nachtwacht' [Night Watch] show
to the daytime programming,"
says Daalhuisen. "For us it proves
that despite all the talks about for-
matting, there is still room for
individual selections, and with
this record we're standing out
from the rest." The record has not
yet received significant reports
from other Dutch broadcasters.

Kavanagh plays close to
home at EHR Downtown
Radio/Belfast. However, claims
PD John Rosborough, the record
is enjoying its current "A" rota-
tion -17 times a week-thanks to
its qualities. "We chose it primari-
ly for the sound. Although we
gave it a few editorial plays, the
record has to stand up against
everything else that's available."
At sister station, ACE Cool
FM/Belfast, the record gets an
average of 24 plays a week.

Although the record has
picked up an unusually good
response for a Eurovision winner,
it does not seem to have that long
an endurance, as most broadcast-
ers are already considering mov-
ing it to medium rotation. But,
according to Arista head of inter-
national Julian Wall, with an
artist like Niamh Kavanagh, the
key word is "artist development,"
as opposed to marketing a simple
pop record. "The quality of her

singing places her in an excellent
position to become a major star,"
says Wall. "The Eurovision suc-
cess is a bonus which gives her
immediate status, but the real deal
is for the long-term album sales."

The Arista deal was made
after intense bidding from other
labels. Both Arista UK MD
Diane Graham, A&R director
Simon Cowell and Wall visited
the Dublin finals to watch
Sonia-also signed to the
label-perform her entry Beter
The Devil You Know. Although
Sonia ended second, the label
managed to sign the winner 10
days after the event, spurred on
by the enthusiasm of Arista presi-
dent Clive Davis (who had heard
the artist on a cassette presented
to him by Graham at an MD
meeting in New York).

A debut album for the label
will be recorded over the summer
with a big -name producer
promised at the helm; Robin Mil-
lar (Sade, Patricia Kaas, Every-
thing But The Girl) is one of the
names currently circulating.

It is not the first time, howev-
er, that Kavanagh has been
involved in music; she sang three
songs in the Alan Parker film
"The Commitments," two of
which, Destination Anywhere and
Do Right Man, Do Right Woman,
were featured on the soundtrack
album.

At the moment, Kavanagh is
performing for TV games/enter-
tainment shows in Holland,

. Switzerland and Germany com-
bined with press and radio inter-
views.

UB40 Top Top 40
After a two week reign on the EHR airwaves, Tina
'Ilirner hands over the top spot to UB40, who continue
to gather new reports for quite some time now-this
time six new adds in their seventh charting week. (I
Can't Help) Falling In Love With You earns the band
their first EHR chart topper, marking the third time that
a cover version heads the EHR Top 40; Whitney
Houston's interpretations of I Will Always Love You and
/in Every Woman did so before.

UB40's new single is reported from 20 territories
throughout Europe, scoring 100% penetration in
Austria, Holland, Slovenia, Sweden and Switzerland.
The average score in most other countries is also high
at between 50%-90%.

Highest new entry of the week, at number 21, is
grabbed by Michael Jackson. Will You Be There is the
eighth single from Dangerous which has charted in the
EHR Top 40, making him the only artist to have
achieved such a feat. Dangerous has already generated
three EHR number one singles, Black Or White,
Remember The Time and Give In To Me. Judging from
the new single's good figures (26 adds-second best of
the week-yielding a 53% spreading angle; 76% "A"
rotation performance), it stands a fair chance to join the
others. So far, the UK leads the way (95% penetration),
with Holland, Germany and France next in line.

EHR has literally jumped on Numb, the new single
by U2, causing it to skip the Chartbound section and
enter the chart in one go, landing at number 27, second
highest new entry of the week. Serving as a pre -taster
of Zooropa, U2's ninth studio album, Numb has
attracted 32 first-time reports, earning the Irish band
the Most Added status this week. The calibre of those
adds is very high, with M&M's "platinum" reporters
upfront-in this stage, 50% of the stations reporting
Numb fall into that category, the home of national
networks and other millioncasters.

Following her debut entry last week, Gabrielle
qualifies as fastest mover of the week. With another 19
new additions under her belt, the UK artist jumps up
from 29 to 15, increasing her European airplay base
with 34%, while taking over the top spot of the
Northwest Regional EHR Top 20.

Chris Isaak's San Francisco Days (see Chartbound)
looks to have a good chance of entering the EHR Top
40 next week. The movement is just in the right
direction, with a roster of 36 stations, comprising of
33% adds. Currently, Switzerland, the UK, Spain,
Poland and France are showing the best rotation
commitment to the song. Pieter Kops
