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FIMI Launches Long-
Awaited Album Chart

ROME - Twelve months after
the cancellation of the RAI's
AGB-researched album chart,
Italy's music world welcomed a
new official chart on March 5,
which is hoped to restore cred-
ibility to the industry.

The chart, entitled "Top Of
The Music," is produced by
Italy's IFPI-recognised record
industry federation FIMI,
based on data collected from
160 music retail outlets (an
estimated 10% of total) using
electronic bar code technology
at sales registers.

research
organisation Nielsen has been
commissioned to compile the
chart with a contract worth an
annual L800 million (app.

US$494.000), supplying the
industry with the top 25 best-
selling albums every week,
with a separate top five for
compilation albums.

Bruce Springsteen's Great-
est Hits Volume 1 holds the
number 1 position in the first
published chart, while interna-
tional guests and Italian
artists at the Sanremo festival
feature highly, benefitting
from the festival's mass TV
audiences; winners of the new-
comers section Neri Per Caso,
Fiorello, Spagna and Andrea
Bocelli are at numbers 2, 3
and 15 respectively.

The new chart is expected
to replace the two existing
charts-by music and enter-
tainment publications Musica
e Dischi and Sorrisi e Canzone,

BRTN 2 Revamps
ACE Net Radio 2

BRUSSELS - Belgian Flemish -
language pubcaster the BRTN
is overhauling programming
at its ACE channel Radio 2 in
an effort to combat ratings
drops in the evening, and
increasing competition from
three -year -old sister EHR
channel Radio Donna.

With four hours of regional
programming per outlet and a
market share that continues to
remain over 50%, Radio 2 is
still the leader in the north of
Belgium, but suffered losses

last year in its 21-45 audience
bracket to Donna, which' now
has a market share of 18%.

The revised programming
schedule, which will come into
effect on March 20, involves
horizontal scheduling, with
regular daily slots, including
two new daily afternoon pro-
grammes-a music hits show
and a light entertainment
phone-in show hoped to
increase ratings. The regional
hook ups in the morning,
afternoon and evening, will
remain unchanged.

(RTVE), which includes RNE,
has drawn up a strategic plan
to remodel public radio in
Spain, but the most sweeping
changes would affect Radio 3,
which is the only network
which devotes substantial
airtime to alternative and
underground music.

Rieu Breaks Records

AMSTERDAM - A simple but
effective formula of rearrang-
ing famous StrauJ3 waltzes has
turned Dutch violinist Andre
Rieu into a pop star overnight.

With tunes like No House
But Strau 16 and new arrange-
ment of waltzes like As Flotter
Geist, An Der Schonen Donau
and Wiener Blut, Rieu has
been convincing large sections
of the Dutch population of the
charms of classical music.

The formula has proved a
resounding success for Rieu,
whose concerts are consistent-
ly sold out and whose debut
album for. Mercury, Straufi &
Co, has reached close to
500.000 sales, the highest
number ever for a national
artist.

Rieu's fame exploded last
October when he re-recorded
The Second Waltz, which, in a
recording with the Dutch Con-
certgebouw orchestra, has
been a hit in France thanks to
its inclusion in a TV commer-
cial for CNP insurance. (M&M
October 22).

Rieu's version was added to
an already -finished album and
his popularity grew rapidly

following a two-part broadcast
of one of his shows with the
Rieu-conducted Maastricht
Salon Orchestra on pubcaster
TROS.

The success has even sur-
prised Mercury managing
director Jan Corduwener. "I
have been in this business for
25 years but I've never seen
anything like this. Whole foot-
ball stadiums are singing his
tunes and during the recent
carnival there were Rieu-types
marching on the streets."

Rieu is now ready to cross
borders, says Corduwener.
Already gold in Belgium
(25.000 copies sold), the record
has become a "priority" for
PolyGram International and
will be released and marketed
across Europe.

Much is expected from Ger-
many where the record will be
worked by Polydor, the same
label that houses James
Last-the nation's best-selling
recording artist ever. "We're
are going to do this very care-
fully," says Corduwener, "step
by step, country by country.
But we have great confidence
that his charisma can work in
other markets."

Cecchi Gori reportedly paid
L70 billion (app. US$43 mill-
ion) for 100% of the shares in
Videomusic and also assumes
the channel's L20 billion debt.

Last October he announced
that a binding agreement had
been reached to buy the net-
work from the Marcucci fami-
ly, but Videomusic president
Marialina Marcucci flatly
refused to agree to the sale,
saying she preferred to sell a
minority stake to an interna-
tional group. The Marcucci
group resumed negotiations
when Cecchi Gori initiated
legal action last month. Maria-
lina Marcucci resigned earlier
this month when it became
clear that the sale to Cecchi
Gori would go ahead.

Contact Spreads Its IDs
Over 30 Stations In North

BRUSSELS - South Belgian
EHR broadcaster Radio Con-
tact effectively extended its
presence into north Belgium
on March 5, finding a loophole
in current regulations which
forbid all forms of networking.

Contact, which has been
operating very successfully in
south Belgium, began airing
advertisements-up to six per
hour featuring its station calls,
jingles and frequencies-on
some 30 stations in northern
Belgium. The local "host" sta-
tions continued to air their
own station calls, as required
by law, but used the Radio
Contact playlists to create
their programmes.

According to the anti -net-

working decree voted in
November 1990, stations in
north, Flemish-speaking Bel-
gium are forbidden from any
sort of collaboration or simul-
taneous airing of programmes.

And, as the government
prepares to publish a paper in
April on the future of the
audiovisual industry, some
political groups have proposed
amending the 1990 law, to
allow certain forms of (region-
al) joint programming for the
privates. However, elections
on May 21 threaten to delay
the media debate, and private
broadcasters are beginning to
investigate ways of getting
round the restrictions.

A first step was taken by
VUM-daughter Sydes who,
after the take-over of Radio

Antigoon, is reported to be
closely hooking at other pri-
vates in the North.

Radio Contact station man-
ager Danny de Bruyn has
defended the move as a cam-
paign to "promote Brussels,"
via the advertisements booked
on Flemish private stations
and in the press.

Meanwhile, Werner Schaef-
fer, MD of Radio Metropolys,
which runs the Contact ads in
Antwerp, argues, "We have the
Radio Contact station -calls on
the air and follow the Brussels
station's playlist, but we stick
to our name. I wonder what
the cultural minister Weckx's
legal advisers will have
against paid radio ads with
Radio Contact's name on
them?"

Bandit Radio Is Voted
'Most Interesting Station'

Rroamohm - The Swedish
music industry has named
Stockholm's English -language
Bandit Radio as the country's
most interesting station.

The accolade was awarded
by Sweden's Topp 40 magazine,
which questioned around 100
people in the music business,
including artists, publishers,
music journalists and record
company executives.

Bandit Radio, with its AOR
format and English language
DJs, has a daily listenership of
around 3.8% of the Stockholm
audience, although MD Tom

McAlvey says he aims to double
this by the end of the year,
launching a major marketing
drive this spring.

McAlvey believes the station
was chosen because it is the
only commercial station that is
breaking new acts. "We are
eclectic and alternative. We
have a feel for the music."

The station has a spot called
Home Grown in which local
bands submit demos. So far
three bands have been signed
following airing on Bandit.

The station is also manned
24 hours a day. According to
McAlvey this is part of the Ban-
dits' commitment to the city.

"We are very committed to
Stockholm, while everyone is
rushing towards networking,
which goes against the grain of
radio. People like radio because
it is personal, local."

The station's eclectic and
local format are a far cry from
the hot ACE and oldie formats
which currently dominate the
new Swedish radio market.
McAlvey has seen the need to
make the station a little more
accessible in the last few
months, however.

The most important figure in
radio was voted as Kaj Kindvall,
who presents a programme on
Sveriges Radio's P3.

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Give Jury Bigger Hand
In Echo, Says Fest

MUNICH - The Echo Awards
handed out each year by the
German Phonographic Acade-
my should include more -jury
votes in future, urged EMI
Electrola managing director
Helmut Fest in a recent inter-
view with Music & Media.

At present, some 16 of the
21 categories are based solely
on chart positions. But Fest,
who is also a member of the
academy's board, thinks this is
too limited.

"A jury vote adds an ele-
ment of surprise," he explains.
"The Echo Awards could use a
touch of suspense to establish
a more festive atmosphere."

However, Fest does not
want to disperse with the
chart criteria altogether, but
instead envisages a system
which would see a jury select-
ing prize winners from a
chart -based shortlist.

Another key to improving
Echo's reception among artists
and the general public lies in
boosting media coverage of the
event. Print media coverage
before and after this year's
awards ceremony on February
14 was minimal

Fest admits, "We have to

boost our PR efforts in the
run-up to the actual ceremo-
ny." The TV coverage of the
Echo Awards "should be closer
to the actual event," he adds.
"A week in between the two is
too long."

According to Fest, it is still
difficult to persuade interna-
tional and domestic artists to
attend the ceremony if they
are not sure of winning an
award.

Fest compares the Echo
gala to the UK industry's Brit
Awards. "Madonna performed
at this year's Brit Awards,
even though she didn't win.
Many artists have not yet
realised that Germany is actu-
ally a bigger music market
than the UK"

Despite this Fest says he is
pleased with this year's Echo
Awards and that they were the
most professional ever "and
better even than the Brit
Awards five to six years ago."

Body Shop Launches In -Store
Radio, Denies MTV Rumours
LONDON - The Body Shop
chain of natural cosmetics
stores is to launch a pilot in-
store radio channel, writes
Christian Lorenz. Earlier
rumours of a possible coopera-
tion with MTV Europe "are
wildly exaggerated," says Body
Shop press officer Leon Choi.

The temporary pilot pro-
gramme will be broadcast in
12 UK stores for a month,
starting April 1.

Choi explains that the pro-
gramme will consist of 90%
music and 10% speech content,
but the Body Shop has not yet
decided on a definite music
format for the radio channel.

"Our organisation under-
stands this is an experiment.
We want to try different
approaches and see which one
works best in our shops," says
Choi.

The in-store channel will
begin with an EHR-format.
Choi does not want to rule out
any format completely but
admits that he "cannot imag-
ine a full-time gold/oldies or
ACE format for the pro-
gramme."

Transmission facilities are
provided through a deal with
MTV Europe. "We have leased
free audio capacity on satellite
ASTRA 1 for a month to start
with," explains Choi. "Any talk
about further cooperation
plans is fictitious." Marc Con-
neely, vice president licensing
and syndication at MTV
Europe also denies any form of
cooperation between the two
parties.

Conneely says, "Each satel-
lite channel offers audio sub -
carriers for three stereo or six
mono signals respectively. We

started to sell this spare
capacity about five years ago."
A number of European broad-
casters including Dutch
gold/oldies station Radio 10
Gold and Polish EHR radio
RMF have so far made use of
the opportunity.

SER Scores Winning
Goal In Football
War Of Words

MADRID - Cadena SER has
scored a decisive win over rival
Cadena COPE in a war of
words raging over radio foot-
ball coverage.

On March 3, a Madrid court
overturned a ban issued three
weeks ago which had ordered
SER and the net's leading soc-
cer journalist Jose Ramon de la
Morena to refrain from using
"any expressions which could
amount to an assessment" of
COPE's Jose Maria Garcia.

De La Morena and Garcia
have battled for listeners in
the midnight slot, when both
conventional nets compete for

the ears of soccer -mad sports
fans (M&M, March 4, 11). For
many years, Garcia's pro-
gramme "Supergarcia" has
been the undisputed king of
Spanish radio soccer coverage,
but De La Morena's "El
Larguero" has been winning
over audiences in the last two
years.

Lawyers acting on behalf of
SER had appealed against the
ruling on the grounds that it
contravened freedom of expres-
sion and amounted to "real
press censorship." SER lawyer
Diego Cordoba says, "It is Mad-
missable that one journalist
can seek such a measure
against another journalist."

Radio 1 Commissions First Major Show
To Independent Ginger Productions
LONDON - BBC Radio 1 is com-
missioning its first ever pro-
gramme to an independent
production company, in an
agreement to bring Channel 4
TV presenter Chris Evans to
the station.

Evans, known in the UK as
presenter of Channel 4 pro-
gramme "Dont Forget Your
Toothbrush" and this year's

presenter for the Brit Awards,
will be presenting the public
pop channel's flagship break-
fast programme as from April
24, which will be produced by
his own company Ginger pro-
ductions.

Former Virgin Radio pro-
gramine director John Revell
will join Ginger as producer,
following his departure from

Virgin 1215 on February 20.
Revell has worked with Evans
and Radio 1 controller
Matthew Bannister on the
BBC's London station GLR.

The BBC is permitted to
commission programmes from
outside companies, although
until now only specialist
evening slots have been
farmed out.

The ARES-C
stores information using the G722 or
MPEG Layer II compression standard
and can be connected directly to the
ISDN network. The reporter can also
put the ARES-C into standby mode, so
it transmits only when the studio calls
it. During transmission, the playback
can be interrupted any time for live
communications.

Recording Media Alive With
BASF

Those taking
a walk
through the
BASF stand
could find all
the classic
forms of

magnetic media the German company
is known for, including a few new
items, such as the High Output Tape,
Studio Master 900 maxima. Offering
5dB wider dynamic range than the SM
911 and 468 master tapes, Studio Mas-
ter 900 offers greatly reduced inter -

modulation distortion and 3dB more
headroom. Makers also claim that the
tape is more supple, therefore having
smooth tape travel on several studio
machines.

BASF also introduced its Digital
Master 938, an eight -track tape for dig-
ital audio recording. The tape's most
interesting features are its S -VHS shell
made from shock -resistant plastic and
a sliding erase tab to prevent acciden-
tal erasure. Digital Master is available
in 40 and 60 minute recording times.

Sony Shows New DAT
Recorder, Updates Existing
DATs

DAT was the buzzword at the Sony
stand this year, with a preview of the
PCM-2600 DAT recorder. Built on the
PCM-2300, the new model includes a
four -motor transport and a Super Bit
Mapping input stage which has the
ability to record signals close to a quali-
ty of 20 -bit levels. Digital audio connec-
tors conform. to AES/EBU and IEC 95.8
Type II protocols. Tapes can be played
back on any DAT recorder.

Meanwhile, the PCM-7030 and
PCM-7050 studio DAT recorders, along
with the PCM-E7700 portable DAT
editing system have received a face lift,
all being equipped with new software
enhancements. The studio recorders
can now playback "problem" tapes
recorded on less accurately -aligned
machines and have a user register lock-
out feature which protects against acci-
dental change to use set-up parame-
ters. The portable DATStation now has
a new "memory rehearse" function
which permits crossfades to be audioed
direct from RAM, and supports a data
transfer from the DAT editor to a print-
er, computer or other DATStation.

Fostex also
took advantage of the exhibition to pre-
sent its new D-5 DAT recorder with
four hours of playing time, offering 32,
44.1 and 48kHz sampling rates.

Telos With Multipoint IDSN
Distribution

The ISDN hardware war raged on at
the AES, forcing most participants to
come up with a new selling point. One
of the more interesting was from US -
based Telos, which gave a preview of its
Zephyrnet, an ISDN point -to -multi -
point audio distribution system to be
premiered at the DAB show in April in
the US. The product is created for sta-
tions which wish to transmit signals to
a large number of locations. Compo-
nents for the network include Telos'
ZephyrNet Digital Audio Network Hub
and the Zephyr Digital Network Tran-
sciever.

Using ISO/MPEG Layer III for cod-
ing, the Zephyr can operate at 15kHz
in mono mode. Although Telos current-
ly works with several dealers in Europe
including AAVS Benelux, Plasme'c in
the UK and Jutel Oy in Finland, the
company plans to set up an office in
Europe by the end of 1995.

Digidesign Launches Pro Tools
III Workstation
Europe got its first glimpse of
Digidesign's next generation of profes-
sional digital audio workstation plat-
forms, ProT3ols III, along with Pro
Tools III software version 3.1, designed
for music recording and post produc-
tion. The software's new QuickPunch
feature allows for automatic crossfade
punch points and provides instanta-
neous monitor switching.

Eela Audio's CAPS Even
Meaner
Several guests at Holland's Eela Audio
stand were trying out the company's
automation system, CAPS, which has
been put on the market recently with
new function modules and a redesigned
body. Sales marketing manager Fred
van Eijk stressed the system's
strongest selling points as its flexibili-
ty, as users can decide for themselves
how involved they will be in the run-
ning of a programme. With pop-up text
files and a direct selection of music or
HD items, the system avoids touch
screens, providing users with a small
mixing board for "the die-hards" in
radio. The system is currently being

used at BBC Radio 2 and Radio
4U/Warsaw.

AETA Offer Digital Quality
Through Analog Line
Although there were no fancy lights or
champagne at the AETA stand, the
company did have a lot to show off,
namely the Scoop Reporter, a codec
offering digital quality without the use
of ISDN lines. The company believes
the machine is now in demand, as not
all stations which have purchased
ISDN lines desire digital quality.
Although the audio codec is currently
available to be used with a modem, a
new version is expected to be launched
within six months with the modem
integrated. The codec currently has a
bandwidth of 7kHz and weighs around
four kilograms.

Otari Present With Complete
New Line -Up

Otari could be listed as one of the
stronger competitors at the AES this
year with a number of new products.
Among these was the MR -10 MiniDisc
recorder/player. The MR comes equip-
ped with switched to select analog in-
put/outputs and mono/stereo, and can
be easily integrated in all existing
broadcast automation systems. Head-
phone outs are located up front for con-
venience.

Otari's B-10 broadcast and produc-
tion consoles are fully modular, offer-
ing three frame sizes for 14, 24 and 34
input modules. The console offers sepa-
rate stereo and mono programme out-
puts, and is easy to integrate into your
automation system. In case of AC fail-
ure, power automatically switches to
external DC.

Otari was also showing off its CDC -
600 dual CD-autochanger, with RAM
start as standard which runs on "Win-
dows" -based automation software. The
changer holds up to 360 CDs in two
magazines, allowing random access
with alternating or simultaneous play
modes. Up to 30 of the autochangers
can be linked together. Engineers
claim the CDC is easy to integrate into
available broadcast automation sys-
tems and software packages.

OK Offers Club For Young Listeners
II PROGRAMMING
Hamburg -based private EHR station OK
Radio is the second most -listened -to sta-
tion in the age group 14-29 in north Ger-
many and, alongside Kiel -based classic
rock station Delta Radio (and a 19.8%
share in TV music station Viva), is part
of media entrepreneur Frank Otto's
select portfolio of young and growing
broadcasting outlets in Germany.

With a core EHR format running
from Monday to Friday between 15.30
and 22.00, programme director 011ie
Weiberg relies on thorough research in
his programming decisions. "We conduct
sample telephone interviews every
week," says Weiberg. "We never rule out
titles without a practical test. If we think
a slightly offbeat track could become
popular, we give it a try."

After hours, between 22.00 and 24.00,
the station switches from EHR to more
specialist programmes, with new rock on
Mondays and dance or soul for the rest of
the week.

The night programme between mid-
night and 05.30 features classic rock,
and is produced and broadcast together
with Delta Radio. The non-EHR shows
are well established with advertisers.
The station's "Dance Chart" programme
is sponsored by Heineken and the "New

Rock Countdown" by a big regional
insurance company.

Dance music is OK Radio's calling
card and dominates Saturdays and Sun-
days. "We try and adapt to the lifestyle
of the kids who are into the whole dance
thing," explains Weiberg. The kickoff is
at 20.00 on Saturday with two hours of
soul, hip hop and ragga. Then OK Radio
provides the soundtrack for the ride
through the night to parties, clubs and
venues.

Between 22.00 and 02.00 the station
broadcasts a live mix show and offers its
listeners last minute information on on-
going events through a party hotline.
When it is finally time to go home or

change venue, OK Radio is back as a
travelling companion with two hours of
hip hop and dance grooves between
06.00 and 08.00 on Sunday. Weiberg is
confident that this programming sched-
ule "fits the rhythm of a contemporary
Saturday night out."

This flexible programming approach
is one example of the station's close
familiarity with its audience. Its listener
club OK Network is another. Network
members have an individualised mem-
ber card, which they can use to obtain
special discounts, enter VIP or backstage
areas at events organised or sponsored

by OK Radio and qualify for travel offers
arranged by the statioQ.

In the long run, both sides profit from
the Network set-up. Any time a member
card is used, a bar code reveals the iden-
tity of the user and maps consumer
behaviour in OK Radio's Network data-
base. Thus the Network offers direct
access to demographic and behavioural
data on more than 20.000 members.
Clients like Coca-Cola, Original Levi's
Stores and the German railway system
have already recognised the potential of
this database for combination direct
marketing and radio spot campaigns.

OK Radio is also one of a few German
stations to offer a print outlet for adver-
tisers in combination with or without
radio spots. The monthly magazine OK
Pur features a calendar of events for
Hamburg's music venues, theatres and
cinemas. The station's own music charts,
artist profiles and reviews of CDs, films
and theatre shows round off the maga-
zine. OK Pur has a checked circulation of
more than 50.000 and is distributed for
free in some 600 cafes, shops and venues
in the Hamburg area. In cooperation
with McDonald's, OK Radio provides the
local section for the Hamburg edition of
the fast food chain's own cinema maga-
zine Kino News.

French Radio Adds Alliance Ethnik Out Of The Box
by Emmanuel Legrand

PARIS - Imagine you work at a label and
you have a brand new song from a
completely unknown act-a rap act, not
some kind of mainstream doo-wop
singer. The first promo CD singles are
still hot from the pressing plant when
you send them to radio stations, to test
the reactions.

And suddenly you hear that the
country's leading FM EHR network has
added the song on the very day it
received it. And others follow. The song
quickly becomes the most added and
most played on the FM band. And the
single is not out yet in the stores...

It reads like a record company
promotion manager's dream. But it's
exactly what happened to Virgin's sub -
label Delabel for its new rap act
Alliance Ethnik. The song Respect,
taken from the album Simple & Funky,
is the new sensation in France. It is
currently number 3 in the French sales
chart, after entering at number 13. So
far, the single has sold 102.000 units in
France, according to Delabel.

Following NRJ's original crush on
the song, the track is already receiving
heavy airplay in France-EHR's NRJ
and Sky, but not Fun, full service
stations Europe 1, RTL or France
Inter, regional and local stations as
well as dance stations Roc FM and
Voltage FM. The buzz is also spreading
outside France.

M&M TrackFax data shows the
song has been added on stations in
Belgium (EHR BRTN Studio Brussel,
BEL-RTL, Radio 21, Radio Contact)
and in Switzerland (Radio Z, Couleur
3 and DRS 3).

Thierry Catherine, head of music
at Lausanne -based Couleur 3, says he
plays the song 2-3 times a day, which is

one of the highest rotation rates for the
station. "The first time I heard it was
obvious it was a hit," explains
Catherine. He admits he is a bit
"opportunistic" in playing the song,
saying it helps him meet his quotas
(although it is Swiss -based, Couleur 3 is
also broadcast in the French city of
Lyon, and therefore has to meet with
content requirements).

He adds, "Anyway, its a great
track, but I think the album is better
than the single itself, with catchy
gimmicks and a lot of references to
the '80s."

Jean Lou Bertin, programme
director of Brussels -based EHR
Radio Contact, echoes these com-
ments. "It is a good, strong song,"
says Bertin. "I had the opportunity
to listen to the album on tape and I
immediately thought that Respect
would be a huge hit. The song is very
musical, not aggressive. When we
get songs like that, there is nothing
else to do than put it on air for the
benefit of our listeners."

The station will have a huge show
in Brussels on April 8-9, where 15-
18.000 people are expected. Bertin
says he has asked Alliance Ethnik to
perform because "it is important for us
to present such a band that is accessible
to a young audience and can appeal to a
very large public."

Not only is the song radio -friendly
but the album Simple & Funky,
released in France on February 15, has
a distinctive funk and cool rap sound,
filled with amusing, diverse and
intelligent gimmicks, a sort of French
De La Soul. Produced by Bob Power
whose credits include A Tribe Called
Quest and Me'Shell NdegeOcello, the
album was recorded in Paris and mixed
in New York.

The five -piece band was created five
years ago and features two DJs, Crazy
B and Faster J, who have been
crowned by their peers in DJ-ing
competitions in 1992 and 1993, two
rappers, frontman K -Mel and Medard,
and a programmer, Gutsy. The lyrics
show that the band has the ability to

make serious comments without
sounding too serious.

Delabel MD Laurence Touitou
says she signed the band two years ago
because of "the musical difference they
represent in French rap, for their vocal
techniques and for their writing skills."
She says the band was nurtured and
"worked a lot" before going into the
recording process. Touitou adds Bob
Power has been a perfect catalyst for
the band's musical ambition.

"We, knew we had a good album and
a couple of strong songs but we were far
from anticipating what happened," says
Touitou who adds that originally the

label had planned a soft launching,
focusing first on rap hardcore fans
through a mailing list of 10.000 rap
fans.

She explains, "In the meantime, as
we regularly do, we sent the promo
track to the radio stations and then
came the wonderful surprise. Max

Guazzini [NRJ VP] really had a
crush on the song and played it
instantly. We also had a great
support from Radio Nova. The
other stations followed and the
single arrived in the stores with a
very strong airplay backing."

The label was nevertheless
Concerned by the fact that it
seemed like a "too much, too
soon" situation which could have
affected the right development of
the act. Comments Touitou, "I
have to admit that at one point
we thought everything was
happening too fast. We will have
to manage this craze by focusing
on the artist and the album."

Thierry Jacquet, in charge of
international exploitation at
Virgin France, says that the
French enthusiasm for the record

has crossed borders and has also
affected other Virgin affiliates. He
reports that the single Respect has been
released in all major European
territories "from Scandinavia to
Greece" and has international crossover
potential. In Belgium, he says, the
single sells at the rate of 1.000 units
per week. In Germany, pre -sales of the
single amounted to 4.500 units.

"Our goal is to get a maximum
airplay to increase interest," says
Jacquet. "With the first single, we can
reach the core rap fans and the second
single, Simple Et Funky, will probably
help expand the public base."

Sinead Lohan Has More Than Just A Woman's Heart

DUBLIN - Twenty-three year -old Irish
songwriter Sinead Lohan is on a roll.
Her debut album entered the Irish
Gallup chart six weeks ago in its first
week of release. For three weeks it has
hovered in the top 10. Her first solo tour
of Ireland has been a sell out. Not bad
for someone who wrote her first song
when she was 18. Not bad either for
someone who has spent five years
working on her "big break."

"I won't sell my songs until someone
gives me two million pounds for them,"
says the tall, braided -haired beauty
from Cork, whose delicate but complex
and knowing songs of love and romance
belie her youth. She's no -one's fool
either. "The business is complex but I
have to know everything. I don't see any
reason why I should give away my
publishing too soon. It took me 23 years
to write those songs."

The first song Lohan wrote was
called Sailing By and it is the track
Dara Records MD Joe O'Reilly chose
as the opening track for A Woman's

Heart II, a compilation of Irish female
singers.

"I didn't see it at first," recalls
O'Reilly, "[Producer] Declan Sinnott
clearly saw something because he kept
coming back with new demos." Finally it
was O'Reilly's wife, singer Mary Black
who tipped him off. "Mary said, 'listen to
the new tape, it has changed,' and she
was right. There were three tracks and
one of them was Sailing By."

Although not the song to rival the
enormously successful A Woman's Heart
original, it served O'Reilly's purpose for
a song from a completely unknown artist
to set the tone for the rest of the album.

"It definitely gave me a very high
profile," agrees Lohan, "it gave me new
audiences and it was a good thing to be
involved with but we had been making
the album, which was completely myself
and not just one song. I wanted to say I
can do my own thing."

Encouraged by her professional
musician father, Lohan finished school
at 16 and then completed a one year
course in music performance,
management and production at a local

college. She began singing her songs in
Cork coffee houses and pubs and it was
there she was discovered by Mary Black
collaborator, producer and musical
director, Declan Sinnott.

The veteran Sinnott began
developing her style and her songs and
between them they recorded the entire
album in his home studio in Cork. Then
they brought it to Dara Records and
finalised a licensing deal for that one
album.

"I really wish I had an option on the
second but I imagine she will be
snapped up by a major pretty soon," says
O'Reilly, "the first album is limited by
the fact there is no band and all the
music, although really well done, has
been recorded by Declan. Look at how
well it's doing and you can imagine what
the follow up will be like."

Lohan has now acquired a manager,
Irish promoter Pat Egan, and he's very
optimistic about her prospects. "We have
two solid offers on the table and we feel
a contract will be signed within a couple
of weeks. There's already a huge
demand in Norway for her and that's on

the strength of exports alone."
The London -based Grapevine, label

which already handles Mary and
Frances Black in the UK and Europe as
well as Christy Moore, is one of the
strongest candidates. Egan believes
Lohan will be playing concert halls
within a year.

Already the album and her tour has
built her an audience beyond the
massive exposure from "Woman's
Heart." "She has gained another market
on the strength of the songs and the
promotion. She's developing a different
audience from her performances and the
airplay."

Airplay has come from 2FM and
regional stations without much
prompting, says O'Reilly, and already
the album has garnered favourable
critical response abroad. The UK's Q
Magazine gave the album a rave four
out of five. There's no doubt this is not
the first time well hear of Sinead
Lohan. And the music? well, look at the
album's title-Who Do You Think I Am?.
There's no room here for preconceived
notions.

Thomas Helmig
Label: BMG Ariola
Album: Stupid Man
Single: Into Your Eyes
Radio Format: EHR

It seems almost superfluous to point out Thomas Helmig as being a priority
artist. After all, in Denmark alone his eighth and most recent album Stupid
Man has already sold over 150.000 in its first four months and reached the
number 1 chart spot in its second week. His most recent tour culminated in his
live performance on the nationally televised Danish Grammy Awards show.
That same night Helmig won all six of the awards he was nominated for,
including Album, Pop Album, Songwriter, Hit, Producer and Male Singer Of

The Year.
These are merely the latest accomplishments in his illus-

trious career, however. Helmig had previously received at
least 10 Danish Grammy Awards, has written and/or pro-
duced numerous hits for other people, and has accumulaied
armloads of gold records. "We didn't need to do any special
marketing or anything," promotions manager Lise Kinch
jokes. "It sort of took off by itself!"

That's not to say Helmig and his label haven't been work-
ing Stupid Man, especially now that the album is released all
across Europe and Scandinavia. The artist is on a brief break
from a highly popular tour, he has had extensive coverage
from all of the major television and radio stations, and press
interest in him has never waned since his first hit in 1985.
BMG Ariola has concentrated its publicity efforts on image
control more than anything, in fact. "We've been trying to
keep the focus on the music rather than on his personal life,"
Kinch explains. "In the beginning of his career he had
screaming girls and all that. But now he's settled down and
has moved from being a teenage idol into the adult audi-
ences, which is a difficult transition. It of course helps that
he's very nice, a brilliant guy, and everybody loves him.
And he's triple platinum now!"

The Valentine Bunch
Label: CMC Records
Album: Love Letter From Mary
Single: Stayday
Radio Format: Alternative/Rock

With a band name like The Valentine Bunch to work with, some promotional
ideas are just too good to miss. "The single Stayday was released on Valen-
tine's Day here in Denmark, and copies of it were sent to journalists and other
media people along with a box of chocolates," acknowledges promotions/
A&R co-ordinator Dorthe Sorensen. That single was actually just one track
on a promotional record which included Never Break My Heart and the
album's title track Love Letter From Mary.

"They're probably in the classic rock genre, but with a bit of folk inspira-
tion to it," says Sorensen. "The writer and composer of all the music is also
the singer, Morten Kirkensgaard. His voice is wonderfully deep, with just
enough of a rough edge to make it very expressive."

Lots of people had of course noticed The Valentine Bunch well before
their specially named day-even without the assistance of chocolates. A
recent press conference attracted intrigued representatives not only from the
music magazines but also from the national newspapers. The band has attract-
ed the professional support of a major name management company this year,
which no doubt will help with future touring and promotional plans. National
radio also picked up on the growing buzz by making rather a big presentation
of Stayday's first of many airings. The band's press release may observe that
Kirkensgaard "grew up and found out that it's not all love letters out there,"
but it certainly seems likely that there soon will be many copies of Love Let-
ter From Mary.

After four albums, each more successful than its predecessor, D:A:D decided
to recharge their energies and re-evaluate their music. "Their last album Risk-
ing It All was released about three years ago," explains director of internation-
al exploitation Thomas Hohne. "They really needed to take their time to do
something new. And that's what they did. They're harder and a little more
rough than they used to be. They had also some funny country elements
which have now been left out. But they still have their melodic tunes and their
ear -catching riffs."

That risk, if risk it ever was, has paid off. The Danish quartet ensured that
their newly refined direction was realised by recording their new album
Helpyourselfish in Quebec's Le Studio with production by Paul Northfield
(known for his work with Suicidal Tendencies). "When we sent out the
advance tapes we really got superb reactions," Hahne says. The album has
already been picked up for release not only across Europe but also in the UK
and Japan.

EMI is making sure that D:A:D are in a strong position to capitalise on
their talents. "There's a very, very good video for the first single Recon-
strucdead," Hohne describes. "It was shot on the Blue Lagoon in Iceland,
with the weather freezing outside while they were playing in the warm
water-very amazing shots, I tell you." The band also taped IDs for music
channels Viva and MTV Europe while on location.

"D:A:D have performed live in nearly all European countries more than
once, and they do have a solid fan base out there," Hanle says. "What also
helps is that due to their enormous promotional activities they made a lot of
friends within the media, which is always a nice thing to have. I think all of
the basic elements for major European success are there, including last but
not least a very good product. In very attractive packaging, by the way!"

Monique
Label: PolyGram
Album: Guilty
Single: As Long As We're Together
Radio Format: EHR/ACE

Monique is finally ready to extend her success into other countries after so far
allowing only her native Danish audiences to appreciate her singing talents.
It's a little surprising that PolyGram bothered to wait. After all, her first album
Shadows went gold (selling more than 40.000 copies). She toured on the
strength of that proven popularity, climaxing in her performance at the sea-
sonal closing concert at the Tivoli Garden.

It took almost three years to create an album good enough to follow up all
that. A great voice and beautiful appearance not being deemed sufficient for
some reason, MD Stefen Fryland accordingly points out that three of Den-
mark's most renowned pop songwriters-Jesper Winge Leisner (Monique's
debut), Stig Kreutzfeldt (Sanne Salomonsen) and Michael Braun (Ray

Dee Ohh)-also worked on the project. This second album Guilty has already
paid off the effort by winning Monique Danish Grammy nominations as both
Singer Of The Year and Hit Of The Year.

With that endorsement of what they've known all along, PolyGram has
decided the time is now right for first Norway, Sweden and Germany and
then other territories to experience first hand what all the fuss4s about.

The rise of alternative rock has been both important and exciting for the entire
music industry. Sony Music has made sure to he in the vanguard, as most
recently evidenced by the signing of Herring quartet Inside The Whale. "It's a
young band mixing all kinds of styles, but with a bottom sound of hard rock,"
MD Jan Degner explains. "At the same time it's funky with very melodic
tunes. But the one thing that really sets Inside The Whale apart from other
alternative bands is that they do a lot of vocal harmonies. And they're good at
it.

Degner fully realises that a band like this requires a special approach.
"We're working them in a very indie way," he says. "From the bottom, which
is the hard way! We're not hyping them at all. You have to keep them as cred-
ible as possible. We work that way with a lot of our young bands." It's also
important that Inside The Whale already has a dedicated fan base established
on a firm foundation of heavy touring.

years has seen the band play over 100 shows in Denmark alone, in addition to
other performances throughout Europe.

The strategy is working. Other countries are releasing the band's debut In
Nature's Uniform as a direct result of successful tours, and word of mouth on
the club scene has been crucial to increasing the Inside The Whale's populari-
ty in a manner appropriate to their target audience. Sony is maximising this
factor by recently releasing The Live EP. Degner details, "It was taken from a
live TV special they did in January. Three songs from their album as well as a
new one called You are on it. You is about the death of Kurt Cobain, which
strongly affected the band."

Radio play is not one of the band's strong areas, although specialised pro-
grammes such as "The Machine" on Denmark's national radio have been very
supportive. "They're a very lively, energetic live band who are still able to
play tight," Degner points out, implying that radio just isn't necessary. "Inside
The Whale have been touring very hard for years now, and have continued
doing that ever since the album was released. It's a slow moving item, but
thanks to their music and great live show it's moving!"

Peter Smith
Label: Virgin Records
Album: Together

Great music knows no national boundaries, and Peter Smith is setting out to
prove the point. His first album Kcerlighendens Disciplin came out in 1991

and was promptly
nominated for both
Best Male Artist and
Best Recording DanishtN.  .
Grammies. "Because
that album was in Dan-
ish it only came out
here," says promotions
and label manager Las
Thompson. "Since
Smith recorded this
one in the UK, with
Paul Carrack and
other top session musi-
cians, he left it in Eng-
lish. This will make it
easier for him to
realise his potential."

Thompson's refer-
ence to top session musicians is no exaggeration. Carrack is of course part of
Mike And The Mechanics, but the other artists helping out on this album
and subsequent live performances are familiar to anyone who has read the
liner notes of recent releases by Dire Straits, Eric Clapton, Pink Floyd,
Madonna and many other stars. The outstanding result highlighted Smith's
own considerable talents and made him a natural for the support slot with
Bryan Ferry in Copenhagen. "Later this year he'll be playing some of the big

festivals too," Thompson adds. "In May, for instance, he will be on a bill with
EMF and with Boy George DJ-ing."

Smith is perhaps even more at home on the broadcast media. "We initially
sent out promo singles of It's A Shame, which did really well on radio. But
then his whole album is very radio -orientated! And then Obsession is already
featured on a weekly fashion magazine programme on rational television.
He's already done other television also, but we want to concentrate on break-
ing it on radio first." Not many artists have the opportunity to make such a
choice of priorities, but then not many artists are in the same league as Peter
Smith.

Spacehead
Label: Warner Music
Album: Spacehead

It's an undeniable and
impressive vote of con-
fidence in Spacehead
that they were the first
ever signing by Warner
Music Denmark. As if
that's not enough, the
project had three joint
A&R people-project
manager Jacob Har-
regaard, marketing
man-

ager Ben Mourettzen and managing director Finn Work
all felt so strongly about Spacehead that they worked on the
project together.

"The main band member is Nicolaj Steen," Harregaard
points out. "He had three solo albums and many hits such as
Angel, I Want You and his cover version of The Message by
Grandmaster Flash out before this. So he's quite a famous
Danish rock star. But now he has put together a band Space -
head, and Spacehead is their first release." This is also the
first opportunity that Warner Music has had to work with
singer, songwriter and guitarist Steen.

Produced by Steen with the engineering and mixing by
Flemming Rasmussen (previously known for his work
with Sort Sol and Metallica), Spacehead may surprise those
familiar with Steen's more pop -orientated solo releases.
"This new album is kind of alternative rock, maybe a little
like Pearl Jam or Stone Temple Pilots, which will add a
whole new fan group to the many Steen already has," Har-
regaard says. "There's a lot of press interest, especially
because of his change in musical direction. There will be a
lot of television too, including a national music programme
and Stockholm's music and entertainment channel Z -TV,
which has just started up here. Also Stranger got pretty
good airplay on local as well as national radio. And we have
similar expectations PSI. their new single Time!"

AIRPLAY CHARTS ALL OVER EUROPE
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Spanish Jazz Crosses Over
Musical, National Frontiers
by Terry Berne

The rhythmic and melodic inspiration of
native flamenco music fusing with jazz
spirit is bringing Spanish jazz to interna-
tional attention.

The year 1993 may have been a land-
mark year for Spanish jazz, when two
albums in particular alerted the jazz
world to the fact that something was up
south of the Pyrenees. Saxophonist Jorge
Pardo's Veloz Hacia Su Sino from
Madrid independent Nuevos Medios,
pioneer in the development of contempo-
rary flamenco, and Chano from pianist
Chano Dominguez on another Madrid -
based indie, Nuba Records, decisively
demonstrated that Spain not only had
chops (artists like Tete Montolhi, Pedro
Iturralde and Paco de Lucia have been
proving that for years), but these artists
were developing a unique and tantalising
style as well, drawing inspiration from
native flamenco music. In this age of
experimentation and multi-culturalism
true fusions are all too rare, but critics
and fans alike-not to mention fellow
musicians-immediately sensed that this
was the real thing.

Just out from Nuevos Medios is 10 De
Paco-celebrating the music of Paco de
Lucia-the new collaboration between
Jorge Pardo and Chano Dominguez. That
the two artists should record an album
together was almost inevitable given their
common interest. As with their individual
work, the new album strikes a deceptively
spontaneous but carefully wrought bal-
ance between its flamenco roots and jazz
spirit. Both Brazilian and Cuban music
made historic alliances with jazz which
proved durable and endlessly fruitful, and
like its predecessors across the Atlantic,
this new combination promises similar
riches.

Nuba artistic director and producer
Manuel Sanjurjo attributes the modest

succass that these and other flamenco -
rooted Spanish artists are enjoying out-
side of Spain at least in part to the cur-
rent popularity of so-called "world music."

"Flamenco is a uniquely Spanish cre-
ation," he notes, "and outside of Spain fla-
menco is categorised as world music,
seen essentielly as a kind of ethnic music,
and here is the source, with the best
musicians."

The jazz elements serve to further uni-
versalise the music, making it more acces-
sible and giving it a far more commonly
understood form. "On the other hand,"
Sanjurjo explains, "Flamenco has a strong
identity, making it easy to place, to pro-
mote and to market in general. Other
things we do are harder to handle."

Nuba has a wide ranging catalogue
which embraces folk, classical, new age
and ambient music as well as flamenco
and jazz. Founded five years ago by San-
jurjo and partners Fernando Rosado
and Fernando Hernandez, the label
has been orientated toward uncharted
musical realms. It has gambled on
unknown and younger artists, like gui-
tarists Rafael Riqueni and Augustin
Carbonell "Bola", pianist Francesco
Capella and the group Saxomania.
Long-term artist development is not
always the norm with small companies,
but Nuba sees it as the key to their
growth. Affirms Sanjurjo, 'We work in
relation to the marketplace. Our market
is growing, so we now have more options
and a greater possibility that we will
recuperate our investment in a given pro-
ject. Music that ends up on an album has
often been developed in the studio in the
course of many months, so production
costs are elevated. Before, we had virtual-
ly no market, but then, no market exists
without product."

An irony is that deliberately choosing
to record music which is traditionally
more difficult to sell has actually made
the label more competitive. 'We've been

able to survive and not compromise while
other companies, dedicated to more popu-
lar formats like pop/rock, have gone
under," Sanjurjo says. "The term 'margin-
al' is relative, because it may be easier for
a small company to prosper by specialis-
ing and offering something different than
the multinationals, with whom it's other-
wise very difficult to compete."

With three to four releases a year,
Nuba's output is small, and this affects
distribution, especially outside the coun-
try. As Sanjurjo points out, it's easier to
find distributors as the catalogue grows.
"If you can approach them with, say, 10
good albums they're more likely to take
you seriously." At the moment they are
distributed in France, Germany, Greece
and Portugal, with other European terri-
tories as well as the US and Japan to fol-
low.

As for radio, Spain's RNE3 is a much
valued outlet for companies such as
Nuevos Medios and Nuba. And outside
the country the nearly three dozen mem-
ber stations of the World Music Charts
Europe assure some airplay for their
releases. "One of the problems we face
here in Spain," Sanjurjo comments, "is
that the tradition of indies like us is much
greater in countries like Germany or
France. Flamenco itself has always sold
poorly here, and even an artist of the cali-
bre of Paco de Lucia has never been as
popular here as he is abroad. So you can
imagine we have a long way to go in
developing awareness and appreciation of
anything new."

Part of .that process is served by
Nuba's own distribution wing, Karonte;
which both imports labels like Messidor,
CMP and Al Sur into Spain, and exports
similar Spanish labels to Europe, the US
and Japan. Karonte is actually the eco-
nomic base which sustains Nuba's pro-
duction, allowing both Dominguez and
Carbonell to release new albums in the
coming months.

Giorgia Runs Away With Sanremo '95
The annual Sanremo Song Festival is regarded as an institution in
Italy. As governments come and go on average more than once a
year, for a week every year at the end of February, the Sanremo
Festival distracts the attention of millions of Italians from the latest
political crisis, and everyday conversation is dominated by the
music and gossip surrounding the spectacle.

HIS year, Italians weary of the protracted economic and political
crises watched in record numbers. At one point for the final of five
evenings, 22 million viewers-almost half the country-were tuned in.
Only the Italian national soccer team in the World Cup Final has been

known to pull more viewers.
It is not just the Italians' love of songs ("canzoni") that boosts the ratings, or the

competition format of the event, but the nation's love of a good showbiz spectacle.
The Sanremo Festival's artistic director and presenter Pippo Baudo knows this.

For the first time this year he personally selected all of the participating acts, replacing
the professional selection panel. Baudo admitted that his selection was based on the
need to put on the best possible show. The acts he chose ranged from middle-of-the-
road family favourites and teen idols TV presenters temporarily turned singers and
emerging singer/songwriters.

The glamour was guaranteed by an impressive array of international guest stars
including Madonna, Sting, Annie Lennox, Take That, Youssou N'Dour,
Robbie Robertson, Ray Charles, Cheb Khaled, Randy Crawford, Amy
Stewart and Nova.

Another staple ingredient in the showbiz spectacle recipe are the two sex -goddesses

selected to co -present the event with Baudo. This year Italo-Finnish actress Anna
Falchi and Italo-Romanian actress Claudia Koll provided an incentive to boost rat-
ings among hot-blooded Italian males who otherwise prefer soccer to songs.

But as the Festival's theme tune admits, Sanremo is always Sanremo, and somehow
it seems that most of the songs remain the same each year. The ordeal of sitting
through an entire festival can best be

described as watching repeats of the Eurovi-
sion Song contest five nights consecutively.

The competition is divided into two sec-
tions; 16 artists competing in the "Big" sec-
tion for established stars, 16 newcomers com-
peting in the "New Proposals" section while
eight more emergent stars compete separate-
ly, with four going through to join the estab-
lished stars section.

A Star Is Born
The fascination of the festival is that it can
create a star almost overnight. The careers of
Italian international stars Eros Ramazzotti
and Laura Pausini shone brightly after
Sanremo victories. This year one talent was
so bright that she shone through the emergent
stars section and went on to overall victory in
the "Big" section for established artists.

Twenty-three year -old Giorgia (BMG)
was a unanimous winner with both the media
and the public. Dubbed the "Italian Whitney
Houston," Giorgia's soaring vocal style and
natural stage presence was as much respon-
sible for her victory as the song Come Saprei
("As I Will Know"), which is a reassuringly
traditional Italian pop -ballad co -penned by
Giorgia and BMG label mate Eros Ramazzot-
ti.

Born into a musical family from Rome,
Giorgia Todrani sang in clubs for eight years
before her first album entitled Giorgia was
released on RCA/BMG last year. A superb
rendition of the Lucio Battisti classic Nes-
sun Dolore ("No Pain") gave Giorgia her first

airplay hit on Italian
radio last summer.
On her musical

roots, Giorgia com-
mented, "My father
taught me the most
important lesson. He
has always sung

because he likes

singing and loves

music. He has never
put money or suc-
cess first, and this is
a lesson that I will
never forget."

Winners By Far
The critics and the public were also united in their approval of the winners of the new-

comers section, Neri Per Caso ("Black By
Chance"), an a cappella quintet whose
recent inspired cover of Zucchero's hit
Donne gave them national airplay this winter
and set them up nicely for the Sanremo Festi-
val. Although their ballad Ragazze ("Girls")
was weaker than their recent single, the

groups polished vocal performance pulled
them through.

Fabrizio Intro, A&R director at Neri
Per Caso's label Sony Music, says he was
thrilled by the performance of Sony signings
at Sanremo, "In addition to Neri Per Caso's
victory, Ivana Spagna came third in the
'Big' section. I am particularly pleased with
the performance of our new artists including
Massimo Di Cataldo [Easy Records,
distributed by Sony] who came third in the
newcomers section. This reflects our new A&R
policy of concentrating on new talent, both
through direct signings and licensing young
talent from independent labels."

Established last year, MCA Italy was
happy with the exposure that Sanremo gave
its first two local signings. Although Gloria
and Fedele Boccassini didn't score highly
in the newcomers section, Boccassini won
new fans with his rock ballad Le Foglie ("The
Leaves") while Gloria was awarded the
esteemed critics prize. MCA's promotion
manager Carlo Galassi commented, "One
day it was tragedy with everyone commiser-
ating on the unexpected elimination of Gloria
in the first round, and the next it was celebra-
tion with the award of the critics prize." Glo-

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Private Radio Finds Sanremo
Festival A Good Promotional Vehicle

Italian state TV and radio RAI has tied up live broadcast rights for the Sanremo festival until the end of the
century. However, this doesn't stop competing media from covering the event from outside its
official venue, the Ariston Theatre, which is barred from rivals.

N addition to full live coverage on RAI TV and radio each of the five
nights, national newspapers dedicate several pages each day during
the festival to the event. Italy's private national networks all cash in on
the promotional opportunities offered by national attention being
focussed on one showbiz event which is a ripe breeding ground for

hype.

Several of the networks took the idea of "promotional vehicle"
literally. Rome -based EHR network Radio Dimensione Suono
broadcast two shows live each day from a luxury yacht in Sanre-
mo's port, local Sanremo station Radio Stereo 103 supplied
live reports to its listeners and 30 other local stations from a red
London double-decker bus parked in Sanremo's town centre
square, while Milan -based EHR web Network 105 struck an adver-
tising deal with moped company Piaggio and buzzed Sanremo
with 10 of their new mini motorised buggies in the station's colours.

Bergamo -based EHR network RTL 102.5 Hit Radio sent its radio
van down the motorway in hot pursuit of Madonna's limousine,
arriving at Sanremo from nearby Monte Carlo where the American
mega star was staying. RTL Hit Radio MD Grant Benson
broadcast the chase live from the radio van.

"It was a good festival for us," commented Benson. "We broad -

cast our mid -morning and afternoon drive pro-
grammes live via ISDN lines from the window of
the Standa supermarket right next door to the
Ariston Theatre where the event takes place and
crowds of fans hang out." The deal with Silvio
Berlusconi's supermarket chain Standa also
gained additional promotional spin-offs for RTL
Hit Radio, as the ex -prime minister's TV networks

filmed interviews with the stars conducted in his
store by RTL Hit Radio's DJs, and broadcast the
interviews on his national TV networks. RTL also
took over one of Sanremo's nightclubs and host-
ed live sessions from artists competing in the fes-
tival each evening. Their coverage was rounded
off with a special evening at the station's own
discotheque a week after the festival finished,
featuring all of the artists who participated in the
newcomers section.

Gianni Simioli, PD at Naples -based EHR
network Kiss Kiss FM said that although they
had no live outside broadcasts from Sanremo
itself, it followed the festival closely in its own
inimitable style, by making fun of it. "We ran a
daily soap opera based on true and invented
gossip from the festival. Called 'The Adventures
Of Sanremo,' we characterised the heroes, win-
ners and losers from the festival. One episode
had a spoof report that Sanremo's winner Gior-
gia had been caught stealing towels from her
hotel room." Simioli added that interviews with
the artists were conducted over the phone.

Carlo Mancini, PD at Radio Dimen-
sione Suono said that the station's two pro-
grammes broadcast daily from the luxury yacht
Pas Encore berthed in Sanremo's port were fed 10-'

to the Rome studios down ISDN phone lines.
"Anna Petinelli broadcast her show daily
between 10.00-13.30 and our late -night phone
show also came from the yacht, we had five or
six of the new artists join us each night for
phone-in."

Radio Deejay, despite doing Italy's leading Radio Dimensione Suono head of music
national network, kept one of the lowest profiles Carlo Mancini
at Sanremo itself, "We had telephone reports
each day from the festival," commented press spokesperson Sabrina Perigo, "Italian
music is not a major part of our format, we only play one or two Italian artists each
hour.

At the other extreme,.Milan-based syndication network Radio Italia SMI dedicat-
ed 100% of its output to Italian music, "We started our coverage two weeks before the
Sanremo Festival started, and it continues for a week afterwards," said music director
Filippo Broglia. "We broadcast live from the Hotel Mediteranee in Sanremo using a
digital satellite link, and opted into our schedule throughout the day whenever we had
an interview or some news." During the festival, Radio Italia SMI invited telephone votes
from its listeners via the independent research agency DIAPASON. Almost 300.000
calls were received in just three days. Ten station's listeners chose the pre -festival
favourite Fiorello as their choice, with the actual festival winner Giorgio polled second.

Milan's Network 105 had music journalist Luca Benedetti phoning in with six
reports daily lasting three minutes each, and a five-minute summary of the previous
night's events each morning at 10.30 from one of the co -presenters of the festival for the
RAI and philosopher Eduardo De Crescenzo who attempted to find a deeper mean-
ing in the event. Perhaps because of his parallel role as music journalist for the national
La Stampa newspaper, Luca Dondoni chief editor of Milan -based EHR web 101 Net-
work managed to get the scoop of the festival when he was granted an exclusive inter-
view with Sanremo's most sought after international guest, Madonna.

ria's Le Voci Di Dentro ("The Voices From
Inside") is a spunky song with oriental guitar
cadences.

The critics prize for best arrangement went
to Mango's (EMI) atmospheric sentimental
ballad Dove Vai ("Where Are You Going").
Last year's winner of the newcomer's section,
Andrea Bocelli (Sugar/RTI), the blind
operatic tenor discovered by Zucchero scored
top 5 in the "Big" section this year with the
operatic Con Te Partiro ("I'll Leave With You").
Bocelli has already enjoyed international recog-
nition and is being described as the Enrico
Caruso of the '90s.

Gio Di Tonno (Cinevox) is one emergent talent at Sanremo
who has so far missed deserved recognition. His ballad Padre E
Padrone ("Father And Master") was one of the strongest composi-
tions at this year's festival delivered with panache.

Teen idols, singer Fiorello and the ex -duo 883, now consisting
of just Max Pezzali, failed to score as well as expected with the
public jury, however both Fiorello who came fifth, and 883 profited
from exposure to Sanremo's mass audience. Even politics managed
to get in on the act when 40 parliamentary deputies sung en -mass to
the masses, out of competition. After listening to that, somehow
everything else at the festival sounded much more harmonious.

MCA act Gloria came away with Sanremo's critics prize
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Posner Welcomes BDS
The European music market has traditionally been
seen by its neighbours over the Atlantic as complex,
diversified and lacking the sophisticated marketing

tools and homogenous structure of the US. But,
according to Geffen head of international Mel Posner,

this perception is changing. Posner, who was in
Europe last month on a promotional tour for Weezer,

believes that Europe is now a territory in its own
right, becoming better structured and offering

increasing opportunities. Emmanuel Legrand reports.

OR Posner, a 26 -year
veteran of the indus-
try, "one of the most
exciting things to
come from Europe" is
the development of

formatted stations. He sees formatting
as a way to "expand horizons" by allow-
ing more musical styles to be played
and giving access to a situation where-
by he hopes "the BDS mentality will
take over" [refering to BDS-the air-
play monitoring system operated by
BPI, which is in use in the US, the UK
and Holland].

"The arrival of BDS and Soundscan
[the point -of -sale system used for the
Billboard sales chart] in the US effec-
tively meant we had to reeducate the
music industry. It revolutionised the
way we worked by giving us a picture
of how the whole market was reacting.
BDS tells us things we didn't know
before-such as what records are on
whose playlists, who plays our records,
where and how many times.

"But measuring instruments like
these are just tools. They won't tell you

what hits to release, but they will tell
you exactly what's happening, where a
song is played, where retail activity is
happening, where we have to concen-
trate our efforts. BDS doesn't make us
less creative. It makes us even more
creative, because it tells us how to
spend our money in a more intelligent
way. I hope Europeans will accept the
system rather than fight it."

The European market has become
increasingly important to record com-
panies and to artists, says Posner.
"Artists tend to spend more tie in
Europe than they did. Slash, for exam-
ple, made a promotional tour in
Europe, proving that he was willing to
do whatever was required for these
countries. The group Weezer are super-
stars in the US but they are just get-
ting started in Europe. Nonetheless,
they come and pay their dues."

Posner says international sales now
tend to match or even exceed those in
the US. The two Guns 'N' Roses Use
Your Illusion albums sold nine million
units in the US and 15 million interna-
tionally; the follow-up Spaghetti Inci-

dent reached 1.5 million in the US and
four million outside, Aerosmith's Get A
Grip, meanwhile, has exceeded the US
sales of 4.4 million in Europe.

For Posner, markets in Europe will
become more homogeneous, but he still
considers each single territory "accord-
ing to its own personality." He
explains, "Top acts-the Nirvanas, the
Eagles and the Aerosmiths of this
world-are priorities in every territory,
even if the singles differ from country
to country. Then, in second place, each
territory has its own
projects. Each local
company is working
on its own baby bands.
The situation in each
country is different."

France, for exam-
ple, is very active with
the Roots, who have
completed a 14 -day
tour there. In France,
the Counting Crows
started to be big when
the whole world
stopped working on
the album. In Italy,
our company has been
promoting Noa, who
sang Ave Maria in
front of the pope. We
have signed Manowar
because they were
very big in Germany.
In the UK, meanwhile,
the Stone Roses have been very impor-
tant and are now spreading to the rest
of Europe.

"What appeals to the UK public
might not interest the rest of Europe.
Part of the problem in the UK is that
they have that single hit mentality,
which doesn't help as far as developing
artists is concerned. We understand
those differences and we let our compa-

nies do what they think is good for
their own market."

Geffen, which is part of the MCA
family of labels, will see its founding
father David Geffen leave the company
at the end of this semester to join the
Dreamworks team. But for Posner, it
will not compromise the future of the
label, as Ed Rosenblatt, who has been
assuming the day-to-day management
of the company for the past 10 years,
remains within the company.

In addition, Geffen has renewed its
A&R strength follow-
ing the departure to
other labels of its key
A&R men-Tom
Zutaut and Gary
Gersh-who signed
some of the biggest
acts of the past years
(Guns 'N' Roses, Nir-
vana, among others).

"In 1994, we rein-
vented ourselves,"
says Posner, refering
to the A&R changes at
Geffen. "Our artist
roster was changing
and we had to go for
the acts which could
deliver the albums we
need. Superstars, you
know, don't deliver
records so often! So
we went out and ran
an aggressive cam-

paign to attract the brightest A&R tal-
ents out there."

That is how they got in touch with
Jim Powers in Chicago, who brought
Veruca Salt to Geffen and Jim Barbar
in Atlanta who signed Lisa Loeb. These
two US acts and UK band Elastica are
part of what Posner calls "the future of
Geffen." "These are the artists of the
'90s," he says.

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Authority Approves M40
Name Change To RTL2
by Emmanuel Legrand

PARIS - National EHR net
M40 will now operate under
the name RTL2, broadcasting
a combination of music and
news, following the authori-
sation on March 7 by broad-
casting authority the CSA of
CLT's plan to revamp the net-
work.

The net is now owned
45.9% by CLT, following the
acquisition of shares owned
by Bayard Presse, Sicom and
Nord Media Diffusion. Span-
ish group Prisa still owns
48.05%, while the remaining

Editor -In -aid Machgel Bakker
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6.05% is owned by Sony
Musique France.

The CSA did not approve
the sale of Prisa shares to
CLT, which leaves Prisa a
reluctant shareholder, despite
a wish to disinvest from its
French operations.

CSA has stipulated that
the format of M40 "must
remain essentially musical
and continue to make room
for new talent."

The move follows a "coup"
by CLT at the end of January,
when it switched M40's name
to RTL 1 and altered the net-
work's programming without
the authorisation of the CSA
(M&M, February 4). After a
conflict with the CSA, CLT
agreed to restore to the origi-
nal name and return to the
negotiating table.

Italy's association of inde-
pendent producers, AFI,
broadly supports the initia-
tive, although one of the
group's directors Mario
Limongelli has warned that
the absence of a singles chart
may penalise the indepen-
dents.

"CD singles can sell up to
20.000 copies, while 12" vinyl
remixes are still popular in
Italy, the majority of which

are produced by indepen-
dents," said Limongelli. "It is
also an anomaly that FIMI is
producing the chart. I would
have preferred to see a collab-
oration with AFI and both the
public and private broadcast-
ers, but we were not invited to
participate."

FIMI press director
Ernesto Magnani countered
that officially -recognised
charts were produced in many
major markets by the IFPI-
recognised national trade
association.

The idea is to transform it
into a broad -based culture
network, which means it
would have a large segment of
education programmes, shows
for pensioners and literary
drama.

RNE promises it would
still have space for "contempo-
rary music," but Radio 3

insiders and listeners fear the
worst. Among those who have
joined the protest against the
plan are former members of
leading '80s band Radio Futu-
ra and Teddy Bautista,
deputy chairman of SGAE,
the influential performing
rights society.

An RNE spokesman, who

asked not to, be named, has
defended the changes, saying,
"Radio 3 will be dedicated
wholly to cultural manifesta-
tions in every sense of the
word."

One of the many pro-
grammes that may disappear
with the plan is the mid -after-
noon "El Ambigu," presented
by one of Spain's leading rock
journalists Diego Manrique.

"Radio 3 has historically
acted as a spearhead for new
cultural and musical move-
ments," he comments.

"At present it is the only
net that programmes pop
music in its broadest sense,
without commercial commit-
ments and at a national level.
Its impact is enormous."

Canal+ Buys
Stake In RFM

PARIS - French pay -channel
Canal+ has acquired a 10.1%
stake in French ACE FM net-
work RFM from weekly publi-
cation L'Evenement du Jeudi,
which is facing financial prob-
lems.

A Canal+ spokesperson has
said the company has no plans
to become operator of the radio
station, however, and that the
move should be seen as an ini-
tiative to support an interest-
ing venture.

The CSA has also autho-
rised the new division of
shares at the station, which
sees the main shareholder
Europe 1 increase its partici-
pation from 29.4% to 47.2%.
Europe 1 acquired shares dur-
ing the 1994 summer with the
blessing of the CSA.

Other shareholders in the
company are the station's
management through Perfor-

mance Holding S.A. (13.4%,
down from 17.9%), British
bank Hambros (12.9%, down
from 17.3%) and Incom, an
affiliate of financial group
Caisse des Depots (9.9%,
against 13.3%) and the sta-
tion's president Andrew Man-
derstam (2.0%).

RFM reaches over a million
listeners daily in France and
passed the crucial 2% national
market share mark at the end
of last year after switching
from a classic rock format to
gold format.

Manderstam, whose take-
over plan in 1993 was
favoured by the CSA over
NRJ's, has been confirmed as
president of RFM and Frederic
Schlessinger as GM. Lyess
Medahi, GM of Europe l's ad
sales house Europe Regies,
which sells RFM ad spots, is
now in charge of marketing,
promotion and communication
of the station.

VH-1 Launches In Germany
by Christian Lorenz

HAMBURG - MTV Europe's sec-
ond music TV channel VH-1
began broadcasting via Astra
in Germany on March 10,
while it waited to be granted a
cable licence in Hamburg.

VH-1 is broadcast in Ger-
man, targetting 25-35 year -
olds who tend to be less inter-
nationally oriented, MTV
Europe president and creative
director Brent Hansen told
M&M. "When we started MTV

in Europe in 1987 we chose
English as the second lan-
guage for an audience which
orientated itself without fron-
tiers. Many of our original
viewers have settled down
now. With 30+ you tend to
think more locally, hence the
move towards local language."

He added, "We set up MTV
at a time when everybody
embraced the idea of the glob-
al village. This open minded-
ness towards different cultures
has toned down considerably.

In the '90s consumers and the
music industry are more
domestically oriented."

However, he does not feel
challenged by the emergence
of national music TV stations
like Viva in Germany or
Arcade's MC6 in Holland.
Hansen is more concerned
about the weakening position
of music as the major form of
youth entertainment. He
admitted that "our real com-
petitors are the sports chan-
nels."

The new channel will pro-
ject a calmer, more relaxed
atmosphere, he said. "VH-1
will be more ambient than
MTV." Visually, the pro-
gramme will differentiate
itself from MTV with a "clean
photographic style." In musi-
cal terms it will provide "a
modern programme for mod-
ern people," said Hansen, who
finds a gold/oldies format
unattractive. "Every second
song on VH-1 is going to be a
new, active song."

The prolific British

teen act has collected 21 first-time reports and enters
the Chartbound section with a total roster of 24
stations, looking ready to enter the EHR Top 40
next week. As yet, the quintet has enjoyed seven
EHR hits -1993's Relight My Fire went highest,
peaking at number 3; Pray (also 1993), Everything
Changes (1994) and Sure all peaked at 5.

At this stage, Back For Good is playlisted in five
countries, most significantly the UK and Denmark
(42-55% airplay penetration), while key stations in
Italy, Spain and Holland have also added the track,
including platinums like Rete 105 Network/Milan,
Cadena 40 Principales/Madrid and NOS
Avondspits/Hilversum. No less than 88% of the
stations playlisting it have it in heavy rotation.

The highest new entry in the top 40 is grabbed by
Wet Wet Wet. Julia Says, the soulful ballad that
serves as a taster for their forthcoming new album
Picture This (due out on April 10), debuts at number
23 with a 41 -station wide roster, comprised of 19
adds. The new Wet Wet Wet single is the fifth to
make it to the chart. Their most successful single on
EHR was 1994's Love Is All Around, which topped
the list for nine consecutive weeks and qualified as
last year's EHR year-end number 1 record.

The Scottish quartet's new single is playlisted in
seven European countries, the UK and Denmark
standing out as most supportive (68-85%
penetration), followed by Turkey, Spain and
Germany. In the UK and Scandinavia, Julia Says is
already among the 20 top -aired songs (see Major
Market Airplay, page 39).

This week's biggest move on the chart is made by
Janet Jackson, who storms up the top 20, pausing
at number 13 with the Radio Active award in her
hands. Whoops Now (last week's highest new entry)
especially makes good progress in Austria, Belgium
and Denmark. The Motown-esque song is playlisted
in 12 countries now, registering the best penetration
ratios in the UK, Denmark, Poland and Austria
(ranging from 50 to 65%). In France and
Scandinavia, it already ranks among the top 10 radio
faves (see Major Market Airplay again).

of 1993, their own No Limit. The new single is the
third to be taken from Real Things, the prosperous
duo's third album.

The Dutch, Belgian -signed Byte act has en-
joyed five hits on the Border Breakers chart
before, 1994's The Real Thing going highest-
peaking at number 3 for three consecutive weeks.
With the last two weeks being the exception, there
has been no week without at least one 2 Unlimited
title in Border Breakers since the launch of the
chart in October 1993.

The new entry coincides with a lot of across-the-
board activity for 2 Unlimited. After having
received a multitude of gold and platinum awards
in various European countries during the last cou-
ple of months, the duo is now touring the UK,
which will be followed by a month of promotional
activities and performances in the US. The whole
journey of success is just beginning on that side of
the Atlantic; Get Ready For This, the duo's very
first single, peaked at number 41 in the US
Billboard Hot 100 Singles last week.

In Europe, in the meantime, Here I Go is
playlisted at 10 stations in five countries across
the Benelux borders. Most fervently tuning in to
the track is the UK, where no less than five sta-
tions are giving rotation support, including
London -based EHR giants BBC Radio 1 and
Capital FM.

The charts on this page track the border -crossing movement of
product. The Border Breakers chart ranks the 25 most successful
Continental European records making airplay impact outside their
country of signing (airplay achieved in the original country is
excluded from the calculations).

The second chart, Channel Crossovers, registers the airplay
penetration of UK -signed artists in mainland Europe, while the
third Top 25, the Atlantic Crossover chart, ranks the most suc-
cessful Non -European artists according to airplay impact in

Europe.
All three charts are non -format specific. "Country Of Signing"

is not necessarily an indication of where the artist comes from
but, more significantly, where he/she is signed. An increasing
number of national artists are signed to "foreign" labels and M&M
wants to acknowledge the crossover impact of such deals.
