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Eins Live
Replaces
WDR's Music
Channel

COLOGNE - Germany's largest
public broadcaster WDR will
be replacing its music channel
WDR1 on March 31 with a
more formatted EHR pro-
gramme in an effort to combat
a steady decline in its listener -
ship.

The move has been initiat-
ed by Gerald Baars, head of
WDR1 since December 1994,
who will be in charge of the
new channel.

"Our aim is to become mar-
ket leader in the 14-29 age
bracket," says Baars, whose
philosophy is to beat the com-
mercial EHR's at their own
game.

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Swedish Radio Ads
Reach US$20 Million
by Nicholas George

STOCKHOLM - Sweden's new
commercial radio stations took
more than US$20 million in
advertising revenue in their
first full year of operation-
well above expectations.

However, experts say this
figure will need to double
before the industry as a whole
can be regarded as profitable.
Running expenses and the
costs of frequency licences
have been greater than origi-
nally thought.

According to the Gothen-
burg -based Institute for
Advertising and Media Statis-
tics, in 1994 the stations took
Skr164 million (app. US$22
million). This was well above
the estimates of experts at the
beginning of 1994, who had
predicted levels of around
Skr100 million.

Anders Dahl, MD of Dahl &
Co, Sweden's biggest advertis-
ing buyers, says that he
expects revenues to increase to
Skr250-300 million in 1995.

"Most stations need to dou-

ble their turnover if they are
to be profitable. The costs of
gaining a frequency were high-
er than expected and it means
that around Skr100 million is

going to the state. That only
leaves Skr64 million for all the
stations to live on. The market
needs to grow if more than one
or two stations are going to be
profitable."

During the year the type of
advertising on commercial
radio changed. At the begin-
ning of 1994 it was nearly all
locally based, but by June
national advertisers had
become aware of the power of
radio.

Although local advertising
still accounts for the majority
of advertising in most stations,
in the big cities of Stockholm,

Gothenburg and Malmo,
national advertising now takes
around 50%.

"The good thing about radio
advertising is that there are
people listening, especially in
the age group 15-45," says
Dahl.

This means that the cost of
actually hitting a target audi-
ence is much lower than via
television.

The downside is that it is
still difficult to organise
national campaigns, as even if
a network claims to be almost
national, it may not have the
best stations in each city. That
means advertisers must pick
stations on a city -by -city
basis.

STOCKEIOLM - Sweden's Radio
Rix is launching a new ACE for-
mat based on NRJ's French
channel Cherie following its
link -up with NRJ.

The change, which will be
phased in gradually at Rix's 14
stations during the spring, is an
attempt by the channel to repo-
sition itself in the highly com-
petitive Swedish market. Rix
has failed to establish itself in
the large cities, although it has
been more successful in smaller
towns and more rural areas.

In cities where NRJ and Rix
compete, the aim is to create
defined and complementary
markets for the two stations, in
the same way as NRJ and
Cherie have done in France.

Rix's programme director
Christer Modig says Rix has
been less strong with the 35-49
year -olds. The station now
hopes to capture these older lis-
teners.

"We started out as an ACE
station, but we became more
dominated by the Top 40 and
were more a Hot ACE with a
young appeal. In the big cities
we were also perhaps too influ-
enced by owners who also

owned newspapers. We were
too newsy. In these markets
there was a demand for music
and the station that played the
most music got most listeners."

Christer Modig thinks as
time goes on people will tire of
purely music -formatted sta-
tions and will want a station
that can provide a good news
and information service, howev-
er now Rix's news service will

be confined to bulletins.
Although the format will be

similar to Cherie in France, it
will have a national character
and will emphasise Swedish
music. NRJ will be reviewing
the playlists, using their knowl-
edge in this field.

As yet it is not clear whether
Rix's station in Stockholm,
gold -formatted Radio Vinyl, will
be involved in the project.

Italian Music Market
Registers 1% Growth

MILAN - Italy's music market
grew 5%-a mere 1% in real
terms after inflation-in 1994,
according to figures released by
the country's IFPI-recognised
trade federation FIMI, which
represents almost 90% of the
Italian market.

Following a 7%
value in 1993,
total market turn-
over rose to L585
billion (app.
US$365.6 million)
in 1994, although
sales were primar-
ily sustained by
budget price
albums, with a
10% increase in
shipments bringing m only 5%
increase in market turnover.

FIMI president and CGD
East West MD Gerolamo
Dominioni Caccia calls the 5%
increase disappointing. "Espe-
cially when you consider that
other major European markets
such as the UK and Germany
registered double figure
increases."

A lingering economic crisis,
distribution problems and a
lack of specialist media outlets
have all been obstacles to the
establishment of vital niche
genres here, says Caccia.

Listeners The Key To
Donna's Celebrations

ANTWERP - ACE-MOR format-
ted Radio Donna has unveiled
impressive plans for its third
birthday celebrations, inviting
audiences to help decide which
artists should receive special
anniversary awards.

In addition, some 3.000 lis-
teners will have the chance to
attend a party in the Antwerp
Stadsschouwburg on March
28, featuring a variety of Bel-
gian artists and live on -site
broadcasts.

To kick off the celebrations,
Radio Donna has introduced a
tele-voting competition for its
audiences to nominate their
favourite artists and songs.
Lines are open for just three
hours each day.

"And although we've only
just started with the competi-
tion, we receive some 2.000
calls per hour, making it one of
the station's more impressive
campaigns ever," enthuses
head of music Marc
Deschuyter.

Radio Donna was launched
in April 1992 as state-owned
BRTN's fifth channel to cater
for younger Radio 2 listeners,
who needed a more dynamic
station.

Once BRTN management
gave the project the go-ahead
at the end of '91, former Radio
2 staffer Erik Strieleman was
given three months to get the
station on air. He succeeded,
and today Radio Donna com-
mands a market share of 18%.

The key elements behind
the station's growing fanbase
in Flanders are its horizontal
programming and its strong,
instantly recognisable image.

"We know exactly who our
audience is," explains
Deschuyter, "and we are very
close to our 20-35 target audi-
ence." He adds that the sta-
tion's credibility is growing
thanks to exclusive interviews
with top artists like Elton
John and Cliff Richard and the
station's media sponsorship of
the Belgian Rolling Stones
concerts (June 24-25).

the German market." He says
the singles market is biased by
limited edition 12" imports
snatched up by DJs and avid
collectors.

Classical Competition
The deregulation of commercial radio in Sweden has
led to stiff competition between hot ACE and
gold -formatted stations, but there is now another
battle being waged just as intensely, this time for
the commercially lucrative classical music audience.
Nicholas George reports.

N STOCKHOLM
two international
radio groups have
set up 24 -hour clas-
sical stations to
tempt listeners from

the existing service offered by pub -
caster Sveriges Radio. Both are hop-
ing to emulate the success of the UK's
Classic FM, which now takes 3.2% of
the UK's listenership.

Classical Radio, part of the Kin-
nevik media group, Classic FM, the
Swedish branch of the UK -based sta-
tion, and Sveriges Radio's P2 say they
are aiming for diverse markets and
have different approaches which will
single them out on the dial.

For the commercial stations the
rewards of success are potentially
large, with the stations reaching the
high income earners advertisers are
keen to target. However, in an already
squeezed radio market it is unlikely
that both will survive.

Traditionally the Swedish classical
radio audience has turned to P2,
which has been broadcasting classical
music since 1966. Originally the fre-
quency was shared with minority lan-
guage services, but these have now
been reduced, meaning that national-
ly P2 broadcasts 18 hours a day of
mainly classical music. In Stockholm

and Malmo P2 provides a 24 -hour
music channel.

Built up along solid public service
lines, P2 runs its own symphony
orchestra, choir and concert hall.
Around 35-40% of its music is live,
either produced nationally or through
EBU exchanges.
Apart from classi-
cal music, the sta-
tion has special
programming with
jazz and folk music
programmes taking
up around 20% of
airtime.

The opening up
of the commercial
airwaves in Swe-
den in 1993 and
1994 brought no
immediate private
rival onto the
scene. The first sta-
tions up and run-
ning followed EHR,
hot ACE or gold
formats.

Last summer, however, things
changed quickly. One of Stockholm's
Kinnevik-controlled frequencies
announced it was to launch as Classic
Radio. Promising to play "Beautiful,
popular and comfortable music," the

station's promoters said they intended
to create a Swedish version of the
UK's Classic FM.

However, before the station got on
the air the real Classic FM moved
onto the scene. Stockholm's Storstad-
sradion had hoped to blend sport,
journalism and music, but failed to
gain a satisfactory audience to attract
advertising. The station went bank-
rupt and the frequency was sold to
Classic FM.

Classic FM, already present in Hol-
land, has recently established itself in
Finland with a station in Helsinki.
Scandinavia, with its new markets,
high level of English understanding
and strong tradition of classical music
listening, made it a natural place to

continue the process of
expansion.

When Classic FM's
chairman Sir Peter
Michael visited Stock-
holm, he explained that
the expansion in the
area meant the compa-
ny was "well on the way
to achieving our long-
term aim of developing
a network of quality
classical music radio
stations across Europe."

The announcement
of Classic FM's immi-
nent arrival in Stock-
holm forced Classic
Radio's hand, with the
station launching two
months ahead of sched-

ule to ensure it was on the air first. In
the end the rush proved unnecessary,
with technical problems preventing
Classic FM from launching properly
for several months.

Now, with all three stations on the

air in Stockholm and with Classic
Radio already on a frequency in Swe-
den's second city Gothenburg, listen-
ers are beginning to make choices.
Early figures from RUAB show that in
November last year P2 had 3.2% of
daily listeners in the capital, with a
weekly cume of 19%. Classic Radio
had 1.6% of daily listeners with a
weekly cume of 11%.

With three classical sta-
tions on the air in Stock-
holm and with Classic
Radio already on a fre-
quency in Sweden's sec-
ond city Gothenberg, lis-
teners are beginning to
make choices.

Both stations had nudged up their
listenership from the previous Sep-
tember. Along with Classic FM, whose
arrival on the scene was too late for
the polls to register, the stations have
a strong belief that the potential audi-
ences are much greater.

All three stations believe their
individual musical profile will make
them clearly distinguishable.

There is certainly no doubt that
this is the case with P2. The station's
music chief Goran Rydberg says this
is partly due to his station's public
service mandate, which means it
must concentrate on Swedish music
and performers. "The big difference is
our live music; we commission work
from composers.

Genuine R&B outfit MN8 Is Not A Black Take That
by Robbert Tilli

LONDON - Some call them the black
Take That, others prefer to hail them as
a Bobby Brown tidies four. As always
such clichés are close to the truth. MN8
is indeed another teen band, and the
members are black. And the debut
single I've Got A Little Something For
You-at presstime at number 31 in
M&M's EHR Top 40-is very much like
Mr. Brown's monumental swingbeat
of My Prerogative.

The heavily -muscled quartet
reminds 96.4FM-BRMB/
Birmingham head of music Mark
Sadler of "Boyz II Men before they
made it big with ballads. Among
dozens of similar tunes, the song
itself made a refreshing change the
first time I heard it. With that good
hook and the upbeat, it sounds great
on radio. Although you can't see it on
our medium, their image is good as
well. They made a good impression
when they came to our studio for an
interview."

Every hour at Radio Royaal/
Hamont-Achel (Belgium) three current
singles are played in a menu consisting
mainly of oldies and recurrents. MN8
was an easy pick for head of music Tom
Holland. "They're fine for us, being
melodic and rhythmic at the same time.

It's modern but not too much. In our
format we try to avoid the new stuff
which is too extreme like the Prodigy or
Charlie. Lownoise. There's nothing
wrong with these records, but we don't
see it as something for us. MN8, that's
more like it, that's simply the way it is."

Some songs invoke the weirdest con-
notations. The melody line of MN8's
stomper reminds Joe Panti, DJ at Bay
Radio/St. Julian's in Malta of

something most programmers would
pretend to have forgotten. "It's catchy,
quite commercial, but not exactly
original as something old is coming
back into the sound. For some reason it
makes me think of the old Partridge
Family's '70s hit I Think I Love You.
Whatever it is, there's a certain kind of
instant familiarity about it. That's why

it is currently our most requested
song."

Coming from "hit factory" production
company/management First
Avenue-the home of Eternal and
Dina Carroll-which has licensed it to
Columbia, the great radio acceptance
is almost considered "logical." Not so for
MD Oliver Smallman, who says that
every project takes a lot of preparation.
"From the outside it may look like a

sudden outbreak, but it isn't. The
group came to us two years ago, and
ever since we've been working with
them.

"We linked them up with Eternal
producers Dennis Charles and
Ronnie Wilson, while my partner
Dennis Ingoldsby co -wrote the first
single. They had the time to
gradually develop and get their vocals
and choreography right. To our relief
the band itself brought in an outside
manager in the shape of Ralph
Daley [of Yoshiba management]."
Daley himself isn't surprised at the

instant success. "From my 10 years
experience in promoting bands I can
judge what will sell and what won't.
There's nothing contrived about MN8.
Although there are enough examples of
bands put together by the industry that
do work, I favour bands which don't
need to be told what they have to do but

only have to be advised. That's a major
difference. Class acts from the past like
the Temptations and the Four Tops
were also smart enough to know what
was best for them." 

Are MN8 the next bunch on the
overcrowded teen market? Smallman
refuses to see the band as the black
answer to Take That. "They're so
different-so much harder. To me it's a
genuine R&B band." Currently on tour
with Janet Jackson, it's hard to
contradict Smallman's words. "What a
thrill that tour is, the best piece of luck
one can have."

And that happens on the strength of
only one single, out since January 23
but with sales of 400.000 copies in the
UK alone. Meanwhile at Sony Music
International the release of the debut
album To The Next Level is readied, due
for May 1. The "Janet" tour was
something special falling from the sky
for Columbia UK international
marketing manager Doe Phillips. "We
had already planned a whole promo
campaign and then there was this offer
we couldn't refuse.

"Of course the band had already
caused quite a stir on its own. What
sets them apart from most contenders
is their ability to sing in a live setting,
no matter if it's on stage, TV or just in
the street like they did in Oslo."

Pandora Embodies The "Euro Is Pop" Statement
by Robbert Tilli

grocKamm - One of the most -heard
statements of lately, is that so-called
Euro dance is nothing more than
today's pop music. If that's true, let's
see if the unwritten rules of pop apply
here. It should be song -based and stars
are urgently required to preserve the
genre from anonymity. 2 Unlimited is a
good example of an act being "pop" in
the broadest sense of the word. Swedes
and Finns wouldn't argue if their
darling Pandora was added to the
star-spangled Euro flag. Top 10 in both
countries with the album Tell The
World and the single Don't You Know,
the Swedish blonde is on her way to the
top.

Signed to independent production
company Stockhouse, Pandora is
licensed to Virgin in Sweden and
Finland, and to MCA for the rest of
Europe, so all road blocks to stardom
have faded away. But first things first,
and that's of course local success. Her
1993 debut single Trust Me was one of
the nation's best selling singles of the
year, with sales of 35.000 copies (15.000
beyond the gold mark). The album One
Of A Kind stayed just  under gold
(50.000 copies).

"Marketing her new album Tell The
World has proved to be much easier,"
says Virgin Sweden A&R manager
Hfikan Sundberg. "'Euro techno' or
whatever you like to call it is so big
now, that it's positively pop. Because
the rap part has diminished, her music
has become more poppy. Her image is
instantly recognisable, and has taken

her beyond the techno kids. Accessible
for 'normal' radio listeners now, she's
definitely 'pop'."

Let's face facts, any label would be
stupid not to capitalise on the gifts of
mother nature, Pandora's "classic
Swedish" looks. Photogenic as she is,
she has got both her feet firmly in the
door. "Our idea was that she should
look like a model," says Pandora's
personal manager and MD of repertoire
owner Mats Bokstrom, "Most Euro
artists are all
dressed in heavy
clothes and are
wearing caps which
cover up their whole
face. That doesn't
really help to create
a public face to a
dance project.
Naturally the music
is most important,
but it's a simple fact
that people fall for
something in a nice
package."

Pandora a.k.a.
Anneli Magnusson herself
acknowledges the importance of her
image, but thinks she's more than just
a pretty face. "My musical background
lies in rock, classical music and gospel
among others. I'm not a mindless
frontlady of a dance project, but a
creative force within a team. Sir
Martin, the other producers [Huma &
Peka P.] and I discuss thoroughly the
musical direction to be followed.

"We didn't want to go for the
traditional Euro with a male rapper

and female choruses only. We cut out
most of the raps, because the people are
fed up with it. I sing verses too. We
know dance is not supposed to be 'deep,'
but we. try to write about meaningful
things, in order to create music for the
mind and the body."

Hits in her home market will
surprise nobody, but her unrivalled
superstar status in Finland begs a little
explanation. From the outside it seems
the most Euro-receptive country of

them all. Pandora's
latest single Don't You
Know almost
automatically made it
to the top slot.

We asked the expert,
Pentti Teravainen, who
doubles as Radio
100+/Tampere DJ/
producer . and MD of
Finnish Discopress, the
official compiler of the
"Nokia Eurohit
Parade." He answers,
"That's quite a
phenomenon here

indeed. The craze for pop dance and
later 'Euro,' started somewhere in the
mid -'80s with 'sing back' acts from the
UK like Sinitta and London Boys. Ever
since it has become a tradition. Young
kids dance to techno, whereas rock 'n'
roll has become an adults -only thing.
Recently Pandora toured the Finnish
dance halls across the countryside, and
such shows draw a bigger crowd than
any rock band could ever do."

Hamburger restaurant chain
Carrol's ran a campaign around that

tour. For charity Pandora worked an
afternoon as a waitress behind the
counter in one of the restaurants, after
which all proceeds were donated to the
Helsinki children's clinic.

Finland has stood the test cum
laude, but Germany is the place to
make big bucks with this type of music,
a reality conceded by Bokstrom. It was
the German affiliate which instigated
Pandora's international signing to MCA
in the first place. Recalls Bokstrom,
"Looking for international partners,
eventually we couldn't surpass MCA,
which showed its interest through
[MD/VP for GSA] Heinz Canibol
personally."

MC Germany marketing manager
Frank Stroebele says, "Trust Me is
said to have outsold all Ace Of Base
singles, which was a good sign for us to
take the initiative. In our eyes the title
track of the new album-our pick as a
single-is the best bet for a pan-
European hit."

Tell The World out in the "MCA
territories" from March 6 is undeniably
hit material, boasting a reggae set-up
of Ace Of Base cleverness, while the
singing is ABBA-esque and the rapper
is the finishing Euro touch.

International exploitation will
further benefit from the fact that
Pandora will sing at the opening
ceremony of the world ice hockey
championships in Gothenberg on April
22. Although touring Sweden from
March 17 to May 6, the contracts
guarantee that Pandora may bail out
anytime an international promo
opportunity comes up.

Wonder hasn't
been deaf to the latest developments in
dance as is apparent in the prolific
rhythm tracks (Edge Of Love). Tomor-
row The Robbins Will Sing marks his
first attempt at raggamuffin, while
groovy stomper Cold Chill is said to be
remixed by Prince. Hip but still Stevie.

Because
he's got songs, either self -written or
well-chosen from others. He's never
been a dull 12 -bar blues man, but
this time he rises above and beyond
his call of duty. Repertoire -wise, co-
producer R.S. Field is known as a
typical song -oriented man. Musically
it's more than just "da balooz."
Through the jungle beat on Run, the
world music Mayall made in the
early '80s shines through. The ever-
changing Bluesbreakers play like
being chased by the devil. It seems
that "gruesome" David Grissom
(Joe Ely, John Mellencamp) wrote
the Texan -graced What Passes For
Love with guitarist Buddy Whit-
tington in the back of his mind. A
hell of an R&B feast!

"We don't have the same format or

type of music as the commerial sta-
tions, which are highlighting very sim-
ple classical music, such as Vivaldi and
the like."

Classic Radio's Karin Adolphoson
does not pretend otherwise, explaining
that their intention is to make classi-
cal music popular.

"We play easy classical music, con-
centrating on short pieces, although
between 06.00 we try to include longer
pieces. Some 90% of what we play is
what you would call classic hits."

"If you compared us to Classic FM I
think you would say that they were
nearer P2. We have a lighter format."

The difference of approach between
the two commercial rivals extends to
the presenters or hosts. For Adolphson
a deep knowledge of classic music was
not essential when the station selected
presenters. "Our programme leaders
were reporters, good journalists; they
didn't necessarily know that much
about classical music; they are there to
add a personal touch."

According to Classic FM's Mark
Regan his station has gone in the oppo-
site direction. "The most important
thing with presenters is that they have
a knowledge of their subject."

The station's presenters include
opera singer Birgitta Larsson and clas-
sical music expert Barbro Gunnarsson.
By picking Sten Magnus Petri, a long-
time regular on P2, Regan believes the

station has a voice which people will
recognise as having authority.

Mark Regan says experience in the
UK, Holland and Finland has given
Classic FM the knowledge of how to
format a classical station. This extends

right down to the signatures used
between records which change the
pace of the programme.

"If you have a slow piece of Mahler
and you want to play a fast piece of
Baroque you use one of the Classic FM
idents, which changes pace as it goes
on. You have to constantly think of
things like this.

"We are new, fresh, with shorter
pieces of music. We are more personal,
more intimate."

But can the Classic FM formula
simply be transferred to the Swedish
market? Classic FM's CEO John

Spearman has described classical
music as "the nearest thing there is to
an international language." However,
the stations experience in Holland
(garnering a mere 0.1% market share
in November/December 1994) showed
that there was a limit to the amount of
English langage programming that
could be used even in the English -lan-
guage friendly Netherlands.

Regan says this again emphasizes
how intimate radio is. So far in Swe-
den there has been no attempt to use
UK programming, although the idea is
still being considered.

The three stations also have differ-
ing ideas of who their audience is. At
P2 Goran Rydberg accepts that the
new commercial stations may "Broad-
en the market for classical music," but
sees his programmes as "more for the
expert, or atleast for "people who are
used to classical music."

But what type of people do the com-
mercial stations see their audience as
being? In a radio market which is still
relatively new, detailed audience
breakdowns are hard to find. Classic
FM's John Spearman has talked about
the "Upmarket demographic" appeal of
classical music, yet in Scandinavia
social categories are more difficult to
spot.

"The social definitions we use in
England are not applicable here," says
Regan. "You could say we are aiming
at the people who read quality newspa-
pers, the top 50% in terms of educa-

tion. People who have a good car; peo-
ple who take holidays, who have dis-
posable incomes, people with spending
power, that's what makes it attractive
to advertisers."

Karin Adolphson says that research
carried out by Classic Radio shows
that the majority of listeners to the
station were the "types with nice cars.
But most important to me is that we
attract people who haven't listened to
classical music before, because they
think it is difficult or pretentious. The
audience is 30+, perhaps the type of
person that today listens to the Rolling
Stones."

The stations may stress their differ-
ence, but unless the overall audience
increases massively, it is difficult to
see how all three will find a big enough
slice of the pie. "I can't see there being
room for Classic FM and Classic
Radio," says Karin Adolphson. "It is
my job to see that it is Classic Radio
which survives."

In another part of Stockholm, Clas-
sic FM's Mark Regan is drawing up the
station's first advertising rates card.
He says Classic FM is not expecting
quick results. "You don't go into a mar-
ket thinking there is a pot of gold at
the end of the rainbow."

For Regan the basic formula for the
station's success is the care put into
developing the music format, which is
what attracts a loyal listenership.
"Classic FM becomes part of people's
lives."

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Sony Broadcast Makes Move East
 TECHNOLOGY
It became obvious to Sony Broadcast
And Professional Audio last year that
eastern Europe could no longer be
excluded from its priority list. The num-
ber of stations in this region has begun
to blossom in the last two years and
even the smallest of private stations are
proving ready to make substantial
investments in creating the best radio
possible. Mary Weller reports.

The only way to achieve Sony
Broadcast's goal of becoming eastern
Europe's main audio equipment sup-
plier was to act fast. By the end of
1994, Sony had already opened local
operations in Warsaw, Budapest,
Moscow and Prague. This list is
expected to expand within a year's
time to include the Baltic states.

Sony Broadcast Sales & Market-
ing Support senior manager Robin
Lince believes this move shows the
company's commitment to the mar-
ket. "Before, when a station in
Poland, for example, wanted to order
equipment from Sony, it was forced
to contact someone in Warsaw who
would in turn have to call up the
Vienna office, who would call Eng-
land. This wasn't very practical,
because any problems which arose
took quite a while to be answered.
Now stations can go to a fully -
equipped local company, with a staff
which can offer consulting, service,
an assortment of spare parts and a
complete showroom."

The eastern European market
offers very little competition for the
audio giant, and for a company with
a name as well-known as Sony, the
market is wide open. "We are without
a doubt the biggest equipment sup-
plier in the entire eastern market,
and this isn't by chance," says Lince.
"Everything we offer to stations is
compatable, which means we can
offer an entire solution. And above
all, stations can count on us to con-
sult them on the best combination of
equipment for their particular needs.
We have something to offer for small
and large stations alike."

Hungarian country manager
Zsuzsa Dobranji claims that interna-

tional companies such as ATG and
Soundcraft are proving strong com-
petitors in the market for the audio
industry, but that Sony is still a force
to reckon with. "Having a local office
here in Hungary is really much bet-
ter than the situation we had before,
where we had to work through autho-
rised dealers, which was really diffi-
cult to coordinate."

She adds that the video industry
is still the best market Sony has in
Hungary at the moment because of
current legislation problems. "To this
date we still have no concrete media
law, which means that stations aren't
sure that they're going to have a fre-
quency in a half year. With this in
mind, they're not willing to make
real investments in equipment."

Although several eastern Euro-
pean industries are turning towards
western companies, local pride and
the desire to do business with fellow
countrymen are still factors that
external businesses have to deal
with. Polish country manager T.
Artur Cichowicz claims that Sony
has managed to get around these
problems. "On a local basis, we are
Czech, Polish and Hungarian. Yet
customers still see us as the large
international company which guar-
antees quality and service now and
in the future."

"Ten years ago when Sony Broad-
cast was still seen as a Japanese
company, we had tough competition
with 'local' companies in Europe such
as Philips and Bosch," adds Lince.
"Now, because of our decentralising,
we are no longer Japanese, and cus-
tomers feel much more at home
working with us."

A Step Too Far?
The sudden availability of western
products has created quite an inter-
esting market situation in the more
developed countries in eastern
Europe. In Poland, for example,
Radio Legnica already broadcasts
solely on MiniDisc. Lince says this
isn't an example of Sony taking
advantage of a situation, but the sta-
tion doing so. "This market is quite a
few steps behind the western market,
but at this stage this could be seen as

a positive point for east European
stations. Western stations already
made large investments in equip-
ment some years ago and can't
always afford to start over, while a
new station starting from point zero
might as well do it right the first
time."

He adds that although a station
broadcasting solely on MiniDisc
sounds expensive, the components
are quite affordable. "The problem we
have now is to convince stations that
have been tricked into purchasing
incompatible or too fancy equipment
in the past that they can trust us."

UPDATE
It's undisputable that the Eureka 147
standard is the most approved stan-
dard for Digital Audio Broadcasting,
but could there ever be another stan-
dard to exist along side it?

During the December meeting of
the ITU, Eureka 147 was officially rec-
ommended as the standard the Euro-
pean Broadcasting Union supported,
although a small clause mentioned
that the ITU would be open for new
standards in the future.

This gave a light of hope to USA
Digital Radio project manager Jeff
Andrew, who supports In -Band -On -
Channel, a competitor to the Eureka
147 standard. "This little disclaimer
promised to look at our technology fur-
ther in the future. I admit that we do
not have the proper amount of docu-
mentation at the present time, and
realise that we first have to demon-
strate our system effectively within
Europe."

Even though Andrew concedes
Eureka 147's current victory in
Europe, he says he isn't too concerned.
"It will take a long time to set up a
digital broadcasting system and build
the sights."

But what gives Andrew all this
hope is the possibility that more than
one standard could exist in a particu-
lar market. "If we can find a way to
convince the private broadcasters that
our system is a success, I am sure the

process will go much quicker." He adds
that Eureka 147 and IBOC testing is
currently being planned in San Fran-
cisco. "Then we will be able to see how
they stand up against each other."

EBU press officer Franc Koza-
mernik stresses that the Eureka 147
standard has the full backing of the
EBU. "We would definitely prefer to
have one single standard in order to
avoid fragmentation of the market and
to benefit from low-cost receivers. It is
premature to say that more than one
standard could be justified."

Kozamernik added that there could
be a market for Digital System B, a
dedicated satellite system conceived
by the Voice Of America and JPL, as
this targets a different audience (i.e.
portable rather than mobile receivers).
But he refused to comment extensively
on the IBOC standard because of
insufficient information and a multi-
tude of different system proposals.
"We are recommending Eureka 147
both for terrestrial and for satellite
transmissions. And to date this is the
only system which currently exists
which fully meets the needs of the
European market.

Andrew adds that his company is
currently focusing on the US market,
preparing for a mobile demonstration
at the NAB show in Las Vegas. "Next
fall we plan to set up something in
Europe, but not at this time."

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Sunrise On Finland
Finland's music talents haven't been sleeping

during the longest night-Chris
Marlowe reports on groups like Elastic
Family, Pistepirkko and The 69 Eyes
breaking onto the international scene,
as well as the beautiful, Finnish
Grammy winner 1994, Miisa. Already
established rock guitarist/songwriter
Andy McCoy is debuting with his first
solo album, and his new single Strung
Out is expected to be a radio hit.

Finnish quintet the 69 Eyes have a definite visual image,
strong personalities, and loud guitars. This is why they are
on subsidiary label Gaga Goodies, which MD Kari Hele-
nius explains is designed to bring guitar -orientated rock
and roll to the international marketplace. They've also got a
second album coming out all across Scandinavia called

Savage Garden. It was launched by a five -track EP featuring the album track
Tang, but the music will be speaking for itself. "We are making a video, but
that won't be finished by the album release," explains Helenius. "Sometime in
April there will be a video of the track Mr. Pain, which will be the second sin-
gle for the album."

Clearly the 69 Eyes is not a band which does things the normal way. Their
debut Bump And Grind was released three years ago with less than sensation-
al sales figures, so they took the unusual decision of stepping back and taking
whatever time was necessary to develop their skills. "They were not very
happy with their last album," Helenius admits. "That one sold something like
1.500 and was only released in Finland. That's not that bad, but knowing the
potential of the band I expect much better from Savage Garden."

The revitalised version of the 69 Eyes, who describe their music as "glam
thrash punk", will be unveiled at this year's Popkomm if all goes as expected.
"They will be touring first in Finland and Sweden," Helenius says. "Immedi-
ately thereafter they will be following up the release of the album in other ter-
ritories with a short tour."

Andy McCoy
Label:Megamania
Album: Building On Tradition
Single: Strung Out
Radio Format: Rock

Andy McCoy is already a well-known name in rock music thanks to his for-
mer incarnation as the major songwriter and guitarist in the seminal Hanoi
Rocks. This heritage certainly adds significance to the title of his first solo
album. McCoy has also enlisted Hanoi's original drummer and is again work-
ing with Atte Blom. Blom may now be MD of Megamania, but he was one of
the key people behind that hard rock band's initial rise to stardom. As Build-
ing On Tradition implies, however, this album is no mere rehash of past glo-
ries.

"We are beginning with a maxi -single of Strung Out, I'm Gonna Roll You,
and Unconditional Love," says A&R/promotions manager Anne Koskinen,
"but Strung Out is the best one for the radio! I'm sure it will be in the charts,

so the Finnish Broadcasting Company will probably do the first video, but
the main video is about to go into production." She explains that international
releases will follow just as soon as McCoy's Finnish presence is established.
"We of course have something pending in Japan already, because that is the
main territory for Andy's stuff and it's the most natural way to begin," Koski-
nen adds. "There's already a lot of interest in it. He is the songwriter, and has

been since he started."

Elastic Family
Label: BMG Ariola
Album: This Is It
Single: (pending)
Radio Format: EHR

Timing is one of the most
important factors to get right
when guiding a band's career, as
BMG is keenly aware. "We
have been sending some video
material to other BMG labels,"
says A&R manager Asko
Kallonen, "but that's just so
people will recognise the name
Elastic Family. I don't really see
much international potential for
This Is It. That will come with
their second album, which we're
in the middle of developing for
an autumn release."

There was already a street -
level buzz about Elastic Family
before BMG's involvement due
to their live performances.
"They were playing mainly cov-
ers ranging from the Euryth-
mics to Stevie Wonder, and

people were going crazy," Kallonen recalls. "So what they are trying to do
now is to melt everything together into their own original sound." Some of
this spirit was captured in the Finnish Broadcasting Company video which
won first prize for the band last year.

When Elastic Family's release is ready, BMG shouldn't have any problems
getting press. Singer Veeti has performed in the past wearing nothing but cel-
lophane, incited people in a church to dance in the aisles, and was voted Sexi-
est Male Vocalist in Helsinki's Citylehti magazine. "Veeti is very charismatic,
with a sweet soulful voice. He's handsome too, but he's trying to hide it by
making himself look nasty," according to Kallonen. "And I think he's the best
front person in Finland!"

22-Pistepirkko
Label: PolyGram Finland
Album: Rumble City, LaLa Land
Single: (Just A Little) Bit More
Radio Format: EHR

With this album, 22-Pistepirkko continue the invasion of the international
music scene they began two albums ago. Critics in the various Scandinavian
and European countries where Rumble City, LaLa Land has already been
released consider this to be the Finnish trio's finest album yet. "It has been
very successful here," says product manager Aki Valta, "and we are expect-
ing a gold album soon. Next we are trying to find a release in the UK, because
that's what we need now!"

Rumble City, LaLa Land is getting heavy radio play, initially for the lead

single (Just A Little) Bit More which was supported by a video, but then also
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for several album tracks. A
video is already poised to help
the second single Give Me'
Some Water continue this
trend. Yet 22-Pistepirkko are
considered to be even better
live. "It's not a spectacle of a
show," according to Valta.
"At all of their gigs, their
characteristic atmosphere and
feeling is the main thing."

When asked to describe the
band's music, Valta suggests,
"Maybe it's a mix in a way of
old-fashioned bubble gum hits
with a taste of the Rolling
Stones or Bo Diddley. But it's
more than that too. It's fun and

it's very, very original. Plus, the voice of singer P -K is very special-and a
little bit nasty in a way!" Filially he laughs, "Best of all, they perform as only
the Finns can do."

Winning a Finnish Grammy as Best Newcomer of 1994 is a pretty impressive
way to start a career, and that's exactly what Miisa has done with her debut
Attitude.

in Finland with all of the internation-
al repertoire. But English is the natur-
al choice for this kind of music.
Besides, if you sing in Finnish you
can't really have any success abroad.
And Miisa has all the ools you need
for international
success-the great
voice, the great
looks, the rhythm
and she really
knows how to
dance."

The current sin-
gle in Finland is
Just Loving You.

Nearing the end of the year's
first quarter it looks like the
single winners in the year's
preliminary chart -stakes
belong to Sony, PolyGram and
Zomba. With eight weeks in
the top 5, the Hot 100's cur-
rent number 1 with a bullet,
Ini Kamoze's Here Comes
The Hotstepper, has done
extremely well for Sony. And
with the added "umph" of
Celine Dion's Think Twice
(550 Music) --her biggest Euro-
pean single hit yet --Sony
seems off to a good start.

With two best-selling
albums up their sleeves --
Everybody Else Is Doing It, So
Why Can't We and No Need
To Argue (Island) at this
week's numbers 48 and 2
respectively -it is the Cran-
berries' single release Zom-
bie that can't seem to say
goodbye to the top regions of
the singles chart. With seven
weeks in the top 5 and a total
of 23 chart -weeks, the track
currently equals its previous
peak -position, number 2.

Entering the new year
with number 1 hit Cotton Eye
Joe (Jive), Zomba's price -
horse Rednex seems set to
continue its bid for the top
with follow-up Old Pop In An

Oak. Cotton Eye Joe dropped
from it's perch in issue eight
but has until now refused to
leave the top 10. Meanwhile,
old Pop In An Oak until now
hasn't made it to the charts
top slot, but with seven weeks
in the top 5 its success can't
be denied.

This week the act's debut
album Sex & Violins lands in
the Top 100 Albums at num-
ber 14 and with the single's
expected high UK entry next
week, Zomba might just have
a chance at renewed chart -
topping success.

Charts they are-a-changin'
and a possible top contender
for the year's next quarter is
this week's singles Sales
Breaker Elton John's Believe
(Rocket). Jumping 14 places
to number 18 in its third
week, the single has already
established firm European
crossover success and might
soon have the whole of the
continent believing.

Over in the Top 100
albums, last week's highest
entry Bruce Springsteen's
Greatest Hits (Columbia) does
what is required of rock -nobil-
ity and takes the number 1
slot as well as the week's
albums Sales Breaker award.

Baars names programme
consistency as the main differ-
ence between Eins Live and its
predecessor.

"Long stretches of music
alternate with long stretches of
talk on the present WDR1,"
says Jochen Rausch, head of
music at Eins Live. "All pro-
gramme parts are currently of
random length and do not fol-
low a recognisable pattern."
Ens Live will adhere to a
stricter policy with short pro-
gramme blocks. The speech
content of programmes will rise
slightly to 25-35%. This is
mainly due to the introduction
of more comedy and DJ person-
ality shows.

Eins Live recruits its

playlist from "the music of the
'80s and '90s as well as the cur-
rent charts," says Baars. Music
genres appealing to smaller
groups of aficionados like jazz,
ethno and alternative rock
have been the subject of special
weekly programmes on WDR1,
but will not be represented on
Eins Live. "WDR1's specialist
music programmes were
geared towards sub -factions of
our audience. These sub -fac-
tions were not compatible,"
says Rausch.

WDR1's most popular show,
the "Alan Bangs Countdown,"
recently voted best radio pro-
gramme in Germany by the
readers of monthly music mag-
azine Musikexpress, is also
affected by the format changes.
The show will be renamed and
moved from Saturday evening
to Sunday evening. Further
details of the new Bangs show
are not yet available at the
moment.

Bourges' arrival at the CSA
is expected by many in the
radio industry to bring about
changes in the authority's pol-
icy, particularly regarding the
category system.

Canada's International
Music Week Starts March 20

TORONTO - This year's pro-
gramme for Canadian Music
Week International (CMW)
promises to offer a little some-
thing for everybody, from radio
programme directors to execu-
tives from the European record
industry, according to its
organisers.

This year's event, held in
Toronto from March 20-26, is
expected to come somewhere
close to last year's attendance
figures of 100.000, including
some 60-100 visitors from
Europe.

"Canadian Music Week not
only serves as a showcase to
the world for Canadian talent
but also offers opportunities for
international companies and
artists to access the Canadian
market," says MD Neill Dixon.

He adds that the market is
becoming increasingly impor-
tant for outsiders, as Canadian
record sales have grown 75% in
revenue over the past 10 years
and now account for a Can$500
million turnover each year.

"We will be doing a spot-
light on how Canada does busi-
ness in Europe, and are very
active in trying to promote cul-
tural exchange and business -
to -business networking," he
comments.

The event includes four dis-
tinct components, the concert
festival, the exhibition, an
industry/executive conference
and an awards show, to be
held on the opening night,
honouring radio personalities
and music industry individu-
als.

For programme directors,
CMW will hold an executive
conference entitled "PD Grad
School," with seminars on top-
ics such as identity marketing,
research and radio promo-
tions. Guest speakers include
Benchmark Company CEO
Robert Balon and consultant
Dan O'Day.

Additional executive semi-
nars planned during the week
include a two-day music law
seminar, a music and multi-
media show and celebrity
interviews with, among others,
DJ Wolfman Jack and produc-
er Jerry Wexler (of Ray
Charles, Otis Redding and Bob
Dylan fame).

Some of the Canadian acts
scheduled to appear at the
event include Celine Dion,
Blue Rodeo, Robbie Robertson,
Buffy St. Marie and Colin
James. The concert schedule
also includes a Finnish show-
case, featuring Laika & The
Cosmonauts, the Boots and
the Wanna Bees.

On The Road
Border Breakers commentary by Pieter Kops

Lisa Nilsson

Lisa Nilsson's Ticket To
Heaven (a renlix by Aswad
from the Swedish artist's
same -titled third album)
debuts at number 15 in this
week's Border Breakers
chart. The soulful, 24 -year -
old singer signed to
Stockholm -based Diesel
Records appears on 18 sta-
tions, spread out over seven
non -Scandinavian countries.

Nilsson's current album, which is hailed as
the first sheer soul album to ever have come out
of Sweden, was entirely written by label mate
Mauro Scocco and produced by Johan
Ekelund. The album has sold over 400.000
copies in Scandinavia only: triple platinum in
Sweden and platinum in Denmark; in Sweden it
topped the sales chart for 16 weeks, in Denmark
it charted for more than a year and in Norway it
went top 10. What's more, at the Swedish
Grammies Nilsson won the awards for Best
Female Singer, Best Album and Best Song,
while Scocco took home the Best Songwriting
and Ekelund the Best Production award. The
Danish Grammy awards included both Best
Foreign Female Singer and Best Foreign
Newcomer for the Swedish artist.

On the radio end, however, Nilsson's impact is
now clearly reaching far over the borders of her
Scandinavian core support base. Especially in
Germany and Switzerland, Ticket To Heaven
meets good response, with five stations in each
country reporting the track. Poland (three sta-
tions) and the UK (two) are next in line.
Incidental playlistings in Greece, Russia and
Slovenia complete the list.

The charts on this page track the border -crossing movement of
product. The Border Breakers chart ranks the 25 most successful
Continental European records making airplay impact outside their
country of signing (airplay achieved in the original country is
excluded frOm the calculations).

The second chart, Channel Crossovers, registers the airplay
penetration of UK -signed artists in mainland Europe, while the
third Top 25, the Atlantic Crossover chart, ranks the most suc-
cessful Non -European artists according to airplay impact in
Europe.

All three charts are non -format specific. "Country Of Signing" is
not necessarily an indication of where the artist comes from but,
more significantly, where he/she is signed. An increasing number
of national artists are signed to "foreign" labels and M&M wants
to acknowledge the crossover impact of such deals.
