LEIPZIG - Situated on the old
market in the picturesque
city centre, the 1995 Leipzig
Media Fair included a two-
day Radio Show and special
forums dedicated to the print
media as well as the first
German Television Confer-
ence.

Parallel to the Media Fair
was the Central German
Media Forum.

According to project man-
ager Bernd -Jurgen Martini,
the Media Fair attracted

more than 2.000 visitors.
During the Radio Show,

held on May 30-31, over 70
German and foreign experts
contributed to panels and
workshops on topics ranging
from advertising in central
and eastern Europe to how to
effectively run a radio station
and future trends in techni-
cal planning. Between
events, Polish and Russian
radio professionals held talks
with German stations about
cooperation in the field of
programming.

MILAN - Italy's media land-
scape is set to change follow-
ing the country's public refer-
endum, which should
determine the nature and tim-
ing of new legislation.

However, political commen-
tators say the referendum,
held on Sunday June 11, is
more likely to make sweeping
changes to the way Italian
television is run, and will not
drastically affect radio.

Italians were asked to vote
on 12 issues ranging from the
lifting of restrictions on shop
opening hours, through to the
preventative custody in jail of
mafia suspects.

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Eastern Stations Save
German Radio Ratings

FRANKFURT - Listeners are
continuing to turn away from
public broadcasters in Ger-
many, with the entire radio
industry suffering a loss of
3.8% in its total audience,
according to the latest official
ratings figures.

The annual Medienanalyse
(MA) ratings show German
pubcasters have lost 7% of
their audience over the past
year, while private stations
only booked a 1% increase.

The MA 1995 results con-
tinue to reflect the general
trend of a shrinking radio
audience with a slight
improvement in the private's
share of the market.

The growth of the private
sector is mainly due to the per-
formance of relatively young
stations in the country's east-
ern states. The biggest winner
is private ACE station
Antenne Sachsen/Leipzig,
with a 150% increase to 0.1
million listeners.

Antenne Sachsen changed
its format on November 1 from
ACE to national music and

gold/oldies. An increase in
local news coverage followed
suit.

"We can now see that we
reach exactly the 35-50 demo
we were targeting with the for-
mat change," says station PD
Norbert Seuss. "I am relieved
that Saxony's listeners accept-
ed our new format as quickly
as they did."

Overton Moves To Viva! 963
Bill Overton, currently break-
fast presenter on BBC GLR/
London, will be moving to
Viva! 963, the new talk and
music station aimed at women
which launches in the capital
later this year. His female co -
presenter on the station has
yet to be announced. Other
presenters on the new station
include Diana Luke (also ex-
GLR), PR guru Lynne Franks
and former BBC Radio Scot-
land presenter Annie Webster.
New Name For Wear FM
Following its recent take-over
by York -based Minster Sound,
Sunderland's Wear FM is to be
re -launched as Sun City FM.
The name was chosen in a
local newspaper poll. The sta-
tion is looking for a new pro-
gramme controller following
the departure of Roy Leonard,
and are also recruiting a new
presentation and newsroom
team.

 SPAIN
'Fiery' Host Walks Out
Encarna Sanchez, one of the
stars of news/talk Cadena
COPE, stunned her estimated
857.000 listeners when she
stormed out of the studio on
May 29 with two hours of her
three-hour show left to run.
Station staff played music for
the remaining two hours.
Sanchez, who is reknown for
her fiery character, had com-
plained on the air that her pro-
gramme was to loose a total of
30 minutes to live link -ups
with the Giro D'Italia cycle
race. Peace was declared the
following day when Sanchez
was told her daily 16.00-19.00
show would lose just 10-15
minutes to Giro connections.
RTVE Warns Against More
Changes At Radio 3
Radio Television Espanola's
(RTVE) board of directors has
urged Radio Nacional de
Espana (RNE) not to make
any more programming
changes at specialist music
pubnet Radio 3. RNE plans to
transform Radio 3 into a "cul-
tural" net based on education
and health programmes. At a
June 2 meeting, the RTVE
board voted unanimously to
recommend that RNE keep the
present programming intact.
The vote was an indication
that the board may reject the
plan when it is discussed in
detail, probably in September.
The news precedes two pro-
gramming changes First, the
popular specialist programme

"Discopolis" was dropped with-
out warning, and another
favourite evening programme,
"Diario Pop," was moved to
weekends.

 EUROPE
RFI, SR Sign Cooperation
Agreement
French international broad-
casting service RFI and Ger-
many's Saarlaendischer Rund-
funk (SR) signed a cooperation
agreement at the end of May,
agreeing to exchange journal-
ists and programmes over a
five-year period. Under the
deal, two German journalists
will work at RFI each year
with two RFI reporters work-
ing at Saarlaendischer Rund-
funk for a period of four weeks.
Both radio stations will also be
given the opportunity to broad-
cast programmes prepared by
the other. The agreement is
the first of its kind between the
French international broad-
caster and a German public
radio station.

III HUNGARY

Media Bill Ready For
Parliament's Clearance
The proposed Hungarian
media bill will shortly be put to
parliament, following its
approval by the cabinet in
May. Under the bill, the
National Endowment for Pub-
lic Broadcasting-responsible
to parliament-would oversee
national radio and television.
The body's first task would be
to guarantee freedom of speech
in the press and media, by, for
instance, preventing the for-
mation of monopolies. The bill
would give the green light to
the privatisation of Hungarian
TV's second channel and of
Radio Danubius.

 HOLLAND
Oldies Loose Out To Jazz
Amsterdam -based Euro Jazz
Radio has begun broadcasting
a full 24 -hour programme. In
the past, the station shared its
national cable frequencies with
gold/oldies station Gouwe
Ouwe, with Euro Jazz filling
the evening hours between
19:00-07:00 and Gouwe Ouwe
responsible for the daytime
programming. According to
Euro Jazz MD Hans Krouwels
listener requests and a low
interest among advertisers in
the gold/oldies station brought
about the changes on June 7.
Euro Jazz Radio will also be
the first commercial station to
broadcast live from the North
Sea Jazz Festival, from July
14-16.

LONDON - The Metro Radio
Group, which operates 10 com-
mercial licences in Yorkshire
and the north-east of England,
could be the latest take-over
"victim" of the re -alignment of
UK commercial radio.

A decision by Capital Radio
and Chrysalis Records to sell
their combined shareholding of
37.6% has effectively put Metro
"up for sale," and is likely to
spark intense interest from
some of the UK's biggest radio
operators. Under stock exchange
rules, any company bidding for
the shares would have to launch
a full bid for Metro.

The move follows news that
the government intends to
change cross -media ownership
legislation by 1997. A temporary
measure allows any single com-
pany to increase its number of
local licences from the previous
ceiling of 20 to 35 (Music &
Media, June 10).

Tim Schoonmaker, MD of
EMAP Radio admits that Metro
is one of several stations his
group is looking at following the
government decision.

But European media giant
CLT has dampened speculation
that it is about to make an offer
for Metro. CLT UK MD Travis
Baxter says his company is only
interested in buying stations at
"a reasonable price."

It is thought that Metro
Radio would like a variety of
institutional investors to buy the
Capital/Chrysalis shares, which
would enable the present man-

agement to retain control of the
company.

Explaining his company's
decision to sell its 19.5% share-
holding in Metro, Chrysalis
Group chairman Richard Hunt-
ingford says, "With the success
of our Heart FM licence awards,
we now want to concentrate on
and expand the stations which
we wholly own and manage."

Chrysalis stands to gain
around £16 million (app. US$25
million) from the sale of its Me-
tro shares, while Capital is ex-
pected to pick up about £15 mil-
lion. Industry experts predict
that Capital may use this cash to
make further radio acquisitions.

Meanwhile, Chiltern Radio
has accused the GWR Group of
discriminating against minority
shareholders in the increasingly

bitter battle to wrest control of
the group.

Earlier this month, GWR
made an unsolicited bid of
around £21 million for the
Chiltern Radio Group.

But Chiltern chairman Peter
Burton has called on GWR to
make a cash alternative to
shareholders. "The offer is unac-
ceptable to the board, and has
been designed for the benefit of
Chiltern's largest two sharehold-
ers-the Daily Mail newspaper
and Capital Radio-at the
expense of the other smaller
shareholders who own 47.75% of
Chiltern Radio."

The Daily Mail and Capital
Radio also control 37% of GWR.
Burton says that Chiltern is
talking to "five other interested
organisations".

Faure Steps Down From CSA

PARIS - The French broadcast-
ing authority CSA has
announced that Roland Faure
has opted -to stop holding day-to-
day responsibility for the organi-
sation's radio sector.

Faure helped forge the CSA's
radio policy for
more than six
years and has
been with the
authority since
its creation in
1989. He will
now concentrate
on the imple-
mentation of
new radio tech-
nologies, including Digital Audio
Broadcasting (DAB).

His duties at the CSA will be
transferred to the newly -
appointed Philippe Labarde, a
journalist who was most recent-
ly with the daily Le Monde and

Roland Faure

is a newcomer to the radio
industry.

It is too soon to say if there
will be a change in the CSA's
radio policy, but Faure's fading
influence will be a relief to some
operators, including NRJ, which
fought many of his decisions.

Faure, who will remain one
of the nine members of the CSA,
was a founder of Club DAB in
1991. Thanks to the Club's
efforts, 10 digital programmes

have been tested for about a
year in Paris.

Known for his desire to limit
the development of national net-
works, Faure was the main
architect of the CSA's radio phi-
losophy, summarised in what is
known as "Communiqué 34."

However, in recent years, the
growing stronghold of national
networks in France has caused
increased tension between the
CSA and radio operators.

CD Still Reigns
Supreme In German
Music Market

HAMBURG - Newly -released
year -on -year figures show Ger-
many's music market has wit-
nessed a 3.6% total market
growth during the first quarter
of 1995.

The total num-
ber of deliveries
across all formats
rose from 58.4
million over the
first quarter last
year to 60.5 mil-
lion during the
same 1995 period,
the figures show.

CD singles still prove to be
the backbone of the German
market. With a growth rate of
10.9%, they pushed total single
sales up 8.5% to 11.5 million
units during the 1995 first quar-
ter. The market for long -play
CDs grew by a comparatively
low 5.9% over the same period.

IFPI Germany spokesman

Elmar Kruse says, "The growth
in the long -play CD market is
mainly caused by unusually
good sales of new titles in the
full -price segment."

Back catalogue titles, which
account for the majority of mid -

price sales,
have this year
met with less
demand than in
1994.

MC sales,
meanwhile,
continued to
drop but the
steepness of the
decline has

been reduced from a two -digit
figure to 8.7%.

Kruse points out that vinyl
only accounts for 0.1 million
units sold which is equivalent to
a market share of 0.7%. "Con-
trary to certain trends in other
markets like the US, vinyl has
virtually disappeared from the
German market."

Alarm As Sveriges Radio
Announces Cut -Backs

STOCKHOLM - Plans to cut
more than 100 jobs, reduce
services and close down loca-
tions have been announced by
Sveriges Radio chief Ove Joan -
sons.

The news is part of an
effort by the broadcasting cor-
poration to save around
Skr200 million (apr. US$27
million) over the next three
years.

The proposed savings have
created alarm among employ-
ees and station heads in SR's
network, but still look likely to
be approved at a board meet-
ing in mid -June.

Sveriges Radio has been
forced to make the savings fol-
lowing a tough austerity bud-
get by the country's Social
Democratic government
(Music & Media, January 21).

The heaviest cuts will fall
on the organisation's central

bureaucracy which has been
strongly criticised by indepen-
dent consultants brought in to
study the company's efficiency.

They described the public
service broadcaster as an ill -
run colossus where 121 admin-
istrators-"a whole company
within a company"-could be
eliminated without affecting
SR's basic functioning.

The music -based channels
P2, P3 and P4 will also be
strongly affected by the cuts.
P3, the music and youth chan-
nel, will have to save 13% and

P4 National, with its ACE,
gold and talk format, will have
to save 15%.

SR's network of local sta-
tions, which remain the
nation's most popular, will
have to save 10%.

P3 chief Mats Ukerlund is
hoping that the introduction of
new technology will provide
much of the needed savings.

SR also plans to stop broad-
casting Trg news bulletins-a
service it has used for 70
years.

Instead it will rely on its
own Ekot newsroom to provide
all news output. Ekot itself
must save 9%, signalling cut-
backs in foreign and domestic
coverage.

PolyGram's Cook
Gets Dutch 'OBE'

AMSTERDAM - Queen Beatrix
of the Netherlands has
awarded PolyGram's execu-
tive vice president/CFO Jan
Cook an Officer in the Order

of Orange Nassau, the Dutch
equivalent of an OBE.

The award was handed
over to 56 -year -old Cook on
June 2 by the Dutch ambas-
sador in London on behalf of

the Queen for "services to
Dutch industry."

After working for electron-
ics giant Philips in the south-
ern Dutch city of Eindhoven,
Cook joined PolyGram in
1973 as chief financial officer
of its US operations.

In 1979 he returned to
Europe as divisional con-
troller of PolyGram's music
publishing business, then
based in Hamburg. He
became regional director at
PolyGram International in
1983 and took up his current
post in 1985.

In addition to his financial
duties, he is also currently
responsible for manufactur-
ing and logistics, overseeing
PolyGram's CD plants in the
US, Germany and France, its
cassette plant in the Nether-
lands and its international
supply centre in Germany.

Cook was a key figure in
the flotation of PolyGram
shares on the Amsterdam
and New York stock
exchanges in December 1989.
Since then, the company has
seen its net sales increase by
nearly 110% and net profits
by 122%.

Stockholm's Radio Q Faces Uncertain Future
STOCKHOLM - Radio Q, the
women's radio station in
Stockholm, will be sold in June
unless new backers can be
found for the music and talk
broadcaster, writes Nicholas
George.

The station, which began
broadcasting in November
1993, is targeted at women
over the age of 25 and aims to
create a women's magazine on
the air.

Since it began it has had
more than 2.000 live guests
ranging from politicians to
agony aunts and artists. Pro-
grammes revolve around top-

ics such as relationship prob-
lems, fashion and child care. It
has a 50/50 music/talk ratio
with a soft ACE/gold music
mix.

The service has been
praised for its ambitious pro-
gramming but has failed to
deliver audiences and current-
ly takes only 1% of Stockholm's
daily listeners. It gains much
of its income from programme
sponsorship rather than
through direct advertising.

The station's MD Christina
von Hofsten explains, "So far
commercial radio in Sweden
has been able to attract the

young male audience. We
always knew that it would
take longer to attract older

people and women to a new
station.

"Everybody agrees that talk
radio will be the next growth
area, but  the audience takes
time. Our concept is right but
from the beginning we knew it
would take perhaps three
years to secure listeners."

The station aims to attract
around 5% of daily listeners in
the capital.

Von Hofsten says the need
for new funds is not unexpect-
ed, although she had hoped a
solution to the problem would
have been found before now.
Radio Q has to pay around

Skr2 million (US$270.000) a
year to the Swedish govern-
ment for the use of its frequen-
cy.

The station has kept a fair-
ly low profile, aiming its pro-
motions directly at its target
listeners through direct mail-
ing campaigns linked to cer-
tain programmes.

Another Stockholm station,
the English -language AOR-for-
matted Bandit Radio is also
negotiating new financing
arrangements in cooperation
with its part owner Megapol,
itself part of the Bonnier fami-
ly media empire.
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Los 40 Scores With 'Basic' Marketing Tricks

 PROGRAMMING
It might be a worn-out fad or a
tired MTV import to some. But
to Spain's EHR leader Los 40
Principales and the country's
multinational record labels, the
"Unplugged" live radio session
continues to be a sure fire win-
ner.

The station which has
become known as Spain's
biggest and most powerful hit
radio is now enjoying strong
label attention thanks to some
savvy marketing ploys, includ-
ing an acoustic concert series
which it advertises heavily in
the national press.

"The labels know that they
have in Spanish radio a very
aggressive showcase, whether
it's a local or an international
artist they want to sell," insists
Luis Merino, head of music pro-
gramming at all Cadena SER
stations-Los 40, all -Spanish
Cadena DIAL, ACE/oldies M-80
and Radiole.

But, more specifically, Los
40's nearly three million listen-
ers have been treated to a
handful of world exclusives in
the last couple of years-both
songs and interviews-by the
likes of Bruce Springsteen,
Elton John, and most recently,
Michael Jackson.

Merino stresses that his pol-
icy is primarily to promote
Spanish artists through what
Los 40 calls "Conciertos Basico,"
but labels have lost no time in
using the formula to promote
international stars. Sometimes
Los 40 publishes a numbered
limited -edition CD of the ses-
sion which go to lucky fans, and
then the labels launch the same
CD as a new album. More than
once, this formula has resulted
in a number one single or
album.

Bon Jovi Starts
The Trend
The phenomenon started in
November 1992 with Bon Jovi,
says Merino. "Our original idea
was to showcase only local tal-
ent through the Conciertos
Basico, but Jose Luis Garcia
Ramos, the then marketing
head at Phonogram (now Mer-
cury), thought that Bon Jovi
would be ideal for an
unplugged."

Following heavy promotion,
a 1.000 -pressing release of
three tracks from the concert
(including Bed Of Roses) was
offered to listeners who wrote
in. The results astounded
everybody. Some 250.000 let-
ters flooded in. Mercury then
decided to release the session as
a CD and sold more than
250.000 units.

Bon Jovi's latest album,
Crossroad/The Best Of, had
completed 32 weeks in the
album charts in May this year,
with sales approaching 400.000.
Would that have happened
without the November 1992 Los
40 Unplugged?

Domestic Acts
Receive A Boost
The first domestic success using
the Concierto Basico formula
was with the group Revolver,

whose session was broadcast
live on April 2 1993. "Revolver
were practically unknown and
had never sold more than
15.000 records, so it was a big
risk," remembers Merino. "But
Warner MD Into Zabala was
very keen on the idea, and I
agreed."

The result, recalls Warner
radio promotion head Esteban
Calle, is to be seen in the
200.000 copies of Revolver's
Concierto Basico album. "The
knock -on effect is still influenc-
ing their latest album, Eldora-
do. The message clearly reached
the public that this was to be
one of the major bands of the
'90s."

Since then many Spanish
acts see the Los 40 acoustic con-
certs as a way of revitalising
their careers in a different way,
says Merino.

The Concierto Basico is a
household name in the Spanish
offices of the multinationals,
says Merino, and the promo-
tional value they have is now
highly regarded. "From Madrid
they tell their headquarters
that Los 40 not only hai an
audience of three million, but
that it will promote the concert
with full -page ads in the Span-
ish press. This promotion is
free, as Los 40 pays for the ads,
not the labels."

At a conservative estimate,
Merino calculates that the
advertising is worth millions of
pesetas, while a Concierto Basi-
co, which usually includes
advertising and an interview,
can amount to album sales of as
much as 300.000.

"Los 40 is a sales motor and
the labels know it. They some -

times pull out all the stops to
get their artist on the net," says
Merino. US country star Garth
Brooks gave his only radio show
ever on Los 40 in September
1994. "Brooks was delighted
because Spain was the first
country where he had seen his
work on vinyl."

Cuban -born singer Jon Seca-
da gave his first live radio per-
formance on Los 40 in January
1995, while other international
stars to join the series include
Sheryl Crow (May 1995), Bruce
Springsteen (recorded in New
York, April 1995), the Black
Crowes and Slash (both Febru-
ary 1995), the Cranberries (Jan-
uary 1995), Aerosmith (June
1994), Texas (May 1994),
Counting Crows (April 1994),
Willy de Ville (February 1994),
Paul Young, 4 Non Blondes
(both November 1993), Iggy Pop
(September 1993) Terence
Trent D'Arby, Chris Isaak,
Duran Duran and Charles and
Eddie (all March 1993) and Def
Leppard (January 1993).

Elton Agrees To
Single Preview
But Unplugged is not the only
formula used by Los 40.
Through a deal with Mercury
Elton John gave the net a
worldwide exclusive preview of
his single I Believe and a one-
off interview. The track immedi-
ately went to the top of the Los
40 single charts, and the album
Made In England reached num-
ber three.

And there will be more to
come, says Mercury marketing
head Avelino Esparza. "Elton is
playing a one-off Spain concert
in the city of Pamplona on July
4, just as the city's famous bull-
fight street -running week
starts.

As far as world exclusives

are concerned says Esparza,
they may be "exclusive" by a
question of just hours. "But the
important thing is that the DJs
on the network gear up the
atmosphere for a whole week
beforehand. Along with TV and
press ads this ensures increased
interest and sales."

Jackson Interview
In just such a case of warming
up the audience, on May 18, the
leading Spanish newspapers
carried full -page ads announc-
ing "The night of Michael Jack-
son." The text read, "This pro-
gramme has cost^ us exactly
three years, five months, three
weeks and seven days to make.

"It's not enough just to
sound good. You have
to raise passions."
Luis Merino.

Do you think you can miss it?"
The four-hour programme
began at 22.00 that evening and
included exclusive renderings of
the double -A side single Scream
and Childhood.

"Beingable to hear Jackson's
new single before anybody else
has a dynamic effect on the pub-
lic," says Merino. "It's the sur-
prise factor of listening to some-
thing you want to hear and

feeling privileged at being the
first, as was the case with
Springsteen's Murder Incorpo-
rated. That had a real chain
effect. In a market as weak as
Spain's the record sold 50.000 in
the first week without any mar-
keting other than the press ads
we ran to announce the pro-
gramme."

In the case of Springsteen,
Sony Spain did its best to con-
vince Sony in the US of the
value of an exclusive Los 40 con-
cert, and the headquarters were
so sold on the idea they offered
a 45 -minute interview. As far as
securing the deal for Los 40,
says Merino, "It was a question
of convincing Springsteen from
our side of the Atlantic of the
benefits of doing an exclusive
concert with a network which
supports his product and which
has a track record in this type of
promotion."

But, while it basks in the
publicity of world exclusives,
Los 40 does its best to galva-
nize interest for new acts. In
particular, programme changes
made in the last year have been
geared to breaking new acts
outside the daytime playlists,
generally from 22;00-08;00 at
weekends. If they catch on they
later move into the daytime
playlist. Says Merino, "It's not
enough just to sound good. You
have to raise passions."

Award Radio Prize was presented to
Antenne Sachsen and Radio Brocken
for "outstanding radio achievements
promoting the integration of eastern
and western Germany," under the
patronage of minister president Kurt
Biedenkopf of the Free State of Saxony.

During afternoon excursions to
Radio PSR/Leipzig, Radio Data System
(RDS) was showcased to Fair visitors.
Radio PSR is the first station to broad-
cast regular programmes carrying new
services by RDS. RDS transmits large
amounts of additional data without dis-
turbing regular programmes. Tech-
notrend of Erfurt unveiled a device
enabling PCs to receive radio broad-
casts by means of a so-called "audio
surfboard" and aerial, used to display
visual information on PC screens.

On May 31, one of the special events
was the inauguration of Germany's
first licensed university radio station,
Mephisto 97.6. Financed by the Univer-
sity of Leipzig and private sponsors,
this independent station targeting the
25-45 age group aims at providing the
Leipzig region with commercial -free
programming of a very eclectic selec-
tion of musical genres, political discus-
sion, news, sport, scientific and cultural
programmes at a ratio of 60:40%
talk/music.

Feedback
Impressed by the enthusiasm of Fair
attenders, John Davies of the US
National Association of Broadcasters
(NAB), which organised several work-
shops, was also excited by, "the devel-
opment of the Radio Data System
(RDS), which is further ahead here
than in the US. NAB has a great deal
of interest in working with radio organ-
isations in Europe, and we intend to
continue developing our role providing
and exchanging expertise in the broad-
casting field. We will be glad to partici-
pate in future Leipzig shows if we are
invited."

National broadcaster Polskie Radio
1 sales director/PR Robert Lidke hopes
that next year's fair will be more "corn-

mercially oriented." He is interested in
acquiring syndicated programmes,
meeting with more advertising repre-
sentatives, and exchanging ideas about

solutions to
technical prob-
lems relative to
running a radio
station. Lidke
hopes that next
year will provide
more opportuni-
ty for pro-
gramme ex-
change, and
"doing more bus-
iness!" He was
also disappoint-
ed at not being
able to attend
some sessions
because of lack
of interpreting.

Voicing frus-
tration at the
simultaneous

staging of the Media Fair and German
Media Forum at three separate loca-

tions in downtown
Leipzig, Deutsche
Telekom's head of
marketing for broad-
casting, Hans -Georg
Isenmann said, "I am
afraid a lot of people
missed some events,
and may have been
confused by the dif-
ferent locations." He
finds it of essential
importance that the
fair take place at one
location, and looks
forward to next
year's fair at the new
exhibition grounds.

Answering this
need, next year the
Media Show, includ-
ing the German Media Forum, will be
located at the brand-new exhibition
grounds from June 3-5. There will be
more space for the technical exhibition,
which included 46 exhibitors from six
countries this year. According to
Leipzig Fair director of press and pub -

lic relations Rudolf Huber, the new
venue "will provide more space and
better technical facilities (glass fiber
optics, permanent facilities for simul-
taneous interpreting) to attract larger
country and company presentations."

Leipzig Radio Panel Highlights
While non -German speaking partici-
pants may have been somewhat disap-
pointed at not being able to attend. all
the panels they had hoped to (as only
international panels were provided with
simultaneous interpreting), there was
still an ample selection to chose from.

Although many discussions were
conducted on a very serious tone, others
provided the audience with more than
one occasion for a chuckle. Roger Daw-
son, of Roger Dawson Production Inc.,
let the audience in on some of his
Secrets Of Sales Success in a humorous
and down-to-earth manner.

Some of his tips were very familiar,
because we unconsciously use them
daily, but we are usually unaware that
we are doing so. For example, "Flinch in
response to any proposal from the other
side." They may have purposely made
an outrageous proposal to see what your
reaction would be. If you don't react
strongly enough, they will keep pushing
to see how far they can get you. Another
tip was to let the seller explain his offer
in detail, and at the end say, "I'm sorry,
but you'll have to do better than that."
Then keep absolutely quiet and wait for
their response. This last is called "the
silent close" in sales lingo. Also, always
have a vague "higher authority" you
have to deal with. "I'll take your propos-
al to my people and see what I can do
for you."

Jason Kane, senior vice president of
Seattle -based The Research Group, and
co -presenter of a workshop on "Success-
ful Programming," said that the current
trend is to focus increasingly on target-
ting the audience for greater selling
potential. "The problem is to create new
formats which can target very specific
segments of the listener market.
Advances in technology are creating

greater potential for choice, and increas-
ing the ability to sell." Personal contact
with the public can also be increased.
He cited Internet and the World -Wide
Web (WWW), which are already being
used extensively in the US to give lis-
teners (and TV viewers) the opportunity
to interact with media personalities.

The benefits radio can reap from
Internet and WWW were extolled dur-
ing "Radio And Response," one of sever-
al well -attended NAB -organised work-
shops. Rick Ducey, senior vice president
NAB Research & Information Group,
mentioned how listeners can interact
with radio personali-
ties, and send e-mail
to stations with their
comments and/or
criticism. Stations
can, in turn, inform
their listeners about
programming, charts,
and product informa-
tion. Ducey men-
tioned WDR, which
has a service on
WWW through
which listeners can
not only get informa-
tion about pro-
grammes, past, cur-
rent and future, but,
"if you missed a programme, you can
find it on WWW, download it, and play
it back whenever you want to listen to
it."

Just being developed in the US,
"Radio Web" is "like a shopping mall-
you can visit all the different stations on
WWW to see what their 'home page'
looks like, and to find out more you
point to a graphic, click on it, and jump
to another page." Ducey calls WWW
"the great equaliser," because at little

cost both low -budget and high -budget
stations can create similar images.

Another panel member at Radio And
Response was director of Multimedia
Matra Hachette, Europe Developpe-
ment, Joel Poix, who pointed out how
Radio Data System (RDS) can provide
real-time services (like traffic informa-
tion). Europe Developpement provided
Internet services during the May
Cannes Film Festival, during which
more than 100.000 connections were
made.

Horst Muller, director of WDR/
Cologne, expressed the fear that, "with

all the technological
advances and inter-
active data mainte-
nance, there is a
danger of losing the
'communicating'
function of radio."
Ducey's repartee-
"It's partly a ques-
tion of defence, part-
ly offence. Offence,
because stations
which take advan-
tage of on-line ser-
vices, RDS, etc., will
be conquering a
greater percentage of
the marketshare.

Defence, because if they don't, someone
else will."

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Youngster Kiss 909 FM Rises To The 18-25 Demo
by Julia Sullivan

 PROGRAMMING
Entering late into a commercial
broadcasting market can have dis-
tinct advantages. The chance to
learn from other peoples' mis-
takes, for example, and to exam-
ine the competition closely.
Although EHR station Kiss 909
FM/Athens programme director
Michael Tsaoussopoulos doesn't
like to pay too much attention to
his rivals, he has been responsi-
ble for setting up an EHR station
five years after the competition,
and in two years has seen it rise
to become the number one station
in the 18-25 age group.

"Maybe we were a bit slow
moving into the market," says
Tsaoussopoulos about the sta-
tion's late start. "But we have
done well. The only difficulty has
been that we have done in two
years what the other stations
have done in seven. Mind you, we
have invested big money to cover
that difference-in buying the
best transmitters, antennas, stu-
dios, and employing 15 good DJs.
We have also run intensive pro
motion and advertising cam-
paigns in magazines, newspapers
and TV."

The station's nearest competi-
tor was for a long time Klik FM,
says Tsaoussopoulos, "but they
changed their format from 18-25
to the over -25 target group last
year." Meanwhile, Jeronimo
Groovy dominates the 12-17
demographic, playing dance and
techno, "but they are almost at the
bottom of the commercial spend."

Tsaoussopoulos keeps his sites
firmly on his own station. "I don't
programme with our competitors in
mind. Our job is to make our own
product the best it can be in terms of
jingles, promotions and the music
staff we employ."

Kiss 909 FM has a fast, punchy

style helped by jingles from US -
based Who Did That Music, and
with just the right amount of glitz to
attract the socialising youth of
Athens. A busy schedule of concerts
and a daily celebrity interview sup-
plied by Westwood One programme
suppliers set the tone of the station.
"Every day we have a different

three -minute interview from some
star talking about themselves, their
music and their life, and we repeat
this three times a day. So far we
have had Mick Jagger, Keith
Richards, Tina Turner and Bjork."

And that is not all. "We promote

and programme regular live con-
certs ourselves, and we are a radio
affiliate of MTV, which gives us
access to MTV News four times a
day, a big interview of the month
and their unplugged sessions."

A four -minute Athens -by -night
bulletin informs the city's clubbers
and socialites about the night life
every evening. "Although we are
available throughout Greece,
Athens and Thessaloniki are the
biggest cities, and people like to
know what is going on there in the
evenings."

The station's social and musical
agenda has contributed to put the
station in third place in the overall
market behind Jeronimo and Klik
with a share of 5.1%. Meanwhile, it
is now number one in the 18-25
demo with 14.4% of the market, and
number two in the 25-34 demo with
4.9%.

The arrival of a new female TV
personality in the 07.00-10.00 slot is
hoped to raise the appeal of the sta-
tion to older listeners. "She is well-
known, clever and a great communi-
cator," says Tsaoussopoulos. "She
should bring an element of sophisti-
cation to the station."

A balanced but adventurous
playlist has helped too. "We try to
come first with some songs, but that

is not always possible.
Mike & The Mechanics'
Over My Shoulder was
one record we took an
early gamble on. We
played it over a month
ago, and now it is being

played all around
Europe, and is quite a
hit in Athens."

And the process of
finding hits involves
not only looking at the
US and UK charts,
sifting through product from the
record companies, but also forking
out themselves. "We still buy a lot
of records with the hope of finding
a hit ourselves," says Tsaossopou-
los. "You can't always pick a win-
ner, but we hope to create five to
six hits per year."

The station adds some five
songs per week, and uses a 100 -
title A playlist and a 30 -title B
playlist. "Above that we have one
powerplay per week, which
receives eight plays per day, and
18 hot current songs which are
played 5 times per day. There is
also an oldies playlist, with a repe-
tition rate of 15 days for each
song."

The station's key staff have all
had considerable experience in
other stations, including Tsaous-
sopoulis, who was DJ and later PD
at EHR-formatted Antena 97.1,
the first commercial station to
start in Athens seven years ago,
and head of promotion Isaac
Coutiyel who was formerly pro-
gramme director at Pop FM.

However, since launching  his
own station, Tsaossopoulos acknowl-
edges that he has changed his ideas

about DJ freedom. "When I was DJ
at 97.1, I never wanted playlists,
and always preferred to put togeth-
er my own music programming. But
if we had that here I now realise
that the programming balance could
very easily be lost.

"For example, if we chose a pow-
erplay for the week and left it to the
DJs on duty, who is to say that it
wouldn't be played 20 times a day
instead of eight?"

Hence the decision from the
beginning to work with music sched-
uling equipment. "We have used
Selector since we started, and we
are now also working with On -Air's
Music Master to test out what we
can do with it.

"They are both very good, but I
can't be 100% satisfied with auto-
mated scheduling systems as you
can never respond to the feel of the
day, or to what your listeners are
doing at certain moments in the
day. The best you can do is to
preschedule up -beat music at cer-
tain points of the day and slow
music at other times. In any case a
DJ rounds everything off into a
whole."

Michael Jackson's Present HIStory Begins Here

"Okay, skip disc one-we already know
his 'Greatest Hits'-and move on to the
next one!" That was the mood
European radio and media executives
were in at the official listening sessions
Sony Music organised for Michael
Jackson's new HIStory-Past, Present
And Future Book 1 double album, out
on June 16. Music & Media attended
one of those secret congregations. What
follows is an extended review of disc
two-containing the 15 new tracks
-divided into three chapters, namely
Swingbeat/Heavy R&B, The Pop Songs,
and The Ballads, a distinction to be
made analogous to Dangerous,
Jackson's last album from 1991.

Chapter I:
Swingbeat/Heavy R&B
The single Scream, the duet with sister
Janet on heavy industrial noise, is the
first swingbeat-inspired piece of music
that reached our ears. What else was to
be expected with Jimmy Jam and
Terry Lewis twiddling the knobs?

Other tracks based on heavy rhythm
include the Dallas Austin -produced
This Time Around-which features a
rap by the Notorious B.I.G, who fully
lives up to his name-and Tabloid
Junkie, a "typical" album track con-
taining Jackson's rebuttal to persistent
rumours. The track gets more depth
thanks to the cleverly incorporated

news snippets in the intro.
Lyrically Jackson shows his
courage by tackling the delicate
subject of Money, backed by Chic's
Nile Rogers on guitar. His most
restrained vocals on this track
contrast sharply with the-again
-industrial setting. A radio track
by nature.

On 2 Bad Orlando Magic
basket ball star player Shaquille
O'Neal contributes with a rap as
razor sharp as his on field scoring
ability. Dance stations, this one's
for you.

Chapter II:
The Pop Songs
After his cameo appearance on
Black Or White, the lead-off single
from Dangerous, Guns N' Roses'
chief gun slinger Axl Rose is once
more invited to the party. His
guitar is heard, on the two funky pop
tracks They' Don't Care About Us and
D.S.. On the first, Jackson sighs
sensually, while the Andrea Crouch
Choir provides harmonies.
A little unnecessary is the quite literal
Beatles cover Come Together, which
has been displayed before as a flipside
to Remember The Time, one of the
singles off Dangerous. In the same vein
is the title track, on which Jackson gets
vocal support from Boyz II Men.
By far the best pop track is Stranger In
Moscow with Toto as backing band,

recorded while drummer Jeff Pocaro
was still alive. It's the closest as a song
can get to a ballad without really being
one.

Chapter III:
The Ballads
Hearing the ballads, it's easy to wonder
why Jackson has never cut an album
entirely dedicated to soft songs. Barbra
Streisand comes to mind more than
once, especially on the orchestral Little
Susie which deals with child abuse. It is

a track like Childhood, the
double A -side to Scream,
and also included on the
Free Willy 2 soundtrack.

Jackson must have
drawn a lot of inspiration
from films, as another
candy -coated ballad Smile
is meant to be a tribute to
Charlie Chaplin. These
songs might be too sweet
for the EHR format, but
they seem tailor-made for
ACE programmes.

More EHR-worthy are
You Are Not Alone, written
by the "King of Swingbeat"
himself, R. Kelly. With an
undisputable romantic
atmosphere, it is a tear-
jerker without the imme-
diate '40s/'50s silver
screen connotations like
the other ballads. It

sounds like the ideal Christmas single
for all radio formats.

If you're looking for the epic ballad
on the entire album-including disc
one-Earth Song, on a silky synth
carpet, is the one. The recurrent line
"what about us" is a giant hook for
radio. An astronomically big future hit
is waiting to be unleashed.

All in all, attendants at the listening
sessions were left with the final
impression that Sony's plan to release
nine singles off HIStory won't be a
Herculean task.

Spirited Zucchero Lets Radio Drink From His Wine

MILAN - Italy's best known bluesman
Zucchero-"Sugar"-Forniciari is back
with Spirito DiVino, his first album since
1992's Miserere. It is a much happier,
sunny, self -celebratory and simple album
than its predecessor.

"In retrospect Miserere was probably a
little overproduced," recollects
PolyGram Italy international exploita-
tion manager Roberto Arcadu.
Zucchero himself acknowledged to the
Italian press that he was in a reflective
mood when he recorded his last album,
but said he has now returned to his blues
roots. "I asked myself the
difficult questions, but once
you have understood that the
meaning of life is life itself, it's
like being reborn," commented
Forniciari.

Zucchero is not about to
join a born -again -religious
group, however; his brand of
rocking blues remains stead-
fastly rooted in the realm of
the profane, as indicated by
the first Italian promotional release
Voodoo Voodoo, a love song which is a
classic Zucchero rocker.

The album title Spirito DiVino is a
play on words emphasising on Zucchero's
mix of religious symbols with the secular.
Meaning Divine Spirit, the capitalised
Italian spelling of Divine transforms the
title into Spirit Of Wine.

Voodoo Voodoo will be followed up

after a few weeks in Italy by Papa Perche
("Daddy Why?"), which is the current
Europe -wide single release. Polydor
Italy MD Adrian Berwick explains
why the Italians got a different
promotional single before the official
single release. "That choice was made on
the basis of providing his domestic fans
with Zucchero's familiar stomping rock
sound before introducing the rock ballad
Papa Perche which features axe legend
Jeff Beck on guitar," Berwick states.

Carlo Mancini, music director at
Radio Dimensione Suono/Rome
agrees with Polydor's two-tier decision for
the local market. "Voodoo Voodoo went

onto immediate heavy
rotation, and we are sticking
with it for the time being," he
says, an accolade only
awarded to the strongest new
releases as EHR-formatted
RDS normally waits for a song
to chart before it gets
playlisted.

"Papa Perche is slightly
less convincing as a single,"
Mancini adds, "however, the

album is great, especially the ballads in
the same vein as his classic hit Senza
Una Donna. There are at least three
strong singles on this album, which will
help sales longevity. I can see it easily
reaching one million sales domestically."

PolyGram's Arcadu confirms that a
single release schedule has been planned
through until Christmas, when the
album's bonus track Alleluja is planned

to become a seasonal hit. In the
meantime Zucchero and PolyGram will
be busy promoting the album on a
staggered worldwide release schedule.

"Following the European release of
the Italian version of the album at the
end of May, Zucchero will record a
Spanish version at the end of July for
release in the Hispanic markets in
September or October, whilst a US
release around the same time will include
some songs recorded in English and a few
of Zucchero's older pieces," says Arcadu.

Meanwhile the artist is currently
travelling throughout mainland Europe
to promote his album. "It has been
received enthusiastically by most
European broadcasters, although
Scandinavia remains resistant. But if
MTV Europe picks up on the imminent
video release we should crack that
territory as well," expects Arcadu.

French generalist network Europe 1
recorded a live concert with Zucchero and
airplay has been encouraging in
Switzerland, Germany, Belgium and
Norway. In Italy the album shot to
number one in its first week of release,
with PolyGram reporting initial
shipments of 300.000 copies in Italy
alone.

Promotional plans for the album in
addition to the present European TV,
radio and press tour include summer
festival concerts in Germany,
Switzerland, France, Holland and
eastern Europe. A natural vehicle for
Zucchero who last year impressed the

crowds at Woodstock's 25th anniversary
concerts at Saugerties. A European club
tour in September will be followed by a
full-scale Italian tour with the possibility
of a larger -scale European tour in
October, while the end of the year is being
reserved for US promotion.

The potential for Zucchero to
consolidate his international success is
underlined by his management contract
with Miles Copeland and the
impressive list of guests on his new
album. In addition to the Jeff Beck
collaboration, Italian stars like rapper
Jovanotti and singer/songwriter
Francesco De Gregori co -wrote two
songs (Alleluja and Pane E Sale
respectively). Clarence Clemmons,
saxophonist with Springsteen's E -Street
Band, guests alongside backing vocalists
Sheila E and Katie Kissoon, with the
New Orleans Gospel Choir and the
Memphis Horns supplementing
Zucchero's authentic sound.

While Zucchero has proved that he
can work up a stadium crowd into a
frenzy with his exciting live set, the new
album underlines his talent as a
songwriter. The rockers are less
derivative than previous efforts which
were reminiscent of late '60s/early '70s
blues rock legends such as Ten Years
After, Creedence Clearwater Revival,
Canned Heat, Blood, Sweat & Tears and
Joe Cocker. The ballads are outstanding,
especially Senza Rimorso ("Without
Remorse"), Cosi Celeste ("Heavenly Like
This") and // Volo ("The Flight").
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Youngsters Shake
"There's nothing shaking but the leaves on the
trees." That's not only the title of an old Willie
Dixon penned blues song, but also the consensus
among blues sceptics.... And then there were the new
high-energy blues bands and the hip hop -induced
hybrids. Who says there's nothing going on?

A
MERICA'S "Brit -
shaped mods" the
Loved Ones and Eng-
land's Americanised
the Hoax have toured

Europe in a battle of the bands -like
setting, leaving behind a trail of
burning venues. At the other end of
the musical scale the loose inter-
preters of the blues have emerged.
The revamped '20s blues label
Okeh couldn't give a better blood
transfusion to the genre than by the
rap -influenced G Love & Special
Sauce. And in London Little Axe
is shaking some action with an
avant garde advance, including
loops and samples. Is the blues
patient recovering after a long
coma? Well, not everybody thinks
SO.

Alexander & Keith Dunn (Tramp)

For some people "da blooz" is
their life. Provogue promotions
manager Hans Broere is one of
these. Apart from his daily job, he
is involved in programming a
blues show on Stadsradio Rot-
terdam every Sunday night. He
sure isn't a blues pessimist. Call
him a dyed-in-the-wool tradition-

alist, but he doesn't close his eyes
to the latest developments in his
favourite music. Broere names
Okeh acts G Love & Special
Sauce, Keb'Mo' and Popa Chub-
by as the hot newcomers.

"You can't ignore them really.
They break the predictability in
our programme," Broere analyses.
"Other great newcomers, who
seriously add fresh new blood,
include upstarts like the Radio
Kings on the tiny Icehouse label
and beatniks the Loved Ones on
Hightone. They're what the
Stones were in their early days.
More strictly blues-but very
young-are 'Stevie Ray Vaughan
clones' the Hoax and Sunset
Heights [Viceroy]-or a little
older, harmonica man Guy
Forsyth [Antone's] and new
Fabulous Thunderbirds gui-

tarist Kid Ramos. I
wouldn't like to skip
Alexander either, who's
now based in Amsterdam,
and who got himself a
deal with local blues label
Tramp. Although in his
early 40s too, Texan gui-
tarist Junior Medlow,
has just got his first solo
album out, Thrill For
Thrill [Lizard Discs]-
it's a killer."

How Okay Is Okeh?
Okay, the territory has
been marked. If you want
to programme the hippest
stuff, you go for Okeh
material. G Love's hip hop
blues amalgam-a modern
variant on talkin' blues-is
the talk of the blues town.
The latest addition to the
historical blues label is Lit-
tle Axe, which is signed to
London -based Wired Re-
cordings for the rest of the
world.

The album The Wolf
That House Built stretch-
es the borders of the blues

genre immensely. It is blues with-
in a dance framework; your faith
in avant-garde is restored. Master
"eclecticus" New Yorker Skip
McDonald uses all his musical
expertise to show us the link
between a variety of black music
styles with its "mother," the blues.
The multi -instrumentalist has

seen and done it all. In the pio-
neering days of hip hop he was
present as a member of the Sugar
Hill House Band. Later he
shared the frontline with remixer-
avant-la-lettre and dub expert
Adrian Sherwood's On -U
Sound system and Tackhead.
With the help of his longtime col-
laborators Doug Wimbish and
Keith Leblanc he now toys with
Howlin' Wolf and gospel samples
in a dub context.

Traditionalists despise all
these innovations, but for Wired
A&R manager Jack Stevens it
was the reason he signed Little
Axe in the first place. "When I lis-
tened to their music, it hit a nerve
with me immediately." he casts
back. "There might be no obvious
singles on it, but it's a high class
piece of music. It just asked to be
released. My feeling about the
blues is quite simple. If you go
back to Howlin' Wolf or Leadbelly,
they had a vast influence on mod-
ern music. Somewhere down the
road the purists came in, who
blocked that development. Where-
as these people use a time lock,
Skip [McDonald] putS it in the
modern time. Blues has to go
through transitions as much as
anything else. If you don't do that,
you're only talking about history.

"Little Axe's and G Love's mod-
ernisation provides access to the
archives of the blues in a similar
way as teenagers in the '60s dis-
covered the blues through Stones
records."

Young But Traditional
Legendary (rhythm 'n') blues pro-
ducer Mike Vernon, who set up his
own Code Blue label for East
West last year, is not exactly into
these novelties. "For me it's got no

value whatsoever. Lit-
tle Axe was offered to
me, but I can't see
who's going to buy it.
My brief is to sell
records worldwide."

Vernon sees a
future for the blues.
"But it has to be
based on live acts,
not studio concepts,"
he explains. "These
so-called avant gar-
dists have got noth-
ing to do with the
blues. I'm constantly
looking for new acts,
but I've found noth-
ing since the Hoax. I
worry quite genuine-
ly what will be the
situation in the blues
in 10, or even five
years time.

"By that time all
the black blues

greats will be either dead or
unable to play. The traditional
form of the music as we under-
stand it will be gone. What I'm
looking for isn't people fiddling
with loops. For me that's bullshit
They may think it's blues, but it
isn't. Maybe I'm a protectionist,
but G Love and Little Axe are
operative outside my parameters.
I know what I'm looking for when
I hear it. I have to think it's spe-
cial, even if nobody else does."

A year ago Vernon announced
that he was eager to sign up
young black blues bands and give
them studio time to further devel-
op their act. Now he repdrts that
the results are "zero. I'm not disil-
lusioned, but I'm certainly disap-
pointed that I can't find anything.
It's either rap, metal or just aver-
age. New concepts that appeal to
me should also have fresh lyrical
ideas. I'm not particularly fond of
what Michael Hill's Blues Mob
[Alligator] does musically, but I
can see what they mean with
their ['Bronx blues] poetry. But
maybe I'm expecting something
that will never happen. We're on
the verge of accepting the fact
that blues in its original state
doesn't exist anymore."

Telling Stories And
The Truth
A man who does know a thing or
two about traditional blues is the
above -mentioned "American -in -
Amsterdam" Alexander, who has
played with the late great Louis
Myers and who has been a member
of Rod Piazza's Mighty Flyers.
Asked to define what the blues
means to him he answers, "It has to
be original, it has to come from the
roots and it has to be passed on. In
my opinion you have to say some-

What makes him tick is Chica-
go, New Orleans and Texan blues,
or the West Coast swing variant
from the region where he hails
from. "But you should bring in
something of your own soul of
course. I have respect for what
those new guys do, but I some-
times feel too many different
things are lumped into one cate-
gory.

"The major labels
jump the band wagon when there's
big bucks to be earned," he mutters,
and then jump off as soon as it's

Playing on a Blond Gibson 335
which he inherited from his for-
mer "boss" Myers, Alexander has
got the weapon to pass on the
blues to others. "Louis was Little
Walter's guitarist, he kind of
wrote the book on it. He told me
the truth was never told about the
blues. It's always lies. He asked
me to carry on and tell the truth
about it. Nobody tells where their
influences come from, which is
sad."

soever; they're only in it for econom-
ic reasons. The few 'big names' on
majors don't sell anymore. The last
John Lee Hooker is an artistic
and commercial disaster.

"[Hooker's label] Pointblank
would've done a better job, if it
hadn't put Duke Robillard's
Duke's Blues CD [licensed from
Stony Plain] on the shelf for
such a long time. It's the most in
demand, but I can't deliver. The
same applies to all those 'special
guests' albums like the new
Junior Wells CD. Nobody wants

those. You're better off with his
classic Hoodoo Man album. Now
that the majors are bailing out,
we're going back to the blues fan -
base again, and to be honest
that's far better for the blues."

His "Blues Record Center" shop
and mail order house doesn't sell
G Love and Popa Chubby either.
Records by the latter are in the
racks though, but in the sales sec-
tion. Duvivie's clientele doesn't
seem to be interested in innova-
tions in the blues. "Another mod-
ern blues band the Jon Spencer
Blues Explosion is more like a
critics' favourite, rather than a
seller. I wouldn't say that the
blues consumer doesn't take
notice of young bands though, but
not the ones over the edge. Young
Americans the Radio Kings are
doing surprisingly well with their
mix of styles. Selling 50 copies of
their album It Ain't Easy isn't bad
for a newcomer."

The Next Blues Boom?
Meanwhile Tramp's phone is red
hot from major label/publisher
executives bidding for Alexander.
"For the time being he'll stay with
me though," stresses Duvivie.
"Indies always have to take the
financial risks and at the moment
it becomes profitable the majors
steal our acts. I'm not pessimistic
about the blues. There's still a lot
rumbling in the jungle, but it will
only happen as long as it stays in
the right hands-mine!"

Reportedly roots -rocking indie
Rounder is interested in releas-
ing Alexander's solo debut Play
To Win Stateside. Both Duvivie
and Alexander sense a new
revival bubbling in the US again.
"That's exciting because the blues
has got to have its day," com-
ments Alexander. "I hope to be
there, and I hope to play it with a
direct line to the old guys."

Meanwhile it seems like Hol-
land in general-CRS in
Wageningen is more or less

"Rounder Europe", ---and Amster-
dam in particular, is the happen-
ing place for the blues. Texan
blues independent Antone's (of
Kim Wilson -fame) has just
opened its European office in
Amsterdam, headed by the aptly-.
named Anton Verdonck. "It's
not because of the Dutch sales
that we're here," he comments.
"Scandinavia has proved to be a
better market. But Amsterdam is
more international than any other
city. Its geographical position on
the European map is better than
London and the people are better
at English than most of the
French."

Let It Rock!
In Rotterdam Provogue is making
some noise with rocking blues
releases. MD Jan van der Lin-
den is aware of the rap blues
intoxication of the printed media,
but he sees no place for his com-
pany to join in. "We try to reach
the rock market, so we neither
want to be too strictly blues nor
too off the wall. So we rather
advice our artists to cut the crap
when they start freaking in a hip
jazz context, than stimulate them
to carry on in that vein.

"We don't care if journalists in
the west of Holland think
Michael Katon is a one-dimen-
sional blues rocker; in the east
they eat it. Across Europe we're
close to 50.000 units sold of his
Rip It Hard! CD in one year. Fol-
lowing or setting the trend, that's
not our aim at all. The thing is,
once you've built up a roster, you
don't need that much extra any
more, apart from filling up the
empty space when one of your
artists departs. That has hap-
pened to us at various occasions."

Van Der Linden refers to mean
blues axe man Walter Trout who
deserted the company to join the
Silvertone roster. After one
flopped album he returned to the
nest, on the same day young blues
devil Big Sugar went in the oppo-
site direction. "We build up the
artist's careers to let them be
ruined by others who act like
majors," Van Der Linden says
grief-stricken.

Bert Meyer, VP Europe for
the Zomba Group of Companies,
home of the Silvertone label, looks
back at the short stay of Trout at
his company. "He simply didn't
bring us what we hoped for. We
haven't succeeded in pushing
Trout to a higher level. That's
why we dropped him like we did
with Coco Montoya."

The Blues As A Stigma
Although Silvertone has enjoyed
considerable success in the past
with the first two albums of John
Lee Hooker's second youth, Meyer
refuses to see the label as a spe-
cialised blues imprint. "Okay, last
year we signed Big
Sugar and another
youngster Chris
Duarte, and we still
have veterans John
Maya11 and Buddy
Guy, but that does-
n't mean we're going
in the blues direc-
tion. For us rock is
the common denom-
inator. As we once
debuted with indie
rockers the Stone
Roses, and we also
accommodate young
mods Whiteout, we prefer to be
filed under rock."

It is not difficult for Meyer to
admit that he perceives "blues" to
be a stigma for Silvertone that he
wants to get rid of, the sooner the
better. "Once you're pushed in
that corner, it's hard to get out of
it. Gary Moore is blues type -cast
for the rest of his life. Marketing -
wise that can be very dangerous.
We're determined to go on with
blues, but we've become a little

more careful. Don't put all your
money on touring for instance, it
doesn't necessarily generate more
album sales as we've come to
know with John Mayan. At the
end of the day his new album
Spinning Coin will sell just as
many copies as his 1993 Silver -
tone label debut Wake Up Call did
[200.000 copies]."

Both Vernon and
Van Der Linden dis-
agree vehemently.
"Only by touring we
sold 70.000 copies of
the Hoax's Sound
Like This," claims
Vernon. To those
wise words Van Der
Linden adds, "And
certainly never ever
try to manufacture a
radio hit, because
than it certainly will
never happen. We've
made that mistake

with Mason Ruffner and Jan
James. You can do that in dance,
but not in blues. Leave it to luck.

"Nobody can deny that Robert
Cray's hits were caused by sheer
coincidence. It's not natural to try
to force a hit. By sticking to what
we're good at we will sell some
100.000 albums of Walter Trout.
We're happy with that, and so is
the artist. Some are in this busi-
ness only for the money, others
only to earn their bread and but-

ter, just like anybody else who's
got a job."

Vernon has the final say.
"Foremost we need to build up the

Put this '70s -
styled blues rock record on and beer barrels will
empty, bikers will start fights, mirrors in road
houses will be smashed, hearts will break and
new lovers will disappear in the night; in short,
let it roll!

THE RADIO KINGS
It Ain't Easy- Icehouse
PRODUCER: Rusty MacFarland/Jay Sheffield
Kill the time until the next Fabulous Thunder-
birds album-which is reportedly due for release
in September-with these juvenile bluesmen
from Memphis, Tennessee. The addition of an
accordion here and there is the difference be-
tween them and their heroes.

Not just a flash in the pan, jungle music is
reaching the Top 40, selling hundreds of thousands
of records, and has touched off jungle scenes from
Berlin to Amsterdam to Tokyo. Maria Jimenez
beats the jungle path.

UNGLE comes in
many shapes and
sizes. With its varied
elements, influences
and inspiration-such

as ragga, soul, dub, ambient, and
jazz-it has been evolving since
the late '80s, when young UK
labels were releasing breakbeat-
based music. Jungle is urban
music for city -dwellers as well as
suburbanites. Jungle involves
blacks, whites, Asians, everybody.
Last year's hit Incredible from M -
Beat fueled an already growing
hype about this "new" dance genre
and, although there have been no
huge international crossover jun-
gle hits sinceen, there is no indi-
cation that jungle is just a trend
ready to fade away tomorrow.

usic is based on drum
'n bass-namely breakbeats, or
speeded -up hip hop beats in the
neighbourhood of 180 BPM (beats
per minute), and deep bass, some-
times sub bass frequencies. In the
early '90s, artists like Phuture
Assasins, Sonz Of A Loop Da
Loop Era, 2 Bad Mice, Jumpin'
Jack Frost and others were
experimenting with breakbeats,
hip hop flavour, lots of scratching,
some speeded -up vocals, loads of
loops and a bit of ragga. The
results at this time were prime
pre -jungle cuts predicting the
future.

Natural Progression
Danny Donnelly, producer and
managing director of Suburban

Base Records, released great
tracks from Rachel Wallace,
Run Tings, Sonz, Phuture Assas-
ins, Smart E's and others. He
sees jungle as a natural progres-
sion. "Around 1989, house and
acid house were big, but those
scenes were not for us. The rave
and breakbeat scenes were hap-
pening then. From my hip hop and
ragga background, I could relate
to the breaks. The jungle sound
developed as we and others like
Moving Shadow kept producing
new records." Donnelly's penchant
for quick, rolling beats and sharp
snare snippets accompanied by
sometimes maniacal scratching,
resulted in his undaunted dedica-
tion to the sound and its develop-
ment. "Four years ago, we could
barely get a 12" out, now we have
compilations and albums and the
Breakdown Records Drum & Bass
Selection series too."

Times have changed from five
years ago when jungle only
received airplay on pirate stations
such as KOOL FM. "Without
these stations," according to
David Stone, managing director
of SOUR Records, "it would have
been impossible to get any sup-
port. Props to those who were
there when nobody else was."
Nowadays KISS 100 FM runs a
weekly two-hour jungle show with
guest DJs such as Jumpin' Jack
Frost, DJ Hype, Randal, Fabio,
Kenny Ken, and Groove Rider.
According to programme manager
Lorna Clarke, KISS plays "dub
plates and exclusive copies as

upfront as possible. We're not
interested in becoming main-
stream. We also play jungle in
other specific shows with eclectic
mixes."

Galaxy Radio in Bristol also
runs a weekly jungle show hosted
y ' Size and DJ Krust.

e executive at the station,
Paul Chantler says, "We started
18 months ago, but that ended up
being ahead of the game. We start-
ed again six months back and the
reactions have been very positive.
There is a small but very loyii fol-
lowing and lots of interest."

Jungle's stronghold is still
clearly England, where brilliant
tracks like Leviticus' Burial
( ffrr) are receiving a great deal of
attention, but the jungle fanbase
has spread across Europe. As this
article is being written, the writer
is listening to a jungle show on
cable station Amsterdam FM. In
Berlin, Norbert Rudnitzky,
managing director of Downbeat
Jungle Records, programmes
the jungle show Fritz, and credits
KISS FM and JAM FM in Berlin
as supporters. Yet overall, Euro-
pean radio has hesitated to jump
behind this dance style.

Brotherhood Of Jungle
Jungle-some say you either like

it or you don't. Yet, this ever-
changing music has managed to
pull in people from all different
musical corners. Fans of hip hop,
reggae, techno, ragga, rave, soul,
rare groove, and jazz can all find
common ground in jungle music.
From the start, jungle has been
open to a wide array of influences,
and the jungle community has
been a multi -racial crowd. The
people involved in jungle are very
dedicated. "We don't see each
other as competition," says SOUR
Records David Stone, referring to
labels such as Philly Blunt. Mov-
ing Shadow, Sub Base and IQ.
"We need each other to feed the
growth of jungle itself." They are
dedicated to the development of its
sound, and connecting with other
junglists around the world.

These connections and musical
introductions are most commonly
made, as with other dance genres,
via compilations. Every
respectable jungle label has its
own compilation or series, and
jungle labels have popped up in
numerous countries over the past
few years.

Fast And Furious
Trends in jungle come fast and
furious. Suburban Base's Donnel-
ly sees jungle, as "evolving
extremely fast, from week to
week-everyone's struggling to be
on the cutting edge, striving to be
original and make the best
music." While the early days of
jungle brought a great deal of
ragga into the drum n' bass foun-
dation, according to Catherine
Popiault, dance A&R director at
Crammed Discs, "what's coming
out now in ragga jungle is not so
strong." The latest trend is (in her
opinion), "jazzy and intelligent
jungle. A smooth style is taking
over." The act 4 Hero, which has
recently released the full length

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Switzerland Finds Own Voice
Switzerland is discovering its very own talent.
Bern rocks, Zurich raves and Swiss radio is facing
exciting times ahead. Concluding the three-part
GSA series, Christian Lorenz investigates the
mountain confederation.

T
HE smallest of the three
GSA countries has long
been treated as an addi-
tional outlet for interna-
tional acts rather than a

source of repertoire itself. The Swiss
market is still dominated by interna-
tional pop productions, but the next
generation of chart talent is home-
grown.

EMI Switzerland recently ap-
pointed a national A&R manager for
the first time. Alexander Ntipflin,
previously responsible for promotion,
will help EMI focus on domestic tal-
ent after an internal report revealed
that Swiss audiences are turning to
local acts.

Bach. Some 26 states and three
principal languages have created a
highly diverse musical culture in
Switzerland. Bach distinguishes
between three concurrent scenes
developing at present. "There is the
Swiss -German lan-
guage rock scene in
Bern, the rave and
techno scene in Zurich
and the French -lan-
guage scene in the
westernmost states."

The most persistent
cultural divide lies
between the French -
and German-speaking
areas. "Artists still find
it difficult to be suc-
cessful in both areas,"
says Bach. "Both
scenes have developed
their own musical heroes and regard
the other side's artists with slight
disdain." The most notable exception
is probably French language song-
writer Stephan Eicher
(Barclay/Polygram). Eicher can bank
on album sales of double platinum
scale (100.000 copies sold) in

Switzerland and is one of the most
popular Swiss artists in Germany.

The mainly songwriting-oriented
French -language scene exists longer,
but the German -language areas are
where the money lurks. "60Terof the
sales potential for Swiss acts lies in
the German speaking regions," esti-
mates Bach from current sales fig-
ures. "This compares to about 18% in
the French regions." The remaining
22% is reserved for Swiss acts
singing in English.

Bern: Seattle In The Alps?

The majors recognised the trend
towards Swiss dialect music relative-
ly late. "The emphasis for major
labels was on marketing internation-
al artists in Switzerland," says Bach.
"Local A&R was on a backburner and
focused on exportable English lan-
guage music. In short: we had too

much marketing and
too little A&R." But
domestic artists have
set up a well -organised
independent circuit
over the past 10 years.

Songwriter Polo
Hofer (Sound Service)
emerged as a
spokesman for Swiss
youth comparable to
Wolfgang Niedecken or
Herbert Gronemeyer
in Germany. Hofer has
been around for the
best part of 20 years.

By now he clocks up platinum
(50.000 copies) sales with every
album release in the past four to five
years. Dialect rockers' Patent
Ochsner (BMG Ariola) last album
Gmues (Veggies) proved to be one of
Switzerland's 20 best-selling albums
in 1994.

Patent Ochsner (BMG Ariola)

Most of the successful Swiss
dialect artists come from the Bern
region in the heart of Switzerland.
"Bern is the capital of Swiss dialect
rock," agrees Bach. "It has grown an
impressive club circuit over the
years and the local scene does iden-
tify with the acts from the area."

EMI Switzerland conducted a
market study to analyse the attrac-
tion of dialect rock on Swiss youth.
The report finds that, "Young Swiss
kids buy and idolise these artists
because they feel that they speak
their own language and sing about
their problems, that they are the
same age and easier accessible than
international superstars."

Rave Capital Zurich
Rave parties spread all over Switzer-
land like an avalanche. But the infra-
structure of the dance scene is main-
ly centered around Ziirich. "Most of
the rave promoters are based here,"
says Bach. "There are loads of empty
warehouses or factory buildings and
the city's officials are fairly liberal as
long as things don't get out of hand."

Zurich boasts a large number of
trendy nightspots and city magazine
Forecast brims with parties and live
gigs every month. Rather upmarket
by international standards, clubs
like the Kaufleuten attract crowds
well endowed with Swiss Francs.
After underground promoters
proved that rave parties have big
commercial potential in Switzer-
land, more traditional investors
appeared on the scene. Bach muses
that "even the Swiss Banking Asso-
ciation now sponsors rave parties."

Airplay Poses
No Problem
Bach is content with the relation
between the music industry and radio
stations in Switzerland. "In Germany
we have warmed -up coffee, in
Switzerland fresh Espresso," Bach
says, comparing the two radio land-
scapes. "There is some serious compe-
tition going on here between sta-
tions."

According to an internal EMI
market study, broadcasters are open
to domestic talent and promote local
artists in order to woo listeners.
Bach monitors the developments in
the current round of licensing deci-
sions. "We will get 24 new stations.
But on the other hand we'll probably
see 10 going bust as well. That keeps
the radio scene young and lively."

Local Licences Delayed
Again
The invitation for applications for
24 local radio licences in Switzer-
land closed in December 1994. Con-
trary to earlier schedules the final
decision has been delayed until
August 1995. The licences are
mainly issued for Switzerland's
loosely populated south-western
states bordering on France and
Italy.

Marcel Regnotto, head of the
regional/local radio department at
federal broadcasting authority
BAKOM, names technical issues as
the reason for the delay. "The pre-
liminary selection has been passed
on to the Ministry For Transport
And Energy. The Ministry has
informed all contenders of its
reservations regarding technical
transmission details." Regnotto
now waits for the applicants to
submit their respective amend-
ments to the original broadcasting
plans.

The biggest problem apparently
lies in the coordination between
already established broadcasters
and the new stations. Switzer-
land's two major local broadcasters
Radio Z (MOR, Zurich) and Radio
24 (EHR/album rock, Zurich) will
probably have to take cuts in their
present transmitter power to
accommodate the new stations.
Despite the persistent rumours a
spokesman at Radio 24 sees no
imminent danger for the station.
"A lot of water will flow down the
Rhine before we see a definite deci-
sion on the matter."

More changes in the Swiss radio
landscape can be expected by 1997.
Regnotto estimates that the Min-
istry will invite a second round of
applicants for 20-25 local licences
by 1996. "This time the licences
will be mainly for the densely pop-
ulated north-eastern states."

Breakin' & Entering
A weekly Eurochart analysis by Ramon Dahinen

Michael and Janet
Jackson's Scream .(Epic) is so
far being heard in 10 of the 16
territories that contribute to
the Eurochart Hot 100. The
brother -sister duet enters
straight into six top 10s, three
of which-Denmark, Finland
and Norway-chart it at num-
ber 2, while the others post
the single at no. 6 (Ireland),
no. 3 (Switzerland) and no. 4
(the UK). In the Eurochart's
11 -year history, Michael Jack-
son has reached the top slot
three times with I Just Can't
Stop Lovin' You and Bad in
1987 and Black Or White in
1992. In addition, he has had
top 10 positions with Remem-
ber The Time (no.3) and Heal
The World (no.2) in 1992. To
complete his Eurochart histo-
ry we should also mention his
1988 releases The Way You
Make Me Feel (no.13) and
Man In The Mirror (no.33).
However, the family duo isn't
the only "new" face in the sin-
gles top 10. This week Bon
Jovi's This Ain't A Love Song
(Mercury) climbs 36 positions
to number 7 with new entries
in six of its total roster of 11
territories. This almost multi-
plies its chart points by four.
The US rockers now claim top

10 chart positions in Finland
(1), Holland (9), Norway (9),
Switzerland (5) and the Unit-
ed Kingdom (8), winning it
this week's Sales Breaker
award.
If we turn to the European
Top 100 Albums, the spotlight
is undoubtedly on this week's
highest new entry-Pink
Floyd's Pulse (EMI)-which
enters the chart at number 2.
The album has so far charted
in nine countries and grabbed
number one positions in Nor-
way, Switzerland and the UK.
The symphonic rock giant
finds further back-up in Aus-
tria (15), Denmark (16), Ger-
many (5), Ireland (4), Italy (6)
and Holland (18). Pink Floyd's
previous release The Division
Bell peaked at no. 1 running
up a total of 49 weeks, while
its predecessor Delicate
Sound Of Thunder stayed for
39 weeks (peak at no.4) and A
Momentary Lapse Of Reason
59 (peak at no.19). The Wall
entered the Eurochart in
1992-thanks to Roger
Water's performance at the
site of the Berlin Wall in Potz-
dammer Platz-and peaked
at number 24 after nine
weeks in the chart.

Other east German pri-
vates showing significant
increases are Antenne Thurin-
gen (56%), Radio SAW (42%)
and Radio PSR (32%).

Martin Schmitz, sales
director at media sales house
IP, believes "commercial
broadcasters in the eastern
states of Germany have finally
moved out of the shadow of
west German stations ."

The biggest losses
appeared in the tight urban
markets of Berlin and Ham-
burg.

"Both markets have seen

the advent of new stations
over the past year or two,"
says Schmitz.

The launch of pubcaster
NDR's youth station N -Joy in
1994 has caused turmoil in
Hamburg's radio market. N -
Joy's EHR/dance programme,
which has no advertising, has
reached a market share of
5.9% within a year.

Berlin, meanwhile, has a
new force in the market. After
regional pubcaster Antenne
Brandenburg, soft ACE station
Berliner Rundfunk 91.4 claims
the top with 180.000 listeners.
Radio 100.6 and 104.6 RTL fol-
low with 170.000 and 140.000
respectively.

104.6 RTL MD Bernt von
zur Mithlen is positive that the
Berlin radio landscape is still
a long way from becoming a
stationary power structure.
"Everything is in a state of
flux at the moment," he says.

The 1994 launch of public
rock/EHR station Radio Fritz
seems to have polarised Berlin
audiences. Fritz has mainly
won young listeners aged
between 14-39 with a taste for
current music trends. The sta-
tion has grown by 33% and
currently reaches an average
of 80.000 listeners per hour.

At the same time the city's
91.4 attracted listeners in the
40+ age group with a need for
local news and information.

Mayzel Quits Virgin

LONDON - Virgin Radio's US
programme director Suzy
Mayzell will leave the national
AOR station at the end of the
summer after just seven
months in the job. She is
returning to the States.

Mayzel joined Virgin from a
station in San Francisco, and
has successfully overseen the
launch of Virgin's 105.8 FM
London service. She replaced
the joint programme director-
ship of John Revell and

Richard Skinner.
Virgin's Chief Executive

David Campbell says he is dis-
appointed that Mayzel is leav-
ing and adds that she has
brought "a discipline to our
output that wasn't there
before."

Virgin will look both inside
and outside the station for a
replacement, he says, adding
that the change of programme
director is unlikely to usher in
any radical changes to the sta-
tion's music policy or presenter
line-up.

But it was the four media
proposals that dominated
news headlines in the run-up
to the referendum.

The four proposals asked
Italians to decide whether:
 public service broadcaster
RAI should be privatised;
 limits on ownership of
national TV networks should
be reduced from the present
three channels to one;
 radio ad sales houses should
only sell to a maximum of two
TV networks each; and
 advertising breaks during
films on TV should be cut back
to comply with EU directives.

Although the proposals are
mainly aimed at television -
and specifically at breaking
the virtual private TV monop-
oly of ex -prime minister and
media magnate Silvio Berlus-
coni-analysts are split on the
extent to which radio will be
affected by the outcome.

Media lawyer Eugenio
Porta, president of the local
TV and radio association
ANTI, comments, "If the
majority vote in favour of the
proposals, then we could see a
new media law by July.

"But if the 'no' vote wins it

could block new legislation for
a long time. There is a great
need for a new law."

Meanwhile, Sergio Natucci,
secretary of Italy's national
networks association (RNA),
thinks the referendum will not
affect radio. "It is mainly
aimed at television. In radio
terms, the networks should
not be affected as there is no
one single group holding a
dominant position."

The RNA is against the ref-
erendum, Natucci adds. "We
need to create a new law
which will address the future
and this should be debated in
parliament and not decided by
a public vote."

However, industry insiders
claim that contingency plans
are being made in anticipation
of new ownership restrictions
and that whatever the out-
come of the referendum, Italy
will have a new media law
by1996.

Surprisingly, the proposal
to privatise RAI has proved to
be the least controversial, with
most observers believing that
even if the public vote "yes"
parliament will renew the
RAI's public service remit with
a new mixed public/private
shareholding structure.

UK Labels Start Year On A High Note
by Chris Marlowe

LONDON - The UK record
industry has witnessed a
promising start to 1995, with
first quarter figures released
by the British Phonographic
Industry (BPI) showing the
value of trade deliveries up
around 20% across album and
singles markets.

Industry revenue reached
almost £200 million (app.
US$317 million) between Jan-
uary and March this year,

with sales for the preceding 12
months exceeding £950 mil-
lion. The figures also show sin-
gles reached an annual value
of £100 million for the first
time.

Some of this growth can be
attributed to the expansion of
mail order, supermarket and
other unconventional points of
purchase. Less positively, a
warehouse fire suffered by
leading wholesaler Entertain-
ment UK in March resulted in
a considerable amount of stock

re -ordering.
The' singles market is now

larger than it has been since
June 1987, maintaining an
upward trend that has been
holding since 1992.

Not surprisingly, Take
That provided a large piece of
this action themselves -par-
ticularly with Back For Good
on RCA -but other artists who
contributed in a major way
include Celine Dion (whose
Think Twice on Epic was the
best-selling single of the quar-

ter), Rednex (Cotton Eye
Joe/Jive), N'Trance (Set You
Free/All Around The World),
and Ini Kamoze (Here Comes
The HotstepperIColumbia).

CD singles yet again proved
the most popular format by
climbing to 53.4% of sales,
with 7 -inch singles continuing
their decline to capture less
than 5%.

Album sales, meanwhile,
reached 185 million units in a
growth pattern that shows
every sign of continuing.

After four consecutive weeks
heading the EHR Top 40,
Bryan Adams' fourth
number 1 song on this chart,
Have You Ever Really Loved
A Woman, has to make way
for Michael Jackson's
Scream, which also marks
his fourth chart topper on
European Hit Radio: His
previous triumphs were
achieved with 1991's Black
Or White (summiting for
eight weeks, lasting into
1992), 1992's Remember The
Time (four weeks) and 1993's

Give In To Me (one week). Scream reaches the top
during its third charting week, simultaneously earning
the Radio Active award for the second consecutive
time. With 93 EHR reporters at its side, Jackson's song
hasn't got the biggest roster of the list-this time, the
numbers 2 and 3 have a larger following-but, as has
been pointed out before, stations are weighted by
market size, so it is the cumulative audience impact of
the airplay received, rather than the amount of
stations registered, that delivers the chart points. Thus
calculated, Scream reigns with a wide margin.

Jackson makes his victorious move thanks to 18
first-time reports. To a large extent, these are received
from Denmark, Germany, Italy and the UK The mega
star's raucous new track enjoys a total roster of 21
countries now, receiving the strongest support in Italy
and Austria-in both countries a massive 100% of
M&M's EHR reporters have the track in rotation.
Spain, Poland, the UK, Portugal and Holland are next
in line with airplay penetration figures ranging
between 57 and 83%.

The highest new entry in the chart, straight at
number 15 while skipping the Chartbound section, is
claimed by U2's Hold Me, Thrill Me, Kiss Me, Kill Me,
their contribution to-and the first single from-
Batman Forever, the third contemporary Batman
soundtrack, which also features new material by,
among others, Offspring, PJ Harvey, Massive Attack
and Brandy. On first hearing quite an a -typical U2
song, it is the Irish band's first offering in over a year.
They have had eight EHR hits before, five of which
made it to the top 10-1991's The Fly and Mysterious
Ways went highest, both peaking at number 5; 1992's
One, Even Better Than The Real Thing and Who's
Gonna Ride Your Wild Horses all peaked at 6.

With 21 additions, U2's new song qualifies as this
week's Most Added leader on EHR. It is playlisted by
32 stations in 11 countries across Europe, most
significantly Holland (67% airplay penetration), Italy
(54%) and the UK (42%). Its roster is of extraordinary
calibre: no less than 72% of it consists of platinum -
ranked outlets and 16% gold -ranked. hi Italy, Hold
Me... is already positioned at number 8 (see Major
Market Airplay charts, page 35).

On The Road
Border Breakers commentary by Pieter Kops

As could be expected,
the victory of Nor-
way's contribution to
1995's Eurovision
Song Contest, held in
Dublin, May 13, has
reverberated
throughout European
radio. The winning
composition,
Nocturne, a mostly
instrumental song
written by Rolf
Lovland (music) and
Petter Skavlan
(lyrics), and per-
formed by Norwe-

gian -Irish duo Secret Garden, has started to
break national borders-it has crossed over to
four foreign countries to a modest, yet significant
degree. Hence its entrance in the Border
Breakers chart this week.

The single, that carries both an English and a
Norwegian version of this elegantly arranged,
semi -classical, semi -folk track, is taken from the
duo's album Songs From A Secret Garden, which
was reviewed by M&M on last week's New
Releases page. Secret Garden brings together
Norwegian pop composer Lovland on piano and
keyboards, and Irish classical musician
Fionnuala Sherry on violin. The singer is
Gunnhild Tvinnereim. Lovland also wrote
1985's La Det SwingelLet It Swing for
Bobbysocks-the only other Norwegian song ever
to have won the Eurovision Song Contest-and
numerous other Norwegian hits. Sherry works as
a soloist, as a violinist in the RTE Concert
Orchestra in Dublin, and as a studio musician.
She has worked with the likes of Van Morrison,
Sinead O'Connor, Wet Wet Wet, Chris DeBurg
and Clannad.

Nocturne kicks off at number 23 with a seven -
station roster outside Scandinavia. This includes
no less than five gold -ranked stations-EHR's
Radio Lodz/Lodz and rock -formatted Radio
L./Lublin in Poland, ACE -formatted Hundert
6/Berlin and national music outlet Berlin 88.8/
Berlin in Germany and ACE Radio Basilisk/
Basel in Switzerland-as well as one platinum -
ranked station, national Flemish (Belgian) EHR
outlet BRTN Radio Donna/ Brussels.

Secret Garden

The charts on this page track the border -crossing movement of
product. The Border Breakers chart ranks the 25 most successful
Continental European records making airplay impact outside their
country of signing (airplay achieved in the original country is
excluded from the calculations).

The second chart, Channel Crossovers, registers the airplay
penetration of UK -signed artists in mainland Europe, while the
third Top 25, the Atlantic Crossover chart, ranks the most suc-
cessful Non -European artists according to airplay impact in
Europe.
