Privates Urge Gov't
To Extend Licences

by Mark Dezzani

MILAN - Italy's private
broadcasters have called for
a blanket licence extension
to all private radio and TV
stations until the end of
1997 to ensure stability in
the industry.

The broadcasters asked
Agostino Gambino, the min-
ister for posts and telecom-
munications, to include
their request in proposals
he was drawing up for new
cable and satellite laws.

This, they felt, would
stabilise the industry while
new media legislation is
debated. Gambino was
expected to unveil the new
cable and satellite laws at
the beginning of the month,
but he has suspended any
announcement following the
broadcasters' request.

Under the existing media
law-the 1990 Mammi
Bill-temporary three-year
licences for many broadcast-
ers will run out shortly.

Beats A
Familiar

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BDS, Media Control
Merge Airplay Services
by Machgiel Bakker

BADEN BADEN - Two of the
world's leading airplay moni-
toring organisations have
joined forces; a move set to
radically change the way
international record compa-
nies evaluate the effectiveness
of promotional campaigns.

Broadcast Data Systems
(BDS) and Media Control
(MC) have signed a coopera-
tion agreement to share
resources and to offer pan-
European airplay monitoring
services to the international
record business. Under the
deal, MC will take over BDS'
two existing European opera-
tions in the UK and Holland.

It also gives BDS the exclu-
sive rights to sell and market

Media Control information in
the US, while MC has gained
the rights for the sale of BDS
data in Europe.

The new arrangement is
part of MC's pan-European
expansion. It is currently
active in eight markets: Ger-
many, Switzerland, Austria,
Belgium, the UK (where the
joint -venture with Miller Free-
man Entertainment, the pub-
lishers of UK trade magazine
Music Week, will allegedly be
terminated), Spain, Italy and
its most recent operation
France, the only European
market where it still faces
competition (IPSOS).

Music Control, the new
name under which Media Con-
trol will operate, plans to be
active in 15 territories by Jan-

From its new headquarters
in Dublin, MC intends to inte-
grate all its existing opera-
tions into one pan-European
service offering daily reports
on the music output of some
500 station across Europe.

 IRELAND
First Profit At Atlantic 252
Atlantic 252 has turned a profit
for the first time since it began
in 1989. Radio Tara, the parent
company of the long wave radio
ACE station which broadcasts
into Britain from a tiny station
in Trim, Co Meath in Ireland,
has reported a modest operating
profit of Irish £564.776 (app.
US$900.000). This compares
with an operating loss of
1E17.500 in 1993. The company's
net profit in the financial year
ending 1994 amounted to
1E295.703 against a net loss of
1£274.000 in the previous year.
In the past two years Tara's
wholly owned and sole sub-
sidiary Atlantic 252 has become
the leading commercial radio
station in the UK with a listen-
ership of 5.8 million compared to
its nearest rivals Virgin 1215
AM with an audience of four
million and Capital, which has
an audience of 3.73 million.

 GERMANY
Antenne Bayern Launches
Rock Station
Regional EHR broadcaster
Antenne Bayern will launch a
state-wide rock station in Octo-
ber. The station will form part of
the DAB pilot project instigated
by the Bavarian media authori-
ties and the station's licence will
be limited to the two-year dura-
tion of this project. Antenne
Bayern will broadcast its rock
programme via terrestrial TV
channel 12. The exact nature of
the station and its audio signal
have not yet been determined.
Station executives are currently
working on a fully-fledged DAB
concept which will be presented
during the Munich Media Days
on October 16-18.
Pur Sells 860.000 Albums In
2 Weeks
Two weeks after its release on
August 21, the latest studio
album by German -language
rock act Pur has sold more than
860.000 copies. Abenteuerland
(Intercord/EMI Electrola) is the
most successful German album
since Marius Miiller-Western-
hagen's Affentheater. A DM1.7
million (app. US$1 million)
advertising campaign will fur-
ther enhance the album's high
profile at the end of September.

IRTC Issues Guidelines
For National Franchise

Dummi - Adequate financial
resources will be a key factor
in deciding who will win Ire-
land's new independent natio-
nal radio licence.

Six months after the Inde-
pendent Radio and Television
Commission (IRTC) first
sought expressions of interest
in the new national licence, it
has issued guidelines for
potential applicants, with a
deadline of December 1 set for
final applications.

The criteria were outlined
in national newspaper adver-
tisements which appeared on
September 1.

The IRTC says it is seeking
diversity in programming
ideas and ownership, and ade-
quate financial resources,
mindful of the cash -starved
demise of the previous fran-
chise holder, Century Radio in
1991.

"Applicants will be expected
to explain their broadcasting
philosophy and vision for the
intended service and their abil-
ity to run a distinctive radio
station," says IRTC chairman
Niall Stokes. "It's quite clear
that having adequate financial
resources to launch the station
and to establish its identity
will be crucial to its success."

The successful applicant's
track record in the areas of
broadcasting, arts, entertain-
ment and other areas of the
media will also be considered.

The initial contract to oper-

ate the service will run for a
10 -year period, according to
IRTC chief executive Michael
O'Keefe, and the new station is
not expected to begin broad-
casting until Autumn 1996.

The IRTC received more
than a dozen letters of interest
in the national franchise last
April, including enquiries from
existing regional independent
stations such as Dublin ACE
Classic Hits 98FM and Dublin
EHR FM104 as well as suc-
cessful Cork regional ACE
Cork 96FM/County Sound.

More recently, internation-
al business tycoon Richard
Branson has expressed an
interest in joining with an

existing Irish radio station,
probably FM104, in an appli-
cation for the national fran-
chise (Music & Media, July
15).

Scottish Radio Holdings'
flagship company Radio Clyde/
Glasgow has also reportedly
shown an interest in the FM
franchise.

Although foreign invest-
ment was restricted to 25% of
equity in the original Century
radio franchise, this was
increased to 33%-but never
exercised-just prior to the
demise of Century in Novem-
ber 1991. London's Capital
radio was the major outside
shareholder in Century.

Capital Purges 'Talkative' DJs

LONDON - Three leading DJs
at London's oldies station
1548AM Capital Gold have
been sacked for being too talk-
ative and deviating from the
station's playlist.

Morning show host Dave
Symonds (who was the first
voice on Capital Radio when it
launched in 1973), ex -BBC
Radio 1 presenter Mike Read
and the former '60s pirate DJ
Mike Ahern were all told by
Capital Group PD Richard
Park that their contracts were
not being renewed.

The vacant programme
slots are to be filled by presen-
ters already working for the
Capital Group, with Eamonn
Kelly inheriting Symonds'
morning show and the former
Beacon and Chiltern presenter
Andy Wint taking Read's place
at drivetime.

A Capital Radio spokesper-

son says the moves are aimed
at refreshing the station's out-
put and are part of a new "less
talk" strategy. He adds that
some of the presenters con-
cerned had sometimes deviat-

ed from the station's heavily -
researched playlist.

The departures coincide
with the launch of a new tele-
vision advertising campaign

which puts the emphasis firm-
ly on Capital Gold's musical
output of "classic golden hits",
a contrast to the early days of
the gold station-launched in
1988-when star presenters
like Tony Blackburn, David
Hamilton and Kenny Everett
featured heavily in the TV
commercials.

Capital's management
hopes the new programme
schedule and TV campaign
will stave off competition from
Heart 106.2 (see story on page
1) and prevent any further
erosion in its audience, which
has fallen from a market share
of 9.4% in the final quarter of
1992 to a current share of
6.1%. But despite the disad-
vantage of broadcasting on
AM, Capital Gold remains the
second most popular commer-
cial radio service in the Lon-
don radio market, and the fifth
most popular when BBC ser-
vices are taken into account.

BPI Beats The Pirates
The BPI's anti -piracy unit has
claimed another victory follow-
ing an August 23 raid which
saw 80.000-100.000 bootleg CDs
seized. The CDs, estimated to
have a retail value of over £1
million (app. US$1.59 million),
were stored in Oxford. "This is
the largest ever seizure of illegal
music product and follows
months of surveillance and
investigation by the BPI," says
anti -piracy unit head of opera-
tions David Martin. The CDs
retailed at between £15-20 each.
'One -Offs' Push Thom EMI
Profits Up
Thorn EMI has reported a 31%
rise in operating profits for the
first quarter of 1995, up from
£52.4 million (app. US$83 mil-
lion) to £68.6 million. However,
this includes figures relating to
several one-off factors such as
the consolidation of Toshiba
EMI, the company says. Profits
from the EMI Music division
alone rose 20% to £39.6 million,

but half of this is because Toshi-
ba EMI is now a subsidiary
rather than an associate. Its
HMV record chain showed a
higher than expected seasonal
loss of £7.1 million, due partial-
ly to an increased number of
store openings.
Labels Combine To Launch
Cut -Price Campaign
BMG, RCA, Ariola and Arista
have joined forces in a major
cut-price CD promotion.

Sveriges Radio Under
Threat From Privates

SToomout - Commercial
radio is closing the gap on
Sweden's public service broad-
caster Sveriges Radio (SR) but
still lags far behind it in the
important morning market.

According to detailed
research published by ratings
agency RUAB for the spring
and summer of 1995, national
daily listenership to the coun-
try's local commercial stations
has increased to 27.2% from
21.6% in autumn 1994.

This sharp increase is part-
ly accounted for by the open-
ing of 23 new frequencies
which were auctioned off last
December but also reflects the
growing success of the com-
mercial stations in winning
audiences in the highly -com-
petitive large city markets.

However, news broadcasts
from SR still dominate the
morning market, peaking for
the day at 07:00 with lower
peaks at lunchtime and early
evening news bulletins. Com-
mercial radio's audience is

more even, remaining at
roughly the same level from
around 07:00-17:00 with most
listeners in mid -afternoon.

In Stockholm, some com-
mercial stations have attempt-
ed to break the SR strangle-
hold of breakfast broadcasting
but the cost of providing news
and information -based radio
has deterred most private
broadcasters.

The research, which says
some 84% of Swedes listen to
the radio every day, also notes
the strong difference in audi-
ence ages between commercial
and public stations. The com-
mercial channels have been
highly successful in tempting
away young listeners from SR.
By late spring of 1995, nine to
19 -year -olds made up the
largest group of listeners to
the private stations.

This has proved a mixed
blessing for the stations. On
the one hand they can congrat-
ulate themselves on winning
over the listeners of the future,
but on the other they know
these are not the age group

advertisers are most interest-
ed in. The continuing move to
AC formats among Swedish
stations is an attempt to
attract an older audience with
more spending power.

BRUSSELS - Pubcaster RTBF's
Radio 21 has claimed a first in
Belgian's radio history by offer-
ing the country's new Virgin
Megastore an on -air hand in
recruiting its staff.

During a one -hour show
broadcast from 16:00-17:00 on
August 30, French -language
rock station 21 helped the
Megastore find 35 personnel
and familiarise the public with
the new Virgin store.

"The show was announced
in the national press' recruit-
ment pages," says 21 producer
Pierre Dubois. "This was
because during the show we
gave information and profiles
on the jobs Virgin Megastore
was offering.

"The results were tremen-
dous-callers stormed the
phone lines and even phoned
producers' and DJs' private
numbers to apply for the jobs."

Plans to open a Virgin retail

outlet in Belgium have existed
for many years. A first location,
the former Brussels Gaite
nightclub-now home to the
Free Record Shop-faced initial
opposition from local authori-
ties.

Virgin then acquired the
Anspach centre, close to the city
centre, and spent two years tai-
loring the building to its needs.
The 1.500 square -foot store,
with an investment of over
Bfr70 million (app. US$2.3 mil-
lion), is scheduled to open on
November 3.

Radio 21, which takes its
chart shows from the FNAC
music chain, sees no problem in
a collaboration with Virgin
Megastore. "The recruitment
show was an absolute scoop for
Belgian radio," enthuses station
MD Bernard Chateau, "but we
see no reason why we should
adapt our relationship with
FNAC. The recruitment action
was a tremendous success and
I'm glad it happened on 21."

Radio Tip Top Extends BBC Contract
by Jonathan Heasman

LONDON - Production company
TV21 has disclosed that it is to
produce a second series of
"Radio Tip Top" programmes
for BBC Radio 1 next year,
continuing the Tip Top rise to
fame.

TV21 has also con-
firmed plans to pro-
duce a Christmas spe-
cial based around the
programme for Radio 1 and a
TV show for BBC2.

For the last four months,
Radio Tip Top-a former Lon-
don pirate radio station spe-
cialising in '70s and early -'80s
retro-has been broadcasting
across the UK via the FM

transmitters of BBC Radio 1.
The Tip Top phenomenon-

the name stands for "Totally
Integrated Panoramic Trans-
mission Of Pop"-can be
traced back to 1992 when
founding DJ Kid Tempo
recruited the Ginger Prince to

the station through an adver-
tisement in Corsair magazine.

The two DJs initially
broadcast Radio Tip Top as an
illegal pirate station in London
on 105.6FM on Wednesday
nights from 21:00-24:00. Tip
Top's big break, however,

came when the station was
"discovered" by independent
production company TV21,
which thought the concept
would translate well onto tele-
vision.

A one-off TV programme
was sold to commercial station

ITV before Radio 1

controller Matthew
Bannister signed a
unique deal with TV21
allowing Radio Tip Top

to broadcast as "a station with-
in a station" on Radio 1.

Radio Tip Top is sensitive to
the suggestion that it is merely
an exercise in trendy '70s
kitsch.

Says producer Graham
Smith, "We prefer to describe it

as a retro-based music and
comedy show."

He feels that Tip Top's pres-
ence on the new -look Radio 1
makes for an interesting con-
trast of styles. "Tip Top is a
celebration of star DJs, who
had a certain air of mystique
about them. It makes Tip Top
a pleasant anachronism along-
side the present day Radio 1,
which has an ultra -real style of
presentation."

He thinks it is vital that
Radio Tip Top maintains its
separate identity from Radio 1.
"We need to have our own
independence-we don't want
Tip Top to be seen as just two
more wacky DJs on night-time
Radio 1."

switch as the station's main
challenge: will the listeners
attracted by Ruquier's abrasive
style tune in earlier in the day
and will those who followed
"Rien A Cirer" still listen at the
weekends?

It is the
station that gathers listeners
through dialogue, pluralism
and culture."

The Right Music/Speech Mix
A new generation of UK commercial radio stations
such as Scot FM and Century Radio are setting out to
challenge the narrowcasting school of formatting.
They are returning to a balanced mixture of popular
music and speech which is still proving popular in
the '90s. Jonathan Heasman reports.

t has been fashionable in
recent years to believe that
music and speech are the oil
and water of UK radio-
ingredients that simply
won't mix and are best kept
separate. This has led to an

increasing polarisation in the UK; most
local commercial stations are little more
than cleverly programmed juke -boxes,
while BBC local radio stations are virtu-
ally all -speech based, staffed by micro-
phone -chewing news hounds.

This contrasts with the situation of a
decade ago, when it was possible to
describe virtually every local radio sta-
tion in the UK as being 'full service,'
with a balanced mix of music, speech
and specialist programmes.

There were many reasons for this
sea -change. In the commercial sector,
the key elements were the change in the
regulatory environment, which became
less restrictive after the IBA was
replaced by the Radio Authority, and
the abolition of 'needletime' (a restric-
tion imposed by the Performing Rights
Society which limited the amount of
music stations could play).

opened up a 'hole in the middle' which
some commercial radio operators have
sought to exploit.

In the last year we have witnessed
the launch of three brand new major
commercial radio services-Scot FM,
Century Radio and Viva! 963-who are
all positively old fashioned in their will-
ingness to mix music and speech;
indeed, all promise a roughly 50/50 bal-
ance between the two.

Surviving In An Over -
Niched Market

"I think the format is particularly
appealing to 30 and 40 year olds," says
Century Radio's programme controller
John Simons, whose North East
regional 'superstation' is 55% music
(ACE) and 45% speech.

"Once people get to around 30, they
tend to find back-to-back music a bit
boring, and want something more
stimulating between records than
mindless DJ prattle," he observes.

Scot FM MD Tom Hunter believes
that in markets where mainstream
music formats are already monopolised

The stark music I speech polarisation of BBC and commercial services has, in most
areas of the UK, opened up a 'hole in the middle' which some commercial radio
operators such as Scot FM and Century have sought to exploit.

These two changes, which occurred at
the end of the '80s, enabled commercial
radio programme controllers to at last
create the kind of radio most of them had
always wanted to-tightly-formatted
stations playing as much music between
the commercial breaks as possible.

At the BBC, meanwhile, it was felt
that the network of local radio stations
should concentrate on its strengths (the
provision of news and community infor-
mation).

Yet the concept of mixing music and
speech on UK radio could be making a
comeback. The stark music/speech
polarisation of BBC and commercial ser-
vices has, in most areas of the country,

by existing stations, a mixed -format
station combining popular speech and
music is more likely to deliver a higher
overall audience than the alternative-
a specialist music station or an expen-
sive all -speech operation.

"Speech tends to get a higher [audi-
ence] reach than specialist music sta-
tions," he claims, "although people
tend to listen to the music stations for
longer, because they are often used as
background listening."

Last quarter's Rajar audience fig-
ures would appear to partially support
Hunter's analysis. Scot FM has a high-
er weekly reach (12%) than the 11%
chalked up by Heart FM (the West

Midlands soft ACE station), while
Heart's average weekly listening hours
(8.0) are longer than Scot FM's (6.4).

And the other new regional 'super -
stations' who are operating niche
music formats-Galaxy 101/Bristol
(dance) and JFM 100.4/Manchester
(jazz/soul) both recorded market
shares in the last Rajar quarter which
were smaller than both Scot FM's and
Century's (4.4% and 1.3% respective-
ly).

Radio 1 Experiments
With Combinations

Interestingly, the UK's national
pop/rock station BBC Radio 1 experi-
mented last year with the idea of
introducing mixed music and speech
programming during dayparts for the
first time.

Emma Freud was hired to present
a mixed music and speech lunchtime
show, which featured lengthy inter-
views and even topical debates along-
side Radio l's more usual fare of
music, competitions and DJ banter.

And the station's evening news cov-
erage (which had previously appeared
as a half hour block at 18:30) was inte-
grated into Nicky Campbell's music -
based drivetime show. This move,
reminiscent of the BBC's London sta-
tion GLR (which was also pro-
grammed by Matthew Bannister),
meant that heavyweight politicians,
for example, would be interviewed by
Campbell about major news stories
between the records.

However, the ratings showed that,
as far as Radio l's listeners were con-
cerned, the idea was not a success.
Freud's distinctly up-market pro-
gramme was dropped from the net-
work and replaced by an all -music
show presented by Lisa I'Anson. Nicky
Campbell was replaced at drivetime
by Mark Goodier, with Radio l's
evening news coverage returning to a
formal block-"Newsbeat"--at 17:45.

Balancing Music &
Speech

Once a station has decided to run
with a mixed music and speech format,
there is a further dilemma to be con-
sidered-whether to have a mixed
blend of music and speech running in
programmes throughout the day, or
whether to programme in 'blocks' of
music and speech.

Viva! 963, the recently launched
London station targeting a female
audience, falls into the first category,
with a mixture of speech and music
interwoven throughout its 24 hour
cycle.

This means that the station may
move from a Michael Bolton record to a
feature about entertaining the kids
during the summer holiday, to an Ali-
son Moyet track and then on to an
interview about the London tube dri-
ver's strike.

This type of approach enables the
station to sound consistent in its out-

put, but the constant changing from
speech to music items may be unusual,
even frustrating for some listeners.

Scot FM and Century Radio, on the
other hand, prefer the 'block' approach.
In the afternoons on Century, for
example, you will hear a three-hour
solid ACE music show with Tony Fish-
er (14:00-17:00) followed by two-hour
all -speech news programme "Century
21" between 17:00-19:00.

The disadvantage of the block
approach, however, is the risk of tune -
out from listeners who are unhappy
with the lack of music or speech at the
particular time they tune in.

Heart FM, the Birmingham -based
West Midlands "superstation", took the
opposite path to Scot FM and Century
Radio when applying for their licence,
eschewing speech for a music niche for-
mat (soft ACE).

Heart FM's PD Paul Fairburn com-
ments, "I think 50/50 music and speech
is a viable format, although I suspect
that both Scot FM and Century would
both like to be able to play a bit more
music. It's difficult slapping music and
speech together, but I think that Scot
and Century have done it very cleverly.
However, with this type of format you
have to work much harder to get your
listeners."

Unquestionably, the mixed format
works for the over-50's-hence the pop-
ularity of the national MOR station
BBC Radio 2 (which has a large speech
content) over rival commercial MOR
stations (such as London's Melody FM)
who don't. But, despite initial encour-
aging ratings at Scot FM and Century,
it is still uncertain whether younger
audiences want music garnished with
anything more than the occasional
news and travel bulletins.

But the most significant obstacle to
any explosion of mixed music and
speech stations is cost. Unless it can be
shown that mixed formats are substan-
tially more popular than well-chosen
niche music formats, the extra cost of
providing large amounts of speech pro-
gramming may deter most commercial
radio operators, particularly in the
smaller markets.

Musically
there's far more variety with tracks bor-
dering on good old disco (Real Emotion)
and sweet soul music (Nuttin' But A
Groove), just in case Euro is out after all.

STEVE JANSEN & RICHARD BARBIERI
Stone To Flesh - Medium a/ace
PRODUCER: Steve Jansen/Richard Barbieri
Former key members of Japan and the
one-off reunion Rain Tree Crow continue
their "solo project" for two. After two
instrumental albums, interluded by one
vocal album, the new album is again
vocal. Still, vocals aren't the most impor-
tant aspect, as they only add a little
more nuance to their cinematic music.
You can make up your own script to this
soundtrack album to a film not yet com-
pleted. To be played on radio in the
nighttime for those who want to stay
home instead of going out clubbing.

NELSON
Because They Can - Geffen ace/ehr
PRODUCER: J. Boylan/M. & G. Nelson/
D.J. Holman
FM rock is dead, so the trendies say. But
the twin brothers Matthew and Gun-
nar Nelson are still around, and they
do get airplay. The single (You Got Me)
All Shook Up has received many spins
this summer particularly in the Ger-
man-speaking territories and Poland.
Judging by the equal quality of the
remaining tracks off the album-all
acoustic guitar-coated-there's enough
for ACE radio to get through the winter
too. The rock ballad Cross My Broken
Heart could do it.

RAMMSTEIN
Herzeleid - Motor
PRODUCER: Jacob Hellner
Pop music can often be such serious

a

business, that you just can't stop laugh-
ing. Parodies like the film "Spinal Tap"
or the TV show "Spitting Image" put our
pop stars back in the right perspective.
Rammstein, the avant-garde rockers
from Berlin, fulfill a similar role. Guitars
are like cartoons of the heaviest metal
riffs. Till Lindemann's monstrous
vocals could be a He-man impersonation.
All this comes to you in a big -concrete -
wall -of -sound, built up with the help of
Jacob Hellner, noise architect of Swe-
den's funk metallists Clawfinger. It's
like a "subcultural" clash between Swiss
electro duo Yello and (ex-) Yugoslavian
parodists Laibach in a heavy metal cli-
mate. Undergo the post-modern apoca-
lypse by playing the "smelly" single Du
Riechst So Gut.

TED RODDY
Full Circle - Hightone r/a/c/ace
PRODUCER: Bruce Bromberg
In the mid -'80s when Austin was discov-
ered as the epicentre of bar rock's boom,
on the Continent the now defunct label
New Rose played a vital role in distrib-
uting loads of great albums by the likes
of the Tail Gators, the LeRoi Brothers
and Ted Roddy & The Small Tops. It
seems like Hightone has now taken over
the mission of spreading musical Ameri-
cana across Europe. Harmonica man
Roddy provides us with the original
Lone Star State sound, perfectly cap-
tured by label boss Bromberg. Guitarist
Mark Korpi-once the sidekick to
Texan legend Evan Johns-is a guaran-
tee for such authenticity. Song material
is the real thing for roots stations, from
country (Full Circle to rock (Family Por-
trait).

ALAN'S MORISSETTE

Jagged Little Pill - Maverick a/r/ehr
PRODUCER: Glen Ballard
After hearing the excellent rocking
single You Oughta Know, one would
expect a full -blast electric backing
throughout the album. In fact it's
more subtle than that. Many tracks
are semi -acoustic with drum program-
ming. The aggression comes from her-
self and her lyrics dealing with the
classic artist hang-ups like a Catholic
background and men trying to abuse
her to "help her set up a career"
(Right Through You). What you get is
a female singer/songwriter some-
where between Maria McKee and the
Cranberries. Is it any surprise
Madonna signed her up?

M & M MUSI ARTISTS IN PROGRESS

Only 21 Dawson Already Embarks On Her 2nd Career
by Robbert Tilli

LONDON - Previously a million -seller in
France and now signed to EMI UK, 21 -
year -old American Dana Dawson is
ready to take on the whole world.
Supervised by First Avenue
management, quick familiarity is
guaranteed, as has become obvious by
the EHR Top 10 single 3 Is Family.

Anyone who witnessed her showcase
at EMI-Electrola's party at the
PopKomm trade fair in Cologne on
August 19 has to admit that Dawson is
a natural on stage. The eyes are always
easier to convince than the ears, so it
seems. Still, radio performance of 3 Is
Family is more than satisfying to EMI
international marketing manager
Audrey Brown, "For a debut single it's
doing very well. Airplay across Europe
is very good. We try to combine those
results with her perfect presentability,
as we did at PopKomm. As Dana is her
best publicist, we want her to meet as
many people as possible."

The meet -and -greet project is a
short-term plan. For the long term, EMI
has had to reschedule its activities.
"There's a big gap between singles,"
says Brown. "3 Is Family was released
on June 26, and its successor Got To
Give Me Love will come out on October
2. Due to the better-than-expected
success with the first one we had to put
the second back for a while, but no more

than two weeks before the album Black
Butterfly."

Most striking is the way the single is
played by almost every radio station in
Denmark. Explains Radio Viborg head
of music Poul Foged, "It fits well in the
EHR/ACE crossover radio format we
have here in Denmark-the
somewhat softer version of
EHR. We tested it in B -
rotation, but after only one
week we upped it to A, and
from there straight to heavy
rotation which is three to four
times a day. Being one of the
market leaders in Danish
radio, the other stations soon
follow whenever we add a
certain single."

Another great fan of the
track is Peter Larsen head of
music at VLR/Vejle. "It's
simply a great pop song, which
fully serves its purpose to
make the people feel happy. We
play it about eight times a
week. That's our maximum, as we don't
like to overdo it. You can easily burn out
a record prematurely. If Dawson can
follow it up with an equally good single,
she'll be a star before the year is over."

Step by step other territories have
followed suit like Benelux and
Germany.

Hit -FM 106.1/Hasselt (Belgium) DJ
Sandra Boussu added it out of the box

on July 27. "In the first month at our
station it was in B -rotation, which is
basically two to three times a day,
including the delicate morning slot," she
reports. "Now it's moved up to A. It's
summery, cheerful and it could be a big
hit if it only would be available in the

shops here. If this lady continues in this
vein, with the necessary variety of
course, her future looks very bright."

Managed by the hit factory First
Avenue, Dawson is indeed likely to face
few obstacles on her road to stardom.
FA's Wendy Baldock is holding the
artist's hand on her journey along that
lonely avenue. "As soon as our
managing partners Oliver [Smallman]

and Dennis [Ingoldsby] were
introduced to Dana, they were
convinced of her immense potential. She
was then released from her recording
deal with Sony in France, and they
secured her a deal with EMI UK. The
first single got as far as number 9 in the
UK charts, but we still receive massive
airplay on it. We're especially glad that
Germany has picked up on her.
Reputedly that's the territory where
First Avenue signings [like Eternal]
don't perform as well as we hope for.
Dana might prove the key to Germany.
If you sell there you're well under way.
Now that the Germans have caught on,
we might come back a few times for 3 Is
Family, as a successful single there
often lasts for half a year."

UK marketing is already one gear
ahead. It doesn't often happen that
somebody's debut single gets a
nationwide billboard campaign. "That
was meant to start the people talking
before the album, and they do," says
EMI's Brown. "But we don't want to
keep her to ourselves, we'll take her to
Australia and Asia too. We feel we have
a future world star here. In France,
when she was signed to Sony, Dana
went through all the stages of a
developing artist. She knows what it's
like. Now at the age of 21, we want to
present her as a mature artist and not
as a child who just wants to have a good
laugh."

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Scaling The Digital Heights
The cataloguing and distribution of what we know
as "library" music is poised on the verge of signifi-
cant change-a consequence of the digital revolu-
tion, information superhighways and increasingly
sophisticated means of communication.

NVISION CD -quali-
ty audio being deliv-
ered at the "speed of
sound" directly from
the record company

to our living room personal comput-
er-are we already looking at the
twilight of the compact disc? This
scenario is neither unthinkable nor
far-fetched, as we see what changes
technological innovations are bring-
ing to the library music business.
What are the implications for the
user (for example radio producer)
and for the supplier?

Most suppliers of library music
still work with CDs, furnishing their
clients with a vast selection of spe-
cially -composed music and sound
effects for a variety of purposes:
commercials, station IDs, promos,

bridges, stings, logos and more, usu-
ally produced in 15, 30 or 60 -second
versions for radio's purposes.

While Who Did That Music? is
still working with CDs in the supply
of its library music, it prides itself on
its high quality, and up-to-date
selection of music. Says CEO Dain
Blair, "The same writers we use for
our 30 or 60 -second Coke or Burger
King commercial are the ones we
use for our library music. That's how
I think we continue to have a cre-
ative edge. Commercial music for
the most part has to be very cur-
rent."

While Blair indicates his inten-
tion to take advantage of Internet to
market his product, he has some
reservations about the quality of
audio as it can now be received via
the superhighway. "We are soon
going to have a [World Wide] Web

site, and within it there will be infor-
mation on the three divisions of Who
Did That Music?, the commercial,
the broadcast and the library divi-
sion. This should be in effect within
60 days. Users will be able to find
out anything they want to know
about us on the Internet. I don't
think there will be audio on our
Internet site initially, but we will
add it as quickly as possible," he
goes on.

"Unfortunately 'Real Audio,' a
new software package, does what we
want it to do, but the quality still is
not the best. I have mixed feelings
about putting our audio, which we
painstakingly create in the studio,
up on Internet and not have it sound
great. I am confident, however, that
the quality will be improved soon,
and I foresee that we will be able to
put our video demos on the Inter-
net."

Super Digital Ease
Ren Groot, managing director of
Top Format Music in Holland,
describes the user-friendly catalogu-
ing system introduced by its biggest
distributed label, Network Music.

"They are very innovative, and were
the first to introduce a CD-ROM
working like a computer catalogue. It
has 'key words' from A -Z. Let's say
you enter the key word 'bright,' your
screen will list the most recently -pro-
duced CD going
back to maybe 10
years ago, show-
ing all the 'bright'
titles. Let's say
you search fur-
ther for 'bright,
only piano and
strings.' You can
fill out four choic-
es, it finds those
titles, and you It,
can hear the 30- Top Format MD
second version of Ren Groot
those you select
through the speakers of your PC,
which is fantastic, because there are
1.400 titles on that disk, and the CD-
ROM is renewed every three to four
months."

Martin Cooper, sales and pro-
motion manager FirstCom UK,
says "The biggest revolution in our
business since the compact disc will
be the supply of our music via ISDN.

At present we are developing a sys-
tem called 'MusiQuick' which will
not only offer an on-line service, but
also a comprehensive music search
facility and the ability to audition
the music either via ISDN or on CD-
ROM, before downloading the
required tracks. The MusiQuick
software package should be avail-
able in October or November this
year, while the ISDN facility should
be available early next year."

The software package Cooper
describes can be used on three lev-
els:
1) Anyone with a PC or Macintosh
can use the music search facility,
containing all titles with descrip-
tions, so that users can access them
through their PC.
2) In addition there will be a CD-
ROM facility, whereby the client can
search for the music, and hear the
opening 30 seconds.
3) Anyone who has an ISDN facility
will be able to search for the music,
audition it either via CD-ROM or
ISDN, and then download it via the
ISDN lines onto either their hard
drive or whatever format they
choose.

When asked whether the quality
of audio downloaded by this means
will be at CD level, Cooper responds,
"There is a debate over the quality of
the music. ISDN quality is not that
good yet. It is all a matter of com-
pression, but the compression stan-
dards are improving all the time. At
the moment it probably would not
be CD quality, but it would certainly
be broadcast quality."

Cooper expects radio stations to
be among the first to get involved
with this system. "It is an ideal for-
mat for them, and I know many
radio stations already use ISDN for
various purposes, so we see them as
among the first group of clients we
would target for our MusiQuick sys-
tem.

"This new technology will have a
very significant impact on our way
of doing business," he continues.
"Once we have the technology, we
need to sit down and discuss with
our sub -publishers how we are going
to make it work. It is very exciting,
but at the same time it does throw
up problems that have to be solved. "

ADIO
FirstCom does not yet have an

Internet home page for their Euro-
pean operation, but their US sister
company can be accessed at the
address below.

Groot is also aware that systems
offering the possibility of download-
ing audio via ISDN lines will soon be
a reality, and notes that "this new
technology will change our business,
because now we work with annual
licences, and we are on the road
placing CDs with clients.

"With the new system, you don't
have to distribute your CDs any
more. However, I think it will still
be more advantageous for the client
to have a licence with one or two
companies. We also still have the
large audio-visual market, and pro-
ducers of corporate videos will still
want the CDs there for convenience.
For us there remain two markets:
radio and audio-visual clients."

From The Outer Limits
One of the newest projects about to
be launched on the market is fruit of
the UK company MARS (Multime-
dia Archive and Retrieval Systems),
in partnership with Telstar
Records and First Business Com-
puters-which are IBM business
associates.

MARS client development man-
ager Charlie Carrington says the
company is in partnership with the
IBM Digital Library, which is
developing the technology, "while we
sell it, market it, and- integrate it
into the entertainment industry."
The IBM Digital Library provides a
system that can store and protect
multimedia information. It provides
access to information via public or
private networks, such as interac-
tive TV, Internet, the IBM Global
Network and other commercial net-
works.

The MARS/IBM software system
will enable producers to search for,
audition, select music, electronically
file a rights clearance form, gain
clearance and obtain the appropri-
ate licence within minutes. Then the
selection can be downloaded onto
the user's computer. In Carrington's
words, "You load the MARS soft-
ware onto your computer, to which
you have an ISDN line attached.

At this moment the
entire catalogue of
EMI's music library
division KPM is being
digitalized by MARS to
make it available on-
line.

Peter Cox, manag-
ing director of KPM,
emphasised some of the
advantages of the new
system, saying that it will increase
use, provide a better management
system and better access to users.
"It cuts down the time from produc-
tion of a CD to its supply to users.
The CD can get out on-line within a
day." A plus for suppliers, the MARS
archive and distribution system
allows record companies or suppliers
of music libraries to digitalize and
manage their content within their
own organisation, as well as distrib-
ute it to clients.

According to Carrington, the
KPM library will be digitalized by
the end of October, and will be mar-
keted first in the UK and at a later
date in other European territories.

"As far as the communications
go," Carrington continues, "you don't
have to use ISDN, other possibilities
are satellite, fibre optic cables...It's
just that at the moment, ISDN
seems to be the most cost-efficient
and most effective way of doing it.
Ultimately we may be able to offer a
number of different ways of getting
access to the system."

Cautious
Steve Martin, managing director of
Match Music Productions/UK,
expresses his concern regarding the
advisability of blasting off to MARS.
"To be honest, we are looking to see
whether that [the EMI/RPM] system
is going to work in the UK We are
talking to major clients to see if they
think this is a useful system. As most
of our major clients in the UK receive
CDs free of charge at the moment, it
is questionable whether the system
whereby the client has to pay to
download a selection will be a popu-
lar method. Over the next few
months we will be watching what
they are doing, and if it is successful,
I expect we will be doing it by the end
of the year."

Martin says his company's cata-
logue is being. digitalized onto CD-
ROM at the moment, from which
clients will be able to audition short
samples of music, after which they
will have to go to the shelves and
pick out the CD they selected.

Enthusiastic!
Andy Turner, group head of produc-
tion at Capital Radio/London,
eagerly looks forward to the new
technology. "We are definitely inter-
ested, having heard about it from

KPM. We use library music from var-
ious sources, and the biggest problem
is interpreting the descriptions on
the back of the CDs (which are often
quite cryptic). That is why we often
get hooked on certain writers, whose
music we know and like. I could
spend hours looking for a suitable
piece of music to fit my needs. With
the possibility of scanning through a
CD-ROM catalogue, time is cut down
drastically, and there is the benefit of
an increasing usage of a wider selec-
tion of writers. Then to be able to
download the piece via ISDN directly
onto my editing console would be
great!"

Production Tools
While most of the furore surrounding
technological advance regards cata-
loguing and distribution techniques,
digitalization also means innovation
in the production of library music.
Executive producer Steve Peppos of
Techsonics digital production
libraries mentions digital audio
workstations (DAWs) as "one of the
most recent advances, and an indis-
pensable production tool for any pro-
duction library." DAWs are both a
soft and hardware system which
enables the user to edit, cut and nor-
malise digitalized audio on a comput-
er screen. Peppos says he is not sure
Techsonics clients would be interest-
ed in receiving the music via ISDN
lines, but they do have a home page
on Intemet/WWW "containing full
details of our nine different Techson-
ics production libraries and client
testimonials. We are currently devel-
oping demos of each library that can
be auditioned in Real Time from our
Web site." Techsonics is represented
by Music In Europe and supplies
nine production music libraries for
use in on -air station IDs, sweepers,
promos, contests and commercials.

Breakin' & Entering
A weekly Eurochart analysis by Ramon Dahmen

The highest new entry in this
week's European Top 100
Albums is Zeitgeist by the Lev-
ellers, a release which leaps
into the chart at number 6. The
album, their fourth, charts in
Belgium (at number 35), Den-
mark (55), Holland (91) and
Sweden (6). In addition, Zeit-
geist has stormed its way into
the number 1 slot in the UK
Gallup Top 100.
The act's latest release is once
again produced by Al Scott
(who also worked on their sec-
ond album Levelling The Land)
and follows their 1993 offering
Levellers, which peaked at
number 10. The singles Hope
Street-which preceded Zeitgeist
earlier this year and peaked at
number 44 --The Julie E.P. in
1994 (peaked at 69), This Gar-
den in 1993 (41), Belaruse in
1993 and 1994 (61) and 15
Years E.P. in 1992 (peak 67)
complete the band's Euro-chart
history.

Seven positions further
down the chart is this week's
Sales Breaker Award winner
the Kelly Family with its mil-
lion -selling album Over The
Hump (Kel-Life). In Germany,
the nine brothers and sisters
have sold 1.2 million copies so
far and have also reached gold

and platinum status in Austria
and Switzerland. Currently, the
folk/rock family charts in five
countries with the following
positions; Hungary (22), Ger-
many (3), Switzerland (26),
Denmark (39) and Austria (7).
The album has already featured
in the Eurochart for a total of
49 weeks and its peak position
so far was number 6 in 1994.

Another newcomer in the
top 20 section of the chart is
Madchester band the Charla-
tans (Beggars Banquet) with
its self -titled album at number
17. An additional dose of glory
comes to the Charlatans cour-
tesy of its number 2 entry in the
UK chart, just behind the Lev-
ellers, and number 52 ranking
in the Irish national chart. The
Mancunians have had two pre-
vious albums in the Top 100
Albums; Some Friendly in 1990
peaking at number 9 and
Between 10th & 11th in 1992
(peak 36).

Once again, Michael Jack-
son's You Are Not Alone
snatches the Eurochart Hot
100's Sales Breaker Award,
while a remix of Donna Sum-
mer's '70s chart -topper I Feel
Love (Manifesto/Mercury) is
this week's highest new entry
at 15.

This will allow record com-
panies to order reports on a
specific song and see its radio
impact across Europe. In addi-
tion, "station profiles" can be
ordered, giving insight into the
programming policies of specif-
ic radio stations.

In the major markets, MC is
already combining the number
of plays a song has received
with audience figures (creating
the so-called "impression"
data). Comparing the data it
currently compiles and creat-
ing European monitored air-
play charts is the next step,
says MC, although the differ-
ent ratings methodologies in
existence across Europe could
make this process complicated.

The new collaboration was
announced at a special press
meeting in Baden Baden, Ger-
many-the home base of Media
Control. The meeting was
chaired by Karlheinz Kogel,
owner and founder of Media
Control, and BDS president
Marty Feely. According to
Kogel, conversations between
the companies began in 1989.

Says Kogel, "We want to be
part of an international net-
work and BDS with its links to
Billboard and VNU [the Dutch -
based multi -media owner of
BPI Communications] is an

ideal partner. We just want to
start the process of communi-
cating and sharing our techni-
cal know-how."

Feely adds, "Europe is the
largest music market in the
world. With Europe, we had
two options. Either collaborate
with Media Control or compete.
Over the years it became clear
that what was going to happen
to both of us was identical. We
felt it was silly to compete."

Another issue, says Feely,
was the location of its data cen-
tre. Similar to Medicor technol-
ogy, the BDS monitoring
machines make a unique elec-
tronic fingerprint of each song
brbadcast. In the case of BDS,
these fingerprints were sent
over from the UK and Holland
to its central storage system in
Kansas City. But, says Feely,
this proved to be complicated.
"No matter how good your
monitors are, you can't just
support them from the US. We
conchfded that it was essential
to develop and build a data
centre in Europe. And instead
of extending our operation we
felt it was wiser to replace our
monitors with the ones from
Medicor."

Technology is just a means
to collect information, he con-
tinues. "There is a remarkable
similarity in both technologies.
The biggest difference [between
the two systems] is probably

the colour of the casing in
which the computers are
based."

According to MC's European
consultant Adrian Wistreich,
there are many reasons for
developing a European airplay
monitoring service. "There is a
strong need for an integrated
system that operates across a
pan-European market. Also,
record companies operate more
and more on a global level and
require an integrated interna-
tional music database that can
be accessed from Tokyo, New
York or London. The European
service allows us to operate at
lower costs and give a more up-
to-date and efficient system."

BDS is the US' foremost air-
play tracking service and is a
sister of the Billboard Music
Group, the owner of Music &
Media. BDS data forms the
basis of many of Billboard
magazine's charts while in the
UK  it is an integral part of
Music Monitor, a new Bill-
board -owned publication,
launched this year.

Media Control has become
the German-speaking market's
premiere monitoring organisa-
tion since its launch by Kogel
in 1976, and has steadily been
expanding its operations in
Europe over the last three
years. The Medicor system was
launched at the beginning of
1989.

ready for at least another year.
Sergio Natucci, secretary of

Italy's National Radio Net-
works Association (RNA),
explains that continuing uncer-
tainty is undermining growth
in Italy's private radio sector.

"We are asking for the gov-
ernment to grant a blanket
licence extension to all private
TV and radio stations until the
end of 1997 which should be
enough time for a comprehen-
sive new media law to be
passed which looks to the
future and includes provisions
for digital broadcasting."

Natucci says the temporary
three-year concessions are
expiring at different times
depending on when a particular
station was granted its licence.

"Existing regulations are too
complicated and a licence
extension until the end of 1997
will give us some security and
help the market to mature."

Currently, there are approx-
imately 2.500 local radio sta-
tions and 15 national networks
in Italy.

Natucci says that private
broadcasters are also asking for
interim measures to change the
way in which radio stations pay
licence fees. At the moment,
national networks pay L100
million (app. US$62.500) a year
whilst local broadcasters pay
L5 million for each additional
zone covered.

"We are asking for the
licence fees to be based on a
percentage of advertising rev-
enue, and we are proposing a
1% fee with a top limit," says
Natucci.

Italy's existing broadcasting
law, the Mammi Bill, has long
been considered inadequate and
has been amended several
times in the past five years.

Airplay Action
EHR Top 40 commentary by Pieter Kops

The hottest record on European Hit Radio this
week is Simply Red's new single,
Fairground. Following its attainment of last

week's highest new entry, the song now grabs the
Radio Active award, while qualifying as Most
Added leader for the second consecutive week. No
less than 40 reporters have added the song to their
playlist this time-after 31 last week. Fairground
shoots up 10 places, pausing at number 4 with a
total roster that measures 80 stations, spread out
over 17 European countries. At this stage, the UK,
Ireland, Austria, Switzerland and Poland are the
best supporters for Mick Hucknall's group,
producing penetration figures between 76 and 100%.
In fact, in Poland, Simply Red enters straight at
number 1 in the country's Major Market Airplay
chart (see page 27).

The highest new entry in this week's EHR Top
40 is an instantaneous top 20 achievement (at
number 18) and belongs to US singer Michael
Bolton. Can I Touch You...There? is one of the new
tracks on his forthcoming compilation set Greatest
Hits 1985-1995. The song, a muscled pop effort with
incidental reggae overtones, is produced by Robert
John "Mutt" Lange (Def Leppard, AC/DC, Bryan
Adams) and marks a. shift to a firmer beat than
Bolton's previous material. It is the 12th EHR hit for
Bolton, whose biggest success on the format was
1991's Love Is A Wonderful Thing-occupying the
top slot for three consecutive weeks.

So far, Bolton's new single has collected a 47 -
station roster, encompassing 17 European territories
and registering the highest penetration levels (50-
100%) in the UK, Ireland, Spain, Denmark, Austria
and Switzerland. On a major market level, the song
is already top 10 in Spain (see Major Market
Airplay).

Also entering quite high, while seizing the
second -highest new entry of the week at number 22,
is another US artist-multi-instrumentalist/singer/
composer Lenny Kravitz. He does so with the in -
your -face rocker Rock'N'Roll Is
Dead, a Led Zeppelin pastiche
that serves as the taster for his
fourth album Circus- Kravitz'
first in two years. The gifted
rock history practitioner has
enjoyed four EHR hits before,
three of which went top 10-It
Ain't Over '71l It's Over did
best, with a one -week peak at
number 2. The new single
debuts with a 34 -station roster, involving 14
countries. Holland leads the list with a 67%
penetration ratio and is followed by Poland (53%),
Austria (50%) and Spain (33%).

On The Road
Border Breakers commentary by Pieter Kops

Belgian grand café soul act Vaya Con Dios
enters the Border Breakers chart at num-
ber 17 with Don't Break My Heart. The song
is the lead-off single from Roots & Wings, the
group's first album in three years, due for
release on September 29. It is the first Border
Breaker hit for Dani Klein's outfit since the
launch of the chart in October 1993. It did,
however, enjoy a hit in the EHR Top 40 a
year before that, with 1992's Heading For A
Fall-peaking at number 23. The new single
is not a cover of the 1985 UB40 hit, but was
co -written by Klein herself. It is interesting to
notice that it features a solo performed by ex-
Steppenwolf guitarist Larry Byrom. For a
review, see New Releases (page 10).

Don't Break My Heart is playlisted by an
18 -station roster outside Benelux, spread out
over six European territories. In Switzerland
particularly, music radio has jumped on the
soul ballad-no less than seven stations in
that country have it in rotation, producing a
44% penetration level. The Swiss support
base includes heavyweights like EHR outlet
Radio Pilatus 104.9/Luzern and ACE -for-
matted Radio Z/Zurich.

Poland is next in line with four stations,
including national Platinum EHR's like
public Polskie Radio 3/Warsaw and private
RMF-F1VI/Krakow. Key stations in Germany,
Holland, Denmark and Spain have also
tuned in.

Entering the Border Breakers run-down
right behind Vaya Con Dios is Swedish
songstress Rebecka Tornqvist, whose Good
Thing kicks off at number 18, thanks to a 15 -
station roster outside home region
Scandinavia, encompassing four countries.
Tornqvist meets with encouraging support,
particularly in Poland (seven reporters,
including Polskie Radio 3 again), Germany
(four, including Platinum -ranked EHR
Bayern 3/Munich) and Switzerland (three).

The charts on this page track the border -crossing movement of
product. The Border Breakers chart ranks the 25 most successful
Continental European records making airplay impact outside their
country of signing (airplay achieved in the original country is
excluded from the calculations).

The second chart, Channel Crossovers, registers the airplay
penetration of UK -signed artists in mainland Europe, while the
third Top 25, the Atlantic Crossover chart, ranks the most suc-
cessful Non -European artists according to airplay impact in

Europe.
All three charts are non -format specific. "Country Of Signing"

is not necessarily an indication of where the artist comes from
but, more significantly, where he/she is signed. An increasing
number of national artists are signed to "foreign" labels and M&M
wants to acknowledge the crossover impact of such deals.
