Authority
Tightens
Radio Ad
Rules

StockHOIM - The Swedish
Broadcasting Commission has
tightened its rules on radio
advertising, demanding that
stations mark commercials
more clearly.

The need for commercial
stations to separate adverts
from programming was one of
the few regulations imposed by
the Swedish parliament when
the stations were given the
right to broadcast.

However, what constitutes
a clear signal to listeners has
been rather vague and sta-
tions have used a variety of
techniques from short beeps
through jingles to verbal
announcements.

Peppers No 1 Album
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Industry Mourns As
EMI Folds Chrysalis UK

LoNDON - Chrysalis Records
UK has come to the end of its
quarter-century history as a
self-contained, stand-alone
record company.

On September 18, EMI
Music folded the label, togeth-
er with sister imprint
Cooltempo Records, into EMI
Records Group UK and Ire-
land under its president Jean-
Francois Cecillon.

It was the most dramatic of
several changes made simul-
taneously by EMI in the UK,
which all involved divisional
downsizing and job losses.

The Chrysalis upheaval
was the subject of much indus-
try talk, partly because of the

company's long  history—
alongside Virgin Records, it
epitomised the wave of cre-
ative, independent UK record
companies which developed in
the late '60s/early 'T0s—and
because of the immediate exit
of Roy Eldridge, a 24-year
company veteran.

Directors Ken Grunbaum
(who headed Cooltempo) and
Mike Andrews have also
departed; the firm's self-con-
tained headquarters in Lon-
don's Holland Park will be
closed down.

An EMI spokesman says
details of the 'restructured
business" will be announced
shortly, but it is thought that
in future Chrysalis and
Cooltempo will each have four

staff—for A&R, press, market-
ing and support services—and
will share a promotion unit.
These will all be based at EMI
Records' new UK headquar-
ters in west London.

EMI Music Europe presi-
dent Rupert Perry says, "The
new structure will meéan two
autonomous operations, both
of which will report to Cecil-
lon. They are not going to be
merged with EMI or Par-
lophone.” Previously Eldridge
reported to Perry.

Artists on the Chrysalis
roster include Sinead O'Con-
nor, Jethro Tull, Mike Scott,
World Party, the Proclaimers,
Carter USM, Runrig and the
Almighty.

CLT To Back Xfm

Xfm, the radio group hoping to
win a London-wide FM licence
for its alternative music sta-
tion, Has secured the financial
backing of both CLT and
Enterprise Radio. Xfm's man-
agement hope the added
experience and resources of
the European media giant and
Enterprise Radio (the radio
division of Eastern Counties
Newspapers) will finally per-
suade the Radio Authority to
award it a licence when the
last London FM frequency is-
advertised next year.

GWR Creates A New
Station For Bedford

Most of the former Chiltern
Radio Network FM stations
were relaunched by new own-
ers GWR on September 16
(Music & Media, September
9). The only exceptions were
Galaxy 101/Bristol (which
GWR is selling) and the
recently launched Oasis
Radio/St.Albans, whose future
format is so far undecided.
One of the more innovative
features of the Chiltern re-
launch has been to create a
"new" station for the Bedford
area called B97. The new ser-
vice uses Chiltern Radio's for-
mer "East of England” trans-
mitter, and increases the
amount of Bedford-based pro-
gramming from four to 16
hours each weekday.
Authority Gives Media
Ownership Response

The Radio Authority has sub-
mitted its official response to
the UK government's Green
Paper on media ownership.
The Authority says that, in
smaller areas of population,
the "in area concentration”
rule (which prevents one com-
pany operating more than one
FM service in a single area)
should be scrapped, although
the restrictions should remain
in place for "A" and "B" cate-
gory licences in large metro-
politan areas. The Authority
says that local licence terms
should be extended from eight
to 10 years, and recommends
that a quality threshold be
injected into the renewal
process for national licences.

LONDON - Swansea Sound, one
of the few UK commercial sta-
tions still simulcasting its out-
put on both AM and FM, is to
launch a brand new FM ser-
vice this week called Sound-
wave 96.4.

Swansea Sound's current
station continues on AM with
a number of programming and
music changes, and will be
dubbed "The Original Swansea
Sound."

The Welsh station's moves
follow its take-over earlier this
year by the radio division of
Eastern Counties Newspa-
pers—Enterprise Radio (Music
& Media, May 13).

Soundwave 96.4 has been
launched as a hot ACE music
and lifestyle station, targeting
the 25-35 age group, while the
Original Swansea Sound is to
be a soft ACE station featuring
a high gold component and a
greater amount of local news
and speech. The AM station is
to be targeted at an older 35-
65 audience.

Swansea Sound's new MD
Terry Mann says the split fre-
quency services have been

designed to broaden the sta-
tion's appeal, particularly
amongst the young.

Europe 1 Goes Back To
Basics To Beat Decline

Paris - Facing its biggest chal-
lenge since its creation 40
years ago, full-service station
Europe 1 has dramatically
reshaped its programming
schedule in an attempt to stop
an on-going audience decline.

"Europe 1 must become the
FM full-service network that
speaks to the largest audi-
ence,” says station president
Jacques Lehn. This is in stark
contrast with the station's
early days when it courted the
"intellectual elite."

The audience of Europe 1,
which is part of the Matra
Hachette media and industrial
group, dropped below 10% in
the last Mediaméttie ratings.
It is now France's fifth station,
behind RTL, France Inter,
NRJ and France Info, when
two years ago it had been in
second place.

Insiders say Lehn expects
the station to deliver national
ratings of 14-15% by the year
2000, and is targeting the
number two ratings slot, right
behind RTL.

The restructuring began
before the summer, when
Lehn appointed three new top
executives—scheduling direc-
tor Denis dJeambar, news
director Gilles Schneider and
programme director Claude
Brunet. The most important
changes in the new season's
line-up have been implement-
ed in the news division. Lehn,

Jeambar and Schneider have
decided to return to Europe 1's
original spirit by becoming the
station that breaks the news.
Following a complaint from
inside journalists, the trio has
also decided to limit the num-
ber of outside personalities on
the station. News remains the
backbone of the programming
with current affairs sections
from 05:00-09:00, 12:30-13:30,
18:00-20:00 and 22:00-23:30.
But the style will be less
"stressed” than before.
Entertainment shows have
also been reshaped and most
have been shortened. The
09:00-11:00 slot has been built

around TV personality Gérard
Holtz ‘with the goal of getting
"close to the listeners" by
answering practical questions
about everyday life.

Another major change is
the cancellation of "Les Nuls",
a show that had a humouristic
style which didn't fit with the
rest of the station. It will be
replaced by Pascal Brunner, a
TV host and humourist. In the
afternoon, Europe 1 has called
back Jean Roucas, who was
absent last season, for a come-
dy show from 15:00-16:30.

IBC Fights Montreux
For 1995 Exhibitors

AMSTERDAM - Over 18.000 visi-
tors attended this year's Inter-
national Broadcasting Conven-
tion (IBC), 25% less than last
year, but organisers say they
are not worried.

Publicity  director  Tony
Lawes explains that the team
behind IBC 1995 knew it would
be difficult to keep attendance
figures up in a year when the
Montreux exhibition also took
place. For example, he adds,
Sony and Panasonic, two major
exhibitors, opted for Montreu¥™
instead of IBC.

Nevertheless this year's
event, held at Amsterdam's RAT
from September 14-18, saw
some 16.010 m? exhibition
space sold, and welcomed some
370 paid exhibitors.

In tandem with the event,

AmericanRadinoHictary Com
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Radio Netherlands organised a
conference "Towards 2000,
which took place from Septem-
ber 11-14. Lawes comments, "I
do feel that the Radio Nether-
lands conference drew more
people from radio to IBC."
Organisers remain opti-
mistic about next year's event.
According to Lawes, 16.048 m®
exhibition space has already
been sold to 176 exhibitors—
including 2.000 m? to Sony.
From the exhibitor's point of
view, HHB export sales director
Martin Westwood says, "IBC
this year has been a bit quieter
than we hoped it would be—but
we are reasonably satisfied.”
Steve Martin, MD of Match
Music Productions says his
stand was flooded with visitors
from eastern Europe, and his
company is definitely interested
in expanding its contacts there.

RMC Announces Plans To
Go Local Across France

Paris - Full-service RMC is
continuing to increase its pres-
ence  throughout France,
despite being in the middle of
a privatisation process.

RMC has announced its
intention to launch three-hour
“test transmissions” of local
programming in the city of
Lyons on January 15.

This "local window" will be
interspersed between the reg-
ular programming of the net-
work.

"If .successful, we will
repeat this localisation in
other French cities," says RMC
managing director Jean-Noel
Tassez, who dubbed the move
"the full-service answer to the
challenge from thematic net-
works."

In June, the French govern-
ment revealed its intention to
relaunch the privatisation of
the RMC group. The first
attempt, in late 1993/early

1994, failed amid accusations
of foul play. The guidelines for
the second attempted privati-
sation are expected to be made
public soon.

Tassez—who is also presi-
dent of Sofirad, the state-
owned holding which has an
83% share in RMC—says the
radio group can't afford to
stand still, despite the forth-
coming privatisation.

"We have to think about
radio for the year 2000," adds
Tassez, who has commissioned
a study on the strategic devel-
opment of the RMC group
from media consultant Pascal
Joséphe.

MADRID - Pro-independence
youths stormed Cadena SER's
studios in San Sebastian earlier
this month, protesting at
alleged bias in the company's
news reporting.

94 FM Creates “Commercial Public” Radio In The Hague

B PROGRAMMING

Making local radio is a costly business,
and without heavy government subsidy
almost impossible. Radio 94 FM, the new
operator on the Hague's local city station
Stadsomroep Haaglanden, has come up
with a new formula which is so success-
ful that its creators have already been
asked to repeat the exercise in southern
Dutch town Tilburg.

Compared with their equivalents in
most other countries around Europe, the
Dutch local broadcaster has it hard, says
Radio 94 FM programme director Roel
Oosthout. While public radio at both the
national and regional level is funded cen-
trally from licence fee revenues, local
radio thas to turn to the local council for
funds. And more often than not that
money is not available.

With dwindling funding from the
council and with an over-expensive local
TV channel to support, the licence-holder
for the Hague local station went bank-
rupt last year with debts of over Dfl 1.5
million (app. US$0.9 million). Ready for
a challenge, the operators of Stadsom-
roep Haaglanden stepped in with an
offer to guarantee the programming at
the broadcaster for the remaining 10
years of the licence.

With public broadcasting obligations |

to fulfil, the challenge was all the more
taxing, but since it started in July this
year, Radio 94 FM (or Stadsradio 94 Den
Haag in full) has been operating a com-

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munity-oriented and yet highly commer-
cial regime, thanks to a three-pronged
combination of media: radio, teletext and
non-stop cable magazine.

"We immediately dropped the TV sta-

tion, as local TV is extortionately expen-
sive to produce” says sales manager
Peter Nelissen. "But, with the remaining
combination of radio, teletext and cable
magazine, the group is aiming to offer a
cross section of complementary media
which will keep local listeners and local
advertisers happy."

News is the operative word at the
broadcaster. "Our aim is to bring news
as fast as possible to local listeners," says
editor-in-chief Henc van Zaale. "It is
qualitatively as good as you would find
in [daily newspaper] the NRC, and
reaches the listener faster than via any
other medium."

And this is achieved via a continuous
style of programming in which news and
music and features are intermingled
throughout the day. "This way, if a story
breaks in the morning like the opening
of the Council House in Den Haag today,
for example, we don't have to wait to put
it into a feature programme in the after-
noon. We can run it straight away.

"As a public broadcaster, we do of
course have various obligations, such as
providing a balance of information on
local issues, sport and arts. Our way of
handling that is to merge these factors
into one smooth programme.”

He adds, "We have a team of
reporters who go out equipped with both
note pads and cameras. The stories are

Studio FM Takes Risks With Melodic Dance

B PROGRAMMING

Jocke Bring, programme director at
dance-formatted Stockholm station
Studio FM, is aware of treading a fine
line with the "melodic dance sound” at
his station.

After 16 years on the air, he is confi-
dent that listeners appreciate his sta-
tion's policy of lacing the core dance
playlist with "flavour” songs and new
musical sounds. However, he acknowl-
edges that "We have to be careful about
sticking our necks out too far to cover
every trend."

With a target group of 13-45 and a
daily audience of 33.300, the station
plays dance in the widest sense of the
word, from soul, motown, philly and
disco to techno. Of the last he confirms
"This has worked quite well for us."

Beside a 10-strong core of tracks
rotated once every five hours, Bring
likes to add some quirks into the
playlist.

"I prefer not to reveal the intricate
details of our playlisting policy, but we
have our very own style of program-
ming, and often include songs that
would not traditionallly be regarded as
dance music." He cites The Fishes In
The Sea by Swedish singer Idde
Schultz as a typical example of a strong
pop crossover hit which he included in
the station's playlist.

Meanwhile, Laura Pausini's ballad
Solitudine has been in rotation since
1993. "I use it as a flavour track. I
always keep a few ballads in rotation,
and some Latin sounds in the playlist
add a nice element," he says.

"Although we have a policy of not
running too many completely un-
knowns, sometimes I do take a gamble
when I am completely sure of a track.
One of those instances this summer
was with rave techno group Scooter,

i which was spurned by most stations in

Sweden for fear of tune-out.

Their singles Move Your Arse and
Friends were particularly successful on
our playlist and we have actually
helped raise interest for the tracks. It's
a novelty act, people think it's funny. I
am not sure how long it will last, but in
the end it has been very good for the
image of our station."

Shelf life at the station can vary
from anything between 1 and 25
weeks, says Bring. "La Bouche Be My
Love has been going on for 26 weeks,

for example, and is still going strong."

And how does he gauge how long to
keep a track on? "I use several parame-
ters. One of which is panel ratings. All
new material is tested in panel tests
and these are repeated every week
until the song is dropped from the
playlist. That way I can accurately
track the popularity progression for
each song."

"Meanwhile, each of the DdJs has to
fill in a request form, tracking all the
requests submitted by listeners. By
comparing this list with the results of
the panels tests, and comments from

the listeners phoning in, I get a fairly
good idea of what tracks I should keep
and which ones I should throw out.
Strong airplay from other stations also
influences which songs we decide to
keep on, and which ones we drop.”

The last major overhaul at the sta-
tion was at the beginning of this year,
when the station was granted a second
transmission site in Stockholm. It is
now available to the north and the
south of the city.

‘I felt that we had been a little bit
too broad, so I narrowed the format
down a bit by cutting out some of the
more ‘bright gold’ tracks. One of the
unfortunate sides of making local com-
mercial radio here is that advertisers
can pressurise you to push your pro-
gramming one way or another. In the
relaunch I basically cut out all the
tracks that advertisers were pressuris-
ing us to play, but which didn't belong
in our playlist.

“This change aside, however, I like
to see programming as a continually
developing flow. So I usually imple-
ment changes as and when I think of
them. I believe anyone who is com-
pletely satisfied with their program-
ming has a problem. I am constantly
aware of improvements we could be
making.

“At the moment, for example, the
funkier sounds are returning, with the
arrival in particular of the Night-
crawlers, and we are incorporating
those sounds into our programming.”

But pinning programming changes
on ratings can be a very dangerous
business, he says. Most survey areas
are very small, and this builds in an
error in the ratings. Point changes can
mean very little.

"Ratings are good for an dpproxi-
mate idea of where you stand in the
market. But to compare one season's
results with the next is very danger-
ous. Similarly, the opposite is true—

using good ratings to point to the suc-
cess of new changes can be just as
unjustified. There are too many para-
meters involved, so you can't know
what was responsible for the change.

"I really believe in personality
radio, but it is very hard to implement
these days, when you have tight bud-
gets and can't pay for the best on-air
talent. We have to look at DJs as
exchangeable items, because at any
point they may move on to another job.

“Our solution is to employ a lot of
very ambitious young people, who
often work as volunteers. We have to
have a system which allows them to
come into the station and function
independently, so we have very strict
guidelines about what they have to do,
and what they can and can't say. This
is not a very personal way of operating
but it works.

“I know that a very funny DJ can
‘really do wonders to the programme. It
can also help encouraging listener loy-
alty, but unfortunately it is not viable
at the moment.”

depending on the nature of the story.
The very local stories about clubs and
small local businesses are more suitable
for the teletext, for example, while the
cable magazine runs more feature-
length articles, background on news sto-
ries, interviews, even recipes and tips for
the house.”

Although the station is still looking
for an adequate computer system to han-

dle the traffic of news and information
between the three outlets, the media
combination allows the group to "max-
imise on staff and material,” says Oost-
hout.

The musical content of the station
functions very much as "a support to the
news." Made up of well-known hits and
recurrents, the musical identity of the
station is targeted at a 20-45 demo-
graphic. As far as local competition is
concerned, that puts the station younger
than [public regional outlet] Radio West,
more upbeat than national commercial
non-stop-music Sky Radio, and less
trendy than public EHR station Radio 3,
says presenter Oosthout.

But any musical competition cannot
take away the station's unique mission,
which is to provide programming exclu-
sively for and about the Hague.

"World media seems to be growing in
two directions,” says Nelissen. "On the
one hand you have the Internet, and the
increase in world-wide communication.
Meanwhile, on the other there is an
increasing demand for local media and
for news, information and contact with
the immediate vicinity.

The strong contact the station has
with the community is something new
sales clients are having to learn about,
he says. As is the combination of adver-
tising possibilities. "We found that many
of -the advertisers in The Hague had

grown unused to advertising on radio,
but they are learning about us very
quickly. If they have any specific require-
ments or problems, [ sit down with them
and help them work out a combination of
radio and teletext ads which will suit
their situation.

"The fact is that more and more
brand managers and companies are
looking for mixed advertising, because
that gives them more variety and more
coverage.”

Radio 94 FM operates on the licence
for Stadsradio, alongside Stadstekst and
Stadstekst TV (cable magazine). It is
available in the Hague only, on terrestri-
al frequency 94 FM and on two cable fre-
quencies. Their target is to reach 16-18%
of the city’s listeners in the first year.

Going beyond the traditional role of commercial spot
carriers, radio can provide advertising clients with a
wider range of services—broadcast consultant
Thomas Hopfensperger describes some border-

crossing strategies.

B MARKETING

When the Walt Disney Company says
“corporate alliances,” it’s not talking
about a new Mickey Mouse or Donald
Duck cartoon. When the International
Events Group (IEG) discusses "enlight-
ened marketing,” it's not envisioning
corporate executives joining hands
around a conference table. But when
radio stations around the world need to
bolster their billing, they do make use of
both techniques through special mar-
keting partnerships with clients.

IEG recently held a workshop in Los
Angeles that brought together over 300
US companies looking for ways to
increase business through cause-related
sponsorships and other co-marketing
strategies. Companies like Evian Water
and Disney mingled with the media in
the hope of forming partnerships to aid
in product introductions, image
enhancement and merchandising oppor-
tunities in the retail trade.

Community Bond

At the IEG workshop, radio stood out as
an advertising vehicle that blends well
with the concept of marketing partner-
ships. (The Disney corporation was
impressed enough to later purchase a
large group of radio stations of its own.)
"Manufacturers and retailers are seek-
ing a one-on-one relationship with con-
sumers and have found that radio sta-
tions in markets of all sizes have been
successful in forging this bond between
national marketers and their local com-
munities," observes Roann Hale of the
Radio Advertising Bureau.

Radio stations can go beyond the tra-
ditional role of commercial spot carriers
as they join forces with special clients.
"Promotional partnerships help stations
liquidate some of the expenses of listen-
er promotion and actually generate
sales results,” according to Ronnie
Hanna, president of RHG. "For exam-
‘ple, a stationr receives increased expo-
sure through client-sponsored displays,
coupons and direct mail pieces.”

In advanced business relationships
where two companies merge marketing
resources, goals for both parties must be

compatible and expectations clearly
defined. This was the mission of a
recent tour by 14 executives from
France's largest sports equipment man-
ufacturer, Decathlon. Decathlon's man-
agement team visited companies on the
west coast like Boeing, Levi Strauss
and radio stations KKSF/KDFC in San
Francisco. "Our Decathlon is a team
sport,” according to executive manager
Michel LeClereq. So the concept of cor-
porate alliance with a media outlet was
intriguing to the company, as was the
radio station's proposal of "guaranteed
advertising results” for one of its local
clients.

Guaranteed Results

KDFC, a classical station, formed a
partnership with a small manufacturer
of music history posters. In exchange
for adding the KDFC logo to each
poster, the station agreed to promote it.
No initial investment was required
from the manufacturer. To back this
guarantee of success KDFC arranged
for the posters to be framed, displayed
and marketed through Tower Record
stores and negotiated a commission per
unit sold.

The entire stock of classical posters
sold out through this direct response
marketing plan and both partners won.
Hundreds of classical music fans now
have the KDFC name hanging on their
walls and the station made more money
as a marketing partner than could have
been earned as just an advertising vehi-
cle.

Other radio stations see the poten-
tial and go even further. This spring
German station Radio PSR invited its
top 10 accounts from Saxonia to visit
San Francisco. Beyond nurturing per-
sonal relationships with these clients,
PSR sales manager Ralf Reisel saw the
opportunity to learn more about their
businesses and laid the groundwork for
corporate alliances.

Marketing Partnerships
Workshop
Earlier in the year, Reisel was part of a
two-day radio workshop presented by
VPRT, a German organisation of pri-
vate broadcasters. PSR and 10 private
radio  stations from  Germany
exchanged ideas on programming and
sales marketing. Hopfensperger Inter-
national Marketing (HIM) produced the
seminar with the goal of examining the
importance of marketing partnerships
and exploring the new revenue realities
in the changing advertising world.
“Virtually nothing in the advertising
business is the same as it was 20 years
ago," says Jerry Wright, retail market-
ing specialist at KGB-FM in San Diego.

MUSIC & MEDIA

Large clients are now looking for short
term sales results and they are holding
their advertising agencies much more
accountable for a return on their invest-
ments. Since the advertising communi-
ty has been slow to react to this trend,
integrated marketers are refining sales
promotion and capturing the largest
slice of the marketing pie. "Radio
should follow the money," says Wright.

Your "Marketing Arsenal"
A first step towards establishing these
partnerships is the creation of a "mar-
keting arsenal" made up of free prod-
ucts and services provided in exchange
for promotional exposure. Hanna iden-
tifies these co-promotional relation-
ships as:

.® Gift-with-purchase partners: fast food

restaurant (free meal deal), health club
(free two-week membership pass), car
wash (free wash certificate), ski resort
(free lift tickets).

® Redemption partners: movie theatre
chain (free admission), water or amuse-
ment park (free child's admission with
paying adult), sporting venue (1/2 price
admission).

e Cause partners: children's hospital,
local literacy programme, non-profit
health organisations.

® Sampling venue partners: shopping
mall, local performing arts venue,
movie theatre chain, sporting venue,

airport.

® Retail display partners: supermarket,
convenience store, drug store chain,
mass merchandiser, hardware chain,
department store.

"Identify and sign up potential cross-
marketing partners. Then re-package
their goods and present programmes to
other clients," says Hanna. "It's a prime
way for radio stations to tap into sales
promotion budgets, which are usually
larger than normal advertising funds."

Some of the more innovative mar-
keting partnerships have been devel-
oped through RHG's Radio Success Net-
work which includes KKSF's "Pet
Portrait" programme, that gives owners
a free photo session as a gift with the
purchase of dog food. WIP-AM in
Philadelphia created a two-tier pro-
gramme with Lever Bothers soap and
the local zoo, which promoted a new

- exhibit. As part of the radio promotion

which put the Lever Bothers product on
display in retail stores, the zoo provided
free passes for distribution to clients,
discount tickets and an area inside the
park for product sampling.

Though the Disney Company wasn't
part of this particular cooperative
effort, you can bet that its newly pur-
chased radio stations will soon be form-
ing marketing partnerships that
include mouse ears and a talking duck.

BrusseLs - With over five million
copies sold worldwide, Vaya Con Dios
is undoubtedly one of Bglgium's most
successful musical ambassadors. From
its debut album back in 1988 with
already classic pop songs like Puerto

Rico and Just A Friend Of Mine,
followed by pan-European hit-
album Night Owls to Time Flies,
Vaya Con Dios has always been
the living proof that it doesn't
have to take huge budgets to sell
records—music, that's what it is
about.

Vaya Con Dios' fourth album
with BMG Ariola, released
Euro-wide on September 25, is
entitled Roots And Wings. It
contains 12 tracks and a slightly
new sound, offering a fine blend
of strong ballads, soul, funk gnd
world music. The album was i
prepared at producer Philippe -
Allaert's home studio after a
first attempt with sessioneers didn't
give the best results. Explains
chanteuse Dani Klein, "We started
working on demos I did before, songs I
really liked but eventually we decided
to start from scratch as I thought we
could do better."

It was former Blue Blot-singer Luke
Walter jr. who advised Klein to record
the horns at the Muscle Shoals Sound
studios in Alabama. What was intended
to be a one-week stay resulted in Vaya
Con Dios recording most of the basic

tracks and doing the final mixes at

Muscle Shoals with long-time studio
musicians and engineers. "The studio
has an atmosphere of its own—the
musicians have heard everything
between the '50s and today but they
remain open for new ideas," says Klein.

One particular track, What If,
penned by Diane Warren, inspired the
band to work in Whitfield Street

studios in London where the Egyptian
Hossam Ramzy ensemble (just back
from their tour with Plant & Page)
provided the Arabic background for the
song. The combination with a
Mississippi-based gospel choir worked
fabulously.

Roots and Wings also features
Klein's son Simon Schoovaerts as co-
writer and assistant producer, and
includes cover versions from Mose
Allison's Mind On Vacation and
Evening Of Love, originally performed
by Etta James.

"The style of the album—what Dani
has done this time round—is very
personal,” says BMG international
marketing VP Chris Stone. "Some
songs are quite specific about the way
she sees the world's situation. I'm
really optimistic and hopefully this
album will be the one which will carry
Vaya Con Dios outside Europe.”

Agrees BMG Ariola Belgium
marketing manager Eric
Deleeuw, "Personally, I think that
Roots And Wings is Vaya Con Dios'
strongest album to date, offering
the widest musical variation and
strongest production so far."

Deleeuw says he did some
preliminary research on Vaya Con
Dios' history before drawing up his
marketing strategy and decided to
split the marketing campaign into
three stages. "First we want to
focus on the album's first single,

Don't Break My Heart to achieve:

optimal chart positions and

airplay. From the end of October
well run a  Christmas/year-end
campaign concentrating on album
sales, with street posters and radio and
TV promotion. Finally, Vaya Con Dios'
live tour starts next spring, together
with a brand new single to give an
extra push to the album.” Deleeuw says
that although the time frame is
reminiscent of Vaya Con Dios' previous
album (also released n
September—1992), the whole campaign
is far -more structured, with three
distinctive levels.

Vaya Con Dios has practically

become Dani Klein's solo project, but
her manager Gary Richmond has no
objections against this. "Dani always
has been the main songwriter, she's the
voice which is instantly recognisable as
'them.' To the audience, Vaya Con Dios
is a great consistency in music. People
don't buy Vaya Con Dios because of the

hype."
Radio Regenbogen/Mannheim
(Germany)  programmer  Frieder

Lohrbercher shares that opinion. "We
still have many of Vaya Con Dios's
earlier work on the air, and we would
like to continue our support with the
new ballad."

At Spanish network Cadena Cien,
head of music Carlos Finaly is very
enthusiastic about the new single.
"Dani Klein is one of my persqnal
favourites and we have been following
the band since their late '80s debut
material. Don't Break My Heart is just
what we expect from Vaya Con Dios
and we plan to bring the record from
medium to high rotation soon."

Like always, at home response is
good. BRTN Radio Donna made the
CD ‘"album of the week” and also
featured a two-week Vaya Con Dios
retrospective. Head of music Mare
Deschuyter is enthusiastic about both
the single and album. "The whole
album is so much more mature, more
R&B than their earlier albums. The
single matches perfectly to Vaya Con
Dios' previous releases and sometimes
Dani Klein reminds me of Simply Red's
Mick Hucknall—the voices are really
close and so is the musical quality."”

Michael Learns To Rock Brings Home Asian Success

COPENHAGEN - Making it big in Asia
before its own continent, Danish pop
rock outfit Michael Learns To Rock
(EMI-Medley) sees no problems in
taking the road against the flow of the
traffic. Little by little Europe is giving
in, first in Norway but now in
Switzerland too, where the MOR ballad
That's Why (You Go Away) is currently
topping the national airplay chart.
That's why it is charted in Music &
Media's Border Breakers chart.

For most western bands Asia is an
untapped market, but not for Michael
Learns To Rock. That's Why (You Go
* Away) is proudly at the top slot of the
Pan-Asian Radio and Sales Chart as
compiled by trade mag Music News
Asta. And it's not the first time either.
It all started with the one-time Music &
Media CD-insert single The Actor. But
what do we, ignorant Europeans,

know?
For that reason EMI-Medley
international exploitation manager

Thomas Hoehne has mailed out an
explanatory special 2:20-minute
"Michael-Beats-Michael (Jackson) news
flash" on video to European media. "It
shows how mega they are in Asia. Also
it contains an interview with a DJ from
Thailand who explains why theyre so
big in his country where we shipped

140.000 copies of the new [third] album

Played On Pepper. 1t has to do with the
simple pop melodies and lyrics that
everyone can relate to. If it can work
there, it can do the same closer to home
too. That's the message we're trying to
get across. Now we're trying to get it
placed on MTV, CNN and local TVs in
the German-speaking territories.
Mind you it's not an Asia-only thing,
in Germany and Switzerland we
have already achieved substantial
results airplay-wise.”

Through the effort of Radio
24/Zurich head of music Dani |
Richicher among others, the single
made it to the top slot in Swiss
airplay chart. "We've got quite a
number of MLTR songs on our
permanent playlist of about 4.000
titles," he remarks. "Begardless of
whether they do uptempo pop rock
material or ballads, they appear to
affect people's hearts. At least that's
the impression I get from the many
phone calls we receive about them. If it
makes people feel happy, then it must
be good radio material.”

Radio NRW/Oberhausen (Ger-
many) head of music Jeff Van Gelder
thinks "That's Why" is the band's best
single so far. "It's one of those typical
northern-European bands which can
simulate an American sound," the US-
national says. "The hit potential is
surely there—it's kind of a 'radio big
mac'—but a little more originality

wouldn't harm them. I hope for them
they won't just follow a formula. Before
you know it you're suffering from the
"Ten Sharp dilemma, —going downhill
with each single release. Still that
could be very risky as fans are sensitive
to changes."

Michael Learns To Rock, fronted by
Jascha Richter, is specialised in
ballads. But a track like Breaking The

Rules shows they can rock too.
Nevertheless a first international hit
positions a band in a certain way. The
Look made Roxette pop rockers for the
rest of their life. Band manager J.P.
Andersen isn't afraid that his proteges
will be typecast as balladeers. "Well,
40% of their songs are ballads, so the
current single doesn't give a false idea
of what they stand for. You can't win
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'em all. Qutside of Denmark, were
doing especially well in Norway and
Switzerland. If we chart in more
countries than with the last albuym
Colours, then we feel we have achieved
something. Of course we're dreaming of
success in the UK or America, but we're
not crying ourselves to sleep. We've
only just started.”

Having said that, Andersen has
mapped out a new Asian tour from
September 30 to November 6. The

" album, at number 3 in Denmark, is

out in 40 countries worldwide, the
Arabs are tapping in now too and to
underline the global mission Hoehne
reports silver shipment figures in
India (25.000 copies). The aim is to
bring all the Asian prosperity back
home and duplicate it in Europe.

Is that really possible? Radio
Columbo/Aarhus (Denmark) newly-
appointed head of music Kent
Hansen knows how big the band is at
home. "Bigger than ever, I would say,
but not as hysterical as in Asia," he
analyses.

"Appreciation has grown
domestically with the new single. At
the peak of its popularity, the band will
soon do an unplugged session at our
station attended by 50 privileged
listeners. As playing live is one of their
main assets and they have lots of good
songs, conquering Europe lies all in
their own hands really."

have and that has bought us to
the decision we have now
taken. The success required to
maintain the existing structure
was something we felt was not
going to materialise."” He adds
that the decision was "not
taken lightly."

Ironically Roy Eldridge told
attendees at the EMI UK
group's sales meeting in Dublin
earlier this month that
Chrysalis has been "actively
aggressive in A&R," and had
signed eight new acts this year.
Reportedly, a roster review took
place on September 19; a num-
ber of acts are expected to be
dropped.

Most UK industry observers
are surprised by the news of
the downsizing, but are con-
cerned and regretful at the exit
of long-serving executives and
the prospect of redundancies.
For his part, Chrysalis founder
Chris Wright—whose Chrysalis
Group sold 50% of the record
company to EMI in 1989 and
the rest in 1991—says, "I sup-
pose from the moment they got
rid of me, [ always expected
something like this to happen.

"This has come 26 years to
the day that the first record
went out on Chrysalis. I'm sad
for everyone involved."

For the year to March 31
1994, Chrysalis Records UK
had sales of US$20 million,
profits of US$150.000 and a

staff of 42 people (more recent
figures were not available at
presstime). This compares with
the 1989-90 peak of its UK
operations, which yielded rev-
enues of US$62 million and
US$4 million in profits with an
employee roll of 76.

Wright says he does not
envisage Eldridge, Grunbaum
or Andrews moving into the
Chrysalis Group's own music
division under Steve Lewis, but
adds, "If EMI doesn't want the
Chrysalis name, then I'd be
interested in talking [to them]."

Despite the lack of sales and
chart action in recent times,
Chrysalis and Cooltempo were
well-regarded by radio pro-
grammers. "They have been
more pro-active among the
record companies when it
comes to regional promotion,”
says Paul Chantler, chief exec-
utive  of  dance-formatted
Galaxy FM/Bristol and Cardiff.
"They were some of the first to
come out to the provinces."

Piccadilly head of music
Christian Smith adds, "They
supplied great regional sup-
port. I'm concerned about who
will pick up their rosters and if
we will continue to be serviced
as we have been, especially
with new releases coming up."

Now, the Swedish Broad-
casting Commission has issued
guidelines for the kind of sig-
nal that must be given.

Senior advisor to the Com-
mission Hack Kampmann
says, 'These signals should be
clear even to people who are
not regular listeners to a par-
ticular station." The Commis-
sion has given broadcasters
time to adapt to the rules.

Meanwhile, the Commis-
sion has placed a Skr100.000
(app. US$13.500) conditional

fine on City 107 in Gothenburg
for failing to give any signal

distinguishing  adverts in
broadcasts monitored last
year.

City 107 was also criticised
for using the same station
name as its sister station in
Malmé. Under rules against
networking, local stations are
prohibited from using identical
names in different parts of the
country.

Station manager Mats Jalk-
ing says the station will be
known as City 107.3 in future
announcements and will clear-
ly distinguish its advertising.

EU Cracks Down On Holland Media Group

As predicted (Music & Media, September 23), the European
Union has halted the media joint venture HMG (Holland
Media Group), a holding company backed by Endemol, VNU,
CLT and Veronica. HMG groups together CLT-backed RTL
Rock Radio, Veronica-owned Hitradio Veronica and the tele-
vision channels, RTL4, RTL5 and Veronica. The EU says
HMG's TV interests violate competition regulations and it
also wants Endemol to cut its interest in the group back from
24% to 7%. An HMG spokesman says RTL5 will be put up for
sale in a matter of weeks to comply with the ruling.

CD single sales
over the first half of 1995
increased by 31% in units

(reaching 3.5 million copies) and
12% in value (amounting to Dfl
38 million).

The encouraging figures
come at a time when the Dutch

Radio 1 Starts Autumn Ad Campaign

Lonnon - BBC Radio 1 is to
unveil the second wave of its £2
million (app. US$3.1 million) "As
It Is" advertising campaign next
month, h

The news follows a successful
first stage of the campaign,
launched in May.

"The initial campaign to pro-
mote the image of the station
has worked on an emotional
level—now we are aiming to pro-
vide more information about
specific  programmes,” says
Radio 1's marketing manager

Sophie McLaughlin.

McLaughlin says the contin-
uing theme of the "As It Is" cam-
paign is to counterbalance the
station's negative press coverage
by exposing the public to the
"culture, energy and commit-
ment" of the new-look station.
The advertising particularly
focuses on the staff's passion for
music and belief in new bands.

A research survey carried out
by Millward Brown amongst 15-
34 year-olds in July shows that
the "As It Is" campaign has been
extremely successful, with 71%
of the sample aware of it.

The Millward Brown survey
follows the publication last
month of Radio 1's latest Rajar
figures (Music & Media, August
19), which showed a 554.000
increase in listeners and a 0.9%
increase in market share. How-

ever, Radio 1 insiders think that
most of this increase was due to
the arrival of new breakfast
show host Chris Evans as
opposed to the impact of the
advertising campaign.

On The Road

Border Breakers commentary by Pieter Kops

Snap’s new single

German Euro dance outfit Snap enters this
week's Border Breakers chart at number 18
with The World In My Hands, the follow up to
The First The Last Eternity (Till The End) and
the third single from the act's third album
Welcome To Tomorrow. Just like the previous
singles, The World In My Hands, a soft synth-
driven pop song, is a vocal exercise by Paula
Brown alias Summer.

Snap's biggest success to date was 1992's
Eurochart Hot 100 Singles year-end number
one hit Rhythm Is A Dancer. Since the launch of
the Border Breakers rundown in October 1993,
the prolific duo of Michael Diinzing and Luca
Anzilotti (the nucleus of Snap) have savored
the Border Breakers number one position
twice—first with 1994's Welcome To Tomorrow
(two weeks at the top) and again with this year's
The First The Last... (five weeks, four of which
were consecutive).

The World In My Hands is reported by 10 sta-
tions in five countries outside GSA. The support
for the sultry Snap single is particularly encour-
aging in Holland; four reporters have already
put it into rotation, all being heavyweights—

"Hilversum-based national EHR's Het Station,

NPS Kort En Klijn and TROS Radio 3, as
well as private EHR broadcaster Radio 538/
Bussum. Belgium is next in line with two EHR
stations, including public Flemish Platinum
BRTN Radio Donna/Brussels. Also in Italy,
Sweden and the Czech Republic, incidental
playlistings are emerging. The song's inclusion
on the list of Platinum EHR Rete 105
Network/Milan, for example, is certainly worth
a mention.

It is interesting to see Spanish alternative
rock band Heroes Del Silencio enter the
Border Breakers chart at number 23 with Iberia
Sumergida. Currently, the single encounters
best support in Poland, where 11 stations are
giving it regular spins. Among these are public
national EHR outlet Polskie Radio 3/Warsaw
and six Gold-ranked regionals, mostly EHR. The
Heroes' 14-station crossover roster is completed
by three Italian reporters, including Gold-
ranked EHR Radio Babboleo/Genoa.

The charts on this page track the bordercrossing movement of
product. The Border Breakers chart ranks the 25 most successful
Continental European records making airplay impact outside their
country of signing (airplay achieved in the original country is
excluded from the calculations).

The second chart, Channel Crossovers, registers the airplay
penetration of UK-signed artists in mainland Europe, while the
third Top 25, the Atlantic Crossover chart, ranks the most suc-
cessful Non-European artists according to airplay impact in
Europe. .

All three charts are non-format specific. "Country Of Signing”
is not necessarily an indication of where the artist comes from
but, more significantly, where he/she is signed. An increasing
number of national artists are signed to "foreign" labels and M&M
wants to acknowledge the crossover impact of such deals.
