GWR Profits Up

LoNDON - Leading UK radio
group GWR posted pre-tax
profits of £8.2 million (approx.
US$14 million), up 54.9% on
its 1994/95 business year.
Turnover, reflecting the larger
number of licences now under
the GWR banner after aggres-
sive expansion moves, rose by
63.2% to £52.2 million.

The results follow a week of
falling GWR share prices as
the City showed its nervous-
ness over the group's proposed
acquisition of national inde-
pendent station Classic FM for
£71.5 million.

GWR, which currently
holds a 31% shareholding in
London News Radio as part of
a consortium including ITN
and the Daily Mail General
Trust (DMGT), now plans to
sell 11% of its stake for a pro-
jected profit of £1.5 million, to
bring the group back within

the permitted Radio Authority
ownership points limit, accord-
ing to chairman Henry
Meakin.

GWR already announced
an agreement to sell 80% of
Leicester Sound to (DMGT).
However, further disposals
will be necessary to comply
with Radio Authority owner-
ship rules, and Meakin
reveals, "We are now in the
process of disposing of further
licences."

Meakin points out that
despite the pending sell-offs,
the nearly completed merger
with Classic FM will give
GWR, "The largest number of
listeners in the UK radio sec-
tor." Meakin further singles
out "very strong progress in
both audiences and revenues,”
at the recently acquired
Chiltern Radio and Mid Anglia
regions which provide signifi-
cant contributions to the GWR
group's profitability.

NRdJ Challenges
CLT/RTL Merger

PaRis - The French radio group
NRJ has decided to take fur-
ther steps in its attempt to
challenge the CLT-Bertels-
mann merger and the attitudes
of the radio regulatory body,
CSA. NRJ claims that the
merger represents a major
change in shareholding which
would require prior approval
from the CSA.

Claiming that the CSA has
failed to address this particular
issue, NRJ has filed a com-
plaint to the Conseil d’Etat, the
high court which has power to
reverse acts made by public
organisations. "We think that
CLT should be forced to hand
back all their frequencies in
France for a new tender," says
NRJ president Jean-Paul
Baudecroux who claims that
the CSA treats NRJ and CLT
with different standards.

In addition, NRJ has filed a
further complaint against the
CSA, concerning the fact that,

in March, the CSA authorised
CLT's "confidential" acquisition
of the remaining 54% of the
shares it did not yet own in
ACE net RTL2. According to
NRJ, all changes in sharehold-
ing authorised by the CSA are
usually made public and the
station wonders why this has
not been the case this time.
NRJ's general manager Marc
Pallain says they discovered
through a financial advertise-
ment in a daily newspaper that
CLT claimed to own 100% of
RTL2.

Sources at RTL in France
say they are "unabashed" by
NRJ's legal proceedings. "They
do this kind of thing all the
time," says a spokesperson at
RTL, adding that the switch
from M40 to RTL2 has been
made according to the rules.
RTL further adds that the
arrival of Bertelsmann has not
altered the radio operations of
CLT in France, nor has it affect-
ed the management of the com-

pany.

Buma/Stemra Reorganises
Authors' rights societies Buma
and Stemra have announced a
reorganisation, aiming to
improve cooperation between
the two societies.

BBC Joins Forces With BMG
The BBC is joining forces with
BMG Entertainment, a sub-
sidiary of Bertelsmann, to mar-
ket the publishing rights to
music commissioned for its pro-
grammes. Until now, the BBC
has allowed composers to retain
publishing rights to their work,
but the formation of a music
publishing organisation forms
part of the BBC's strategy of
exploiting its assets commer-
cially,

Musicians Union Threat-
ened With Court Action
Over 200 veteran members are
threatening to sue the Musi-
cians Union over alleged non-
payment of royalties. The dis-
pute is rooted in a 1946
agreement between the Union

and Phonographic Performance
Ltd regarding the payment of
royalties for recorded music
played on television or radio.
The agreement provided for
PPL to pass along 20% of the
royalties to the primary named
artist and to forward an addi-
tional 12.5% to the Musicians
Union for distribution to session
musicians via a separate fund.
According to the action group,
the Union only began to hand
out this money last year and
has yet to provide any satisfac-
tory accounting. Approximately
US$ 110 million is at stake.
LIPA Facing Fund Crisis
The Liverpool Institute For Per-
forming Arts is verging on insol-
vency despite the original dona-
tions from patrons such as Paul
McCartney, Elvis Costello, Jane
Fonda, Eddie Murphy, Dudley
Moore and David Hockney.
LIPA's principal Mark Feather-
stone-Witty has imposed a
“facility fee" of £500 (app. US
$825) on each student, but says
that the school's redoubled
efforts to attract full tuition-
paying foreign students will
prevent closure.

Radio Grows In Flanders
The year to date (January-
August) figures published by
MediaMark show a 0.4% growth
in radio’s marketshare of adver-
tising expenditure.

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DAB Proposal Squeezes

Musicians Rap For
Kids In Denmark

COPENHAGEN - The Danish
broadcasting company, Dan-
marks Radio, wanted to give
kids something good to listen
to, so they got an assortment
of bands together and cut a
CD.

"We have to find music to
play for our programme.
Sometimes it's difficult to find
Danish music with Danish
lyrics, so we asked some musi-
cians if they could whip some-
thing up, in order to ensure a
good selection of music. We
must have goodwill among
musicians, because they did
it," says Danmark Radio's
Peter Amelung, programme
head of Borneradio (Kid's
Radio). The CD, Rimlig Rar,
Rimlig Raa ("Kinda Nice,
Kinda Naughty") features 12
artists, performing 12 of their
own compositions. The players
include rockers Strawberry
Slaughterhouse, Sharing

Patrol, and rappers Remee, Al
Agami and Nikolaj Peyk from
Ostkyst Hustlers. A year earli-
er, the Hustlers did a series for
the radio programme. These
spots eventully became their
Grammy-winning CD on the
Sony label.

EMI-Medley released the
CD on November 28. "I think
the CD is the most important
album for teenagers and
youngsters, because it repre-
sents new Danish music. It's a
platform for Danish artists,
guaranteed to reach a broad
public and they can experi-
ment a bit without feeling the
pressure of having to live up to
the expectations of a previous
album," says EMI-Medley
product manager Martin Ohrt.
Parents can expect the tone of
a CD to be a bit naughtier
than nice, but it fits in perfect-
ly with the call-in dialogue for
the 10-14 year-old listener

group.

Alinge
is not happy about the way the
selection of licencees was
made. "The authority is full of
civil servants with no back-
ground in the radio medium.
Their recommendations are
based on thoughts, guesses
and opinions—they've done no
real research as far as [ know,"
he says.

Alinge says he doesn't
believe the government will
follow the authority's propos-
als. In December, licencing
conditions will be distributed
to the selected stations for
review, before the government
makes its final decision.

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EMI Group: New
Figures Announced

LoNpoN - The EMI Group's
first figures since the demerger
from Thorn show a rise in prof-
its of almost 10%, but chair-
man Sir Colin Southgate says
that, despite acres of press
speculation, he has still not
had a serious offer to buy the
company.

Southgate describes himself
as "very pleasantly surprised”
by the results for the six
months to September 30 which
show profits up 9.4% on the
same period last year to
US$188.44 million. This figure
is before tax and exceptional
items.

The EMI Group encompass-
es the record and publishing
operations within EMI Music
and the HMV international
retail chain. In the figures
released November 19, EMI
Music's operating profit was up
5.9% to US$220.93 million, on
sales of US$1.83 billion. This
sales total fell from US$1.86
billion this time last year.
HMV had sales up 17.4% to
US$602.66 million, but made a
loss of US$18.42 million.

However, HMV is now
entering its main sales period
of the year and, in 1995, after a
first-half loss of US$14.9 mil-
lion, made a full-year profit if
US$32.83 million. Its losses in
the latest figures are a reflec-
tion of its entry into the Ger-
man market, and the launch of
HMV Direct in the UK.

A statement from the EMI
Group says EMI Music
achieved seven million-selling
albums in the six months cov-

ered by the figures with world-
wide CD sales up by 19.4%.

EMI Music has had conspic-
uous success with George
Michael's debut album for Vir-
gin, Older, the emergence of
Virgin's British pop act Spice
Girls, and EMI albums from
Pet Shop Boys, Tina Turner,
along with the continuing suc-
cess of the Beatles' Anthology
series and the Smashing
Pumpkins' Mellon Collie And
The Infinite Sadness.

Asked about the impact of
such successes on EMI Music's
ranking among the major
labels, Southgate says, "Out-
side North America, we are
No.2. We do very well here in
the UK, and rather well in
Germany, France, Asia and
Japan."

Nonetheless, the growth in
EMI profits and its new free-
dom from Thorn, should,
according to intense industry
speculation, make it extremely
attractive to a potential pur-
chaser. However, Southgate
comments, "Nobody has made
me an offer. Nobody has beat-
en a path to my door." South-
gate adds that should there be
an offer, the response is unlike-
Iy to be favourable. He stress-
es, "We are just not a company
that's for sale. We are a nation-
al treasure for the UK."

The value of that treasure
should not be affected by mar-
ket conditions, Southgate
argues. Noting that PolyGram
is shedding 400 jobs as it
restructures its marketing and
distribution operations, South-
gate declares, "We started on
that process in 1987 and we
have continually improved our
situation since then."

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The Dynamic Duo

"Broadcasting from the heart of Pad-
ania, this is Grant Benson, and down
in our Italian studio in Rome is Luca
Viscardi." This was how Grant Ben-
son opened up RTL 102.5 Hit Radio's
daily mid-morning show on Monday
15th September.

The previous day, northern Italy's
federalist political party the Northern
League had once again declared sym-
bolic independence from the rest of
Italy and what it describes as the "cor-
rupt central government” in Rome.
"Padania” is the Northern League's
new imaginary state, stretching
across the prosperous north of Italy.

The supporters of this controver-
sial political party resent paying taxes
to Rome, claiming that their hard
earned money is squandered on the
poor and Mafia-ridden southern Italy.
RTL 102.5 Hit Radio's studios are
located in the rich industrial city of
Bergamo, the heartland of the North-
ern League's support, and a few kilo-
metres from the party's spiritual
home, the village of Pontida.

Irreverent Style

Benson's declaration of broadcasting
from "Padania” did not represent tacit
support for the imaginary new state,
but more the topical and irreverent
way in which Benson and his co-pre-
senter Luca Viscardi treat current
news events in their show, "Attenti A
Noi Due' ("Beware Of Us Two"),
which goes out weekdays on the full-
service station between 09:00-11:00.
Last September, RTL 102.5 Hit
Radio opened up a second studio cen-
tre in Rome, and the show is now pre-
sented from both there and the sta-
tion's HQ in Bergamo. Benson has
remained in his traditional studio,
while Viscardi has made the move
south. Says Benson, "There is a big
north/south divide in Italy, and there
is a tendency for national networks to
have the majority of their audience in

their home region, with a relatively
small percentage spread through the
rest of the country. By opening up a
base in Rome earlier this year we are
underlining our image of being a
national network and not just a
northern Italian station which can be
heard in the rest of the country."

RTL 102.5 Hit Radio's principle
competitor, the Rome-based Radio
Dimensione Suono, has also recently
opened up a second studio centre (in
Milan), while the Milan-based net-
work Radio Deejay is trying to project
a national identity with its slogan
"One Nation, One Station."

Video Link

Benson and Viscardi are linked by
ISDN, and a video monitor has
recently been installed so that the
two presenters—separated by several
hundred kilometres—can still see
each other and take visual cues dur-
ing the show. "We presented the pro-
gramme together in the same studio
for two years before being separated,
so we were able to build up a good
rapport,” reflects Benson, who says
the new arrangement is working well
so far. "The new video monitor will
help even more, because in addition
to chatting with each other during
records about our next link, we will
now be able to exchange visual cues
when we’re on air.”

Although RTL 102.5 Hit Radio is
primarily a music network, the sta-
tion places a great deal of emphasis
on concise but extensive news cover-
age. "One of our principle roles is to
explain news events to our listeners,"
says Viscardi. "In Ttaly the daily
newspapers are read by relatively few
people, and the papers themselves
often assume that readers know what
they are writing about without hav-
ing to explain the background. One of
our most important roles is to explain
both the background and the story in
straightforward terms. For example,
we covered the recent debate about
state welfare spending very exten-
sively."

"Attenti A Noi Due" is sandwiched
between the morning drive show
"Non Stop News" (which covers the
day's news topics in more serious
detail), and a lunchtime show pre-
sented by Dutchman Frederico Von
Stegeren ("The Flying Dutchman")
whose programme mixes music with
current affairs.

Benson and Viscardi's show, on
the other hand, covers serious news
topics in a more chatty style. The
morning Clockwatch tuned in was a

are to be given an allowance to pur-
chase their own underwear, whereas
male soldiers will have to continue to
put up with standard issue army
underpants.

Seeking Out Humour

"Our light-hearted approach to
events is appreciated by our listen-
ers, who recognise that we will make
fun out of any political party or situa-
tion," says Benson. "Apart from trag-
ic events, we will seek out the
humour in any news story." Com-
menting on the air about a survey
which found that most people find
food more enjoyable than sex, Benson
suggested, "Why not bring out the
chocolate spread, then you can enjoy
both at the same time!"

Viscardi says that he often has to
put Benson's risqué style into per-
spective. "I think we can get away
with taking risks," he says, "but it's a
great advantage having a double-
header on this show, especially with
Grant. If he goes over the top with a
comment, then I can step in and try
to balance things out. We find that
our two different personalities com-
plement each other."

Carpet For Radio Top

In its fourth edition, the NAB Radio Operations
Seminars again provided European radio executives
with a comfortable setting in which to meet US and
European providers of a variety of radio services, as
well as the opportunity to choose between a range of

informative seminars.

NAB's decision this year to replace
technology seminars with talks

seminar presenters—praises both the

Public Radio's Role

At last year's NAB Seminars in
Barcelona, some participants com-
plained that presentations were too
commercial and US oriented. At that
time, Danmarks Radio 3 deputy head
Jesper Grunwald, and Thomas Ham-
mer-Jakobsen, head of production for
commercial radio broadcasters agreed,
"Americans need to accept the role of
public radio in Europe. They need to
understand that public radio here is
often neither state-owned nor wanting
to service a minority audience. We
need to direct some of the discussion

toward what the limits are or should
be between the public and private sec-
tors."

Sharing a similar viewpoint, Clark
comments after this year's conference,
"There are very few American consul-
tants who understand what it's like to
compete with public broadcasting. We
come from the States where public
broadcasting is a joke. Here it's real."

Meagre Italian Presence

Considering the vast number of
radio stations in the country,
Italian delegates to the NAB
Radio Seminars only represent-
ed about 7% of the total (and

several were from the same sta- g
tion). Rome-based Radio Dimen-
sione Suono (RDS) programme
director Marco Minelli, also a
seminar presenter, remarks,
"It's a pity NAB didn't make
more of an effort to advertise the
seminars. I have attended NAB

ing how little is known [in the US]
about the Italian radio landscape with
its more than 2.000 commercial sta-
tions. A lot can be learned from the
seminars, as you can see by the assidu-
ous note-taking of participants.”
Delegates unanimously appreciated
the relaxed atmosphere and ample
opportunities to get together and talk
to clients, service providers and col-
leagues. Highlighting the first dinner
party was an appearance by the young
and immensely popular Italian singer
Laura Pausini who promoted her latest
album Le Cose Che Vivi. She also
expressed her appreciation of radio's
support of her work.

An American In Rome

ROME - In an interview with Mark Dez-
zani, NAB senior vice president Walter
Wurfel spoke about the contemporary
role NAB plays in the US broadcasting
market and how its experience can be
exported to Europe by means of such
events as the Radio Operations Semi-
nars.

"INAB] undertakes a major role in
defining technical standards in broad-
casting," says Wurfel adding that
regarding the regulation of programme
content, NAB is a principle protagonist
of a hands-off free market approach.
Commenting on US radio's most
famous  controversial broadcasters
Rush Limbaugh and Howard Stern,
often criticised for being offensive to
minority groups Wurfel says, "The US
has a constitution in which the First
Amendment protects the right of free
expression. There is a public that likes
programming that others may find
offensive. We are firm that there
should be no government intrusion into
[programme] content. The courts have
been struggling for years to define
what is permissible under the First
Amendment, but we believe that you
can't have it both ways by setting
[legal] requirements and then expect-
ing a free system.”

Wurfel says that NAB's more than
70 years experience of commercial
broadcasting in the US, as well as its
contacts with broadcasters in many
countries worldwide are the two most
important assets it brings to the (rela-
tively) emergent private radio sector in
Europe. "The US has 75 years experi-
ence, in which time we have seen many

mistakes as well as successes. Creativi-
ty is the most important factor in radio.
Meetings like this also allow our broad-
casters to learn from European and
global broadcasters."

In the US, NAB has been instru-
mental in pushing for recent legislative
changes allowing major radio groups to
own up to eight licenses in each of the
larger markets. Looking towards the
future, Wurfel says that consolidation
will allow media companies with radio
interests to compete in the new media
environment of the 21st century. "It
has taken 8-10 years of lobbying to
position broadcasting for the challenges
of the next century. New media has cre-
ated new competition, and both legisla-
tors and the industry are beginning to
understand that cable and telephone
companies are changing their roles and
becoming programme providers. With
the radio industry in better economic
health, they are in a better position to
compete. There is a new generation of
entrepreneurs who are more combative
and competitive. It's important to
recognise that we are not only in the
radio business, but in a much wider
field, the entertainment business."

Wurfel has reassuring words for
European radio operators who fear a
US colonisation of their business. He
says that while European radio can
learn from the successes and failures of
the US commercial radio experience,
they will have to remain locally rele-
vant to succeed. "If you are not relevant
to your local issues and interests, lis-
teners will not listen."

Bush Shakes Up Radio’s Apathy

LoNDON - Modern rock radio is thriving
in the US and the format probably
offers new European rock acts their
best chance of breaking into the
difficult north American market. Bands
like the Cranberries and Radiohead
proved that US alternative stations can
also break European artists before
they've made it at home.

Another success story is the British
rock fourpiece Bush who have just
released their  second album
Razorblade Suitcase. In early 1995 they
topped America's modern rock chart
with their debut single Everything Zen
from the album Sixteen Stone and over
the next few months they released
several more tracks that fitted the
format perfectly. At the beginning of
this year they sealed their US success
by crossing over to pop radio with the
single Glycerine. It stormed into the
Hot 100 at 39 in the same week that
their album went Top Five yet they
were still virtually unknown on this
side of the Atlantic.

Punk Rock Veterans Aim For USA, Japan

HAMBURG - The Toten Hosen have sold
some 4.5 million albums of German
language punk rock, plus another
300.000 in English so far.

They practiced their English live on
stage with UK train robber
Ronnie Biggs and recorded an
album with Joey Ramone,
Jimmy Pursey and other punk
heroes of the very first order. If
the international exploitation
plans of East West MD Jiirgen
Otterstein come true, the Hosen
might give Bush a run for their
money pretty soon.

The band boasts a flawless
punk pedigree. Founded in 1982
in Germany's new wave capital
Diisseldorf on the ashes of the
two pioneering 1970s fun punk
bands ZK and KFC, the Hosen
have remained true to their
image for more than 14 years.
Several run-ins with the police
and two law suits brought on by EMI
have not slowed down the ageing
punks on their quest for pure, sweaty
rock'n'roll.

In 1995, after being signed to EMI
Electrola and later Virgin, the Hosen
found a permanent home at Diisseldorf
based indie JKP, run by friends of the
band. Since 1995, East West Records
has distributed their releases in
Germany and has an exclusive artists
deal for all other territories worldwide.

The JKP-East West axis has lifted
the Hosen to unprecedented sales
levels. The flagship of German fun
punk finally reached the one million
units mark with its first studio album
for JKP/East West, Opium Fiir's Volk.

| Pleased about the good start of the new
| partnership, Hosen frontman Campino
wrote a letter to Otterstein and his team,
saying "You pack the right punch when it
comes to sales and distribution.”
But Otterstein has already set his
sights further. The next step in the

The band is signed to Rob Kahane's
Los Angeles-based Trauma label and
through a deal with Interscope, they
are looked after internationally by
MCA. The company's Dutch marketing
manager Richard van der Veen doesn't
think that Bush's success in the US
was instrumental in breaking them in
his country.

"There was a buzz but in general it
wasn't a very favourable buzz. The
band didn't have much credibility, they
were seen as lacking originality and so
when we took it over it was really hard
work making everybody aware of the
fact that Bush is actually a brilliant
rock band because of its excellent
musicians rather than a marketing
scheme.” He says what did have a
decisive impact on their breakthrough
in Holland was the Pinkpop Festival
performance of Glycerine, broadcast on
TV and radio. "That took away all
scepticism and opened up the way for
us to go full steam ahead," says Van
Der Veen.

In the US, Sixteen Stone has sold
more than five million copies and MCA
has sold about 800.000 copies
internationally  since  Interscope's
business moved over from Warners last
April when the album was already 15
months old. "We reckon the actual sales
level of the last album is close to gold in
Holland and we based our shipping
target of Razorblade Suitcase on that

- assumption,” says Van Der Veen who

adds that the availability of imports
makes sales figures difficult to assess
with accuracy. "We've been working the
last album right up until the time
Razorblade Suitcase was released so we
haven't been able to build up
anticipation for the new album.
Everything had to be aimed at creating
an impact as huge as possible at the
moment of release in order to make
consumers aware of its existence.”

Razorblade Suitcase was released on
November 18 in all territories except
France and the UK where it will come
out in the new year. It was recorded at
Abbey Road with Steve Albini
producing and most of the tracks were
recorded in just one or two takes in
order to capture the band's live energy.
It is this performance aspect of Bush
emphasised with a heavyweight press
campaign that's underpinning the
marketing strategy for the album
outside the US and most of the
promotion is being planned around
their European tour which starts at the
end of January.

"You can't rely on radio,” says
Mueller, "because radio is ignorant
about any act that doesn't fit into the
normal Top 40 format and you don't

have an alternative radio scene
anywhere internationally like in
America.”

The first single Swallowed is
already in heavy rotation at modern
rock radio in the States but Mueller
readily accepts that its potential on
European radio is limited. "Although
Swallowed is a very radio-friendly
track," he explains, "it's still going to be
very difficult to get the single on radio
and to get widespread acceptance for a
more rock-orientated track. Probably
Belgium and Holland are the best
countries for getting alternative music
played, also Scandinavia to a degree.”

"Studio  Brussels has  been
instrumental in breaking the band in
Belgium," says Koen van Bockstal,
general manager at MCA in that
territory. He describes the station as
"nationwide college radio” aimed at 15
to 30 year olds. Once Glycerine started
to pick up airplay on Studio Brussels,
listener pressure kept it on the playlist
and as in the US, it was the success of
this single that gave the album the
boost it needed. "It just grew
organically,” says Van Bockstal. "We
were backed by the Bush fans; they just
pushed it further and further, we
started selling more and more albums
and we even got a chart position of 14
which I consider to be a tremendous
success for an album that was
considered to be dead at retail and dead
at the media when we took it on."

The band played a major Belgian
festival in August and then released
Machinehead as the last single from
the album. "Only now is that track
going down in the listeners' Top 30
while Swallowed has just entered,”
explains Van Bockstal. "We're just
going from one album into the other.
We shipped something like 5.000 units
which is about 40 per cent of the sales
we had on the last album. I think that's
a very good indication of how popular
this band is in Belgium." With the new
album, he now aims to win over the
French-speaking community as well
and so the campaign is also focusing
heavily on Radio 21, Fun Radio and
NRJ.

Van Der Veen at MCA in the
Netherlands says, "there is a healthy
market for alternative rock in Holland
but the media situation here can be
quite limiting to that market." The two
leading magazines and the two main
youth stations Radio 538 and national
pubcaster Radio 3 lean heavily towards
pop. Even so, MCA decided to launch
the new album with a week-long
campaign on national radio. "The
airplay for Swallowed on daytime
national radio is surprisingly good," he
says. "We're playlisted for the third or
fourth week now and because it is quite
a heavy song it's standing out
amazingly when it's played on daytime
radio. It's a daring move for them to do
a week's campaign on an album like
this and to support a single like
Swallowed but when you see what the

. reactions are; the sales, the reviews

and the feedback we're getting, then
national radio definitely made a good
decision because it's working."

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CLT Expands With Country

LonpoN - CLT UK Radio has
decided against selling its coun-
try music outlet in London,
RTL Country 1035 AM. Instead
it will try to expand the brand
and format in other regions of
the UK.

Proposing a country music
service, Anglia Country, CLT
lodged an application for the
East of England regional FM
licence on November 26. The
group's application is one in a
field of nine bids accepted by
the UK Radio Authority, includ-
ing another country music sta-
tion, Anglia FM, proposed by
Scottish Radio Holdings.

CLT UK Radio special pro-
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jects director David Cousins
claims, "Our research shows
that there is a big interest in
country music in East Anglia
and we want to extend choice in
the region by satisfying an exist-
ing demand which is inade-
quately served at present.”

The new regional licence is
designed to serve the main
adult population (aged 15-plus)
of Norfolk, Suffolk and Cam-
bridgeshire.  Together, the
region offers a potential audi-
ence of 1.3 million. The RA
hopes to award the licence in
the spring. CLT further plans to
vie with a country music format
for the central Scotland regional
licence which will be advertised
sometime early next year.

CLT had second thoughts
about writing off Country after
a series of talks with prospective
buyers and partners for Country
1035, according to managing
director Travis Baxter. He
explains, "Our conversations
have generated a series of cre-
ative proposals, all of which
have reinforced our commit-
ment to the country music
proposition in London and other
regions of the UK"

Other applicants for the east
of England licence and their
proposed formats are K-Max
(dance/alternative), Vibe FM
(dance), East FM (ACE), Esprit
FM (full service/speech), Hot
106 FM (soul) and Mellow FM
(soft ACE).

BRruUssELS - Pubcaster RTBF's
rock station Radio 21 celebrated
its 15th anniversary on Novem-
ber 30 with a live concert and a
special compilation CD.

Radio 21 was launched in
September 1981 to cater for the
French-language state broad-
caster's younger audience after
the station's daily pop pro-
gramme "Formule J" had given
proof of the viability of a dedi-
cated youth channel.

"In the beginning we had
only Radio Cité at weekends, in
1985 Radio 21 finally became a
fully-fledged service, seven days
a week,” remembers Radio 21
pioneer and chief producer
Christine Goor. 11 years later,
Radio 21 is amongst the French
community's four most popular
outlets with a 8% market share.
The station's distinctive style
with core artists like The Aloof,
George Michael, Fugees and
Marc Morgan provides an alter-

native to audience leaders
Radio Contact and BEL RTL.

Goor says Radio 21 were the
first to air the Fugees back in
March, building the band all
the way through to November.

According to EMI Belgium
manager strategic product
Gilbert Ledermann, Radio 21
has become the leader in the
field of alternative music for the
15-35 age group. "Radio 21 is a
station aiming at the music
lovers," says Ledermann. "They
have a loyal audience for a
number of well-defined musical
styles."

To commemorate Radio 21's
anniversary, EMI Belgium has
decided to release a give-away
compilation album featuring 15
tracks from EMI's back cata-
logue. "There will only be 4.000
copies of the album available,"
says Ledermann. "It is definite-
ly a 'thank you' to Radio 21 and

September-October, Sky ce-
ments its lead in the private
sector. Classic FM may cur-
rently only claim a 0.7% mar-
ketshare, but Lathouwers sees
potential for improvement.

According to Lathouwers,
Classic FM would fare better
by shifting its attention
towards 35-50 year-olds. "The
station's image and program-
ming are too old for the Dutch
market,” says Lathouwers.

Not all the
time maybe, but for a change.”
To reach this for advertisers
highly attractive target group,
Lathouwers plans to switch
Classic FM's programming to
include more popular classics.
"Ravel, Vivaldi and The
Three Tenors are very popular
with a wide range of age
groups,” says Lathouwers. "I
am sure that we can win at
least some of our four million
Sky listeners over to Classic
FM if they feel like a change.”

Border Breakers commentary by Dominique Pride

A touch of schmalz comes to
eastern Europe this week
as Poland and the Czech
Republic fall to the smooth-
throated charms of
Denmark's  Axel  Boys
Quartet.  Scatman, the
group's lounge cover of
Scatman John's 1995 Euro
hit enters the Border
Breakers at 23, having been added by 14 stations
in Poland (two of them on power rotation) and two
Czech broadcasters. This gives the record the high-
est number of new crossover stations on the chart
this week.

Signed to Danish indie Flex Records, the quartet
is licensed internationally to EMI, whose local affil-
iates are working the record there. The band was
also at EMI Spain's Chrysalis label last week for
gigs and press, so further airplay action can be
expected in weeks to come from the Iberian penin-
sula.

Like the band's previous cover of Danish pop duo
Me & My's Dub I Dub, the new album Everybody
Else (released September 16) pays a velvet-jacket-
ed tribute to fellow Dane Whigfield with a cover of
Saturday Night, as well as Roxette's Must Have
Been Love and Ace Of Base's All That She Wants.

Frontman Axel Boisen has a feel for what
makes a successful song--he is also the host of
"Puls,” a weekly chart rundown on Denmark’s pub-
lic broadcaster TV2.

Also making crossover airplay gains is Gala's
Freed From Desire on Italy's independent Do It
Yourself label, which enters this week at number
13. Having topped the French charts for five weeks
on Scorpio's Mascotte imprint, and the Italian
charts earlier this summer, the single is now see-
ing gains elsewhere in Europe through a network
of indie licensees, and could be set for a Europe-
wide hit.

This week sees a total of 13 new adds for the
track, including the powerful NRJ network and
two others in France, three in Switzerland (Zyx
Music) two in Portugal (Vidisco), one in Belgium
(Private Life), one in Turkey (ToCo International)
and one in Greece (Planet Work).

Italian singer Gala Rizzatto is a student of
many different forms of art from African dance to
photography. Her last single for Milan-based DIY
was Everyone Has Inside which was an Italian
sales number 1 as well as a strong club track
around Europe.

Still holding on at number 1 after four weeks is
Robert Miles featuring Maria Nayler, One &
One, which gains a bullet for continued chart point
increase.

Miles has been almost a permanent resident in
the upper reaches of the chart this year, with
Children reaching number 1 twice and Fable stay-
ing at number 2 for seven consecutive weeks.
