It is with sadness that I write my last
ever column in the last issue of the year,
before this operation sets sail to London.
It's a shame that this European publica-
tion could no longer be maintained from
the mainland, but I guess I have to face
the inevitable truth that the centre of
the European music business still lies in
London.

Although the Billboard Music Group
offered a continuation of my present
responsibilities, I felt that after 12 years
another challenge was needed, and I
think I have found it with my new MD
job at the Mega Top 100 in Holland.

It has been an exciting journey since we started Music & Media in
1984, then called Eurotipsheet. Although the FM revolution had
started in Paris three years previously, format radio was still very
much the exception and the airwaves were ruled by the mighty
pubcasters. The politicians were still far from the notion of an EC
and the chances for mainland European music to gain foreign
attention were slim.

This publication has helped bring such issues to the fore and, in
this respect, I'm proud that it has played a trendsetting role.

We were driven by the belief that other European music cultures
deserved respect and all anxiously awaited that magic moment
when the European Community would become a reality. I guess
we were just as driven by naivety, as the magic soon disappeared.
Boosted by the war in Bosnia, European unity disintegrated
rapidly. The rise of nationalism, although building more apprecia-
tion for national music, hindered the progress of pan-European
exchange. The Europe of today is a fractured region where there
are many bridges still to be built.

Nevertheless, the '90s has spawned an enormously successful
dance movement which is making global impact and markets like
Italy, Germany, Holland and Sweden have proven to sustain
healthy local dance scenes, boasting international outlooks.

And in the last decade, radio has taken a huge step forward.
Although still a far cry from the US landscape, it has become a
mature business with a keen understanding of audience demo-
graphics, research techniques, formats and programming.
However, we still need more choice to counterbalance the domi-
nance of EHR and ACE formats. Why can't one market sustain a
true alternative rock station?

While a lot of European business is slowly gravitating towards the
US model, and many people may resent this, there is one thing I
hope the Europeans do learn from the Americans—effective com-
munication. Europeans, at least those that want to work across
their own boundaries, are yet to master the art of effective PR.
The number of times we were desperately searching our archives
for a picture, a record or biography of an artist that had just
entered one of our charts, are too many to mention. And it often
stunned me that the record business, which is so good at selling
visual imagery, when it comes to promoting its own business
deals and personnel changes, is unable to furnish good pho-
tographs with decent captions. If labels want to target outside
markets, they need to prioritise their PR communications better.
Having said that, the European marketplace is one where musi-
cal variety is still the name of the game and where a lot of great
music is still untapped. Take France for example. Over the years,
I've heard many great French rap, hip hop and world music pro-
ductions crying for foreign attention. The French were never great
at making rock & roll but in the last decade they concentrated on
what they were good at—combining the great tradition of chanson
and melodic song writing with the new stimulus that the influx of
immigrants brought them. But when was the last time the
French industry produced a true border-breaking artist?

One Frenchman who will do good for Europe, though, will be my
successor, Emmanuel Legrand. Legrand was not only Music &
Media's most active and prolific journalist but also one who
shared the vision with knowledge and insight. I have every confi-
dence that under his guidance Music & Media will continue its
unique pan-European news coverage and data collection.

I want to take this opportunity to thank all our many supporters
and the friends we've made in those exciting years. I now go back
to a national industry where I need to serve local concerns and
interests. May Europe flourish in the meantime.

Radical Cuts Proposed For
Swedish Commercial Radio

by Keith Foster

STOCKHOLM - A report from an
influential parliamentary com-
mittee has proposed a radical
cut in the number of private
broadcast licences in Sweden
from the current 86 to 60 after
the year 2001. The committee
is suggesting that a special
commission be set up to deter-
mine which stations should be
allowed to continue broadcast-
ing after that date.

The proposals have brought
swift condemnation from the
industry, and the commercial
broadcasters' association has

taken legal advice on fighting
any resulting law in the
courts.

"We're astonished that the
committee could come up with
an idea like this," says Chris-
ter Jungeryd, chairman of the
commercial broadcasters asso-
ciation. "For one thing, it's a
very strange package which
actually reduces the commer-
cial broadcasters’ chances of
providing variety. Legally
speaking, the  proposals
encourage the state to break a
contract, and we're ready to
fight that all the way."

TF1 Axes Music Show
After Two Weeks

PARIS - French music industry
body SNEP has been prompted
to action following the decision
by TV channel TF1 to axe Tip
Top, the weekly music show
based on the UK's successful
BBC programme, Top of the
Pops. Tip Top was on air for
just two weeks.

SNEP executive board
members have written collec-
tively with all the presidents
of the major record companies
to TF1 vice-president Etienne
Mougeotte. SNEP says this
letter has been sent to express
the "worries of record produc-
ers with regard to the space
allocated to music on the chan-
nel.”

In the letter, which was
also sent to the ministry of cul-
ture and to audiovisual regula-
tory body CSA, SNEP mem-

bers 'regret and denounce”
TF1's decision. Writes SNEP,
"The exposure of music on TV,
and particularly that of new
artists, has been going
through a crisis for years—
lack of will, limited creativity,
programming = errors—every-
thing seems to lead to convinc-
ing people that music cannot
demand a substantial TV
audience when, curiously, it
[buying music] is the main
leisure activity for the
French."

SNEP says that by sup-
pressing Tip Top, TF1 is
demonstrating its "lack of will
and commitment to supporting
music." SNEP wonders if "TV
advertising will remain the
only way to expose artists to
the public” and urges TF1 to
create programmes that will
highlight artists and music.
TF1 is not willing to comment.
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the law courts holds little fear
for the committee members
backing the proposals. Social
democrat Kurt Ove Johansson
said that a thorough legal
examination had been carried
out and the stations would
have no chance of winning any
legal process.

The proposals are also con-
troversial within the parlia-
mentary radio committee
itself. They are supported by
the representatives of the gov-
erning social democratic party
and its supporters in parlia-
ment, the centre and left par-
ties. However, committee
members from the non-social-
ist parties have refused to
back the report. Conservative
MP Ola Karlsson said the
move would take the selection
of private stations from "an
auction to a beauty contest".

Spanish Ceremony

"It was time to recognise
the growing contribution of
Spanish music in many terri-
tories, especially in Latin
America and US latin mar-
kets,” says Dial director
Francisco Herrera, whose 78-
station all-Spanish language
net has a daily audience of
1.8 million according to the
latest EGM listener survey
covering the first half of the
year.

Winners of the "Seleccion
Nacional Dial 96" were cho-
sen according to popularity,
and among those who
received awards at a Madrid
hotel ceremony were flamen-
co-salsa band Ketama, singer
Lolita Flores, her flamenco-
pop sister Rosario, young
crooner Alejandro  Sanz,
singer Sergioc Dalma, singer
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Julio Iglesias

Carlos Cano, young flamenco
discovery Nifia Pastori, and
classy duo Amistades Peli-
grosas.

Los Del Rio of Macarena
notoriety did not turn up due
to illness, but this disap-
pointment was compensated
by the surprise appearance of
Miami-based singer dJulio
Iglesias, whose latest record
Tango (Columbia) is top of
Spain's album charts.

Spain has lost two other
prestigious awards cere-
monies in the 1990s—the Un
Afio Del Rock which was
sponsored by the authors'
and publish-
ers' society
SGAE, and
the Radio 3
awards, cho-
sen by lis-
teners of
pubcaster
Radio
Nacional de
Espafia's
(RNE) only
music net.
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The loss, reduced by 46%
compared to 1995, is in line
with company forecasts, and
includes the £1.9 million
loss sustained on closure of
the feature film division,
and a £6.7 million start-up
investment divided equally
between the group's new
record label, Echo, and com-
mercial radio stations.

Of Chrysalis' progress in

radio, Group executive
chairman Chris Wright
says, "All three stations

[Heart 106.2 FM/London,
100.7 Heart FM/Birming-
ham and Galaxy 101/Bris-
tol] have exceeded expecta-
tions with each gaining
significant shares.”

The adult contemporary
formatted Heart 106.2FM/
London, launched in Sep-
tember 1995 and targeting a
25-44 year old demographic,
showed listening figures up
40% in the third quarter
1996 Rajar figures. The sta-
tion now claims to be the
second most popular local
commercial FM station in
the capital, with a weekly
adult audience of close to 1
million. 100.7 Heart
FM/Birmingham claims fur-
ther audience growth in its
second year of operation,
with weekly adult listening
up 100.000 to 441.000. Bris-
tol-based regional dance for-
matted station Galaxy 101,
acquired by Chrysalis in
October 1995 for £4.1 mil-
lion in cash, claims an adult
weekly reach up by nearly
30% since acquisition, and

weekly  listenership  of
310.000.

"Over a relatively short
period,” says the report

accompanying the results,
"Chrysalis has successfully
established itself as a lead-
ing player in the commercial
radio market, with its radio
licences now reaching an
adult population of 15 mil-
lion, almost one third of the
UK adult population.”
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Spain Premieres
DAB Transmissions

MADRID - Spain's first DAB
transmissions began at mid-
day on November 29 when
Cadena SER's Pamplona sta-
tion in the Navarre regional
capital launched digital broad-
casts for the first time.

The transmissions were
scheduled to last until Decem-
ber 8 and coincided with the
annual meeting of 379 SER
directors, which this year was
held in Pamplona between
November 28-30. "This is a
landmark in the history of
Spanish radio which is des-
tined to change the contents of
radio programming,” remarks
SER director general Augusto
Delkader.

The first programme to
benefit from the digital broad-
cast was news/talk "Hoy por
Hoy", and to show that the
sound quality was as good as
that of a CD, presenter Inaki
Gabilondo connected with
SER's music nets Los 40, M-
80, Dial, Radiole, and Sinfo
Radio.

SER has pioneered satellite
radio transmission in Spain,
and has become the first radio
company to digitalise the stu-
dios of one of its nets, Los 40

Principales.
Delkader said the DAB
transmission underlined

SER's commitment to the
radio of the future, and he
invited the rest of the sector to
join the challenge, recalling
that SER recently proposed
the setting up of a single digi-
tal radio platform to the Span-
ish Association of Commercial
Radio (AERC).

Such a 'digital club' could
be developed through 1997,
and Delkader says SER would
continue to improve its digital
capacity so that when the new
regulatory authority establish-
es the relevant legal frame-
work, "we shall be ready to
operate”.

SER  technical director
Agustin Ruiz de Aguirre says
the multimedia possibilities of
DAB made it the greatest
technological change in radio
history, even greater than the
introduction of FM radio. He
calculated that DAB would be
widespread in Spain within
five years, once the govern-
ment had established a new
frequency system.

The current price of a DAB
receiver is Pta370.000 (app.
US$2.900), approximately the
same as in Germany, France,
Sweden, Britain and Holland,
where pilot DAB transmis-
sions are already under way.
But Ruiz de Aguirre says he
expects the cost to fall to about
Pta30.000 by 1999.

Unwritten Success
For Rap In France

Paris - US rapper Nas can
claim one of the unexpected
hits of the season in France.
Not only has his album It Was
Written, released July 2, been
in the sales charts since mid-
July, selling over 130.000
copies to date, but the
song If I Ruled The
World (Imagine That)
is a Top 5 hit and a
radio success.

The first phase of
the marketing plan
focused on specialised
press and outlets
playing black music
and rap. In June, Nas
made a promo trip to
France for interviews. The sin-
gle was released in mid-August
and entered the singles charts
in the first week of September.

Caught In The 'Net? Debate
Delayed At WIPO Conference

LoNDON - The record industry
may be losing the charm offen-
sive at the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO)
diplomatic conference.

So far, it is the opponents of
the international record busi-
ness who seem to have made
progress in influencing the
thinking of delegates at the
most important copyright con-
vention of the digital era.

Though the conference began
in Geneva, Switzerland, on
December 2, by the morning of
December 5, the debate had still
not started because of the num-
ber of procedural points which

had been raised. Nic Garnett,
director general of the Interna-
tional Federation of the Phono-
graphic Industry (IFPI), says it
is possible that this is a delaying
tactic orchestrated by the
telecommunications and hard-
ware industries.

The WIPO conference to dis-
cuss protection of music and
other copyrights in the digital-
delivery age is scheduled to last
from December 2-20. The meet-
ing's objective is to produce a
treaty to be signed by all 160
nations which are members of
WIPO.

Garnett says the telecomuni-
cations and electronic hardware
industries, in concert with
Internet access providers, have

been lobbying hard among dele-
gates with the message that the
music industry's demands for
new protections are a barrier to
the development of the informa-
tion super-highway. They have
had, Garnett says, some suc-
cess.

He says he is optimistic of
the record industry coming
away from the conference with
at least the basis for further
negotiations. He outlines three
elements that the labels want to
see put in place:
® A protection of reproduction
rights, including a provision
that music will be deemed to
have been reproduced even if it
moves merely from one digital
storage area to another as a so-
called "ephemeral copy.”

@ That producers should have
the right to define "when, how,
and where recordings are
released.”

@® The outlawing of technology
that would circumvent the
above provisions.

Garnett says he believes the
diplomats attending the confer-
ence are aware of the record
industry's needs and concerns.
"[The record industry] has been
lobbying in Washington and
Brussels on this for five years,"
Garnett states. "I think the
issues are understood.”

Though delegates are aware
of what the record industry
wants, they are under strong
pressure not to grant it. The
"hardware  collective"  has
expressed its opposition to a
draft treaty that would enhance
the standing of music copyright
and argues that the music
industry's claims could lead to a
severe stunting of the on-line
business.

Italian Regionals Start To
Overtake Nationals

Maprip - Eight of Italy's top
ten regional radio stations
increased their listening share
in the latest Audiradio ratings
(Music & Media, November
30) covering the third quarter
of this year.

The outstanding perfor-
mance by leading regional
radio stations helped to
account for a large share of the
country's increase in radio lis-
tening. Compared to the sec-
ond quarter survey average
daily audiences grew by
almost 5% in the third quarter
to 35.5 million, meaning that
over 70% of the population

over 15 years of age tunes into
public and private radio each
day. Accumulated weekly
audience reach shows that
42.3 million (83.3%) Italians
turn on to radio at least once a
week.

The impressive perfor-
mance of Italy's two leading
regional stations Radio Suba-
sio (Umbria) and Radio Norba
(Puglia) can be put down to
the fact that both have devel-
oped into mini-networks cover-
ing several neighbouring
regions subsequently gaining
larger audiences than several
national networks. Radio Sub-
asio recently added the popu-
lous region of Lazio including
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the capital Rome to their cov-
erage. Sandor Mallasz, TV &
radio promotions director at
Virgin Music Italy, says that
the large audiences for leading
regionals places them in a
position where they can break
a new artist. "Regional sta-
tions are more slim-line and
therefore more flexible and
quicker to make playlist deci-
sions than the national net-
works, and the influence of
stations like Norba and-Suba-
sio can create a phenomenon
in their markets. Regional sta-
tions such as Radio Norba are
also more open to new rock
artists than most networks,”
comments Mallasz.
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Radio Dimensione Suono:

"The success that we have reached now, after four
years of work with this format, isn't a coincidence.

It's been studied and calculated down to the smallest
details. Playing 50% Italian and 50% international
hasn't been easy. It's both our strength and our
sacrifice. But we deliver what we promise,” says
programme director Marco Minelli. In Rome,
Susanna Contini Hennink interviews the managers of
Italy’s number 1 commercial radio network.

According to the most recent results in
the third bi-monthly survey by Italy's
ratings organisation Audiradio, RDS is
first among commercial stations in daily
reach at 4.778.000, topping Radio Deejay
(Music & Media, November 30). Pro-
gramme director Marco Minelli, press
and PR manager Danilo Ciotti, market-
ing manager Riccardo Montefusco and
head of music Carlo Mancini discuss
their network's philosophy, their mar-
keting projects and radio in Italy anno
1996.

What’s Your Secret?

(Danilo Ciotti) The reason we're on top is
because we're great! Seriously, there are
three major reasons for our success. In
my opinion our musical format is the
prime factor that determines our suc-
cess.

The second factor is our brand. We've
made great progress in building our
brand, as we sponsor many major sport-
ing and musical events. We have a team
of some 20 young people coordinated by
our staff that allow us to be very dynam-
ic in sponsoring. We contact event organ-
isers, sign agreements and contracts
(when possible on a barter basis, offering
advertising space in exchange for our
sponsorship).

The third reason for our success is the
extent of our coverage of the territory.
With almost 300 outlets, we cover every
province in the country.

Promotional Initiatives

(Riccardo Montefusco) We are also work-
ing in collaboration with Renault. Last
year a limited edition of 3.000, and this
year 1.000 Renault Clio's called Radic
Dimensiqne Suono were produced which

display our brand. I think it's the first
time in Europe that an auto manufac-
turer has associated its name with a
radio station as Renault has done with
us. Thanks to this arrangement we've
been able to organise a major musical
event (next year will be its third edi-
tion), featuring the likes of Zucchero,
Fine Young Cannibals, Vasco Rossi and
Lucio Dalla. What’s more, it's free of
charge!

To celebrate winning the top position
in weekly and daily reach, we are pre-
senting Lionel Richie to our listeners,
singing one of his recent hits in Italian
and in English, Ti Amo—Still In Love.
We will also bring Richie to Italy for TV
and radio interviews. This is the begin-
ning of an initiative to promote artists
who may not yet have a very big follow-
ing in Italy.

Hosts, Not Show-Offs

(Marco Minelli) From its early years,
RDS has been known for its strong iden-
tity and single format—from midnight to
midnight. The different day parts with
their different programmes are charac-
terised by the personality of the presen-
ter. The two aspects that balance each
other are the strong programming sched-
ule and the personal touch that each pre-
senter brings to his or her programme.
Our morning show [10:00-14:00] hostess
Anna Pettinelli is the only woman pre-
senter on Italian radio whose fans are
equally divided between men and

"women. Women presenters are usually

preferred by 80% of men and 20% of
women. Pettinelli has a new show called
"Planet Music" in which she interviews
important personalities from the music
industry during the week, reports on the
Italian, European, UK and US singles

and albums sales charts (on different
weekdays) and previews Italian and
international new releases, with inter-
views and gossip. Our presenters don't
impose their personalities on their show,
they're entertainers, not prima donnas.

A Song For You

(Carlo Mancini) Our choice of music is
determined by sales charts and by our
programme "Una Canzone Per Te" [A
Song For You], which is based on listen-
ers' requests. We have a telephone
answering service available around the
clock which records listeners' requests.
Besides requesting a song, the caller can
dedicate their choice to someone. From
these requests we make a first selection of
“passable” choices, dictated by our format.
These are inserted into the schedule
every hour. This is why our music sched-

uling is programmed to a great extent by
hand.

"Una Canzone Per Te" has been
so successful that we've
made it into a CD compila-
tion. It's a real marketing
product, based on such a
large number of requests
that it automatically sup- "\ V))\ =g
plies a product that the pub- 3
lic wants. But our marketing :
reasoning sometimes contrasts
with that of the record companies.
We've been producing our compilation
with Sony Music, sending them our
choice of 18 songs. Then we have to see
which of them can be used (rights, per-
mission and so on). All of the songs we
select have to fit into our station's format,
and they are all European hits in the
sense that they are popular here in
Europe and the public in Italy can buy
them here. We don't play songs that can't
be bought in Italy.

Ethnic Jacket Tight Fit

(MM) I've worked for many years with
people in the music business from differ-
ent countries, and I found that when we
talk about Italy, they think of a Mediter-
ranean country like Greece or Spain
from which they expect ethnic or “folk”
music. They are not aware of what's hap-
pening on the music scene in Italy.
They're familiar with the kind of music
which reigned on Italian musical stages
for years—traditional Neapolitan music
or "cantautori” [singer/song-writers]. But

more recently artists such as Ligabue,
Zucchero or Vasco Rossi have been pro-
ducing a more commercial kind of rock,
and they can compete on an internation-
al level. Italian music is still, however,
often seen as folk music—with man-
dolins, guitar, and plenty of heart. A lot
of people judge Italian music by the San-
remo festival, but if you judged Euro-
pean musical production by the Eurovi-
sion Song Contest, it would give you a
pretty distorted picture too. We have to
admit that right now the most famous
representative of Italian music is
Luciano Pavarotti, not Ligabue. By the
way, Pavarotti’s music suits our format
perfectly too—50% Italian and 50%
international.
The presence of Italian artists on the
international market, with the excep-
tion of the likes of Pausini,
Ramazzotti or Zucchero is
very limited. Record com-
panies, especially the
multi-nationals, have a
preconception that an
“ international artist is
one who is produced in the
US or in the UK. National artists

are the ones who are produced in all the

other countries. However in a few years
this concept will change. An artist will
become international because of the
quantity of albums he or she sells. For
example, when an artist like Zucchero
sells two million albums in Europe, he
becomes an international artist. While
some English band who has sold only
about 300.000 copies in the UK, is a local
band.

Any Future Changes?

(MM) I think our success is entirely
based on the fact that we haven't cho-
sen for a niche format. Especially for
the Italian market, it's very dangerous
to have a single identity. In Italy right
now it's essential that we get regula-
tion of the airwaves. On the basis of
such regulation we can have stations
that create excellent programmes or
formats—rock, soul, hip hop or jungle—
but which don't have to be dependent
on large numbers of listeners. Because
now if you go below a certain number
you won't stay in business. These niche
formats should be able to exist, serving
their listenership, without having to
compete with stations whose listener
base is four million. They should only
have to compete with other similarly
formatted stations.

At present we are fighting our bat-
tles to create radio on the basis of an
illegal situation. For the past 15 years
we have been waiting for a broadcast
regulation. Until we get such a regula-
tion we can't say that Italian radio can
reach its full potential.

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The Year In Charts

Europe Comes Into Its Own

by Bob Macdonald

Anyone who still thinks that
Europe is dominated by Anglo-
American repertoire should turn
straight to our year-end Eurochart
tabulations. The top two singles of
1996 both hail from the Continent,
while the two biggest albums are
by Canadian artists. In addition,
the number 1 spot on each chart is
held by a debut release.

The runaway winner of the sin-
gles crown is Robert Miles,
whose infectious trance smash
Children (DBX) was already
breaking in Italy and Spain at the
beginning of the year. By the
spring, its appeal had spread
across virtually the whole of
Europe through a plethora of sep-
arate licensing deals. Though an

instrumental single may seem
like the obvious route to overcom-
ing Europe's language barriers,
Children was the first wordless
release of the '90s to go to number
1 on the weekly Eurochart Hot
100 Singles. By the end of 1996,
even Miles himself had recruited
a vocalist, Maria Nayler, to join
him on his third big hit, One &
One. Though he was born in
Switzerland and now spends
much of his time in the UK, Miles'
success originated from Italy, the
country where he established his
reputation as a DJ, musician and
remixer.

It is one of Spain's longest serv-
ing acts that provides Europe's
number 2 single of 1996. Los Del
Rio had been releasing albums in
Spanish-speaking markets for
some thirty years before Macare-
na (Serdisco) and its namesake
dance made a lambada-like trek
across Latin America and Europe.
The song also became the first sin-
gle from Spain to top the US Hot
100, adopted everywhere from
football stadiums to political party

conventions and winning the Bill-
board Music Award for America's
best-selling single of the year.
Leading the Canadian assault
on the European Top 100 Albums
chart, Alanis Morissette not
only has the number 1 album of

the year with Jagged Little Pill
(Maverick/Sire), but is also one of
the radio industry's most pro-
grammed artists of 1996. The
album's succession of singles kept
the Madonna protegee on the air-
waves for most of the year; the
fact that the most successful of
these, Ironic, is only number 61 on
the year-end Hot 100 demon-
strates how effective these songs
were in drawing consumers' atten-
tion directly to the album.

The reported 20 million global
sales of Jagged Little Pill include
an IFPI Platinum Europe award
for three million units sold, a cer-
tification level matched by Celine
Dion's  Falling  Into You
(Epic/Columbia), which is the
number 2 album of the year. Dion
has a phenomenal tally of three
singles and three albums in the
year-end Top 100's. With D'Eux at
number 13, her 1994 release The
Colour Of My Love at number 87
and her new album Live A Paris
building into a strong Christmas
seller, Dion is Europe's best-sell-
ing album artist of the year.

Meanwhile, number 1 in the
Top Singles Artists category is fel-
low Sony superstar Michael

Jackson, the only artist with two
of the year's top 10 singles. The
success of Earth Song, They Don't
Care About Us and the other hits
from HIStory: Past, Present &

Oasis, of course—Best UK group.

Future Book 1 (Epic) kept the
double album on the weekly Euro-
pean Top 100 Albums throughout
1996, resulting in a year-end
number 7 placing for HIStory and
compensating for the project's dis-
appointing performance in the

Just above Jackson, Eros
Ramazzotti has the number 6
album with Dove C'E Musica
(DDD), also the top continental-
signed album of the year. Coupled
with the success of Robert Miles'
Children, this means that Italy
has supplied both the top single
and the top album in the Conti-
nental category.

Fool's Garden from Germany ‘

comes third in each of those rank-
ings, with its single Lemon Tree
(Intercord) achieving the number
7 slot on the overall Hot 100.
That's an impressive position for a
single that peaked at number 4 on
the weekly Eurochart, given that
the six songs above it were all
long  running  chart-toppers.

Celine Dion managed to chart no less
than four albums in the Top 100, making
her the Top Albums Artist.

Lemon Tree owes its lofty year-
end result to its staying power—
the track chalked up 37 weeks on
the Hot 100 Singles, a total bet-
tered only by Los Del Rio's 41-

AMSTERDAM - When Italian DJ
Roberto Milano stormed the charts
across Europe with a trancey sin-
gle called Children, released on the
tiny, hot Milan-based dance label
DBX, his success was yet another
example of the unpredictability of
the music business.

It was DJ Joe T. Vannelli who
initially released a four-track EP
of which 2.500 copies were sold on
the DBX label which he created
especially for Miles. "JT Company
explores underground and pro-
gressive dance music, anything
that's uptempo and energetic. A
lot of producers come to us,
because in Italy only indie labels
will get involved with under-
ground, club-oriented dance. The
majors are less interested because
it doesn't sell that well."

Children was featured on the
EP, and Vannelli liked playing it
when DJ'ing in clubs from Miami
to Portugal. "It isn't exactly a
garage dance track, but I was
impressed by its potential nonethe-
less. It became a big club hit, and I
still had only one acetate copy. My
London-based partner Gavino
Prunas and I decided it was strong
enough for a re-release with more
marketing power behind it."

The resulting Children Remix
was picked up by Deconstruction
in the UK. When influential UK
DJ Paul Oakenfold played it on
BBC Radio 1, Vannelli found him-

self beleaguered by major A&R
managers who had detected
smoke and were looking for the
fire.

spawned a second single Fable
and, on its recent re-release, the
current hit One & One.

Eventually, he licensed Chil-
dren to Motor in Germany, Happy
Music in France, BMG in Austria,
Switzerland and the Benelux and
Arista in the US. Miles had sin-
gle-handedly given the world a
new music genre. Dreamhouse
with its inoffensive radio friendli-
ness and unique character was
instantly picked up by radio and
was soon imitated by many oth-
ers. The artist would go on to defy
his one-hit-wonder status by
delivering an equally successful
album, Dreamland, which

manager Kathy Bell
comments on the rapid
success of Children, "Tt
really came from the
dance arena and we were
surprised at how fast it
crossed over to the main-
stream. We had quite
some trouble getting it
played on BBC Radio 1,
but dance stations like

after its release." Decon-
struction sold an impres-
sive 700.000 units of
Children. "lt's got air-
play for a very long time
because it's so easy to get hooked
on its sound," says Bell. "It has
quite a distinctive sound, especial-
ly if you hear it between two Brit-
Pop singles. People can relate to
it."

In Germany, Children followed
the same route from the clubs to
specialised radio, to mainstream
radio. According to Motor dance
promotion manager Thorsten
Koenig, "Dance stations like N-Joy
in Hamburg and Kiss FM in Berlin
first began playing it, and when
the song became bigger, all for-

mats picked it up. At one point it
received over 600 plays a week.
Radio loved it, and the single did-
n't need a big promotion push to
become a hit. Over 950.000 copies
were sold, which makes it plat-
inum/double gold in Germany,
where 750.000 is considered plat-
inum. "First we considered him a
single artist, but the Dreamland
album sold 350.000 copies, which
is better than we thought, because
everyone wanted to hear the cre-
ator of dreamhouse.

As far as Lisbon-based RDP
Antena 3 dance specialist José
Martinho is concerned, dream-
house was fun while it lasted. "It's
a good idea to combine instrumen-
tal music with a piano, but now
I've heard too much of it. Still,
Robert Miles offered a nice way to
discover dance."

Miles himself is busy flying
around the world as a DJ and
preparing for his new album,
which is tentatively scheduled for
a mid-1997 release. The first, yet
untitled, single will be released in
May. According to Joe T. Vannelli
the album will probably be drum
& bass influenced, mixed with a
couple of dreamhouse tracks.
Europe doesn't have to wait that
long for more Robert Miles. Cur-
rently based in London, he will
perform Children on the Christ-
mas edition of Top Of The Pops.
MIDEM visitors will be able to see
him as part of the Ciao Italy show
on January 21.

Morissette Brings Female
Power To Europecan Radio

AMSTERDAM - Alanis Morissette did
more than sell five million copies of
Jagged Little Pill (Maverick/Warn-
er) this year. By defying categories
with the sexually charged and
intense energy of You Oughta
Know, she did something that
many women in rock with an agen-
da never accomplished, writes
Thessa Mooij.

The sexual aggression of Liz
Phair remained underground and
Courtney Love made such a fool of
herself, nobody takes her serious-
ly. Singer/songwriters like Tracy
Chapman preach for the convert-
ed. But Morissette appeals to mil-
lions of people because she has
many sides—seductive, hurt,
angry and exuberant. Her music is
bold and melodic at the same time,
making it suitable for many differ-
ent radio formats.

Warner Music Europe market-
ing manager US repertoire John
Uren knew something was up
when Maverick presented its new
artist in December 1994. "From an
early stage, it was obvious that
this was a special project. All terri-
tories were hugely enthusiastic,

but at that time we didn't know
how big it would become.” Uren
credits Morissette and her manag-
er Scott Welch' commitment to
European promotion for a big part

ic pushed album sales even further.

Morissette’'s success smashed
cultural differences too. She was
equally successful in Southern
Europe, where melodic ballads

of the success. "In
early 1995 we put
together a market-
ing plan and in
early June 1995,
slightly ahead of
the album release,
she was performing
showcases in Lon-
don, Paris and
Hamburg,  which
created a remark-
able buzz. "We were
on a roll by Septem-
ber, when she came to Europe for a
month-long trip. We were always
looking two stages ahead.”

The excitement surrounding the
young Canadian artist had built up
to electrically charged proportions,
when the album started selling in
early 1996 in a big way, helped by a
European tour in March and the
success of the singles All I Really
Want, Hand In My Pocket and You
Learn. The mid-1996 released Iron-

dominate the air-
waves, and in eastern
European territories
such as the Czech
Republic, where
Euro-dance and
metal are more popu-
lar. "This is one of
our few projects with
a truly pan-European
success," says Uren.

BR3 head of music
Jim Sampson pro-
grammes for a broad audience,
which means searching for com-
mon denominators.

"She is
one of the few artists we can play
all day. In Germany, nobody takes
offence at foreign lyrics anyway.
She really is a key player with us.
You Oughta Know was recently re-
released, but we're still playing
Head Over Heels. Generally, we

stay along the lines of the labels'
release schedules, but for us, You
Oughta Know is more of a deep
recurrent.”

Initially, Warner UK was
unsure about the reaction Moris-
sette's boldest album track You
Oughta Know would get on radio.
As marketing director Tony
McGuinness explains, "First our
attitude was that we should
launch her with Hand In My Pock-
et, which we saw as her big pop
tune, and then she would come
back with a tough song like You
Oughta Know. We thought it was a
risky song, so we anticipated most-
ly evening plays. But BBC Radio 1
playlisting it created an incredible
awareness. For us it came as a bit
of a shock, it went better than we

thought.”
Partly by pushing the album
with controlled, selective TV

advertising, aimed at the upmar-
ket 16-25 age group, Warner UK
reached the 2.2 million album
sales it boasts today. "We're in a
unique position with Alanis,"
stresses McGuinness. "She has
become the staple of UK radio, but
without being  over-exposed.”
According to Uren, Europe will see
little of Alanis in the new year.
"There will probably be no new
singles released from the album.
Next year will be a complete rest
for her so she can write new mate-
rial.”
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After a two-year ascendancy, PolyGram has to
give way to EMI in the battle for the reign over
the European Top 100 Albums chart. Thanks to
strong-selling albums from George Michael,
Queen, Tina Turner and Fool's Garden, EMI is
the top European albums company with 21.1%.
While PolyGram tumbles to third position, Sony
Music moves to second place with an albums
share that has increased from 18% in 1995 to
19.9% this year. On the singles front, EMI reigns
again with 21.5%, followed by PolyGram at
17.0% and Sony with 16.5%.

The jewel in EMI's crown is Virgin.
With 5.2%, it is EMI's best-performing
label, followed by the EMI (4.2%) and
Parlophone (3.9%) imprints.

top 10 in the European Top 100
Albums chart in April of this year.
Other consistent album successes
were booked by Smashing Pump-
kins (Mellon Collie And The Infinite
Sadness, Virgin), the Trainspotting
soundtrack (EMI) and Crowded
House's career overview, Recurring
Dream—The Very Best Of (Capitol).

Celine Dion was responsible for a
large part of Sony's runner-up posi-
tion. Not only does she head this year's
Top Albums Artists—on the strength
of four successful albums—but she
also delivered the period's second-best
selling and Sony's bestcharting
album, Falling Into You. That album
topped the chart in April of this year
and at presstime was still charted
after 39 weeks. In accumulated chart
points, it forms 16% of Sony's total
album chart figure.

While Falling Into You was making
its way to the top, Dion's French-lan-
guage album from last year, D'Eux,
continued to make inroads in the Top
100. Peaking at number 7, it collected
an impressive (though not consecu-
tive) chart run of 84 weeks. And
rounding off Dion's top-winning
albums total are the singer's latest
Live A Paris and 1994's The Colour Of
My Love.

them last year, but now they are
superstars—the Fugees. The group's
European debut and US sophomore
album, The Score (Columbia), is Sony's
second-best charting album and over-
all fourth-best of the year. The album,
good for 14% of the Sony's total Euro-
pean album share, spawned four hit
singles—Fu-Gee-La, Killing Me Softly,
Ready Or Not and No Woman, No
Cry—that catapulted the US hip hop
trio to the status of this year's Top
Selling Singles group.

Other artists that helped Sony to
second position include Top-Selling
Album Groups Qasis, Top Singles
Artist Michael Jackson and (no
award this time) Mariah Carey.

PolyGram's albums share over the
years has always hovered between 22-
24%. This year, however, it falls back
t0 19.7% due to a lack of strong-selling
albums. PolyGram's best-charting al-
bum, Metallica's Load (Vertigo), ends
as the company's only top 10 placing in
the year-end Top 100. Other albums
that contributed to PolyGram's third
place include Elton John's Love
Songs (Rocket), Sting's Mercury
Falling (A&M) and Cranberries’ To

Although released last year, Ala-
nis Morissette's Jagged Little Pill
(Maverick/Sire) picks up the Top-Sell-
ing Debut Album. It's also the most
successful individual album title on
the chart this year. It has spent 65
consecutive weeks on chart, the
longest in recent memory, and makes
up no less than 22% of Warner's total
album chart share of 17.1%. Other

The last of the five majors, BMG,
books a 12.3% share thanks mainly to
Eros Ramazzotti (Dove C'E Musica
grabs 17% of the company's total
share), Take That (RCA) and, at least
for the early part of the year, Back-
street Boys (Jive's licensing arrange-
ments recently changed to Rough
Trade in the GSA region and Virgin in
France, to name a few).

MCA, the mini-major, is sixth best
album company in Europe with a
share of 2.7%, thanks to Nirvana
(Geffen), Coolio (Tommy Boy) and
Ocean Colour Scene (MCA).

EMI continues its European lead in
the singles category with 21.5%,
thanks to a strong-performing Virgin
label (7.2%) and accompanying singles
releases from George Michael (Jesus
To A Child), Spice Girls (Wannabe,
Say You'll Be There) and Luniz (I Got
5 On It). The next most successful
label within the EMI group is EMI

Although signed to DBX in Italy,
BMG in the UK (Deconstruction),
Scandinavia and other assorted terri-
tories in Europe, Robert Miles' debut
Children was licensed to Motor/Poly-
Gram for Germany, supplying the
major with its best-selling single of the
period (accounting for 5% of Poly-
Gram's total singles share). Miles is
followed by the year's most successful
new female singer/songwriter, Joan
Osborne with her debut single One
Of Us, PolyGram's second-best single
of the year. Other PolyGram product
includes 2Pac feat. Dr. Dre (Califor-
nia Love), O.M.C.'s How Bizarre and
Adam Clayton & Larry Mullen
from U2 with Theme From Mission:
Imposstble.

Virgin Records, parent company
EMI, George Michael and his sin-
gle FastLove are the indisputable
winners on European Hit Radio this
year. After virtual silence from
Michael for three long years, save
the publicity about his major label
switch, he made a majestic come-
back on the international music
scene, including the European Hit
Radio format.

To start with the labels, EMI-
owned Virgin turns out to be the
most successful label in the year-
end chart, with no less than seven
singles in the list. Four of these
appear in the top 10, including the
number 1 single, Michael's Fast-
Love. The second-best result in this
category has been achieved by
Sony's Epic imprint, which is
responsible for five year-end posi-
tions, including one in the top 10,

o

Los Del Rio (Serdisco)
Michael Jackson's They Don't
Care About Us (number 10). Poly-
Gram's A&M is third with four sin-
gles in the year-end list. Of these,
Sting's Let Your Soul Be Your
Pilot charts highest (12).

EMI and Sony are also the most
successful majors in terms of EHR
year-end appearances. Each enjoys
10 positions on the list. EMI, how-
ever, performs better, as five of its
titles turn up in the top 10, making
up an impressive 50%. Apart from
the number 1 record, these are
Neneh Cherry's Woman (number
4), Fool's Garden's Lemon Tree
(5), Michael's Jesus To A Child (6)
and Spice Girls' Wannabe (7).
Sony enjoys two titles in the top
10—Fugees' Killing Me Softly (2)
and Jackson's They Don't Care
About Us.

Michael was the most successful
artist of the year with three singles
in the year-end list, including two
titles in the top 10. Jackson also
enjoys three year-end positions,
but only one of these made it to the
year-end top 10, the two-week

ways. Most importantly, it collect-
ed the highest number of chart
points on the format, which pro-
duced its year-end number 1 posi-
tion. Interestingly, it is the second
time since the inception of the EHR
chart in December 1990 that
Michael tops the EHR year-end
list. His 1992 hit TooFunky (Epic)
was also the winning single of that
year.

FastLove was also the longest
number 1 runner of the year, top-
ping the chart for six consecutive
weeks. As you read this, however,
it may have been equalled in this
respect by Spice Girls' Say You'll
Be There, which held the format's
pole position for the fifth consecu-
tive week at presstime. Thanks to

the combined success of FastLove
and the five-week chart-topper
Jesus To A Child, Michael has
occupied the format's number 1
spot for a total of 11 weeks, again
the best of the year.

FastLove also claimed the high-
est chart debut of the year, enter-
ing the EHR Top 40 at number 14,
a feat which was recently equalled
by Fugees' No Woman No Cry. To
top it off, FastLove also scored the
biggest roster of the year in our
May 25 issue, when 120 stations

simultaneously reported the song
in rotation.

Jesus To A Child, on the other
hand, was probably the most antic-
ipated single of the year, as might
be expected from a major artist's
come-back single. It scored no less
than 35 simultaneous new addi-
tions, the highest number of the
year. And what's more, it did so
during two consecutive weeks.
Queen's A Winter's Tale was the
only other song to achieve this
number of adds.

Joan Osborne (Blue Gorilla)

While this year's winner may be
an established artist, the year-end
list includes 14 singles by newcom-
ers (acts which charted on EHR for
the first time this year)—a consid-
erable number. It must be said,
however, that Gary Barlow (num-
ber 18) and Adam Clayton &
Larry Mullen (33), although tech-
nically  speaking  newcomers,
already enjoyed hits on EHR in
previous years as members of
established acts—Take That and
U2, respectively.

The most successful single by a
newcomer was Kiiling Me Softly,
the Fugees version of the 1972
Lori Lieberman song Killing Me
Softly With His Song—also covered
by Roberta Flack, who had a US
number 1 hit with the song in
1973. The Fugees' version topped
the EHR Top 40 for five consecu-
tive weeks and charts at number 2
in the year-end list. Other newcom-
ers enjoying year-end positions are
Joan Osborne (number 3), Fool's
Garden (5), Spice Girls (7), Mark
Morrison (8), Los Del Rio (11),
OMC (20), Donna Lewis (21), 3T
(26), Robert Miles (32), Peter
Andre (35) and Dodgy (40).

It is interesting to see that three
of those newcomers are mainland
European signings. Of these, Fool's
Garden (Germany) grabs the high-
est year-end position, as its debut
single Lemon Tree crops up at
number 5. The others are Los Del
Rio (Spain) and Robert Miles
(Italy). Lemon Tree also scored the
longest chart-run of the year, stay-
ing in the EHR Top 40 for 22 con-
secutive weeks.

As a matter of fact, the year-end
chart includes yet another conti-
nental European artist, but he's no
newcomer—Eros Ramazzotti
(Italy, number 34). All in all, the
share of mainland European prod-
uct in the EHR Year-End Top 40 is
10%, which has been the average
proportion ever since the chart was
launched.

“For me the people of the year were
The Beatles! Yes, I know their
reunion records began last year, but
they were all over the place in the
first half of 1996. In fact, you longed
for a radio station that wasn’t play-
ing a Beatles track every hour! I
think reunions are often rather
pathetic, and although this one
wasn’t like that, it did get a bit too
much eventually. A highlight that
became a lowlight.”

Warner Music Sweden managing
director Sanji Tandan
“Internationally, Alanis Morissette
was the success story of the year for
us. Here in Sweden her album sold
an incredible 180.000 copies, and
has stayed in the top 20 for over a
year. As for Swedish acts, we've bro-
ken three excellent new ones.
There’s Soundtrack Of Our Lives, a
new rock band singing in English,
Jumper and Dilba, who does some
wonderful soul and R&B on her
debut album.

“The lowpoint of 1996 has been
the general downturn in the
Swedish record market, although
November has been a great month
for us at Warner.”

Siljemark Productions general man-
ager Jonas Siljemark

“The highlight of the year was get-
ting a Swedish number 1 with the
first single from Lutricia McNeal
{Ain’t That Just The Way]. That was
on our Siljemark Entertainment
label, which is the only label we’ll
maintain in the future. The low-
point was hearing about the death of
2Pac.

“The best song of 19967 All of
Toni Braxton’s singles. In fact, the
whole album! The worst was most of
the stuff put out by new guitar pop
bands—a very overrated phenome-
non. The most fun of the year was
the Swedish Dance Music Awards.

A great night. Next year it’s on April
7!”

Europe 2/Prague and Frequence 1
music director Josef Vlcek

“The biggest event for Czech radio
this year was the changes in the
broadcast law, which has brought
about radical change. We now have
one of the most liberal broadcasting
laws in Europe.

“Both of our stations appreciated
the music of the Fugees during
1996. It was an important step,
because we’d always had problems
with Czech listeners not accepting
rap.

“A ‘Towlight’ of the year was the
Sex Pistols concert. I wasn’t there,
but friends told me that it was one of
the worst events of the year. The
Michael Jackson concert in Prague
was one of the most controversial
concerts of the year. The show was
not created for such a huge audi-
ence—it was too big, and nobody
saw anything.”

Unique Broadcasting/London busi-
ness manager Pascal Grierson
“Highlights of this year for me
included Unique's pan-European
Eurc '96 radio promotion, meeting
Helena Christianson backstage at
the MTV Europe Music Awards,
seeing Weezer live in Cologne, and
watching my daughter finally decid-
ing to walk at 19 months!

“In 1997 I think all eyes will be
on the proposed pan-European radio
station, EuroZone. They have quite
significant financial backing, but
will they be able to create a pan-
European market? Advertisers are
likely to show some good will initial-
ly, but after six months EuroZone
will have to produce some local audi-
ence figures.”

Eins Live/Cologne head of music
Jochen Rausch

“Highlight of the year was Eins Live
becoming one of the 10 most suc-
cessful radic stations in Germany,
with a format that’s a far cry from a
mainstream station. We took some
risks with our speech and music
content, and it paid off! My personal
highlight was spending four weeks
at the Olympic Games in Atlanta
with 10 first-time radio reporters
who were recruited from Eins Live
listeners. Next year we hope to con-
tinue to laugh at ourselves and
learn from our mistakes. I hope the
phrase ‘that's the way we've always
done it’ will never become part of
our language at Eins Live.”

The Box/Hilversum marketing and
promotion manager Anca Beije

“The most important event in the
Dutch media market this year was a
decision by the government in April

to legalise local commercial broad-
casters. This made it possible for us
to roll out The Box in its intended
form as a video jukebox for just
about every cable network in Hol-
land. The most important develop-
ment in the European media sector
was Brussels’ tough stance on media
cartels.

“Our plans in 1997 are to help
Dutch artists to break through to a
wider audience via The Box. I also
hope that we will finally get a cable
licence for Hilversum in 1997.”

The Wave Radio/Helsingor head of

music Jeanette Majnlund
“We are aiming at the 25 plus age
group, and we liked George

Michael’s comeback, so I'd say that
Jesus To A Child was the track of
the year, because it fitted with our
target audience. On the other hand,
Margarin [Danish spoof on Macare-
na] was the song we loved to hate
and hated to love, although its ban-
ning by the copyright organisation
was a pity.

“One of the big things we’re look-
ing forward to next year is increas-
ing the power of our signal from
30W to 160W. It’s a special situation
with our station, because we face
competition from Swedish stations
that have 100 times the broadcast-
ing power.”

Radio Viborg head of music Poul
Foged

“1997 will be a year of expectations,
as new legislation will give some

breaks to local stations, allowing-

them to boost signals and carry out
limited networking for news and
night-time radio. We'd like to see
some decent conditions for local
radio stations.

“George Michael’s FastLove was
the major hit of the year. We don't
normally play rap, but Rockers By
Choice Den Gamle Skole was a
smash. We welcomed this year's
Swedish invasion—the music is nice
to programme; a lot of what the
Swedes make is very radio friendly.”

Cadena Cien/Madrid managing
director Rafael Revert

"The arrival of Rosana Arbelo and
the discovery of a new voice and
artist was what Spanish music
needed in 1996. A highlight for me
was when the EGM audience survey
showed we had broken the one mil-
lion listener mark. You may laugh,
but I think the best song was
Macarena. Never before has a Span-

At the moment we are Cadena
Cien with Jose Antonio Abella, who
presents our most successful show,
'Bienvenido A La Jungla'. Next year
I want us to be Cadena Cien, Abel-
lan, and 'El Escalada', our 18:00-
21:00 show which is both funny and
important because it’s the public
that chooses the music.”

MCA Music Entertainment Espafia
director Carlos Ituifio
"One of the year's great moments
was a week after the release of
Rosana Arbelo’s Lunas Rotas. By
then she had already sold 20.000
units and everybody in the business
was talking about her. The appear-
ance of new female artists has been
good for the industry. Rosana, Ella
Baila Sola and Lydia have sold more
than a million units between them.
“Our most important challenge
in 1997 is to instate a fully func-
tioning commercial sales structure
into MCA Espafa. It's going to be

-an exciting challenge.”

MCA Italy managing director and
Federation Against Music Piracy
(FPM) president Piero La Falce
“My highlight of the year has been
the establishment and initial suc-
cess of the new drive against music
piracy. FPM has registered many
successes in its first year, especially
in the elimination of most bootleg
product.

“For MCA the highlight of the
year has been the establishment of
our own sales/distribution network.
We have appointed our own sales
team and amicably dissolved our
agreement with BMG-Ricordi. We
have also signed a deal to distribute
one of Italy’s historic independent
labels, Sugar Music, whose reper-
toire includes Andrea Bocelli.”

Radio 105/Milan station manager
Guido Monti
“Apart from being interviewed by
Music & Media in an Irish pub,
which continued in an Indian
Restaurant in Milan, my best
moment this year was when my holi-
days began, and the worst was when
they finished. The best moment_ for
Radio 105 was each time the ratings
came out. Over the year we have
increased our listening by 25%.
“Radio 105’s favourite artists
have been Alanis Morissette, Italian
rocker Ligabue and Italian hip-hop

outfit Articolo 31. My personal choi-
ces include Kula Shaker’s debut
album, and albums by the Fun
Lovin’ Criminals, Jamiroquai, Por-
tishead and Katherine Wheel.

“For Radio 105 the most fun this
year was the game invented by our
afternoon DJ Marco Galli called
‘Uno In Piv’ (‘One More For Us),
where we virtually stole listeners
from rival stations live. Listeners
tipped us off about friends who listen
to our rivals and we called them up
live on air and convinced them to
tune in to Radio 105.”

UK Radio Authority chief executive
Tony Stoller
“The past year was busy, with the
broadcasting bill going through, fun-
damentally changing ownership
rules and offering the opportunity of
DAB. We awarded 12 new local com-
mercial licences, moved ahead with
four new regional licences, and
increased diversity of licencees. We
awarded the first full licence to a
student station [Oxygen FM/
Oxford] and flagged up the idea of a
fourth national service. Regarding
the commercial radio industry on
the whole in 1996, everything has
moved ahead, including advertising
revenue. The standing of commercial
radio has never been higher.
“Looking ahead into the new
year, the key challenge—and my
greatest enthusiasm—is to allow
programme makers to make pro-
grammes, not for them to be dis-
tracted by ownership rules and par-
liamentary changes. Concerning the
Radio Authority, we have the new
London licence to award in January,
we have most of 105-108 mHz to
offer regional licences and small-
scale licences. Of course, we hope to
be advertising the first digital multi-
plex in the new year. So it doesn’t
look as if 1997 is going to be a quiet

one.

Skyrock/Paris general manager (pro-
grammes) Laurent Bouneau

“1996 was a great year for us. On
November 15 we received the new
ratings and scored 5.7% nationally,
which is by far our best ratings
result ever, reaching over 2.63 mil-
lion listeners. To celebrate this
event, we went to Paris’ best restau-
rant. It was a great moment and a
wonderful birthday gift a few weeks
before the celebration of our 10th
anniversary.”

NRJ/Paris General manager Alain
Weill

“Our three stations—NRJ, Cherie
FM and Rire Et Chansons—all
reached historical [ratings] records
in the Médiamétrie figures for Sep-
tember-October. It was very reward-
ing. One of the worst moments of the
year was the last meeting we had
with the CSA when we heard that
nothing would happen [regarding
the development of Rire Et Chan-
sons as a national network]. It’s so
frustrating—we are on the starting
blocks, but can’t get, the CSA to give

us the go ahead. So if there’s some-
thing I wish for 1997, it’s to be able
to develop Rire Et Chansons.”

EMI Records Group UKand Eire
president and CEO Jean-Francois
Cecillon

“I think for the industry the fact that
some UK artists broke America in
1996 is very good news. Oasis, Seal,
Desree, Garbage, Radichead—it’s
amazing. And I hope that trend is
going to continue in the next few
years, because it means we can
invest in A&R for the world. Not the
world outside the US, but the world,
which is very important for us. We
have to sell worldwide.

“As for EMI, I think the fact that
we demerged from Thorn is a very
important achievement. The world-
wide strategy of the group is a music
group strategy, not a music and
rental group strategy. EMI is now
the biggest independent in the
world. That gives us more freedom,
but I also think that management is
more consistent.

“What has been bad about 19967
Nothing really for EMI, but for the
industry I think that the fact we still
haven’t resolved the appalling state
of the singles chart in the UK is the
worst. We have to review the entire
mechanics and decide which role the
chart has to fill. If they have no role,
there’s no chart. All the indepen-
dents, all the small guys, have no
chance at all to have a career that
doesn’t go through the system. And
to be honest, the system is absolute-
ly destroying careers.

“The Symbol album is three
hours of love, sex and happiness—I
want three years of love, fun and
happiness. 'm so happy that EMI
worldwide has been able to attract
an artist like him.”

104.6 RT1/Berlin managing director
Bernt von Muhlen

“The most prominent event of the
year was gaining the lead in Berlin
and Brandenburg markets with
104.6 RTL in the MA ‘96 ratings.
The most important development in
European radio has been the pro-
gressive liberalisation of the Euro-
pean radio markets. I just hope the
climate in Germany continues to be
liberal as well. My personal high-
light of the year was to finally get a
golf handicap!”

“The most important event in Irish
radio this year was the granting of
the national broadcasting licence to
what has been called Riverdance
Radio. My personal highlight was
my three year-old daughter Lisa
learning the words to most of Oasis’
hits—I thought I would have to play
Barney The Dinosaur tapes in my
car!”

The CSA has responded with a letter
to the stations involved, demanding
that they return to previous program-
ming or face sanctions including sus-
pension. The law forbids local stations
from switching to national programmes

1 without handing in the frequency for a

new tender.

CSA  representative for radio,
Philippe Labarde comments, "I have
told [NRJ president] Jean-Paul Baude-
croux many times that his quest for a
third network is legitimate, but he must

play by the rules. I do realise that this
can take time."

Stations broadcasting the Rire et
Chansons programme include Alligator,
Contact FM, Radio Service, RVS and
Radio Oxygene. Marc Zenou, president
of Star and Radio Service, complains
that CSA procedures take far too long.
"We were forced to act by economic
pressures, we simply couldn't wait any
longer,” says Zenou. He believes that
the "survival of local operators is linked
to a strong local programme backed by
a nationally identified programme
which allows the station higher sales
efficacy.”

A weekly Eurochart analysis by Bob Macdonald

The Prodigy receive the best Christmas present they could have
hoped for this week, as Breathe (XL Recordings) continues to inhale
the rarified atmosphere at the summit of the Eurochart Hot 100 Sin-
gles.

Landing the Yuletide number 1 slot is no small feat for the
British techno group. In the five years since the Prodigy first
entered the Eurochart with Charly in late 1991, all the Christmas
chart-toppers have been by American acts and four of the five have
been by long-established superstars. Michael Jackson had the
Christmas number 1 of 1991 with Black Or White (Epic), Whitney
Houston scored in 1992 with I Will Always Love You (Arista), Meat
Loaf topped the list in 1993 with I'd Do Anything For Love (But I
Won't Do That) (Virgin) and Bon Jovi's Always (Mercury) was the
Christmas number 1 of 1994. Last year Gangsta's Paradise (Tommy
Boy/MCA) achieved a festive breakthrough for newer acts, courtesy
of Coolio featuring L.V., and continued selling well into 1996 (see
year-end review, page 12.

One U.S. act doing very nicely this Christmas is 83T, whose I
Need You (MJJ/Epic) vaults from 39 to 13 and wins this week's
Sales Breaker award. That gives Jackson's nephews their biggest
Euro-hit since their first chart entry Anything, which reached num-
ber 8 in February of this year. In the interim, they peaked at 51 in
May with 24/7 and climbed to 14 in August with Why.

Last week's Sales Breaker, Child (RCA), jumps four places to
number 9 this week. That makes Mark Owen the third ex-member
of Take That to chalk up a top 10 single. Gary Barlow reached
number 3 in July with Forever Love (RCA), and Robbie Williams
peaked at number 5 the following month with Freedom (Chrysalis).
Owen is, however, the first torelease an album—his Green Man
braves the Christmas market to become the second highest new
entry on the European Top 100 Albums chart this week, albeit at a
fairly modest number 43.

The highest new entry belongs to Italy's Mina, bowing at 29 with
Napoli (PDU/EMI) on the strength of a home debut at number 2. It's
the 15th Mina album to reach the European chart since 1988, and
already comes close to matching the peak of Cremona, which
achieved a career-best placing of number 25 just six weeks ago.

Finally, it seems that there's no escaping the Smurfs this
Christmas, no matter how many different names and album titles
they masquerade under. Voll Der Winter (EMI) holds at number 8
this week, and three other releases makes strong climbs to numbers
52,62 and 65.

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Radio 1’s Dann Plays Scrooge

LoNpoN - BBC Radio 1 FM's
head of production, Trevor
Dann, is playing Scrooge this
Christmas. The programming
executive has banned the net-
work's "sleigh-list" which used
to include traditional Christmas
songs by artists such as Sir Cliff
Richard, Slade and Bing Cros-
by.

However, Christmas music
will be programmed in specialist
shows such as a gospel music
programme on Christmas Eve,
and Simon Mayo's Christmas
Jukebox the following day.

Radio 1's official line on why
no seasonal tunes will be heard
during dayparts is, "We have
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nothing against these songs, but
our remit is to play new music.
Those tunes are not new and not
in keeping with what our young
listeners want to hear. We play
songs on merit."

Although criticised this year
for refusing to playlist older acts
such as Status Quo and the Bea-
tles, Radio 1's policy of catering
for a younger audience with
new, live and cutting edge
music, has resulted in the net-
work winning back lost listen-
ers, according to ratings figures.

The ban of Christmas music
from Radio 1's playlist came in
the form of a memo from Dann's

office to programmers and pro-
ducers warning "there will be no
place in the schedule” for it.

Meanwhile, a three-hour sea-
sonal special to be presented by
Oasis' Noel Gallagher and jun-
gle artist Goldie was dumped
due to recording commitments,
according to the station.

According to  published
reports, Radio 1 has come under
fire from religious groups
because of a Christmas Day doc-
umentary, “Jesus—Cool or
Cheesy" which they label blas-
phemous. The segment is sup-
posed to look at Jesus' "bad
image period'.

Industry Defends
Quota Proposals

MuAN - Proposals by Italy's
opposition right wing
Alleanze Nazionale Party to
impose minimum quotas on
the country's radio stations to
broadcast at least 50%
domestic musie, of which 25%
must be from new or emerg-
ing talent, have found sup-
port within Italy's music
industry.

Alleanze Nazionale culture
spokesman, Guglielm Rosi-
tano included the measure
within a package of proposals
for a new law being prepared
by the governing Olive Tree
coalition to promote Italian
music  culture.  Rositano
claims that the quota propos-
al is being viewed favourably
by the government who hope
to present the new law to par-
liament early next year.

Whilst Italy's radio indus-
try reacted strongly against
quota impositions (Music &
Media, December 14), Franco
Donato, president of the inde-
pendent labels' association
AFI, says that quotas should

_ be measured across the radio

industry as a whole. "We are
not looking to force every sta-
tion to play at least 50% Ital-
ian music, but a commission
could monitor the average of
Italian music output on the
principle  stations,”  says
Donato.

A Music Control Italia sur-
vey covering the first six
months of 1996 and measur-
ing the output of the major
networks put the average of
Italian music aired at less
than 40%. Despite the exis-
tence of several popular
domestic music-only syndicat-
ed national networks, only
one of the top 10 most played
songs to make the Italian top

10 was Italian, Eros Ramaz-
zotti's single Piu Bella Cosa.

Roberto Galanti, press
spokesman for FIMI, the
major music industry federa-
tion in Italy, says that they
have not issued a statement
on the issue. "We have not
been asked to submit any pro-
posals by the government and
we have not taken an official
position on the subject," says
Galanti, adding that he is
personally in favour of quo-
tas.

Several more radio pro-
gramming executives spoke
out against the imposition of
quotas this week. Guido
Monti, station manager at
Milan-based EHR network
Radio 105 which playlists
75% international music and
25% domestic music, com-
ments, "It seems absurd that
at a moment in which Italy is
looking to get closer to Europe
that we could be considering
protectionist measures which
belong to the dark ages.”

The argument has its foundation in the way radio
licences were distributed when private broadcasting
became legal in 1993. The then non-socialist
government decided to simply auction off
frequencies to the highest bidder, an act that was
fiercely condemned by the social democrats, who
returned to power soon afterwards. They said the
bidding system had led to a commercial radio
climate lacking in variety and dominated by the big
media empires.

The committee report says the expert commission
appointed by the government would study whether
the licence holder was "suitable" to run a radio
station, and whether the station's output would
contribute to greater diversity in the medium.
Conservative MP Ola Karlsson calls the criteria
"vague". Liberal party MP Birgitt Friggebo, who
was culture minister when the licences were first
auctioned off, likened the proposals to censorship
and said a commission which decided what was, or
was not suitable for broadcast went against press
freedom as enshrined in the country's constitution.
One of the aspects of the committee's proposals
which angers radio stations most is that it negates
a previous agreement that all stations operating in
2001 would automatically have their licences
extended by another eight years. CBU chairman
Christer Jungeryd says he believesthe committee
may want to use a technicality to get around the
contract and gain more control. "They want shorter
licensing periods, plus guarantee of no change in
format or ownership during any given period.”

The committee's argument that the measures would
introduce a healthier diversity on the airwaves is
not backed up by the effects outside the big cities.
In less populated areas, which are often served by
only two or three stations, the committee wants to
cut the broadcasting regions from the current 40 to
between 20-25. The report now goes to the
government for consideration.
