| One of the most gratifying developments since Music &
Media introduced the Border Breakers notation into the
European Radio Top 50 airplay chart 18 months ago—high-
lighting tracks which have crossed over to overall airplay
chart from the Border Breakers listing—has been monitor-
ing the consistent rise of those continental European songs
which break outside their country of signing.

Last week, no less than six Border Breakers were in
the top 10 of the European Radio Top 50 chart—and there
are five this week. It is an unprecedented and outstand-
ing record (see story, front page).

The development of Border Breaker titles around
Europe exemplifies the current strength of European pro-
duction. Moreover, this production is catching the atten-
tion of radio programmers, who generally don’t judge
these songs on their country of origin, but on their own
| merits (although, with the exception of Italian songs, it’s

dismaying to see that only English-speaking tracks seem
to make it on radio).

The trend has even managed to cross the Channel,
bringing the U.K. market more into line with the rest of
Europe as tracks from the likes of Lutricia McNeal,
Mousse T, Tamperer, Aqua and Eagle-Eye Cherry ride high

It’s probably too soon to draw definitive conclusions

about this new trend, but what is apparent is that conti- |

nental music is becoming as ‘competitive as any Anglo-
American repertoire. It also validates all the efforts record
companies have put into developing local repertoire.

From a programming perspective, the old theory that
the flap of a butterfly’s wing in the Indonesian rainforest
can affect the weather in northern Europe can also apply
to music.

In other words, what a programmer decides in Arhus
or Lishon can inspire a colleague in Liverpool or Kiel. As
charted by M&M at the time, Aqua started on the road to
world domination on Danish radio, McNeal and Cherry in
Sweden, Tamperer in Italy, and Mousse T in Germany.

To keep abreast of Europe’s musical pulse, and with
the ever-changing tastes of their listeners, programmers
can now hardly avoid keeping -
an eye on what’s happening
around Europe, as sources of
repertoire multiply.

Such an approach might
make the programming equa-
tion a bit more complex, but it
ensures that programmers
will not miss a hit, and also
brings some additional—and

Sole application reflects dlgltal ||Her

LoNDON — The extent of the UK.
commercial radio industry’s trepida-
tion about the viability of digital
radio became crystal clear on June 23
when only one group lodged a bid
with regulator the Radio Authority
for the first national digital radio
“multiplex” licence.

The sole bidder, Digital One, is
proposing seven new digitally-delivered
national radio services by the end of
1999, in addition to the digital trans-
mission of current national analogue
services Classic FM, Virgin Radio and
Talk Radio.

The new services being proposed for
the multiplex are classic rock, soft AC,
teen-pop, dance, sport, rolling news and
a channel providing drama and comedy.

Digital’s shareholders are Classic
FM’s owners GWR (57 percent), Talk
Radio’s major shareholder CLT-UFA (10
percent) and transmission provider
NTL (33 percent). Ginger Radio, owners
of national rock station Virgin Radio,
pulled out of the consortium just days
before the Radio Authority’s application
deadline because of “differences over the
structuring of Digital One,” according to
Digital One chairman and GWR group

chief executive Ralph Bernard.

Meanwhile, other major radio
groups, such as Capital and Emap, have
switched their interest in digital radio
away from national services to local
multiplexes over the past few months.
Those two companies are in talks about
forming a consorttum to bid for such
licences when they are advertised by
the Radio Authority later this year.

On Digital One’s national multiplex,
GWR will run the teen-hits service in
addition to Classic FM, while Talk
Radio will operate the all-sport format.
NTL will provide classic rock, while TV
and radio news provider ITN will sup-
ply the rolling news channel. The ser-
vice providers for the AC, dance and
drama/comedy formats have yet to be
decided by Digital One.

“Commercial radio’s move into the
digital era is the most important change
the industry has faced in its 25-year his-
tory,” predicts Ralph Bernard. “We are
convinced digital radio offers excellent
commercial opportunities because it is
likely that digital radio will ultimately
be the only significant means by which
radio will be broadcast in the new mil-
lennium. This is because we are rapidly
approaching an age when consumers
will expect broadcasters to provide a

wide range of interactive, multimedia
services which can only be provided by
digital transmission.”

Digital radio receivers are set to be
rolled out at retail in the UK. on July
9, following several delays. A number
of broadcasters, including the BBC'’s
five national public stations, are
already making broadcasts using the
new technology.

‘She Will Have Her Way’
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Borsato to capture radio record

HILVERSUM — Marco Borsato’s new
single De Bestemming was expected
to enter the Dutch Guiness Book Of
Records after being premiered simul-
taneously on 60 national and regional
radio stations on June 25.

The release is the first from Borsato’s
forthcoming album—also titled De
Bestemming—which is released by
Polydor on August 13. Comments
Polydor head of promotion Mark

Hofstede: “Charly Lownoise & Mental
Theo—another Polydor act—are the
current holders of the record, with 22
plays at the same time. But Borsato is
in a different league all together.”

The Dutch-language ballad by the
Italian singer is written and produced
by Englishman John Ewbank. Some
21,000 copies have been shipped—an
exceptionally high figure for a single
release in the Netherlands.

Also on June 25, Borsato was
scheduled to visit public stations

Radio 2 (MOR) and 3FM (CHR) along
with commercial CHR outlets Radio
538 and Veronica FM to conduct
live interviews.

The record-breaking simultaneous
airing of Borsato’s new single follows
last year’s heavy fine levied on Radio
3FM from the Dutch media commis-
sion, which found the public station
guilty of breaking advertising and
sponsorship rules in its exclusive air-
ing of tracks from Borsato’s previous
album, De Waarheld.

Artist sparks New Power struggle

LoNDON — BMG International has
acquired the exclusive rights to dis-
tribute the new album by the artist
formerly known as Prince—despite
the fact that two other companies
believed they had already secured
European distribution deals with
Prince’s NPG label.

BMG’s deal for New
Power Soul is with
Minneapolis-based NPG
Records for the world
excluding North America
and Japan. NPG says that
in North America, the
album, due out June 30,
will be distributed direct-
ly to retailers.

However, the deal has {
caused controversy in [
Europe, where two companies are
understood to be claiming distribu-
tion agreements with NPG which
pre-date the BMG agreement:
Pinnacle Labels, an affiliate of long
established U.K distributor
Pinnacle, and French distributor
Night & Day (M&M, June 6).

According to Pinnacle Labels gen-
eral manager Tim Kelly, Pinnacle

understood that it had an agreement
with NPG to distribute New Power
Soul in the UK., Scandinavia, the
Benelux countries and in the GSA
region. “We are not amused,” he says.
“Our reps were already taking orders
for the album. The matter is now in
the hands of our lawyers.”

Christoph Ruecker, BMG
International VP of
marketing acknowl-
edges hearing that
other distributors
have claimed rights
to the album in some
European territo-
ries, but says noth-
ing had been
finalised and signed.

Ruecker, who
reveals that Euro-
pean orders for the
album already exceed 140,000 units,
claims: “BMG has exclusive rights to
this record. We have a fully-signed
agreement with the Artist.”

BMG will release New Power Soul
in all European territories except
Germany on June 29. Germany will
follow on July 6.

PPL agrees new
royalties deal

LoNDON — British musicians are set
to benefit from a $20 million annual
royalty pool under a new deal signed
on June 22,

UK. record company collection
body Phonographic Performance
Limited (PPL) has agreed with artist
representative bodies AURA and
P@MRA on how broadcast royalties
are to be distributed to performers,

The issue had been unresolved
since December 1996, when new
copyright legislation gave perform-
ers a right to broadcast royalties for
the first time, but did not state how
much they should receive. PPL sub-
sequently agreed a 50-50 split
between labels and artists.

Following two years of negotia-
tions with AURA and P@MRA, the
definition of featured artists and the
proportions of income they and other
band members will receive has been
laid out. P@MRA chief executive
Anne Rawcliffe-King says: “It’s been a
battle, but now we’ve put together a
scheme that is fair to all performers.”

Q: What’s the main concept
behind Radio Impuls?

A: Essentially it will be ‘information-
al’ radio. We want to be as serious a

public medium as the Czech
public broadcaster [Cesky Rozhlas].

Q: What’s the logic in your goal of
airing 65 percent Czech music?
A: We know Czech people want Czech
music. Concerts by Czech bands are
sold out, and Czech records sell bet-
ter than international ones.

Q: What kind of format will Radio
Impuls follow?

A: Well play music from the '60s to
today. As for what we won't play... I
never say never; I could say brass
music, but what if one day people go
crazy for Czech brass music? If the peo-
ple want it, then the people will get it.

Q: Many people are wondering
how a company like [Impuls’s
owner] Londa, with no previous
media experience, obtained a
national radio licence?

A: As far as media experience goes,
almost nobody who was part of the
licence tender had as much media
experience as me—I've founded two

media ventures in the past [the
Czech edition of Penthouse and daily
newspaper MfD}, and I have also
published six novels. Ivan Batka
[Londa’s owner] had two unsuccess- |
ful attempts in the past to enter the
radio market, and this time he has
been successful. He didn’t get into
this market by accident. ]

Q: What’s the biggest hurdle
which Radio Impuls will face?

A: When we started MfD, we admit-
ted one thing: we were not well |
equipped to do commentary. But we |
said that we would eventually do
everything, and that's why we'd be |
the best newspaper in the country.
MfD offered only information at the |
start, but within one year, we had
become the best newspaper in
the country.

We want to establish Radio Impuls
on the same principles—to give the
fastest information to the people of
the Czech Republic. And afterwards,
we will develop the other areas.

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Adverts setf to return on RNE?

MADRID — Spain’s commercial radio
sector has reacted angrily to govern-
ment proposals to bring back adver-
tising on public broadcaster RNE.

The plans are contained in an 81-
page government discussion docu-
ment being set before parliament,
designed to rescue parent corporation
RTVE from its continued heavy debt,
which currently stands at nearly
Pta600 billion ($4 billion).

In the future, Spain’s centre-right
Popular Party government wants 35
percent of RTVE’s Pta200 billion
($1.3bn) annual income to be raised
through advertising, with the remain-
ing 65 percent continuing to come
from the public purse.

RTVE’s two national TV networks
already run advertising spots, but
they were withdrawn from RNE’s four
national networks (plus Catalonia’s

Radio 4)
years ago.
“The plan simply
makes no commer-
cial sense,” says
Augusto Delkéder,
chairman of Spanish
commercial  radio
association AERC
and of radio giant
Cadena SER.
Delkader describes *
the plan as “outra-
geous,” and claims the
European Union
would not allow the
“double financing” of public radio.
Onda Cero Radio, Spain’s third
largest commercial radio group, issued
a statement describing the plan as “a
nonsense,” and ex-RNE director Diego
Carcedo, who represents Spain’s oppo-
sition socialist party on the RTVE
board, said a return to public radio

advertising “would distort the
radio market to a point where
there would be no room for
' another commercial network. It
- would be a step backwards—the
~ revenues would be minimal, and
RNE would probably lose its
public character.”

However, secretary of state
for communications Miguel
Angel Rodriguez stressed that
the document was for parlia-
-mentary debate and contained
“no definitive conclusions.”

The move to re-instate adver-
tising on RNE comes at a time

when the country’s big commercial
radio groups are reporting substan-
tial profits. Groupo Prisa’s Cadena
SER increased profits by 59.7 percent
in 1997 to Ptal.6bn ($10.4m), while
Cadena COPE—run by the Catholic
church—made profits of Pta818m
($5.4m), a rise of 54.5 percent.

Rights society SIAE facing

MiLAN — A proposal calling for the

privatisation of Italy’s state-owned .

authors’ rights society SIAE is being
presented to the Italian parliament.

Supporting the motion are 25 cen-
trist politicians lead by Cesare Salvi,
leader of the centre-left PDS group.in
Italy’s senate (upper parliamentary
chamber) and a member of the govern-
ing Olive Tree coalition.

The initiative has been instigated by
Eugenio Porta, president of Italian local

radio association ANTI, which is
involved in a long running legal battle
with SIAE over the payment of royalties
by its member stations (M&M, June 20).

~ Porta argues that the state’s owner-
ship of SIAE is an anomaly which goes
back to its formation during World War
II. “The Fascist government,” says
Porta, “formed the SIAE as a publicly-
owned corporation in 1941, but when
the Fascists were overthrown, the sta-
tus of the SIAE became ambiguous. It
represents private citizens [authors],
yet it remains a publicly owned institu-

tion.” Porta adds that support for pri-
vatisation is coming from centre par-
ties on both the left and right.

Two years ago, SIAE reorganised
its membership and voting structure
in an attempt to placate critics who
were calling for its privatisation. In a
statement issued on June 16, the
organisation quoted research con-
ducted by Irish authors’ rights society
IMRO which placed SIAE’s adminis-
trative charges in 1996 at 16.28 per-
cent of total revenue, “and therefore
amongst the lowest in the world.”

SNEP’s radical restructure approved

PARIS — As had been widely anticipat-
ed, the annual general meeting of
French music industry body SNEP on
June 18 ratified a package of radical
structural reforms which aim to give
more power to independent labels.

SNEP members voted to create a
new 14-member board, with equal rep-
resentation from majors and indepen-
dent companies (M&M, June 27).

The representatives from the seven
major companies are Sony Music’s
Paul-René Albertini, Virgin’s
Emmanuel de Buretel, PolyGram’s
Pascal Negre, EMI’s Gilbert Ohayon,
East West’s Michaél Wijnen (who also
represents WEA), Universal's Gérard
Woog and the soon-to-be appointed new
CEQ of BMG France.

Elected to represent the indie
labels were Auvidis’ Louis Bricard,
XIII Bis Records’ Gilles Bressand,
V2’s Thierry Chassagne, Edel Music’s
Stéphane Girard, Musidisc’s Jean
Grandchamp, Arion’s Manuela
Ostrolenk and Sonodisc’s Henri de
Bodinat. Former Sony Music presi-
dent de Bodinat makes his return to
the board of SNEP as an independent
four years after he left the music

industry to join Club Med.

Sony Music CEO Albertini was re-
elected as president of the organisa-
tion, with Auvidis CEO Louis Bricard
serving as vice-president. “SNEP is
no longer ‘Le Club des Majors,”
claimed Albertini.

The SNEP president added: “Out
of the two main aspects of our activi-

ties—production and distribution—
SNEP has definitely chosen to put
the production side at the top of our
agenda. This [restructuring process]
is happening at a time when produc-
ers’ rights are threatened, and it
shows our determination to build a
union which brings together all the
parties involved.”

HUCKNALL URGES RETHINK ON ‘CULTURE’
BRUSSELS — Simply Red’s Mick Hucknall
has added his voice to the music industry
lobby in Europe which is campaigning for
music projects to be included in the Euro-
pean Commission’s culture programme.
On a special International Managers’
. Forum (IMF) video which targets
Europe’s decision-makers, Mick Hucknall
declares: “Music is unquestionably the
single most important element of Euro-
pean culture—it transcends barriers of class, nationali-
ty and culture.” He hopes that, like the film industry,
music might find a place at the heart of Europe’s prior-
ities through setting up rehearsal facilities, musical
instruction and musicians’ networks.

NRJ ReviEws NOSTALGIE’S INTERNATIONAL INTERESTS
PaARis — Following NRJ’s recent acquisition of Radio Nos-
talgie as part of the RMC privatisation, the radio group’s
management is assessing the future of Nostalgie's interna-
tional interests, which are spread across 23 different coun-
tries. NRJ managers recently met in Paris with Ahmed
Bakayoko, the chief executive of Nostalgie Ivory Coast, to
discuss further partnerships for Nostalgie in French-speak-
ing Africa. NRJ general manager Alain Weill admits that
NRJs own international strategy is virtually the opposite
of Nostalgie’s: “We invest in countries with strong
economies, in companies where we have a majority stake,
Nostalgie focuses on developing countries and minority
partnerships.” Nostalgie is to press ahead with the launch
of a sister station in the Argentinian capital Buenos Aires
and another in Libreville, Gabon.

SGAE REVEALS RECORD FIGURES
MADRID — Spanish authors’ and g
publishers’ society SGAE collect-
ed a record Pta30.2 billion ($200
million) in copyright payments
during 1997, an increase of 23
percent on 1996. It also lowered
the collection costs it charges to
its members by an average of
16.75 percent. Announcing the
results, SGAE executive presi-
dent Teddy Bautista said: “SGAE
is now the fourth cheapest [rights-collecting] society in
the world, behind only those in Germany, Japan and
Australia.” He added that collections from abroad
increased by 67 percent to Pta 1.4 billion ($9.5 mil-
lion}—11 percent of the total.

IRTC AWARDS ‘THIRD TIER’ LICENCES

DuUBLIN — Irish radio regulator the IRTC has awarded
eight five-year licences to groups which applied to run
“community” or “community of interest” radio services. All
the broadcasters concerned have been on air since 1995, as
part of the IRTC’s Community Radio Pilot Project. The
new batch of licences—designed to supplement existing
local and national commercial radio—include community
stations for north-east Dublin, west Dublin, south Dublin,
Castlebar and Youghal, plus student stations in Galway,
Limerick and Cork. IRTC chairperson Niall Stokes com-
ments: “We are confident that the basic structures are now
in place to facilitate the development of a vibrant commu-
nity broadcasting sector which will complement the ser-
vices provided by existing local operators.”

ORF ELECTION PRODUCES STALEMATE

VIENNA — The board of trustees of Austria’s public broad-
caster ORF failed to elect a successor on June 15 to out-
going director general Gerhard Zeiler, who is leaving to
head up German TV broadcaster RTL. After three rounds
of voting, the board agreed to suspend deliberations, and
to try again on July 6. To be chosen director general, a
candidate must receive two-thirds of the votes cast by the
35-mémber board. All three votes gave a slight edge to
ORF general secretary Gerhard Weis, whose closest chal-
lenger was ORF finance director Peter Radel.

COPENHAGEN — A newly pub-
lished report quantifies the
Danish music industry’s con-
tribution to the country’s econ-
omy for the first time.

Compiled by research
organisation Hein, the study
shows that in 1997 the various
sectors of the Danish music
industry earnt between them
some DKr719 million ($62m).
However, the figures do not
include Aqua’s contribution—
so next year’s total should be
even higher.

The figures were made pub-
lic at a press conference organ-
ised by Danish music industry

g dinavian roots are the same. It’s

still the little melody that’s the
key to success.” He likened
Aqua’s success to that of Bjgrn
Borg and Abba, who helped
draw attention to Sweden.

“The more success the coun-
try gets, the more energy peo-
ple are willing to invest,”
observed EMI-Medley manag-
ing director and IFPI Denmark
chairman Michael Ritto. “It’s
about getting out of a village
and into a global market.”

ToOULOUSE — Public broad-
caster Radio France’s “youth”
station Le Mouv’ has celebrat-
ed its first birthday by announc-
ing frequency plans aimed at
increasing its potential audience
from 3 million to 15 million.

Le Mouv’ general manager
Olivier Nanteau says the new
frequencies will come on
stream in two stages—a num-
ber of medium-sized cities this
summer, followed by Paris in
the spring of 1999.

However, it is as yet unclear
whether the extended coverage
area will be achieved via brand
new frequencies allocated by
broadcasting authority the
CSA, or through existing fre-
quencies already assigned to
Radio France.

“We can’t ask the CSA for all
[the new frequencies], so we
will definitely begin this

expansion by finding frequen-
cies ourselves,” says Radio
France general manager
Francois Didier Lemoine.

The main driving force
behind the creation of Le
Mouv’, Radio France president
Michel Boyon, will see his term
of office expire at the end of the
year. Notes one Radio France
executive: “The president is
leaving the problem of how to
broadcast Le Mouv’ in Paris for
his successor to solve.”

In May this year, the station
moved from Radio France’s
Paris headquarters to the
southern city of Toulouse, the
largest city in which Le Mouv’
can currently be heard. “This
has allowed us to see our audi-
ence, which gives us more moti-

vation,” says one staffer. “Le
Mouv’ has made more progress
after just one month in Toulouse
than it did during a whole year
in Paris.”

Says Nanteau: “We are on the
right track, and after a low pro-
file year we will—starting this
autumn—undertake a major
national promotional campaign
including TV advertising.”

With a 70 percent music con-
tent at Le Mouv, music pro-
grammer Rémi Demange is bat-
tling against the traditional
Radio France culture which
regards music as merely a “filler”
between speech items.

He reports, however, that
“Radio France is making
progress, and, as of a couple of
weeks ago, we have at last got
an [audio] compression system,
which every commercial sta-
tion has. That may not seem
very significant, but at Radio
France, it’s a revolution.”

Jazz FM to launch independent label

LoNDON — Golden Rose Com-
munications (GRC), which oper-
ates the Jazz FM stations in
London and Manchester, is
poised to ink a deal with a
record company—believed to be
compilations specialist Tel-
star—to set up an independent
jazz label.

Most European territories—apart
from Germany—have licensed the
track from New Music, anticipating a
true summer hit. The first territory to
pick up on Restless outside Italy was
the Italian-speaking part of
Switzerland. At Locarno-based CHR
station Radio Ticino, Restless is on
‘super heavy’ rotation with four plays
a day.

Radio Ticino head of music Andrea
Di Franco recalls: “we got so many
requests for Neja that we simply had
to add it, even though we have a com-
paratively mature target group and
are therefore very selective about the
dance records we playlist.”

Boris Pifferetti, programme direc-
tor at Swiss CHR station Radio 3III
Mendrisio, describes Restless as a
bona fide summer record. “It is a
sunny, commercial pop song that fits
our summer playlist, which is ‘fresher’
than our normal playlist. We have it
on high rotation.” Pifferetti has

already mapped out the possible
future growth of the record in Europe.
“It is a potential Euro-hit. I think
within Switzerland it will be picked up
more easily in the French speaking
cantons ahead of the German speak-
ing cantons, which are more open to
rock than pop-dance.”

Restless is already picking up signifi-
cant air-play in France. Full Ace Music
has licensed the single for the French
market and licensees in other European
territories include Private Life in the
Benelux countries, Avex in the UK,
BMG in Scandinavia, Magic Records in
Poland and Planet Works in Greece.

The single’s producer, Alex Bagnoli,
is a New Music regular; the label has
churned out a string of dance hits over
the past 12 months, with a particular-
focus on Latin dance. Amongst New
Music’s dance hits have been produc-
tions for Technotronic, Black Machine
and Lady G.

Last year, New Music fuelled
Italy’s Latin dance boom with hits by

Los Locos—including a local version
of La Macarena—and La Fortezza
with Il Ciclone, the theme to a hit
summer '97 Italian movie of the
same name.

Before landing feet-first in the
dance music business, Neja, a 21 year-
old language student from Turin, sang
in a gospel choir. “We had been working
with Neja for a year before releasing
Restless as her first single,” explains
New Music MD Pippo Landro. He adds:
“We're now working on an album to be
released soon, with a follow up single
set for September release.”

Another recent New Music release,
Cecilia Gayle’s Pam Pam, has been
adopted by the Club Mediteranee hol-
iday resorts as their summer theme
song. Gayle will be touring the Club
Med resorts around the world
throughout the summer to promote
the record. The track has also been
chosen by French national TV net-
work M6 as their designated Summer
Hit starting June 20.

Cherry eyes up U.K. opportunity

For a Brookyln-educated singer-song-
writer to sign to a Swedish record
label and concentrate on cracking
Europe before the U.S. might have
seemed an unusual career strategy.
But then Eagle-Eye Cherry always
was anything but conventional.

The 27 year old former actor—son
of late jazz artist Don Cherry and
brother of Neneh Cherry—already
has a continental European hit on his
hands with his debut single Save
Tonight (Polydor), which was finally
released in the U.K. on June 22.

The song, an infectious slice of
acoustic-based folk-pop with an irre-
sistible hook, has taken the airwaves of
Europe by storm in recent weeks and
has been a top 20 single in Sweden,
Norway, France, Greece and Belgium.

Cherry, who trained at a drama
school in New York, left the U.S. in
1996 and signed to Stockholm-based
independent Superstudio before going
picked up by Polydor Sweden. The
decision to launch his career in such a
small, relatively hassle-free market, is
partly explained by the fact that
Cherry spent some of his childhood in
Sweden—and partly because he did
not feel ready to face the dog-eat-dog
world of the U.S. music business.

“I had my first introduction to the
music business because of [the careers
of] my dad and my sister and I
thought it was pretty scary,” explains
Cherry. “My plan was to make a
record in Scandinavia, ease into

Europe and see if it worked there |

before going for the big time. It was
just my way of coaxing myself to make
a record. Everything else happened so
fast, even if I had intended to, I could-
n't have written a better script.”
European sales of Cherry’s debut
album Desireless, from which Save
Tonight is taken, have topped the

500,000 unit mark, according to Polydor
and that success looks set to be repeat-
ed in the UK, where the single has
picked up blanket radio play.
Meanwhile, Polydor is gearing up to
release Desireless in the UK. on July
13, with an U.S. release to follow later
this summer.

Save Tonight is a fixture on more
than 40 U.K. radio playlists already,
its champions including national sta-
tions BBC Radio 1 (CHR), and Virgin
Radio (rock), Capital Radio/London
(CHR) and music-led full service sta-
tion BBC GLR/London.

Ruth Parrish, head of radio promo-
tion at Polydor U.K., admits that she
has never had an easier job than with
the Cherry single. “When I took Save
Tonight to radio,” she explains, “peo-
ple asked me to describe the record

and I said I couldn’t—1I told them they
Jjust had to play it.”

Parrish adds: “We took Eagle-Eye
on a regional radio tour and when you
have an artist who can sell himself so
well, promotion is quite simple. Save
Tonight is one of these classic pop
songs, like Natalie Imbruglia’s Torn.”

Critics have drawn comparisons
with contemporary male singer/song-
writers like Ben Harper and Finley
Quaye, but Cherry’s songs also have a
classic feel—thanks to long hours lis-

tening to Neil Young and Bob Dylan— |’

with the contemporary cutting edge of
alternative artists like Beck.

“I think the record sounds very
American and I couldn’t have made it
without having lived in New York,”

says Cherry. “But then I couldn’t have

made it if I hadn’t left for Sweden.”

Trainspoftting on Bow

With influences ranging from easy-lis-
tening through to soundtracks from
gay porn films and the ’80s new wave
warbling of Kate Bush, you'd be right
to assume that the music of The
Bowling Green—ak.a. Micko
Westmoreland—is both original and
stylistically varied.

Bowling Green’s debut
album One Pound Note (Blue
Planet), a heady mixture of
breakbeats, straightbeats,
riffs, twisted orchestration
and hook-laden choruses, was
released at the beginning of
dJune. Cineastes might also
have recently spotted
Westmoreland in the high-
profile film Velvet Goldmine,
amongst a cast that features
Ewan McGregor, Toni Collette |

and Jonathan Rhys-Myers.

Velvet Goldmine might have been
widely tipped as the new
Trainspotting, but Westmoreland
remains unfazed by the hype. “Acting
is enjoyable as an antidote to the lone-
liness of making music,” he says “but I
fell into the role by accident. If more
work comes as a result of it, fine. But
first and foremost I'm a musician.”

Apart from making music with a
pronounced individual twist he-is also
a self-confessed control freak. “My
background is in multimedia, so I over-
saw all the artwork—I was involved in
every aspect of the record apart from
the pressing; when I do something I'm
totally focused on the concept.”

Westmoreland is also applying his
vision to the vexing problem of how a
one-man dance act can be entertain-
ing on stage, with no musicians or
dancers around to distract the audi-
ence. “I've put together various visu-
al effects that will convince the
audience that there are other ‘peo-
ple’ on stage,” he says.

“There will be some tricks with
two-dimensional images at the back
of the stage and in the foreground
there are two [remote controlled]
dummies, the Saffron Twins, moving
to the beats.”



Germany soaks
up Schlager frenzy

It may long have been much ridiculed, but |
Germany’s Schlager music is currently mak-
ing a strong comeback. In fact, there’s a case |
for saying that it never really went away.

Now, “classic” ’70s Schlager is back thanks
to artists like Guildo Horn and Dieter Thomas
Kuhn, who have not only managed to make
the music relevant to the techno and hip-hop
generation, but have also livened it up for tra-
ditional fans.

The excitement surrounding last month’s
Eurovision Song Contest in Birmingham—
watched by a German TV audience of 13 mil-
lion—helped reignite
throughout the country, boosting ¢ ga
Horn’s current album, Danke! " S
(EMI Electrola), to platinum sta-
tus with over 500,000 units sold.

Horn, who represented
Germany at the contest, lost out
to Israel’s nominee—26-year-old
transsexual  singer  Dana
International—but he did Liven
up the crowd with the song that
has made him a household name
in Germany: Guildo Hat Euch
Lieb (Guildo Loves You).

The Schlager craze shows no
sign of subsiding. Indeed, the
sugar-coated pop remains one of Germany’s
most loved musical styles. According to
Germany’s radio and television ratings insti-
tute Medien Analyse, five out of the top ten
best-rated broadcasters in the country play
Schlager. Horn himself declares: “Schlager is
German soul music.”

“Its what the people are listening to,” says
Jiirgen Karney, programme director at Schlager
station BB Radio in Berlin. “It’s nostalgic music
and a lot of our listeners who are between 30 and
50 years old grew up with it.”

Unlike other artists who are primarily
heard on Schlager stations, Horn is also played
on CHR stations like Energy Hamburg. “He’s
the first Schlager singer we've ever played,”
says Energy programmer Robert Morawa.
“There are not many artists who can excite
crowds like he can.”

While traditional Schlager stations like
Munich’s Radio Arabella were at first hesitant to
play new Schlager acts like Kuhn and Horn for
fear of listener disapproval, programme director
Matthias Friedrich says Horn’s “nice guy” per-
sona and catchy music won the hearts of regular
listeners. “We've been playing Guildo’s music
since his appearance at the Eurovision Contest,
but before that we used to receive phone calls
from people who said they’d stop listening to us
if we played him.”

Friedrich adds, “Horn has managed to bridge
traditionalists and fans of the new ‘cult Schlager.’
While they are immensely popular, most of their
fans tend to be a lot younger than average
Schlager listeners. What they like about Horn
and Kuhn is the live shows, the dancing, the
atmosphere. Likewise, our core listeners are not
big Horn and Kuhn fans.”

Despite the divisions, Schlager accounts for 8
percent of German record sales, or some $200
million, according to German industry organisa-
tion BPW. In big cities like Berlin, Hamburg,

Leipzig and Munich, artists like Horn and Kuhn
have been inspiring bright-coloured polyester
and glittery bell-bottom sing-along parties.

While Schlager’s eccentrics have been turn-
ing on a new generation to the music, longer
established artists like Wolfgang Petry continue
to make music for more traditional fans.

Petry, 47, has been singing Schlager for
more than 20 years. His working class, regular-
guy image has endeared him to his fans, who
have turned his last two albums, Alles and Nie
Genug into triple and double platinum, respec-
tively. Released in 1996, the best-of compilation
Alles stayed in the German charts for more

than 75 weeks, selling over 1.6 million units.

Petry’s new album Nie Genug has already sold
over a million copies.

While Petry’s music represents a modern,
gritty, Schlager, Kuhn has managed to cash inon
the country’s love of sunny nostalgia, especially
among people in their twenties, who grew up lis-
tening to music on public broadcaster ZDF tele-
vision’s Hitparade chart show.

Kuhn started playing Schlager standards
with his band more as a joke than anything
else. But to their surprise, they were a hit with
young listeners. According to his label WEA,
Kuhn’s fans tend to be in their teens to mid-
twenties, and do not normally listen to
Schlager. His last two albums, Mein Leben Fiir
Die Musik and Gold have both sold more than
200,000 units each.

For Kuhn, live shows have been the defining
aspect of his career. Covering Schlager classics
like Trénen Liigen Nicht (Tears Don’t Lie) gained
him huge followings, and Kuhn now regularly
plays to crowds of up to 15,000 people.

“It’s not really about Schlager itself,” com-
mented one teenager at a recent Horn concert.
“It’s about this cult that has grown around him.
Schlager music is usually pretty dull, but Guildo
adds humor to it and thats why he’s cool.”

SOLID STATE

The electro revival continues with Electro Music by
German act Solid Force (Club Tools/Edel), a club track with
one eye on the pop charts. Solid Force make full use of the
title as a robotic refrain with a typically bass-drum heavy
backing and a memorable, if slightly cheesy, synthesiser
line. The Maxi version concentrates more on the melodic
elements while the Roots mix goes straight for the dance-
floor.

SLIPPING INTO SOMETHING

Another record that brings back memories of the “freestyle”
period before techno ruled the dancefloors is Slip & Slide
by Pied Piper & Unknown MC (Fifty First
Recordings/U.K.). Welding a sinuous garage groove to a rap
was a good idea; the two forms complement each other per-
fectly, resulting in a track that resembles the recent Run
DMC/Jason Nevins effort. Although not as catchy as It’s
Like That, it’s still a solid and genuinely innovative tune.
The scratch attack of the Stanton Warriors remix is the
best of the alternative versions.

VISION OF BEL AIR

An interesting addition to the high-profile remixing work of
Bel Air Project is their role as producers of some of the most
finely polished drum’n’bass around. On Dry Vision (Future
Talk/France) their sound is tight, disciplined and futuristic
without being as overly dark as the output of their peers
such as Photek and Source Direct. More spin-worthy mater-
ial from French artist Gilb R’s new imprint.

S/A/W SOUND RETURNS

With more than a hint of the multi-platinum style of Stock,
Aitken & Waterman, Sam Walker’s I Want Your Love
(Active/U.K.) sounds like a major crossover hit. Combining
a disco-lite beat with a pop vocal, the track is slick, catchy
and, above all, radio-friendly. Dancefloor action also seems
guaranteed, thanks to the D-Bop Sunbed Mix and the Red
Rhythm Clean Sheets Mix.

NINJAS ON THE 'NET
Already widely respected for the
playful inventiveness of the
Ninja Tune web site and their
user-friendly interactive CD-
ROMs, the Ninja crew are gener-
ally one step ahead of the crowd.
The latest innovation from their
London-based headquarters is to |
make Coldcut’s weekly Kiss L
FM/London show Solid Steel
available on the Internet.

The weekend show, which has been running since dance
outlet Kiss’ pirate days in the late ’80s, is uploaded every
Sunday night and, as from early July, available in stereoon |
Monday morning. |

The project has an interesting off-shoot. “Since we start-
ed this idea,” says Ninja’s Tracie Storey, “we started digging
out old DATS, including some that date back to the very
early days of the show. Theyll all eventually be uploaded to

“Never underestimate your listen-
ers.” That’s a central theme in the
programming strategy of Geoff §
Holland, programme director at
the U.K’s national rock station,
Virgin Radio.

“Our listeners are [musically]
smart,” he declares. “It is very easy
for radio stations to underestimate
the intelligence of their audiences.
The typical Virgin listener is a
‘straight shooter’ and can sense bull-
shit a mile off”

The 40 year-old programmer cut his radio teeth in his
native Australia, where he worked in the medium for sever-
al years. He was no stranger to the national AM and Lon-
don FM station when its new owners, Ginger Radio,
brought him in as programme director at the beginning of
this year, having previously been head of music there.

Holland reckons his programming policies buck the trend
of the majority of the music being played on U.K. commercial
radio. “We fall into our own category. What’s big out there in
hit radioland is dance and pop. So, when the whole Britpop
thing happened it was just perfect. It was right where we

“That,” concedes Holland, “is one of the tracks we know can
work with the Verve, Texas and R.E.M. You have to fit in
tracks like Ray of Light very carefully. Traditionally, a
track like that might be considered outside our format;
however, this is a refining of the format—not changing it.
We have to acknowledge we're approaching 1999.”

Holland says he employs a 50-50 balance between research
and gut feel when programming. He comments, “Successful
programmers use that combination. The tricks with research
is to read between the lines and know how to interpret it.
Sometimes you must ignore it and- go with your gut. Research
never tells you what’s the next great thing to do.”

Holland also relies from time to time on colleagues
from other departments within Virgin to help make deci-
sions on music programming—something which he insists
is part of his upfront approach of not trying to “pull a fast
one” on the audience.

“People might think it's dangerous,” Holland smiles, “but
every once in a while, if I think we’re not sure of a track, I
like to pull people into a playlist meeting and ask them
what they think. They believe in the station, so they are
going to be honest and not bullshit me.”

T’s Horny ’98 took to the air in Italy
first, when it was still a club phenome-
non in its home country of Germany,
while Swedish signing McNeal first gar-
nered strong radio support in Denmark.

Smith wants more ‘open’ radio

Conference in London on June 24.

Smith told attendees: “The BBC
should be given a clear indication of
which particular public service their
services are fulfilling. This must be
the case in an increasingly diverse
media market.

“Equally, the BBC’s financial
accounts must—and will—be more
transparent in their treatment of the

BBC’s commercial operations and.

income.” The minister promised:
“These issues will be examined fur-
ther in the forthcoming [government}
licence fee review of the BBC.”

After insisting on greater account-
ability from the BBC, Smith called for
more openness from commercial radio
regulator the Radio Authority; his
comments were greeted with nods of
approval from the delegates.

He said: “With commercial stations,
it is important that the regulators
should adopt the lightest possible touch

necessary to achieve the basic policy
aims of plurality, diversity, quality and
genuine choice for the consumer.

“We will certainly need to ensure
that regulation encourages, rather than
inhibits, the development of new ser-
vices. It is crucial that the principles
underlying licencing be made as clear
as possible in advance by the regulator.
It is important that the industry has
faith in the mechanics of the licencing
process and does not regard licencing as
a lottery,” he concluded.

Smith added that the government
would not hesitate to step in on matters
of fair competition. He emphasised:
“Active intervention may well be need-
ed to ensure that the emergence of new
[radio] services actually promotes com-
petitiveness, rather than simply consol-
idating existing industrial dominance.”

Smith also promised the 300-plus
delegates that the government will look
at the possibility of freeing up more

space on the radio spectrum (most of it
currently held by the BBC) to allow
more commercial services. However, he
noted that the scarcity of frequencies in
the UK. is likely to continue, even into
the digital radio era.

In the week before his
appointment, Larsen travelled
to several European cities with
Seagram CEO Edgar Bronf
man Jr. to meet with execu-
tives from both companies.

“The meeting with Bronfman was
very cordial,” reports one French
PolyGram executive. “He listened to
our new music projects with great
interest. Actually, it is the first time
that I have seen a new boss pay such
attention to the music.”

However, both companies are now
entering an awkward period while the
merger awaits clearance by anti-trust
regulators on both sides of the
Atlantic. Executives and artists at
PolyGram are beginning to assess the
future of the company—a senior Poly-
Gram source suggests this “floating”
situation could affect the company’s
forthcoming Christmas season.

Sources at Universal say the inte-
gration process will be done in a prag-
matic fashion. Says one: “We are talk-

ing about the combination of two com-
panies with strong management. The
most sensible way to proceed is to take
the best of both, wjthout favouritism.”

However, the same source adds
that “in some instances, [the restruc-
turing process] is going to be obvious,
in some, it is not.

Meanwhile, the departure of Lévy
marks the end of an era during which
the Frenchman, known for his some-
times abrasive style, made his mark
on the music industry. During his
tenure, PolyGram became the world’s
largest record company, and moved
from sixth to third position in the U.S.
market. Lévy was instrumental in the
acquisition of Island in 1989, A&M in
1990 and Motown in 1993.

Lévy said on his departure: “It has
been a privilege to lead the world’s
largest record company for the past
seven years and, more recently, to have
been involved with building the first
major [film} studio of the last half-cen-
tury. I want to thank the artists and the
12,000 people who work at PolyGram.”

Kaufhof, one of Europe’s largest
retailers, is giving Viva access to its
massive distribution chain. In return,
it hopes to tap into Viva’s hip image to
try and pull more teens and twenty-
somethings into its stores.

Dieter Gorny, founder and manag-
ing director of Viva, says the “Lust for
Life” project is a keystone in his plan to
expand the merchandising potential of
the Viva brand. “We have to get away
from the TV screen and move into the
regions and downtown shopping cen-
tres,” he explains.

Gorny is also trying to attract
young consumers with two new
agreements which Viva has signed
with German camera company Agfa
and telecommunications firm
Deutsche Funkruf (DFR).

Under the Agfa deal, the camera
company will produce and sell dispos-
able cameras with the Viva branding.
The DFR agreement is for paging ser-
vices, directed at young music fans;
Viva will supply subscribers with up-
to-the-minute music news on DFR-
manufactured pagers.

Another forthcoming Viva venture
is a Rolling Stone-type music maga-
zine for the German market, entitled
Comet, which will be published in
Munich by Bauer Verlag, and goes on
sale on August 1.

According to Gorny, the ultimate
goal of all the new projects is to boost
Viva’s merchandising revenues.
“Currently,” he declares, “merchan-
dising is at about 5 percent [of total
turnover]. In two years, we want it to
be 10 percent.”
