SEPT: GC2CNC won the Kaleveld Cup with an cutstanding performasce
cn 0,10 watt, OCT: G33DW won the RSG3 Low Power Corntest with a com-
forcable Lcad from the other 36 entrants, using goar described in
cur lMarch issue, NOV: The unique Studant Adoption Scheme was i:txo-
ducad, DET: The Kalevald Cup was presented to GCECNI by IAYdl from
the platfom of the RSG3 Exhibition, this beirg the CGroupis first
real appearance in public, Mr A,0,Milne, G2MI, acceptod the Presid-
ency of the Group, The ISGB granted us affiliation,

For our second full year of activity I feel that this fowms &
me8t noteable record, We entarad the year as a rclatively junior
Group, little known outside the ranks of the ISWL from which we
sprang, Wa end it as an individual organizatien, retaining on be-

iy scme time now I have bewm toying with the idea of convere-
ting a class C wav:meter, for which I have no further use, into a
VFO, Actually the idea isn't my own but comes from an article which
appearad in *RCY gome time ago about coverting the wavemeter for
AC mains, The writer then suggested that it might make a VFO, Any-
way I sot to and partly stripped the w/meter of all but the oscilla-
tor section, using the tricde s2ctin of the original ARTF1l (Mazda
TP22), Then I soidered tw~ loads, one te the anede via a 1000pT cap-
acitor, and the other to earth or chassis, These leads were a pilece
of twin flex, by thz way, Having done this, I altered the keying
arrangements of my CO-PA from grid resistor return to screen keying,
and after removing the Xtal I plugged the two leads from the wava-
meter into the Xtal sockets, I had three contacts with this hook up
in quick successicn, all at T9, And it was truly a "hook up" as it
was standing on the table completely unscreened about nine inches
from the CO-PA with the flex conncecting the two and both operating
from the same 100v stabilized supply. All threce contacts were am-
azed when I t0old them what I was using and remarked about the good
note etc, One of these contacts was G2FJ who gave ne RST 449 when 1
was using the CO-PA rig but, using the very much improvised VF¥O, he
reported mo as RST 569) So now I am going to put the whole works in
one box, o to speak, but with some modifications of course, Anoth-
er thing that has ariscn out of this experiment is that I am now a
confirmad V#0 addict, Previous remarks that I have made about scme
boeds whe just woen't answer anything noet on their own frequency have

thing about the class C w/meter, as you most probably know, is the
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direct reading dial which, for Top Band, is twe Kc/s per divieion,

A commercigl sat is available, exclucive of uower,
for about £50, size approx 5" x 6" x 6", weighing soma 10/15 1bs,
Thie is expensive, heavy and large -- too large, What wo want is
somathing weighing 5 1bs max and able to fit into a space about 4"
x 3" x 3", At a height of 3000 ft it should have a ranze of at
least 15/20 miles cn a simple dipcle or whip aerial, and the cost
should be under £10 inclusive of Tx and Rx,"
