'fl e annual report of the Australian 
1dcasting Commission for the year 

ua d June 30, 1942, reveals to some 
dent the difficulty of maintaining pro­

ite 1 standards in ente·rtainment under 
a~ime conditions, and under the pres­
aie of demands on broadcasting time 
r the broadcasting of matter which is 
~uired by the Government for further­
g the war effort. 

The report says that 20 per cent of 
e total program time of the A.B.C. 

•ations was occupied by items asso­
ated with the war. "This made in­
ads into the normal pr ograms, but 
ith a third less tirn e devoted to sport 
was possible to adhere to the Com­

iission's charter to provide "adequate 
nd c01nprehensive programs." 

.. At the outbreak of war there was a 
,neral tendency towards lighter program~

J As Aus t ralia adapted itself to wartime 
ling conditions m any of these shows d is­
ppeared, h aving served t heir purpose :rnd 
.ached the limit of their value. For 
co>urity reasons audiAnee participation

.Jrds. 
The report goes on:-

"1lanpower problem s are reflected in rr 
·,crease of nearly 3,000 in the number of 
rtists and sp eakers e·ngaged , as compared 
ith the previous y ear, the g reatest d rop 
,:.ing in brass bands, orchest r as. and 
noral units . . Serious music took a s lightly 
.ore prominent place in a total of 52.21 
•r cent devoted to music of all kin cls. 

'porting broadcasts (not a bly racing) w ere 
-,duced, bu t religious, cultural and inst ruc­
·r·e talks, as well as feature a nd general 
ar talks, ·were il1creased. A point not 
erealed in t he statistics is the diffic u lty 
~ meeting pressure f Or spoken tra.nsn1is­
ons at peak lis tening hours without un­

'alancing t h e programs unduly . . . . 

"During the year a major problem t h at 
xercised t h e Commission was the rela .tion­
hlp of the Commission , as a body charged 
\lecifically with using its corporate dis­
retion in regard t o broadcast matter, to 
artime publici ty genera ll y. T he Comm is­
·vn fully realised its duties and obliga­
·ion~ as a public instrtn11entaiity in ein­
lonng the broadcasting medium to the 

!ull in implementing and furthering our 
ational war activities. On the ot h ier 
and it vvas conscious t hat even in 
uch activities its u sefuln ess to t he war 
!!ort and to public m orale would b e seri­

'husly prej udiced s hould it become merely 
e mecha n ical mout h piece of wartime 
~encies or Government departments. 

"The keystone of public confidence in 
·ith the matter a nd treatment of nation al 
'?a.dcasting lies, in t h e Commission' s 
pinion, in the public r ealisation of the 
0mmission ' s integrity and impartiality 

0•sea on the non-partisan judgment of its 
'.·»ard of Commissioners, and serious loss 
· the wartime effectiveness of our national 
\•tio~s would result from a ny underm ining 

. this basic confid en ce. The r econcilia­
_lon of the Commission's conviction in this 
'gard With the j u stifiable dem ands mad e 
:lon its progr a1ns bv \Yart in1e Govern111en t 
f•ncies h as not been easy , but has gener-
1/1 been resolved with commen da ble good­
i, on the part of a ll concerned. 

"A 
P • . ctually there was some difference of 

. !lllon between t h e Commission and cer­
·~•n Gover nment departments on t he m a n­
hr in Wh ich some t :vpes of propaganda 
a 0 Uld b e h andled. An example is the 
.,1k1s series " The .Ta p as he really is ," i,n­
·Ocuced in March, 1912. 

" In making this report the Commission 
desires to · stress that its experience during 
the past year h as still further convinced 
it t hat it is greatly to the a dvantage of 
the Commission's fu ture stat us in t h e pub­
lic n1ind, not only as an in1par tial instru­
ment of broadcasting, but also a m edium 
of wartime informatjon and in s p ir ation , if 
the maxim u m of discretion b o t h as t o 
broadcasting m atter and as t o the treat ­
ment thereof is left in the Commissi )n ' s 
h a nds." 

Drama Wanes 
"Generally speaking, it was a. disap­

ponting year as regards locally written 
serious drama, a nd revivals were the 
order of the day. This, h owever, is not 
unique to Australia., as overseas pro­
grams sh ow exactly t he sam e tendency. 
It might also• be noted, with some re­
gret, that original scripts received from 
overseas by no means reached the pre· 
war standard. 

" Dur ing the year 8,487 talks w ere 
broadcast from ABC stat ions . Of this 
number 2,054 were re!Jroadcast from th e 
Empire program, while 6,433 were broad­
cast in Aus tralia. by 1,541 different 
speaker s. This is the largest number 
of t a lks broa dcast in any one year by 
the Commission. 

News Services 
"On F ebruary 11 a conference· was 

held in Canbe·rra between repr esenta­
t ives of the Department of Information , 
the Australian Broadcasting Commis­
sion, and the Aust ralian Federation of 
Commercia l Broadcasting Stations. 

"The P ostmaster-General (Senator 
Ashley) presided, and an agreement was 
made by which the Commission provides 
a ll radio stations in Australia with an 
Australian news sNvice from Canberra 
broadcast daily at 7.45 a.m., 12.30 p.m., 
an d 7 p.m. It is compulsory for all 
stations open to take the service, the 
entire cost of which is borne by the 
Commission. The agreement came into 
operation on February 16. At the re­
ques t of th e Federation of Comm ercia l 
Broadcasting Stations the Commission 
also agreed to make its. overseas news 
service available to those commet·cial 
stations that desired to take it . It 
is understood that commercia l stations 
availed themselves of t his offer as fol­
lows (these figures refer to the end of 
t he per iod under review): On Sundays, 
the 9 a.m. overseas news was t aken 
by 47 stations, the 12.50 p.m., news by 
72, and the 7.8· p.m. news by 69. During 
t he week, the 7.50 a .m. news was taken 
by 78 stations daily: the 12.35 p.m . news 
by 77 s tat ions from Mondays to Thurs­
days inclusive, by 75 on F ridays, and 
by 76 on Saturdays; the 7.8 p.m. news 
was taken by 68 stations daily. 

Public Relations 
" In addition to the contact with lis­

t eners made through 'The ABC .. Weekly,' 
the Com mission s eeks to m ake details of 
it s programs available in the metr opoli­
tan and country press, ancl t o keep in 
touch with listeners ' opin ions :'l.S r efl ect­
ed in con espondence·. 

"During the· year 112, 7 41 letters and 
6,847 telephone ancl personal ca lls were 
reported to th e Federal P ublic RelatiorB 
Departm ent . All letters are analys~d 

and refer r ed to the department concern­
ed, and suggestions made by listeners 
receive due consideration. 

Overseas Broadcasting Links 
"Tile Commission gratefully acknow­

ledges the helpful co-operat ion in many 
fields , of other E mpire broadcasters and 
of Amer ican organisations . . . 

"T he Commission suppl ied the BBC 
with news cables on special subject s 
and with talks and comm entaries ex­
pressing Australia's viewpoint and. giv­
ing Austra lian impressions of t he war 
in t he Pacific. An increase in these 
services replaced the Commission's for ­
mer contribut ion to the BBC's programs 
of despatches from the AIF-ABC Unit 
in the Middle East. 

"At the beginning of 1942, Mr. R. C. 
McCall (now .the Commission 's Acting 
Federal Superintendent ) r eached Aus­
tralia after a homeward jou rney from 
Britain via Canada and the United 
States. During his term with the BBC 
the courtesy of its officia.Js enabled him 
to secure much valuable broadcasting 
experience and information, and to 
bring- an Australian point of view to 
bear on questions of comm on interes t. 
In J une, 1942, the BBC dedded to ap­
point Mr. G. I. Smith (the Commission 's 
former N .S.W. Talks Officer, n ow under 
secondment to the BBC) to t h e post of 
BBC P acific Service Director (the posi­
t ion formerly held by Mr. McCall) . Mr . 
Smith h as been responsible fo r a num­
ber of programs in tlrn BBC's Pacific 
Serv ice. 

"The entry of the U .S .A. in to the war 
strengthened the ties between the Com­
mission and U .S. broadcasters•. Mr . 
McCa.11; wh en h e was in the U.S.A. at 
the beginning of 1942, explored possibili­
ties of increased co-operation, and the 
preliminary researches have recently 
borne fruit in the shape of both regular 
and special re-broadcast s from the 
U.S.A. The censorship r estrictions 
affectin g t he relay of U.S. programs in 
Australia hav e been relaxed. 

"The help of the· U.S . Office of War 
Information was valuable in numerous 
ways. This office was re·sponsible for 
a special da ily ca.bled service of Ameri­
can news which was used by th e Com­
mission in the preparation of its a.fter­
n oon session of news for U .S. troops in 
Australia. The section of t his r eport 
dealing with the Short-wave Department 
refers to the Commission 's activities in 
supplying material for r e-broadcast in 
the U.S.A. 

A.P.R.A. Payments 
The Commission ha,s continued t.o pay 

th e Aus tralasian Performing Right Asso­
ciation Ltd. at the ra t e fi xed by the 

Arbitrator in 1938. · In evidence before 
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the Joint Parliamentary Committee . on 
Broadcasting, the Ccmmission, claiming 
that its rate of payment to A.P.R.A. was 
excessive, recommended that provision 
should be made for compulsory arbitra­
tion to fix a comprehensive Australian 
fee, and to apportion that fee between 
the Commission and the Federation of 
Commercial Stations. 

The Committee's recommendations 
(which in effect endorsed those to the 
Commission) Wel'e as follows:-

(a) There should be one Australian 
fee payable by the ABC and the 
Federation of Commercial Stations 
shared in · proportions to be deter­
mined; 

(h) the fee should be fixed by agree­
ment; 

(c) if the partie·s are unable to agree, 
then the matter should be refer­
red to an arbitrator to he agreed 
upon by the parties; 

(d) if the parties are unable to agree 
upon an arbitrator, then he should 
be appointed by the Governor­
General in Council. 

"The Committee further recommend­
ed that the terms of reference to the 
arbitrator should stipulate. 

(a) The fixing of a fee that is fair 
and equitable; 

~ b) the settlement of the proportion 
of the fee to be paid by the ABC 
and the commercial stations; 

(c) the period covered by the award. 
"The Commission understands that 

the. passing by the Commonwealth Par­
liament of the Statute of ·west.minster 
Ratification Act recently has removed 
a possible barrier to such amendments 
of the Commonwealth Copyright Act as 
would be necessary to give effect to· the 
Parliamentary Committee's recommen­
dations." 

Time Devoted to War Effort 
The total number of broadcasting 

hours for the National, State, regional 
and short-wave stations for the year 
ended June• 30, 1942, was 159,859 hours. 
As the comparable figu re for the pre­
vious year was 159,262, thfs re·presents 
an increase of 597 hours or .38 per cent. 

An important aspect of the program 
analysis is the time devoted to the· war 
effort. During the current year 34,668 
hours (21.7 per cent. of the total broad­
casting hours) were allocated to war 
activities. This total includes such 
items as BBC ne·ws relays, war news 
bulletins and commentaries prepared in 
Australia, appeals relat~d to recruiting, 
war loans and patriotic charities, and 
entertainment programs fo r the forces, 

such as "Out of the Bag," and actuality 
programs such a s "Voices fro1v Over­
seas." 

The program analysis reveals that the 
time used for news and news commen­
taries during the year was 24.411 hours 

· or 15.26 per cent of the total broadcast­
ing hours. This illust!·ates the impor­
tant part these bi·oadcasts play in the 
life of the community owing to the pre­
sent state of national emergency. 

Comparing the 1941-2 analysis with 
the prnvious year, the• a.mount of time 
devoted to music increased slightly; 
serious and popular classical mnsic both 
showed large increases. Under the 
sub-heading of "sport" the amount of 
time decreased considerably, both "run­
ning descriptions" and "'results and 
resumes" showing large decreases. M·ost 
of these decreases took place d111·ing the 
second half of the year, when sporting 
activities in general were curtailed. 

The total number of program items 
given during the 12 months over all sta­
tions was 659 ,491, a decrease of 11,846 
or 1.76 per cent compared with the pre­
vious year. The "live artist" perform­
ances numbered 220,017 as compared 
with 255,699 for the previous year; the 
recorded items numbered 439,474 as com­
pared with 415,638 for the previous year. 
This year the "live artist" performances 
rep.resented 33.36 per cent, the recorded 
items 66.64 per cent of the total. 

The total number of performances 
given was 114,294; these were brna dcast 
by 9,318 artists, including 270 Australian 
musicians -- orchestral players, bands­
men, accompanists and choristers-who 
received full-time employment. The 
corresponding figure s for the previous 
year were 127,565 performances given 
by 12,243 artists. The following table 
shows the numbe1' of persons engaged 
and deta ils of the number of perfor m-
ance·s given: -

Balance Sheet 
Assets increased by £ 1, 714 bringing 

total value, after showing depreciation, 
t o £ 535, 722. The value of land and builrl­
ings was increased by £9,666 owing to 
the construction of new buildings at 
W illiam Street, Melbourne. 

Revenue from all sources decreased 
by £ 29,329 to £ 700,639. Revenue from

It says much for 
the deportment of the carol singers that 
not the slightest damage was clone to 
any gardens or shrubs, and that there 
was no need for any reprimands on the 
part of either civil or service police.

of New York, ·the playing of the I,. of 
C. Band, the lighting of thousands of 
candles throughout the gardens, and the

The whole function was an outstand­
ing triumph and angered well for the 
Christmas Day Appeal. This, still with 
"Dynamo" Banks at the microphone, 
started at 9 o'clock on Christmas morn­
ing, and was highlighted throughout t he 
course of the appeal by many incident s 
which proved the amazing enthusiasm 
of those contributing. One of the first 
big contributions eame from the "Ha 
Ha" Club, members of which belong to 
the Commercial Travellers' Asociation.

Over nine years ago 2KY broke new 
ground in radio entertainment with tlrn 
introduction of the Radio Trials-a novel 
feature which immediately caught and 
held the interest of aspiring artists and 
the general public. 

The warmth of its r eception may be 
gauged by the fact that from a '.1alf-h?ur 
studio attraction. th e 2KY Rad10 Tnals 
soon developed into a fea ture of such 
appeal as to warrant its presentation at 
a public hall, where listeners were, in­
vited to watch competitors "strutting 
their stuff" and to act 'in the capacity 
of adjudicators. Such was the audience 
response that hundreds of patrons were 
turned away each week through being 
unable to secure a seat. Reservations 
were then permitted, with the result 
that the b.ox plan was fovariably filled 
a few hours after it ope·ned ! 

In 1935, it was decided to provide 
greater opportunities for talented local­
ites - and so came into being the 
Coronation Players' Quest-the first of 
a series of mammoth Radio Trials to be 
sponsored by Morley Johnson Ltd. Frnm 
then on, the public auditions of talented 
artists settled down as a two-hour en ter­
tainment and occupied the· happy posi­
tion of being one of Sydney radio 's fore­
most attractions. 

During the six years of its unbroken 
presentation, over 5,000 competitors 
were given a public a udition, whilst over 
£ 1,500 was awarded in prizes, together 
with a return t icket to London, a return 
ticket tO Hollywood, a return t icket to 
New Zea.land, and 12 silver cups as 
special prizes. 

Listeners and aspiring artists alike 
we1·e disappointed when the· Radio Trials 

were temporarily withdrawn from the 
2KY-Morley Johnson ·wednesday night 
entertainment in June of last year, and 
it is anticipated that their re-introduc­
tion as a feature of the same show on 
January 27 will be hailed with much 
delight. 

Two cash prizes of a guinea and half 
a guinea will be awarded each week 
during the Radio Trials of 1943, whilst 
every five weeks the prize winn"ers will 
again face the "mike" tr1 compete for a 
fi1'st prize of five guineas, and two 
prizes of two guineas each. An appear­
ance at the Capitol Theatre is in store 
for the grand finalists.

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Strict Watch Kept on 
U.S. Advts. 

The Federal Trade Commission in the 
United States keeps a very strict super­
vision over all forms of advertising copy 
and in particular the F.T.C. maintains 
a sharp lookout for any claims which 
may in some. degree or other be false. 

One of the latest big American con­
cerns to be challenged by the F.T.C. 
is Zenith Radio Corp. of Chicago, who 
have been ordered to stop misrepresent· 
ing the qualities and characteristics of 
its radio receiving sets in the radia 
broadcasts and· the other advertising 
media it uses. F.T.C. has found that 
Zenith has falsely represented that it> 
receiving sets are capable of bringing 
in programs broadcast from radio sla· 
tions located in Europe, South Africa 
and the 0Tient every day and that such 
programs will be reasonably audible and 
distinct at all times and under all con· 
ditions. Representations ·made by tb• 
company as to the number of tubes in 
its sets were also found by the Com· 
mission to be misleading. 

Under the F.T.C. order, Zenith b 
directed to cease representing that aur 
of its sets will bring in broadcasts from 
any foreign station "every day," or .are 
capable O·f providing reasonably audible 
and distinct reception of foreign broatl· 
casts at all times and under all cond1• 

tions. 
The company is also ordered to stop 

representing that any set contains J 

designated number of tubes or is of " 
designated tube capacity, when one 1 

more of the tubes referred to are tubt» 
or other devices which do not perform 
the recognised and customary functi?0~ 
of tubes in the detection, amplificat1on 
and reception of radio signals. 
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
