NAB Focus On Gov't Action 
Convention attendees explore ownership rules, LMAs, 

political advertising; Commissioners exchange verbal jabs 
Tuesday (4/14), FCC Chair- 
man Al Sikes told the gathering 
they needed to be ready to 
make changes and adapt to a 
changing marketplace. 

"If I were in radio today, I 

would hardly be thrilled with 
the prospect of satellite- [deliv- 
ered] radio," he noted. But the 
Chairman cautioned against 
fighting such new technologies, 
warning that such efforts tend 
to end in failure.

LAS VEGAS - Although ra-

The lone Secret Service agent 
in front of Reagan kept his eye

March Dollars 
Divided Again 

Repeating a pattern established 
over the last several months, local 
radio sales in March '92 were up 
compared to last year, while na- 
tional sales dropped precipitously. 

Based on a survey of radio sta- 
tions in 61 markets conducted by 
Miller, Kaplan, Arase & Co., 
March local sales rose 3.7% over 
1991, with national sales dropping 
11.3%. Total sales in March were 
up .3 %. For the first three months 
of 1992, local sales climbed 3.5% 
and national sales fell 10 %, result- 
ing in a net increase of .7%. In ad- 
dition, 72% of the surveyed stations 
posted an increase in local sales 
during the first quarter, while 62% 

recorded lower national sales. 
National advertisers may be 

having a more difficult time recov- 
ering from the difficult economy, 
possibly because they have to be 
more sensitive to the earnings 
statements of their parent com- 
panies. For many of them, their 
smaller ad budgets also mean they 
aren't buying as deep as they did 
last year.

Few Surprises In FCC Ownership Text 
The full text of the FCC's new radio ownership rules 

offers few surprises but does provide some key details on 
how the controversial plan would be implemented. 

According to the 72 -page docu- 
ment, the new rules are designed to 
support the Commission's "core 
objectives of economic competition 
and viewpoint diversity by recog- 
nizing that the existence of a vi- 
brant marketplace is necessary to 
maximize those goals." 

The proposed rules would allow 
licensees to own up to 30 AM and 30 
FM stations nationwide. On the lo- 
cal level, the plan replaces the du- 
opoly rule with sliding scale limits 
based on market size. In markets 
with fewer than 15 radio stations, a 
licensee will be permitted to own 
up to three stations, no more than 
two of which can be FMs - provid- 
ed the co -owned stations constitute 
fewer than half the stations in the 
market. 

In markets with 15-29 stations, a 
licensee may own up to two AMs 
and two FMs as long as their com- 
bined audience share does not ex- 
ceed 25%. In markets with 30-39 

stations, the new limit is three AMs 
and two FMs, with the same 25% 

share cap. In markets with 40 or 
more radio stations, a licensee 
could own as many as three AMs 
and three FMs, again subject to the 
25% cap. 

The 25% cap applies only at the 
time the stations are acquired. A 
group that grows beyond that limit 
will be permitted to continue to op- 
erate and, according to the text, 
may be sold intact - regardless of 
its combined audience share. Thus, 

for example, while an investor 
could not buy three individually 
owned stations whose combined 
audience share is 26% , he could ac- 
quire an existing co -owned group 
that has a 40% share. 

What's A Market? 
Perhaps the most notable infor- 

mation in the text concerns the 
FCC's definition of a "market" and 
"audience share" for purposes of 
enforcing the local ownership lim- 
its. When evaluating acquisitions in 
the 260 Arbitron markets, the 
"market" will be defined as those 
stations included in the Arbitron 
metro. 

When calculating the number of 
signals in a market for purposes of 
deciding how many properties a 
single licensee may own in that 
market, the FCC will count only 
those stations included in the most 
recent Arbitron survey. Thus, non- 
commercial stations and some 
very low -rated operations will be 
excluded from that calculation. 

Outside the designated Arbitron 
markets, the definition of a market 
centers on signal overlap. If Station 
A and Station B have overlapping 
principal community contours, and 
A wants to buy B, the "market" 
will consist of A and B and any 
other station whose principal com- 
munity contour overlaps that of A 
or B. 

For the purpose of enforcing the 
25% cap, the text defines "audi- 
ence share" as "the average num- 

ber of persons age 12 or older on an 
average quarter -hour basis, Mon- 
day through Sunday, Gam to mid- 
night, who listen to the station, as 
expressed as a percentage of the 
average number of persons listen- 
ing to rated commercial AM and 
FM stations in its radio market." 

Caps A `Backstop' 
However, the text does not spe- 

cify whether the agency will rely 
exclusively on Arbitron for that 
data - only that it will use the 
"most recent audience data "avail- 
able at the time the purchase appli- 
cation is filed. 

The text does say that an entity 
seeking to assemble a group of sta- 
tions in a non -Arbitron market with 
more than 15 signals will have to 
commission a private listenership 
survey to determine whether the 
proposed combination would vio- 
late the 25% cap. 

Anticipating criticism about its 
proposed reliance on occasionally 
fluky ratings data, the Commission 
notes that the radio industry de- 
pends on the same data to set ad 
rates and price stations. Besides, 
the agency says, the audience caps 
are simply a "backstop" to the lim- 
it on the number of stations a li- 
censee may own in a single mar- 
ket. 

The agency also dismisses con- 
cerns that an owner might force his 
station's ratings down in order to 
permit him to buy another station 
without going over the 25% cap. 
"We are not persuaded that . . . 

owners will adopt such a strategy 
in today's radio marketplace since 
ratings directly translate into ad- 
vertising dollars." 

Forecasters At Pre -NAB Session Predict 
Upturn In Radio Advertising Dollars 

Analysts remain optimistic that advertising spending 
will be up this year, following a dismal 1991. But 
they also caution that growth is going to come slow- 

ly as some major industries work through consolidations, 
downsizing, and other restructurings. 

The bad news is that the recov- 
ery is going to be modest," DRII 
McGraw -Hill economist Beth Mace 
told a Saturday session (4/11) of 
the Television Bureau of Adver- 
tising, meeting in I As Vegas prior 
to the NAB spring convention. She 
noted that four major industries still 
have to work through major restruc- 
turings, which wit affect regional 
and national ad spending as well as 
the general economy. 

Airlines will continue to consol- 
idate until there are just a handful of 
"mega- carriers," Mace predicted. 
And she said a similar consolidation 
will continue in the banking indus- 
try, possibly leading to as few as 

eight "super banks" holding two - 
thirds of the banking industry's as- 

sets by the end of this decade. 
Such mergers can be good or 

bad for ad spending, depending on 
whether or not your regional adver- 
tiser is the senior partner in the 
merger game. Mace said the recent 

creation of Nation's Bank meant 
more banking jobs and ad dollars 
for North Carolina but declines for 
South Carolina and Florida. 

Local Radio: 5 %-6% Gain 
The other industries Mace iden- 

tified as working through painful 
downsizings are computers, with 
the Northeast particularly hard hit, 
and defense contractors, which are 
major employers in varied regions 
of the country. In general, Mace 
said the best prospects for job 
growth through 1993 are in the 
Midwest. 

McCann -Erickson Sr. VP Robert 
Coen called 1991's severe drop in 

advertising spending a "traumatic 
aberration," attributable to the Gulf 
War, industry layoffs, and a number 
of other factors. He predicted that 
ad spending for all media would be 
up 5 % -7% this year with radio gain- 
ing 4 % -6 %, although Coen said ra- 
dio was less predictable than other 

media. "It's hard to figure out what's 
happening with radio." 

Coen later told R &R that he con- 
siders national spot radio advertis- 
ing to be "very volatile," since it 

sometimes benefits from cutbacks 
in spot TV advertising. "Local radio 
is more stable; it should do very 
well," he said. Coen added that lo- 

cal radio could gain 5 % -6% or 
more this year, while he expects 
spot radio to rise only 2 % -3 %. 

The nation's largest retailers are 
likely to boost ad spending this 
year, said Rick Gallagher, Editor of 
Stores magazine, the official publi- 
cation of the National Retail Feder- 
ation. He noted that retail sales 
were up 6.7% in the first quarter. 

As Gallagher reeled off a list of 
the 10 largest advertisers in retail- 
ing, led by Sears at $1.5 billion, the 
nation's largest retail chain was 
conspicuous by its absence. "Wal- 
Mart sales are greater than Sears, 
yet their advertising is only 10% of 
Sears," he noted. In answer to a 

worried questioner, Gallagher said 
the Wal -Mart approach is likely to 
be a growing trend in retailing - 
large stores, discount pricing, and 
minimal advertising.

Inner City Questions 
Ragan Henry's Finances 

Is Philadelphia radio entrepreneur Ragan Henry a dead- 
beat? That's the gist of an FCC complaint filed by Inner 
City Broadcasting Corp. President Pierre Sutton, who 

wants to block Henry's proposed $1 million purchase of 
KMGR -AM & FM /Salt Lake City. 

According to Sutton's petition to deny, Henry's U.S. Radio group will 
incur $300,000 in new debt on the deal - even though it has defaulted 
on $570,920 owed to Inner City for the 1988 purchase of WXCDIDe- 
troit. Sutton contends that Henry paid only two quarterly installments, 
then stopped. 

"Ragan Henry is and has been in continuous and flagrant default on the 
promissory note ... Inner City, both directly and by numerous letters of 
counsel, has demanded payment pursuant to the promissory note from 
Ragan Henry. Ragan Henry has refused to pay," Sutton stated in an af- 
fidavit. 

Sutton added that he can't collect because the loan is subordinated to 
financing from Henry's senior lender, and "Ragan Henry is effectively using 
the agreement as a shield to hide from his Inner City obligations. Once he 
decided to default, Inner City was unable to enforce its rights against Ragan 
Henry so long as he paid the bank." 

Henry, who currently owns 20 radio stations, didn't respond to R &R's 
request for comment. Sutton wants the Commission to find U.S. Radio "fi- 
nancially unqualified" to carry out the Utah deal - and to hold a public hear- 
ing on Henry's finances. Last year, Henry successfully ducked demands 
for a similar probe in connection with a Louisiana FM proceeding. 

Rhode Island Talker Slapped On Wrist For Hoax 

North American Broadcasting's WALE /Providence 
has been "admonished" by the FCC for an on -air 

murder hoax last July that brought police racing to 
the station. 

As part of a prank, newsman Tom Moriarty panicked listeners by re- 

porting that morning talent Steve White had been shot in the head while 

taking a cigarette break (R &R 7/19/91). The pair and producer Ken Tor- 

res were immediately fired by station owner Frank Battaglia, who also or- 

dered disclaimers broadcast every half -hour for 30 hours. That quick re- 

sponse convinced the FCC that station management was not involved in 

the hoax and no fine was merited. 

"I appreciate the fact there is no fine, but we shouldn't even be admon- 

ished. We're live local talk and there's always a chance something like this 

will happen," commented Battaglia. 

Apogee Searching For Western Radio Deals 

Another member of the Disney clan is jumping into 
the broadcasting business. Roy P. Disney, the son 
of Shamrock Broadcasting founder Roy O. Dis- 

ney, has formed a radio group under the Apogee Commun- 
ications umbrella. Former Golden West Broadcasters VP 

James Johnson has been named President /COO. 
"We're probably going to start in the Pacific Northwest and expand into 

the 11 Western states. We'll stay out of L.A. and San Francisco to start 

with, but just about anything else will be a candidate, especially markets 10 

through 40. We've been watching the prices, and this looks like a pretty 

good time to get into ownership," Johnson said. 

Apogee, a Burbank, CA firm with interests in real estate and equipment 

leasing, will base the radio group in Bellevue, WA.

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QUARTERLY UPDATE 

1st Quarter Station Trading Up 73% 
Station trading soared in the first quarter of 1992 - 
not to the dizzying heights of the 1980s but high 
enough to indicate that the worst days may be past 

for the radio trading market. 
Transaction dollar volume shot 

up 73% to $309 million during the 
first three months of '92. A year 
ago, first quarter dollar volume 
was $179 million. The total number 
of stations changing hands was up 
18% , from 222 to 262. 

With senior lending still hard to 
find, broadcasters turned to Wall 
Street and found investors waiting 
with open arms for new stock is- 
sues. Stock deals figured in the first 
quarter's biggest transactions and 
are likely to be a growing trend in 
the radio acquisitions field until ris- 
ing interest rates or some other 
negative market force closes the 
window of opportunity. 

Veteran station trader Robert 
F.X. Sillerman weighed in with the 
first quarter's biggest deal, assem- 
bling CF Media into a group large 
enough to take to Wall Street for a 
major league initial public stock of- 
fering. Cherry- picking from groups 
in which he already owned large 
stakes, the New York -based radio 
mogul merged five stations from

Capstar Communications with one 
under contract to Force II, then 
picked up two more from Com- 
mand Communications. In all, the 
stations were said to have a value 
in excess of $100 million. 

Heritage Media Corporation 
went to market with a $72.45 mil- 
lion stock offering after restructur- 
ing its three classes of stock into 
two. All that resulted in a technical 
change of control for the radio and 
television group owner, with Chair- 
man James Hoak Jr. no longer 

holding an absolute majority of 
voting rights. 

As lead underwriters of the Her- 
itage Media stock offering, invest- 
ment bankers Donaldson, Lufkin & 

Jenrette and Goldman, Sachs & Co. 
shared top honors on R&R's quar- 
terly Broker Scorecard. (Infinity 
Broadcasting's $124 million initial 
public offering, handled by Leh- 
man Brothers, wasn't included in 
R&R's tally since no license trans- 
fer, and hence no FCC filing, was 
involved.) 

Among firms actively involved 
in brokering radio outlets, Star Me- 
dia Group Inc. posted sales of five 
stations totaling $32.3 million, fol- 
lowed by Kalil & Co. Inc. with six 
stations totaling $13.5 million. 

March was by far the biggest 
month for station trading, since it 
included both the CF Media and 
Heritage Media transactions. But 
January trading was also nearly 
double the level of a year ago, and 
February finished about even with 
1991. 

Texas, always among the most 
active states for station trading, 
led first quarter transactions with 
18 stations. Georgia posted 16, 

followed by Oregon with 14.

After sluggish fourth -quarter action 
marked the end of a dismal 1991, 
January trading activity indicated a 

A total 
of 53 station trades valued at $39 
million was posted, a sharp gain from 
the 26 transactions and $19 million 
recorded during the same month last 
year 

The trend remained static in Feb- 
ruary with 98 trades valued at $58 
million, compared to 78 deals and 

$59 million the year before. In March, 
t 1 1 transactions spurred a maior 
dollar boost to $212 million.

KRTH /L.A. VICTIMIZED 

Pacific Bell Admits Dialing 
For Dollars Contest Scheme 

A plot by approximately 40 Pa- 
cific Bell Telephone employees to 
monopolize a KRTH /Los Angeles 
$1000 -an-hour call-in contest by 
bypassing the station's 800 number 
was thwarted by other Pac Bell 
employees who tipped manage- 
ment to the scheme. KRTH was 
forced to delay paying winners un- 
til disqualified contestants could be 
identified, while the ultimate fate 
of the phone plotters is still unde- 
termined. 

The Beasley Gold outlet's con- 
test, launched last month in an ef- 

fort to strengthen in- office listen- 
ing, awarded $1000 to the seventh 
caller each hour following an air- 
ing of the station's "Best oldies on 
the radio -K -Earth 101" jingle. 

KRTH VP /GM Pat Duffy told 
R&R, "Pacific Bell came to us 
March 23, saying that they found 
some of their people using propri- 
etary information - access to 800 

numbers that the public doesn't 
have. They didn't want this to hap- 
pen again to any other station in 
the country because it was such a 
serious breach. 

"They were on it quickly, were 
extremely honest about what had 
happened, and were helpful in tak- 
ing the hit for it." 

KRTH was completely unaware 
of any wrongdoing until contacted 
by Pac Bell. "These people were 
able to get right through to the sta- 
tion's line," remarked Duffy. 
"When we played the jingle, we 

cleared our phone lines. But they 
could beat the 1 -800 number and 
were able to get right on the contest 
line." 

Explaining further, Duffy said, 
"We went to 800 numbers to beat 
some of the speed - dialers. We were 
specifically trying to get new win- 
ners; there were no repeat winners 
and you couldn't have won any- 
thing from the station in the past 
year. 

He said the phone company em- 
ployees' stratagem was "so basic a 
thing that it could have happened 
at any station around the country 

that has 800 -line contest numbers." 
Discussing the fallout of the plot, 

Duffy told R&R, "We originally 
planned to make this a $250,000 

guarantee, but we've gone way 
over that; we've now paid out 
closer to $450,000. We wanted to be 
sure everything we did was 
kosher." 

According to Duffy, there's no of- 

ficial word on howPac Bell will dis- 
cipline those allegedly involved. 
"They're heavily union, so they 
have to deal with all the appropri- 
ate channels. But phone company 
people take oaths saying they won't 
do things like this. Somehow, some 
of these people got their families 
involved as well." 

Regarding future KRTH contest 
precautions, Duffy said, "I've 
heard about some stations restrict- 
ing phone company employees 
from entering contests; that's a fu- 

ture option for us. In the past, we'd 
never considered something like 
that to be remotely necessary."

PD At Shamrock's 
KZFX /Houston 

Former WCKG /Chicago PD Dan 
Michaels has been named PD at 
KZFX (Z- 107) /Houston. He re- 
places Ted Carson, who recently 
exited the Shamrock Broadcasting 
Classic Rocker.

Motivation 

Lcoking to motivate your 
staff? Management consul- 
tant and UC San Diego clin- 

ical professor of psychiatry Judith 
Bardwick, author of "Danger In 
The Comfort Zone" ($19.95/Ana- 
corn) , suggests that you: 

Challenge employees to learn. 
Encourage them to master new 
processes and ideas. Keep in mind 
that certain risks are involved and 
that failure shouldn't be punished. 

Raise expectations. People on- 
ly produce what's expected of 
them. If an intern is expected to on- 
ly bulk erase carts, that's all he or 
she will do. But tell the person to 
organize the production area and 
see what happens. 

Tolerate mistakes. Occasional, 
reasonable screw -ups are part of 
the learning process. However, you 
should point out the error, articu- 
late its root cause, and adopt meas- 
ures to prevent it from happening 
in the future.

Sharpening Your Listening Skills 
Are you an effective listener? 
If not, you're probably 
missing out on valuable in- 

formation that could enhance your 
performance at work and improve 
communication at home. 

lb boost your listening skills, KC- 
based communications expert and 
motivational speaker Ron Meiss 
suggests that you: 

Give a speaker your undivided 
attention. Show him or her that 
you're completely committed to 
what's being said. Maintain good 
eye contact during the conversa- 
tion and refrain from other activi- 
ties (shuffling papers, looking at 
your watch, etc. ) 

Quietly involve yourself in the 
conversation. Show your participa- 
tion by nodding occasionally, and 
encourage your speaker by period- 
ically interjecting "I see," "uh- 
huh," and "yes." 

Remove or avoid distractions 
when possible. When it's not, draw 
the speaker's attention to the dis- 
traction. This will tell him or her to 
be especially clear, and reassures 

YOUR COMPLETE INDUSTRY 
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Most Common Listening Errors 

Communications expert Ron Meiss says poor listeners often commit 
one or more of the following errors during a conversation: 

Evaluating before understanding. Some people are inclined to re- 
act to something a speaker says - telling themselves "That's a load of bull" 
Or "That's absolutely correct" - in mid -conversation rather than listen to 
the speaker's entire message. 

Solution: There'll be plenty of time to evaluate the conversation later. 
Right now you're listening to absorb information. You can't do this by argu- 
ing and pointing out a speaker's errors. 

Offering unsolicited input or advice. Unless a speaker asks for ad- 
vice or comments, chances are good he or she doesn't want any. Unso- 
licited participation only prolongs and confuses the conversation. 

Solution: If you must interrupt, do so with a question. Instead of saying, 
"That means X," try asking, "Wouldn't what you say mean X ?" 

Assuming the point of the speaker's conversation. When conver- 
sations follow established patterns, a listener thinks he or she knows what 
point the speaker is going to make. This quite often leads the listener to 
false assumptions, and - worse - makes you unreceptive to the subtle 
messages that may be contained in the conversation. 

Solution: If you think you know where the speaker is going verbally, 
concentrate on non -verbal communication (voice intonation, facial expres- 
sions, etc.) Non -verbal clues can either reinforce or undermine a 
speaker's message. 

the speaker that you're truly inter- 
ested in what's being said. 

Interrupt politely. If you must 
interrupt, do so with a thoughtful 
question. This not only keeps the 
energy flow going, but also encour- 
ages the speaker to continue shar- 
ing info. 

Jot down notes. This is particu- 
larly effective when the conversa- 
tion requires further action. It also 
impresses the speaker. 

Check your emotions. When 
conversations are emotionally 
charged, it's easy to miss the real 
message that's being imparted. 
Get a grip on yourself. Remember: 

The speaker doesn't control your 
emotions, you do. 

Practice, practice, practice. 
Like any skill, better listening 
takes hours of practice. Start at 
home, listening to your children, 
spouse, or roommates (if applica- 
ble). If you're flying solo, you can 
help reinforce your goal by writing 
messages to yourself - such as 
"Today I will listen" - on your 
notepad before entering a meeting.

Inventor Harald Schmid has 
developed a product that'll en- 
dear him to music lovers and 

CD owners worldwide. The Ger- 
man entrepreneur has patented a 
CD repair kit that removes 
scratches from compact discs. The 
key? Sheets of sandpaper that 
allow users to grind down skip - 
causing lumps and crevices in a 
CD's plastic outer shell. 

The music on your CD has been 
stored (in digital code) in tiny pits 
on the disc's surface. The disc was 
then coated in plastic. Your CD 

player's laser peers through the 
plastic, reads the codes, and con- 
verts them back into music. 

However, scratches and lumps 
in the plastic shell can cause lasers 
to misread the music codes and 
skip. Enter Schmid's kit. 

Although there are several CD 
repair kits on the market, Schmid's 
is the only one to include four 
grades of sandpaper and instruc- 
tions for removing deep scratches.

Japan's largest cable -radio 
network, Osaka Yusen 
Broadcasting (OYB;, has 

managed to fill 320 of its 440 chan- 
nels with such formats as pop, clas- 
sical, jazz ... and "rooster calls 
and bell ringing "? According to a 
recent Wall Street Journal article, 
the network has grown from 12 

channels in 1977 to its present size 
by concentrating its expansion ef- 
forts on the offbeat. 

From abacus lessons to Buddhist 
chanting, OYB tries to cater to 
each of its one million subscribers' 
tastes. Tired of Mozart? Switch to 
North Korean folk songs. Tired in 
general? Tune in to the sheep - 
counting channel, which features a 
mellow male voice slowly counting 
up to 1001. 

The network's repertoire also 
features such 24 -hour formats as 
steam locomotives, nonstop frogs 
and cicadas, and yodeling. World 
War II military music, philosophi- 
cal talks, and a recording of a preg- 
nant woman's heartbeat are also 
offered. 

The network even has three "ali- 
bi" stations that play nothing but 
fake background noise that enables 
subscribers to make phone calls 
that sound like they're coming 
from a game parlor, bowling alley, 
or phone booth on the street. 

Such diversity has its price, how- 

ever. Yusen charges an initial fee 

of 3(1,0(X) yen ($230) anc monthly

The Baby Boom Part II: The '70s 
Original boomers create new echo of births, marketing opportunities 

There's a new baby boom 
sweeping the country - 
one that began in 1977, 

shortly after the original boomers 
entered childbearing years and 
started having children. Lots of 
them. 

The nation's birthrate has risen 
steadily since 1977, peaking at 4.2 
million births in 1990. That's more 
than any other year since 1961 and 
marks a 32% increase since 1976, 
according to the NYC -based Fine/ 
SVP research firm. 

Kid Cost Per Year 
Fine /SVP also estimated that 

parents will spend $35,510 - or an 
average yearly cost of $5920 (in 

The nation may be shifting 
toward a healthier diet, 
but eating chocolate re- 

mains a favorite pastime - 90% 
of Americans over 18 indulge in 

the sweet treat, according to an 

industry spokesperson. 
With 1991 sales of $11.5 bil- 

lion, chocolate remains the 
number one snack food in the 
U.S. Fora taste of the 10 top - 
selling chocolate candies.

1990 dollars) - to raise a newborn 
to age 6, creating an under -six 
market that was expected to reach 
$134.4 billion last year (in constant 
1990 dollars). 

Naturally, this new tide of child- 
ren will affect the long- and short - 
range marketing plans of all kinds 
of businesses, including radio. Con- 
sider the following: 

Financial Impact 
Today's parents are having 

fewer children, but they're having 
them closer together. The result? 
Families with one or two pre- 
schoolers are financially strapped 
while the kids are young. So even 
though families aren't planning to 
have a third or fourth child, that 
doesn't mean they'll have more 
money to indulge the two kids they 
have. 

First births typify the new 
boom. One in four deliveries in 1988 

were first births. In 1961, this figure 
was a similar 26 %. Since parents 
usually spend 5%-15% more on 
their firstborn, marketers and pro- 
grammers should be able to capi- 
talize on this "generosity factor." 

Today's parents are starting 
their families later in life. The 
number of babies born to women 
aged 30 and over jumped 66% from 
1980 to 1988. Meanwhile, the num- 
ber of households with children less 
than age 3 and a householder age 30 
and over jumped 61 % from 1975 to 
1990. Note that older parents, being 
more established in their careers, 
are also more likely to have dispos- 
able income to spend on their kids. 

Today's parents are better edu- 
cated than their forebears. In 
1960, only 8% of people aged 25 and 
over had completed at least four 
years of college. By 1989, that 
figure nearly tripled to 21 %. You 
can expect these brainy moms and 
pops to buy their kids more books 
and educational materials (toys, 
CDs, cassettes, etc.) . 

Longer lifespans means there 
are more grandparents around to 
spoil today's boomers. A quarter of 
all toy purchases and 40% of all 
juvenile product purchases can be 
traced back to Grandma and 
Gramps. You can best target 
grandparents with direct ad cam- 
paigns and promotions. 

Auto Tuneup Attitudes Surveyed 
Maybe it's the tough econo- 

my, but most Americans 
consider auto tuneups a 

luxury instead of a necessity. The 
latest research from the Autolite 
Telenation Omnibus Survey found 
that 57% of Americans take their 
cars in for a tuneup only when they 
have engine trouble (30% ) , start- 
up problems (16% ) , or poor mile- 
age (11 %). 

More than a third (35 %) of 
Americans tune up their own cars, 
citing "money savings" as the 
primary motivation (66%). Thirty- 
one percent go to dealerships, and 
an additional 31% go to indepen- 
dent garages. 

Nearly two-thirds (63% ) of those 
who don't do their own tuneups say 

it's because they don't know how - 
if they could, 55% would. (Perhaps 
this general ignorance is why a me- 
chanic's item checklist is twice as 
long as an average consumer's, 
which usually only cites air filter, 
oil and filter, and plugs and wires. ) 

Indies Vs. Dealers 
People who patronize indies say 

they do so because it's cheaper 
(46 %), more convenient (23 %), or 
because they know the mechanic 
(22 % ) . Another 9% say they simply 
don't trust dealer -run shops. Mean- 
while, folks who entrust their tune - 
ups to dealerships do so because 
they think the dealer knows the car 
better (30% ) or because they 
believe their car's warranty re- 
quires it (25 %). 

AIphabetizing and rearranging your station's voluminous CD library 
won't be such a hassle, thanks to Bellingham, WA -based Allsop

According to Sikes, the FCC's 
changes in radio ownership rules 
should be a boon to localism, free- 
ing stations to reduce their over- 
head by operating multiple stations 
in a single market and spending 
more on local programming and 
news. Sikes contended that broad- 
casters who build large and loyal 
audiences do so by farsighted in- 
vesting in localism, and "these 
broadcasters," he said, "are not 
worried about satellite." 

In a news conference before his 
address, Sikes encouraged broad- 
casters to proceed with acquisi- 
tions under the relaxed ownership 
limits, which go into effect August 
1. Although he doesn't predict 
wholesale changes in the rules, he 
said controversial areas likely to 
be targeted in petitions for recon- 
sideration are the 30 AM/30 FM na- 
tional caps and the six- station up- 
per limit in the largest markets. 
Until then, Sikes said it is unlikely 
that, in just a few months, any 
broadcaster will approach either 
limit. 

Rep. Matthew Rinaldo (R -NJ) of 
the House Energy and Commerce 
Committee told attendees that the 
Democratic congressional leader- 
ship will seek lower ownership lim- 
its before they are put into effect. 

Measuring Stick 
Sikes confirmed that the new 

rules will likely require a survey of 
audience shares for any station 
seeking to acquire a second AM or 
FM in their market, no matter how 
small. "Yeah, I think they're going 
to have to do a survey and it's go- 
ing to have to be reputable," Sikes 
said, but he didn't spell out what 
the FCC would consider a "reputa- 
ble" survey in non -Arbitron mar- 
kets. 

It became clear that the FCC 
hasn't yet determined precisely 
how to implement its ownership 
rules when it comes to counting the 
number of stations in a market. 
While Mass Media Bureau Chief 
Roy Stewart was telling one ses- 
sion that a station is counted in ev- 
ery market where it has a 0.5 share 
or better, Enforcement Chief 
Chuck Kelley was just across the 
hall telling another session that a 
station was counted only in the 
market where it is listed above the 
line by Arbitron. 

At an NAB /American Bar Asso- 
ciation forum on communications 
law, Commissioner Ervin Duggan 
indicated that he intends to support 
the new ownership limits, despite 
an outcry from Capitol Hill. Dug- 
gan declared himself "a Democrat 
who defends deregulation" and 
voiced his support for Chairman Al 
Sikes's deregulatory efforts, "de- 
spite occasional muttering from 
my end of the bench." 

Duggan said he hoped that once 
members of Congress read the ac- 
tual text of the order, which was re- 
leased last week, they would find it 
moderate and reasonable. But he 
later told R&R there was also a 
danger that some lawmakers may 
decide to make it a political issue. 
"What is moderate and reasonable 
in a non -election year may not be 
considered moderate and reasona- 
ble in an election year," Duggan 
noted. 

Commissioner Andrew Barrett 
engaged in some verbal sparing 
with other commissioners Tues- 

day over the radio ownership rules 
changes. He ridiculed provisions 
requiring an annual report on com- 
petition, diversity, and minority 
ownership by saying "it will proba- 
bly go in the wastebasket or on a 
shelf and nobody will ever see it." 
Barrett got in another dig when 
asked what changes to expect on 
TV ownership: "If my colleagues 
believe that diversity of ownership 
is no longer important for radio, I 
doubt that they'd care about it for 
TV." 

Commissioner Sherrie Marshall 
said she was optimistic that con- 
gressional outrage would cool once 
the full text of the ownership rules 
change is examined. "The record 
supports the moderate approach 
that we took," Marshall said, sug- 
gesting that it might not have been 
a bad idea to completely do away 
with ownership limits for AM. 

Commissioner James Quello, 
however, said he'd already receiv- 
ed strong reaction from a congres- 
sional committee chairman [ap- 
parently referring to Rep. John 
Dingell (D-MI) ], and that there 
wasn't much chance of winning ap- 
proval on Capitol Hill. Quello ques- 
tioned whether broadcasters sup- 
ported the Commission action. "If 
we're going to give broadcasters 
more stations than they want or 
need, why cause all that turmoil 
(with Congress) ?" he asked. 

Rules Draw Fire 
The ownership rules changes 

drew fire from Senate Communi- 
cations Subcommittee Sr. Counsel 
Antoinette Cook and House Tele- 
communications Subcommittee Sr. 
Counsel Larry Irving, as they 
squared off with FCC Mass Media 
Bureau Chief Roy Stewart and 
Sikes's Chief of Staff, Terry 
Haines. 

"The types of changes the FCC 
has made are unacceptable and 
appear to be politically driven," Ir- 
ving said. He said the rules would 
make it more difficult for new en- 
trants - minorities in particular - 
to buy stations, and favored large 
group owners while worsening the 
financial difficulties of small sta- 
tions. "It seems the Commission is 
trying to drive small broadcasters 
into bankruptcy," Irving charged. 

Haines retorted, "It is certain 
that a lot of broadcasters are going 
out of business, and we're trying to 
do something about it, whether 
Congress cares about them or not." 

Stewart said "the key to minori- 
ty ownership is financing," rather 
than anything the Commission 
might do with ownership limits. He 
noted that the FCC recently began 
an inquiry into improving the cli- 
mate for broadcast financing. 

Cook was also critical of the own- 
ership rules changes and said there 
is a "strong possibility" of legisla- 
tive action to reverse the move un- 
less the Commission modifies its 
deregulatory stance. 

LMA Lingo 
Brokers reported a lot of in- 

quiries from station owners seek- 
ing to buy crosstown competitors 
once the duopoly rule is relaxed in 
August. However, some of the bro- 
kers said they were skeptical about 
the number of would -be buyers 
who would actually be able to get 
financing to them. 

For many stations, an LMA 
could be the first step toward an 
eventual purchase in their market. 
Brokers and investment bankers 

said they expected to see increased 
interest in LMA5, generally in- 
cluding an option to buy the station 
being brokered. 

"LMAs are still very attractive 
because they provide the leverage 
that isn't available with an outright 
purchase," broker Gary Stevens 
told a Satellite Music Network 
seminar on LMAs. 

SMN VP /Programming Robert 
Hall described several reasons for 
entering an LMA, including domin- 
ation of a format, domination of a 
demographic, and coverage expan- 
sion. But he also noted that an LMA 
can be used for a "savage attack" 
strategy aimed at pushing a com- 
peting station out of its format 
niche. "You're going to see a lot 
more of this in the future. This is 
the brave new world that we all 
face, and it has some frightening 
aspects." 

If done properly, Prosper Busi- 
ness Development Chairman Phil 
Rist said, an LMA can produce an 
"ability to sell beyond the num- 
bers" because of synergy in the 
multi- station buy being offered to 
advertisers. But he warned that 
"an LMA will cost you time and 
money if you don't take a market- 
ing approach." 

Political Haze 
The consensus among those at- 

tending a panel on the FCC's polit- 
ical broadcast rules was that the 
existing atmosphere is hazy. Legal 
experts, along with the Commis- 
sion's Milton Gross, attempted to 
cut through the fog. 

While stressing that broad- 
casters must offer lowest unit rates 
to political candidates, Gross said 
they need not be extended credit: 
"If you don't think a candidate will 
pay the bill, don't give him credit. 
The issuance of credit to all adver- 
tisers - political and otherwise - 
needs to be done on a case -by -case 
basis." 

When determining lowest unit 
rates, attorney Arthur Goodkind 
suggested, "a reasonable value 
standard for bonus spots must be 
established. If the value's reasona- 
ble, the FCC won't second -guess 

The "reasonable" and "common 
sense" points were hit hard 
throughout the session. A represen- 
tative of several judges seeking re- 
election was told, "Stations have to 
classify differences in various time 
buys. While the station must make 
a reasonable effort to do this, they 
can't be expected to conduct a 
primer to educate uneducated can- 
didates."

BOOK BEAT 

Rock 'N' Roll 
Detective Returns 

There haven't been many de- 
tective novels that take place 
in the world of rock 'n' roll. 

There have been even fewer good 
ones - and most of 'em have come 
from the pen of Jesse Sublett, 
whose "Boiled In Concrete" (Vik- 
ing/$20) Is the third and latest 
hardcover to chronicle bassist Mar- 
tin Fender's misadventures in the 
musical demimonde. ( "The Rock 
Critic Murders" and "Tough Baby" 
were his earlier efforts.) 

Set in L.A. and Austin, "Boiled In 
Concrete" centers on the exploita- 
tion of a now -dead semi- famous 
(fictitious) rock star, laced with all 

the sex, speed, alcoholism, insani- 

ty, cover -ups, machinations, 
rhythm, blues, and black humor that 
hang around the corner of Fame & 

Greed. 

Throughout the book's blazingly 
paced 323 pages, Sublett marries 

a lean prose style with a vivid sense 
of place and a supporting cast of 
continuing characters that 
stretches from working musicians 
and their girlfriends to good cops, 
bad cops, and A&R men. 

"After rehearsal last night I stayed 
up till noon and pretty much figured 
the songs out," a guitarist tells 
Fender, and much of the tale's 
single -malt authenticity and smoky 
flavor stems from such offhandedly 
observed details.

Springtime Basics: 
Let's Get Ready To Win 
Fine -tuning music, formatics, promotions, and common sense 

The mother of all books is on! April 2 marked the be- 
ginning of the all -important spring Arbitron ratings peri- 
od. Preparation for this book varies from station to sta- 
tion, but no matter your competition or game plan, there's 
a lot of ground to cover from now to June 24. 

Rick Gillette 
Since he's in a market with con- 

tinuous measurement, WHYT /De- 
troit PD Rick Gillette hasn't made 
any major music changes. How- 
ever, he has adjusted promotion 
and marketing strategies. "We've 
got some things on the drawing 
board for the spring, but topical 
ideas and the momentum they gen- 
erate allow us to branch off in sev- 
eral directions. 

"By mid- February - when De- 
troit has the blues after a hard win- 
ter -we kind of kick into spring 
early to lighten it up. You can only 
talk about the cold for so long. 
We've sent people on trips to the 
beach for spring break and have 
even gone as far as dumping sand 
in a listener's backyard for a 
`beach party.' It's just fun stuff to

make everyone smile and attract 
some attention." 

Gillette continued, "We're the 
Jerry Brown of radio - we won't 
buy TV, so we have to campaign on 
the streets. Everything we do is de- 
signed to pick up disenfranchised 
listeners from other stations and 
get them to vote for us in the Arbi- 
tron. It's the passionate listeners, 
the people really behind WHYT, 
who will put us over the top in the

book. You develop passion in lis- 
teners by showing that you're pas- 
sionate about them and the things 
they care about." 

Lacking funds for TV or a mas- 
sive outdoor campaign, WHYT re- 
lies on creativity and an "underdog 
mentality." "We tell the audience 
to pretend it's a 96.3 billboard 
whenever they see a `Joe Camel' 
cigarette billboard. It's working. 
We're not only holding our own 
events, we're going out to meet the 
people. 

"Instead of sitting in a booth for 
a broadcast at Tigers Stadium 
opening day, we'll do our morning 
show from the bleachers while in- 
terns hand out bags of peanuts to 
promote our `Nuts In The Morning' 
concept. During the opening game 
we'll take that cellular phone and 
put the fans on the air." 

Wounding The Format 
"Our attitude is to give radio 

back to the people," explained Gill- 
ette. "The thing that hurt our for- 
mat the most is that we didn't just 
acknowledge our competition - we 
spent all our time putting them

down, and they put us down, and 
everyone believed it. Again, it's 
just like a dirty political campaign. 
The reality is that CHR is in a great 
position to make a positive move, 
as long as we continue trying to 
find the way into listeners' hearts." 

Good -natured self -ridicule is one 
way Gillette shows the Motor City 
that WHYT is the place for enter- 
tainment. The current on -air "Beat 
The Bomb" cash contest offers 
from $96.30- $1000, but on April 
Fool's day everyone was blown up 
after $96.30. "The main thrust 
wasn't how much money was won 
but how many people were killed

that day. We had more people in 
more pieces than Jeffrey Dahmer. 

"I think [WNCI /Columbus PD] 
Dave Robbins's comment [R&R 
3/27] about programmers being 
`analytical' or ̀ drivers' was a great 
point. While we are department 
heads, we're not a bunch of CPAs, 
and you're not going to win that 
way. We're wearing turtlenecks, 
not ties, and having fun at our own 
expense to make listeners giggle. 
The old `What you don't play can't 
hurt you' philosophy gets turned 
around from a marketing stand- 
point, in that `It's the good ideas 
you don't do that will kill you.' If 
you do a bad promotion - oh well. 

Important Bases To Cover 
The book's already started, but you might want to 

double -check the following areas. 

Music systems: Current, Recurrent, Gold 
Positioning: It should reflect the 
on -air product 
Marketing and promotion: Plans should 
mirror and /or enhance your image 
and sound 
Attitude: Make your station fun, 
entertaining, and refreshing 
Air Talents: Keep them motivated and make 
sure they're relating to what's going on 
in the market. 

But missing an opportunity is the 
biggest way to hurt yourself. It's 
better to fail several times than to 
miss out on `the big event. "' 

Gillette believes now is the time 
for CHR to strike back: "AC isn't a 
passionate format, so we have to 
take advantage of that fact by tak- 
ing a few more chances and doing 
some things in non -traditional 
ways. Instead of doing a long 
sweep each hour, we now do a 
nightly 25-30 -song sweep during 
which we still talk, do bits, and en- 
tertain. It's just no commercials. 
No one has ever called in to com- 
plain about good content. We're in 
and out quickly with our talk, but 
we don't overhype the sweep, in 
case it ever goes away. If you want 
to find out what will make your lis- 
teners passionate about your sta- 
tion, get out of your office and open 
your eyes and ears." 

Mike Steele 
KTXY (Y107)/Columbia-Jeffer- 

son City, MO PD /morning man 
Mike Steele joined the station in 
mid- November '91. Working with 
GM Neil Kearney and consultant 
Cal Casey, he's fine -tuned the sta- 
tion and set out to win listeners 
away from [AOR] KFMZ and 
[Country] KCLR, not just rival 
CHR KCMQ. He even formed a re- 
search department with 12 college 
and high school students, and 
learned, as he said, "we needed to 
be a bit more rock and pop here, 
because the people link dance and 
rap." 

Turning to his spring planning, 
he said he began "back in January 
because it's our only book - it's the 
one that counts. Through our on -air 
spring promotion, the `Payroll 
Game,' we offer a set amount of

promotions, like concert tickets 
and flyaways to see acts like Bryan 
Adams and the Storm in other 
cities." 

Steele added that the `Payroll 
Game' has become a telemarket- 
ing promotion for 2500 local busi- 
nesses that have committed to air- 
ing Y107 in their stores for 30 days. 
When they hear their names called 
they're eligible for a separate 
drawing for a cruise. In addition, 
KTXY has 12 billboards in place, 
and Steele is personally pounding 
the streets in his capacity as morn- 
ing man. "This station has had six 
morning shows in two years, so vis- 
ibility and continuity are very im- 
portant factors. 

"I'd also say that this format 
calls for a little bit of common 
sense. Picking the hits is easy, but 
deciding what the hits are for your 
market is the tough part. Without 
some common sense you're lost. 
That also applies to doing good 
clean radio that's fun and enter- 
taining. 

"Above all else, we've tried to 
bring a major market sound to a 
smaller market - yet we talk 
about the local events. The goal is 
to have everyone in mid- Missouri 
tune to us to find out what's going 
on. That goes for music as well. 
When an event record comes out - 
like Def Leppard or Bruce Spring - 
steen - we make the audience 
aware of it. That's one area Coun- 
try stations have covered much 
better than CHRs for a number of 
years, and I think it's hurt our for- 
mat." 

Gary Marshall 
KTRS /Casper, WY PD /after- 

nooner Gary Marshall is also in a 
one -book -per -year market. Mar- 
shall put KTRS on -air a decade 
ago, and returned last October 
from KSYZ /Grand Island, NE. 
"The most important thing I've 
done to get ready for the spring 
book is get the airstaff away from 
being liner -card readers. The next 
step was the music, but that's a 
given. Comments from people who 
no longer listen to KTRS gave us 
all the answers we needed for mu- 
sic; we learned we weren't being 
as responsive to the community as 
we should have been." 

Marshall has eliminated a 
hodgepodge of liners and establish- 
ed "Wyoming's No. 1 Music Sta- 
tion" as the only positioning state- 
ment. "Since the economy is in the 
crapper here, we're doing a lot of 
little things for the book with a 
focus on the morning show. 

"We're doing a TV spot featuring 
[morning team] Rick & Susan in 
bed. Last year the mayor was in 
bed with them. This year, we'll put 
someone else under the covers and 
give clues to that person's identity. 
We'll award a trip to Hawaii as the 
grand prize for the correct guess. 

"Every Thursday is `CD Thurs- 
day,' and we give a CDplayer to the 
10th caller who identifies the pre - 
announced song. To wrap up the 
book in June, we'll do the `Big 
Chill.' We'll fill a big inflatable pool 
with ice -cold water and have 96 
pre-qualified listeners dive to the 
bottom to grab poker chips num- 
bered from one to 95. We'll hold a 
drawing for the pool itself. We've

also got bumper stickers available, 
but those plans are still under 
wraps." 

Eli Molano 
Successful CHR KPRR /El Paso 

PD /morning man Eli Molano gets 
four cracks a year at the book. Be- 
cause he's been at the station for a 
long time and is always in a book, 
Molano's maintenance process for 
the spring survey is continuous. 

"We went over all the music cat- 
egories - especially the recur - 
rents and gold - to weed out the 
fried stuff. Promotionally, money 
is the answer, because it's the prize 
where one size fits all. Our plan is 
to increase TSL and enhance our 
`More Music' image with a 25 -in -a- 
row promotion. We'll give away 
$100 after the sweep is over and 
then double it if the winner can 
name another predetermined song 
of our choice in the sweep. We're 
doing this twice a day from 9am- 
7pm to increase at -work listening. 

But the best part is that if you're 
not a contest -conscious listener, 
you can still hear a lot of good mu- 
sic." 

Molano hastened to add that the 
25 -in -a -row concept doesn't mean 
he has a staff of flip -card readers. 
"I've always believed in personali- 
ty radio, so we've been aircheck- 
intensive to be more human and 
fun - not just `that was, this is' 
kind of radio. I have liners, but 
they're more like fact sheets that 
let my staff choose their own 
words." 

Returning to the promotional 
front, Molano is working on the 
logistics of a "Baby Derby" to see 
which of several women becomes 
pregnant first. "But the really wild 
one," he said, "will be a morning 
show promotion where we hire a 
private eye for a bride -to-be and 
have her fiance followed for a week 
to make sure she's not marrying a 
schmuck. 

"To successfully compete in 1992 
you've got to have every base cov- 
ered," continued Molano. "That's 
why our jocks make an appear- 
ance once a week at every club in 
the market between Wednesday 
and Saturday. All of the jocks are 
music -savvy. You can no longer 
have a staff of couch potatoes and 
expect to win. We'll go to any 
lengths to make new friends - 
we've even got a promotion where 
we've tied in root beer and ice 
cream companies to offer root beer 
floats all summer long at all of our 
appearances." 

He concluded, "If you're not 
there to shake hands, your com- 
petitors will be."

ADVICE FROM THREE PDs 

The Ongoing Quest For 
Excellent Air Talent 

Finding and hiring qualified air talent is undoubtedly 
one of the most important and toughest parts of any pro- 
grammer's job. 

You can sift through mountains 
of airchecks or ask others in the in- 
dustry if they know of anyone 
who's good and available - and 
still not find the right person. So 
what do GMs and PDs look for in 
today's air talent? I posed the ques- 
tion to a trio of Urban radio profes- 
sionals. 

Positive Attitudes 
WACR /Columbus, MS PD Jerold 

Jackson counts 10 years in the in- 
dustry. Although WACR is his first 
fulltime programming job, he's 
worked on -air at WDZZ /Flint and 
WWDM /Columbia- Sumpter, SC 
(where he was also Asst. PD). 

Jackson, who recently hired five 
air personalities, says he was look- 
ing for a careful blend of charact- 
eristics and personality traits. 
"Part of my job was to make this a 
mainstream UC station. First, I 
looked for people who had a posi- 
tive attitude - team players who

could take the ball and run with it. I 
was looking for people who want to 
shine [as] communicators. 

"I wasn't looking for mumblers 
or screamers. I really wanted peo- 
ple who could and would communi- 
cate with the audience, and I 
wanted folks who would do more 
than just their five hours and go 
home. I like people who participate 
in our format and in all the things 
we're doing, like callout research. I 
also ask my staff for input on mu- 
sic scheduling. 

"I was looking for people who 
were pleasant, friendly, and who 
would mix well with listeners. I 
didn't want anyone who was shy 
because shyness can sometimes be 
taken for rudeness. I also purpose- 
ly looked for people who had no his- 
tory of drug addiction. I did, how- 
ever, hire one guy who had a prob- 
lem in the past. But we've talked, 
and he's developed into a better 

person. I didn't look for anyone 
young because I wanted people 
who could relate to 25-54 and 18-49 
adults. 

"I had a hard time finding people 
who would follow the format. I 
don't want the midday person do- 
ing something totally different than 
the night person. Format consist- 
ency is very important, and I like 
people who know how to do that 
and who are going to be a positive 
force on our team. One negative 
member can prevent the entire 
team from accomplishing its goal. 
We can't take a chance of that hap - 

" 

Jackson also likes workers who, 
well, like to work. "I believe in hav- 
ing my fulltime people work week- 
ends because weekends are very 
important to the station's success. 
For example, when you come into 
our studios there's a sign that's di- 
rected toward our weekend talent 
that says, `Weekends are not spell- 
ed weak -ends.' That's something 
PDs looking for air talent should 
think about." 

Regarding personality radio, 
Jackson says it's an important 
component in the format. "If a per- 
son has no personality, then why 
have that person on the air? You 
could just play a tape or some- 
thing. I don't want our station to be 
better than just stations here in 
town. I want to sound better than 
stations like WGCI -FM /Chicago or 
WRKS /New York. Hiring personal- 
ities who have talent and goals can 
give you an excellent -sounding sta- 
tion in a small or medium 
market." 

Some personalities need guid- 
ance, notes Jackson. "We help peo- 
ple develop their personality skills. 
We have a 3x5 cue card for the on- 
air people that reminds them of the 
things they need to work on each 
day. This way we help them devel- 
op their personality within our for- 
mat."

Jackson offers one bit of advice 
for PDs who are searching for air 
talent. "Look for people who are 
genuinely interested in your radio 
station. There are two types of peo- 
ple: those who go to work for the 
station and those who work for the 
station and its best interests."

Untapped Potential 
KMJJ /Shreveport GM John Wil- 

son, a 23 -year broadcast veteran, 
has held his current position for six 
months. The task of finding quali- 
fied announcers is one he knows in- 
timately. This is very timely be- 
cause I just went through the pro- 
cess and hired a couple of people," 
he laughs. "One of the main things 
I look for is a person's willingness 
to learn and adapt to what we're 
doing within our format. 

"The second thing is how well 
that person performs as a team 
player. Third, and probably most 
important, is how much growth po- 
tential the candidate has. I'm look- 
ing for people who have potential 
that's been untapped. 

"There are a number of smaller 
markets in our area, and we're 
able to draw some [of their] talent 
to our station because we're in a 
larger market. A lot of people as- 
pire to work in larger markets and 
apply here because we're the near- 
est one. We usually look for some- 
one with a couple of years' experi- 
ence. But in this area, you'll find 
people who've worked - and peak- 
ed - in one of those smaller or sec- 
ondary markets, and they're ready

to move up to the next level. 
There's an abundance of talent out 
there." 

Wilson insists there are more 
factors to consider than a 
prospect's ability to follow the for- 
mat or be a personality. "More im- 
portantly, it's how much creativity 
a person possesses. For example, 
we just hired a morning person 
who's very experienced in a lot of 
different markets. When we sat 
down and discussed what I wanted 
on the morning show, I found out 
this person had a lot of creativity 
that had been unexpressed. This 
radio station offers air talents the 
opportunity to express themselves. 
I don't necessarily look for person- 
alities, but I do look for creativity. 

"One of the most important as- 
pects in hiring talent is [realizing] 
that a number of people who've 
worked in a lot of markets will take 
a new position and go into that 
market with preconceived ideas 
about what should be done instead 
of asking the GM and PD what di- 
rection the station is going in. 
These people [should] want to fit 
into the plan and not change it. Just 
because something worked in one 
market doesn't mean it will work 
in every market." 

Professionalism Counts 
Maestro, WDZZ /Flint's new PD/ 

morning man, began his radio ca- 
reer five years ago doing produc- 
tion at WJLB /Detroit and eventu- 
ally worked his way up to week- 

Maestro 

ends and swing duty. Although 
WDZZ is his first programming op- 
portunity, Maestro is already well 
acquainted with the process of hir- 
ing talent. 

"I've been PD here since Janu- 
ary and have already hired two air 
personalities," he explains. "I real- 
ly believe anyone can be an an- 
nouncer, but the main question is: 

Can you execute a format? Having 
worked at WJLB for James Alex- 
ander, I come from the school of 
Execute the Format and Enter- 
tain. So when I was hiring a week- 
end talent, I wanted to know if the 
person would follow directions. I 
didn't want to tell someone over 
and over how I'd like something to 
sound on the air." 

Maestro says good air personali- 
ties should be self- starters who re- 
quire little guidance. "I. want 
someone who's able to deliver on 
the air day in and day out because 
being busy I don't have time to con- 
tinually run in and correct people. 
There are times when you have 
aircheck sessions; that's what that 
time is for. 

"We have aircheck sessions once 
a week - PD and jock, one on one. 
I believe in working to get better,

and one way of achieving that is to 
go over airchecks. You talk about 
what's good and how to make it 
better. It doesn't have to be a neg- 
ative experience. There are lots of 
good things - besides ratings - 
that a talent accomplishes on the 
air and should be patted on the 
back for." 

Maestro's advice for hiring - 
minded programmers? "I encour- 
age them to look at the people they 
already have on staff. You might 
find a very talented person right 
under your nose. I'm not the kind of 
person who would limit my over- 
night jock to only doing overnights 
when I know from listening to him 
that he could move up and do an- 
other shift. Individuals who treat 
their employees in that manner are 
very unfair. I'm an advocate of 
looking within before looking out- 
side. 

"That's why I'm in my position 
today. They looked within our or- 
ganization and, when given the 
chance, I took the opportunity to 
prove myself. There are plenty of 
good people who just need a chance 
to show what they can do."

ALBUM ORIENTED ROCK 

In Search Of Lost Classics 
Every year dozens of cool new songs receive airplay, 

only to fade into oblivion. Tons more are released that 
never even see the light of a radio dial. It's high time we 
paid tribute to some of AOR's lost classics. 

I got the idea for this column 
while grooving to an old cassette of 
mine. I hadn't listened to it in a 
long time. It was unmarked, natur- 
ally, so I had no idea what to expect 
when I first slipped it in. 

Much to my surprise and delight, 
it opened with "Lost In Loveland," 
a blistering rocker that kicked off 
the 1987 debut and, as it turns out, 
only album by Farrenheit. I re- 
membered championing the Bos- 
ton trio back then - to utterly no 
avail, of course - and wondered 
what ever became of the band. 

I was still pondering Farren- 
heit's fate when "Loveland" 
segued into another personal fave, 
the Del Fuegos' gritty "Don't Run 
Wild." Aside from acknowledging 
that both bands hailed from Bean - 
town, I noted another similarity be- 
tween the songs: Although I still 
thought they sounded good, I 
hadn't heard either on the radio in 
years. And I knew the odds were 
quite good I'd never hear them 
again. 

As it turned out, the rest of the 
songs on the tape - all from the 
same era - had suffered similar 
fates: Truth's "Weapons Of Love," 
Jon Butcher's "Wishes," Tom 
Kimmel's "That's Freedom," John 
Cafferty & The Beaver Brown 
Band's "On The Dark Side," etc. 
That's not to say there aren't a cou- 
ple of stations that still play these 
gems, but I'm confident they're 
few and far between. 

Chart Graveyard 
I was recently perusing old R&R 

charts - I've obviously got far too 
much time on my hands - and was 
amazed at the number of songs I 
once enjoyed that I'd completely 
forgotten about. And that didn't 
even take into account the scores of 
other tunes I liked that never 
charted. 

Intrigued, I invited a whole 
bunch o' radio folks to reflect for a 
moment and jot down five of their 
favorite lost classics. As examples, 
I mentioned a couple of my own, in- 
cluding the Paul Collins Beat's "On 
The Highway" (an absolute killer)

(Editor's aside: I'll never forget 
a '79 triple bill headlined by Werner 
which also featured upstate New 
York fave Talas and an unknown 
opener named Pat Benatar.

What the heck 
ever happened to Werner, any- 
way?)

High Stakes Dictate Conservative Tactics 
Dedicated observers of R &R's AC chart have un- 

doubtedly noticed even slower- than -usual movement in re- 
cent weeks. Stats fans may have also ferreted out a signifi- 
cant trend in our "Most Added" box: Some songs have 
cracked that prestigious category with less than a double - 
digit percentage of our reporter base. 

I asked a representative from 
each of our three reporter parallels 
to explain this stagnation. 

"Listeners and record com- 
panies are on a 30- 60-day tape de- 
lay," observed WWDE /Norfolk PD 
Bill Curtis. "Songs moving down 
the chart are viewed as liabilities 
to record companies. But, for 
many listeners, these songs are 
just beginning. A record com- 
pany's goal is to get records on, up, 
and then off the chart. Radio's 
needs right now are very mis- 
aligned with those of record com- 
panies." 

`Please Saw Off My Legs' 
Curtis is dubious of the format's 

available music base. He said, 
"There's not a ton of great product 
out there at any given time. There 
are probably only 15-20 great cur- 
rents a week. We may be conserva- 
tive, but you never get in trouble 
for things you don't play. ACs sel- 
dom grow in ratings because 
they're breaking new artists. We're 
creatures of habit - we don't real- 
ly know what we like, but we like 
what we know."

So don't expect to see Curtis 
lengthen his playlist anytime soon. 
Riffing on George Carlin's routine 
about "Words You'll Most Likely 
Never Hear," Curtis joked, "Hand 
me that piano ... please saw off 
my legs ... I have to expand my 
list because there's so much good 
product." 

Curtis downplayed the theory 
that AC PDs are more conserva- 

Happy Songs = Upper Demos? 

Among R &R's three AC reporting parallels, P1 re- 

porters are the most conservative, while Pas tend to be the 

most liberal. 
"More and more, I've been cut- 

ting our list," remarked P3 WLDRI 

Northwest Michigan MD Angie 
Handa, who joined the station (li- 

censed to Traverse City, MI) a little 

more than two years ago. When I 

came here, we were playing 40 
currents - we're now down to 30. 
Either the quality of the music isn't 

as good, or I'm more selective. In all 

honesty, there aren't many weeks 
that I get excited about the music, 

which is disappointing to me as an 

MD." 
A good ballad, though, will make 

a favorable impression on her. "For 
the mcst part, we cater to women 

and I usually feel safe when I add a 

ballad," she noted. "Our female au- 

dience appreciates good ballads. 

I'm not afraid of adding tempo, but 
in addition to ballads, we prefer 
mid -tempo, happy songs." 

However, star power won't nec- 

essarily guarantee a spot on 'LDR's 
playlist. "I'm not playing [Bruce 
Springsteen's] "Human Touch" 
now and won't be," Handa as- 

serted. "While Springsteen's very 

familiar to our audience, the second 
half of that song 'rocks out.' I'll 

stretch a little for a superstar - but 
I'll only stretch so far. We have to 

be sensitive to our upper -demo.

ratings. People in those upper -end 

demos own the businesses that we 

have as clients; it's important that 

they listen to us." 

Book Signals 
Conservatism 

The recent slowdoávn in current 
music adds might be traced to the 

beginning of Arbitron's spring 
sweep. "Going into a book, I'm def- 

initely more conservative," Handa 

remarked. "Many people say that 

we in Northwest Mich gan are lucky 
to only have one book a year. It's 

great - if you have a good book - 
but you have to live with a bad book 
for a full year. Most stations can 

hardly afford to have a bad month - 
much less a bad year " 

tive than normal because of Arbi- 
tron's all- important spring book 
(4/2-6 6/24). "Great stations don't 
achieve long -term success by try- 
ing to be great 12 or 24 weeks a 
year. Today's listeners have be- 
come radio connoisseurs. They're 
very smart, have low tolerance for 
negatives, and exercise their lux- 
ury of choice." 

Recession Fallout 
While it may sound dramatic, 

Curtis believes some of the slow- 
down involving current music adds 
may be traceable to the recession. 
"Last year was a difficult financial 
year for our industry," he com- 
mented. "In a positive way, every 
good manager has put department 
heads under the microscope, chal- 
lenging them to maximize their de- 
partment's potential. 

"This is forcing our business to 
become more efficient. We can't 
afford to make mistakes that 
would jeopardize the station's suc- 
cess. Things may have been as 
competitive on the dial six months 
ago, but the efficiency challenges 
weren't present then as they are 
now. Record companies tell me to 
`try' a record, but we can no longer 
afford to `try' things on the air." 

The high stakes involved for to- 
day's radio operators prompt Cur- 
tis to note, "We're test -driving oth- 
er people's money. When we spend 
$250,000 on campaigns to draw peo- 
ple to the station and then don't 
perform, it's like McDonald's run- 
ning ads and serving cold bur- 
gers." 

Looking to the future, Curtis con- 
cluded, "Unfortunately, things will 
probably get worse before they get 
better. But once everyone comes to 
terms with what's happening, we'll 
probably have a much more posi- 
tive relationship." 

Current Cutbacks 
The following information illustrates how R &R AC reporting panels have 

dealt with adding new music. 

Corresponding totals for two -week periods over the last three years 

are listed. Data over a six -week period in the same timeframe were also 

analyzed, and both tests yielded the same result: ACs have become much 

more selective in adding new music. 

The five "Most Added" songs for the indicated weeks are shown. 

Figures listed reflect a song's add percentage. Therefore, for example, 

Fleetwood Mac's "Save Me" was added by 44.5% of our AC panel 

(3/30/90). 
Note that in 1990 and 1991 the lowest percentage of the figures 

shown was 13.0 %; in 1992, the number dipped to 8.6 %. Also of signif- 

icance - 3/27/92 marked a week when the "Most Added" sonç failed to 

garner at least 20% of the reporting stations.

Jumping On The Big -Name Bandwagon 
KISC /Spokane, WA OM /PD Rob Harder reasons that 

superstar releases are partly responsible for the recent re- 
duction in new music adds. 

"Just when new artists start 
making a move, it seems Bruce 
Springsteen, Bonnie Raitt, and 
Richard Marx come out with some- 
thing we all want to jump on. All of 
a sudden, there's a logjam and the 
chart doesn't move." Pointing to a 
vicious cycle, he added, "Pro- 
grammers pay lots of attention to 
charts, so when they slow down, 
PDs become very conservative." 

Harder doesn't attribute the de- 
cline in new music adds to inferior 
product. "There's lots of good mu- 
sic out there, but it's not being add- 
ed on some stations because 
there's just not enough room. Un- 
fortunately, we have limitations on 
how many songs we play and what 
works with our rotations. Most PDs 
want to jump on the bandwagon 

and play music by established art- 
ists, so other songs are put on the 
back burner." Consequently, he 
maintains, music from non- super- 
star artists gets lost in the shuffle. 

Make Room For Dandies 
While the vast majority of ACs 

are either maintaining or trimm- 
ing current playlist size, Harder 
noted that to make room, KISC has 
expanded its list. He boasted, 
"We've pretty much eliminated our 
format competition, so we're able 
to be less conservative." 

While crosstown AC KKPL is 
still in the picture, it trails 25-54 

market leader KISC by three to one 
in that demo (Arbitron Fall '91) . 

"In markets with three or four 
ACs, a PD doesn't want to be the 
first to jump on a song. The most 

important thing for AC listeners is 
to feel comfortable with the 
music." 

While Spokane is an Arbitron 
Continuous Measurement Market, 
Harder said, "We still consider the 
spring and fall books the big ones. 
At least through the first part of 
these books, PDs think about tight- 
ening up and becoming more con- 
servative. As you get into it, you 
relax a little more." 

Heating Things Up 
Harder also indicated that the 

weather affects tune selection. as 
tempos rise with the mercury. 
"Our winter was pretty mild, and 
we've had an incredibly nice spr- 
ing. We started adding more up- 
tempo songs in February and 
March, when people were outside 
and feeling good. People's moods 
do change, and a station needs to 
reflect that in the music it plays.

Background 
Growing up in Yuba City, CA,

every Sunday. Along with their two 

sisters, the girls soon began sing- 
ing in front of their congregation 
and at other local churches. 

Cramming four teens into a mo- 

tor home and going on the road with 

their parents was quite an experi- 
ence: "Sometimes we'd go for six 
weeks at a time," recalls Jayne. 

"We'd take our schoolwork and do 

it on the road." Janice admits she 

and Jayne were hams growing up. 

With five kids in the family, you do 

or die. If you want to talk, you've 
got to talk louder. If you want some- 

thing to eat, you've got to be 

faster." 

Janice and Jayne toured as the 
White Sisters with their family dur-
