Once R&B Crossover’s Ground Zero,
Southern T40 Leans Modern Adult

by Sean Ross

For vears, the South was the region
where R&B crossovers began their
journey to top 40 radio. Now, it’s
where R&B records close out the pan-
el last. Or don’t close out at all.

Over the past few years, a cluster of
successful mid-South top 49s has
emerged that leans toward the mod-
ern adult side, adding even the biggest,
most-pop-'eaning R&B records late or
avoiding them outright. To varying de-
grees, those stations include WSTR
(Star 94) Adanta; WAPE Jacksonville,
Fla.; WZYP Huntsville, Ala.; WQEN
Birmingham, Ala; WYOY (Y101.9)
Jacksan, Miss.; WABB-FM Mobile,
Ala.; and WZAT (Z102) Savannah, Ga.

WZYP began playing TLC’s “No
Scrubs,” one of the fastest-crossing
R&B records of the year, in late May,
when it was top 10 at mainstream top
40. WYOY came in two weeks later,
when it was No. 3 nationally. WSTR,

in the band’s hometown, came in a
week or so after that. And while a few
other Southern top 40s hit “No
Scrubs” earlier, it was often the only
R&B record on those stations.
Conversely, only a handful of mid-
South top 40s championed Tyrese’s
“Sweet Lady” before it hit the main-
stream top 40 chart last issue. Among
them: WFBC-FM (B93.7) Greenville,
S.C.; WNOK Columbia. S.C.; WLKT
Lexington, Ky.; WEZB (B97) New Or-
leans; and W] ]S Roanoke, Va,, the lat-
ter of which recently segued from
rhythmic to mainstream top 40.

‘JUST AS SURPRISED AS YOU’
Southern PDs who are slow to add
R&B crossevers emphasize that it’s not
for lack of trving. “I'm just as surprised
as you are,” says WAPE PD Cat
Thomas, who will play some, bui not
all, major R&B crossovers. “We put
some of those big R&B records that are

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‘Kiss Me’ Tops Mainstream, Modern Adult

Sixpence None The Richer hits the top spot on the mainstream top 40 and modern adult au-
dience charts, marking the band’s first No. I’s in Airplay Monitor. “Kiss Me” (Squint/Columbia)
has reached No. 2 at modern adult and adult top 40, continuing to bullet in its 28th week at adult
top 40, thanks to a continuous increase in detections. The title also bullets at mainstream top 40 de-
spite a loss in spins, since it hits No. 1 for the first time. The first-ever deteetion that BDS received
for “Kiss Me” occurred more than a year ago, on April 13, 1998. The format? Modern rock.

Smash mouth returns with “All Star” (Interscope), the Greatest Gainer at modern adult and the
song with the most new stations at modern adult and adult top 40. It’s the group’s first chart ap-
pearance since last year’s top 10 modern adult hit “Can’t Get Enough Of You Baby.”

Modern adult and adult top 40 continue to be viable formats for breaking new songs, as both Fast-
ball’s “Out Of My Head” (Hollywood) and Citizen King’s “Better Days (And The Bottom Drops
Out)” (Warner Bros.) hit the mainstream top 40 chart this week, several weeks after charting at
modern adult and adult top 40. Fastball debuted on Monitor’s modern adult chart with “The Way”
in March "98; the song hit mainstream top 40 two months later:

PANELS: Effective this week, WSHE Orlando, Fla,, is removed from the adult top 40 and mod-
ern adult panels due to a format change. There are now 74 adult top 40 and 33 modern adult re-
porters. KZFM Corpus Christi, Texas, is temporarily removed from the rhythmic top 40 panel,

With final regulatory approval from the FCC,
the merger of Jacor into Clear Channel was
scheduled to be completed May 4, after a series
of six spin-oft deals were completed. Blue Chip
Broadcasting has dosed on dassic rock WING,
top 40 WGTZ, and N/T WING in Dayton,
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Ohio, as well as modern WLRS, rhythmic top
40 WDJX, and religious WFIA Louisville, Ky.;
CBS/Infinity closed on album WNCX Cleve-
land and country WRBQ and jazz WSJT Tam-
pa, Fla.; Radio One closed on modern WENZ
and N/T WERE Cleveland; ABC closed on
R&B oldies WRBQ-AM Tampa, which it plans
to flip to Radio Disney; and Mega closed on
sports WZTM Tampa and flipped its format to
Spanish. At press time, Cox Radio was dosing
on triple-A WHPT, R&B oldies WFJO, and AC
WDUYV Tampa.

The FCC deferred to the Justice Department’s
dedision that the merger doesn't violate antitrust
laws. “This determination, together with our in-
dependent economic analysis . . . persuades us
that approval of the merger will not have an ad-
verse effect on competition and diversity.”

As part of the deal, Cox Radio swapped its
Syracuse, N.Y., group for Tampa signals
WHPT, WF]O, and WTBT (which will take
WDUV’s programming). That deal prompted
protest from Syracuse station owner the Radio
Corp., which argued Clear Channel would have

too much influence over the upstate New York
radio landscape. But the FCC saw no evidence
that the deal violates antitrust laws. It also struck
down petitions filed by owners in Tampa; Lex-
ington, Ky.; and Medford, Ore.

Citadel and Capstar have agreed to scrap a
joint sales agreement between the two compa-
nies’ radio stations in Colorado Springs, Colo.,
and Spokane, Wash. The decision was hardly
voluntary, as it was filed the same day a lawsuit
was filed in the U.S. District Court for Wash-
ington, D.C., in which the DOJ accused the
companies of violating antitrust statutes. The
two companies filed the settlement to move
forward with a series of station swaps between
the two in both markets.

FCC: KTNP ADDS EARS FROM KIOA

‘The FCC has approved lowering the power
of Saga’s oldies KIOA Des Moines, lowa, in or-
der to boost the signal of modern adult KTNP
Omaha, Neb., which is owned by Capstar.
While the FCC estimates 6,500 people will lose
KIOA reception, KTNP will pick up an addi-
tional 89,000 ears.

Promos Stuck On ‘Menace’ And Mothers Day

For the third week in a row (and sixth out of
the last eight), “The Phantom Menace” con-
quered the Topical Barometer chart, and Moth-
er’s Day finished second. Father’s Day was third.

R&B KPWR Los Angeles is tying in to the
“Menace” in a novel way, via a billboard cam-
paign that has morning host Big Boy dressed
as a Jedi warrior. Dianna Obermeyer is using a
film tie-in for Mother’s Day, as listeners can take
their “mummies” to see “The Mummy.”

Also feeling maternal is country WBEE
Rochester, N.Y., with its I Remember Mama
Brunch. Listeners make a $15 donation in
memory of a special woman in their lives and
sponsor a “senior” lady. Up to 300 seniors will
enjoy dance routines, a women’s barbershop
quartet, raftle prizes, corsages, gift bags, and
men from Volunteers of America to dance with.
Stephanie Hogerman is a great chaperone.

Top 40 CKIK (Power 107) Calgary, Alberta,
Canada, hosts a brunch for mothers of its mom-
ing show and listeners. Moms get flowers, other
goodies, and a chance to win a $1,000 shopping
spree, while a portion of proceeds goes to a
charity. Michael Godfrey leaves a big tip.

Back on the chart this week is the Internet,
which stations continue to exploit. Modern rock
WPLY (Y 100) Philadelphia is advertising its
$1,000 Song of the Day contest in banners on
Net sites such as AOL and Yahoo! that link di-
rectly to its contest page. Once there, people can
sign up for the Y100 Unfair Internet Advan-
tage, a daily E-mail that tells them the name of
the song of the day and the approximate time
it’s played. “The response has been amazing,”
Kelly Gross says. “In just eight days, nearly
2,000 people signed up.”

Modern adult WKZL Greensboro, N.C.,
which broadcasts in RealAudio, is doing the
same thing. PD Jeff McHugh says, “We’ve had
winners from Philadelphia, Minneapolis, Chat-
tanooga, Tenn., and San Diego.”

Top 40 WSTR (Star 94) Atlanta is giving away
laptop compuiters with free Internet access from
Mindspring. “With computer usage still on the
rise, and more people getting onlme thisis very
topical,” PD Dan Bowen says. “Laptops are the

sports cars of computers.”

PROMO TOPIC OF THE WEEK:
MID-BOOK BUDGET REVISIONS
Here's the situation: A few weeks into a busy

spring-book promo schedule, a high-profile in-
adent pops up. It is a natural promo tie-in but

will cost some bucks to do, and funds have long
since been budgeted for other things. What to
do? One-third of the panel would take resources
allocated for summer or fall events to cover costs.
Another third would tie in dients to partly cover
costs, more than 27% would persuade the GM
to allocate more money, and the rest claim to not
have this problem, thanks to backup funds.

One believer in fund reallocation is Anne-
Marie Strzelecki of modern adult WBMX (Mix
98.5) Boston, who says, “It’s fairly easy to re-
arrange the mechanics of a cash contest to fit
around the amount you have to play with. [ You
can have] a rolling jackpot of money, daily give-
aways to force TSL, etc. Whatever budget you
borrow from, you have several months to fig-
ure out how you'll make up for that cash loss in
the fall and rearrange your plans accordingly.”

Opting for client/sponsor tie-ins is WBEE's
Hogerman, who says, “My GM pays me for cre-
ativity and execution on promotional projects,
not to continually beg at his door for money for
unexpected opportunities every month. Be
tenacious and set yourself up for a new adven-
ture to make things happen.”

Yet both add that going to the GM might be
necessary. Country KEEY (K 102) Minneapolis’
Diana Buckmann has a three-point plan to do
that: “One, gather as many details as possible
about the promo and brainstorm the best ideas.
Iwo, create a detailed proposal including length,
on-air commitment, and costs. Three, present it
to the sales staff and discuss sales opportunities to
offset costs. Usually, if I convince my GM that the
promotion is a win for the station, sales staff, and
listeners, I get the OK to go ahead. The key is to
pick my battles, because I do have a limited bud-
get, and I can only increase it so much.”

QUICK HITS

Top 40 KHKS (Kiss 106.1) Dallas has a great
way to raise money for morning man Kidd
Kraddick’s Kidd’s Kids charity. Every year,
Melissa Burrill sends a planeload (about 60) of
terminally or chronically ill kids and their fami-
lies to Disney World, Universal Studios Florida,
or, this year, a free camp. To pay for it, they'll
throw a Second Chance Prom and a concert
with Morris Day & the Time, LeAnn Rimes,
and Rick Springfield.

R&B oldies KISQ (Kiss 98.1) San Franasco
threw the Ultimate Kiss Party, at which all 200
ticket winners won a prize worth at least $100,
with top prizes being a BMW convertible,
$10,000, a trip to the Bahamas resort where
Oprah did her sliow, Blockbuster packages, lo-
cal concert tickets, and spa treatments.

Still reacting to the Columbine tragedy is
KBBT (the Beat) Portland, Ore., as morning
hosts Gina, Cort, and Rebecca planted rose
bushes at area high schools as a memorial. Mod-
ern rock KED]J (the Edge) Phoenix’s Music
Over Violence: A Symbol for Peace Concert
will start with a peace procession/motorcade
from its studios to the venue, then a violence-
prevention group leads a candlelight vigil (us-
ing glow sticks in lieu of candles) before the
bands play. “We'll also have a symbol for peace,
by tying white ribbons to all cars entering the
venue and partidpating in the motorcade,” says
Jane Monzures. “T he ribbons will also be dis-
tributed by dlients.”

Classic Rock Kicks Ass Again

It was one of the most successful periods in
album rock history, but you don’t hear much
now ahout album rock’s “kick-ass rock'n’roll”
period, the years 1979-82, when the music got
harder and the imaging got sillier (sample lin-
er, “While the other stations are talking, we're
rockin’ our nuts off 7). The kick-ass years began
ignominiously with Steve Dahl’s disco demoli-
ton at WLUP Chicago. It came to be typified
by a handful of research-driven, one-hit won-
ders whose airplay success rarely translated into
sales, i.e., “I Could Be Good To You” by 707,
“No Time To Lose” by the Tarney/Spencer
Band, “Last Chance” by Shooting Star, etc.

By 1982-83, the rise of Prince and Michael
Jackson and the glut of disposable rock acts
combined to return R&B to center stage and
rob the “disco sucks” movement of any credi-
bility it might have possessed. The rock acts that
kept having hits either incorporated keyboards
(1.e., ZZ Top, Van Halen) or made the move to
power ballads (Loverboy, REO Speedwagon).
Album rock stations were suddenly playing
“Running With The Night” by Lionel Richie
or switching to top 40 altogether. It wasn't undil
the advent of dassic rock in 1985 that rock radio
refocused again, becoming much more adult.

[ didn't like the exclusionary nature of the
kick-ass period—the whole “disco sucks” aspect
was rife with barely coded messages. It also
lured a lot of top 40 stations into the rock 40
camp for several years, among them WRQX
Washington, D.C., WLS Chicago, and WRVQ
(Q94) Riclimond, Va. Those were all good-
sounding radio stations, but they were also the
only place to hear the hits in their markets,
meaning that for several years if you wanted to
hear variety on top 40, you were out of luck.
But I remember some of the music, including
the one-hit wonders, pretty fondly. And with
songs like “Nicole” by Point Blank disappear-
ing from the radio pretty quickly, I knew
there’d be some demand to hear them one day.

Some of the first active rockers used those
songs as their calling card, untl Nirvana came
along and suddenly “I Like To Rock” by April
Wine didn’t fit. But now, album rock’s kick-ass
years are being tapped by two new sub-formats.
Some of Jacor’s adult top 40 Mix outlets, par-

ticularly WMVX (Mix 106.5) Cleveland,
prominently incorporate early-'80s rock, rang-
mg from “Jukebox Hero” by Foreigner to “You
Shook Me All Night Long” by AC/DC. So do
the new slew of harder-edged classic rockers,
such as WNRQ Nashville, KXOK St. Louis,
and WOCT Baltimore, that use the “classic
rock that really rocks” positioner-

The new classic rockers aren’t built entirely
around the early '80s; there’s also a heavy late-
'80s “hair band” element and plenty of Van
Halen, Led Zeppelin, Black Sabbath, etc. But
musically and presentationally, they invoke the
early '80s more than anything previous. And
already they seem to be having an impact on
rock radio in general. I hadn’t heard “Ah!
Leah!” by Donnie Iris on the radio for 18 years
until recently, when I heard it three times in 10
days on different stations.

Does the “classic rock that really rocks” for-
mat have any possible implications for top 40
or, at least, hot AC, where early-'80s rock gold
from REQO, Pat Benatar, Tom Petty, etc., re-
mained a significant part of the format until
modern AC came along and many stations re-
focused? Well, WNRQ)'s and KXOK’s listening
is about 70% male. So 1t’s possible that such sta-
tions will touch more of a nerve with top 40
PDs than with their listeners. But WNRQ did
well enough to have an impact on almost every
station in town, at least initially. Besides, the suc-
cess of the Jacor Mix outlets proves that “Taint-
ed Love” isn't the only early-'80s title listeners
remember fondly. And because so many early-
"80s top 40s were rockin’ their nuts off, too,
there could be more female nostalgia for those
songs than we know.

If I programmed an adult top 40 in a rock-
driven market, I'd want to at least test some
early-'80s rock titles to see what sort of appetite
exists. At an adult-leaning mainstream top 4(),
there might be something to be said for those
songs in very controlled doses during weekend
or lunchtime retro programming. The return
of late-"70s disco has shown that people crave
the respectable (“Got To Be Real”) and the re-
viled (“Y.M.C.A.") in almost equal proportions,
meaning they don’t necessarily differentiate be-
tween “Refugee” and “The Stroke” either.

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Once R&B Crossover’s Ground Zero, Southern T40 Now Leans Modern Adult

top 10 or top 15 nationally on our station, and
they just do not test with our audience, [although]
you'll still get the kids calling for them.” Thomas,
anative of the region, says, “The South just made
a major turnaround. They seem to like more of
the rock- or alternative-edged records than when
I was a kid and they were going for the R&B
[hits].”

“There’s just a lot of resistance to black music
or anything that has that sound in the South,”
adds one programmer, who would not speak for
attribution. “There’s no other way tosay it.” The
programmer in question notes that he has a hard
time not only getting R&B records to test but
even getting acceptance of some of the more
R&B-flavored male-harmony teen acts.

Star 94 PD Dan Bowen also notes some resis-
tance to those teen acts. As for actual R&B cross-
overs, he says, “We have every reason based on
the research we've seen for years now to believe
that those records aren’t likely to be successful
here . . . If you were looking in from the outside,
your perspective would be, ‘Why not?’ But when
you're here, and you've seen it and had a chance
toliveit. .. you understand a litde better.”

Bowen, who had initially thought that he
would never be able to play “No Scrubs,” no mat-
ter how big a hit it became, thinks that WSTR’s
history as rock-leaning WQXI-FM (94Q) in the
"70s and '80s created a listener expectation that’s
hard to contradict. Atlantic VP of A&R and senior
director of national promotion Kim Stephens, a
veteran Southern PD, thinks that WABB-FM,
which evolved from rock, may have similar issues.

FROM ‘SALT-AND-PEPPER RADIO’'. ..

But WAPE and WZAT have a longstanding
R&B heritage. So does Birmingham, Ala., where
WQEN leans to the modern adult side. Consul-
tant Steve Davis of Zapoleon Media Strategies
grew up there and recalls heritage top 40s WERC
and WSGN as “salt-and-pepper radio.” He re-
calls Birmingham as a “town that always accepted
black music, even with the history of problems
that city had from a social viewpoint.”

WIZINY (Y105) Augusta, Ga., PD Bruce
Stevens recalls the day when his former station,
WBBQ, leaned heavily R&B and “had a huge,
huge urban audience. [Even having evolved to
AC,] it still has a respectable urban audience.” But
at Y105, Stevens says, “I don't think top 10 is too
long to wait on [R&B crossovers] to make sure
they’re going to be huge pop records also.”

So what has changed? Stevens, like several
counterparts, says that most Southern markets
are now “over-served by R&B stations. These
markets were historically under-served, and the
top 40 was the R&B station until several years
ago.” In this more niched era, he says, R&B hits
are burned out with that format’s partisans by the
time a top 40 can play them.

Then again, outgoing WDJX Louisville, Ky.,
OM C.C. Matthews, whose station is more rhyth-
mic-leaning than many in the region, notes that
his market is also saturated with R&B competi-
tion. And yet, he says, if the biggest R&B records
weren't on the station, “the core wouldn’t be hap-
py and would wander somewhere else.”

««« TO THE HIP-HOP BACKLASH

Some other common themes emerge when
you ask Southern top 40 PDs why they are slow
on R&B titles. Among them:

* The mid-South hasn’t entirely recovered
from the hip-hop backlash that gripped many top
40s in all regions during the mid-"90s. “I think
there’s a deep-seated fear of going down that rap
road,” says WZYP PD Bill West.

* The region still has a higher percentage of
mainstream top 40s that emphasize 25-plus lis-
teners. During the hip-hop boom, West says,
“top 40 started [super-serving] 13- to 18-year-
olds. I think there’s a fear of that. And the South
is one of the last bastions of hands-on manage-
ment.”

* To that end, there’s an even greater em-
phasis on call-out research than in the rest of
the country. And unlike the top 40s of the '60s
and '70s that placed a heavy reliance on record
sales, “most top 40s are not testing anybody ex-
cept white participants, and I think that [affects]
the results to some degree,” says Zapoleon’s
Davis.

* Davis also notes that “the modern AC [boom]
seems to be happening a litde later here.” Even
in New Orleans, where top 40s KUMX and B97
will play some R&B crossovers that aren’t pop hits
nationally, there’s still an increased emphasis on
modern rock at those two stations. “When you're
talking about mainstream top 40 and its empha-
sis on the young female, their No. 1 music style is
pop/alternative,” Davis says.

* And a lot of the PDs we surveyed who grew
up with more R&B-leaning top 40 stations recall
the R&B of that era as being “more mass-appeal”
than today’s crossovers. And in the deep South,
many of the R&B hits are heavily stylized South-
ern hip-hop records of the Master P/Juvenile va-
riety, a genre that, until recently, faced consider-
able resistance, even from R&B programmersin
other regions.

A SELF-FULFILLING PROPHECY

Not every Southern top 40 PD believes R&B
records won't work. “It depends on what they
prime the audience to hear,” says WROX
(96X) Norfolk, Va., PD Bill Thorman. “If I
walk into town and blow off all the black songs,
six years down the road I'll ask people if they
like black records, and they’ll say no. It’s not a
fair call.”

And there are Southern markets in which PDs
who initially saw a lack of interest in rhythmic mu-
sic have reversed. Arista VP of top 40 promotion
Jim Elliott cites WDCG (G105) Raleigh. N.C.,as a
station that, after a long stretch on the modern
adult side, has moved back to the center. Sister
station WRVW (the River) Nashville re-added
R&B crossovers about 12-18 months ago.

And while Arista has more luck with R&B
crossovers at mainstream top 40 than most labels,
Elliott still says that the resistance to those records
“hasn’t changed much anywhere. It’s not just the
deep South”—an assessment that Zapoleon’s
Davis seconds. Elliott was MD of WPGC-FM
Washington, D.C., 20 years ago, when it was the
market’s top 40 powerhouse. While he’s seen
many stations’ openness toward top 40 cross-
overs dissipate since then, “one thing is just as
true as it was 20 years ago,” he says. “When you
play the right crossover music, it is top 40’s ace
in the hole. It is the one thing that top 40 can cre-
ate an identity with. When you find the right
music that the white listener hears as a hit record,
you own that record, and people will come to
you to hear it.”
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Music And A Mil Help John Ivey Heat
Up Winter Book At WXKS-FM Boston

Last summer, having duked it out with cross-
town WBMX for the modern adult franchise,
WXKS-FM (Kiss 108) Boston began moving
back toward the center of mainstream top 40,
filtering in some of the dance and R&B prod-
uct it had avoided for several years. As was the
case for sister WHTZ (Z100) New York upon its
return to mainstream top 40, the results weren’t
readily apparent. But in the just-released win-
ter Arbitron ratings, PD John Ivey and crew
roared ahead 5.0-5.8, including a top three fin-
ish in 25-54.

“We really worked to make sure we were fo-
cused and tight,” he says. “Actually, we've been
reviewing everything over the past year to make
sure the station was buttoned up. We always do
tweaks here and there. This winter, we ran a

t contest, the $1 million birthday game with
$20 Million Thursdays [20 chances to win $1
million]. We also ran TV spots for the first time
in a decade; it focused on [morning man] Mat-
ty Siegel and was very personality-driven. Add
all that to this being our 20th anniversary, and
we created a really big buzz.”

Despite three down books, Ivey didn’t panic.
“Like any mature radio station, Kiss has tradi-
tionally been cyclical and is prone to having
peaks and valleys,” he says. “The other thing is
that other stations around us got better. They
marketed themselves aggressively and came
right at us, which is what we experienced last

ear. Fortunately, our cume is so strong that the
isteners who sampled other stations came back
and spent more time with us again.”

Ivey says that Kiss has benefited from a grow-
ing listener interest in a variety of music genres.
“For a while, one niche of music—female
pop/rock a la Alanis Morissette, Sheryl Crow,
Fiona Apple, Sarah McLachlan, [etc.}—got so
hot that, coupled with modern pop from
matchbox 20 and Third Eye Blind, it was all
that was on people’s minds,” he says. “And we
haven't had a whole lot of luck in the past with
rhythm product. “Now, Britney Spears, Cher,
and Will Smith have put out very mainstream
records, which has worked well for us. They've
helped [separate] us [from other stations] and
gave this station some depth and tempo.

“Now we’re going even further with great
songs by TLC, 98°, and Monica,” Ivey adds.
“And we’re also seeing really good product from
different types of acts. Ricky Martin and Jen-
nifer L.opez are leading an influx that could take
us in a completely different direction over the
summer. It'll just add more depth to top 40.
The key is to remember that if you're a top 40,
you can’t be ashamed to play the hits of today.”

Here’s a sample hour on WXKS-FM: TLC,
“No Scrubs”; Sixpence None The Richer, “Kiss
Me”; Everlast, “What It's Like”; Natalie Im-
bruglia, “Torn”; Tonic, “If You Could Only
See”; ‘N Sync, “I Drive Myself Crazy”; Cran-
berries, “Dreams”; matchbox 20, “Back 2
Good”; Britney Spears, “. . . Baby One More
Time”; Blues Traveler, “But Anyway”; Sugar

Ray, “Every Morning”; and Sheryl Crow, “My
Favorite Mistake.”

Ivey credits MD “Kid” David Corey for being
his perfect complement in making music dea-
sions. “We both hear different types of records,
which makes it great. He hears certain kinds of
hit records that I don’t and vice versa. So we
have to convince each other on a record. That’s
real important, because it can really help the sta-
tion stay balanced.

“I give him a lot of leeway, while at the same
time I help him learn how to be a programmer,
which is what he has wanted to do since he first
came here over four years ago,” Ivey adds. “He’s
made huge strides on his way to becoming one.”

Ivey believes Kiss’ six-figure cash giveaway
helped its winter book, even though crosstown
rival WBMX was running a similar cash contest
and no one actually won $1 million. “We still
gave away over $400,000, which made it an aw-
fully big promotion,” he says. “It made sense for
to have {20 Million Thursdays because it tied in
to our 20th Kiss concert in June.”

As successful as it was, Ivey is reticent on do-
ing the $1 million giveaway again any time
soon. “You run a risk of ringing out anything if
you do it too much,” he says. “The key is to be
fluid, a moving target promotionally. You want
to do different things and not become just a
one-trick pony.”

The contest does lead nicely into their huge
20th Kiss Concert, which features some major
names such as Rod Stewart, Elton John, Melissa
Etheridge, and Aerosmith’s Steve Tyler and Joe
Perry. Which leaves us all wondering, for now,
how Kiss will follow such a one-two punch pro-
motionally in the summer. “We always do great
contests in the spring and summer,” Ivey says.
“Those seasons are usually better for us. My
main concern is to keep the station sounding up-
tempo, fresh, and exciting. We have a bult-in,
active audience, so we do a lot of outdoor activi-
ties and spend a lot of time on the streets. We
shake a lot of hands and kiss a lot of babies.”

One thing Ivey doesn’t concern himself with
is Kiss’ air staff. Most staffers have spent a good
decade at the station, led by afternooner Dale
Dorman, a 30-year vet. While airchecks with
these vets make little sense, that doesn’t mean
Ivey puts them on automatic pilot. “I still talk
with all the jocks,” he says. “We have regular
morning-show meetings, I talk with Dale and
[middayer] Ed McMann daily, and [ speak with
[night host] Artie [the One Man Party] while I'm
on my way home. It’s not a high-maintenance
staff; I don’t have to wonder what’s going out
over the airwaves. I basically inform them what
we’re doing and how to position things, just to
keep the station fresh.”

Many of the staffers are taking advantage of
Proffit-created dayparts for other stations.
“We've got a few cyberjocks on staff,” Ivey says.
“Ed McMann, Dale, and [late-night host] Skip
Kelly are all doing work for some other Chan-
cellor stations, such as the new Jammin’ oldies’
stations in Chicago, New York, and Orlando,
Fla. Ed also fills in for [syndicated countdown-
show host] Casey Kasem when he’s out.”

Is he worried about the staff burning out?
“No, quite the opposite,” he says. “This is what
they live for. They love this stuff. These guys are
pros who give me 1,000%.”

Could Ivey see himself following Steve Rivers
to a group programming post? “I hope to stay
at Kiss for along time; this is my dream station,”
he says. “I don’t see myself leaving, but I have
been used on certain projects in the Chancellor
chain. I'm always available to help in any situa-
tion; it helps broaden me as a programmer.

“Just as we're tapped on for a start-up station,
I have outside PDs come here and give me an
outside opinion,” he says. “You can get tunnel
vision from hearing your station over and over.”
